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EDITORIAL NOTES.

. Itis rumored that the Allan Line has again secured the mail contract
with a stipulation for seventcen kuot speed. This rate, it bona fide. would
not be so bad, bat it cynoot but be a matter of repret that tho mail service
sheuld again fall into the hands of a cgmpany sv inimical to the interests of
Canada in general and Halifax in particular.

A bill, compolling chemists to affiix a label describing the antidote to
every bottle of poison dispenced, has recently been introduced into the New
Jersey legislawre. This is a law which might well be universally adopted.
The occurrence of casualties and fatalities from the careless and ignorant
handling of poisons is so frequent that any measure which would tend to
lessen the danger ought to find a placein the statutes.  We commend the
subject to the consideration cf members of the Assembly.

In an article on the libel suit brought by Mr. Van Horae against the
Montreal Guzette, the Monireal Daily Witness has the following incidenal
but preguant zemark. *¢ The fact that the story was published by a Govern-
ment organ which has always shown the utmost friendliness if not some-
thing more towar@ the Canadian Pacific Railway and its manager, was cal-
culated to deprive it of the license «whick is alicaus accorded to political
Papers whick, ichen speaking against their enemics, are never belicved.” The
1talics are our own and thcy mark an opinion which is so wideapread that
We have always wondered that partizan sheets continue to waste their lime
ard abilities in mutual abuse, to which rio one gives credence.

Lord Wolseley is not one of thoso regular officers who systematically
Pooh-pooh irregulars.  His experience with the Canadian Militia in the
Red River expedition has left a favorable impression on his mind which he
has taken more than one occasion to express. In his contribution to the
February Harper, entitled ¢ The Standing Army of Great Britain,” after
Summing up the strength of the army, he adds :—* T do not profess to enter
upon the strength of the military forces maintained by Canada, Australia, and
our other colonies, but that they are of great importance will ba fully recog-
nized by the world whenever God in His merey is pleased to send us »
Statesman wise enough and great enough to federate aud consolidate into one
united Butish empire all the many lands and provinces which acknowledge
Queen Victoria as their sovereign.”

We last week referred to the insolent pretension that the Pacific trade
belonged of right to the United Stutes, and alluded to Australia as 1n itself dis-
posing summarily of that sort of “ buncombe’ We now have accounts of
H. M. S. Egeria having declarcd a British protectorate over no less than
thirteen islands in the South Pacific belonging to the Union and Pheenix
groups. What will cur American high-flying friends say to that.

A printed statement entitled ** An Appeal from the Norll. "Vest” is being
circulated among Members of Parliament plainly, it is said, by an Ottawa
correspondent of the St. John @lobe, charging General Sir Fred. Middleton
with deliberately appropriating a quantity of valuable furs taken by him
under pretence ““of keeping them safe’ for a Mr. Bremner. The corres-
pondent concludes his communication by statiug that ¢ the matter has
created a profound sensation.” We should imagine so, and we should
further think that a tolerably exciting action for libel is likely to be the
upshot of ite

As the Provincial Elections loom nearer, our daily contemporaries pure
sue with renewed vigor and determination the roles of the ‘ Eatanswill
Gazette” and the ¢ Iatanswill Independent,”” Every possible subject
made to do partizan duty, and amongst othera that of certain vacancies in
the Legislative Council, which again suggests the doubt whether it would
not be better, not only not to fill them at all, but to abolish the remainder.
We aro inclined to think that both Nova Scotia and the Maritime Provinces
genenally would acknow!edge that Mr, Ficlding's Government had scored a
point if they manfully shouldered the onus of initiating the reform.

