salary, and has declined to roceive a lavger
stipend at their hands. He has given close
attention to his preparation for pulpit service.
It is his rale to be in his study cach morning
from nine o'clock to ore. lle lays the
foundation of his sermons T'uesday morning;
preaches principally on practical themos
delivers two distinctly doctrinal sermons a
mounth, one in the morning aud ongin the
evening, on different Suudays. Ho gives
much time to pastoral visitation. ‘Three or
four hours of cach afternovn are devoted to
this work and frejuently three hours in the
evening. o finds this good for his health,
and says that if & man would save souls he
must loso solcs.

THE GREATEST TRUTH IN THE WORLD—THIS
I3 MY BELOVED SON.

Love is said to be the greatest thing in the
world, and the above announcement may be
justly called the greatest truth in the world,
for reasons fon numerous to be mention,

It is the central truth of the New Testa-
ment, The Old Testament has many import-
ant truths, but its great central truth is the
“Unity of Deity.” <Ilear, O Tsracl, the Lord
thy God is one Lord.” Other nations had
lords many and gods many, but to Israel
there was one Lord. All worship was due to
Him; all laws had His signature. T'he New
Testament has many truths, but its great
central truth is, “Tesus the Christ is the S
of the living God.” To Ilim every kuee
shall bow and every tongue confess that 1le
is Lord, to the glory of (God. IIiz name is
heaven’s sure seal to every law of the New
Testament,

This is the only truth directly spoken {rom
heaven to men. God sent Iig inspired ser-
vanis to tell His mind to the people, but
this truth was so great that He oponed heaven
and spoke it himself.

It is great because intended and adapted
for all men, at all times and in all places.
Some truths were for some persons only, and
even for them, at certain t:mes, Jesus had
things to say to His disciples which they
could not hear at the time; but this truth is
pever out of place or date. Wheon a remark-
able stranger enters a city or a country, it is
in place for any one, from a school-boy to a
sage, to ask who the man is; and when one
go wonderful as Jesus comes among men, it
is the privilege of all, old and young, learned
and illiterate, Jew and Geutile, to ask who
He is, and to receive from their Creator and
their Judge the short and sublime answer—
“This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well
pleased.” Jesus bleszed the first man who
confesged this truth, and called him Petros, or
moving rock; but the trauth itgelf he called
Petra, or bed-rock, and said of it, “‘My
Father has revealed to thee, I will build my
church on 1it, and the gates of hades shall not
prevail againat it.

This rock trath, this sure foundation, was
tried in every possible way before the church
was Lslt upon it.  Just after ILis Father
had ntcered 1t at the Jordan, Jesus was tried
of the devil, ¢If Thou be the Son of (God,”
said the tempter, “do so and so.” Jesus
suffered all his assaults, but this truth re-
mained.  Wicked men tried him, but could
not shake the rock. Then the last encwy,
death, struck the rock, but only to endure
defeat, and final destruction. 1o died for
anying L ¢ was the Sun of God, and rose from
the dend to confirm it, e who first uttered
it at the Jordon again proclaimed at the
shattered grave, “Thou art My S t is day
have I begotten Thee,”—DPs, 2, Acts 13, 33-34.

This victory over death threw back its
shadow for a thousand y.ars, and David
sweotly sings, “'Therefore did my heart re-
joice and my tongue was glad; moreover,
also, my flesh shaull rest in hope, becanse Thou
wilt not leave my soul 1n hades; neither wilt
Thou suffes Thine Ioly One to seo corrup-
tion.”

This truth was announced by the Father,
conicssed by the Son in his death, and con-
firmed by the Iloly Spirit in the resurrection
of Chuist; and yet 1t 18 #o plain that a child
may believe it and have eternal hfe 1 Christ,
When he was on earth he drew the little ones
to himself because it was so easy for them to
understand and to trust and love Him, He
was lifted up on the cross to draw all men to
Ihim.  Iis gospel which tells this 18 the very
power of God which suves every ono that
behieves it. It was Jesus’ last act on earth
to sond this gospel to every sinner, because
every sinner can believe it, e says, “He
that believeth and is baptized shall be saver,
but be that believeth not sball be damuned.”

