On.A.it.Es HtcKcLINo, the Toronto grocer,
whose assignuient was noted in:our last issue,;-
shows stock valuied at only S250, and has ti-el
estate valited at $2,3001 on wlici there is a
collateral mortgage for $1,600 mtade for the
benefit of his wife. He owes about $4,000, of
which $3,000 is due to a Toronto wholesale
firn. A lar suit is pending in the interests of
lis wife, frs. llickling, t1is said, and it is
feared Ltat the estate will be eaten up in cos ts.

L & J. At.MTiaoNa, carrying on a general
store and saw mills at MeKellar, Ont., pre-
viou.ly referred to, have arranged with all the
larger creditors for a settlement at 50c on the
dollar. Thoir liabilities anount to about $23,-
000, with] assets notnially the sane, but spread
too muticli. The fitlure is attributed to want of
profits on the timuber boom branch of their
business. They get out large quantities of tim-
ber, logs, etc., and furnish the lumbermen with
supplies from ilrei' store.

R. S. WATT, tea merchant, Toronto, assigned
in trust a few' days ago, 2ith liabilities of about
$8l,000, due in Toronto and ttis city. The
assets are said to be only about $5000, although
no statemnt has been .prepared yet.

Josruu HAw., a Toronto tailor, recently
compromttised with his creditors at 75e on the
dollar, depositing slender securities. He owed
about$5,000, and paid the first note at maturity;
a few (lays ago, before the second note feil due,
the assignee discovered that Hawke bad dis-
posed of his stock by auction, and, aiso owned
some real estate, of which the creditors lied not
been informed. A lispendens was at once filed
against the property, and a warrant issued for
Hawke's arrest, but through the agency notifi-
cation sheet lue learnted off the proceedings i
time to elude the officers and escape. The
creditors expect to realize the greater part of
the compromise offer frotu the security.

flENttY P. ooK, who- carried on a large
general store business at Gravenhurat, Ont.,
assigned in iMarch last, after one year's experi-
ence. Siortly before hlie assigrnment lis
creditors were surprised to learn that a lire had
occurred in his prernises, and tat Cook and
lis brother were under arrest on a charge of
arson, whicht however was not proven.. An
investigation revealed liabilities amounting to
$15,000 and stock valued at $,000; notwith-
standing tieir surprise at this state of affairs
lthe creditors were induced to accept 60c on the
dollar,-20c cash, and the balance in two and
four months--and the trustee; Mr'i.blakson, of
Toronto, was instructe'd to place a receiver in
charge. Someé time afterwards' Cook was
siuspected of secreting gods when a detective
was employed, and goods, notes, a'nd cash to
tIhe aggregate value of about $7,000 were un-
earthed'fron various hiding places. Cook was
arr'ested, and sent to jail, pending Iis trial,
which was fixed for to-day, 24th inst. Men-
while the stock-in-trade, valued at 56,637, bas
been sold et 73c on the dollar.

OmAio W'îiiwr Onoi.-The secretary of the
Ontario Bureau of-Industries in his-August cir-
ctilar says:-The reports on the wheat cron~f the
Province, made to the Bureau on the lst o.Aug.,
are not wiolly satisfaîctory. They show iliat as
regards boti uantity and quality much of it i
inferior to last year's crop-that, in fact, tits
market value at present qutations muust be less:
by se-veral millions of dollars. lt it ishould,
le borne in mind that last year's crop was an.
extraordinary. oe, and consequently that com-
parison witih ia the standard cannot be,
acceptel as fair. We have not yet ýsufficient
data to ascertain confidently wliat an average:
whieat crop i0 Ontario is. For this purpose it
is necessary to obtain returns for a series of
successive years, giving as accirately . as
possible the acreage and -tie produce for each
year. The present harvest ia probably bclow7
an average over the wlole Province, but no
onecai state psinively whether -t is ornot.
Last year according to the statistics collected
by the Bureau, the inra under -wheat was
1,775,337 acres, the produce 40,921,201 busiels,
and the average yield per acre 23 bushels.
This year the area is 1,691,603 acres, the pro-
duîee (as estimated by, correspondents) 27,398,-
393 busbels, and the average yield yer acre 16
bushels For the two years the average would
therefore be 19,7 bushels per acre. Itis pos-
sible, however, iha the recults of t, thliehreling
season my modify to some estent the figures
for this yeaT. The uneven cliracter of the
crop makes it difficult to estimatt the yield of
Fall Wheat, and Spring Wheat is liable to .

