THE BRITON MEDICAL.
The decision of Mr. Justice Kay in favor

of a scheme of reconstruction of this un-
fortunate company, under the supervision
of the court, will put an end to a period of
an-xious suspense for those having the best
interests of the Association at heart. It
will in all probability be sote time before
the actual percentage on which the pro-
posed scheme will be based can b made
known to the public, owing to the number
of intricate claims and points involved,
but the knowledge that such a scheine has
been decided upon and the certainty that
the ruinous alternative of liquidation is
finally disposed of, iill go a long way to
re-establishing the confidence of the public
in the afl'airs of the company and will
give a feeling of security and satisfaction
to Canadian.policy holders, besides, it ja to
be hoped, putting an end to-the expensive
suits instituted on this aide of the Atlantic
which ulp"to the present time have siniply
caten up the funds of the company with-
out one tittle of advantage to either party.

In ascribing causes for the failure of the
association it seems to us that far too
much stress has recently been laid upon
the serious defalcations discovered to have
taken place on the part of the Company's

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most trusted employces, and many policy-
holders have consequently assumed that
it was these defalcations which have
broughit the Briton Medical to its present
unfortunate situation. . But a moment's
consideration will show that as the amount
necessary to effect re-insurance of its pre-
sent liabilities is £1,043,408 while the
assets in view according te the most re-
cent statementa are only £312,000, it is
evident that these defalrations which now
amount to £105,000 besides fictitious loans
and overstatements to the extent, as we
learn from the Economün t, of £167,000 more,
could have had no real effect on the comn-
pany's financial position. Hlad these de-,
falcations never existed, the assets would'
merely have been increased by that
amount and the position of the company:
would have been ameliorated to a trifIling
degree only. The position of the associa-
tion bad as it was in 1883, became rapidly
worse, for between that date sud Sth Jeu-
uary, 1886, when the winding-up order
was granted, the excess of expenditure
over income was no less than £133,000, the
result being that, at the last nentioned
date, the funds of the company, excluding
the value of the unpaid and uncalled capi-
tal, and making allowance for preferential
debts, amounted to the comparatively
trifling sum of £282,000. Add to this the
sui of £30,000, which is ail the profes-
sional liquidators expect to realise frnn
the amount due by the shareholders, and
there is a total fund of £312,000 to set.
against a present liability, on the most
favorable estimate, of £1,043,000.

It is evident that the causes of failure
lie farther back, and in the opinion of,
many insurance experts, the purchase of
the ]Bitannia's business at an excessive
and, as events have since proved, unre-
munerative figure may be considered as
the real root of the evil, so that ivhen this
is coupled witi the lack of suflicient super-
vision over the expenses since the coin-
pany was in 'dificulties in 1873 and the
lusses by defalcations recently discovered,
the result would suflice for the vrecking
of a nuch stronger concern than thé one
in question.

At the same time there 1s no doubt but
that the assets have been considerably
underestimated. The amount which will
bc probably realizéd fromi ~the capital
called but not yet paid and the uicalled
capital, amounting together to £112,751, is
estimated by the provisional liquidator at
£30,000 only, whereas although from the
lowness of the estimate the stockholiers
must be considered. to be weak, if the
collection be not pressed too suddenly they
will probably pay a much larger percen.
tage. The disposition .of the securities
deposited at Ottawa will also form. an
important factoY In- the" setTement ~and

will probably give rise to much important
litigation.

The scheme of reconstruction finally
docided 'upon will be a document of great
interest to the ialurance fraternity. The
number of conflicting interests to be con-
sulted and the quantity of novel points to
be adjudicated upon far excoed those of
any previous scheme. The question of
whether the deposit at Ottawa can .be
seized for the exclusive benefit of Cana-
dian policyholders, or whether it must be
considered as one of the general assets
of the company to be distributed to ail
alike, must be decided. And if the de-
cision be in favor of the Canadian po-
licyholders the question arises will those
who took out policies in the Britannia
and Briton Medical previous to the li-
cense being taken out in 1870 be entitled
te partake, or is the fund to be limited to
those who took ont their policies 'subse-
quent to the necessary deposit being made
at Ottawa under the act of 1868?. These
are points which, we believe have not
yet been adjudicated on and therefore the
decision of the court in the, promises will
be looked for with some anxiety.

Again the question arises as to what
claims are to be paid in full. The general
impression seems to be that. aIl claims
nmaturing before the order of liquidation
came into force will be paid in full and
that death losses occurring since thon will
only rank as ordinary creditors and lie
paid on the basis laid down by the scheme
of reconstruction. Another point of lui-
portïnce is, what will b the future pre-
miums charged? Will the premiums lie
continued at the samne figure when the po-
licies they represent have been so largely
diminished, in value ? Common justice
seems to call for some reduction in the
amount of the premiums to render thom
commensurate with the reduced amount
of advantage t be received from their
payment, but at the same time, if the
association in the heyday of its credit and
prosperity was unable to find the old rates
remunerative it seems certain' that the
reconstructed company cannot reasonably
reduce them, especially as an ample re-
insurance fund, sufficient te reinsure ail
their risks at the reduced basis is a vital
necessity under the circumstances.

The' judge. under whose control the
company's affaira now are, bas promised
his careful personal supervision over the
progress of the reconstruction and the
policyholders may rest assured that in the
hands of the skilful liquidators and actu.
aries now in charge of the assets, their
interests will be handled to the best
advantage. Nothing is now wanting but
the hearty, co-operation of aIl concerned,
and a cessation of those petty, useless
lawsuits which have merely the effect of
reducing the company's available funds

without bringing any material advantage
to the litigant. If the policyholders and
the officials can be induced to work all
harmoniously together there is no doubt
that affairs will not turn out so bad as
they now look and the Briton Medical will
once more stand on a sound financial
basis.

THE HALIFAX SUGAR REFINERY.

Only a short time ago the financial difli-
culties of the Nova Scotia refinery drew
attention to the peculiar condition of affairs
affecting the sugar industry in the lower
provinces. so that the unweicome news
that disaster has overtaken'the Halifax or
Woodeide company is not altogether unex-
pected.

