-Ottawa is now trying to.adjust labor diffliculties whieli
have cropped up in connection with active building opera-
lions. Laborers have struck and this compels the trades-

ni to stop.

-Petitions against countenancing the trading stamp
system- are beinig circulated in somte cities of Western On-
ario and mceting with success. The fact that represen-
tative retail incrcraimts inl tie large cities do not countena
ance auy such schemne should be suffici'ut evidence that
thiey are designed ratier for the owner's profit than any
supposed beniefit to the retailer, whose business capacity
will nmot permit of his sceing beyond the real nature of the
scheme.

-A broad .tax broom is in process of manufactureon the
Western prairies and its movements will be watched witli
sone interest. A Winnipeg despatch states that a bill
providing for the taxation of corporations has beeni distri-
buted in the Manitoba Legislature. The corporations are
mnentioned are banks, loan comrpanies, life and lire insur-
ance companies, street railway and telephone and tele-
grapli comnpanies. Fire insurance companies are to be
taxed 1 per cent. and life insurance companies 12 per

cent. of their gross premiumïr. Street railways are to be
taxed $500 where they do not exceed twenty miles, and $25
for each mile lu excéss. Loan companies are to be taxed
one-tenth of 1 per cent. of their capital invested in the
Province. The taxation of telegraph companies will be
$250 where the mileage of the lines does not exceed a cer-
tain limit. Express companies will be taxed according to
the number of their offices. Banks will be charged $1,000
for their first oiice per annum, $200 each for their next
four, and $100 for any other. RailwiLy companies are di-
vided into two classes, one of which will be taxed .$150 per
mile, 'and the other 3 per cent. on gross earmnings.

-The meeting of the National Association of Broom
Mnufacturers, set for hie 7 in Chiengo, has been indefiu-
itely postponcd.

-Ke.y West and Balnma pineapples brought Ge to 7c,
wholesale, at auction in New York, on the 4th inst. The
condition af the fruit was only fair.

-Advices from I relaînd report that the catch of' sait
mackerel, duriiimg April; on both the west and souti coasts

miiiiouititecd to 18,400 barreis, compared.with 20,500 barrels ln
.1899.

-Advics froi Wick, Scatland, report sone improve-
lmcitmL in the herring catch. Stornoway adivces state thai
the otu fhook for the whlîole coast is for a short catch of
early lish, but that the Shetland fishing is inproying and
is expected ta iîake up the early deliciency.

-The pnieu of banaias, is exceptionally hîigh. It appears
that so far this season the supply has not been equal to
tli mdeimianmd and this las always but oie résult. A leading
New York dealer speals of the banana situation there as
stroig and as very firm. "We are certain of but two car-
goes next weec, and both are schieduled ta arrive on Mon-
day. They are the Altai, fron Port Limon and. the AC-

1er, from Jamaica. The Limon crop is oversold ta arrive
at prices now prevailing and the Jamaica cargo is partly
sold. We nay get a cargo from Cuba, althougli it is not
certain. The demaind for baiianas is c-normous, and for
several imonths it lias beenpractically impossible to supply
ftli wants of consuimers. ¯Btrohers have had to turn downx
orders right along, and it would have been just as easy to
get un advmiuae of front 20 ta 25 cents a bunch to-day as
lot. People want the fruit and will take it at almost
any laice. It is probable, however, that after the peach
crop begins to muove forward freely the demand for ban-
ais WRi1 slack off."

-An extreinely simple forim of bookkcepiig is stated ta
have been iutroduced by the dishonest U.S. postmaster at
lfavana, Cuba. He is alleged to have merely divided the
aimounts received, takiig one-lialf for limcself and accoiunt-
ing for Ille other.

-The National Sugar Rzefining Company of New Jersey,
U.S., lias been incorporated with an authoried capital of

$20,000,000.

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DRY GOODS NOTES.

-The trade le mens colored laundried shirts is reported

much in excess of last year notwithstanding backward

weather.

-Advices from Berlin, Germany state that the manu-

facturers of colored cottons have been in conference
with reference to raising pices from 20 to 30 per cent. be-

cause of the Iigli cottan rate and the advance in coal and

wages.

-A coming novelty iiv lace curtains is termed the

"Bonne Femme." It is a lambrequin effect with puifs and

other accessories, naking it especially adaptable for win-

dow draping. It is made in the bettter grade of nets, such
aîs Arabian and Duchesse, and is expected to be popular with

the better classes.

-A leading New Yorlkôarpet c8 mpany in announcing
their new prices advanced their grades of wilton carpets
5 cents a yard, iwhile on their 9 x 12 rugs an advance of

$1 per rug was recorded. On Brussels, although no advance
was made a quantity price was established by which buy-
ors of large lots obtain an advantage.

-Advices from English woollen goods centres report
that the outloek for the future is net promising. Repeat
orders for the spring are almost an entire blanik, and the
present season will be a short one. The further fall in
the price of wool will mnake it very diflicult for manufac-
turers te maintain prices. The lower price of wool bas al-
ready been disceounted, se that it is impossible te mnake fur-
tier concessions. It is certain, that the downiward
move in wools will be arrested, as reports from the colo-
nies say there is a very large shortage owing te the droutb,
so that during the year a recovery is confidently expected.

