A short time ago 8 numbsr of Englieh
gentlemen, prominent in politice aud Htera-
ture, formed themselves into a committee for
the purpose ¢ of obtainiug reliable and ir-
dependent Information concerniog the state
of Iteland,” with the view ofutilieing the facts
thus ascertalned In the fask of educating
Epglish pubdlic opinion upon Irlsh griev-
ances and Irlsh demmnds. The onse
of Ireland, a3 hithorto presented, efther
in the press or In DParliament, bad,
lilke every = other cass embraoclng
hostlle interests, two sldes, each of which had
its fasts put forth by its epeakers and writers
with equal vigor of dogmsilo assertion. To
English critics, honestly deslrous of getilng
at the trutb, 1t might well appear no easy
task 10 judgo betwesn Land Lesgus aocush-
tion and lacdlord denial, or to form a correot
opinlon nupon Irlsk queastions having Ne-
tionalist advocates and prc-Eoglish op-
ponents giviog party colored views of the
fesllng of the country respecting the merlts
of such questions. To mest this difficulty
the committee alluded to was formed, snd
Dr. Krnest Hart, oditor of the Britlsh Medical
Journsl, was sslaoted a3 homnorary Secrutary.
The Fortnightly Eeview forthla month contalos
the first iroits of the labors of Dr. Hart,in an
article which he oontrituted on ¥ Migration
and Emigration,” and no more velaable con-
tribution to the literaturs of the Irish ques-
tlon has appesred beforo the public for a
long perlod. The exttacis which 1 am sbont
to give from this article are for the benefit of

tnent, to those by whose dislnterested efforts
the following information has been obtalned :

«I have recenily returzed from a tour of
Investigation in the North-west ot Ireland,
and especially alonxg the coast distriotaof
Donegal and Mayo, underfaken with' the ob.
ject of obtalning personal knowledge and
forming an Individual judgment of the actnal
gtate of things among a population whose
distress has been deecrlbed In language
which has been denounged a8 that of sentl-
mental exaggeratior, but whose reported suf.

With this brief introduction, explamatory
of his object In undertaking this tour, Dr.

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DEATH OF & DISTINGUISHED
JOURNALIST.

BUGH J. HASTINGS, XDITOR OF THE « COMMBR~
OIAL ADVERTIEER.”

Hugh J. Hastings, propristor of the New
York Commercial Advertiser, dled at his resi.
dence, at Monmoutkh Beach, N, J, on the
evening of the 12th Inst., at seven o'clock,

He met with the accident which caused hig
Niness while returaing to bid home from &
fair given ia aid of the Church of Our Lady
the Star of the Ses, in Long Branch, on Mox-
day evening, Beptember 3. The pbwton in
which he was driving was run info by a truok,
and he was thrown vlolently to the ground.
Hig physician found him snfferlng from o con-
tusion on the hip and right shounlder, He
was uncontcioua a grent part of the time from
that eveniog uatil his death,

