Sir F. Heygate defend- d the Government, and said
they had brought in several useful measnrer, ard had
made congidecable conceasions to the views of Irish
members, notwithatanding the fast that the attention
of Parliament had besn abgorbed by the reform ques.

Mr. ' Maguire urged that the immediate eattlemont
of the laod questicn was eren more important than
that of reform, the church education, o: rallwaya —
The 1and question was, in fact, the great funda-
mental difficplty to bw grappled with, and-he ap.
pealed to the Chancellor of the Exchequer to becors
the pacificator of Ireland by giving security of
tenure to the people. :

Mr. Whalley thought that the real difficzlty was
the poliey and action of the Romish priesthood.

The Obhancellor of the Exchequer admitted that
the stete of Ireland was eminently unsatisfactory,
but that circumsiances counld not, he said, be traced
*o the conduct of the Govercment, or to that of
their predecessors iu offire. A combination o: cir-
cumstances, almost uoprecedeated in the history of
any couniry, operated against Ireland. He owoed
that he looked vn-the great and sudden diminution
of & people 83 & great poliical calamity, but whea
ingnired ioto, the emigrstion from Ireland, be
found to his surprise, wus g-ester from Ulster, where
iepant-right prevailed, than from the south and
west, where evictiors were complained of. He
thougbt that & great desl depended on the state of
the relations between landlord and tepants of Ireland,
acd believing that those relations might be improved,
the noble lord, the Icish Secretary, had introduced
biils on the subject which hed the complete adbesion
of the cabinet. They were pot powever, well re-
ceived by bon. gentlemen opposite. They were
subjected to much caplions criticism in & manner
which wus cold and discoursging. Urder such cir
cumstances it wap impossible to proceed with the
matter with any bope of arriving &t a satisfactory
conclusion. The Government, he contended, were
not open to the charges which had beea brought
againat them oun the land qaestion. They had eub’
mitted the Jargest aud most liberal measars which
hed ever been proposed to parliament, and they had
received no enconragement whatever, The charge
of the hon. baronet and his friends, theretore, entirely
fell to the ground.. Ag to the’ Irish Cbareh, com~
plaint bad been made that ke had remained silent on
the debate which recently oceurred oaithat subject.
He had refrained from’ taki,hF pact in the debate, be-
canse’he did notspptova of the tdue in which it was
cooducted, and bhe was further of opinion tbat it
woanld not be & wise policy to drive frem the conntry
a body of gentlemen whose services to the country
conld not be overrated.

+Sir John Gray had listaned to the speech of the
Chancellor of the Exchequer with regret, and icter-
preted it as an. apnouncement that the Goveroment
kad done sll they inteaded to do far Ireland.

After some obgervalions from Lerd O. ‘Hamilten
and Yr. Pim, Mr. Monselt remarked that the discon-
tent which existed in Iréland was chiefly atiribut-
able to the position in which the land question aod
the Irish Oburch wero placed. He urged the ne-
ceasity of attemping by legislation to remove these
grievances. .

Mr. U’Beirce thought the Irish people had nothing
to bope for from the prezent Government, nnd be
‘apxionaly awaited the time when Mr. Gladatone
should he again in office, a3 he believed that genile
wean entertained & true appreciation of what wos
popularly known ss the I7ish guestion. It would
bave been more bonest. and sincere if t-e Govern-
mant had stated at the comwencement of the sersion
that it would be incouvenient to legislate for Ireland
this year, but that the important questions which
interested that country waald receive due attention
in ibe zesmoun of 1868. He warsced the Government
that there was but a 'very narrow line between
brosdcast dissatisfactizn and unanimous dissatisfac-
tion, and said that a very emsll concession would
avert ail danger, and satis{y tke Irish people,

Lord Naas appreciated the importance and magui-
tude of the guestion which had been raised in the
course of the.debate, but pointed out that no pric-
tical repult could follow. He denied the imputation
thrown cnt by Mr. O'Beirpe that the Goveroment
biils of this gesaion had not been introduced with
bona fide intention of pagsing them into taw. Cir-
camatances beyond the control of the Guvernment,
and the want of epcouragement which they have re-
ceived, had praveuted the Government from making
that progress witli these bills which he bad antici-
pated. [In regard to the land question itgelf, he be-
liaved that the apxiety of the tensntsof obtaiaing
leases bad been much exsggerated, apd thet 3t
wag by no means ng general a8 was assurted. The
Goveroment in briogiog in -their bills had deen
avimated by a Bincera degire to contribute something
towards a settlement of the qaegtion ‘o which they
related, and they were only withdrawno when it be-
camp mapifest that it was impossible to pass them
this session. There was no indispositicn or want of
coursge on' the part of the Governmesnt to approach
the consideration of theso subjects; but the great
obstacle bad been the Reform Bill, which had oc-
cupied_almost the exclusive Atteotion of tbe house.

