THE MAYOR AND MENDICANCY.

At tho 1ast meeting of the Oity Courcil, an im-
portant suggestion was made by the Masor. He
proposed, as the destitution ia our city was very
great, and as the Corporation counld do it witbout
imposing a burthen upon the people, that a sum
of $40,000 should bo expended in public works.
The oponing and widening of sircets and sewers,
{he construction and embellishinent of public parke,
squares, and gardens, tho completion of the Espla-
pade, aro the objects on wlich tbis sum, it was3 8sid,
might be expended with greelest advantoge to the
city ; oud if after the completion of all those worls,
tho Corporation still have some money to spare for
charitable purposes, coutingent upon public im-
provemeunt, we can aid its inveative geniug by o
{bousand other suggestions. However, it is oot
probable that our service shall be required.

The worka proposed t2 be accowmplished are all
above reproach. Qur Esplanade is at present ruo-
ping to seed, and is total’y unfit fo¥ purposes of
recreation, ot the creation of snything, excopt feel-
ings of disgust. 1f it were properly graded, planted
with shade trees, and furcished with & footpath, it
would be an ornament to the city. It \'\'ould be
equally an ornament if it wero coverod with wnre’-
houses and manufactories—but unless the Gouncil
adopt a resolution aathor'zing the construction of &
wor for each ber of the Corporation, the
Esplonade will not be burthoned with sach tbings
for some time 10 como.

The improvement of the University Park will

meet with public approbation. That part of the
Park where the band play once a week i3 singularly
uncultivated. It i3 full of treacborous pit falle, inte
which the unwery are sure to full, and stumbliog-
blocke of sufficient proportions to level the pride of
tho Joftiest ; and, to crown all, after all these diffi-
culties have bsen overcoms with uaflinching bero-
ism aud determination, there is not a seat to be
bad on which a lady can rest her weary bones, At
any tiroe such treatment would bo barbarous, but
when the eun is 90° i tho sbade, it is something
worse.

In the way of street improvements, the pulling
dowa of Stanloy street would pot be a bad iden.
Let our city Fatbers look well about, and if they
cannot see a street on which improvements are more
aceded, let (beir watchword be: Move “on Statley,
on.” Amovgst the various public works which
might be construcled, we would suggest the erec-
tion of an equestrian statute, to be made of putty,
to R. M. Allan, Ezq., Barrister-at law and licensed
mad-man. It bas long been a favorite project with
the public to erect a gorgeous establisbrent for the
printing and publishing of the GnruMBLER, but for
rensons best kaown to ourselves—we not having
diva'ged them to mortal ear as yet—we beg to de-
ciine the hounor.

If the public are bent on building, let 8 new
Court House be crected. Tho present ono is a dirty,
iithy, bole-aund-corner affair, the bane of all law-
yers and judges, and a disgrace to the city. The
public bave our permission to erect a new theatre,
if they like. An hospital for mad dogs might algo
bo erected, and the hord of the department present-
ed with a seat in the Cabinet.  Ia fact, there is no
end to the list of public works which might be
erected, and which would be both useful and orna-
mootnl in themselves, nod would also glve employ-
ment Lo the uncmployed.

We will concludo by urgiog in all seriousness the
adoplion of the suggestion tbrown out by the

pressed it, antil the hour whea tho great attempt
waos named to toke place.
