1. Domestic Missions.—These are among 
English-speaking people, chiefly in the new 
settlements of the old Provinces, and in the 

’ North-West, British Columbia, and New­
foundland.

Tndia/n Missions.—These are, with one 
exception, in the Province of Ontario, the 
Slùrth-West, and British Columbia. They are 
61 in number, with 38 Missionaries, 10 Assist­
ants, 35 Teachers, 11 Interpreters; total, 94.

Mission, was begun in 1873. In that important 
iwe have now 25 Mission Stations, 8 
Missionaries, 22 Native ordained Pafe- 

tors, 33 Native Assistants, 15 Teachers ; total, 
78. The membership is 2,381. Christianity is 
now being recognized by the most “advanced 
minds ” as the important factor in the uplift­
ing of the nation, and is likely to receive 
greater and more sympathetic attention than 
heretofore.

7. West China Mission.—The work was 
proceeding in a most hopeful way, but has 
been suddenly and completely interrupted by 
popular outbreaks, such^as have occurred in 
most parts of the empire. Our Missionaries 
all reached the coast in safety, and are await­
ing the ,-earliest opportunity of returning to 
their work. Let earnest prayer be offered for 
China.
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EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTES

The McDougall Orphanage.—Concerning 
tilts institution, located at Morley, N.W.T., an 
addition is being put to the building which will 
afford increased accommodation. Indian youth 
of both sexes (some orphans), are received, and, 
besides school Instruction, are taught various 
useful employments.

Red Deer Institute.—This Industrial In­
stitute for Indian children accommodates 
nearly 100 pupils. It is of great advantage to 
the Indians of Battle River, Bear’s Hill, White 
Fish Lake,- Saddle Lake, White Whale Lake, 
"6tc.

Brandon Institute.—At Brandon, Man., 
there is a commodious Institute and farm. 
The building will accommodate 100, and is
Îuite full. It will be of great service to the 

ndian children around Lake Winnipeg, and to 
the North and East.

The Coqualeetza Institute at Chilliwack, 
B.C., for Indian youth, is under the joint sup­
port of the General Society and the Woman’s 
Missionary Society. It is an important educa­
tional undertaking, from which good results 
have already been secured. There are about 
100 pupils at present on the roll, in charge of a 
Principal, Matron, School Teacher, Farm and 
Mechanical Instructor, Seamstress, etc. Car­
pentry and shoemaking are taught, and other 
trade? may be added.

Muncey Institute.—This is located about 
twelve miles from St. Thomas, Ont., and is of 
long standing. There is a farm of 200 acres, 
and a substantial new building has been erected 
that will accommodate 100 pupils. A most 
successful Institute.

French Methodist Institute —A building 
to accommodate 100 resident pupils was erected 
some years ago at Westmount, Montreal, at a



cost of $50,000for site, building, and equipment. 
Results already demonstrate the wisdom of the 
policy which led to.this Forward Movement ifr 
educational work. '

YOUNG PEOPLE’S FOEWABD MOVE- 
MENT FOB MISSIONS

This is, in many respects, one of the most 
remarkable movements of recent times, and is 
commended to the wise and sympathetic guid­
ance of our ministers, and the prayerful sym­
pathy of the whole Church. Already it has 
turned the attention of thousands of our young 
people to the great cause of Missions, led them 
to pray earnestly for the coming of the King­
dom, brought thezp into sympathetic touch 
with the work of the General Board, developed 
an intelligent loyalty to the Church of their 
choice, And, by the method, of weekly givings, 
is training them in habits of systematic 
beneficence. Contributions last year from Ep- 
worth Leagues aggregated $18,313.57. This 
year it is expected they will make a good ad­
vance on this amount. On many districts the 
Leagues have organized for the support, in 
whole or in part, qf a Missionary in1 the 
Foreign or Indian field, and the movement is 
spreading rapidly. Our College Societies are 
joining with the Leagues, and all are showing 
a commendable spirit by falling into line with 
the General Board in its Missionary work.

■Si; SPECIAL OBJECTS
fM Some of our Sunday Schools, and many of 

our Epworth Leagues, desire to contribute to 
some special object, but wisely leave the selec­
tion of that object to the Missionary Board and 
its officers, as they are familiar with the whole 
field, and know where help is most needed. 
In cases where sums of only from $25 to 
$100 can be raised, they might be utilized to 
support a boy or girl in one of our schools in 
China, or in an Indian Institute. Somewhat 
larger sums would support a native worker in 
the Foreign field ; but where the Leagued in a 
whole district unite, they may be able, in 
many cases, to support a white Missionary in 
the Indian or Foreign work, where from $800 
to $1,200 will be required.

WHAT IS WANTED
To maintain and extend our Mission wOrk, 

increased devotion, prayer and liberality are 
indispensable. Besides the work already on 
hand the foreigners wbq are coming in such 
numbers to our country ought to have our care 
and help, and this cannot be done without 
strong financial support.. To meet this will re­
quire a large advance over last'year's givings.
