THI MERCHANTS BANK.

Following closely on the meeting of the
Bank of Montreal, and second only {o that
in importance and interest, comes the an-
nual meeting ot the Merchants Bank of
Canada. 'We publish full reports of the
meeting elsewhere, and must conient our-
selves with some general comments.

The outcome of the year's business, if
not up to that of some former years, is
yet generally regarded as a very fair re-
cord, considering the character of the year
in respeet Lo profits, both banking and com-
mereinl,  An addition of $125,000 to the
 Rest” account, brings that fund up to
§1,500,000, a very substantial protection in
case Lhe future earnings should be below,
or the futnre losses above, the capabilities
of each years carnings {o provide for.
There is also a contingent account of $140,-
000, {0 cover prssible losses which may de-
velope out of the present assets.

The statement -shows n substantial in-
crease in deposits, chiefly in those not
bearing interest, The total amount of
“free” money hold by the bank, including
deposits not bearing iuterest, circulation,
and undivided profits, 15 $7,700,000," equal
10 132 per cent. on the capital. Inthe case

of the Bank «f Montreal; the free money is =~
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equal to 195 per cent. on the capital, but
that institution has the advantage of large
government deposits.—

The most important change in the state-
ment is the marked increase jn the amount
of government and other securities held.
Of the former there are now $1,525,000
worth, something more than the entire-
“rest” and railway and municipal deben-
tures bring the figures up to $2,033,000.

The directors remark of this develop-
ment that “the immediate profit of this
description of business is smaller than dis-
counting, but it hag important advantages
in the way of availability and safety.”
There can be little doubt as to the latter
-point.. The question of profit however is
one likely to exercise shareholders some-
what. Mr. Hague defends the practice on
the ground of the example of “banks in
England dnd Scotland, but there is this
important diflorence. In England the
average returns from such investmen(s are
much higher- than from the discounting
business done at London, Liverpool, and
other centres, and almost as high as the
average rate (5 per cent. as a maximum)
obtained at country branches. Here, on
the other hand, the discounting rate is
usually a good deal higher than that ob-
tained from first-class securities, such as
government bonds.

But the policy needs no apology based
on English customs, We have before now
urged that a reasonable reserve against
unforeseen demands, either from regular
customers for’ additional accommodation;
or, more peremptory, from depositors or
noteholders, should be built up in just such.
‘securities as these. Its value in case of a
run is patent, but scarcely less so to prac-
tical men is its usofulness in keeping the

- bank strong enough at all times to meet in
.the fullest way the reasonable demands of
its customers in troublous times. The way
.to win and retain the best circle of custom-
ers, on wliich, aftor all, its success mainly
depends, is this very strength {o *carry
them through,” and this is impossible of
achiévement if the bank is discounting in
quiet times to the very verge of its resour-
ces. To give up possible profit then in
order to keep the business in shape at
other times is & wise self-denial.

There is of course a limit to investments
of this kind. They not only imply less re-
turn in interest, but so far as they go they
kill the collateral profits of deposits, ex-
change, cireulation, ete, which ordinary
discounting business of the same volume
would creale, Against this must be set
the decrease in-cost of administration, for
the hanidling of a large amount of bonds
costs a most trifiing percentage of the ex-

_ pense of handling an equivalent number of
-discount accounts; and there are no de-
ductions for losses. In short, the advan-
tages are so far counterbalanced by the

disadvantages that we need not fear to see
the banking capital needed for the develop-
ment .of the country unduly locked up
in government bonds,

. In his address to the shareholders, Mr.
Hague calls attention to the ill effect of the
high rate of interest paid by the govern-
ment on savings banks deposits. His re-
marks are very guarded, and he might
have shown more clearly the injury done
by a fixed and arbitrary rate on the part
of a great borrower like the State. Healso
makes a good point with regard to the
prudent administration of joint-stock com-
panies, iuculcating strongly the necessity
of building up a good reserve fund, Weo
cannot, however, agree with him thatsuch
accumulated profits should be in saleable
securities. The less capital there is fixed
in real estate and machinery (economieal
working being fully provided for), the bet-

“ter; but unless a corporation has sufficient

capital to carry its stock of raw material
and manufactured goods, to pay cash for
its purchases and hold till maturity the
bills it 1eceives for ifs sules, the savings
from its proﬁ,ts should be kept in the busi-
nessy to tal e the place of the capifal that
would otherwise be borrowed or of the
credit that would be taken. -

The remarks as to the injury which a
too-easy banker usually inflicts on his
customer are well-timed in the present
days of great competition and plentiful
money. There is nothing more injurious
fhan easy credit to a man who is giving
credit, -for it removes a stimulus which
would lead him to credit prudently with
an eye to the immediate liabilities to be
provided for, while, on the other hand, it
serves as a mental excuse for dilatory col-
lecting.,

Mr, Hague is perhaps unnecessarily se-
vere on those who endeavor to forecast the
future. In these days of universal credit,
judgment as to the future, and faith in the
judgment, seem fo us the most essential
factors in carrying on the business of the
world. Tor men in Canada fo buy grain
futures because they read in the papers of
war-clouds in the cast of Xurope, is simply
betting on a blind chance, which does not
deserve the name of forecast, and that kind
of thing is, we take it, What Mr. Hague had
in mind. But the warning is well-timed,
for it is unfortunately clear that during
the pust winter and spring there has been

more speculation in Chicago amongst Can--

adians than for many years past, and
usually with disastrous results.