The Dominion Franchise Act is of course fair game for the opposition,
and Mr. Laurier accordingly gets off the following resolution ancat it :
“That in the opinion of this House “the Llectoral Franchise Act ought to
be repealed, and that it is preferable to revert to the plan of utilizing for
the clections of this House the Provincial franchises and voters’ lists.”
This is all very well as an opposition protest, but we entirely fail to see that
the Provincial Franchises would fill the bill for Dominion elections, vary-
ing as they do in different provinces. In Nova Scotia especially, where all
Domianion employes are deprived of their rights as citizens of the Domin-
ion, would it be uasatisfactory. -

The Eclio of last Saturday evening has done good service in printing a
letter from 3 Boston correspondent describing the trials and disappoint-
ments awaiting Nova Scatia girls who resort to the States under the idea of
improving their condition. [t is poioted-out that the wages of domestic
servants have suffered great diminution, while. especially in factories and
stores, work i3 far longer and moro arduous than they would be called
upon to perform at home, and that the modes of living into which they are
thrown are of the most comfortless descriptiun, and calculated to lay them
open to the numberless temptations of a great city ~ We trust this com-
munication will he widely read, aod reproduced by the Press throughout
the Province. : -

A correspondent of the 1Weel commenting on the common use of the
term American, as applied to the people of the United States, observes :—
*“but it is quite right they should enjoy it. It is after a superficial impos-
tor, Amerigo Vespucci, who availed himself of the discaveries of Culumbns
to vaunt himse!f into renowa.” Like the correspondent slluded to we have
no objection to the appropriation of the name by the United States if only that
it leaves to us, uninterfered with, our own name of ¢ Canadian,” But
‘ Canadian” (such is his non de plume) does injustice to the memory of Ves-
pucci, who was not only a distinguished navigator, commander and writer,
but had no idea of interfering with or supplanting the memory of Columbus,
with whom he enjoyed a personal friendship.

The active movement in the Presbyterian Church in regerd to the revis.
ion of the famous Westminster Confession is one of great theological inter-
est. DProtestantism owes to Presbyterianism a debt which must always be
recognized, and that debt will be cnhanced by the libsraliring tendency of
the present mavement. In no body of Christians to-day is there a more
active interest in the relation of theology to modern thought, sod the ques-
tion of creed revision illustrates the solvent influence of modern criticism,
the advance of toleration and the decline of bigotry. The five points selected
for excision by the advocates of revision very well exemplify this position,
They are i ¢., reprabation ; the damnation of infants ; the damnation of the
heathen ; the classification of Roman Cafholics ss idolators 3 and the state-
ment that the Pope is Anti-Chriss, .
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The proposition for simultaneous telegraphic matches under the auspices
of a Canadian Wilitary Rifle League seems to present desirable features, and
the Volunteer Service Gaaetle, G.B., remarks on it that though simaltaneous
matches have not been on the whole successful.in Englaud, they my, and
the Gazette hopes will, become popular in Canada.

One of the msin points involved in spelling reforms has alwaysappeared
to us to be the raduction of the uumbor of letters in writing. Long bafore
it became a general custom we dropped the superfluous u in nouns of
Latin derivation such as honor. A correspondent of Public Opinivn advo-
cates the omission of the second L in such past particles as ** travelled”
which we think sound. In the same spirit we would drop the totally uancc-
essary second R and S in “ embarrassmont.”  But there is a constant ten-
dency io. some quarters to revert to the crude and ignorant doubling of
letters in an altogether aimless and superfluous manner.  Within the space
of cight lines in & Nova Scotia contemporary of last week, the word ¢ rig"
is spelt ¢ rigg,” and the word “‘set,” ‘ sett.” Tho Spanish is the only
toogue which has had the sense to bring such matters within the contro! of
a regulatly constituted college having authority 1o regalate the language.