H this 18 the greatest truth in the world,
1t makes it the greatest work of the church
of Christ to have this truth heard and be-
lieved by men. Jesus tells his disciples to
let their light so shine before men that they,
seeing their good work, may glorify God.
Their good works were not the light; the
gospel was the light. But by their good
works they would hold fortk the gospel or
the light so that 1t would shine forth, as from
a candlestick, to all around. The grand
work of the church for the world, therefore,
13 to get it to receive and hold fast the Word
of Infe. An individual Christian may be
assured that the more he can do to induce
the greatest number home and abroad to
recetve Chnst and abide in Him the better
he will serve his generation according to the
Will of God. And what is true ol one is
true of the chuich. Let the world hear the
gospel and then let your whole life be such
as becometh the gospel that the gospel be
not hindered nor hid,

In church edification, the great question
should be, What are we, individuxlly and as

a chureh, doing to bring men into touch
with the Sun of the living God? Are we
doing our best to have this truth preached,
not a8 a fruth among others, but as the truth
of the gospel which shall eternally divide tho
sheep and the goats; not merely as one of
the things which the church believes, but us
vhe grand creed of the church, the rock on
which the church is built, that has conquered
all the powers of darkness? Let men hear
distinctly that God so loved the world that
he gave His only begotten Son, that whoso-
ever behieveth on Him should not perish, but
have evetlasting hife.  For it pieased the
Lord to bruise him, to put him to grief, to
lay on him the iniquity of us all, that by his
stripes we wight be healed. A love that
sonld make God’s dear Son also His Lamb of
sacrifice, and point us to tha Lamb of God
that takes away the sin of the world, is a love
amply suflicient to overcome the enmity of
every one who comes to God through Christ
and m *he way which Jesus describes in tho
gospel.  Let all who love our Lord Jesus
Cnrist in sincerity join in spreading that
gospol and living as it directs.

THE ONTARIO CONVENTION.

The convention of the Disciples of Christ
in Ontario oponed at Ridgetown, June 2nd,
and closed on the 5th. The attendance was
large. II. McDiarmid, of Hiram College,
and Robert Moflet, of Cleveland, were pre-
present.  Miss Mary M. Rioch, recently
returned from Japan, was also in attendance,
and gave an intercsting address on ¢ What
the Disciples of Christ have done in Japan.”
The Ontario preachers were preseat in force.
Manitoba was also represented.

The first evening sossion was given to the
interests of the Coilege of the Disciples, St.
Thomas. The stud:nt-preachers are doing
gnod work both in their classes and in the
churches where they work. The college
closed the year free from pecuniary obliga-
tions. After the reports there were addresses
on “Education,” “'Cho Need of the College,’
and ““The Relation of the College to the
Cause.”

Sevonty-two churches are scattered through.
out the province. Nearly all are in a pros-
perous condition. The mombership is about
4,500, During the year 286 baptisms were
reported.  There are 29 Sunday-schools,
2,123 scholars and 201 teachers. It was
recommended that the weekly offering of the
schools be tithed for home missions, foreign
missions and educational work, instead of
having special offecings for these objects.
Also that the library system be abolished,
and the money now spent in the purchase of
books be used to improve the gquality of
weekly literature.  There are thirty-three
societies of Christian Endeavor in the pro-
vince. The reports show that mauy of them
are doing excellont work for others, as well
as helping the individual members. In their

offerings they remember home and foreign
missions and the college of the Disciples.

The Home Mission Board presented an
encouraging report, showing much progress
in weak, struggling churches, More than
the apportionments and expenaes had been
raised ; the total amount being $1,950.51,
the expenditure $1,600.03, leaving a balance
of $350.48. But the deficit of $503.62 last
vear turng this balance into a deficit of
$153.14. The apportionments for this year
amount to ¥1,650. But that there may be
the means with which to onter new fields, it
is recommended that $2,000 be raised. There
wero approprinte addresses on ““OurStrength
and our Weakness” and *“Evangelical Work,”
and a conference on ‘‘ IHow to Increase the
Interest in the work of the Co-operation.”