TBE DUTY OF AN ARBITRATOR.

The Toronto, Nail bas given it as ils
opinion that it was the duty of the arbi-,
trators appointed to determine the boun-
daries of the Province of Ontario to be
the advocales of the claims respectively
presented by thé Dominion and Ontario'
Counsel. This is the first time, so far as
we are are aware, that any such doctrine,
has been broached, and we feel thoroughly
convinced that on such terns the arbi-
trators would not have undertaken the
duty which they wyere requested ta per-
fori. IL is singular enough that during
the controversial discussion, which hs
been carried on durini the last five years
on this sulject, it has been repeatedly
alleged, on the part of the opponents of
the award, that justice was not done to
Ontario; that that Province was entitled
to much more territory than was awarded,
ta it and that for that reason a new
reference was indispensably necessary in
justice to Ontario. The Jfail now declare9
thot, ChieliJustice If arriso» " d4 bis d#t
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"as the representative of Ontario on the
#'board of arbitrators, and with all the
" force of his vigorous character." 'The
Af ail bad botter refer ta Chief Justice Har-
rison's own letters, cited by Sir Francis
Hlincks in bis lecture at Toronto. One
passage in the Chief Justice's correspon-
dence is singularly applicable. It is:-
" men, who, regardless of the demands
" of fair dealingNwrite for a purpose, and
" that political, may assume to point out
" faults where none exist, but in the
"long run their attacka are as harmIess
"lin execution as they are venomous
i in conception." Again, referring ta an
article published in this journal in August,
1878, the late Chief Justice wrote :-" I
" should like ta see it reproduced in the

Globe, as being a perfect demolition of
"the partizan articles of the Mail. The
"latter were inspired for mare political,
d that is, party effect." As the Mail ex-
presses a desire to obtain from Sir Francis
llincks the reasons " for placing the south-
west angle where the award fixed it," in
which case he promises " to confess aur
error," we recommend him ta read Sir
Francis Hincks' lecture at Toronto, and
ta study it carefully. Ris recent articles
prove conclusively that ha does not com-
prehend the subject on which ha bas
undertaken ta instruct the public.

QUOTED PIL[CES.
Information lately derived fron some

country merchants wold seerm ta indi-
cate a disposition on the part of one or
more dealers or manufacturers ta cut
prices below a paying basis, a practice
which, it is needless ta say, is one of the
surest signs of weakness. For example,.
one or two grocers in the Capital claim to
be able ta retail granulated sugar at 84c
a pound, the quotation given in our
prices current. IL is a long existent and
well-known fact that the retailer's profit
on sugar is almost nil, nevertheless ve
cannot help fancying that all cannot be
healthy behind the scenes with the bouse
which supplies him who is enabled ta
retail sugar at one-eighth of one cent.
per lb. above the price at which it
can be bought in this City, by the carload.
It is not improbable, notwitbstanding the
reports of the Government analysts,.that
glucose has begun ta ha employefd as an
adulterant, in - which case the grocers
referred to might easily sell at the figura
mentioned. But our quotations are for
cane sugar, and not for any admixture of:
glucose or grape sugars. The latter have
hitherto been chiefly employed in Canada
in. the manufacture of candy, syrups,
inolasses, etc., but nothing save. the high
character of Our refining companies is

likely to prevent so facile an admixture
being used ore long to the same extent as
it is in the United States. Even tha
Glasgow sugars brought to Canada in
former days were not free fron cheapen-
ing ingredients. Of course cases are not
unknown of hard-pressed brokers buying
sugars on long credit from the refineries,
and selling them at.or below cost in arder
"ta finance" along, and in this manner
both wholesale and retail grocers are now
and then able ta get goods at or below
cost. We need hardly remark that the
prices at which such transactions are
made, while they may be referred ta in
market reports, cannot afford any true
index for prices-current tables.