This company started under favorable
auspices about two years ago with a sub-
scribed capital of a million dollars, mostly
furnished in England, the maclinery being
admitted free under an old agreement of a
former Provincial government. There
being only a very limited home market,
two other refineries, the Moncton and the
Nova Scotia, being in the field, the com-
pany lias been sending a large quantity of
its product west, which, of course, had to
compete against the Montreal companies,
possessing atleast equal manufacturing and
railway facilities, and situated many miles
nearer the chief sources of consumption.
It is notorious that there is but little
money in sugar refining this year on ac-
count of the low prices current, influenced
.argely by the expiring efforts of the
Nova Scotia refinery in its endeavors to
" finance," and which, in connection with
the other reasons mentioned, have fully
sufficed to bring about the present unfor-
tunate state of affairs, the splendid equip-
ment of the refinery and the well-known
ability of the chief promoter being in-
sufficient to cope with such odds. lie-
cently preferential bonds at eight per
cent. interest were issued to the extent
of $200,000, and the refinery placed in
the hands of trustees for the bond.
holders, but since then, it is stated, the
company has gone into liquidation and
may be )wound up. The. liabilities are
chiefly due in England. It appears that
a short time ago the S. S. Utinda brought
out $20,000 worth of beet sugar, but the
bills of lading were not furnished. Tihe
steamer's agents, however, delivered the
goods upon payment of freiglit and the
guarantee of the Refinery that the bill of
lading would be forthcoming. This under-
taking they failed to carry out, and the
agents, acting-for the Adelphi Bank of
London, replevined the sugar and got it
back.

The past year has been a harrassing sud
difficult one to ail engaged ih thé träde,
and, according to an English authority,
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nothing lias beenimore remarkable than
the erroncous conclusions of experts. The
nost experienced authorities in Mincing

lane, as well as anong mîerchants, pointed
to the cortainty of a great reduction in
stocks, with a corresponding rise in prices,
as the year advanced. These opinions
were based on the belief tLhat the beet crop
of 1885-80 would show a deficiency of 500,-
000 tons as compared with the provious
sonîson. The question, in fact, was troated
aLS IL very simple rule of U.hree sum. The
dlficientcy in the beet crops is now ascer-
tainted to have' hon 475,000 tons, and yet
visihlo stocks are about the same as last
year, while prices are very mnuch lower,
thus allbrding one more proof of ti say-
ing that nothing is :so likely to lappen ais
the unexpected. Consunption has cer-
tainly not fallen off, the low prices, in fact,
tonlding to extoid the use of sugar in nany
ways. 'lie secret is that tho Gernîan
figures given last year weremisleadinîg, a
very large guantity of sugar having been
ield thore outside the reported stocks.

Second and third hand stocks have also
been large in Europc and America, but
theso have now benou greatly reduced.
This, at least, is the )nl1y plausible expla-
nation given of the riddle of coitinued
largo visible supplies in the face of the un-
doubtodly great deliciency in liastseason's
beet crop. 'le resuilt of this clcaring away
of invisible stocks is that the sugar trade
is now brouglt simply face to face with
the visible stocks, antd is, therefore, in IL
far lialthier condition tlan lias been
inowin foi sone years. ''welve imonthis

ago the "uIlls " made the mistake of coi-
sidering siinply the dimiiinuotion in beet
sowiigs, witLhotit. taking into account invi-
sihle stocks. Now the ', boars " secm to be
aict.inig ont a simnilIaii misapprehension, ob-
serving ierely the increaso in sowings,
whlile altogotlhor ignoring the exhaustion
of consumers' stock.

I t iniglit b stated in conclusion that a
feeling of greator confidence is gaining
ground bire in consequence of the iumprov-
cd foreign outlook.

NEWFUKil AD'STRAD10.

'l'le ainuial report of the Chamiber of
Commerce of Si.. Joins, N. F., on1 the past
yeiar's trade is always a document of inter-
est to conunîecrcial ion, lis it contains a re-
view of t.ho'ufairs of the island fron a
mercantile staindlpoint, comipiled exclusive-
ly by thosc pion in whose hîands the trade
of Nuwfoundland aiiiity bo said to lie, and
tieroflre froc fron political or -other bias.
This yeur lie report is iiost discou raging,
botlh as to the past and indeod w'ith regard
te the future, 'lie depression which lis'
existud -during the past twelve months
shows ils Oltcte hl overy page of thei re-

port, while the prognostications for the
coming year are anything but cheerful.

In accounting for the principal causes
leading to the present unsatisfactory con-
dition of trade in the island, it is curions
to note that the doctrine of bi-metallism, so
strongly condenned by some of the world's
ablest- financiers, appears to find enthusi-
astic -supporters aniong the imembors of
the Chamber of Commerce. The report
oponly states that in their opinion one of
the prii'6dipal causes of the ex isting depres-
sion is the "gradual but continuons con-
traction of the currency by adherence to
mnonîey of one metal, gold, the supply of
wliich does not incroase in proportion to
the quantity of merchandise it has to
liquidate." The report goes on to say that
" no escape fron this condition of affairs is
possible so long as the present fiscal policy
of Great Britain remaiis unclanged, and
consequently prices of merchandise gene-
rally mtist continue to decline." This is,
indeed, a startling statemeit, and one
with whiclh many of our bankers will at
once 1join issue. Why should the fiscal
policy 'of Great Britain have any more de-
pressing offect upon the commerce of _New-
fouidland than upon that of the Doiniîion
of Canada or of any other colony? We
venture to believe that even slould the
móther country adopt a bi-motallic stan-
dard to-mnorrow, its effect upon the trade
of Nevfoundliand would be absolutely nil.
To attributo to the evil effects of the fiscal
policy of Great Britain a condition of af-
fairs whici has arisen froin the conservat-
isn,. insular prejudices, and obsolete mue-
thods of lier great mercantile houses, is
sinply absuird. HIad Newfoundlaind cast
in ier fortunes with the reinimder of the
provinces, so as to form one homogenous
whole, instead of isolating ierself from lier
natiral allies and customers, she would
have shared in the piosperity of the Domi-
niion. Had she displayed more enterprise
in the extension of railw'ays and other
iceans of internal communication, and en-
deavored to ronder hersolf attractive to the
botter class of cînigration and te the capi-
.talist, she would not now look forward to
suich an irnpossibility as the adoption of
bi-imietallic theories by Great Britain as
the principal panacea for the present de-
pression.

The second cause brought forward is un-
doiibtedly the truc one, naneily, thte short
catch and inferior cure of the shore ish
and the koon and vigorois compotition en-
coniitored in foroign manrkets. Althougli,
the Labrador hierring fisliery was up to the.
average in quantity, tliy own that ow'ing
to the mixture of sizes and vant of care in
curiiig and packing, the prices obtained
were lower than those ofrered for Nova
Scotia shore lerring, a fish far inferior in-
trinisically to thoso cauglit in Labrador.
Tlii suicida Iepolicy htte? so ofton been

treated in'these columns that te repeat our
adnonitions would be waste of time, but
there is no doubt, until some departure is
made from the present system of giving
out supplies freely to be paid for in flsh at
the close of the season, and the consequent
necessity of accepting the fish no matter
wliat its condition in order te obtain pay-
ment of these advances, there is but little
liope of any .radical inprovemnent The
fislermain, hopolessly in debt, and feeling
that he pays a beavier price for bis sup-
plies tlian le would under other condi-
tions, is careless lin his handling of the fish,
and dacking any stimuilus to increased ex-
ertion, expends as little labcr as possible
li preparing it for the market. No doubt
any change in the credit systen at the
present time, considering the insolvent con-
dition of the fislienne, is impossible, but
unîtil some modification or some method
of stricter supervision over the cure is in-
troduced, it is hopeless to expect better
prices. .