-The price of raw silk has declined almost as fast as it
appreciated li value last year. . A leading silk manufac-
turer of Paterson, New Jersey, U.S., referring to the pre-
sent depression stated: "When the price for raîr material
began te go skyward tiro or three mnulths ago everybody
got scared and nainfacturers invested all tlie inoney lhey
couild spare at faney prices. Tien a big slunmp in prices
followed, a tumble of nearly 50 per cent. and now it does
not pay the manufacturer te maRe lis raw up into stock
at prevailing prices for staple goods. So they are holding
on and runnig half-time and balf-force in the hope of bet-
ter days. IVe al got bit more or less severely on account
of the reports, that there was no rawr silk in the markwt
on ie other sid'e. There was à boom for a time, but it
iras in the raw niaterial and not in the manufactured pro-
duct. It's in the ribbon trade that the conditions are
beartbreahing, because ribbons are not in fashion ihis
year, or silk of any kind, for thmat inatter, outsile of ta.-
fetas aud ]inings. Tlere iras n sort of boom a few weeks
ago iii te tice silks, but tbe bottoi bas fallen out of tlinil
oo, in syipiîatly with other goods. We al -ouglt to le

bisy now on fall goods, but tLIere is nothing in sight until
Septenitber.

-Tlie net valuie of 'tlie' iiport trade of Chinia for 1809
wvas $188,103,778, double that of 1890. The importation of
opiuniw ias a million pounds in excess of those diiring the.
preceding year. Tho trade in Cotton goods, irhich liadi
remnaiied pratically statiôna.y for three years, made a
large udvance, rising from $54,255,557 in 1898 te $73,571,9:17.
The valie of experts fron China for last year is estimat-
ed at $139,105,123, more than double that of 1890.

-Secrets of the war are daily coming te liglît. ' Here is a
late one: Kruger sent a man over te England seme time
ago te find out if there were still nmauy ien leftf in the
country, and on the man's ari'ival in Brightdii he sent a
telegram te Kruger, "Tliousands of men lerà." - le then
paid a visit to London, and from there vired "Millions
here." The next town iwas Birmingham. From there lia
wired, "Hundreds of tlousands." Next he went to Staf-
fordshire and sain the men coming up fron the mines in
cages. Se he telegraphed "or God's sake stop the war.
They are bringing them up from H- here, ten ut a time."

STATIONERY BUSINESS IN LIQUIDATION.

The petition of a creditor for the appointment of a pro-
visional liquidator te the William- Drysdale Coinpany, sta-
tionery, Montreal, has been granted; 1The owner, Mr.
William Drysdale, began the present business twrentyive
years ago, having lad some fif.en years' previous expe-
rience ivith reputable Montreal firms in that line. That
lie lad acquired a fuill knowledge in the interval was proven
by the large .share of suecess whicl lie enjoyed and the
extent ta whiihl his tirade soon spread. But the book trade
is somewliat apart from oier.nes of cominmerce, for fa ho
kept up-to-date it must necessarily.be ailso kept in tocli
with: the fading past. Departnmntal stores, banklrupt
stocks, customs.tarifs, and magazine literature have eaci
pluyed Do inconsiderable part 6f late years in dirninishing
both the regular profitt and sales of the book stores. De-
spite this, however, Mr. Drysdale, las continuied ta do a
business recognized as among the forcumost in the Domin-
ion. It is earnestly hoped by his many friends that, still
comparatively'young, le may be enabled te arrange for a
reneial of business, which, under the more favorable trade
conditions now existing, wrill permit of his regaining the po-
sition lie occupied in the -more prosperous days of the sta-
tionery trade of the Dominion.

The present stock amounts ta saioe $40,800, besides a large
anoiunt of open acaouînts. A mîeuting is called for tle 181lu
instant. The business done in seliool books, under mod-
ern conditions, is on such a close nargin as te be practi-
caly of ne more profit than acconîmodating a caller for
chîi.nge. Were such lines used as leaders te atlract trate
the system of low profits miight occasionally be of indirect
profit but in the above such is net the case.

In the above figures those of the Bank of England aire
included which add vcry largely to the totals for the Eng
lish bankis, as its paid-up Capital is $70,800,000, its reserve
fund $15,000,000, and the imarkcet value of its stock $237,-

front rank of the few largest and strongest banks of the
Empire, as it is of those of the world.

Mr. E. S. Clouston, the General Manager, in a brief ad-
dress declared that to a considerable extent the increase
of $10,600,000 in loans last year represnfted the legiti-
il ate dlmanls of conîniercial ciistoniers. The country,
with the exception of British Colunbia, was enjoying
prosperity, sa that, "the year endisin a blaze of self-con-
gratulation." H1e tlrew out a ivaning, bowrever, as mer-
cints are over-stocked, so tiat thore is needi for caution.
The sta te of British Coluibia he attliibutd to a feeling
of distrust created by unwise legislation. British Col-
umbia, ie subnnit, iiceds a rest from political agitation.
If its politicians could be kept quiet for a few years the
Province vould hanv a botter chance of rising to ils
opporti nities.