Hugh Hastings waan gonisl, whola.couled
Irishman, whose hearty hospitality endeared
him to all wto kad the happiness to enjoy it.
He wag n man, to0, who carved out hls own
fortanes, who made hls-own way in the world
with nothing to back bim but plenty of @alns,
any amount of plack and more than & large
ghare of detorminatlon. He came from good
old North of Ireland #took, Irheriting from
his sturdy forefathers a love of spert, of good
livinpg acd unbounded cheer. He came,
too, of & long-lived race; and used to talk of &,
grandefrs who llved to bo older than a cen-
tury, and of other snceators who survived to
good patriarohal ages. Thoso who saw him
in the {ulness of healtk and sirength on tho
day before the unfortanats accldent occutred
would have predicted for him many loog
years of actlve life and ucefulnoss. But
though he has gone Iirom among U,
guddenly calied away, Lia raemory wlill
surylive fresh and graen in the hearts of hosts
of psople who knew him and loved him, He
came to this country a boy of efght, with
his mother, brothers and elsters, and joined
his father, who had quitted Ireiand some
time previously. The littla family land-
ed at Quebec wnd went to Albany by
way of Lake Chbamplaln, They made
thefr home 1ihere, and young Kugh
worked for fome time Ina dry goods atore.
Ho afterward came to New York end founda
plecs in o store, He was an ambitious youth,
and his aspirations were uot to be bounded by
the four walls ot a warehouse. He scughé
gomething more v 1genial; and in 1843 he
embarked 1@ journallim, becoming s repocter
on the Albany Daily Atlss. His bright lo-
tellect and his kesn snd lively pen made them.
gelves folt very eoon. He was given a col-
um3 to bimself, and filled it with soch a col-
lection of quips and witticlems and of satidl-
cal gtiogers that he became renowned aud
feated. Thers were both ofl and vimegar In
Bis colume, sud those who cffended kim
tasted the sharpness of his stesl, Sach s
gentus among the prosy andjponderous fellows
who uzed to write for Albany papers camse as
an clectric light amorg a lot of tallow
candles. Locg and labored articles used to
be the fashlop, but Hastlngs Introduced the
short, Inclslve paragraph tesmipg with barbs,
and waged fierce war agaizet the sclemn ger-
mond of the dally prece, He gained a name,
as hns been hintea bafore, but he failed to
make monay. The newspaper man of that
day was poorly pald, end 1t his kablis hap-
pened to bo In tho lesat extravagsnt the pro-
bability of saving was but slight,

Mr. Hnstinge, after o f2W years' yeporiing,
had the ambition to have & papor of his 0wy,
He oaly had $7.50 In ready cash, but he had
lIots of seady Wit and saterpilse, Them, agein,
he had the hope and the ardor of yomib, and
whet can; or ever could, withstand theso po-
tent epells? He started Lhe Albany Knicher.
becker, and from its flrat nomber 1t was a
great euocoss. In lees than twe years it had
tho largest eleculaen e Albyny, amd Xs
artloles wero qooted all ever the Btate. With
swoh a paper at hia back, aud liviag in sucha
hotbed o pofltical aotivity as Albany, his
dcifeing Into politios waa a matter of eourse.

In politles Mr. Hastinge was earnet and

astive, In the campaiyn of 1844 he wasone
of Henry Clay's warmest pupperters, Mo wau
a great flend of Gmoral ‘laylor, who made
mm Colleotor of the Port o1 Alvamy, whioh
position he rotalned usHi his removal

Willlam H, Beward, and thelr friendship
oontinued stesdfast until the latter’s death.
In 1852 ho was a delegate to the
Naitonsl Whig Convention held at Baltimore
(iha last_one of that party), snd on every
ballot he-voted against Lillmere nnd in favor
of General Bcott. RHe was made Clerk of the
Htate Bcnate fn 1854, azd was the last Whig
clerk of that body. fle tsok an aclive part
in crganizing tho Repulllcan paity, to which
he clung cvor eince. Ho wed aiways o
siaunch friend of tho colored race, and did all
in hls power to obtaln their ireedom.

In 1868 he csmeio New York snd jolned
tho staff of the Commercial Adver{iter, undor
the directorshlp of Thurlow Weod. Not long
afterward ill-heaith compeiled Weed to retire,
and Hastlngs bought 4 coutsolling Interest fn
tha paper. He made it e very lively shset.
Previous to hilstaking charge of it brllliancy
wag not 1ts feature, 'The Commercials clrct-
lation bounded up. It becamo o capital
psylog property. It is saild ihst not lorg
sg0 Mr, Hsstings refused $500,000 for his ic-
terest In 1f. 1t contlnmed to prosper.