In course of
time he pacsed to the Oollege of St. Patrick at May-
nooth, and of hia studies in thatsancturay of learning
it is sufficient o say they were equally successful as
they had previousty been at hia own old Qurlow. At
ihe iermination of the ordinary course of s'udies at
Masnooth, De. Duone was deemed eminectly worthy
to be rewarded by a scholarship on the Dunboyne
eztablishment. On account of bis youtb a dispensa-
tion was obieined from thc Holy Father permuting
the young and gitted studsot to be promoted to the
order of priesthood before the apge ordinarily
reguired by the canous, and soon after bis ordination
he was appoioted Professor of the Humsnities snd
principal of the lay hounse in St. Patrick’s Collegs,
Carlow. In afiertimes he weg called on to fill the
important and ardaous position of Professor of Logic
and Metapbysics, in which capacity he became
favourably koown a3 a most accomplished meia-
phyeicinn, He became afterwards President of Car-
low Qollege, and duriog A term of more then twenly
summers gpeat in that time-honoured inatitution, he
lectured on canoz-~lsw, theology, and literature,
fally exemplifying ke troth of the trite expressjon—
¢t Quidqgnid retigit ornavit. . Th2 number of his friends
was legion, and there i3 no place, perhaps, on earth
‘rom the rising {o the aetiing sun, where many of
his qnondam pupile both lag and clerieal will nrt
be touched even unto tears when they hear of his
early death.

It appears trom
their expinnation in their last report, that of the ac-
cuged, four had left their service shortly pior to
the date of arrest; thres abseon Iad on learnine that
warrants had been issued agninst them; aod 33 were
taken into custody while in chargs of N.tional
schools. Five reported by the police as open tu gug=~

1 picion were Dot arrested; anothar was reportéd by

an 1oepector for writing a letier coutaining cuspisious
passages, and another was dismissed by sealed
order of the Poor Law Commiasiouers. Of these,
30 ‘heve been fischarged, with or without bail.
There were two cases of conviction—ooe only for
the more serious form of seditious offence, and the
prisoner in thet case was sentenced to ten years’
penal servitude. Since the establishment of the
National system we have had nt lcust three periods
of political comm tion — 1h> t the agitation, the
egitation of 1848, and the Fenian conspirrey.

A destructive firs ocenrred on Friday night, July
2Gth, between eleven and twelve o’clock in 1he ehip-
boildieg yard of Messrs. Walpole, Webb and
Bewly, North wall, Dublin whizh unfortunately was
1ot discovered until the devastating element bad
made considerable ravagea amoegat the islammable
materials of the engine-room, &c. To out off the
flames from the adjoining buildings, in which wers
contained large gaantities of petroleum, o, tar, and
other explosive wmateriale, Captain Iogram aod the
Brigade, with the Messrs, Croftoe, turped their atlea-
tion, which was all that conid be done, notwithstand-
ing that all theapplinnces of the steam engine water
carte, &e., were brought into immediate requisition.
Fally 200 men will be temporurily thrown out of
employment by the catastrophe.

Qa Friday, July 18, au icquest was held by Dr.

Tyronme,
on the body of a young mnan, a schoolmaster, namsad
Jumes MeDevitt, who lost hia life under the following

After gome time lying in wait McDevitt made some
motion which showed bis head partially over the
brambles and weeds in which he wag cocealed, Gib-
80D, who was about thirty or forty yarda distance in
ditch, mlatook MeDevitt'a head Far a rubbit and ficed
lodging the cootents of his gun in the back of his
head, whareby his skull was fractured. He lingered
in great agony uatil the 19th. The jury returced a
verdict of accidenta] death, .