THE FISHERY QUISTION

The question of our fisheries has now
assumed a more quiet and judicial phase,
and the ridiculous blustering and vapors

ing of the-Gloucester fishermen, through’

their mouthpieces in {he Senate, appear to

bave served their purposes as election -

squibs and to have gradually evaporated
in more or less windy orations and resolu-
tions.

Probably a good deal of this gradual -

cessation of buncombe is due to the fact
that the United States is now known to be
pursuing the very same policy towards
Cuba that it condemns so emphatically
when practised against itself by the Do-
minion, and thus the journalists who are

compelled to praise the action of the.

United Stntes Government in preserving
the Floridian fisheries agninst the. en-
cronchments of Spanish fishermen, by

-insisting on the enforcemont of the twelve

mile limit, fecl somewhat embarrassed at
having -in the same issue to abuse the
Canadian authorities for their action in
protecting their fisheries from the raids of
unprincipled New England fishermen.

Tho cause of action in hoth cases is
precisely similar. In 1882 the Caplain-

General of Cuba in accordance with in--

structions received from the Royal Board

of Tariffs imposed a duty of 3% cents per '

kilogramme on 21l fish imported into the
Island. This was done partly to protect
the Cuban fisherman and partly as a set-
off to the dilatory policy of the United
States Senate in regard to the then pend-,
ing commercial treaty belween the two
countries. The Florida fishermen soon
found that their best market was practic-
ally cut ofl' and the cry of the oppressed
American fishermen went up, if not to
Ieaven, at least as fur as the Uniied
States Scnate, where (it found n mouth
piece in Senator Jones 'who in a speech
which, substituting Canada for Cuba,
would have been equally appropriate for
Senator Frye, demanded that an old en-
actment should at once be revived pre-
venting the Cuban fishermen from fishing
within fwelve miles of the Florida coast or
of any of the small islands or keys Iying
off that coast. 'This enactment was duly
enforced and is in reality eoffectual in
preventing the catching of fish by the
Cubans in paying quantities; ag they prin-
cipally school Jand hreed inside the keys
and up the lageons. It appears that (as in
our case) the Cubans were not molested
for several seasons, continuing to fish in-
side the limif, until the present ycar, when
all hope of a satisfactory commercial treaty
between . Spain and the United States
being given up by the American Govern-

ment, the law was rigidly enforced and

the Cuban fishing vessels are now Leing
seized and heavily {lned.

Can any parallel be more exact? save
that the United Siates claim exclusive

privileges over twelve miles of sea, mea-
| suring according to a recent decision of the

United Staies Supreme Court from head-
land to headland, while Canada only de-

mands for her fishermen g three mile -
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limit. And yet the same journalist who
defends and applauds the United States in
their vetaliatory policy ou Cuba, denounces
a5 a bitler jnjustice the same legislation

when it inlerferes with the interests of
Giloucester fishermen., The plaving ineon-
gistency and injustice of such a policy has
proved too much even for the elagtic con-

T GRAIN TRADE,

The movement of grain at this port,
since tho opening of navigation, has heen
more satisfuctory than for somo years,
andd, with the inereased facilitios offered
by the Canadian Pacifie, strong hopes are
enterfained that our oxport trade in cere-
als will undergo a vovival, particularly, if a
moderate scalo of clevator charges is en-
forcod, nnd a liberal and progressive canal
policy, is adopted by the government.

While the augmented volume of
business;.as broughit to light by the above
stalistics, is no. doubt largely due to:the
demand for low. priced American grain
which caused an increaged movement this
spring af all the Atlantic sea-ports, there is
still reason to believe that with improved

‘methods, and reduced port, elevator and

teangportation charges, o larger neasure of
the trade in American grain than hereto-
fore, can he sécured lo our shippers.
Montreal has heen a loser by the diver-
sion of .the grain trade to other’ channels,
but if she can now sccure her fair propor-
tion of American wheat and corn for ship-
ment, and also handle all the grain of
Ontario and the Canadian Northwest a
very respectable business will he done.
Ttis seasonable bere: to draw attention

to the fact ‘that a variely of causes

excessive charges, the rogery of the great
speculators and handlers of grain, and the
extension ol railways.

The. position of affairs is little clmnged
since our last writing. There is a slight
relaxation apparentin rates for call money,
but othorwise the financial position remains
as before. The mnch-needed rain hascome
plentifully, and crops throughout the coun-
try generally are looking the better for it.

the Chronicle, {o which we have -often re-
ferred-as indicating the movement of com-
mercial and financial business, show a
steady improvement in the “turn-over” of
thecountry. The totalamount of clearings
in New York from 1st July, 1883, to 31st
May, 1886, were 42,318 millions, against
24.333 millions in the corresponding period
of 1884-85; and the increase in the clearing
houses outside New York has been nearly
in the same proportion.