It is an old saying that it never rains but it pours. The Brazilian
revolution not only atirred up an unsuspected spirit of republicanism in
3u1et Portugal, but it extended iss excitement to the republicans of Spain.

n the top of this disturbing element came the doings of Maj ir Serpa Pinto,
with whom, it now appears, his country has not yet quite reckoned. This
daring officer is now reported to be dispased to resign his position ia Africa
and return to Lisbon, where, under the existing circumstances of «xcitement,
it is even hinted that a part may lie open to him somewhat similar to that
phged by Marshal Prim in Spaiv. Mujor Pinto is 44 years of age, 2 man
of high courage, great resolution, and, it is said, strong ambitions. e Las
been for twenty years a distinguished figure inthe Portuguese army, has an
European reputation and wears the decoractions of half a dos:n or more of
coutinental powers. The surmises and predictions of republicin idealists
-afe numerous, some tending to a federated Iberian republic in which
thirteen Spanish and six Portuguese Provinces should bz represented after
the pattern of the United States. This is, of course, but an idea, and there
is not only no hint that Portugal is disposed to aurrendar her ideatity,
but the new King is understood to be nJt at all a lay figure, but a power
likely to require to be reckoned with.

There is apparently good astronomical authority for the expectation
that we shall witness a moat interesting phenomenon in the course of 1890
A sixth star will be added to the five fixed stars forming the constellation
of Cassiopein. _If this star appears in 18go it will have been seen seven
times since the begioning of the Christian era. It was discovered last time
by Tycho de Brahe in 1573, who described it as a star of extraordinary
brightness, which outshone the stars of first maguitude, and could be seen in
the light of day. But after three weeks the brightness faded, and after hav-
ing been visible fgr seventeen months it disappexred as suddenly as it had
come. The star is on record in the annals of 1264. A. ., and of g45A. D,
during the E:operor Otho's reign. It has been supposed that this hcavenly
body is the identical Star of Bethlehem, and it scems to appear once in
about 315 years. Now, if it be calculated backwards from 945. that would
make its appearance concident with the date of the birth of Christ, and,
when the calculation was made from 945 forward, the star was due in 1260,
1575, and 18go.  Dr. Palisa, of the Vienna Observatory, who has been
guuﬁoned on the subject, says that there are no proofs that the Tychocian

tar and the Star of 945 are identical. There are many stars which return
after & japse of several years, but there is no suthority for the return of a
star not seen since 1572.  This does not, however, invalidate the

probability.

loog yellow fangs, ““Ab, yes! I will evacuate lateron’ As the Times
Observes, “it is impossible to be ss angty with the French as we should be
wvith other people when they show this sort of temper.” The insatiable
vanity of the ¥ magees must always be fed by the masters of France,
whether Impertial or Republican, with abuse of some neighboring nation.
Yeaterday it was Italy ; to-day it is Eoglaod ; to-morrow it may be Ger-
many again, while there is a kind of good faith in their utter ignorauce of
other coantries, of human nature in general, and even of their own history.

The idea is beinu advocated in England of ranuing th: electicns for the
new County Councils ob political party lines. It has beun taken up by Sir
Quorge Trevelyan, and Mr. Gladstone endorses the actica of his lieutenant,
In Scotland the proposition does not find favor, on the very just ground that
the introduction of party politics into municipal affairs is often productive
of much mischief, and this position is illustrated by the example of Edin-
burgh where, last year, the Home Rule question being introduced into the
city council, civic business was neglected, with the result of au increase of
taxation for 1890, We have little doubt that the experience of Edinburgh
will be the experience of any place where the same influences, are allowed
to intrude, and we cannot but think Me. Gladatone 13 lending the great
weight of his name and position to a most mischievous principle. The
nunagement of roads, of sanitary and of other municipal affiirs not only
do not require political consideratinna to be spplied to them, but are almost
certain to suffer from their introduction.