Tie report of the business manager of 7he
Christian Messenger show. a lengthening
subscription list and growing riceipts. A
conference as to the hest way of still further
increasing the circulation and usefulness of
the papuer was held. More thar 100 new
subscribors were pledged in a short time.
C. 'T. Paul is retained as editor-in chief.

Tho president of the Co-operation for the
new year is John Campbell, St. Thomas;
vico-president, Thomas Whitchead, Walker-
town; recording secretary, J. W. Kilgour,
Guelph; and corresponding seeretary, W. D.
Cunningham, St. Thomas. Toronto was
recommended as the place for the next annual
June convention.

FROM IHALIFAX, N, 8., 10 JACK-
SONVILLE, FLA.

The writer hold his clusing sorvices with
the North Street Christian Chureh, Halifax,
N. 8., on Lord’s day, May 29th. In many
ways this was one of the saddest days of our
ministry. For two years and nino months
wo had labored with the Halifax chureh, and
during thoso years and months had formed
many pleasant and, we trust, lasting associa-
tions.

Origiuat Cuntributions,
OUR OPPORTUNIIIES AND OUR
OBLIGATIONS.

GRO. MAN{KOLD.

As missionary workers our opportunities
for winning souls are almost innumerable.
First of all we must begin with ourselves.
We must see that the light that is within us
be not darkness. Among the first lessons
which Christ impressed on the twelve imme-
diately following theiwr selection from the
rest of the disciples, was thie: ¢ Lot your
light so shine before men that thay may see
your good works and glorify your Father
who is in heaven,” It is here that the
utmost vigilance must be cxercised. The
power of a godly life, who can estimate it ?
We are apt to slight var individual efforts, to
belittle our personal influence. Wheu we
read of Barnabas being a good wan, full of
faith and of the Holy Spirit, we learn the
sceret of hia turning many to the Lord. We
must beexamples to all *in word, in mauner
of life, in love, in faith, in purity.” Heaven'’s
confidence in the power of the truth, in the
outcome of truth incarnate in a godly, spirit-
filled lifo is sublime.

Home missions is missions in the homes.
Ut is here whore Androw began. Of Peter,
who in later years was to be entrusted with
the keys of the kingdom, who in his testi-
mony for the truth was to become worthy of
his name, and amidst persccution and desth

was to stand like Gitraltar in a storm,—of
this great apostle we doubtless would not
have beard but for humble Andrew,* who
¢ findeth first his own brother Simon, saith
unto him, ‘We have found the Christ,” and
he brought him to Jesus.” To most of ns
the speaking to strangers about the things
pertaining to the kingdom of God is a com-
paratively easy task, but to talk to these who
share our firesides about the welfare of their
souls is an ordeal from which many of us
shrink.

Charity, or love, begins at home, but does
not end there. Infinite in namber are the
opportunities that as missionary workers, as
heralds of the cross, as preachers of right-
cousness are entrusted to us, to speak a word -
for Jesus, to bear testimony in his name to
those with whom we mingle socially from day
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to day. But how often these opportunities ! ful release from the thralldom of sectarian

are ot slip. I am daily becoming more im-
pressed with the thought that it is here more
influence can be oxerted than we can possibly
be made awaro of. We depend oftontimes
too much upon the personal drawing power,
tho pulpit ability, the eloquence of the
pacacher, in attracting tho masses to the
Saviour. The preacher, in many instances,
is but tho occasion, while tho individnals of
his congregation are Lhe means, or rather the
causs, of many souls hearing the glad message
and obeying the truth. The scriptures teach
this grand lesson, which is confirmed every
day., ‘““And from that city mang of tho
Samaritans believed on him, because of the
word of the woman who testified, ‘He told
me all things that ever I did.” And many
more believed because of his word, ¢ For.’
said they, ¢ we have heard for ourselves and
know that this is indeed the Saviour of the
world.’”