Ktorseshoes are said ta he retailed by;
a firm in Perth at $3.90 per keg-the
inside figure at which they are quoted in
our tables. It goes ta prove that either
there is something wrong somewhere, or
that the retailers in question are inaking
of horseshoes a " leading line ; " but if they
can afford ta sell them at that price the
profit mustbe obtained from other articles
in stock. No man or firm can aflord
ta continue sellinggoods for mare philan-
thropy, and we do not think our Perth
friends are inclined ta favor the neigh-
boring blacksmiths to the extent of keep-
ing goods purely for their accommodation,
not ta mention the cost of interest, insur-
ance and other similar, but often uncon-
sidered, expenses. It is scarcely neoces-
sary to mention the usual discount of 15
cents per keg allowed on purchases of
100 keg lots and over.

Tin plates are also being sold very close
by retailers. IC Coke, for example, .is
being retailed at the outside figure of our
quotation, $4.40 to 54.0. One of the
leading firns of this city r'efused an ofler
at the rate of $4.35 for a lot of 500 boxes
last week, and. for this and.other reasons
we fancy our quotations are sufficiently
close. Wemay return, ta this subject
again, and shall be glad ta receive further
communications from subscribers. It
will he observed that our figures compare
favorably with other sources of informa-.
tion, and this inclines us to the belief
that the JoURNAL oF COS:ERcE is fulfiling
its duty to its subscribers in furnishing
them with fresh and valuable market re-
ports at the lowest possible price. Infal-
libility is not found in the best ragu-
lated commercial journals, but while
admitting this, we dCaim ta be as free
from errors, as is possible with the best
facilities; and our endeavaes in the direc-
tion of improvement--keeping pace with.
the requirements of the age-should not
fail to meet with due recognition on the
part of the business community.

THE CIIANNEL.
It is, we fear, vain ta make an effort ta

convice those who are determined not
ta listen to argument. The Globe, in the
face of facts that cannot be denied, re-
mains of opinion that if the channel of the
St. Law rence should not be improved, the
only cansequence would he that, Quebec,.
instead of Montreil, would hbe the chief-
shipping port of the Dominion. How
does it happen thîat t at the piesent time,
and ever since the completion of the
railways, the percentage of goods destined
for the west, that have been landed at
Quebec, is insignificant ? It is not Quebec
that is feared as a rival. The tolls have
been taken off the canais in the State of
New York, and port charges have been
reduced ta a minimum at the ports on
the Atlantic. The -Globe finds nothing ta
condemn in, th expenditure of public
money on strictly local works at Toronto
and Port Arthur, but whien an expendi-
ture is advocated for a public work that
over forty years ago. was deemed to b
strictly national in its character, the cry is
set up that the cost must be borne by
the trade. No answer bas been given ta
the points that we called attention to, that
in the United States a similar class of
public works has been, invariably con-
structed by the, General Government.
In reply to the demand ta show that
" merchandize from Great Britain des-
"tined for any city in Ont ario ma.not be
" transporLed as cheaply, if put'on board
." the railway cars at ,the Quebec docks, as
" if takeon to Montreal 'and transferred ta
" the raihvay there," we have simply ta
point ta the fact, that it is not so
transhipped, at present at Quebec, and
that the demand for further improvement
has noV been ,caused by the slightest,
apprehension that Quebec is likelY, to
divert any of its present trade from
Montreal. The Globe surIely must be
aware of the serious conpatition with the
St. Lawrence routa that has existed for
the last few years on the part of the
principal Atlantic cities. The samne
motive which led to the immense expenî-,
diture on our canais should induce us to
persevere in our efforts to secure for the
St. Lawrence as large à share as possible
of the foreiign trade.