The seal fislery of last spring is stated
to have been unremunerative, principally
owiig to the extremely depressed condi-
tion of the oil market, whicli caused the
prices paid for seals to b the lowest offered
for the past fifty years. The value of the
skins however lias been vell maintained,
and this bas prevented any heavy losses.
The report goes on te approve the action of
the Legislature in regulating the supply of
bait, and thus preventing fishermen of
other nations froin procuring bait without
reciprocal concessions. The recent treaty
between Great Britain and Spain is the
subject qf congratulation, and finally the
Chamber urges the establishment of a
Board of Fisheribs, with a competent
superintendent and staff.

This last suggestion is a mcost sensible
one. That one of the greatest flsh-produc-
ing countries in the world should have no
departmont charged iwith the superin-
tendence of the fisheries, should possess no
means of collecting oflicial data on which
legislationl could b founded, or of artifici-
ally propagating fish, and should, in fact
exercise nio direct control over its mîost im-
portant staple production is absurd, and
we Leartily join in the siggestionl of the
Chamber of Commerce that a Board
of Fisheries, armned with the necessary
powers, b at once forned

AT HOAME AND ABROAD.

The magnificent w'eather for harvesting
which lias prevailed during the past ten
days in England lias led te the securing li
fair condition of much wlhcat which would
otherwise have l'een spoilt, and lias had a
most material effect on prices. The crop
in early sown districts is now reported in
fine condition, whiile even late . plnted
crops are iipeniig rapidly, astate of affair§
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which bas led to a depreciation of 6d in
foreign wheats and a shilling in old Eng-
lish. These prices are still 3d higher than
those preVhiling at the saine period last
year.

The American journals show a moderate
improvement in growing crops during
August, the spring wheat in Minnesota
having benefited by the rains of the past
two weeks. Receipts of wheat at the
eiglt leading entrepots were 3,348,764
bushels, against 3,287,000 for last week.
The October option has ranged from 77tc
to SlNc

The revolution in Bulgaria, followed al-
most immediately by the revulsion of
popular feeling which bas once more called
Prince Alexander to the throne, bas been
a disturbing element in European money
inarkets and late cables announce that
consols in London declined 1-16 to 1 per
cent. and are now quoted at 100 15-16 for
noney and 101 for the account. Three per
cent. French rentes are firmer at 83fr. 15c.
for the account.

The recent destructive eartlquakes in
the United States, unfortunately attended
vith loss of lfe, have resulted in a loss to
the business'community of $5,000,000, be-
sides that resnlting from fires induced by
the catastrophe, which will fall largely on
the insurance companies. The shocks ap-
pear to have extended farther and to have
been more severe than any case previously
recorded, and the fear of their repetition
las brouglt business in those cities sub-
ject to lis influence completely to a stand-
still.

The business failures occurring through-
out the United States last week were 171,
and in Canada 30, or a total of 201, as coin-
pared vith a total of 186 last week, and 157
the week previous to the last. The in-
crease observable arises mainly in Canada.
Business casualities in the Eastern, South-
cru and Middle States continue light.

The street rate for money in London bas
declined to 2%, but the Bank of England
rate is unchanged at 3ý. Moiiey in New
York lias ranged from 4@7' per cent.,
closing as low as 2 per cent. Whilst the
crop is heing moved and increased con-
fidence in the prosperity of the country is
diverting more capital than formerly into,
coiinercial channels, money will probably
for the next sixty days be in good demand
at firn rates, but there is nn reason to an-
ticipate any local stringency. In this mar-
ket the supply is good, ruling rates being
4 @4ý per cent.

The stock market for the firît three days
Of the week was dull, a natural re-action¯
from the activity of a week ago. The
undertone, however, continues strong, and
while there will undoubtedly be heàlthy
re-actions, the 'outlook seems te indicate
that the maximum of prices as 'not yet
been reached,

THE AMERICAN SEIZURE. n
sThe seizure of the three Canadian sechoon- d

ers by the United States cutter Corwin, for
nfractions of the fislhery laws while en-
gaged in securing seals in Behring's Straits,
brings up so many novel points and
contentions, that it is almost impossible to
arrive at any clear decision on the subject.
En the first place, how can aschooner taking
seals be seized for an infraction of the fisli-
ery laws, when it is well known pyen "to the 0
meanest sheiar, that the fur-bearing seal
is no fish? This alone would invalidate
the seizure; andfagain, even should the
Law be so strained as to admit the legality
of the seizure on the ground that, popularly
speaking, all denizens of the ocean mustbe
considered legally • as fisb, the question
arises at once, under wlat law does the
United States claim authority over the
high seas ? The Bebring's Straits are a
legitimate commercial highway, and we
are at a loss to sec how the American
authorities eau claim any jurisdiction over
schooners plying their vocation outside of
the three mile limit. It is now well known
that the only rights possessed by tlie
Americans te the coast fisheries of Alaska
are those obtained by purchase from the
Russian government, and, necessarily, can
con îist only of those rights existing ut the
time of purchase; besides which, the rights
in question are se e <ceedingly ill-defined
that tbey canmot be held to give any. justi-
fication for so high-handed an dot as the
seizure in question.

Again, can it be held that when Alaska
was finally sold to the American Govern-
ment, the mare act of sale abrogated ail
agreements existing between the English
Government and that of the Czar? We
think not, -and most business men will
agree with us, that the purchaser of the
territory of necessity assumed all the ob-
ligations previously existing, and tierefore
is bound to abide by the provisions of the
treaty of 1825 lu respect te these very fish-
eries, executed between the British Gov-
ernment and , the then proprietors of
Alaska. Of -course this is a mare legal
point, like the one already quoted, but un-
der the existing circumstances we think
the decision must be la favor of Canada.

No doubt the Government of the United.
States will repudiate any liability for
arrangements entèred into- between the
previous owners of the territory in ques-
tion and the British authorities, but it
must be remembered that the doctrine of
repudiation is becoming far too jpopular
nowadays, and that the 'easy process by
which a country or a town declines to fulfil
obligations properly -assuined the moment
that these claims become obnoxious or in
any way interfere with'their immediate
advantage, is growing too general to be
paswed oven )Yithout comment. Thaer is

o doubt in the case in question, oven
hould the catching of seals be consi-
ered as legitimate fishing, that the United
tates were bound by the treaties already
xisting, and that therefore schooners en-
aged in fisling under the provisions of
hose treaties were acting strictly withim
heir rights. Under these circuinstances
lie seizure of the Canadian vessels bas no
bundation in law, and therefore their im-
nediate release should follow as a matter
of course.