THE DOMINION ·BANK.

The annual meetings of the Dominion Bank have fron
the first been cliaracterized by extremie brevity. At Vhe
one held on 30th uit., the proceedings eo-vered only the
reading of the Report, the passage of a by-law ta increase
the capital, and the usual votes of thanks. The report
made feeling allusions to the deaths of Mr. R. D. Gamble,
late general manager and Mr. E. Leadley, a director. Mr.
Gamble is:succeeded by Mr' T. G. .Brough, who has been
25 years in the service of the bank, and who when. pro-
moted, vas manager of the Toronto branch. Mr. T.
Eaton, proprietor of the well known departimental store,
succeeds Mr. Leadley on the Board. . We rend with much
regret of the venerable President, Sir Frank Smith, ba-
ing absent owing ta failing health. The Vice-President,
Mr. E. B. Osler, M.P., presided at the meeting. The
policy of cnlarging the capital was explained ta have been
adopted owing ta the simali capital iimiting the circula-
tion so far as ta cause disadvantage to the business which
was extending sa as ta require larger resources. The di-
rectors- annoineed that the future dividends would bc
on a 10 per cent, basis, with bonuses, if warranted; The
simall capital of the Dominion, as we have pointed ont on
several occasions, when its deposits, discounts, and re-
serve fund were so largely in excess of the ordinary pro-
portion ta capital, enabled exceptionally large dividends
ta be paid and profits laid aside ta increase the .Rest.

The founders of this highly prosperous bank, includ-
ing the flist gencral imanager, Mr. Bethune, never initici-
pated its business rising so rapidly ta such large propor-
tions. The institution, however, sprang at a bound :ito
popular favor, and, being managed nost conservatively
from the first its progress was remarkable. . In notici mg
its 20th annual Report we pointed out that its deposits
in 1891, were, "6 times the amolnt of its paid-up capital,
the average being under 24 tinies." In 1893 we showed
thaît, "fer each $100 upon which it bas ta pay a dividcend
it lias hIe use of $656 of deposits." According ta flie
stafeiént published with the Report on a later page of
this issue, ie Dominion Bank lias deposits ta extent of
101 Limes the pa.id-up capital, and discounts about 8
fiies the capital. Since 1893 the bank has enlarged its
interest-bearing dleposits fron $8,619,565 to $11,553,-
634, and its total deposits from $9,844,665 to $15,790,40S.

i the same period its discounts have advanced fron r9,-
1.75,192 ta $12,710,912. In round figures the business
las enlarged over 33 per cent. or one-third since 1893.
The Reserve Flund increased fron $1,450,000 to $1,500,-
000, ailthougli exceptionally large dividends.have been
paid in every year. Manifestly more capital is needed ta
meet the growing requirenents of so rapifdly expnnding a
business. The new stock is, practically, now subscribed,
the shareholders are recady ta answer at once ta the arst
call. The Dominion Bank lias a great future before 1t
of expansion iad prosperity.

P'RETORIA UNDER THE BRITISH FLAG.

lIl tle lirst wek of October, 1899, tle Governmnent at
liretOria demanded fron the Government at Westmnin-
ster ihat all British troops be recnoved froni the British
Colony of Natl 'on pain of na e mçasures being tjkqn. to
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conpel their evacuation. lu the first week of June, 1900,
the city of Pretoria was taken possession of by British
troops. The President of the Transvaal, vho sent he
insolent message, vas a fugitive, in company with MÙ8
mad-headel colleagues and the President of the Republic
which had joined in the effort to ditive Great Britain froin
South Africa. A more insane policy vas never entered
uponi than'the course -taken by the G(overnunents of tlhe

South Mrican Iepublie and of the Orange Free 4State,
nor was ever any nation engaged in a more rightcous war
than the conflict entered upon.by Great Britain te defend
its possessions in South Africa, and to punish invaders.
IHad England shranuk froin the task, or failed ito carry it
through te a triunphant issue, lier kInourwould have
been stained, lier prestige lowered, ber credit blown' upoe,
and lier paramount influence in the world's councils eau-
clled.