He was  chort may, of compaot build, with
& round, shapely head and a full fzce that
was alwaya clean shaven,aud he naturally
woze o genial expression. A green necktle
wasg apparenily his dolight, acd elther a silk
or slouch hat his praferenca. His jovlal die-
poaitien and many personal acts of kindness
won for him a large clrcle of irlends. He
wag a stanch Roman Cathollc and s gea-
erous contributor to a1l ita charitles.
Ho was &8 vory generous man, and gave a
great denl to charity, He waa regarded as
ouo of the firsi Boman Cathollo laymen of
Albany, and held much the same position
thero that Fugena Kelly does here. Ho end
hia wife wore conetantly getting up {airs. He
was a great frlend of Archbishop McCloskey,
oand wug lastramental in geiting that dignitary
promoted to ba COardinal. He sncceeded In
spite of the efforts of Dean BRlchmond and
others to get Bishop Timon of Buffalo pre-
motad to the place. Hastings got Mr. Seward
tosend s socrot agent to Rome in the in-
terest of Archbishop McCloskey. Ho Lad the
faculty of making poople talk, He couid
draw them out without talking much him.
self, He was fond of saylog that he
g{spp!ed bls frlends to him with hooks of
steel,

Hugh Hastinge’)Pdeath willl be widely
monrned. He had frlends all over the coun-
try. He was distingulehed both as a politiclan
and as a journallst.

Never before or einoe her acoeetion has the
history of England presented cuch & crowd
of embeeeadors, suitors, petitiomers, poets,
painters, and court dependants gencrally, as
then swarmed round the person of the gove-
relgn. Hardly wae ghe ceated on the throne,
when nearly every roynl bouss In Europe
gent forth n guitor for her hand, or &0 eDVOY
to negoiiate s matrimonlal alllence. Bwedep,
Spain, France, and msny of the ducal scve-
rogriles, vled with each other wko skould
be firet to sue for the hand of the young
queen, Thess were met by less dlsﬂngqlsh-
ed aepirants from amongst her own subjects

THE MODERN ¢ ODREPIRACY AGAINST TRUTH.”

The same artlfices are resorted to In thia
day, A0 that if ever any time, surely now, it
may be truly said that history eeems to bea
coneplracy of men sgalust trath. And, In-
deed . ¢ old fictlons being ciroulated anow,
we gee falsehcod boldly creeping through
bulky volumes and their pamphblets, the
ephomeral pages of journals and the seduc.
tive repertories of theafrss. Too mapny are
willing that the memory of eld times may be
an auxilary to outrage. There was a reoent
instance of this In Biclly, when, on the occa-
sion of a certaln sanguinary commemora.
tlor, many mde, vulgar invectives, ond
engraved even on permanent monuments
wers launched agalnst the mams of oor pre-
deocsssors. The same appeared a little aftor-
ward, when henors were publicly paid toa
man of Brescle, who, by his seditious disposl-
tion and mind hostile to the Apostolic See,
bseame 1llustrions, They trled agaln then
to stlr up popalar passlons and wave the burn-
ing torches of calumuy against the groatest
Pontiffs. And If the Church must be credited
with certaln deeds which are very honorable
nnd in whick the manifest light of truth
blunted all tha thrusts of calumuy, means aro
taken by extenuating and dlssimulating, so
thas the least possible degree of pralse and
merié may redound to the Pontlifa.

EVEN BCHOOL BDOEH FALSIFIZE.

But 1t 15 & more gcrlous point that this falco
syetem of treating history haa crept into the
very schools. Very often text-books,
gprinkled with falsehoode, ere put into the
hands of children, growing accuitomed to
which, cspeoially if elther the malice or
filvolity of teackers bo added, thoy easily
1mbibe a disgust for vsnerable antiquity, and
an infolent contempt for the hollest thingsor
persons. Having pseseed throogh the ele-
meuts of literature, they are often borne into
graver danger ; for in tho highest stuiliss the
recltal of the facis leads to the causges of
things ; from ceuses they proceed to balld up
theorles founded om ragh prejudices,
which nare openly In  disagresment
with .divine traditicn, end the sole
purpese of which iz to falslfy and
cover up the groat benefit Chrlatian instito-
tions hava been abla to procure for soclaty,
and their great influence on tho courss of
events, This is the conduct of the msjority
who dlaregard thefr inconesequent conclc-
elons and absurd statements, and the dark-
ness they shed upon what 15 called the phile-
sophy cf history. 'To sum up, and not go
into details, tho plan of teaching history 1a to
render the Church an chject of suspicion, the
Popea odlous, and most egpscially to con-
vince tho multitudo that the olvll govern.
ment of the Roman Pontiffs {s an obstacls to
Italian snfety and greatness.