AccipeNT AT THE CLivr8, TRAMORE. —~On Saturday
afterpoon, July 13, five boys, whose ages varied from
geven o twelve years, in makiog a short passage,
from the Gentlemon’s Cuve to Lady Elizabeth's Cove,
Tramore Bay, proceeded 1o scale the cliffs inter-
vening.

Some apprebension was entertained that the recent
beavy rains would;injure the crops; but so far aa
Ulster is concerned these spprebensions are unfound-
ed, and, instead cf damage, great pepefit has re
sulted. The Northern Whig. in a special repozt on
the subject, stutes :—* That flix, which was droop-
jog considerably and etunted in appearance, has
fresheoed greatly, and in some cases now gives pro-
mige of a faic crop. It cap bardly be said thata
genernlly large yield of flax can be couated upon, or
that iz will be. on the whule, even perhaps ac ave-
rege oce; but there s every appearance that now it
will be much better than was &t one time anticipated.
Shouid the weather prove favorable, it is likely that
the in-gatherlng will be general in the course of two
or three weeks. Oats also Lave been much tmpraved
by the recent rains; the yle!d of straw -nust now be
mauch betier than was last week ex ected. In scma
districts however, whero the crop waa pretty heevy,
a good deal of it has been laid by the raiag, azd it
will require ary weatber and favoring winds to re-
store it. In one or two plac.s the ecrops have been
hopelessly damaged by flcods. Iadeed, in some dit-
tricte farmers’ are already ehaking their heads and
hinting that they hsve aiready had epough, if pot
too much, of the wet ; but on the whols tae prospects
sre good. Probably turnipe bave bagefited most by
sbe recent rain. It cawe, indeed, just in time to
save them; and o every cass they have now gots
fresh and vigorous eppearancs. Late hay has suf-
fered somewhat by the wet but not as yet to a
serious extent, Haymaking, however, has, of course,
beea greatly reterded by the unsettled weather.
Wheat in general looks well; acd potstoes are uni-
versally reported on favorabiy—gsod crops and no
taiat of disease.”

It i¢ the order of precedence gettled by her
Majesty on the occssion of her State vigit to Ireland
in 1849; and it placea-¢‘ the Roman Cathelic Primate
and the Roman; Oatbuli¢ Archbichop of Dablin” pext
in rank to the Chahcellor, sud immediately befors
the Duke of Leinster and the Cabinet Ministera.
There bas ge]dom, if ever, been a committee of either
House that have como g0 quickly to an end of their
labor. The number of witnesses examiued has only

For a time
th: Eaglish papers wera full of Ttalian brigandnge;
but lately they bave forgotten all sbout it, and have
had to devote their attention to & matter pearer
heme. People who live in glass ‘houses should not
throw stonen; and the Eoglish jaurnala have found
out tha truth of the old saying. Whilst they werw ia
the very act of icging stoaes at the Pope they sud-
denly felt the glags rattling about their own ears.
Brigandage i7 ltaly was forgotten and lost sight of,
in the sudden realization of brigandage at home.
From {ime to time the streetz of London have besn
in the handa of thieves and robbers, but the miost
startling and audacious robberies that bave been per-
petrated oceurred during the past week, Highway~
men once had possession of our roads ; and garroters
were, 8 fow yoars age, m full force in Londoen. QOaly
last year the mob took posszaeion of Hrde Park, and
destroyed the flowera and palings, but then life end
private property were, as a role respected. [t wag
last week, whap the militia were out for exercise,
that the roughs of London beceme highwaymen,
gnrrotters and robbers in the mid-day, acd in the
streets of London. Following the soldiers came a
motley byb:id ecrowd of thieves who attecked every
decent person that met them. Women standing at
their own doors were assaulted and robbed, aud oze
person testified*to witnessing no less than sixty spch
robberies committed by one gang of ruffians; and
this they did almost with impanity. The police
seem to bave been powerless to defend the peazcefal
citizens against their eggfessora. This allied amy
of garrotiess and pickpockets ‘marchéd udopposed
theoogh the streets, and carried on- their infamous
work without any fear of interiuption. What was
one policeman against 8o many, and what could he
‘do when surroncded by a gang of ‘bratal.men; who,
savage aa they ususlly are, became more farocious
t the sight of & policeman? . But even 'if ' they want