The reduction of the Bank of England
rate, in the face of so low reserves of gold,
hag given rise to much discussion. 1t is,
however, clear that even now it is much
higher than the rate prevailing in the
Continental ¥xchanges, and must have the
samo -cffect in attracting gold as a 3 per
cent. rate would have,
replenishing very slowly. On the street
money is more than plentiful, and the
open market rate for Lest three months
bankers’ bills is 1 per cent. .

windows would give him a betler idea of
the man’s-business capability and of the
class of trade lie was doing, than the most
carefully compiled report from & mercantile
agency. While not venturing to go so fur
as that, there can be no reasonable doubt
that the aspect of the show windows of u
store 15 a very fair index of the commer-
cial qualities of its owner, A window filled
with limp, faded and dusly fabrics, care-
lessly arranged and bearing evidences of
being but rarely .changed in position,
speaks but poorly for the energy and push
of its proprietor, while a bright tasteful,
well arranged display is not only attrac-
tive to the customer but bears silent testi-
mony to the brisk, -alert, business-like
character of the storekeeper. A window
crowded with a variety of heterogenous
articles, jostling one .against the other,
offending the eye by the mass of discor-

mingg or fabries which suit nothing he
has in stock and consequently will remain
on his hands until the assignee reckons
them among the assets. -

What  contrast to such a confused mass
as this is the artistic display of his more
successful neighbor. A few stylish fabrics
prettily draped and relieved by clusters of

-laces-and embroideries tastefully grouped,
.will often attract tho attention, and conse-
-quently the custom of the passer-by when

more pretentious displays entirely fail to
impress him. A window_like that points
to.n clever far-seeing buyer, a man who
keeps bis finger, we may say, on the public
pulse, and who knows apparently by intu-
ition what fabries will please the popular
faste. Such a.man is usnally a ]lldlClOllS,
inot liberal,.advertiser, he reads carefully -
tne journals bearing on his particular trade

‘| and thus is in a position not only to be

posted in every new vagary of fashion,
and in the style of .every new material
(and their name now-a-days ‘is legion)
that presents itself as & candidate for pop-
ular favor, but is able o dictate to the
traveller what goods he desires to purchase
instead-of ‘being compelled to take that -
astute gentleman's word for what will
probably be the coming style. - L
The advantages possessed by a com-
mercial journal in the way of . hecoming
acquainted with the latest novelties will be
readily appreciated. While the merchant
in many cases depends upon one or more
trips to town per year for his knowledge
of new fashionable fabrics besides what he
can learn from tiravelling salesmen inter-
rested in pushing their particular lines of
goods, the trade reporter is daily in contsct
with the acutest buyers of the ‘leading
wholesale houses. Tven when in lown, in
nine cases out of ten, the merchant calls
only on thoso houses from whom he buys,
and consequently only sees their stock,
perchance not all of that, as in some cases
they may not care to show him some’
particular line, either because they are’
running out of it or because it may dimin-
ish his purchases of fabrics more profitable
to themselves. On the other hand the com-
mercial reporter, in his incessant search
for “points” is frecly allowed to see the
very latest styles, and can converse on
trade nnd prospects with a freedom™ and
absence of restraint that could not be
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ventured on with a prospective customer.
A consideration of these facts will show
the advantages derived from a careful and
regular perusel of the articles in irade
journals.

But it is not only in the manner of dis-
play that a show window forms such an
index to the slore it advertises. The class
of goods it confains speaks volumes to the
careful purchaser. A window dressed with
faced cotlons and loaded silks will hardly
invite the confidonce of any hut the most
carcless huyers, aud if, on the other hand,
it he filled with oldfashioned or shopworn
fubries, or carelessly and slovenly arranged
it will not altract the atiention of the
public and will therefore fall shorl of its
misggion. Notbhing is more important in
these days of keen and vigorous compe-
tition than a contivuous and striking ad-
vertisement, and of all methods of adver-
lising thero is none so successful as a
well-wrranged, arlistically disposed show
window,

Tt may be objected thal in these modern
days, window dressing hag grown into a
fing art, practised by men who make il
their regnlar calling and that therefore the
ordinary merchant, cannof, hope to compete
in artistic design and claboration of ar-
ringement with the lurger stores, this is
undoubledly true, but at the same time it
is no excuse for a slovenly carcless, win-
daw, or for a kaleidoscopic mass of heler-
ogenots miterials jammed into a window
in violalion of all the laws of taste and
harmony. A few well arranged fabrics
tasiefully draped and constantly changed
will draw far more allenlion than a window
crowded with samples of every novelly or
slaplo the store conlaing, especinlly il the
latter be allowed to remain unaliered for
weeks or even months.  The eye soon he-
comes accuslomed to any display and
censes to be atiracled and when the show
window ceases to rivel the allention of the
passer-hy its usefulness is past.  Show but
few lines at o timo and change those con-
stantly and the additional custom brought
in, coupled with the saving from exposure
to sun and air of the rest of the stock, will
soon make ifself felb in the increasing
volume of purchases.

With the aid of the pretly summer
fabrics now selling, the smallest window
can be made a gem of arl, while the pos-
sibilities of those having a larger spaco nt
their command are unlimited, Outside of
printers’ ink no method of advertising
shows botler resulis and o careful attention
to this (oo often neglecicd branch of store-
keeping will soon add to the profits of the
most successful merchant.

Tn gpito of the foverish and unseitiod
stalg of politieal aflnirs both in Great

Britain and abrond and tho consequent

falling off in the volume of business, the
official returns of the imports and exports
of the mother country for the four montha
ending on the 30th April last, cannot be
said to he unsatisfactory. It is true both
imports and exports show in their totals a
small falling off, but this is more apparent
than real and a careful consideration of the
various items ghows that the condition of
British Trade is far from disquieting. The
lessened imports of food animals and
materials, of course effects the trade of this
continent, but it is principally owing to
the action of speculators controlling the
market for cereals, and not (o any lack of
demand in the English market.