The recent Atlantic gales remind us of the ¢ great gale" of 1703, which
raged over England and other portions of Europe for an entire week,
reaching its greatest height on the 27th November; the greatest gale ever
recorded, and as disastrous as any ot the hurricanes, cyclones or blizzards
of America or the tropics. The loss sustained in London alone was
calculated at £2,000,000, and the streets were strewn with the ruins of
fallen houses; the number of persons drowned in the floods of the Severn
and Thames, and lost on the coast of H)lland, or in ships blown from their
moorings and never afterwards heard of, was estimated at 8,000, This was
exclusive of the men on brard the twelve men-of war which, with 1.80c0
men and 524 guas, were lost within sight of shore. Seventeen thousand
trees in Kent were torn up by the roots,, and on an estate in Gloucestershire
6oo trees, all about eighty feet in height, were throwa down within a
compass of five acres, The Eddystone Lighthouse was destroyed, multi-
tudes of cattle were lost, and in one level 15,000 sheep wers drowned.
This was the cataclysm ref-rred to by Addison in a line in his amous eulogy
of Marlborough—* Such as of late d’er pale Britannia passed.” (We oaly
quote from memory, and may not be absolutely correct.) In after years,
when the remembrance of the devastation had passed away, many well-
informed persons were puzzled as to the meaning of the line until Macaulay
explained it in his splendid essay on Addison.

The continuous rumors of the spread of leprosy have received
authorative recogoition by the formation of a * National Leprosy
Fund''—at a dinner, in aid of which the Prince of Wales recently presided
—and by the testim-iny of no less an authority than Sir Andrew Clark, who
stated that “the evidence is conclusive that not only does leprosy nuw exist in
larger measure than in recent years, but that new germinal centres of it are
springing up in various quirters; that the old centres are widening ; aud
there is looming before Eugland aud the world a coandition of affiirs which
may grow and attzin such propor.iuns as to threaten not only our civilization
but all that is dearest in the fruits of civilization.” As to the possibiluy of
checking the disease when once it has laid hold of its victim but little scems
to be knuwn, it is therefore satisfactory to leara that it is in contemplation
to found two scholarships fur the promotion of medical research btk ia
Europe und Asia. It is to be hoped the attention now attracted to the
subj:ct may result in the dread disease being found to bs amensble to
intelligent medical treatmeat, the result of a larger knowledge. Should it,
however, uuhappily not turn out so, it would be difficalt to resist the
impression that, under incurable conditions, death may be preferable to life,
and that the offspring of incurable pareats, at all events, should not be
aliowed to perpetuate so feurful a malady. Even the proper and nitural
regard for the sanctity of human life may bz overstriined in the prasence
of conditions worse than death, which involve a positive sin against the
community at large.

Tippoo Tib, whose name has been prominent for some time in connection
with Central African affurs, and who has lately been charged with having
told his Manyenemas to kill Major Bartelotte if they disliked his treatmeat of
them, is a somewhat rem itk ble person, and might be a valuable friend if it
were not for the slave-raiding with which he is uoforiuaate'y, through his
extensive operations in ivory, inextricably mixed up. He is described as
about 50 years of age, of medium height, and somewhat corpulent,  His
short beard and close-cropped hair are grizzled. It is 2 mistake to regard
Tippoo as a pure Arab; he is really a half-breed, the son of a Zanz.bar
Anb and a woman of Bigamoyo; the Zinzbar type comes out in the
flastened nose, salient lips, dark bronzs skin and saperb teeth. His
physiognomy is described as intelligent, his bearing fall of dignity, his
manners distinguished. Some years ago, on Christmas morning, Re rowed
a boat-race with Frank Pocock, and beat the Englishman by several leagths.
He speaks with vivacity, his words being few, eacrgetic and decisive. He
usually wears the white robe of the Z inzibaris, with 2 long grey over-garment
with spacious sleeves broidered with silver lace ; on his head an smbraidered
white cap. le understands the distinction between English, French,
Germans, Belgians and Portuguese, aud is keenly interested in their doings
in Africa. Sume time ago he cxpressed a desire to visit Europe ; but it is
now doubtful if he will care to carry out his inteation.  In the Minyenma
country, between Tangauyika and the Lualaba, he is immeasely popular,
In the neighborhood of Nyangivé he has immense plantations to which
thousands of slaves are said to be attached. He is said to affect a somewhat
Spartan mode of lifc, and his character is not altogether ignoble. But he
cannot but dread the approach of Europesan influence in Africa. Probably
in order to further the Emin Pisha Expeditiou, Mr. Stanley could see no
other course than to disarm the hostllity of Tippoo, as far as possible, by
professiog to take him into confidence.