Then there is the great opportunity of the
dissemination of good literature, A good
religious weekly like T'%e Christian Standard
ought to be in every Christian home, The
matter in it ought to be talked over one to
another, and the paper then passed along.
We are thus kept in touch with the rest of
the brotherhood, and are inspired to further
efforts and greater activity in the Master’s
vineyard. Money spent in suitable papers,
pamphlets and books, all giving expression
to tho restoration of primitive Christianity,
will be money well spent, Men and women,
young and old, will be reached by this means,
when all others have failed. Silont messen-
gers are these books and papers, but none
the less potent in accomplishing God’s pur-
pose of saving the world. In view of such
grand possibilities by these means, let not
secular papers and magazines crowd out those
whose influence is eternal, which will ¢ tell
on ages-—tell for God.”

As to our obligations, obedience to him to
whom all authority in heaven and on carth
has been given, require that we shall be swift
in doing our master’s bidding, in bringing
the gospel of God’s grace to all men. Tove
to our Heavenly Iather for his infinite
mercy, gratitude to our Elder Brother who
endured the cross and despised the shame on
our behalf, should constrain us to live not
unto ourselves, but unto him who for our
sakes died and rose again—and this we do
when we engage in his mission to seck and
to save the lost. We are debtors to our
fellow-men, to Greeks and Barbarians, to the
wise and the unwise, to the rich and poor, to
““tell of the Saviour who died that the world
might be saved through his love.” We who
have *“ been enlightened, and have tasted of
the heavenly gift, and were made partakers
of the Holy Spirit, and have tasted the good
word of (tod,” arein duty bound to say to
stranger and friend, ‘Come unto Mount
Zion and unto the city of the living God, the
heavenly Jerusalem, to thoe church of the
{irst born,” yea, ‘let him that heareth say
Come.”” He who out of love and gratitude
to the Saviour would desire to be with him,
let him hear the Saviour’s message, “ Go to
thy houee and thy friends, and toll them how
great things the Lord hath done for thee,
and how he had mercy on thee.”

The growing desire of Christian union is
another obligation for us to be more faithful
in our allegiance, more energetic in our
Jabors. 'There never was such a time as the
present when .:en are so eager to hear of the
verities of things eternal ; when people are
hungering and thirsting for the gospel in its
simplicity and fullnees; when multitudes
are ready to receive the truth which alone
will give them frecdom from sin and a joy-

bigatry and denominational pride., Lot us
be diligent in making known the word of the
message entrusted to ns, May 1t over be a
work of faith and a labor of love, The pro-
mise of the Lord 18 ours, ** That thoy who
sow in tears, shall reap with joy.”

I have treated the subject moro on the
phase of personal work. It 18 hand to hand,
and heart to heart work that counts. The
ministry of the Saviour was pre-eminently
this. Among other proofs that Josus was
the Christ was the grand fact that the poor
had the gospel preached unto them. Well
might tho historian say, ¢God the uncreated,
tho incomprehensible, the invisible, attracted
few worshippers; a philosopher might admire
go lofty a conception, but the erowd turned
away m disgust from words that presented
no image to their minds. It was before
Deity, embodied in human form, working
among men, partaking of their infirmaties,
leaning on their bosoms, weeping over their
graves, bleeding on the eross, that the pre-
judices of the synagogue, and tho doubts of
the academy, and the pride of the portico,
and the fasces of the hictors, and the swords
of thirty legions, were humbled in the dust.”

Christ and the apostles labored for the
oneness of God’s people. Paul, noticing the
drift of things in the Cormnthian church,
(I. Cor. i:11-18) predicted a ¢ falling away
first,” before the coming nf onr TLord Jeena
Christ (II. Thes, ii : 1 3).

This was cvident in Paul's day when we
read that Iymencns and Alexander made
shipwreck of their faith (I Tim. i : 19, 20);
that Hymeneus and Philetus declared that
the resurrection was already past and over-
threw the faith of some (1I. 'I'im. ii : 17, 18);
Phygollus and Iermogenes were turned away
from him (II. Tim. i:13) and Diotrephes,
loving the pre-eminence, would not receive
him, prating with malicions words, even
casting out of the church those who would
receive the brethren (111 John 9, 10)

For at least three centuries, the apostolie
church maintained, to & large degree, the
purity of its worship and teaching.