Sincei writing the foregoing remarks,
w&ehave read 'an grticle in the IHemilion
Euening Times which deserves notice. it
starts with a mistatement, which haé
been so frequently correcte'l, that we are,
surprised that it should hava been re-
peated, although.we feel assured it,'bas
been owing to. misappiehension. There
bas been no "liberal assistance from
the Doniinion Treasury- granted or
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askced for harbour improvements at
Montreal, although with regard to such,
expenditure Montreal ocncupies an excep-
tional position. Surely the B.ening Times
munit be aware that the expenditure on
the channel has been principally at Lalke
St. Peter, some 90 miles frotu Montreal.
The Times admits one point that we
have contended for, which is that the
Western farmers and consumers are gain-
ers by improvements which cheapen the
cost of carriage. After arlmitting all that,
the Montreal people have contended for,
the Times raises the free trade point, and
argues that for the same reason that it is
desirable ta reduce the coat of carriage, it
is equally desirable to reduce duties. As
the Times puts it bis argument appears
plausible, but it is easy to show that it
bas no weight whatever as regards the
question at issue. It is true that our con-
sumers pay heavy duties, and even had
we 'trictly revenue duties, those duties
would be increased by our internal im-
provements. Our neighbors in the
United States' pay even higher
duties, but these duties do not affect.
the cost of carriage. The high duties
exacted in the United States did
not prevent the abolition of Canal tolls,
or the reduction of port charges. The
Times is well avare that goods are i -
porled notwithstanding the high tarif;
but the point at issue is the cost of car-
riage batween the sea ports and the,
interior, and the object to be gained is ta
makle the St. Lawrence route -preférable
ta that by New York or Boston. As re-
gards this special point there is no force
whatever i the argument of the Tines.

TRE BANK STATEMENTS.

The usual summary of the Bank returns
f ,r July will be found at foot. There is
a sliglit increase in the liabilities and
assets. Government deposits are about
a million more than in June, the fall-
ing off in the Dominion deposits, owing
to the payment of the subsidies, having
bean more than covered by. an in-
crease in Provincial deposits. There
is a considerable increase in the amount
in the bands of agents in the United
Kingdom, which bas raised the available
assets, which have like.wise been strength.
ened by an addition ta the specie and
Dominion notes. The amount of dis-
counts bas been reduced.' The increase
in the' busines's of the banks during the
last ten years is about $50,000,000, while
the paid up capital is nat much over fiv(
millions in excess of what it was in 1873
The enorimîous increase in the deposits
tram te public is' the striking item ir
the statement of liabilities :

LIFE 0F SIR JOHN A. MACDONALD. the direction of 1ibeialism.' Collins

By J. . COLLIN8.

At the close of our last notice, the
coalition administration of 1854 bad been
formed, and it was very generally admit.
ted that its real leader, at least 'of' the
Upper Canada section, was Mr. Macdonald.
After summing up the situation at the
time of the resignation of the Hincks-
Morin Cabinet, Dent proceeds:-"The
"active mind of Mr. John A. Macdonald
"was not slow ta take in these various
"phases of the situation, and it is coin.
"mionly understood that bis was the hand
"that shaped the course of subsequent
"negotiations. Since his entry into
"Parliament, ten years before, ha had

"ou tgrown many of the party traditions
"of those times, and his mind had under,
"gone a considerable transformation in