The question of the fisheries becomes
more complicated day by day; it is there-
ore mu the interests of both countries that
a speedy settlement of all these outstand-
ng issues should be arrived at. Until it
doas, friction is unavoidable, the relations
of both countries are inevitably strained,
and the natural good feeling whicih bas
always existed between the two great Eng-
lih speaking nations of this continent, bids
fair to yield to a feeling of mutual exas-
peration, if net to irritathig reprisais. The
recent seizures open a new avenue for
friction, and therefore it seeus desirable
that the points raised should receive the
most careful attention of our legisiators, so
that the rights naturally appertaining to
Canadian seal fishers may be clearly and
distinctly defined.

TEXTILE STATISTICS.

The tabular statement of the imports
and experts of the United States for the
fiscal year ended 3oth June last are now to
hand, and form most interesting reading
for our manufacturing interests. The enor-
moue increase in the imports of raw wools,
amounting to nearly 100 per cent., points to
a corresponding increase in woollen manu-
factures, while, as the imports of woollen
clothing show proportionately only a coi-
paratively small decrease from that of the
previous year, it is evident that the home
consumption of woollenl manufactures
must have largely exceeded that of 1885.
The figures given by the TexWie Rccord are:

From these totals it will be seen that

while.every grade of wool shows a large
expansion, that of cothing wools is by far
the most extensive. That nearly ail this
raw material is used for home consumnpti'n
is proved by the fact that the exporte of
American made woollen goods of all de-
scriptions were only valued at $653,633, of
which, $466,150 is due to wearing apparel
alone, and that nearly every other.branch
of woollens, including carpets, show a fall-
ing off in. their exports when compared
with those of 1885, Woollon yarns 4be
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ln the inereased dceiand for foreign wools'
and their importa have advanced in value
frtni $24,620 in 1885 ta $2,461,970 in the
fiscal year just closed. The corresponding
decrôase in the value of cloths imported
whicl. amount to only $9,731,007 against
$10,102,354, is ta a certain extent accounted
fir by the decrease in values on the other
saide, but the difference is sufficiently large
ta prove, when taken i conjunction with
the increase in the imports of wools and
woollen yarns, that the textile nanufac-
tuirers of the United States have succeeded
in capturing the home market.

The importations of women's dress goods
show an increase of $1,296,692 over last
year's figures, due to the increased demand
for fine foreign dress goods, and partly also
ta the appreciation in value of these fabrics
a he foreign centres of manufacture, but
in knitted gooda the importations have
fallen off heavily, and àh is evident that
these goods can be produced more cheaply
by loinstic mnînfacturers. The Aneri-
can mills seen fully alive ta the advantages
of adulteration from a pecunlary point of
viow sinco the1 importa of shoddy, mungo,
woollion rags and other aduerating imix-
turcs havo increased in value from $287,-
254 in 1885 to $1,036,869 in 1886, a fact
whiclh proves that the tricks of the trade
are not ta be confined ta the Eniglish
nakers only.

Turning to hie other great staple we find
thait the American exports of raw cotton
have increased froin $201,962,458 ta $205,-
080,742 during the past twelve iliîmolths,
while the exporta of cotton cloths, princi-
pally ta China and the West Indies, also
show an expinsion of over two iuillion
dollars in value. On the other hand the
imports of cotton cloths ailso show a growth
of $6o,08, îwhile other mîanufactured cot-
tas iiported, including clotbing, emi-
broideries, yarns, etc., showed ai iicroase
in valie of $2,512,03S. The imiports of flax,
beinl and jute textiles, bmurlapa and kindred
fabrics show a sinall increase, which owing
ta the fall of priceos in jute ianufactures iS
proiably, hliger thim il seems.

Altogother the figures seelm ta point to a
siealdy incroelse in the mnnfacturing in-
teresta of our ieighbors, an increase which
in the case of fhe woollen mills mîay be
said ta be a striking ane. Any grovth in
tlie textile inidutriea of a country, wlen
not bolsterad up) by' governmnent boities
or state aid, points te aun incroase in thle
weildth of the population, te a developmient
of tLe resources of the land, and ta an ex-
pansion it its pative capital l the right
dirobtion. The favoraible circumstauces
which have induced this conidition of
aflairs exist ta a large extenit in teli Do-
ini, d we therbfore lok foraviird to

cor'esþomdiiij gro'thh la Cin iadiiini textile
incdntries,

COLONIAL RAILWAY EXTENSION.
In few branches of industry is the com-

petition so keen as in that of steel rail
making and the dissolution of the Euro-
pean International Convention bas greatly
tended ta aggravate the situation. -The
lose of the United States markets which
enriched sa many British ironmasters
could not easily be repaired, and foreign
competition has also increased. Proof, how-
ever, is not wanting of the superior facili-
ties and natural advantages of the old
country, orders for no less than 20,000 tons
having recently been placed there in spite
of the American protective tariff. England
can still make rails as cheap as any
country in the world, and how much civi-
lization is indebted to the improvements
in manufacture which enables them to be
sold at £3 12s 6d anid aven £3 10s per ton
ivill perhaps never be accurately known.

British makers are now searching more
than ever for new markets, as China it is
evident will move slowly, Japan, scarcely
more rapidly, while in Africa-no great
development can be- looked for in some
years, Tis being the case the colonies,
we learn, are ta be urged to build railways
at a rate hitherto undreamed of and Brit-
ish capitalists will be encouraged ta lend
thom the necessary capital. A paper was
recently read on this subject by Mr. J. S.
Jeans, at the Colonial exhibition, Mr. A.
J. Mundella, M. P., president of the Board
ofTrade, being chairman of the meeting.
Mr. Jeans proceeded on the assumption
that in tine the Britislh Colonies, includ-
ing India, are to supply the mother coun-
try net merely with her imported food,
but likewise 1 the great bulk of the raw
inatorials of our widely ranified manu-
facturing industry." The proportion of
railways ta the acreage in the United
States was set forth for tho admonition of
the colonuîils-it beinig shown that whilst
the railways built in the United States

.woru equal (excluding Alaska) ta the
. opening up of nearly twice the whiole area

of the country, the railways (7,000 miles)
already built in the Australian colonies
.were calculated to provide facilities only
for one-elefonth of the whole area of the
country. As ta India the proportion was
only ane third of the country ; and as to
Canada a little more than one-ninth.

lie cncouraged the oxpectation that
England's colonies might yet come up ta
the standard of the United States in bav-
ing one mile of railway to every square
mile of tcrritory. Il that event England's
colonial railway mileage would "not be
the paltry 30,000 miles at which it now
stands, but 320,000 miles, or about eleven
timIle as much." To this, the only condi-
tion illat at the close of the paper present-
ed itself ta iMr. Price Williaïms, was that
the colonials and the British capitaliste
should coisult and determineî about the

needed capital for the requisite railways.
Then, he intimated would be furnished
the answer to the question: "How long
would they withhold from the colonies the
£30,000.000 they were annually paying to
the United States."