England entered upon the wair in a state of military
unpreparedness. The condition of her army proves to de-
iîonstration that ingland had no anticipation of a -var,
therefore could not, as ber enemies alleged, have had any
designs antagonistic to the two RCpiblics she lias
crushed. On the other liand;,events have equallyprovzd,
that for soine years the Transvaal had been niaking the
most elaborate arrangements for displacing the authority
of Great Britain ini South Africa, by accumulating pro-
digious aniinents; by engaging Europeain ollicers of
higli rank te conduct a campaign of invasion; and drill-
ing the whole adult male population as an armny for the
conquest and subsequent occupation of British posses-
sions. The army of the enemy is broken up, the army
of England is not triminphant only, but incomparably
stronger; botter equipped; more efficient as a iilitary
forec; more powerful in prestige, and more popular with
tlie .nation than before the coniliet arose. The Boer w'air
will prove te have been a rich blessing in disguise to Great
Britain. Her ariny is no longer regarded with liailf-con-
cealed conteipt by Europe, for all the great powers have
icen conpelled to recognize its narvellous courage, and

the genius with which it bas beeu led froi victory te vie-
tory. Another blessing of the wzar lias cone fron so glo-
rious a record liaving been nade by the Irish troops ind
oflicers. Upon Ireland rests the chief honours of the
wvar, not for thei irst time, but, nover before have the
'British people had the magnanimity to recognize as they
deserved the brilliant services of Irish soldiers. The
Union Jack should now bear an Irish liharp, or the shan-
rock, it would then be more truly the flag of the United
Kingdom.

But these are only hlif the story of the benefits con-
forred by the war in a military and political sense. The
enthusiastic support given the mother land by Canada,
A ustralia, and New Zealand, the "British lion's whel]ps,'
lias profoundly inipressed- the wvhole world as to the enor.
mous reserve strength . the British Empire, the strength
of' unîity,the strength of loyalty te the Ciown, the strenghi
of pride in British traditions, British policy and Briti:h
freedom.

The result of the impor-
tant negotiations, pending over several years, was, lhe
assuniption of the channel debt, the freeing of vessels of
all kinds from inany dues, the disbanding:of the water
police, and the performance of their duties by the city
police force by a distinct arrangement made at the time.

There is no good reason given why that arrangement
should be disturbed. The only argument used is the
childish one that the city gets no revenue fromt the har-
bour. As a iatter of fact, .one of the chief causes of
the city's predominaling importance lies in its being the
chief saport of the Dominion, wlere ocean traffic meets
tliat of inland, The larger part of its citizens depend
on the trade of the port for a living. Tliat trade is one
of the mainsprings of the prosperity of Montreal and it
seemls absurd. to assume that it will not willingly consent
to continue police protection without which the business
in the harbour could not bc carried on.

We cannot think fiat the tliree aldermen, who under-
took to speak for the, city, properly represented the views
of the citizens il geieral on this matter. There is. a
widespread feeling that Montreal, in respect ta harbour
imatters, has not been fairly dealt with by the government.
There arce large financial iatters tu bc dealt with before
Montreal is establislhed as the national port of the Domin-
Jon sid cquipped with aill'ite nost modern appliances
for reducing te cost of transporting the produce of the
country abroad. 'he niîemtbers of the present governi-
ient, especially, as well as lie leading meibers of par-

lihnent un both sides of politics have pronounced then-
selves in favour of making Monstrel a clieap place in
which tle brade oi transhipment can lle conducted. With-
in the last few years many things have transpired ta
c1ange flie position of aitairs in tis respect. It is well
understood, althougl it lias iot been otlicially stated,
bliat the governmncnt lias practically assuied licthe whole
of the larbour debt for the construction of tlie docks at
Quebec. lie mtoney was obtained for those works direct
fron the Dominion Government, by an arrangement
iade with the Mackenzie Government in 1875. While

the works were going on the initerest stipulafed to lie
paid, was sa paid.out of the capital. Af ter construction
ceased no interest was paid'or rather made fa appear as
heing paid by charging in the ledger scconut, and the
capital account with accumulated interest, now ap-
proaches soine $4,000,000. It lias always been. under-
stood that when the Quebec harbour debt was finally as-
sumed by the government, tliat Montreal, as thel chief
centre of the national shipping trade, would be treated *
a similar manner, and lie relieved from its bonded debt
of over $3,500,000, the larger part of which is now held
by the Dominion Government and on wliicli the interest
is regularly paid, as we hope it will continue ta lie paid,
until the harbour is relieved from the burden of it in a
ragular legitimate manner. This condition will doubt-
ess come before long when we may look for reduced har-

bour charges and increased prasperity in fhe port.
Tiese are matters of iiportance iat the aldermen

miglit well belpi ta a 'successful issue. Such a course
would lie of infinitély mare value la their fellow-citizous
tian tlirowing the cost of policeing of the harbour on thc
governmnent anbd which, 'if tley succeeded, the burden
would in saine way or.other be again placed on the ship-
ping which all interests are cndeavouring to bring bore
in larger nuimbers. As awe have already said, this is an
uniwise imtovemnent. In view of the larger features in-
volved in the future of the port that vill lave ta ba ur-

gently insisted on, this plea to le relieved of a duty tlia
necessarily devolves upon all conuuunities, large or
snall, in order that life and property nay he secure, is
tfo small ta lie seriously advocated. Tle remark was
made by the Premier that if this were granted in Mont-
real every port in the Dominion would expect and de-
mand the same treatment. That point was really unani-
swerable, but the polite statemnent was voucisafed that
the matter would receive consideration. That is likely
ta lie the last of it, as it is ta be hoped wil ho bhe casa.
In thteir efforts ta benefit the city the alderen shouild
bed tlemseives ta efforts for obtainng larger ends .iad
those that will promote the best interests, not only of
Montreal, but also the trade of the country gcueiilly.