PAPAL AERVIOCZ3I TO ITALIAN OUNION.

Now, nothlng can be sald which 18 more
repugrant to thoe trath, so that it Is wonder-
ful that acousationa of this kind, whaich are
refuted by £o0 much testimony and with such
foree, cuuld seem to many to be probable.
Indeed, it 13 within tbo lasting remembrance
of poatetlty that history has pralsed tho im.
mense services done by the Homan Pontlfi-
oate to Earope, and particulsrly to Italy;
which of all, 68 was natural, received from
the Apoetolic 8ee tho greatost advantages
and favors. Among which this s to
be mentloncd in the firat place, that the
Italiaas, in what concerns rellglon, have pre-
gerved Intact and undivided their union—un-
doubtedly, a very great boon to a people, and
one that confers on thoge who posgess it very
golid help in: the way of publlc and domestlo
progperity. And to speclfy an Instance, no
one 13 unswar> ‘hat after the prostration of
the Romern power, the Popes offered the most
strenuous oppositien to tho formldable Inve-
sions of tho barbarlang ; and that more than
once 1t wae dus to thelr advice and firmness

that the fory of the enemy was re-
presged, and Itallan terrftory eaved
from sglaughter and counflagration, and

the city of Rome from destruction. They, at
that period, when the emperors of the esst
gent all thelr thoughts fand cares elsewhers,
Italy in etoh = state of isolation and need
found nowhere guardiams of thelr intereats
gave in the Roman Pontiffs, Thelr conspicuous
charity in these calamitles, with other caussa
combining, oontributed mainly to the origl-
nation of thelr olvll power; whode pralse itis
that 1t wa3 always allied with the supremo
good. If the Apostollc Boe could promote
the Interesta of justice and humanity, and ex-
ercise m powerful Influence on the clvil
order, and bring together what 18 deemed
grentest in the Btate, certalnly no little thanks
1s dua to this cause that her clvil power gavs
her the Hberty and opportunities nscessary
for colng such gre=t thiogs. Nay, more; if
our predecessors were obliged, in the oonacl-
entlous disoharge of thelr duty, to defend
thelr rights of soverefgnty agsinst the am-
bition of the invadars, they preserved thritty
Italy more than once from forelgn domine-
tion. Even In recent times It was proved,
when the Holy See, standing firm againet the
victorlous arms of a great emperor, obtalned
from the Congrses of Eings the restitution of
all righta of soverelgnty.

PAPAL BESISTAXOE TO TYRANNICAL PRINCES.

The ltallans dexived no less advantage
from the 1ndependent resistance of the Popes
to the unjust passions of princer, as well a8
from the herolsm with whieh, gathering all
the forcesa of Europe ln a common band,
they suatalned the tarrible shook of the
Tarks, advancleg with renewed and fearfal
onalaught. Two great battles which de-
stroyed the enemies of Italy and Ohrlaten-
dom, one in the plains of Lombardy, the
other on the waters of Lepanto, were both un-
dertaken and fought with the ald and under
the ausplces oi*the Apoatolic See, The ox.
peditions to Palestine, initlated by the Poutiff,
bronght glosy 2nd naval power to the
Italians, In Iike manner the popular re.
publice borrowed from the wisdom of the
Pontiff, lawe, life andstability, The greateat
part of tire remown that has aocrusd fo
Italy in socloncs and the fino arts redounds
to the honor of the Holy Hee. Gresk and
Latin literature would have aimost perished
had not the Popes and tho clergy saved from
ghipwreck the rufns of the ancient werks,
What has bssn sccomplished in Rome speaks
still mora londly ; the antiquities preserved
at great expensac ; the master-pleces crented
and perfected by the prlnces of art; the
musenms and 11braries founded ; the scheols
opened for the instruction of youth ; the in-
auguration of great lyoceums, for which ree-
son Bome has reached such o position that
phe 13 desmed the mother of fine arts by
common consent, :