*-to avoid the police, they heve'but to watch the guar-

.dian:of the peace upoun his baat, and they ¢an.tell for
‘eertain where be is, and where he is sure not to be.
‘Now this army of brigands took complets possession
of aome of the streets of Londou,and io one day com-
mitted atrocities and perpeteated robberies, the like
of whick have not bsen witnessed in-Italy during the
course of many yeare. ’

But lest these incidents tbat we have been com-
wentiog on should be considered exceptionsl, we
look down tie polica reporis agaia and on Tuesday
at one office (Clerkenwell) we fod 1hree cases of
street outrage recorded. Oaw of thess was eapecinlly
worthy of note, ag showiog to how low a depth of
unman:iness these brutes have fallen. A lady w:s
passing along a street in 1sliogton, between two and
three v’clock in the afiernoon, in the mrdst of a glo«
rious June gunshiae, whea five men (we mean bru es)
at'acked Ler. Three of them held her from bs:hind
aod two came in front and nearly steangled her io
their cndeavors to forcibly tear & watch-chain frem
her neck. The two latter fellows were after o sturdy
resistance captured, and have been committed for
trial. Comment ou this is needless, but henceforth
let us bave no more nonsense and rhodomontade
about Papal brigaadage.

Recoenition oF THE ORIGINATORS oF TELEGRAPNY.
—The Albert Medal of 1the Snciaty of Arts bas this
vear been awarded to Mr. W. Fothergill Cooks nnd
Profeeaor Charles Wheatstone, F R. 8.. iarecognition
of their joint laboura in establishing the first electric
telegraph. The first Albert Medal was awarded, in
1884 to Sir Rowland Hill, K C.B, ‘for bis great
services to arts, mannfaciures, scd commerce, in the
creation of the penny postage and for his other re-
forma in the postel eystem of this country, the
benefis of which bave, however, not been conficed
to this country, but bave extended uver the civilized
worid.! The second medal was awarded, ja 1865, to
Hia Imperial Majesty the Emperor of the French,
i for distisguished merit in promoting, in meny ways
by his personal exertions the international progress
of arts, manufaciures, and commeree, the proofs of
which are afforded by hia judizicus patronage of art,
hia enlightened commercinl policy, and egpecinlly
by the abolition of vasaportg ia favour of Britiab sub-
jeets” The third medal was awarded, in 1866, to
Profersor Faraday, D.CL ,F RS, for *disenveries
in electricity, magnetism, and chemistry, which in
their relation to the industrial of the world, have so
largely promoted "arts manufactures, and com-
mercs.’

— Protestaats glonfy them-
selves on their love for freedom of thougit, and
of their adherence to the Apostchc maxim to
prove all things. There is with us —so they
boast—none of that shyinking from full and fear-
.less 1nvestigation of all questions touching
faith, and the mystertes of our religion, which
characterses Romanists. Our faith, they boast,
i1s.an intelligent faith, the product of our own in-
tellectual researches, and careful examination of
evidence ou both sides. - That of Romanists, oo
the contrary, 18 a grovelling superstition, that has
no foundation more solid than that of authority.
Hence, whilst we iowite, the latter invarably
strive to sufle 1wquiry, placmg on the Indig,
and prohbning the perusal of, all books which
might suggest in the m.ods of the readers, doubts
as to the truth of the religtous system 1o which
tbey have been brougkt up. Hereupon the
Protestant looks heaveawards, and gives God
thaoks that he 13 not as other men are ; and that
his religion bas naught to lear from {ree inquiry.

So the Protestant boasts, so be argues against
Calholics ; but bow does he act? bow does be
argue when lis oppovents are not Papsts, but
Neclogists 7 not men who believe too much, ac-
cording to his arbitrary standard, but men who
believe too lttle, and whom be accordingly
qualifies as nfidels ? '

usfactory mauser 1 a Report given by the
Loodon Times of the proceedings at alate
anoual meeting of the Church Missionary So-

strongly urges all men not to read surh books,
It is clear therefore that he does not make the
individual the jxdge ; aou *hat, thereflore, since
accordiog 10 him there are books which should
not be read, and aganst which the people should
be put on their guard, there must, or at all events,
should, be somewhere a tribunal intellectually
competent to discrinnpate with certainty betwirt
the good and the bad 1n literature : and morally
competent to interdict to the people generally, the
study of the bad.

to us what we should read or abstain. from read-
g 2. That Iiterature, | hostnle to Christianity,and
impugotog Lhe' truths of I-evelatwn, should not be
read by any Christian, 15 good jaw, thoagh the
devil, though the father of hes were to speak it ;
but who are you, what are you, that without fur-
ther 1quiring, that, without examiniwng for our-
selves—tbat 13 (o say, without first careflully
readiog the very books which you urge us not to
read—we should take your word for it, that the
books which you censure are indeed hostile to
Christiamity, and do ndeed i impugn the truths of
revelation ?