Taking the value of the total imports for
the first four months of the present year
and comparing them with those of a simi-
lar peried in 1885 it will be seen that a
decroase of 129 per cent cxists, the defic-
iency amounting in round figures to nearly
eighty-five millions of dollars. Of this
large sum no loss than about thirty-five
millions of dollars are due to the lessencd
imports of food materials, a decline which
seems to be general in all food producis

but which is especially marked in the.

important staple food commodities such as
wheat, flour, live stock and raw sugar. In
the case of wheat this continent is not
responsible for all the decrcase as the im-
ports of wheat from India have also fallen
far helow the average, a fact which hag
caused some surprise when the depressed
state of silver is laken into consideration.
The returns of raw materials imporied for
uge in the {extile manufactures which have
placed Great Dritain at the head of the
commercial world, show that the imports
of raw colion have decreased in quantity
15 per cent, those of {lax 32 per cent, while
jute shows a decline of 33 per cent and its
congener, hemp, one of 20 per cent. It is
cheering {o nofe, however, that the im-
ports of silk for the past four months show
an increase of no less than 54 per cent,
while n small increase of 3 per cent is
shown in the imports of wool for, manu-
facturing purposes. Tn the metals, with the
exception of iron ore which showsan in-
crease of 9 per cent, a similar condition
of ailairs provails, the largest decrease, 21
per centy being visible in the imports of
copper, while lead, tin and zine show de-
creases of four, ecight and flve per cent
respectively. Among other articles for nse
by manufacturers, hides show an increase
of nine per cent, while esparto grass is
credited with aun advance of about four per
cent, bul Indin rubber and {allow have
each declined ten per cent and hewn and
sawn lumber has docreased over nineteen
per cent in quantity and 23 per cent in
value. In the imporls of manufactured
articles into Groat Britain, watches, clocks,
cotton goods and glass show o falling off,

but manufactures of paper, iron, gloves,

silk stuffs, ribbons and woollens show
marked increases, particularly the last
two items. Oil seeds, oils, chemicals, drogs
and tobacco also show a decrease in im-
portation with the exception of linseed and
flax seed which are credited with-a fair
advance in volume, o

Tuarning to the exports from Great Bri-
tain a more cheerful state of affairs is
vislble and most lines of textiles, with the
exception of cotton and linen yarns in
which a trifling decrease is visille, show a
fair advance, the total increase, taking the
average of all the various lines of textile
manufactures being estimated at 1.6 per
cent. The manufactures of metals, how-
ever, show a total decrease of 2.9 per cent,
the heavy falling off in the exports of
machinery and engines (amounting o no
less than 17 per cent) completely ofl-
setting the increase in irom, steel, tele-
graphic wire and other metallic products.
Cutlery, too, shows a trifling decline of
about one per cent. In miscellaneous
articles, a total deficit of 14 per cent is
recorded as against the figares for 1883,
principally due to the falling off in the
demand for pickles, refined sugar, boots
and shoes, coal, and haberdashery, which
overbalance the increased exports of wool,
earthenware, patent ferfilizers and painters’
colors which show increases severally of-
from three to six per cent. Taking the
values of the total exporis of all kinds and
adding to them the amount of merchandise
reshipped we find a decrease of 32 per cent,
a result, however, due simply {o the lower
prices obtainable, and not to any dimu-
nition in the volume of exports.

Altogether the figures may be regarded
as satisfactory and it is interesting to us to
learn that wherever an improvement is
noticeable it is due entirely to the in-
creased demand from America. Owing to
the manner in which our English cousins
persist in grouping us with the United
States in their commercial figures; under
the generic title of Norlh America, we are
unable to state how much of ihis impro\"ed
demand is due to Canadian enterprise, but
it may be noted that the imports to this.
continent during the past four months
excecded those of the corresponding period
of 1885 by over 25 per cent, and that too at
a time when the exports to all other coun-
tries showed a conspicuous falling off, The
month of April shows this fact most
markedly, nearly every important line of
exports to this continent showing a con-

-siderable increase, while those of other

couniries were either stationary or exhib-
iting a positive decline. )
That o portion of this advance is due to
the present unsettled state of the labor.
market in the United Stales is-of course
true and it therefore cannot be all credited
to a legitimate expansion of irade. But it
is also undoubiedly o fact that the rapid
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growth of this counfry and the steady
influx of emigration, both inte the Cana-
dian west and into the territories of the
United States, form most important factors
in the increased demand for British tex-
tiles. Greater Britain, as the colonies
of the mother empire have been so aptly
" called, ‘is . destined to be greater still
aud though, thanks to the enterprise and
skill of her sons, Canada supplies many of
her wants with her own manufactures, the
steady increase in population and riches
of this country cannot fail to increase re-
ciprocally the demand for British made
articles, while under our present fiscal
policy increased imports mean a material
imprévement in the financial position of
the country.

GraND TRUNK Ranway. — # The revenue
statement for the 4 months ending April affords

data for forming an approximate estimute of

the results of the Grand Trunk for the cur-
rent halt-year. Two thirds of the half-year
completed show net profits on-the main line
£256,252, on the Chicago £32,826, and on the
" Detroit £17,161 making togethera total net
vevenue of £306,530. As compared with the
. same period of last year, this is an increase on
the whole system of £91,225. Of this sum
£77,746 is due to the. moin line; £7,921 to
the Chicago Graud Trunk, and £5,558 lo the
Detroit Scction. For the four wecks ending
© May 29th; the published gross increase is £29,-
683, This brings up the gross increase on the
Grand Trunk to £86,478. The receipts for
 June will, in all probabily, show larger in-
creases, as the receipts will compare with the
abnormally heavy decrease of last year, ‘Caking
the increase for June, however, us the same as
that for May, and the rate of working at the
same as the April stalement just dssued, the
result of the half-year’s working on the main
line, would be an inerense in net revenue, of
about £120,000. For the June half of last
year, the et carnings over the whole system
{ell short i uy £48,307 of the amount required
to meet the debenture charges, and there was
consequently vo dividend for tho Guarnnteed
or the Prefurence Stocks.