FRruir.——No change has been shown in this lins of business sinca our
last. A quiet but steady tono has prevailed with a moderate mnovemont ia
progress. Green fruit has shown no change, and both oranges and lumons
are firm with stocks none too firm nur prices steady. The suno applies tu
dried fruit also, and both raisins and currants, though subject to a moderato
enquiry, are firm with stocks lighter. Recent cables frum Patras note
additional purchasns of currants on Fronch accouut. Owing to oxcoadingly
rough weather on the Atlantic, a portion of the shipmants of apples from
Portland, Boston and New York arrived on the other side in poor condition
and consequently brought very unsatisfactory prices. A Westera shippor
who drew about $600 on a cousigument was advised of its sile natting him
only -$150. Those apples, however, which arrived in good condition
brought good and remunerative prices. Owing to higher shipments pirtics
here are expecting better cables, Tatest advices by mail from Livarpool
reported apples acarce, with sales of fine Baldwins at 203, to 23s. with a
firmer tendency. In the face of euch advices shippera on this sids cannot
understand the low prices which some of their shipmenta realizad, especiaily
as they were in a aplendid condition when they loft here, and put up by
some of the best packers. Theroeis o healthier foeling here although the
demand keeps rather slow, and prices range from 82 §0 to 23.50 as to quantity
and quality,

SugArR.—Business in sugar during the past weok has been strady with a
fair volame of trade. Refined appear to have touched bottom for the pro
sent, and seems now stronger, Our lutest advices from Liverpool stato that
dealers have been inclined to operate moro freely in refined sugar, and that
stocks in the hands of retailers were never as low as at prusent, and as they
are beginning to anticipate their wants, on the assumption that values have
reached their loweet point, the Grecnock relineries havo experienced a gradu-
ally increased demand for all qualities, but moro particularly for sugar.,
under 14s., which showed an advance of Gd. to 9d. within a woeek. We
have been shown a letter from Liverpoo), which states that a Londou specu
lator etill holds a large quantity of Loet sugar upon which he refused a profit
of 6s. per cwt., and which now shows a clear lass of 11s. Gd, per cwit, on
the cost price. This lot has been withdrawn from the market for some time,