In the fourth century, Constantine I., the
@reat, is said to have embraced Christianity.
Ic made this the state religion in 324 A. D
He was not as particular in keeping the
Christian religion free from paganism as it
had been kept, but courted the favor of all
classes of people. As Dr. A. J. Gordon says,
¢ Constantine thought that in order to con-
vert the heathen, it was necessary to concili-
ate them by conforming somewhat to their
customs,” Thisexplaing why Roman Catholic
innovations were introduced. We will notice
a fow of the innovations, Transubstantiation
was maintained and the use of incense and
the conser wag adopted in the fourth century,

The ceremony of kissing the Pope’s toe, the
worship of images and the saying of masses
for the dead were introduced in the eighth
contury. The Apostles’ Creed was sung and
saints were canonized in the ninth century.

Bolls wore baptized in the tenth century.
Triple immersion was spoken of in the
eleventh contury, and the cap was retrenched
in the Lord’s supper in the twelfth century.

When Leo X becume Pope, he found the
treasury depleted, In ordor to replenish it,
ho mtroduced the sulo of indnlgences, It
was this, in paiticulw, together with tho
former practices, that aroused Martin Lather
and his contemporaries to action, and re-
formation began, Luther gained three
points: (1) That Jesus was the mediutor
mstead of the priests, (2) That we are justi-
fied by faith and not by works of merit, (3)
Ife gave the Word of God to the people in
their own language, The roformation pro-
gressed under the hands of Zwingli, Calvin,
John Kunox and Wycliffe in different
countries,

The first division of any consequence in
the churches was when the Greck Catholic
broke away from the Roman Catholic Church
and established their headquarters at Con-
stantinople.

In the fifteenth century John ITuss founded
a sect in Moravia called Moravians., Thoy
aro more active in missionary work toduy
than any other religious body. In 1530, we
see the Lutheran church taking on form as
1ts members withdrew from the Roman
Catholies. Luther wished them to use the
name IEvangelical, but after his death they
called themselves Lutherans, Zwingli and
Culvin wishing more {reedom than was found
in the Lutheran worship, organized the Ie-
formed Church. It contained certain re-
fortng as 1ts name indicates. In 1532, the
Cnurch of Iagland was formally established.
lIenry VIII, wishing for more freedom than
the Pope was willing to grant, was declared
by Parhament, the head of the church,  The
Congrogationalists (America) or Indepen-
dents (lengland) are persons who wished more
liberty than was accorded them in the Church
of England. As their name indicates, they
have a congregational form of church govern-
ment. The Mennonites came from the Ana-
baptists (baptizing again) in the sixteenth
century. They are opposed to ovaths, war
and infant baptism. They take their name
from Menno Simon. The Baptists, General
or Antipedobaptists (Arminian) and the
Particular (Calvinistic) Baptists are first
mentioned in history in the sixteenth cen-
tury, taking their name from their regarding
immersion, alone, ag baptism. The Wesleys,
Geo. Whiteficld and others longing for more
spirituality than was found in the Church of
Bogland began an important religious move-
ment in the eighteenth century. They be-
came known as Mcthodists from their syste-
matic methods of work., The Dunkers were
driven from Germany in the eighteenth
century and scttled in Penngylvania, They
are a very plain people practicing the washing
of the saints’ feet and the holy kiss. Their
name comes from the German word dunken
meaning to dip. The Quakers acquired
their name by their emotional quakings in
1650. They are very plain in their worship.
The Presbyterians are mentioned in the
seventeenth century in England. They take
their name from their churches being gov-
erned by presbyters or elders. The Advent-
iste take their name from the doctrine of the
second coming of Christ which they make
very prominent. ‘The Unitarians deny the
doctrine of the trinity. Univeralists teach
universal salvation. The Catholic Apostolic
or Irvingites believe in the return of the gift
of tongues. The Chrigtadelphians (brothers
in Christ} are annihilationists and deny the
trinity. The Schwenkfeldians, followers of
Kaspar Schwenkfeld are found chiolly in
Pennslyvania. ‘T'hey maintain strict discip-
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line, choose their ministers by lot, deny thol

HOW SHALL WE MAKE PRAYER
MELETING MORE BEFFECTIVE?