seeas ta have entertained. a -very similar
opinion as to the predilections of Mr.
Macdonald, who certainly inspired more
confidence in the Reform members of the
newly formed. Liberal-Conservative party
thon its nominal leader, Sir Allen Macnab,
who. had been during ihis long public
career identified with the old'Family com.
pact party, the name by which, the Con-
servative or. Tory party was popularly
known. in a very fe,, weeks after the
formation of the. Governient, its-Lower
Canada leader, Mr. Morin, accepted a seat
on thebench, and this was deemed a
suilcient ground for the resignation of
aIl his Lower Canada colleagues. The
late Colotiel Tach was asked by Sir Allan
Macnab to reconstruct the Lower Canada
section, ani invited Messrs. Drumnmond,
Cauchon, Cartier and Lemieux tojoin hiim.
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No further change took place for more
than a year, nor vere there any vital politi-
cal questions before the country. Mr.
Macdonald had violent personal conflicts
with Mr. George Brown and Colonel Ran-
kin, but they had no special bearing on
politics. It appears, however, that the
old Reformers were far from satisfied.
Dent was doubtless correct when he said
in bis " Forty Years: " "The truti of the
"matter was that the Liberal-Conserva.
"tive party, more especially that portion
" which had once owned allegiance ta Mr.
" Hincks, were dissatisfied with the leader-
"ship of Sir Allan Macnab, and desired ta
t see a younger and mdie-energetic man
" installed in his place. There could be
"no difference of opinion as ta who the
"successor should be. Mr. Macdonald was
"the ablest Parliamentarian in the Liber-
"al Conservative ranks, and was looked up
"ta as their leading spirit." A good deal
of difficulty had ta be encountered before
the party could obtain the leader which
the great majority desired. The decision
of a caucus meeting produced 'no effect.

A NEW aIsIS.

While the Reformers were in a state«of
dissatisfaction Sir Allan Macnab must
have been considerably embarrassed by a
motion made by Mr. John Hilyard Cam-
eron for papers based on a charge against
a Lower Canada judge of partiality on a
criminal trial. Mr. Cameron'was one of a
few Conservative members 'who opposéd
the measures of the administration, and
he was looked on as sharing 'the views of
Sir Allan Macnab much more than those
a Mr. Macdonald, indeed, at a later
period, Sir Allan endeavored. in vain ta
obtain for him the succession ta the lead-'
ership. îr. Cameron succeeded in btain-
ing a considerable support ta his motion'
from the ranks of the 'Upper Canada
Reformers, and it was after a protracted
debate carried against the Ministry by a
vote of 48 ta 44. The administration was
extricated from an awkvard dlemma by a
vote of confidence, and in reply to the
afldess the Governor was advised that he
iad no means of procuring the judge's
charge. Shortly after the 'Hon. John'
Ross, one of 'the tWo representatives of
the Reform ving of the Ministerialists,
resigned on the ground of the expressed
clissatisfaction of the Reform supporters
of the Government, who held that the
abject of the coalition had been obtained,
and thtat they wrere fnot inclined to sup.
port Sir Aila'n Macnab any longer. Mr.
Ross' resignation would have had more
effect if his colleague' Mr. Spence had
resigned with him, ' and if he had not been
promptly succeeded by Mfr J. C. Morrison,
Vho was of the same political stripe as

himself. As it was, no immediate resuit
followed. Meantime the seat of Govern-
ment question, which was for several years
an element of discord between the' two
sections of the Province, led to' a crisis.
A vote of £50,000 for thé erection of pub.
lic buildings at Quebec having been placed
in the estimates, Mr. Iolton moved
" that the course of the administration,
"with reference' to the question of the
"seat of Government, and other impòr-
'tant public questions, has disappointed
" the just expectations of the great
Smajority of the people of ihis Province."
Altliough this amendmeit was deféated
by 70 ta 47, yet there was a majority of 33
ta 27 from Upper Canada. This vote led
ta the resignation of Messrs. Spence and
Morrison, whose immediate followers had
almost ail voted' in the maàjority, and they
were followed by thé other me mbers, not-
withstanding Sir Allan Maenab's oppo-
sition.

THE TACHE-MfAcDoNALD ADMINISTRATION.