Canladians will no doubt be surprised to
hear wbat is expected of them and the
other colonial powers but we are mistaken
if British capital and Englisl steel rails do
not, as in the pest, work mighty changes
in the direction of progress and civi-
lization. It lias already been , shown,
taking population as a basis of compari-
son, that Canada possesses more railway
mileage, par inhabitant, than any other
country.

SEPTEMBER STYLES.
Septemaber nay be practically consider

ed as the last of the sumier months, and
the saimple toilets imported therefore ex-
hibit a mixture of summner and fall styles,
with the former of course predominating.
The Parisian sample dresses now on ex-
hibition vary but little from those shown
lest. mnontlh, and are principally remark-
able from the fact that they mark the
revival for fashionable wear of several old
materials which have ta a certain extent
fallen into disuse. Barege is ane of these
materials, but it is resurrected in a far
superior shape ta that which was voru
many years ago. It has the sanie smooth
silky surface but whereas the old stuff was
sa weak as ta lear vith any strong pull,
the new bareges are well woven, firm
fabrics, able, ta bear any ordinary strain,
and, in addition ta plain lines, are brought
ont in bayadere stripes of contrasting
coloring; brown and blue, the broader
bands edged with white lines, being per-
haps the favorite conbination. Mohair is
another fabric which las not been much
worn as yet tbis season, although it forma
ole of the most elegant summer dress
stuifs, but in the new samuple toilets in
grays and fawnsseveral aie shown in this
silky looking naterial and have been inucli
admaired.

The samples of lace dresses worni by
Parisian ladies have either waists ta match
or else bodices of volvet and ottoman in
rich, dark becominig shades, Ribbons
fori a feature of these toilets, the skirts
being draped with riblon bows, often fst-
ened with metal clasps. When embroider-
ies or beaded trimmings are used, the pat-
tern is usually worked in panel style on
the undershirt, and the tunie is open on
either side so as to display it. Many apron
pieces are also seen, some forming part of
the tunic and raised very higli at the aides,
and others square and trimmed with lace
or galloon. Buttons of most peculiar
shades and artistie workmanship are con-
sidered a feature of these costumes and in-
deed wili fora the new fashionable trim-
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ming to a great extent, but as we have be-
fore pointed out, this new freak of fashion
does not appear to have become popular
here as yet.

For young girls a sample costume has
the skirt plaited in deep plaits, two inches
wide; the bodice forms part of the polo-
naise, the front, gathered upon each
shoulder, being crossed from left to right.
The fullness is all gathered at the waist,
the lapels remain apart over the skirt, and
the whole la draped at the back by a few
plaits in the middle of the waist line. The
collar and cufs shew the new Bulgarian
embroidery which la just now in great
denand. This ernbroidery is worked on
etamine, in colored silks intermingled with
gilt spangles, and is worked so close that
the material of the ground la scarcely vis-
ible. Another polonaise, also intended for
young girls, bas some novel features. In
the front and ut the back a shoulder-piece,
resenbling a plastron, la formed of tWo
sirips of the material, cut on the cross and
showing the stripe slant ways, the fullness
is then gathered into a point at the foot of
both front and back. For slight figures.
the blouse bodice plaited in front and
belted at the waist is still mnuch worn.
Most new styles open over an embroidered
plastron or one of soie contrasting materi-
al, while the collar, and sometimes the
cuis also, is of velvet.

For hidies evening dresses, where an ab-
solutely low bodice is not required, a
pretty compromise je now offered. It is
cutsemi-high, having a short lace sleeve
fastened on the point of the shoulder.
This effect is also produced when a low
dress is worn by wearing a muslin or lace
lichu, sufliciently large to give the desired
half-high appearance. In these bodices,
ladies who have thin arms nay wear a
tight sleeve of gauze over which a long
glovo can be drawn. Some fashionable
ladies are now wearing ribbon and feather
aigrettes on the aide of the head, the loop-
ed bows being stiff and high like those on
new bonnets and it is even said that small
wreaths, pointed in the centre of the front,
are now being worn in Paria and may pro-
bably extend to this side of the Atlantic.
Bouquets are no longer placed at the side
of the bodice, but square in front and are
eonsequently much more diflicult to ar-
range so as not to destroy the lines of the
figure.

Tea gowns are growing in favor and are
now worn largely for home dinners. Pom-
padour brocades having soft full fronts of
pink or blue silk with ribbon bows of the
samne tint appear to be the favorites. The
principal novolty in the make la the yole
of pompaduur silk in the shoulder, with a
double revers in front, and Watteau plaits
at the back. The sleeves usually come to
the elbow and many styles have ribbon
girdles. Lace fronts are still worn but in

some new styles, printed crape lined with
satin is used for the fronts instead of lace.
Caps are nowagain worn with these gowns
and delicate marabout aigrettes are prefer-
red for their decorations.

For fall travelling wear, or for cold
weather, tweed newmarkets are atill the
proper thing. New lines shown fit the
figure snugly, falling in graceful folds at
the back from the waist line. The front
and sleeves are adorned with large fancy
buttons and a removable cape and velvet
collar complete this stylish and useful
garient.

TnE statement of transactions on the Stock
Exchange for the past eight months of the
present year shows a remarkable increase of
the speculative spirit since last year, while
the prices paid are all a considerable advance
on tho'se ruling at the corresponding periods
in 1885. From the subjoined table for which
we are indebted te the Gazetle it will ba seen
that the sales of bank stocks ln 1886 were
90,329 against 67,936 shares in 1885, in
the miscellaneous securities 439,408 shares
changed lands against 114,230 in the previous
year, while $716,300 worth of bonds were
sold against only $216,500 in 1885, an in-
creuse of half a million dollars. The follow-

TUE position of Canadian timber in British
markets bas not improved to any extent. A
London letter of -the 4th inst. says:-! While
it would b difficult te point to any decided
improveient in the trade during July, it is
still the fact that for the first time for many
months prit.es have not experienced further
falls, and that stocks of foreign wood com-
pare more favorably with those of last year
than in either of the earlier inonths. The
deliveries also no longer show so serious a
falling off, but it must be remembered that a
great decline in the demaud became apparent
last summer, and therefore an equal rate of
delivery only with that period is still avilence
of a restricted trad c. From Canada the im-

portation amounts to-Pine Deais, &c., 794,-
000 pieces, against 387,000 pieces in 1885¡
Spruce, 636,000 pieces, against 384,000 pieces
in 1885. Fron New Brunswick, &c.-Spruce
Deals, &o.; 05,000 pieces, against 192,000
pices in 1885, showing a larger supply than
last year. The stocks of Prae and Spruce
Deals are still by no means exce§sive, and
prices remain steady. For all kinds of timber,
with perhaps the exception of Walnut, the de-
mand continues very feeble." A Liverpool
correspondent writes:-" The arrivais froin
British North America during the past month'
have been 59 vessels, 42,436 tons, against 53
vessals, 35,944 tons during'the cirresponding
month last year, and the aggregate tonnage te
this date from all places in the years 1884,
1885 and 188G has been 212, 183, 152, and
147,936 tons respectively. We have again to
report a duli and inactive marketand, al-
though the aggregate lias beu less than last
year, the arrivas during the nonthhave¡been
in excess of the corresponding month last
season, and stocksgenerally have accumulated
and are too heavy. The, deliveries, chiefly
fron the quay, have been fair; but most arti-
cles have declined In value, and there la little
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prospect of any early improvement unless
supplies are restricted more in accordanco
with the present dult donand"