THE CENSUS OF 1901.

Arrangentents have been conntenced for takiug lthe
census in and for 1901. \ We trust the systein vill be
adhered ta whicli has prevailed in Canada since 18 '.
By this plan the people axe nwhbered, according to.
their usua' place of residence, regardless of where tAey
nay lie when the census is taken. We consider this sys-
tei mare scientific than the one whicli counts te popa-
lation accordiug ta their temporary domicile vlen thle
census papers are liled up.

The population of a country consists of its residents,
of those whose homles are withini the country. When a
census oflicial enquires at a dwelling, "Who resides, or
reside lere?" The answer ta be exact tust give the nanes
of the dwellers settled tlierain, who, wheli bitere, are "at
honme." If any one of the annily is absent on a jour-
ney, or visiting, or at school, lie or she is noue the less
a rsident of such dwelling:because temporarily stayiîgg
elsewlere. A census whicl excludes all who are nat at
hiome an a certain day, excludes large numbers who are
in another country on that date, who'may b haine aext
day. If a census of Canada includes all those who, o'n a
certain niglit, slept in this country it includes a large
nuiliber of loreignl visitors, wio are non-residents in ie
proper sense. The ·extent of the population is falsili id
by permanent residents, who are temporarily absent froi
home being omitted, and falsified also by mere tri i-
sients being ineluued. A census of Canada should ba
an enumeration of Canadians resident in Canada, not
cf transients, of outsiders, who may happei ta be
anongst us on census day, or night.

The rule not regard as permanent residents those
who have been absent from hame fr a year is a safoguard
against duplications by persans being counLed at their
family homie and at the place where they have settled.
Since sa many young men have gone ta the war this pra-
vision calls for some modification, as a census inight be
taken vihen thousands vwre absent on foreign service.
A census taken including ail those who have spent a.
tain iiight at a certain place is impossible ta be-correct, as
nany thousands would have no domicile on that nigiL
as they would be on trains, or steamers. f, how'eIer
the usuel systeii in. Canada is adopted ail .such persns
would e counted at thlcr usual place of residenée.

Under modern conditions when travelling $àe s genral
and sa many lead a sor ai gypsy lie, going from an
place ta another in search of varicty, etc., it il impossi-
ble ta arrange a consus systen thai isanireyl frecfromî
liability ta erriors. Ëutihe plau f ai n hbl pu-
lation in accordance with. tleir place a perma nentesi-
dence, couting :theim at tli e ge f
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sults in fairness and correetness. It is also.most desir-
able for the data of each eensus to be so taken sud i
tabulated as to be comparable with preceding returns. A
census is indeed shorn of much of its utility and interest
i so talken as to be inciapablle of comparisons beig
made in all ils sections with preceding reLurms.

CLEAN BREAD.

it was written by one of old, "'I'hrow thy breal on the
waters and iL will bc found after nany days." The
mîîea'oing is unîderstood though ith expression is highly
obscure, for bread thrown on waters would soon vanish>.
The phrase is taken as a promise of reward te patient
labour. In Lhis sense We tlrew " bread on the waters"
over tivo years ago by protesting against the mode of
delivering bread. We pointed eut ihow loaves are car-
ried through streets exposed to contamination by dust,
by proxiinity to ianure waggons, by the uneleanly lands
aid clothtes af drivers, anad by Lte attentions of cats nd
dogs to bread left on stops or "stoops." The seed of
warning we sowed bas takeu a long tine ta gen'niiate,
but the "blade" has iow appeared "after many dys.
The Master Bakers' Association lias noved in the mat-
ter by addressing a letter to the fygiene Cemmittee. Dr.
La.bege, the health oflicer, drew the attention of he
comiittee to the need of protecting bread from con-
tauîination, and froin the weathcr.. Unless matters
all back into the old rut ve nay' expect our daily bread

te bu delivered shortly in a more cleanly condition thon
it lias been ina the past.

CH-ICAGO CIVIC FINANCES.
We are apt-in this city to regard the management r

civic business as exceptionally bad. According te the
"Daily Inter-Ocean," the city of Chicago mny fairly
claim to rank as, in a inancials msse, the worst mnitiag"d
municeipality in the world. Our conteipori ry, charges
thIat in the last threce years the city debt lias increaseil
$10,000,000 without any advantage t the citizens. The
eredit of the City is alleged te have been so impaired that
bankers refuse te aidvance money on its secirities, whih
fnormerly were in high reptte. AIL the city's future fi-
comes are diseounted nid morirgaged, all its cash re-
sourCesbeing exhalustel. 'The sinlking fîunds and in-
terest .funds are said to hav-e beenî "plundered and di-
vertod" te the exteit of $1,851O000. The civic officials'
pension fund is stated to be absolutely bankrupt, owiig
to its leing "juggled and looted. ' The expenditure cf
the City is charged to have been iicreased $11,500,000 in
three years, "witlout any plblio benefit to show where
this vast suin of mnoiey lias gone." The sun of $î,-

479389 is affirmed to have been paid to 'heelcrs" whose
cnly duties and services were electioneering in the iii-
trest of tie.ma.yor. Such an inditment against the
civic management of Chicago puis the Charges laid
against the City Council cf Mvontreal into the ategory
of iniior offelices, like potty larceny às compared with
such iholesale robbery and ravages as the Boers have
been guilty of in Natal.