For these and other as shinlag reasons,
every one -8ées that to reprezent either the
Papacy in itseif, or the clvil pewer of the
Popes, ag hostile to 1taly ir plainly the same
as to lie willingly about manifest and evident
facts. 1t 18 an evll purpose to deceive know-

and love of oountry not only to seek bat de-
fend "the fruth. And since among even
Protestunts, many have been found,
of minds sufficlently keen and im-
partial to plerce a orowd of prejudices, and,
driven by the forco of truth to pay homage
to the Boman Pontificate by acknowledgin
1t has rendered great services to olvilization
and public order, it 18 unworthy of many of
our countrymen to rige up in protest.

konar and modesty. For history strlkes
forclbly the 1eady and glowing mliads
ot tho young; that Image of antl.
quily, and those plctures of meyn, whom the
nsrrative presents to the eye as If racalled to
Iife, ave ergerly drunk fn by the young, and
rsmala for a long time deeply engraven on
thes mind. ‘Cherefore,ths polzon once dronk
In tender years cen scaroely find n remedy.
For thero 18 no eufficlent hope that they shall
grow wiser with yosrs, by uulearning what
tkay learned in the beglnning; becauve few
apply themselves to study history thoroughly
and deliberately ; and In riper ¥eers, in ihe
commerce of dslly life, there will be perhaps
mors opporiunities for confirming than <or-
roctlng errors.

TUE TBUE LAW OF HISTORY.

Wherefore, it is n matter of very grent mo«
ment fo meet 50 pressing a danger, and to
prevent histery, which has such a noble alm,
from belng {urned any longer into s great
avil, publicly and privately. Tpiight men,

For the uss of
schools manuals are necessary, which leavisg
the trath safe, and there being no danger to
youtb, may lliustrate and promote the nrt of
tho historlan. Having first completed
large works on tho anthorily ¢! the
materlals that are jodged more certaio, it will
tomain  to extract the. headings from
these booye, and explaln them clearly and
briefly: & mn{ter by no means difficult, but
baving very great advantages, and thsrefore
most worthy of engagling the labor of talented
persons.

BT. AUGUETINE'S PHILOSOPHY OF HISTORY,

The great dooter of the Churoh, Augustine,
the first of sll, conceived and execvted the art
of the philosophy of hiatory., Oflater writers,
they who did anything in this department
worthy of mention took for thelr guide and
master this very Aunguatine, and most atten.

On the other hand, those who strayed from
the stepa of the great man were carrled away
from truth into manlfold errors, beoaute when
they directed their minda to the march and
evolutions of Btates, they lacked that know-
ledgo of causea by which human affairs are
controlled.

Therefore, if historioal solence has always
been very much fudebted to the Church, let
her have the same credit now; the more as
ghe i8 thrust by the charaoter of tho times
into this honorable position, For, a3 the
wenpons of the enemy, as we have eald, are
most eapeolally sought from history, the
Ohurch must jolu battle with equal arms, and
wherever she 15 azsalled with uwansual vie-
ience, be better provided with meang to re.
pel his attacks.

DEATH OF AN IRISH PATRIOT.

A PARTICIPANT IN A FAMQUS RESCDR CF rlﬂlm
PBIBONERS IN ENGLAND,

New Yore, Bept. 10,—After a long i11negs,
Willlnm J. Melvin, one of the most noted
Irlsh Nationaliste, has juat died In Bellovue
Hospital. In 1867 Colonel Thomas J.
Kelly and Oaptain Timothy Deasy, charged
wlth Lelng Fenlans, were belng drivem
through tho strests of Manchestcr, England,
in the prison van, clogely guarded by polide
officers armed to the teeth, A number of deg-
perate men determined on a resoue, and
pounced upon the van, ehot the horaes ag they
were belng Isshed to fury by tho driver, and
tore thelr frlenda from the dark recesses of
the vau, This redcue canceed the greatest ex-
citement {n every part of England,und st
the machinery of the law was put in motion
to punish the offenders.