A law, without a tnbuna] competent to apply
that law, is a dead law, is an absurdity, and if
therefcre the above cited iaw be pood, as Protest-
ants assert, as all Catliolics must admit—there
must necessanly be some tribunal competent
to apply it, that is to say wtellectually competeut,
because mfallitle, as to the fact ot revelation, and
in its interpretation of those facts, morally com’
petent—because by Cbrist Himself commissioned
to address all men m the accents of authority, so
that be whu shabts iis behests, shights also, and
sels at navght, the precepts of Christ” Himself,
Such a tribunal we can recognise—not in any
individual however learned, or however exalted
his socta] position—ao, not though he bea Canon
of the Church as By Law Established—we can’
recognise 1t indeed, but in the Catholic Church,
and in ber alope. To her,and to lier alone,
withoat any sacrifice of our .digmly as men, and
as intelligent creatures responsible to God for
the exercise of our intellectual faculties, can we
submit ourselves and our reason: and we should
feel ourselves to be degraded, bumiliated, and
guilty of sin against reason and therefore against
Him Wha is reason itself, were we to yield
obedience to any other tribunal cn earth, If we
Catholics submit ourselves to the Church," and
refuse to read such literature, as the tracts, for
jnstance, and garbled and emasculated versions
of the sacred writings winch evangelical Swad-

over them than has the cantatrice at the. opera’
whose.. maumﬁcent Sopmna enchants them, or
than has the Ctown at the Circus, whose con-
toriions amaze them and at whose ]ests they
loudly. laugh. The Protestant munister is a gen-
tleman whom the congregation engages at so
much per annum to do ther preaching and
praying for them : who bas no authority over
them, but what they themselves have given him :
and who is no ‘better than any one of themselves,
bas no right of any kind to interfere with their
literary studies or to attempt to set limits to their
speculations, Such being the case the Protest-
ant who submits to have the sphere of bis readmg

curtailed, or bis speculations limited by bis minis--

ter, 1s indeed a clave, because he makes abnega-
tion of his wtellectual rights to an authority
which w s heart of hearts he knows has no
clauns upon his allegiagce. He is, not * priest-
ridden,” indeed, but * minister ridden” or maan
ridden ; and ks rider he bimself knows to be a
very ordinary mortal, 20d not cne whit different
from himsell. Protestant obedience 15 wndeed
slavery : the obedience of the Catholic Chureb
1s 1nteihgent obedience of the free man.

Ritvanists AND ANTE-RiTuarnists.—The
strife betwixt the two antagoaistic parties ia the
Anghcan deaomication having traversed the
ocean, bas reached our shores, and even now is
raging with much intensity, mueh Iitterness of
spirit, and a pleatiful outpouring of hard words,
10 most of the towns and cities of U, Canada.

Though the parties to this strife are respect-
ively kuown as * Rituahsts,” and % Anti-Riival-
19ts,” we thiok that the names by which they are
severally distmgushed are not bappily choses,

insomuch as they do not bring prominently for-~

ward a salient point of divergence betwixt the
combatants. Love of Ritualism, attachment to
forms, ceremonies, geouflexions, and ecclesiastical
dresses, 1s oot the chief characteristic of the so-
called Ratualists : and neitker 1s 1t opposition to
these things or attachment to a bold, rreverent,
and unattractive mode of conductmg worship—
that whick marnly distinguishes the so called
anti-Ritualists, from their opponents. There s
something deeper, and more important than
dresses, and ceremonies, and ritualism, involved
10 this coantroversy.