If ihe profits of . May
should be equal to this ecstimate, the

A weLt-kxows and useful citizen of Montreal
has passed away in the person of Mr. W. J.
Patterson, for the past twenty years seeretary
of the Montreal Board of Trade and Corn
Exchange. IIe had for some time past suffered
from « bronchial affection, and had also com-
plained of inconvenience from an ancurism on
the leg. A couple of weeks ago helook to his
bed, suffering from his old bronchinl trouble,
and’ while under treatment for this, danger
developed itself in connection with the ancur-
ismm and an operation was performed. This
appeared to be successful until Friday, when
blood-poisoning, the immediate cause of death,
setin.  He was 71 years of age.  Mr. Patterson
was a native of Glasgow, Scotland, whence,
afler learning the trade of a printer, he sailed
for America, first scttling in the Western
States, At the time of the negro emancipu-
tion excitement he published a paper which
warmly advocated abolilionist principles, the
consequence being that he kad to flee the
country, his printing establishment being
wrecked.  Afier a few years spent in Chicago
he removed to Montreal and obtained a position
on the Witness. It was while acting as.fin-
ancial editor of that paper, in 1865, that he
was clected to the important post which be
held up to the time of his death. e was
also secretary of the Dominion Board of 'rade
during its cxistence. Mir. Patterson published
many valuable pamphilets on the trade inter-
esis of Montreal and of Canada, und as a clever
and precise statistician he had fow equals in
the Dominion. His annunl report on the
commerce of Montreal was always sought for,
and was recognized as the standard work of
the kind. Ho was essentially the right man

in the right place, and the irade of the country

has received an impulse in mmore than one
direction from his painstaking researches,
His death will leave o void which it \nll be
difficult to fill,

Tue wholesale trade of Montreal _and Que. .
Dec, hns  recently seen the necessity of op-
posing an altempt at fragmentury legislation

All that the banlk re-
quires is that its-customers shall conduct their
business prudently-and give the bank their
confidence from time to time. The bank will
then give its confidenco in return.

The overdue debts have somewhat de-
creased during the year.

«cinily seciiréd are in many cases just as good
as those for whiell the bank holds security by
morfgage or otherwise. Many of these Dills
in fact are overdue only for a few days at n
time, when arrangements are made’ for them

From all this it will be apparent that our
business taken us a whole has been maintain-
| ed on prudent and stable lines in every de-
pariment.  ‘The pet profits, however, have
somewhat: disappointed uws. It has indeed
been & diflicult year in this respect; We have
had to employ lnrge sums of money at lower
rates of interest that formerly, and the mer-
cantile demand for discount has been consi-
derably reduced in volume. This is largely
owing to the low valuations prevailing in
nearly every staple comrmodity.

The amount of approprintions required for
realized or éstimaled losses lhas been consi-
derable, The ultimate result of the whole is
that we were able to increase the Rest by a
smaller sum than we would bave wished,
The amount added to the Rest, nevertheless
is $125,000, & sum by no means to he despised.

T'he importancerof a fund like - thisivas not,
appreciated in former days in Canada-ns- it is
at present.  There was'u time when the Bank

of Upper Canada distributed nearly the whole

of its rest, in the form of u bonus,to the stock-
holders, This procedure was highly gratify-

ing at the time, but the sharcholders paid -
dearly for it afterwards. The importance of
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large reserve like this, to all joint stoek .

compunies, (and in this, not only bunks bat
manufacturing compunies must be included),
arises from the fact that no dividend can be
pnid when nny portion of its capital, however
stiwll, has been lost,  Hence the larger the
acctimulated’ s fund - wbove  the  capital,
the smaller the possibility of a dividend being
pagsed. by, unld the greater the certainty. of a
dividend being mmintained. lw addition to
this, the luger the Rest, the luger is the

earning power of the bank. This is obvious. '

Another fact will be obvious on reflection—
that to muke & steady addition to the Rest is
the best guarantee of an indreased dividend in
the future. 1 say nothing of what may be
done when a particular sum has been reached.
The Board, to my knowledge, has no particus
Iar policy in that respect, but, on genecral
principles, the opportunity and chance of o
Letter dividend obviously increases with the

‘itcrense‘of the sum accumulated over and

ubove the capital.

I have referred to business corporations. .
'The practice is becoming general in Cmindn,”

as it is in Kngland, and has long been in the
States, of conducting business under the form
of o joint stock company. The stability of
these companies is important to their stock-
holders and their workmen, nswell as to their
bunkers and creditors, and nothing will ensure
their stability so much as to pay such moder-
ate dividends as will enable them to set aside
considerable sums {0 provide against the
chances of trade, -and u time of depression
when little or no profit is earned. I need not
suy, however, thul such profits, when so ve-

served, should be kept inan available form, -

in cash or good suleable securities, so as o be
on hand when wanted. This caynot be done

when the reserve of & manufacturing company -

is employed in adding to its fixed property. It
is in pursuance of u policy of this nature that

the Bourd have invested the Reserve fund of |

the bunk in Government securities. "I'he banlk
hus incrensed its holding of these by the sum
of §043,000 during the year, The directors
have been guided in this conservative course
by several important considerations, ‘In the
first place it scewms ‘obviously desirable to
withdraw a portion, or perhaps the. whole of
this #sufety fund” of -the Bunk from the risks
of mercantile operations. 'I'hen in consider-
ing how it shall be employed it scems most
desirable to invest it in the securitics of the
Government. It might possible beas well, also,
on several grounds (1 throw out the sugges-
tion " for consideration), if a larger portion

of the louns of the Government could be @@
flonted in Canadn, and permunently’ held
there, ns is the case -in the United States.”