The mewbers of parlisment have now seitled down into thoir sessional
harness and & goodly amuunt of work is beiug done. It is proposed to onact
legislation which will protect railway laborers and onabla thom to have 4
firat lien upon sll moujes received by contractors. This is but justico to the
man who carn their bread by the sweat of their brows. An agitation is
being made ngsinst the use of purge soinerin mackerel fishing, it being
clsimed that tho contivued uso of those seipes will destroy tho fisherics
Opinions differ upon this question, but the weight of ovidenco is on thesido
of those who would abolish the seine. It isclaimed that our Canadian mar-
kets sre being gluited with American pork and beef, and it is propused to
raise the tatifi wall so a2 to provent tho product of the ox and huy reared
south of tha boundary lino coming in competition with home production,
A lsw is being enacted which will onable the authoritiss to use tho lash in
the puanichment of certain abominablo crimes. The lash is foundto be a
more powerful deterrent than fines or iwptisonment. Marcus Smith, the
Government e¢nginear, has been seut to Nova Scolis to investizato the merits
of the prospective routes of the Hants Central and Stewiscke Valley mailways,
His report will probably decide which company is to get tho subsidy. The
British Columbians aroe agitativg for tho establishment of a Canadiau miunt,
The agitation is all right enough, but our Nova Scolian representatives must
be on the qui vice and seo 10 it Lthat the mint i8 located in Halifax. The
opposition are picking holes in tho Frauchise Act, but for aught that they
will accomplish it is love's labor lost. ‘T'ne Modus Vivoudi, under which
American tishing vessels obtained licenses, will axpire to worrow, aud with
it go the rights ohlained by foreigu fishormien in Capadian waters. Just
what the next move ou the fish board i3 to be is impossiblo to predict, but
the game is a friendly one, and check-mating is the object on either sido.
The promoters of the riilway to be constructed from Winvipeg to Hudson's
Bay, sre endeavaring to secure 3 Government guarantee to their bonds.
Government guarantees alwsys in-ure the salo of railway bovds, but why
should this railway be favured more than the Nova Scotia Central or the
Hsuts Central railway ? Favoritism in gusrantees is shortsighted. A few
indescrect cattle dealers are endeavering to artaugo for the export of Ameri-
can live stoek from Capadian ports. Thiswill not do. Csnadian shippers
Dave privileges in British ports which would ceaso were such a suicidal
policy adopted. A 92 page punphlet bearing upon the herring fisheries has
been laid upon the tabl-, and it is understood that a limited number of copiea
are to be circulsted in the Dominion. Exporience teaches, and our people
sbould ot cling to present mothode if data cin be given to prove them ill-
advised and poteconomical. The short !ine te New Glasgow is to be opened
up next summer, but as yet the affairs of the contractors have not been fully
sdjusted. Owing to the fact that the post magter of Crow's Hatbor, Guya-
boro County, is serving a terw in jail for smuggling, a more faithfal official
is 10 atep into his shoes. At present a rebate of duty is allowed to distillers
of whiskey upon imported corn used in the manufacture of whiskey for ex-
post. This rebate the opposition characlerizes as favoritism, and they have
endeavored to have it oxtended to all classes of manufacturers and producers
or bave it abolishod aitogetber. The Government wero opposed to the
abolition of this rebate, and the house has sustiined the Government's view
of the question.  In Quebec the officials of the Vice-Admiralty Coust are
paid out of th= Dominion treasury, and efforts aro now being mado to have
Halifax and St. Jol n Vice-Admiralty Courts placed upon thosamo footing.
This is bul fair play. Sir John Macdonald avpounced that several anfl
changes were contemplated, and henco tho icterest in Mr. Foster's coniing
budget speech has been greatly quickencd.

This yoar ahould prove a notable one in the advancement of the mining
interoita of the Province. For reasons hard to understand, our great mineral
vosources have for years ramained only paniatly devoloped, while remote
and almost jusceassible regions hive sutricted the best mining tilent, and,
through the investigstiun nnd reports that followed, capital has flywed in,
turping dreary wil-lornesses into thorough mining coutres. Perhaps tho
grent drawb-.ck here has been the failure to secure the services of noted
miving eugineers in reporting on our rasources, Wo aroe willing to admit
that many of these men are mere quacka in their profession, aud to candidly
say that we have much moroe faith in the ability ot our own mining engineets
and oxparts. But at the sanio tima wo havo saan it demonstrated time sod
time again that if capitsl from London or the United States is to be obtained
it can only bo through the favorables reports of somo noted mining engineers.
No matter upou rwhat shsllow foundations theso wmon have established
reputatious, they certainly have great influence, and their advice and their's
only loosens the purso strings of capitalists. Somo very poted men in the
Uvited States have had their sttention drawn to the mineral resources of
our Province through the tivo moetings of the Antericun Institute of Mining
Engincers held in tho Dominion, aud also through the able papers read at
these meetings by the rising engincers who are now conducting mining
operations here, and as a result a flood of light hes been pouted upon thess
rosource+, and thn capital reguired to dovelop them is now obtainable. This
favorablo state of alfiirs is largely dus to the energy and ability of one man,
we refer to the Deputy Commissionor and Inspoctor of mines, who has
fonnd time whiloe faithfully fulfilling the arduous duties of his dual offices
to writo a large number of papers on our mineral resources, which have
attracted the attention of scientific men on hoth sides of the water.