Among the many practical questions that
ofttimes appeal to the weary, hard-working,
discouraged minister of the Gospel, and to
other Christian workers, for their solution,
there scems to be none of greater practical
importance than the one named above.

Somcone has said “‘ the prayer meeting 18
the pulse of the church.” It is usually a
very good test of its spirituslity and readiness
for active service. .

The effectiveness of the prayer mecting
may be greatly increased in almost any com-
munity by giving careful attention to three
things in conncetion therowith, viz., at-
tendance, talent and method.

It should be the uim of the leaders in
prayer meeting work to sccurc tho largest
possible attendance at every meeting by fre-
quent invitations and exhortations to attend
the meetings, and by endeavoring to make
the meeting so interesting to those who do
attend that they will never want to miss
another.

To have frequent roference to the prayer
meeting from the pulpit, having the topic

announced, and exhortations to duty in this
respect will influonce some.

ings ; aud for this we must look toward tho
development of talent and methods of con-
ducting our social or prayer meetings
Kvery community of people huas in it more
or less latent talent—talonts for music,
prayer, reading, exhorting ; talents that ave

|as yet wholly undeveloped and unused; in

fuct there are very fow persons who have not
one of the above-mentioned talonts in some
degree, while very many have them all,
wluch, if doveloped and used, would make
them effectivo.

How ghall wo enlist the latent talent of
tho church in prayer meeting work? Ahl
that is the rab w mavy of our churches.
IIow? New, /Aow can we do it? inquires
many a one who is anxious to make the
prayer meeting a success in their commumty.
Here again 1t calls for individual work ;
make young Christiang feel that duty and
loyalty to Christ demands of thom attendance
at and participation in the prayer meeting,
and most of them will begin to feol like
gomg to work. Ilow make them feol it?
By public, and especially by private instruc-
tiun and solicitation 1 regard to their duty,
and by adopting right mothods of wurk.

Have, if possible, a goud, live, enthusiastic
leader ; sometimes it may he well to have
different porsons take turns in leading, ete.
This is,. of course, the wuy to develop leaders,
but gencrally, when effectiveness in work is
the ait, the best leader among us should be
in the lead. Have a subjcct selected and
announced at least a weok before the meet-
ing, and eucourage all to give the subject or
some phase of it their careful consideration,
and to come to the meeting with passages of
scripture, sclect readings, or better still, a
good, earnest heart talk upon it. Let the
songs and prayers, too, harmonize with the
sabject 8o far ag possible. This gives to the
prayer meeting work definiteness, und tends
to keop it out of the common-place ruts.

On the other hand, do not be too exacting
in your adherence to the subject. There
be those who are not prepared on it who
conld make very interesting general remarks,
or some whom it would 50 good just to
speak & word for Jesus, Let them. En-
courage themn. There may be some who do
not take part in the meeting, but would read
a passage if one was suggested to them. For
this purpose select a dozen appropriate read-
ings and scripture passages, and just before
the meeting slip them quietly into tho hands
of some whom you think should be taking
part, requesting them to read it. If they
fail to do so this week do not get discouraged
over it, but give them another next week,
and after awhile you may be surprised at the
result. ‘Then there may be some who attend
the prayer meeting and appear to take great
1nserest in it, but who are not Christians.
Ghve them a reading, pass them a seripture
text, get them interested yet more, and you
will win them all the more quickly; and
when they do take their place in the church
it will be easy for them to take their place
in the prayer meeting; while if they never
do becomo Christians, tho fact of theii baving
reand” & fow passages from God’s Word in
public will not make them or you any worso
becauso of it.

Commenco promptly! Close promptly! If

the hour is oight o’clock do not wait till
oight filteen, but commence exactly at eight
if thero are only two present. This is the
best way to bring them to time, And then
if the allotted time for the meeting is one
hour, close in exactly one hour. There may
be exceptions to this rule, but generally the
most effective work is done in the regular
prayor meetings that begin and end their
work promptly on time.