Colonel Taché was then called on to fdm
a Government, and invited the assistance
of Mr. Macdonald as Upper Canada
leader. His old colleagues, Messrs. Cay-
ley, Spence and Morrison, resumed office,
and Mr. Vankoughnet, a distinguishéd
memuber ao' the bar, and wh o,was subse-"
quently Chancellor, succeeded Sir Allan
Macnab As Colonel TachC was a mem-
ber of the Legislative Council, Mr. Drum-
mond, Attorney.General' for' LowerCan-
ada, claimed the leade'rship in thé Assem-
bly, whichhad been assigned ta Mr. Mac-
donald, and on his failure ta obtain it re-
signed, and was succeeded by Mr: Terrill.
Mr. Macdonald w:as*much blamed by his
opponents at the timeon the ground that
he acted a treacherous partto his leader,
Sir Allan Macnab, History does not sustain
the charge. Collins seems to ave adopted
Dent's viewv, which is likewise that of Tur-
cotte. The change effected in 1856 was
inevitable, and without it the Governiment
could not have been carried on. Towards
the close of 1857 Colonel Taché retired
fromi the administration, intending. to
withdraw from publi life, although several
years later he consented to re-enter the
Government. Mr. Macdonald then
became the Premier, and selected Mr.,
Cartier as his Lower Canada' 'colleague,
with whom he continued to co-operate up.
to the time of that statesman's death.
'The most important question disposed of
in 1857 was' the 'reference of the seat of
Government question to thé Crown.

THE DOUBLE SHUFFLE.'

Two days, after the' formation
Macdonald-Caltier Governmet

of the
there

was a dissolution of Parliment, the
elections coming off in December, 1857,
and January, 1858. There was a very
excitmng election, as t questions of
"separate schools " and "representation
by population " were brought promi-
nently forward, and wvere calculated ta
produce antagonism bétween the two
sections of the Province. Messrs. Cayley,
Marrisou and Spence lost their elections,
but the first naned gentleman obtained
a seat in Renfrew. The result was a 'large
ministerial majority in Lower Canada
an anti-ministerial one inUpper Canada,
Mr. Brown having obtained a double
return, and having been elected for the
city of 'Toron to. Shortly aft'er the com-
mencement of the Session, the seat of
Government question ,wa brought tip for
discussion, and, although the sectional
feelings were so strong-that it had been
found impossible ta agree on any particu.
lar city as the capital, and that'in conse-
'quence a reference ta the Crown had
been agreed to, it soon became apparent
that the majority were prepared taoppose
Rer Mhajesty's, choice. A r vote against
Ottawa was carried by 64 to 50, wherëu'pon
Mr. Brown moved an adjournment of the
House, which Mr. Macdonald accepted as
a test question, and defeated Mr. Brown's
motion by 61 ta 50. Hé feilt, however,
that his inability to obtain the ratification'
of Her Majesty's choice from the llouse
rendered his resignation absolutely nece-
sary, and he therefore placed it in the
bands of Governor Sir Edmund Hea.
The crisis which followed has been
generally designated the " Double Shuffle,"
and the conduct of'the Governor was
most violently assailed by' the opposition
of the day and the press which supported
it, especially the Globe. Quite recently,
inhis "Life and Speeches o' Hon. George
Brown," the Hon. Alexiander Makenzie
bas revived these charges. Concurring
generally in the view tak~en by Dent'of
the entire proceedmngs, we' own that wve
thifnk tha 'e has' been' harsih ta Sir
Edlmund'Head, although he admits that
"he was sincerely desirous of acting up,
4to the spiri, and lettér of th' éonstitu-
"tion'ànd of holding the bàlance 'ai-ly
" between the rival parties." Again, "It
" was clearly the Governor's duty, as he,
" alleged, ta exhaust every possible alter2

"native before dissol'ving a Parliament
"that had been elected *,nly sevei
" months before."

COLLINS AT FAULT.