STEAm and elcutricity continue to b prima-
rily responsible for what may truly be called
tradte wonders, and we are indebied to an enter-
prising conteiiporary for a few interesting
illustrations, To relleve the overstocked
California yrup marlet iL shipment Vas re-

uently madle by sailing vessel fromn San Fran-
cisco to New York. WhIeîn the vessel arrived
the New York market was se low Lhat a por-
tion of die sanie syrup was re-shipped by rail
to California and sold there at a ptofit.
Penehsc are now shipped from the Pacifie
coast by rail, thus anticipating Eastern
growths. During the past winter eggs were
inported fron Liverpool, and cabbages froi
·lollandil and Gieraiiny, while potatoes froin
famineo-tricken Jreland are not uncommon.
Weinevor lie least scarcity prevails in any
market the nows is fliaslied to the point of
supply - itedr the ocean and around fho
vorld even--and stean hurries supplies where-

cver demîand prevails. Twenty years ago
Minnesota and California inported · tlieir
brealstuffs. To-day they export more wheat
than ay other two States in the Union.
Floridai sends the Eastern States green cent
on the car ail May, and fihc strawberry scason
lats8 nearly the year round, Florida beginning
the supply in Januanry, and Canada and Mai-
tobit fliishinîg up in October. Of course the
principal inarkets chiefly profit by these won-
ders in traiisportation; and the conveniences
and luxuries there fouind constantly tend Ito
conicentrat population in vast masses and
mlake the few great citiesÉthe trade entrepots
of tlie world. H [ere capital also accumnulates ;
surpls sticks of merchandise arc overywhcîe
consigned te Llie great centres, advanced up-
on by biur capital, and there held awaiting
purchasers. The volnne of goods tLhus accu-
mnulated miaikes these centres flh great bar,

gtain marts, aind gooda are constantly being
thrown upon the imarkiet by forced sale at
figures which in theicselves are trade wonders.

PORTAuE LA PanAMU has1 been unaable to effct

Il compromise witli its creditors, and the towin
couicil sceing 110 way to protect the owners
of propert.y and the merchants, lias resignied,
aft9r appointing a solicitor to take charge of
municipal documents, contest legal procced-
higs, etc. Five lundred dollars liave been
granited to carry on (he schools as long as it
lists with a redîuced atol. After that, if there
are no other means, available fundai will be
raised by private su>bscriptions. The fire bri-
gade witl also b kept up by subscription.
The citizens are determiined to back iup the
concil in their dforts to effect a settlemniit
of its dlebt, which they feel cannot be paid i
fill. No further offer will b made te the
creditors, and evory possible thiing will b
dot to reaiat the process of law il sucl cases.
Th'le founcil have hops tlit the municipal
law is s0 defective Lait their successors can-

not be appointed, and thon the sheriff will be
kept out. Thot functionary lias alrcady

placed executions for $l5,,000 in the hands of
the secretary treasurer with instructions to
levy for (lie saine, but as there is no secretatry
treasurer now the levy will not likely b made
this year. The express object of the counjcil
and ratepuayers la not te defraud (lie creditors,
but to payal that they are able without in-
terfering with the progress of the town. Gov-
rnment interférence and aid will also be

souglit by the townspeople, as there is soine
talk that the creditors will attempt te sup-
plant them by the settlenit of a new Eng-
lish colony.

TaE anthracite coal, recently found in the
vicinity of Canmore in the Canadian North-
West, istsid to have a peculiar glistening
black color, very different fron the dill dark
hue of lI Pennsylvania cool. It is quite bard,
and so far as appearances go, looks cqually as
good as lie boit imported American. In this
case appearances are net deceptive, (or the
freniien of the C. P. R. shops Who ]ave been
using it.prefer it to Ponsylvania coal. They
say (hiat an intenser heat is produced by tlie
Camore coal than by its Pittaburg rival, and
tliat i les quantity of the former is consumed
ini a day. It aise throws off but very little
sioke. The discovery of this deposit of an-
thracite coal is an event of no sliglt import-
ance. ILt lias generally been believed that the
Northwest coutil only produce bituminous
or soft cool, but Lthe discovery of this, vola of
anthracite shows that it cai supply both
kinds to its residents. This mine is a new
ene and as yet lins not been developed. The
necessary inachinery is now on the rond, and
upon its arrival shafts will be sunk and
the work of ininiîîg commenced in earnest.
The saiples brouîglt to Winnipeg were dug
fromî the top vhiere it cropped out on the side
of a coules. IL is said the ceai ivill improve
i qualit-y as the shaft sinks douper. It is in-
tonded te bring tis coal into active comîpeti-
tion witLh Aiierican lard coal, and such a
contest cannot fait to roduce the price of this
neccssary article to the people of the North-
ivest.

REcENT StOtistics show a net ilorease Of
$2,22G,2Gl in (lie earnings of .the railvays
operatedi in (lie United States and Canada dur-
ing fhe montht of July, the figures being $20,-
3G,4,209 agtinst $18,1I37,948 in the same
month of 1885. The total nilenge also shows
ait iicrease of 1,051 miles during the twelve-
mîîonth, (lie figures being 18,115 against 47,0G4
miles fast year. The gross earnîings for (lie
first sevot inonths of the preseit year are
$126,01 7,099 againSt $120,765,31G, the net in-
crease of $5,9881,183 in favor of 1886, being
pretty evenly spread over the whole period.
Turniiig te ourCanadian raihways a gratifying
and well maîiintaitiecd iicrenso is visible, the
eaurnings of lie' Grani Triuk for two weeks
ending on the 21st August slowing a net la-

crease of $129,048 over the corresponding
period le 1885, the mileage of 2,924 miles be-
ing the same both years. The increase in the
carnings of the Canadian Pacifie during the
sane period was S57,000. The figures pub-
lisled in the New York papers giving the
total enrnings of the Canadian lines during
iast July, place the carnings of the Canadian
Pacific at $990,000, an incroase of $82,362
over 1885, and those of the Grand Trunk at
$1,329,887, an increase of $219,533 over the
sane period last year. In these estimates the
ruileage of the 0. P. R. is shewn at 3,004
miles, but during the past twelve months the
mileoge bas increased to 4,338 miles, of which
104 are not operated. These figures include
the North Shore line acquired from the
Grand Trunk since this time last year, but
the traffic returns do not indicate whether the
earnings of that lino are included in the totals
for 1880.