Mr. Clouston then said:-tn the statement sibnitted Io

yo to-day the principal changes wiich have taiken place
hilng the jpast year ire: the liabilities' colunuts shows an

increase in circblsitioin'of $700,000, nnd ai increase of $0,-
500,000 in deposits bearing initerest; while on the otier
Ade hiere is a dilcrease of $3,800,000 in tie reserves leld in

Great 1ritaiii, and au increase of $10,000,000 in loans. A
considerable perceitage of the latter iicreasc represenits
a. legitimate (kmnand froin comimercial cistoners for ad-
vances, arising from the more active anld expa.lnding condi-
tions of traode., Tie remaiider is employed in speeial op-
orations of a temporary claracter which will probably bc
closed out in lie next:few mllonths.

Ciiada las good reasoi te be well satisfied with the -e-
sults of business for the last twelve months. From every
province of tie Dominion, with the exception. of Britisi
Colunbia, come reports of iniversal prosperity, active
trade, good crops, and generally speaking satisfnctory
prices. The isnmber trade never vas in better condition,
while tse fniry exports havo only beens iinited by lihe
exienut of lhe cold stornge accominodatios, wlici is, still
insufficient for the growing wnnts of the trade. Railr>ad
carnings were the largest il the iistory of Canada, -and -lie
year ends in a llaze of universa self-congratulation.

For the coming year tiere are some indications of over-
production. Stocks in the nchaclsants' lsands are too large,
and in soin districts collections are drsappointing. In
fact, at the moment there is something of a. check, which,
howver, may prove highly saltnary, if the commercial
edïiiiinnity will only piocecd with caution tll the new
crop is nssured and iatters have ndjussted thicnselves on a
more satisfactory basis.

British Colmbin bas not sl1ared in the general prosperi-
ty te the same extent ns lier sister provinces, owing te the
effect of iijuîdicious and ial-conisidered legisiation. This ss
crented a. feeling of distruist abroand, and the in-flow of

foreign capital, so iecessary to the developnment of lier im-
mense natural resusrces, ias been seriously clecked.

The Finance Minister of Canada has introduced -a num-
ler cf aniendcments to the lank Act, w7ici arc nowi bc-
fore the Touse. They aie Ille outcomne of ten yenrs' expa-
rience of the worling of the present Ba:nk Act, and xvill
ne douîbt materially strengtien it, and. malce it a ,more

orkable mensure. Fuil deItils nt these amtenduments
have appeared in lie papers, and it is net -necessary for
me to refer to themi here.

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A further comparison of our condition In the year 1884
with the present ine, is interesting and instructive. As
already saiti,! the- liabilities of the Bank had risen from'26
cmillions of dollars in 1884 tô 50 millions in 1900. The
iumber of Agencies or Branches iad risen from 31 to 52.
The nuinber of the staff' hiad lncresed from 299 to 502. Tlie

deposits lied increased from $22,588,000 to $63,445,000, and
the loans in Canada iai increased from 30 millions to h3/ 2
millions. So that to ecari approxiiately equal profits,
double the business iccîst be done and the cost of doing it
proportionately increased. h'lie public, ricerefore, is get-
ting its banking business donc for about hait hie prices
ruling in 1884. No douîbt this is a suibstantial benefit to
all coiimercial and mnuiic fncturing business.

The mîelancholy eollapse of La. Bcnque Ville Marie ici
this city does not reflect on oir bankiig systemt, whicli
could not provide for i suries of gross frauds, revealed in
the trials of tlie unihappy oilicers; its failure iad no coi-
cmercial effect, but caused icli distress among its tie-

positors, iany of whom coull ill bear their losses, and
whose case righitly excited iuch publie sympathy.

The Board has hatid occasion during the year to laneuît
lHie stidden and inexpected death of two of its members,
Mr. iugli McLennan, and MeUr. W. W. Ogilvie, and las re-
corded its deep sense of the loss which the Bank lias ex-
perienced in being deprived of tlieir prudet counîsels. 'Tie
Board considers itself fortuncte in hcaving bee enablei ti
fill these vacancies by the election of Mr. James Ross and
Mr. R. G. Reid.

The North Amanieu steamîsiip comîparies liave adi
fairly prosperous year; .many of their vessels hiave focnd
profitable ciployient in tlie various. transport services
connecocted witll the South African wnar, and the tiecr'eased

itcinage ius available for. heir rgular trade ias tndl
to enhance freight rates, cmore especially on export cargoes.