What made the affalr stlll more hateiul ta
the English people was that Polloe Sergeant
Brett, an able and generally liked officer, was
sbot during the struggle, Several of the par-
ticipaunts 1n the rerone were sentenced to Iong
terms of Imprisonment, and O'Brlen, Allen
and Larkin were hauged, Willlam J. Melvig,
who dled on Friday night In Bellevue
Hoapital, was the man who shot the horgeg.
He cecaped to this country, where he has
lived over eince. He was much respooted
smong Irish Natlonatlsts, who, In accordanea:
with a call from the Hamiltcn Rowan Olub,
wlll attend his faneral, which wiil take place
tc-day, at 1 o'clock, from the undectaker's;
No, 415 West Thirty-second street. Mr. Mel-
vin has been actively engaged in the Irish
national movement 1n this country, nad was
regarded a8 a seli-jacrificing Irlshman, de-
voted tothe best Intereats of Ireland.

THE NORTHERN PACIFIC RAILROAD.

Tho completion of the Northern Pacific
Ballroad has been made fo ocoupy & large
share of attentlon in the newspapers during
the past fow weeks., Foreign lords and other
capltallsts wers imported by the Presldent ot
the road, Mr. Villard, to lerd eclat
to the ceremony of driving fhe ¢golden
eplke,” snd prominent public men
in the United States were treated
to free cxoursiens for the same purpess,
While the completion of this highway de-
gorves to rank with the great achievements of
the time, stiil the history of its conception
and enrly construction cannot but recall some
ot the mopat stapendons frauds of theage,
The enterprlse 18 not a mew one; it was enw
gendered gome twenty years ago, but for
wvarious canees had to te frequentiy abandon-
ed, It wasamorg the most obvlous and im-
portant camasd of the great finencial catas-
trophe ot 1873. 1Its charter was secured in
1864 undar conditions which remdersd the
chanoes of construction remote. In 1865 the
chartsr passged into the hands of a company
which did nothing towerds cerrylng out the
construction of the road until the notorious
Jay Cocke, banker, appeared upon the
acene, With the collapse of Cooke &
Co., the commerolal world 15 familiar,
As hard practlcal buslness men fooght
vhy of the Northern Paclfic and
Mr, Oooke, tho latter addressed himaelf to the
widows and orphana of the country to Invest
tkelr little nll In the enterpiise. Cooke got
around the Bunday school psople, the religi-
ous press snd Innocent clergymen.
vinced the mare credalots of them by his be-
havior that ho took but llttle Icterest Inthe
Nerthern Pacific except Ingo far that 1t waald
wonefit the widow and the orphan, He got up
vxcarcions for clergymen and provided a sum-
mer resort for tho more Indigent of their
pamber, They, In consequence, recom-
mended Mr, Ocoke and L'as project to the
purses of thelr simple flacks. The plous
woeklles and Sunday school organs urged In-
vestments In Northern Pacific snd boldly
endoraed whaithey must have known to ben
pwindle. When the final crash came the
famiiles of hundreda ot clergymen and of
others sew the mavings of a Iifetime swept
avay 1o a moment, Jay Cooke had runined
thoueands. ‘Two years later the bankrupt
concern was agaln brought to the eurface, and
the conetructfon of the road has been pushed
st the expenss of tho publlc domaln. The
road received a land gract aggregatlog 57,
920,000 acree, of which, accordlog to the last
report of the Urited Btates Auditor of Rall,
rosd Acconnts, 42,600,000 acies are availablo
to the company, Ooncsding 30 per oeat of
this territory to be worth Iittle or nothing,
the vealuable agricultural and mining lacds
slong the route are eslimated to yleld s price
nveragiog nb least $3 per acre for the entire
gront, or a substantial subsldy of $127,500,000
for the road. Tho first 2,600,000 aorensould
by the company netted o price of 39,000,000,
and the lowest valuation placed on the grant
by experta In Congress is $108,000,000,

The cost of the entire zoad, az estimated
+y the Auditor of Hallroad Accounts in the
interior Department, in $67,466,000~a total
which 18 swellel to $93,526,668 in Mr, ViI.
lard’s officlal zesponse to a Congresstonal
commilttee of Inst year. Conseguently, taking
the lowest valuation put upon the grant, and
the highest estimate of the coat of the road, it
sppesrs that the Glovernment grant sufficed
to build the entlre line and leit a surplus of
about $15,000,000 to the credit of My, Villard
snd the cther stookholders.