And this something- would be more clearly
brought out, and the real significance of the
mo-ement now agitatiog the troubled waters of

Epscopal Protestantism, would he made plainer-

to the. simple witelligence, were the names of
« Sacerdotalists” and * anti-Sacerdotalists” ap-
plied respectively, to the contending parties. —
For tn the present stage of the dispute jt is
nesther more nor Jess than, on the one side an
assertion of Sacerdotalism, and on the other, a
vigorous protest agaiost it. Thisis why the laity
of the wealthier classes, both in England and in
Canada, are for the most part so bitterly opposed
to Ritushsm, in this respect, approving themselves
staunch P.oteslaats, since, wm 1ts inception, Pro-
testantism was essentially as anti-Sacerdetal
revolution,

As a general rule, Protestants care little
either way tor dogmas, unlessthey involve or imply
the necessity of some ascetic practice, In the
ordipary language of iotelligent Protestants, all
dogma is at best but a matter of speculation, and
belongs, not to the domain of religion, but, as
they phrase 1f, of theology. Todifference to
dogma always has been, and 1s daily becoming
still more, the badge of Protestantism, which on
the other hand always has been—and, as the
principles of the Reformation are better under-
stood, and more fully carried out, will constantly
become more averse to Sacerdotalism, or the
pretensions made by a class of men to the pos-
session of supernatural power or autbority. So
much is (s the case, that Protestantism,

though formally consisting in a Protest against

the authonty of the Catholic Church, con-
sists materially 10 a Protest agamst the doc-
trice that any man, or any set ot men, possess,
in victue of their Ordination—~whether Episcopal,
uf Presbyterian, any special spiritual authonty,
supernatural powers, or privileges of any kLind.
The true Protestant will pot brook the preten-
sions of a priest, whether of the Anglican, or of
toe Catholic Church: he will recognise no divi-
sion into cleric or faic, for.with bum all are equally
pnests, or ministers, and all in another sense, are
equally laymen for all are, ia respect of spiritaal
pm'.ver or authority, on a footmg of perfect
equality. '

- Tlas is, we think, wel brought out by the outery
that bas been raised against the assumption of
the Rituatists in the matter cf Absolution, which
many of them give i the very same form as that
used by Catholic priests, and alter having re-
ceived the particular confessions of, thew several
penstents. By this act, more perhaps thap by
any other, do they, the Rutualists, assert they

‘pseuliar, supernatural, and sacerdotal character

by this more than by any thing else that they
say or do, do they assert their dnstmctlon from
the peaple, their God derived avthority over the
laity, 20d thewr spiritual er supernatural power,
Therefore 15 1t—that agammst this practice
against this imitation or singerie of the Catholie
Sacrament of Penance, 1 which -the more ad.
vanced Ritualsts indulge, is the mdngnaﬁon of
the more consistent Protestants of the Estabh.
lishment more particularly directed. They are
right ; their stincts as Protestants are true to
them in this case ; and they see, that on tlis oge
question—that of the power of rermtting or re.
tawing sin, depends the fortuses of the battle
betwixt Sacerdotalism and anti Sacerdotalism,
naturalism and superoaturalism, in the Church of
Englasd, and indeed tbe fortunes of Protestant.
ism itself.

I onerespect too, for the Sacerdotalis’s or
Rituahsts, this 1s the very best question that
could be selected ; and their opponents, members
of the Anglican seet, thereforz, cunningly seek to
direct attention from the true issue, to a side and
irrelevant issue which they have raised. Tostead
of confining themselves, as by the laws of Jowic
they are bound io do, to the discussion of ;he
question—** Is the so-called priest of our common
Church as By Law Established, logally autho-
rised to claim for himself, 1 virtue of hls Ord:-
nation, a special power, or puwer ot common to
others not so ordained, to forgive sins, and to
retain sins 7 they dishonestly seek to join issue
upon the question—%Ts any man, ordained or
unordained, invested with the supernatural power

Establishment with respect to 1he forgwmg and
retaining of sins? These two questions have
nothing whatever to do  with one acother ; and
the only question at issue 1s—What legal power
does the Act of Parliament in virtoe of which
the Anglican Church 1s Established, conter Upon
its ordained mimsters ?

Now this question any honest unprejudiced,
man of ordinary inteiligence can solve for hin.
self, by merelr reading over the Anglican Ordi-
pation service, As dearl] as the Anglican
Liturgy, or Book of Common Prayer, decides
aganst the Rituvalists on mauy innovatiens cope
nected” wath the Eucharistic celebration, which
the latter bave introduced, as clearly, to say the
least, does 1t claim for the ordamed priest the
power of remittisg or retaining sins, Not oaly
is this evident from what the Litorgy enjorns the
priest to say in its service for the sick, and from
what it says 10 its prescribed form for the * Qe-
dertog of Priests”—but it 1s equally clear from
what 1t does not say, in the form which it pre-
scribes for the ordering of another class of 11s
mmisters or deacons. [ts sieace 1n one case
is as significant and conclusive as is its outspoken
language in another.