Were this generally done, the way might

be gradually prepared for the raising of |

Government lonns in England through™ the "

medium of the banks whom it charters to.
carry on husiness.

This- is Inrgely the case

with the banks of the Australasian colonies, -
and it would be to the mutial advantage both -

'of the bunks and the Government were it done

in Canada, . :

Up to the ycur 1871 Canadian banks _
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were obliged by law to hold o certain amount
in Government securitics,  There seems no
need for any legisistion on the subject until
the period arrives for renewing the chinrlers of
the banks, which will be in the year 1891, bui
it at that time it is (hought necessy for the
circulution of the bianks to Le further seeured,
ncovering of Government  securitics is the

most, naburnl mode of allaining the object. -

Shonld the policy of the Goverminent Iean in
{his direction, it would be well to announge it
at lenst three years before the expiration of
the clieelers, ‘i Lime will be short enough
to enable any conlempluted change o be
provided for.

Irit is decmed desivable to adopt the gen-
ernl principal of huving all bank notes in cir-
culation coverad by Government securities, 1
upprehend thal asystem enn be devised more
suituble to the circumstanees of Canada than
Lhad prevailing in the United Stales.

With regard to the other  investments
muned in the report, 1 think it s desirable
to follow long established British precedents,
and keep, when' possible, the funds of the
hank partly employed in pood bonds and de-
hentures hearing o fiir vate of interest, whose
value is either quoted or readily nscertainable,
andd which ean be ensily converted into ensh.
All the lurge banks of the United Kingdom
crploy their fouds, not only in making loans
on such sceurities, but in the purchase of
selected secwities on aeconnt of the bank
itsell.  Experience shows that in matlers of
banking, English and Scoteh precedents e
very side o follow.  Phis policy has an im-
portaut Learing on the stability of the bank

In institations like the joint stock banks ot
Cunaudn, stabilily is an all fmportant feature.
The business of all sections of the conntry
rests upon them,  They ave, in facl, its nain
support, A juint stock banking corporation
is nol. a kind of thing to be Lghtly formed,
und which may he “here to-day and gone to-
morvow.” I8 responsibilities are so greal,
and the interests of the connmunity are so
closely entavined with if, that those concerned
in ity management are bound by every con-
sitderation to provide for its being stable, if
that were possible, as the Government itself.
In this conneetion it is much {o be regretted
thal many charters for banking purposes have
been allowed by Darlinment with less con-
sideration than the gravity and importanee of
the subjeet demand,

Referring again to British precedents, noth-
ing can be wore interesting than to notice the
stubility of banking firms nnd corporations
hoth in England and in Scotland, continuing,
us they have done, some of them for many
generations,  Childs & Co/s bank was founded
in 1632 and tlourishes v London still. 'The
Bunk of England wis established in the veign
of Willinm the Third.  The Dunk of Scotlund
was estublished in the snme reign.  The Bunk
of Ireland is more than a hundred years old
Phese nre snmples of others, This clement of
stability has had much to do with the stability
of the meicanlile business ot Great Britain
and  the steady growth of wealth in the
United Kingdom, all political convulsions,
wars aud domestic troubles notwithstanding.
1 need not say, however, that this long con-
tinued course of stability has not been due to

Cchanee or aceident,  These firms and banks

have continued to exist from generation 1o
generntion, because of the pradence, sound
judgment, and wise knowledge of men aud
things with which they were managed, mud
which teaditions of management have been
handed down Hrom father {o son, and from
one board of directors Lo another, not enly
from generation to generation, but' from cen-
ey to century. These old institutions are
inheritors of w vast body of souud rules, wise

precedents and cronomical maxims, which
ure themselves of a direet practical monetary
value in the present, and are the swest guar-
antee of stability and suceess in the future,
In o similar wanner, though for u shorter
period, many benks of the United States have
had a steady and unbroken career of solid and
conservative progress. Tmay instanee the Bank
of New York Nutional Bunking Associntion, the
oldest bLunk in that great city, which com-
menced its business soon after the Declura-
tion of Independence, und has always been
chavacterized by prudent and conservative
management.  During all the changing cir-
cumstances of the country and the masses of
speculative business, by whith it was sur-
rounded, this bunk and others like it in that
grent cily, have preserved their continuity
and slability unbroken, and stand to-day ex-
amples of all that a bank should be, after an
sxistence of nearly 100 years. These, I hum-
bly venture to say, are the kind of examples
for the banks of Canada to follow. We have
already DLegun this. We bave seen a good
beginning in the history of our two ulddst
hanks—tne Bank of Montreal and the Quebiee
bank~~Doth of whom have now carried ona
siieeessful business for more than sixty years.

This bunk has only had a comparatively
short carcer as yet, but we may venture to
hiope that it will muaintain a continuous exist-
ence also, and that suceeeding boards of diree-
tors and managers will conduct its atfairs with
that prudence and knowledge of aftuirs which
will eunble it to be of service to its numerous
circles of customers, and, at the snme time,
continuously add to its own profit und stabil-
ity. In this matter, § repeat, there is no room
for the operations of luck, or ¢lnee, or ncci-
dent.  Bunking bas been sufliciently long car-
ricd on for its principles to be thoroughly
tested by experience.  The bunker who hopes
Lo succeed must master these principles, and
then have the good sense and courage Lo upply
them to the multifurious matters that cowe
before him.