The Engincering and Mining Journal in its last issus contains the full
statemnnt of Mr. 1. J. Ritchis, mado bofore the Ways and Means Committes
in Washington, on the question of tho free importation of orea from Cansda.
To summarize, Mr. Ritchie’s main argument seomed to bo that the Canadisn
Copper Company and the Anglo-Americin Iron Cowpany a1e two corpora.
tions organized under the laws of Obio and doing business in Ontario,
Cansds. Thoy now have large smelting wotks in Caunada, sad are shipping
theit product, which consists of nickel and copper matte, the iron and sulpher
being wasted, to the refiners in Great Britain and Germany. The Dowiuion
Government treats tham with every consideration, remitting the duty on the
American machinery seot to the wines, and also remitling the duty on the
coke used for fuel. It also offers quits a large bonus per ton for the manu-
facture of iron and stecl from this material.  To use Mr. Ritchie's own
words : ¢ Evory stockholder in these companies is a citizon of the state of
Ohio. Lvery dollar invested in them is Ohio capital, and in making this
request’’ (to admit their ores freo of duty,) # we only ask that you treat your
own citizens as liberally as the Canadian Government has treated foreigners
wbho sro American citizens.” Dut in spile of winiog machinery daty free,
coke the ssme, and tho liberal treatment of the Govornment, Mr. Ritchie is
not contented, and the reason is that the natural ges in the neightorhood of
Findlsy, Ohio, is so admirably adapted to the manufacture snd treatment of
these ores, “‘and especially of our metals, that we are seriously contemplating
bringing all our oros to that place to be emelted. But we can only do this
ou condition that our own Government shall admit tham all fres of duty—
evety part and conatituent of them.” If Mr. Ritchie only succeeds in having
the Juty 1emoved he will at onco transfer tho works over the border, and
the Dominion will be tho laser. It is in this way that Mr. Ritchie proposes
to reward the libenality .of the Canadian Goveroment ! Truly the advocates
in the Upited States for the remuval of duties on tha raw material are most
disinterosted !

T1 e petition to Conureza from the proprintors of irop and steel working
establishments in New England is also »o evidently drawn with a desire to
he mutually beneficial 10 the New Eugland States aud Canada that we
should hastep o meet them half way, of moro than half way, and sacrifice
our coa! and iron induatries by removing tho tarifl on these mivorals. It
would L0 so brotherly, you kuow ! Buy tuo resolution zpraks for itsmif, and
is as follows :——** Tne underrigned, propricturs or managers of iron-wurking
establishmenta in New Eogland, being n:embera of all pertier, and brlieving
that in the adjustment of the tanfT 2 careful regard should be had to the
1ights and ntetests of all scciions and of all the people; that the local
interests of each section should ha carefully watened by its delogstes in
Cougress, and that, in order to be fully juformed, such delegates must
necossarily depend largely upon information farnished by their conatituents,
do hirrehy respectfuily unite in calling your attention to the condition of
the iron and steel working interests in New Eanglind, aud to the effect of
this condition upon the genoral icterests of ths a-ciom of our comwun
country as fully set forth in a statement prefix-id hereto,  And, in view of
the approaching resision of the Griff laws, wo further unite in the request
that you will insist upon tho izcorponation of the foll wiug provisious in
any revieed tarifl law that ehall be enacted :  First—Tht iron ore, coal and

The Caledouia people have a aubetantisl 10 stamp mid almost ready for
operation, aud if the first birick is not a good ouc then all good indicitions
must count for little. This property has been hut partially prospected and
further development will undoubtedly result jn showing other fino leads.
The wl.ole plont of engines, hoilers and hoisis is firat class.

At the Parker-Dougiss Mine, adjuining the Cairdonia, everythiog is in
an active coadition. List week a now battery of five stamnps was put in
operition, making ten in all, and ten mure will be ready for work in the
course of a month or thereabouts. The mine is under the supcrintendence
of Mr. Rudetick McLiol, who has at the McGuire Mine in Whiteburn
shown himeelf to the people of this region 2s a competent man for such a
place.