We cannot congratulate Sir John Mac-,
donald's biographer on his account af the
celebrated crisis. He states plainly and'
distinctly that there was~ no adequate
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ground for the resignation in the vote of
the assembly antagonistic to the Queen's
decision, adding: "It was simply done
(to lure Mr. Brown ioto a pitfall, and into
cthe pitfal he went eyes and mouth
tgwide open." Again,,he has referred to
two crises in England: one the well.known
one of the bed-chamber .ladies in 1839,
and the other in 1873, when Mr. Disraeli
declined office. Collins' remarks cor-
rectly, that there was no election in
these cases. lhe dilliculty i 1858 wts
caused solely by the blundering of Mr.
-Brown 3n-Sir Edmund Head's first
commuiication he offered M1r. Browi "a
seat in the Council as the leader of a new
administration," and begs him, in case h
accept, to signify his acceptance in writing
I in order that he may be at oncein a
"position to confer with you as one of his

responsible advisers. "l lis Excellency's
'irst Object will be o consult you as to

"the names of your future colleagues,
'and as to the assignsent of the oflices,
"about to bu vacated to the men rost
"capable of filling them." Mr. Blrown
simply replied that he undertoolc the
formation of an administration, wllich he
did without ansy consultation .whatev er
with the Governor. Nov, in vievy of the
state of parties, Mr. Bromen's course cin
only be designated as a bluntier. It was
weil konown tiat Sir Edmund Head wvas
the advise of the Queen as to the choice
cf Ottaii, anid hie næst hive been
anxious, if possible, to obtain tle support
of the ltise ta that decision. Mr. Brown
formed his ministry without any counsil-
tation, and wien cautinsed ais to dissolti-
tion, and riiiced that the Go'ernor was
not to bu undersotood as bord to takle
such au couse, lie conscaletd fi-oui ls ow n
aolleaiguesi the Coveierors coiintniîica-
tions iisisting on thîeir being sworn ili
before lie w'oul brmgs the subject up foi'
consultation. All te comiplicationî which
lad to the Double SIullie " was owi ig to
Mr. Broivni's neo liaving illo'od the
Englisi couise ni lear i tiî the ilîtentios
cf the Croii bafore accepli g olice, and
declining to accept, if those views we e
not is accorclance with is owii. It inay
fairly bu urged that as the Double
sheiltu" Nvaslegal, itwas excusable. New
electios of liîlîisteis scould have calued
suious dehly asla ilicoivuiiieicu.

Ed inund H.éJad acted t roughout ivit
prudence, aind caution, and tiictlly in

Soapstone and Coal Tar catnot make a nood roof alone, sonething being requiired to keep the cernent from cracking, therefore tlic Mica
is put in. This Mica itakes ite " bond7 that prevents cracking, and if it is not put in in proper proportions and thoroughly distribtted
in the Soapstone, uiieveness of texture occurs which results in a defctive roof.

Actinolite requires nothing more than itselfto miake aI "bond." The fibre cannot be destroyed in the process of grinding in Attrition
iills aid its texture. is perfectly even and regular throughout.

ILt iakes a better "bond " than flakes of Mica, or itwould not remîain perfect in somte of the angular positions in which we have
placed il.

If the ceient composed of Soaptonta and Mica should be so pctecd, it would at once slip off the roof. This has happened with
Spaiian Cement, and althougl iActitiolite Cemîent is on some roofs whters %ve eoild iotdare to put the alher, it las not come off yet,-
what it may do Lime will tell,-but experienced men say that iL cannot iake anything but a good job.

Another point:-Neitlher the Actmolite nor the Soapstone and Mica would nake a roof if not imixed with Coal Tar, therefore the
mtore of the latter the beter, if it does not run off the roof, and ve claii that if the saie quantity of Coal Tar vas put into the cement .
comiposed of Soapstone and Mica, as is put with the grounîd Actinolite, it would flowv like water and would not require a trowvel to spread
it. This difference can be easily demtonstrated, as we lave both ceients at our shop, and %vil] itix ieut in the presence of any one wishing
to sec the above result.

If there w-as no fibre in ground Actinuoiite, a bag of it ought to weigh about the sanie as a bag of the samne size filled with Soapstotne
and Mica,-tie result, however, being tiat a bag wlich vill hiold 150 ibs. of Soapstone and Mica, wili only hold 100 lbs. of ground
Actitiolite. A careful investigation of the two articles is what we ask.