Son idea of the value and importance of
fhe Idian railway system, with its connected
steamer services, may be gathered from the
fact that the capital suak ii the indertakings
la estimated at £161,917,840. Of this large
suin the government have spent directly
£82,255,391. The capital outlay of guar-
anteed companies stands at £71,032,838, and
that of fi »assisted" companies at £3,808,-
232. Native states-tlie principal in this
respect being Mysoro and Hyderabad-aro
responsible for an- outlay of £4,821,379 on
lines within tieir territories. Wlen the con-
struction of railways in India was first mooted
there werc sone who warned the projectors
that caste prejudices vould prevent the
natives fron using them; but it is an astonish-
ing fact that last year Indian.railways carried
no fewer than 80,804,779 passengers, who paid
for thoir fares £5,538,126. In 1884 the num-
ber of passongers was 73,815,119, and their
freiglt ias valued at £5,010,754. The chief
incone of most railways, however, is derived
froin the goods traffic, and in this respect the
Indian linos yield more .than double the re-
ccipts obtained from passengers. No less
than 18,925,385 tons of goods were carried
the receipts fron which amounted to £l1,-
015,375. Both the tonnage transported and
(lie returns show an increase over the figures
of tlic previous ycar, which was croditedi with
a goods trafflic of 16,633,007 tons, and receipts
thlerefromi amountirig to £10,6G5,941.

ÅAMONo recent visitors to British Columbia
were the Hon. Mr. Foster, Minister of Marine
and Fislieries, and lion. Mackenzie Bowell,
Minister of Custoims, both of whom find it
necessary to examine into the affairs of their
departments on the Pacific. The large in-
crease ia the Pacifie Ocean service ad the
prospective development of traffic makes it
essential that more efficient light house ser-
vice be establislied ivithout delay, aunid an on-
giner will make a general survey of the
coast. The survey ivill be from Port Moödy
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to Nanaimo and then along the main shore.
The Government is also taking stops to pro-
tect the codfish banks on the Alliska coast,
and are fitting out an expedition to go to the
north of the island and aloug the main cosst
where it is said black codfish hiave been found.
It lias been asserted by United States inspec-
tors that codflsh exist there in great quanti-
tics. Some soundings have already bee
taken and thera are good reasons to justify
the belief in the codfishs banks. The expedi-
tion about to be sent out wiill be fuilly equip-
ped, and will have ail appliances for getting
the temperature of the water at different
deptlss. At a later date enquiry will b made
into the matter of the close scason for fish lin
Manitoba and the Northwest. This is a ques-
tion which ias already received consideration
at the haundi of the Department.

Mucii satisfaction bas been occasioned in
certain circles ii the north of England by the
issue of the report of the Consett Iron Comn-
pansy showing that the concern ias met with
increased prosperity during the year ending
Junie. The report is more satisfactory since it
aipears at a time wien other companies
laisent snall returns. The profit for the year
is £72,501, which allows of the payment of a
dividend of los per share on the ordinary

capital in addition to the payment.of the in-
terior dividends. The secret of success is to
Ie fousnd in the fact that the company has a
coiparatively small capital, cheap minerals,
and very goodi management. Its siarelsolders
are judicious in creating large reserve funds,.
and they deserve the prosperity they have
aciieved. The company are now engaged in
the erection of new steel works.- The
directors of Sanuel Fox & Co., Siefleld, who
are manufactusrers of specialties in steel (of'
whiich patent umbrella fiames fori a con-
spîicuoses feature) report that the net profit of
the year ended June 30 'vas £36,122, whieb,
sdded to the balance of £2,449 brougbt for-
warsd, gava a ftota. of £38,572. They recom-
inended a dividend 'at the rate of 15 per cent.
This will absorb £36,000, leaving £2,752 to
be carried to next year's account. .

Tuisi Eumployers' Liability Assurance Cor-
psoratiOn of London transacts guarantee, acci-
dents, empflloyers' liability and collective insur-
ance, aiso fire re-insurance. The icad office
for Csanada is in the Britsish Empire building,
thsis City, Mr. F. Stancliffe having control of
the Domeninion braisch. The authorized capital
is $5,00o,000, and half of this bas becen sub-
scribed. The chairmans of the general board
in London is Lord Oland J. Hamilton, M. P.,
und his colileagues also appear to be represen-
tative and infhiential men. The primary ob-
ject of the corporation is to etiable employers
to protect tseniselves against the liability in-
Iosed upon thea by certain atils. An Ontario
act makes employers liable to coinensation
for specified personai ijurils suffered by
workmen in their service to the extent, per-

haps, of thre. years' earnings. The Corpora-
tion also undertakes Accidental Insurasnce in
all its branches, including the payment of
sums to Employecs and others, temporarily
incapacitated through accident; and grants
Bonds of Guarantee to persons holding situa-
tions of trust, and also issues a collective
policy, insuring an einployer aginst loss by
fraud or dishoniesty for any nunbe'of clerks,
thereby avoiding the old and troublesome
system of individual contracts.

LAsT week wO published a summary of the
imports and exports of Montreal for July, but
since then the statement for the whole Do-
miinion has come to hand and investigation
shows that compared with Juily last year,
dutiable goods show an increase of S2 ,403,
and free goods of $251,264. Coin shows a
decreas'e of $899,409, and the duty collécted
an increase of $112,757. Dominion exports
in comparison with last July exhibit a de-
crease of 5978,480 in goods the produce of
Canada, and an increase of $483,053 in goods
the produce of other countries. Ili the pro-
duce of Canada the decreases are: Mine> $90,-
204 ; fisheries, $153,625 ; forest, $347,202
animals and their products, $64,791 ; agri-
cultural products, $219,953 ; manufactùires'
$104,971. Miscellaneous shows an increase
of $262. In goods the produce of other
countries the incrase is wholly agricultural
products, which is $782,498 more than in last
July. The produce of the forest shows a
decline of $31,325, n'nd animals $90,312.

OTTAWÂ lumbermen are discussing the pros-
pects for the Fall trade, but owing to théc
earliness of the season, cannot express any
decided opinion. Tise forwarders think that
business will soon look up. They claim thàt
the seeming dullness at prescnt prevailing re-
presents a botter state of affairs than that
existing at this time last year. The deal trade
with Quebec is improving, but thore is consi-
derable slackness- with the West Indies and
South Amncrica. An experienced luiberman
thinks that next year's cu wiill not exceed
that of 1886, and anticipates considerable dull-
ness in square-timber. The markets at the
sec board are flooded with the latter, while
very few cargoes are offering. Large -numbers
of mcn are now being engaged by the varions
firms to work in the shanties up the river.
Wages are about the saine as those of 'iast
year, ranging for choppera from $20 to $22
per month.- Shantymon engaged in other
works will receive from $15 to $23 per month.