The iolume of imports carried by the Canadian lines vas
somewhat less than during-the preyious twelve months, the
freight rates were somew]hat dearer and tie number of
vessels fewer. The volume of exports was smaller, and
the average of freight rates more especially on grain and
provisions was Iiglier. The current season lias open-
ed favorably and the volumie of export traffic is
likely to be fuclly equal to the available tonnage during
the niext iwo or tiree cmontis. Tie passenger traifle
wvas noderately satisfactory and the coipanies anticipate
i froc movement both east-bound and west-bound during
1e yeUar. They conmplaain of the large advance in the price
of coal and of the enhaneed wvages, but tlieir profits are,
neverteless, said to be adequate.

As regards the port of Montreal, fle last two years com-

pare as follows: Tlie total valie of iercliandise entered for
consumîiption ii the ycar ending 30th April, 1899, .as $54,-
282,140; and for the year ending 30th April, 1900, $59,997,-
767; an iierease of 10½i/per cent. On the otlier liand, the
value of goods produced and otherwise exported in the
forner year was $62,170,354; andi lst year, $05,107,222, or
anc icierease of 4.7 per cent.

One important evidence of botter fimies ise to ba fournd
in 'the comparative immumnity fromi hosses by business rail-
i es whielh in thec respective years are as follows:-18%,

$17,300,000; 1898, $10,000,000; 1899, $10,727,000. If 'e ex-
epi tlheï reigncing stagnation on the Stock Exulange due
to a general pause in speculation and tiecirer ioney, the
indications are of a continuation or good tiles. It is
probable thcat somue revival will be consequent on a decline
in the cost of staple raw naterials whici appears proba-
ble. 'IL is impossible to follow fte progres of ail branches
of trade, but the general result, with soie special excep-
tions, is the sanie, full employient, press of business, good
prices, advanced wnages. In tlie iiddle of ail this N'e are
capt to forget that bad times vill recur; there are evidences
already, heover slight, cf a rnction. The bigh prices
of lunber and 'labor, are causnîg a cessation of building
and iron and steel are getting cliecaper.

One important factor, wiici mnay affect ou mîcaniufac-
turing industries, is the evidence of a spirit of aggressien
in ouitside markets by the great Americani combinations
cndc i trusts; this mlay deve into proportionIs Illli wviil
prodiice consequences now iuifoieseci.

Notihing iti reccnt tinies lias exeitei so intense anc interest
ic tbis country as the wrcar in South Africa, now hiappily
rawing ho ccn enl. Ifs pogress lay by day, indeed, hour

by Iour, lias been watciei witi feverisl anxiety. le
successive relief of Lice Iceroic beleaguered garrisns of
Iadysmnith, Kiiberley and Mitiafelkincg, and the capture of
lice iloer centres hiv given occasion for general rejoicings.
That a considerable body of Canadian volunteer soldiers
sont out by the Dominion, have, for:the first timîce in oui
history, been fighting on anotier continent, side by side
iwiti the best soldiers of the Empire, and proving them-
selves by courage and soldierly qualities equal to the hoenor,
lias intensified our interest.

No one vio lias macle himaself acquinted wih the facts
cai oib llAt t w r nvas iot 0111y a just and mnost right-
nus, buit aiso ac înavoiîlaiîic onîe, or onl' ·tO be cecapei
by Great Britain confessing ierself cinable' to protect lier

e,
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citizens, and abandoning all pretensions ta Imperial power.

I bail the resolve that the tierritories now conquered at

such a heavy price shall be held under the British flag, with
,le security to life, liberty and property whiclh it every-
where guarantees.

This Bank, departing in some measure from precedent,
has contributed liberally to Imperial and home organiza-

tions having the care of our soldiers and their depenilents
for their object; for this I do not doubt you will give your
approval. Our duty vould not be done if we fail ta recog-
nize to the full how much this little force bas acconplisbed
for the credit and best interEsts of Canada, and prove Our

gratitude by deeds.

TRE DISCUSSION.
After a few renarks by Mr. John Morrison, Mr. John

Crawford touched on the question -of parallel coluins nl
the annual financial statement, so that the business of aee
year could lbe compared with its immediate predecessor,
and he likcewise .expressed the opinion that a Rest Fund of
50 per cent. was suilicient, and that vhen that had been
reached, hie Slitreholders should benefit froin the profits
in the lej c nf a bous. In connection Nith the Baldîng
Act, lie sKed that the Vice-President, wlien attending ta
his *enaton liduties at Ottawa, would, if he saw eye le
eye with lum (Mr. Crawford), use bis efforts to have tie
words, "gioss proceeds and gross expeanses," substitited
for the woids, "net proceeds." This would be in accord-
ance with what was the constitutional practice of every
bank in England and Scotland. Tlie financial statement. of
these banks showed thLi gross proceeds aind expenîses, and
gave the Shareliolders sone data on which to forn an
opinion as o the nanageinent of the bank. lhe Vice-
President lad referred t tthe South African war, and li
(Mr. Craiwford) would like to say tlhat tliere was not a
Shareholder of the Bank wlio would not hold up both
liaumds ln congratulating the Directors on iaving snlbscrib-
ed to the Platriotie. Fund. He trusted that iey mîigiht
long live to act upon the saime principle. They also sub-
scribei towards the relief of the sufferers by the grat
conflagration at Ottawa. They did not wait te conveie a
meeting of the Shareholders, but responded not only pr
the Bank by liberal donations, but also very géneroul'y
for themselves. At the saine time, he didi not wish any
banking instittition to consider itself a benevolent insti-
iition, and thouglih under similar circumistances to thmose
which had occuired, lie would have done the saine thing,
ie thotight it would bu well t lave soine indemljauty
Cliuse inserted in tle Bainking Act. As te the proxy sys-
tem, le urged Huit an efort be made to get it lo-icu[orin
te tle Engiali system-one yenr. llcverting to the eu-
tion or the ilest, le said that several of the best banks iii
England were satisfied wvith less flan 50 per cent., although
une lid 60. If thie Directors of the Bank of Montreil did
not think that 50 pr cent. was suflicient, tiley had inly
to iiprove the character of tleir assets. lie thoighit tl'it
Lie Shareholders were perfectly satisfied with the mnagili-
Jieit fiiancial statement that lad been presnted.