Mr, Henry Fweoett, Postmaster-General of
Great Britaln and Ircland, has completed his
aunual report for the fiscal year ending March
31, 1883, The report contalna muoh thatls
Interesting concerniog the growth, extension
and operation of the differeat branches of this
Importaut service In Great Beltaln and Ire-
1and durlag the past year. At the outset,the
Postmaster-General conveys the intelligence
that the buainess of the Department continues
to manifest eatisfactory progress. The grosa
revenus of all branches of the Dspariment
wag £9,413812, nnd the tofal cxpenditwre
amonnted to £6,352,064, leaving a netrevenue
of £3,061,748, which iz £38,727 less than the
net revenue of the preceding year,

It Is estimated that the average numbsr of
letters per bead of population was :—1n Eng-
1and and Wales, 40 ; Scotland, 30 ; Ireland, 16 ;
againat 21 1n the United Btates, 15 in Franoe,
13 In Germaxny, aud 6§ In Italy and Spain. It
will thus be seen that England is far shead of
any other country In the art of letter wrlting.
This large average In favor of Epgland is to
be attributed to the heavy mercantile corros-
pondence indulged in by Eonglish business
firma. It {8 menticned In the report
that one firm alone.in London posted as
many a8 133,000 lettera for a single mall
or diepatcb, and sunother firm malied 162,
000 postal cards at once. MHeavy posiiogs

The only body to compialu, ontslde of
the bercaved familles, are the grave dig-
gers, Montreal, comparatively for, its alze
and population, has more grave diggers than
any, other known city., They number over
thirty, and the moctality 18 &0 groat

{eet. No later than yeaterdsy the
gupesintendent of one of the cametexies
. informed us that he was never so busy, and
that the ate at which the citlzens of Mont-
real were brought to their Izt restiog place
was sloaply alarming. The ravages of death
among the young ones, he gald, are almost iz-
credible. ©I heve just burled tbirty little
onmes to-day, besides adults” eald the Boss
Grave Digger, and this nmumber is not ex-
coptional, although 1t Is not the aversge, for-
tanately. Anrd remember thess sre only
-the statistice for one cemetery. Lmat
week the fotal number of Interments
was 129, ‘This represents the fesrful,
and, ander ordinary olrcumstances, the almost
megualled death rate of forty-elght per
thousaad of our population. The general
average for the year, however, 1 lowered
during the winter geason, when diseage I8
shecked by the frost instead of by the Sani-
tary Depariment. Even then, our death rate
gurpasses that of all other great centres of
population except one, and that Is Berlin,
According to the Iateat statistics slontresl's
death rate 18 27.12 per thousand which iz
9,02 per cant. mora than thet of Taronto;
4,59 than that of Glasgow ; 4,98 than that
of London, Eng.; 347 than that of Boston ;
¢.65 than oven that of New York and 6.21
thap that of Phlladelphla.

are 5o far ahiead In the death llat, we are not
bshind In the birth list, Our mortality Is
great, but our prolificness 18 greater, and in
thiz respect Moutreal takes the load by
a large majority. If our death rate
{s 2712, our  Dbirth rate 1s 47.59.
This } an extraordlnary aversge compared
whn other cities; it 1s 24,68 mors than that
of Phbiladelphir, which presents tho lowest
birth ate, and 1t I8 4,94 greater than that of
Berlin, which 1s the next kighest to Mon-
tresl. 'Thus only for the great surplas of
blithe over deathe the Oanadian metropolls
would be left decolate In a very short apsce of
time.

Thae question that intercats the averege fnz-

mex at the present timo e, How to uitlizs axd

improve tkose petlona of ofr farms thal

have ¥eon allowed to grow up with bushes |
and hard hack, ond have ron to waste?

Every farmer, with but ‘few excsptionr, owss

moreo or lees of such land, whkich of necec-
sity muzt be fenced, and tho Jaw compels him
to pay taxes tharson, Now 1ithia land wero
etricken ¢ut of exletence he wonld never pos-

ceive the difference, go far as his incoms i3
ooncerned, Yot I think M it fa jedielon:ly
maneged, it oan bo made a source of Income
and pay the expeage of Improvement. There
sre different deecriptions of cuch land, which
will 10 quire different treatment.