,  Tug FccresiasticaL TirLes Acr.—We
erceive by a special Parliamentary Report to
the Galway Vindicalor, that the Comnmittee on
tbe Ecciesiastical Titles Bill bas brought 1ts
Jabors to a close; but it is announced that no
legisiation will be attempted oo the subject this
session. Indeed it 15 too late to think of any
thiwe of the kind, asd therefore Irishmen and
Cat;oh'cs of whatever shade ol politics must be-
Jieve that Mr. McEvoy has exercised a wise
discretion in having the order for the second
reading of the Bill discharged.  Revd. Dr.
Ullathorne, the Catbalic Bishop of Birmingham
has been examined before the Comuittee. Early
pext session-we believe a very comprebensive
measure will be mtroduced, recognising fully the
position of the Catbohc -Hierarchy in that coun-
try 1o anticipation of the forthcoming legislation
on the subject. This will be only fair towards
the Cathohes of North Britain, for probably
there are not two bisheps in the United Kiogdom
who have more subjects thao the Viears Apos-
tolic of Glasgow and Edinburg.

At all events the Committee bas bad before
them sufficient testimony to justify Parhament
in repealing the obnoxious Act, which no Gov-
ernment could ever attempt to put 1a force. The
evidence of Mr. Justice 'O’Hagan was quite
decisive on (hat point; and for all prac.
tica} purposes the Commnttee migtt bave ceased
their fabors alter hearing the lucid testimony of
the learned judge.

But it is the evidence of the Most Rev. Dr,
Moriarty, the Bishop of Kerry, which bas called
forth the most comment oun both sides. He has
been tskep to task, we perceive, by a few
bigoted DProtestant Licodon jourmals for an
alleged want of digaity and jauntiness of aw
whilst replying 1o the Committee ; but they
capnot deny but be flatly and bluntly replied
to all the queries, and told nothing but the
bonest truth, and what every one knows to he
iruch, as to the public feehng of the people of
Catholic Ireland. A liberal, and probably more
attached to the Libetal party than any prelate
in Ireland, Dr, Moriarly showed bow completely
the Whigs, 85 a party, committed political sw
cide by estranging the Caihohes of Ireland io
enacting a faw which its framers koew well must
for ever remain a dead letter in Treland.  Indeed
we thk it 1s a great pity that Mr. Chatterton
was restrained by the Committee aod was not
permitted to sift the question to the bottom, as
o man is more entitled to spesk authoritatively
on the subject than Dr, Morarty. The Bishop
o' Kerry has a right to know the Province of
Munster, aod indeed all Ireland well ; and s
Lordship’s loyalty and attachment to British in-
Stitutions could not-be called into question, He
8 thereflore a trustworthy witdess upon all mat-
ers connected with this country, Because he
.8id the people are disaffected he is attacked by
-section of the Press: but there bas been no
itempt by our contemporaries to argue the
prats raised by the amiable acd candid prelate.
Vould it not be better to wquire why a people
amittedly shrewd and intelligent and naturally
loal, are actuated by the feelings ascribed to
thm by Dr, Moriarty 7 Simply, can the Irsh
Peple, be supposed to be well affected towards
the English government, so long as the anomalies
sefrred to by Dr. Morarty are protbited to
exit i Ireland. The tendency of the times is
to 0 away with exclusive privileges. Even the
Graid Turk, whose recent visit to England cost
as mich as would settle one Lrish difficulty,at least

can oly bope ta perpetuate bis rule for a little '

timelonger by giving perfect equahty to the long
dowi trodden Christtan population of his Empire.
We believe however the Bishop of Kerry’s
evidece wi'l ‘not be without its wfluence upon
the Eriuish Parliament, We anticipate that we
-are m lhe eve of an era of perfect religious
e_quaILty in Ireland . The next session of Par-’
lismer* will inaugurate many changes for the
“bette! or we.are much mistaken ; and whea those
changes take. place Irshmen will woik barmo
nously togetber for the common good of the
_-couniry. aud those who are now opposed to them
will regtet thal they had been so long delayed. -