1 will not trouble you, for it would be out
of place, with any general exposition of prin-
ciples but 1 will take time to muke one
remark of a practical character, viz: That the
banker will often consult his customers'inter-
esb and further his customers’ progress by
judiciously limiting the amount of his dis-
counts. Long and bitter experience both of
bankers und merchants has proved that the
Lanker who lends & customer too freely is the
merchant’s greatest enemy. The nmount to
be loaned by o banker varies of course with
the capital and position of the borrower. T'en
thousand dollars may be an unreasonable and
dangerous amount for one mun to borrow,
whilst $100,000 or more may be a smull and
sale nmount. for another, But every business
bas its limits, and it is only a cerlain amount
of interest that any business can profitably
pay. When a business borrows tvo hieavily,
the interest eats away, in time, the customer’s
cupital.  Besides, when money can be borrow-
ed too ensily, credit is given”too casily in re-
turn. - A foundation for loss to the cus omer
is thus lnid which in time will result in loss
to the bunk, A judicivus conservatism is of
the highest value to the customer himself; and
its exercise has suved many aanan from ruin,
and emtbled him to stand up wmmongst the
merchunts of to-duy. The opposite of it, when
the merchant has been unfortunate enough to
deal with an imprudent banker, has been the
rent wnd primary cause, though there uve sub-
ordinite ones, ol his ruin, “Not long ago, in
one of the towns of the Dominion, u resident
was remarking to a friend how many of the
men who formerly were first in importance in
the town had “sabk into obseurity - or left it

altogetbiy in an ipoverished condition, The

reply was, and - I must commend its shrewd-
ness: “The real foundation- of the ruin of
these men was that they could borrow all the
money they wanled from- the banks”  This
phrase, # borrowing all the money they want,”
is often used by customers who have not yet
learned by experience that the banker who
will lend (hem all the money they wang with-
ont discrimination sometimes digs a pit for
their ruin and Lis own loss. .

I am well awarve thut there ave enterprises
and lines of business which cannot usually be
enrried on without large -advances ‘of money.
But such enterprises should be in the hands
of those who have large capital of their own,
It is the undertaking of large operntions by
people of small capital that brings “dbout the -
disusters thal trouble the country and the
banks. If men would proportion their bor-
rowings and theiv risks to the nmount of thejr
means they would seldom fuil.  But the con-
trary is only tov common aniongst us. Here
it is thut a banker’s prudent judgment may
well intervene, and cheek operations that are
beyoud a customer's means by declining to
make the advances required.  Bub if the
banker is himself improdent and earrvied away’
by, the iden that the more money he lonns to
the customer the more profit he will make
out of him, the end, in nine cnses out of ten,
will e that both the customer and the bank
will be made to smart for their folly.

With regard to the general aspect of busi-
ness, I need not muke sny remark ; but 1 may
remind you that in every condition of the
business of this counury-there are a large
number of people—the large mujority in fact
—who are able to go steadily on with their
business, come what may. - Year by year, on’
the whole they make steady progress, whether
the times are good or bnd.  Huch persons con-
duet their business with prudence and econ-
omy. And they are ceonomical also in thelr
expenditure.  In fact, ceonomy. in personal
expenditure is the key to the whole position
in & majority of cases. . Such persons can
casily tide over n few years of bad times by
being more economicitl than usunl, but when
the profits of a thictunting business are spent
in‘a free handed style and o habit of high ex-
peuditure become fixed, @ year or two of poor
business is suflicient to Lring ubout ruin.
Nothing can Le more unwise thun for a high
and liberal seale of expenditure to be indulged
in Ly a person of small capitul and uncertain
position.  When a lurge capitnl has been
accumulated, and a position of solid stability
acquired, a corresponding expenditure is rea-
somuble and commendable, -

I'hese are obvious truihs, and it may seem
as if such platitudes were out of place in an
address hike this, but experience shows them
to be practical and pertinent truths, There is
ne need for such o large number of fuilures as
constantly oceur in this conntry,. I repeat
there is no need for it.  I'here are thousands
of persons who conduct their business suc- -~
cessfully in the same trades, in the same Jocal-
ities, and with no betler outward chances of
suceess than the people who fail. I have no
hesitation, after long experience, in saying
that with the exercise of prudence: and
common sense in business, combined with
cconomy in expenditure, three-fourths at least
of the failures that trouble the country might
be prevented. o

Indeed the exercise of prudence and com-
mon sense ab the Leginning would often pre- -
vent men going into mercantile business ab
all. There are fur too many men endeavoring
to carn & livelihood by buying and selling
merchandise.  1f one-third of the-stores and
shops of the cpunlry could be closed, and their
occupnuts trunsferred to the great prairies -of

. our _Nothwcgt, it would bu a dgublc' .bcnoﬂ(t'. o
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It would transfer n mass of workers, who are
working to their own and their neighbors' in-
Jury, to a sphere where their work would be
highly productive and a benefit to themselves
and the country: The great want of our North-
western plains is inhabitants; some ‘of the
finest farming regions of the world are there
and can be got for n mere trifle. The best
thing for numbers of our young men {o do,
instead of crowding the professious and wei-
captile life,is 10 go to the Nortltwest and take
up land. .