,TnE next London sale of colonial wool will
begin on Tuesday, September 7, and the open-
ing, will attract -great attention. Since the
previous public sale about 13,000 bales have
been sold by private contract, and an advance
of sònse 10 per cent. over the prices of the
previous sale bas been realized. It is believed
tiat this will be fully, sustaincd at the sale.
The offering .according to arrivals should ba
about 200,000 bales, and deducting say 15,000

bales as being sold privately, the offering will
be 275,000 bailes. London seems to have more
wool than any other European port. Tis,
the stocks of River Plate wools at Antwerp
and Havre are meagre in the extreme. After
the August sale the stock et Antwerp wsss re-
duced to 1,300 bales, against 40,000 a year.
ago, while at IHavre it wass only 100 basles
against 8,000.

Tue applications of aluminium are now
considerable, and M., Bourbouze, a Fronci
physicist, ias addede to their numsber by
employing an alloy of the mietas w'iths tin for
the internal parts of optical instruments in
place çf brass. The alloy ie enploys consists
of 10 parts of tin and 100 parts of aluminium.
It is white, like aluminium, and bas a density
of 2.85, which is a little Isigier tian that of
pure alîuminium. It is tierefore compsaratively.
liglt, which is an advantage for sapparatus
where lightness is desired. It cain b soldered
as easily. as brass, without special menaus, and
it is aven more unalterable than aluminium
.to re-agents. ·The- attention of electrical
instrument mnakers should therefore be cal led
tolt, especially for apparatus of a portable
character.

AIl was full of
trichinmu. hie authoritics congratulate thmlcn-
selves uapon the vigilance of the public meat
inspectors, though the consumners become more
convinced every day of the fallacy of the
thcories which led to the exclusion oi the
Anerican hog products fromt tle Germana
inarkets.

AcanaunÂ inquisitiveness and ingenuity
uanited lanve produtîced thiread made froin th
blossom,, of the commun ilk weed, which has
the consHistenley and tenacity of imaported flax
or linen tiread, and is produced it a mucli
less cost. 'l'ie libre is long, easily carded,
and may le realily adapted to spinning upon
a ordiniary flax spinner. It las the sinooth-
nes and lustre of silk, rendering it valuable
for scwing aicchini uise. The weed is coin-
mon throiughout thiis couantry, but growvs pro-
fusely at the South. The miaterial costs noth-
ing for cultivation, and the gat-hering is as
cheaply donie ais that, of cotton.

A coiiaassroNaNT at Dominion City, laîai,
saiys:-" Several of the fariers are througli
cutting wiheat. The yield is below the average,
but the quality is aili that, could o deesired.
Thiceote and barley crop Se genernlly a failure,
and there is none for shipmient. With a good
market here this season, ai large quantity of
No. 1 hard Fyfe wiaeat will le mnarkcted.
Ploughing and thlreshing vill soon b the
order of the day. Miessrs. Agiew & Co. have
this seaisaoi shipped over 18,000 pooulnds of
seneea onts.

Englisli
an[ continental markets have sharply ad-
vncCd oni uncfavorabLe Iaravest conditions ni
a good home deiand, and large pirclaases
liave leen made in tihe Weast and Atlantic
ports for iminulediate and future slipients.
By far the larger share of these export sales
have been made to French buyers, wio scem

to be disposed to make good the deficiency in
their home supply by inimediate purchases in
advance of requirements,

AN interesting and successful trip was made
at Washington by an engine run by ail in-
stead of coail as fuel. The engine, with a pas-
eenger car attached, et times made a speed of
40 miles an hour, and no difficulty was experi-
enced in raising a stean pressure of 140 lbs.
The oil is used on the same principle as in the
vapor stoves, the crude petroleum being
vaporizcd by a blast of superhcated stean.
The lcat generated is intense and continuons.
About 30 gallons are used each hour, the oil
being carried in a tank on the tender of the
engine.

Ar a meeting Of the Northwestern Lumber-
nen's Association in St. Paul last week, it

was decided to advance prices $4 per tbousand
on all grades of lumber below first fencing.
This was done on account of the increased
cost in production, due to advance in the
price of stumpage, inereased taxes, and extra
expense in iandling, owing to the extreme
low water. Anothjer reason for the advance
is the shortage of over 1,000,000,000 feet, as
against the product of 1885 on the Mississippi
and its tributaries.

Tin. Delaware peach crop is expected tu
ainunt to between two million five hunldred
thousand and three million baskets. If the
expected yield equals this, it will exceed any
crop gathered since 1875. The great extension
of the coneries aid evaporators bas bad the
effect of rendering any large surplus an
impossibility, and more money is consequently
made by the growers than was formerly
realized.

TaE extent of the salmon-fisheries of Britisl
Columbia niay be estirnated by the fact that
the total yield was valued last year at £279,-
105. In one week alone of last season there
wvere 12,000 cases shipped for London by the
all-sca route. British Columbia also excels in
sturgeon, the largest captured last year weigh-
ing over 800 lIbs.; but they had previously
been caught weighing as much as 1,400 Ibs..

A corrected est imate of the deficiency in the
Euirop)ein wheat crop accounts for the etrengtli
of the narket. It appears that the United
Kingdoim will want 3,000,000 quarters more,
France 5,000,000 rib 8,000,000 quarters more,
and Germanly 1,000,000 quarters more than
last year-that SE to say, these three countrics
will have to import fron 72,000,000 to 96,000,-
000 buselîs more whcat than they did last
vear.

without parting. The Detroit Dry Dock
Company recently made sone experiments of
its own with the soft steel uised in the con-
struction of the new steamer Mascotte at ils
yards in Wyandotte. Tblny were made both
with soft steel and the best quality of iron
used in the conitruction of iron shipis. bltrips
of cold steel plhtes 3-16 of an inch thick and
¾ of an inch wide were twisted like an auger
in a lathe, and even so far that they doubled
without cracking or causing a single abiasion
of the metals surface. Angle irons were
flattened cold and bont in liko meuner.
Anothor strip was bent repeatedly without
causing it to break or even flaw. In the
presence of the .owners of the Mascotte a
large ball weighing 950 pounds was sus-
pended et a height of 35 feet and: allowed ta
drop on a 3-10 inch plate, bulging it about

twenty inches into the ground witbout break-
ing it. The ball wa's then dropped on the
reverse side of the plate, and this rppeated
five tUies without breaking the plate. The
saine test was made with a one-lhalf inch iron
plate and it was broken the first time. These
tests are regarded as furnishing a conclusive
demonstration of the comparative mnrits of
soft steel and iron for resisting sudden shocks,
and consequently of their respective merits as
materials for the construction of modern
ships.-Detroit Post. This steel w.as manu-
factured by Park, Brother & Co., Limited,
Black Diamond Steel Works, Pittsburgh, Pa.