The Chairnîn, in replying te Mr. Crawford, said: No oie
lias a greater respect for Mr. Crawford tman I have, and wo
siotild îmiss him very mauch if lie forebore, even for onc,
year, his criticisins of our administration. I devoted
portion ef the few remarks I nmde to deling with the
question of lest, and showed thlat the lank liad more thai
doubled its responsibilities since the date at hvlielI $6,000,-
000 xvas considered mu. sufficient Rlest. It appears to nc to
itb a pLrfectly obvious proposition eilhier tlat $6,000,001)
were too much iii 1884, wlin l i-.respoinsibilitics'xuvere aboit
$25,000,000, or they are too little now, when the responsi-
bilities wverc more thain doubled. Coiisequently, 1 do not
agrec wvith him about the East; and if hie vill cast his
ieniory back to the last nceting, lie vill reineinber he

asked mîy opinion about the Rlest, whether it sbould exeed
50 per cent. or not, and I carefully gîarding imyselr
agaist committing the Board, whicli . couild not do, ex-
pressed iy own opinion that ift was inusufficieint mand onglit
to be added to. I an still of that opinion, and I think tle

addition to the Rlest is a wise and conservative measure
which will increase the public confidence in the Bank.
With regard to the publication of the gross profits, an item
Mr. Crawford referred to, it is an old story comparatively.
Some ten yeas ago, when the Banking Act was being re-
vised, M1r. Crawford broiîght up the question, and as tlie
incident is likely to, be forgotten now, I nay say that he-
persuaded the House of Commons to pass, unanimously, a
clause calling for a declaration of the gross profits. I
had the honor of opposing it in the Senate, and I also was.
the only speaker on that occasion, and the Senate unani-
mously threw it out; so that it 'as carried unanimously iii
the Comnmonls and ivas discarded unanimously in the Sen-
ate. 1 am still of the.opinion that for'a bank to disclose
its gross profits is an improper disclosure te the public,
and likely to do a good deal of liarin. I need not talce
up your tine wit1 a lengthy argument on that point. While
it is true railways and other institutions disclose their gross
profits, in nany cases, there is a special feature about
credit, which is a very delicate tbing, and whic miakes it
-nproper in a balik to have to declare how much is writ-
ten oil for bad debts or anticipated bad debts lin any one
year. If, for exaiple, a very considerable sum i-ere wvrit-

W. D. Matthevs, E. B. Osler, and the Hon. Sir Frank Sailit.

At a subsequent meeting of the Directors the Hon. Sir
Frank Smîîith was elected President, and Mr. E. B. Osler,
M.P., Vice-President, for the ensuing teri.

In moving the by-law for the increase of the capital stock
of the bank, the Vice-President reinarlked ttat it had been
the policy of the directors since . the organization of ie
bank te kecp the capital stock at a comparatively siall
ligure, but that the general expansion of trade and busi-
ness in the country having forced the bauk
te extend its operations to Manitoba and Mont-
real it was found that owilng. te the limit if

circulation the bank had been worked at a disadvantage,
and the directors felt that if they were te keep pace
wilth the increasing and eularging business of the coun-
try the capital of the bank must be incrensed. le stated
that the shareholders were aware that the dividends paid
by the Dominion Bank for manîy years had been at a higb
rate; the bank hat been able te pay these dividenas il
consequence of its siall capital. With an increase
of capital it was felt bhat the true policy woidd
be te tîày a ,regular dividend of 10 per cent.
and frein time ta time, as earniigs varranted, to pay a
bonus te the .sliareholders. The Vice-President stated
that te had no appreiensions as to the future, that lie
liad no reason te believe that the earnings of the bank
would decrease, but that after very careful consideration
the directors liad corne to the decision that it would be in
the interests of the banl and of the shareholders to adopt.
the course outlined-iname1y, te place the ordinary diV-
dend on a 10 par cent. basis, and, as occasion warranted,
te pay bonuses to the shareholders.