Landteat has lain a number of yeass and
grown up with wesds and a few bughes and
1s eusceptible of heing plowed, I would
sugxeit to clean off tke rubbish axd tske a
Byrecuse chilfed plow (there may be others
a8 g0od but I have not been fortunate erough
to find one any better), and plow the ; ronnd
over in a therstgh manner. Than with an
Acme harrow, or some bsttar one If it oan ba
found, after sowisg the ground with buok-
whkeat Eatrow it well till thers {2 o good seed
bed formed. After the srop Is in conditien to
harvest, remove 1t from the ground 6o eure.
Then plow the ground and sow with rye or
wheat; sow from 12 to 14 suaris of timothy
seed to the acre and bush In the sced. There
18 no crop grown thai will £o completely eut-
due snd bring 1and Info as good conditien as
buokwheat.

1 would ferther recommend to ure shon
300 pounds of fish and potask, or gome othe
good fextilizser, to the scre.

In the spring cow on atout four quarts of
clover geed to the acre. I profer sowing
clover wlth timothy fbr this renson: the
clover comes to maturily at the end of the
second year, dles and leaves tho ground fall
of roota and vegetable matter, gupplying
pitrcgen to the soil and greatly benefite the
timothy, which will pow cccupy the ground,
and better results will be hed then if not
sown. The reason why I would mot #ced
with buckwheat and finlgh it up l¢, that with
once plowlzsp such a tough sod womld not be
thoroughly snbduned. 1t is my honmest com-
vicilon aud hellef that the above meikod will
peruagenily improve (ke lord and pey as
weil a3 any other lnvestment,

Fields which are grown ovor with buehes
and &ro too rocky to be plowed must he eub-
jacted to a different mode of treatment, My
plan would s o fizst cut the bushes and dir-
pase of them,lhen sow from 200 to 200
pounds of piaster (Nova Ecotls, and no oth:r)
to the acre. Aceordiog to chemioal analysia
apd experiment, Nova Beotia o fald to be
worth nearly twice ns much for egrleultural
 purposes a8 ary other. Aocordiog to my cx-
peslence, the best time to omt bushes
is wiem they saprout the lesst, whleh
14 beloro tho new growth siarts, or whon they
are in a dormant state. AP the seazon
variee, oo time éan ba specified, 1¢ will pay
to aeeertedn when thet time orrlves and im-
prove i, for it will pravent them spreutirg to
& greal extent and gave much labor,

Iu the next place 1 wonld stock such lagd
with a8 many cketp as wemld be necessary to
ksep down whatevar spyouts mlight grow, |
Theie Is nothing like sheep to keep dewn
bushes It they don't get too lurge. And sn.
other item worthy of conslderafion: there 1
no stock that pays better than sheep,

RAIBED CANAPIAN BANK NOTES.

A somewhat dapgerous altersd note was
recently presented at s barck in Obarloite-
town, P.E.I. Tho note purported to bea
sennine $5 note on the Union Bankof P.E L,
but proved to be made up of thres different
notes, viz , two fives and o one dollar nots,
They belng very nicely jolned bogether 1t was
almost impossible to detect the fraud ata
glance, but a closer examinsation revealed its
charaster. It was also noticed that the
pumbers on elther end of the note were differ-
ent, one betng 22298 snd the other 24049, A
similar note was recantly passed In Montreal.

The title
and place had been nicely removed and the
other words inserted. This mode of awind-
ling is not wholly unknown in the United
States, a8 & number of cage3 of altered coun-
torfelt $5 notes on banks in this clty, aleo
altered $50 counterfeit nationsl bank notes in
the olty of New York will ehow. Another
method resorted tois by cutting nine genuina
notes and by ualng one counterieit note, thus
make the tenth nots. It Is sald that the city
of 8t. Louls snffered mnch some tlme ago
from this ciass of notes. Perrona handling
mutilated or pleced notes canpot be t0o care-
fu), and should exemine closely .—Detector.