ExteEnsive Firg,—About half-past twelve
on Sunday morning, smoke was discovered
issuing from the ol store belonging to Messrs.
Willam Middleton & Ca., Poiat St. Chasles. In
consequence of aconymous letlers received by
several parlies interested, additioeal watehmen
bad been placed over the stores. The storeman
who bad been iv town, had on lis way home
came rovnd by the store, and spoken to the
watchman, and in compaty with them inspected
the outside, when everything appeared correct.
Not long after he left, one of the watchmen na-
ticed a slight puff of smoke, and ealling to the
other to come round, he ran for the storeman.
By the time be returned the alarm bad been
struck, and the smoke had turned into a blaze.
When the firemen arrived on the spot, 1t was
evident, from the inlammable nature of the con-
teats of the store, that all their efforts must be
directed to save the flames.from extending, the
great risk being that the oil fioating on the water
of the creek would be carried down to the Canal,
and thence to the shipping in the harbour. By
dint of the greatest exertion, a dam was built to
retain the waters of the creek, attention being at
the same time given to present the fice calching
the store on the opposite side, which contained
large quantities of oil, naptha, &c. The feaces
and boards were therefore, torn down, and, for-
tunately, the work of keeping the fire from there
was successful. 'The scene was awfully grand.
The flames crept along the ground, theo sud-
denly rising, shot up into the air like a water-
spout, with a moaniog roar, the column rotating
on its axis, six or eioht feet at bottom, and
termipating m a point hke a gas jet. Sometumes
six or eight of (bese were whirling, roaring and
shooting up all at once, lighting the sky for milea
round. About hall-past six o’clack, after six
bours fighting wita the demon, 1t was subdued
sufficiently to render it safe for some of the men
to leave otbers to watehit. All day it was
burning, the Lieat drawiog the ol from the ground,
which burned as if in multitudes of lamps. . As
nearly as can be ascertained, there were about
12.000 varrels destroyed, the value being about
$100 00, divided among a considerable number
of bolders and the greater part insured.— Her-
aldl

Frae.—About 11 o’clock on Saturday morn-
ing the alarm sounded from box No. 28, and
upon proceding to the spot a large and long row
of outbuldings directly in rear of a terrace in
Mountain street was discovered to be in flames.

isters, and that vriuce is the Grasd Turk.! ‘Weare
vot in a position,’ writes the Uniua Catholica, ® to
affirm that these words have been really spoken te
the Holy Father ; all we do know is, tha the Snl.
tan has merited well of the Church : in fact there is
being reprinted at Rome a ¢ berat, the details of
which may, be cited 23 an example and a model to
all princes being sons of thas good Mother. who,
like thie Redeemcr, i3 despised by her'ewn’ The
Unita next states -thut the ¢ berat’ belongs to the
first category of such documents, that it is entirely
written in letters of gold,and ie granted by the Saltan,
Abdnl-Aziz, to ¥gr. [guace«Phillippe Harens Patri-
arch of the Qatholics of Syria. It is dated October
6, 1866, the correspondiug Mahometan year being
1883, counting from the Hegira. ‘

In this remarkable document the Sultan forbids
the povernment employees to raise nny ¢bstacle to
the proper obzervance of the Oatholic religion. RHa
desires that withia the Patriarch's jurisdiction all
Oatholics shall be submissive to the spiritual autho-
rily, that the OCaiholic law of marriage shall ba
transgressed in no wise, and that all questions re-
lating to separation and divoices shall be referred
to Mgr. Hareus or his vienra. Again, the Scltan.
ordains that the property of the ¢hurches sand con-
vents shall be respected in a1l -their integrity, and
that whoever may take possession of tten chall ba
beld guilty of an infraction ot the law. Catholies
ulso are to takeoaths only permitied by their religious
principles, and the .governors are warned not to
interfere with the proceedinga of the Patriarch, or to
@ay to him, ‘ place this priest iz gucha place, or
‘confide this church to such another ; snd it is fur-
ther decreed that no priest, mork, or- religious,
whatever be bis rauk, shall b8 arrested without the
sanction of the Patriarch. In a ‘word, writes the
Unite Catlolica, the *berat’ia a monument of liberty
rationally uudarstood, of respect for the - consciences
of Oatholics, and of deference for thie sacred canons.