. With regard to the outlook for the future, I
ghall say nothing except this: That the Lhabit
of looking out for the future, nnd basing com-
mercial ventures upon it is a bad one. 1t has
deceived many to their ruin, and is likely to
do so again, Forecusts of the luture in nine

cases out of ten, in every line of business, are’

falsified by the event. Whether it is the con-
dition of the coming harvest, or the future of
gruin or cotton, or the supposed exigencies of
foreign markets, the man who ventures upon
comimercial operations on such forecasts ina
majority of cases will e disappointed, no mat-
ter how shrewd the forecast may seem. If he
risks his own money in the venture, and loses
it, he dous harm to no one but himscli; but if
he .carries on the venture (and such ventures
are often large ones) on Lorrowed money, he
runs the greatest risk of losing the mioney of
his banker and c¢reditors. This he has no
right o do, for as he did not mean them to
share the profits of the venture they ought not
o be called on to shave the loss.  In this con-
connection I must again warn all men ot

busindss to beware of speculuting on margin®

either in Clicago or New York. This is the
most dengerous of all. Chicago is a particu-
arly attractive place for ventures of this sort.
The attraction, however, is that of the gas jei
1o the moth, Every year numbers of tradors fall
to the ground, stripped of ¢verything, many of
them Cunadians who haye been enticed by spe-
cious circulars from Chieago. 1f men knew the
iuner history of these circulurs they would un-
derstund them to read: < Come walk jnto my
patlor said the spider to the fly”  Muany an
unfortunate has been stripped of the savings
of a hard-working lite by n mouth of dizzy
~ speculation in Chicago.

I repeat then it is not well to be always
forecasting the fitture. It is as foolish us it is
dangerous, Muavket prophets are as unrelins

- ble as weather prophets.

If persons in business will keep themselves.
wide nwuke as to the present they need not
trouble th_cmsel\'csggbout the future. A per-
son can always tell " Whether the demand for

_ his goods is Lrisk or dull ; whether it is con-
tinuous or fitful, und con guide himself ac-
cordingly. Luying up large stocks of goods,
or increasing manufactured products, in view
of a pussible demand some months ahead, is
not sound truding but speculation. There are
cerlain lines of business amongst us in  which
trading on the ¢hunces of the future is more
comiuon than others.  In former times of de-
Jayed communications, long winters and slow
voyages, risks had to be taken which are not
necessary now. 'I'he cable, the telegraph, the
railway, the ocean steamer, have done away
“with the necessitics of former days, and espe-
cialy the necessity of risking "anything on an
unknown future.  One of the shrewdest and
ublest merchants of Canada, who had secumu.-
luted great wealth, was wont humorously to
suy that he aseribed o good dual ofhik success
to his ignorance—a curious remark to make :
Lut he expluined that he sometimes in former
days envied competitors whose knowledge of
the markets was so extensive thut they could
tell where every bushel of wheat and every
batrel of flour was to be found in the world,
and who were able, or thought they were able, to

forecast the market for months to come. For
himself he always felt like an ignovamus in
talking to tliese knowing ones, for he was ac-
cistomed {o guide his own business by ihe
little knowledge he had of what was pussing
in his own ncighborhood, and by his own
wants from week to, week and month . to
month. The result, however, showed that he

was the wisest man in the civele. The # know-.

ing ones,” who had such great capacity and
vast foresight, and ventured accordingly, dis-
appeared from the scene as ruined men one
after another, while he managed to steadily
accumulate wenlth and hand it down to _his
children. .

There is no doubt, however, that coming
events to a cerfain extent cast their shadows
before.  Men who are alive to the circum-
stances of the time can usually feel a coming
breeze whether of prosperity or adversity. But
this you will observe is rather a paying af-

“tention to the present than a forecasting of

the future.  Wo can spread our sail when a
a good wing ix ‘biowing; but a man who
minds his busizess will abways have it in such
shape that he can take in sail in good time.

The maxims of Benjamin Franklin in these
progressive times are well nigh forgotten, but
there is one of them in the sayings of ¢ Poor
Richard,” which hus a pertinent.and practical
application -at the present. He is empha-
sizing the snme trath I have endeavored to
express, that persons of small  means
should not be ambitious to lnunch out into
large enterprises.”
trath in a nutshell, as follows :
“ Vessels large may vonture more,

But little boats should keep near shore.”
A word or two on.one or two other matters of
general interest and I will conclude. This

.Bank has suffered, in.common with -other

banks. during the year, from frauds .and for-
geries, and the need for the extension of the
provisions of our Extradition Treaty with the
United States is increasing.  In the case of

two criminals who fled to Mexico, one of.

whom defrauded this Bank, I am glad to re-
port that, through the intervention of the
British Government, the Government of Mex-
ico was prevailed upon fo surrender them to
Canadian officers of justice. They have both
Deen Lrought back to Canada, one of them is
now undergoing sentence, and the other will
be tried shortly. The -necessary -proceedings
have cost money but I apprehend that fraud
would be prevented and money saved if it be-
came known that banks would invariubly pro-
secute offenders.

This-year bas witnessed the beginning of
a movement which has been recommended in
this room, namely, the formation of n Bank-
ers’ associnlion. The nssocintion was come
menced under the auspices of the Board of
I'rade of Toronto, and is ut present confined
to the banks of that city.

It is to be boped, however, that before long
u general associntion for the Dominion may be
cstablished, 1Its usefulness to the Banks and
to the community would be unquestioned. It
could scarcely - fuil to excrcise & conservative
influence and prevent a repetition of follies
which have been as disastrous to the com-
mercial community as to the Banks. Such
an association would be the means of diffusing
information” on the subject of Bunking, and
preventing .the extraordinnry. misconceptions
respecting it which we sometimes find even
in influential journals.
