Sbarretti acknowledges the correctness
of my slatement ana aoes|not attempt
to deny the statement that the failure
of the Dominion government to act on
this matter at an earlier date prejudic:2
our claim for extension of|our bounda-
ries westward. Regarding| Sir Wwilfrid,
1 am more surprised at hjs statement,
where he says that sinep July, 1896,
they never received communication
from Manitoba for extemsion of sthe
boundaries.

“The journals of the ho of commons
for 1901 will give the recprd.

“1 am again sorry that |Sir Wilfrid's
memory appears to fail hjm in respect
to his distinct statement that we were
to remain in Ottawa for three or four
days, when he hoped to be|in a position
to give us an answer. These Were cer-
tainly his last words to mpbell and
myeelf when leaving his m.

‘“However, the part of the statement
which surprises me most of all is that
in which he refers to Sir [William Mua-
lock, and which is followed by a state
ment from the postmastertgeneral him-
gelf. When Campbell and myself ar-
rived at the outer office of Sir Wilfrid
we were met by Sir Willigm, who was
in close conference with nator Cho-
.quette, Mr. Fitzpatrick glmost imma2-
diately entered and invil Mr, Camp-
bell and myself to enter|the office of
Sir Wilfridy, I proceeded Wwith the pre-
sentation of our claims, po which Sir
Wilfrid ard Mr. Fitzpatrick listened
attentively, Sir William npt being pre-
sent. When I had finis Mr. Fitz-
patrick made some rema: in respect to
that portion of territory referred to by
Sir Wilfrid in Saskatcheywan, immedi-
ately north of the boundary of Manito-
ba, and walked over to 4 map at the
other side of the room. He was follow-
ed by Sir Wilfrid, Mr- Chmpbell and
myself.

BOME DIFFICULTY. :

“I notice in Sir Wilfrid’s statement
that he appears to have some difficulty
tn explaining his failure to answer the
jetter which we addressed to him en
Feb. 28 In one place he goes So far 28
to say that he did not receive it, then he
proceeds to explain that it is not of
much consequence in so far as the mat-
ter under discussion is concerned. In
this I leave the public to draw its own
conclusions as to the correctness of Sir
Wilfrid’s statement, especially in view
of the distinct statement of Mr. Staples
in actually naming the messenger in
the house who delivered the letter.

“Sir Wilfrid goes on to make the
point that the policy of his government
in respect to the extension of our boun-
daries was fixed when he made his
epeech of Feb, 21. This, to my mind,
absolutely proves beyond successful
contradiction, the statement which I
made that Sir Wilfrid and his govern-
ment are answerable to the charge of
being ap arty to the policy of penaliz-
ing the Province of Manitoba on ac-
count of our school law. It is a strange
coincidence that the very day upon
which we had our interview with Sir
Wilfrrid, Sir William Mulock spent his
time in the outside room with Senator
Choquetté; who, I see by the press, pur-
chased a few days afterwards Mr, Fitz-
patrick’s interest in Le Soleil newspa-
per,which is the acknowledged personal
organ of Sir Wilfrig Laurier, and 10
person denieg the personal friendship
which exists between Sir Wilfrid and
Senator Choquette, as is evidenceq by
the fact that Sir William was obliged to
turn down Premier Parent of Quebec in
order to satisfy his friend Senator Cho-
quette.

FAILING MEMORY.

“Again Sir Wilfrid’s memory geéts him
into trouble when he makes the fol-
lowing statement: In fact the govern-
ment of Canada never had any corre-
spocndence with Cardinal ‘Rampolia,
and never brought doWn any corre-
spondence because theer was not any
to bring down.”

I never used the language credited to

Ottawa, April 6.—(Special.)—The re-

THINGS WELL KNOWN.
Mr. Borden said that he knew noth-
ing of the circumstances under which
Mgr. Sbarretti came to this country,
except what was said by gentlemen
opposite, and he gathered from their
statement that his excellency came to
this country not at the instance of the
i bishops of the Roman Catholic Church
in Canada, but, ag Mr, Bourassa very
frankly stated, because of a difference
between the laity and clergy of the
church over a political question, the
Manitoba school case, As to the prime
minister's statement that Manitoba
never petitioned the government in the
boundary matter from 1896 until this
year, Sir Wilfrid well knew of the re-
solutions passed by the Maunitoba leg-
islature and knew that the boundary
question was very much to the fore
ever since hig promise mady in Sep-
tember last of autonomy for the terri-
tories.

Mr., Borden quoted again the edi-

Rogerg and Campbell
came to Ottawa. After their final in-
terview with the prime minister, and
while they were walting in Ottawa at
his request, they received an invita-
tion from Mgr. Sbarretti., The situa-
tion at that time was tHat the auton-
omy bill had been introduced by the
prime minister in the name of the
whole administration, but with the au-
thority of only part of the administra-
tion, altho the minister of agriculture
and the postmaster-general avowed in
the house that they knew all about it.
Mgr. Sbarretti said in his statement
of the interview: “I remarked that
from the point of view of the Mani-
toba government some action on those
lhvms would be politically expedient.”
What did he mean by ‘“politically ex-
pedient?” Mr. Borden asked. “Let us
consider it for a moment,” he continu-
ed; “it would be politically expedient
for .the government of Manitoba, which
denied the extension of its boundaries,
to make certain amendments to that
law which the prime minister declared
to be a happy solution of a difficult
situation. Politically expedient? Who
haq the power to extend these boun-
daries? The government of this coun-
try, the hon. gentlemen sitting on the
other side of this house.

You have the im-
pression given by this interview that
Monsigneur sent for Mr. Rogers and
his colleague to discuss with them the
extension of Manitoba boundaries, 1Is
that according to the facts? No, sir,
we find to-day that Mpgr. Sbarretti
never knew Mr. Rogers, but the invita-
tion was extended to Mr. Campbell,
whom he knew and treated as a friend.
It is a very different thing to have an
official interview and a conversation
between the delegates of a government
and a private interview and conversa-
tion between his excellency and a
gentleman who happened to be in Ot-
tawa at the time and who was a
member of the government of Mani-
toba. There are many things alleged
which I might comment on in this in-
terview. It is quite evident from the
explanation of his excellency that the
interview was not a public one, it was
merely a friendly conversation between
two gentlemen whe had previously met
to discuss a question which they had
informally discussed.

“Mr. Borden has attempted to create
the impression that the government of
Canada wasactuated by a sinister mo-
tive with regard to Manitoba, and
that we refused to extend the boundar-
ies because we wished to punish the
province for having abolished separate
schools. To establish his point he quotes
Le Soleil, which he holds me respon-
sible for. Why does he not hold me
responsible for the attitude of THe
Globe? If I am not responsible for the
attitude of The Globe why should I
be responsible for Le Soleil? There
are other matters than politics that on
which men can differ and it is un-
worthy of Mr. Borden to say that the
government should be actuated by be-
lief in a certain liberal line of policy
because that policy is supported by a
certain newspaper.

Presenting William as “Man Be-
hind” Hay Proposal is Timed to
Aid Him in Morocco.

St. Petersburg, April 8:~/The publ'ca=~
tion by Washington of corréspondence
officially giving Emperor William the
credit of inspiring Secrétary Hay's note,
which resulted in pledging Russia and
Japan to limit the area of host.lities,
and the powers’ maintenance of the: in-
tegrity of Chinese territory,  and the
open door policy in China is regarded
here as being an extremely friendly act
to Germany on the théory that the uni-
verral commendation of that action will
tend to disarm criticism of the German
emperor’s present insistence on the pre=-
servation of similar integrity. and the
open door policy for Morocco.

“WE ENTIRELY REPULSED THEM”

Tokio Gets Word of Some Lively
skirmishing—Kuywaha is
Occupied.

Tokio, April 6.—Imperial army head-
quarters, reporting to-day, says: “Part
of our Kaiyuar force engaged in driv-
ing the enemy, occupied Kuyuaha, three
{miles northeast of Mienhuachieh on the
afternoon of April 4. .

|evening we entirely repulsed them.

“Our casualties were 27 men wound-
ed. The enemy’s loss is uncertain, but
|it is estimated at over 200 killed and
| wounded.”

l:DISLODGED FROM 2 POSITIONS
| DISPERSED BY COSSACKS.

St. Petersburg, April 6.—A despatch
to the war office from Chief of Staff’
Karkevitch, dated to-day, says that a
Russian and Korean detachment at-
tacked a force of Japanese infantry
five miles from Kiltchjiou (Kilju), and
that the Japanese were dislodged from
two positions and dispersed by the
Russian fire and Cossdack attacks.

SIR WILLIAM'S PART.

“Sir Willlam Mulock was apparegtly
very busily engaged with Senator’(,ho-
quette, who came into the room and
spoke to him, and, in reauty._ Sir Wil-
liam took no part in the discussion.
When he came in Mr. Fitzpatrick jok-
ingly said to him: Sir William, come
and look at the territory Manitoba
wants,” and pointed out our «laim in
reference to Keewatin. Mr. Fitzpat-
rick asked him if he had any objection,
and he suggested that possibly Ontario

might be interested, but he certainly |

never made, to my knowledge, the
statement he is reported to have made,
nor did Sir William make, in our pre-
sence, claims or statements that Sir
Wilfrid mentions. . He, almost imme-
diately after coming in, excused him-
self from further attendance,. as he

LADY CURZON’S NARROW ESCAPE

Chimney Toppled by Earth«

quake Crashed Into Room
Above—Marvelous Effects of
Tu 'sday’s Shocks.

London, April 6.—A despatch to a,
news agency from Calcutta says Lady |
Curzon, wife of the viceroy of India,'
had a narrow escape during the earth-
quake at Simla. A massive chimney
fell thru the roof and ceiling into the
room above that in which she was
sleeping. -

Reports received at Calcutta from
many towns show widespread damage
and many fatalities. At Firozpur, 47
miles southeast of Lahore, Amritsar,
Trana, Dehra Dun and Sringar, many |
natives were killed or injured. At La-
hore, the fatalities were between 50
and 1

Perso stories from Mussooree
state that € mountains heaved and
swayed a full minute and tken three

severe shocks; ‘each of a ‘few seconds,
were felt in quick succession. The day
was fine and clear, and most of the
inhabitants were already up when the
first shock came. Those who were still
in bed described the motion as being
like that of a ship in a storm, while
those on foot could not maintain their
balance. The effect of the shock in
sickness and dizziness with many still
continues.

From Lahore it is reported that 80
per cent. of the inhabitants of Dharm-
sala, the hill station, 95 miles north-
west of Simla, were killed. The gov-
ernment has despatched from Lahore
tents, food, blankets, doctors, nurses,
e¢te.,, for the sufferers at Dharmsala.
It is reported that the vice-regal lodge
at Simla was damaged as well as the

{ public offices.

The earthquake was severely felt at
Kasululi, but no lives were lost, and
the Pasteur Institute escaped.

A second shock at Simla Tuesday
evening caused such a panic.that the
residents rushed from their houses
and slept all night in the open air.

Railway Bills Reported.

Ottawa, April 6.—An act respecting
the St. Catharines and Toronto Rail-
way Company was reported this morn-
ing by the railway committee. ' The
time for the completion of the exten-
sion of the line by way of Hamilton
was extended for three years, and the
extension to a point on the Niagara
River at or near Fort Erie was ex-
tended for two years for commence-
ment and five years for completion.

An amendment, which has been un-
der consideration ‘of the minister for
some time and which was agreed upon
by parties concerned, was inserted
that the company may construct its
railway upon or = along Burlington
Beach, in the Counties of Wentworth
and Halton, provided always that the
Toronto and Hamilton Railway Com-
pany and the Niagara, St. Catharines
and Toronto Railway Company shall
have one right of way only upon or
along the beach, to be used by the said
companies in common upon terms to
be determined by the board.

The Toronté and Hamilton Railway
bill was reported after a similar clause
was inserted in it. .

Winnipeg Orangemen Call for an Op-
portunity te Express Their
Opinion at the Polls.

Winnipeg, April 6.—(Special.)—At a
special meeting “of L.O.L. 1307, called
to consider the political crisis, W. T.
Edgcombe, secretary “of the district
L.O.L., moved a resolution condemning
the action of Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
Mgr. Sbarretti on the boundary ques-

tion, and declaring the necessity for
immediate dissolution, so as to get a
strong expression. of opinion from the
province, and in the case of that be-
ing refused, inviting the government
to cenvene the ! legiglature. In the
course of his intrqductory remarks Mr.
Edgcombe said:

‘“Whose word do you accept? that of
parties who realize they have made
a profound mistake and who must, at
all hazards, cover up traces of their
guilt, or of your own public men, whose
private life you know and whose de-
votion to the cause of ‘“national
schools”’—their own, just as much as
yours—you know? . This is neot the
time to sit with folded hands. We must
be up and doing. If ‘necessity arises
we would not shrink from:offering our
lives, but the law has put a surer wea-
pon into our hand--the ballot. We de-
sire to express our opinion at the polls,
and it is 'the .duty of the provincial
government to help us. If, as has been
said, dissolution has been refused,then
let the government convene the as-
sembly that our voicegs may be heard
in unmistakeable fashion.”

A. resolution .along the lines of the
above remarks was unanimously
adopted and will be forwarded to the
Dominion and provincial governmen:s.

NO AVENUE ROAD EXTENSION.

“Show Me"” Says Mlniner Fleming—
Wants Assurance of Revenue Be-
jorec Building.

The legal advisers of the _Toronto
Railway Company claim that the agree-
ment only gives the council right to
order extensionsg within the boundg of
the city, as they existéd at. the time rhe
contract with the clty<was made, and
not on boundaries createq ‘during the
life of the contract. On this point there
be room for legal argument and the
question will sooner or later be settled
by the courts. Manager Fleming cham-
pioned the rights of vestedq interests in
Toronto before the Avenue-road section
was admitted, and says he will not be
a party in helping to bring on the real
estate market, outside property in com-
petition with the vacant lots in the olad-
er parts of the city. He thinks that the
extension of the railway would make
land on Avenue-road much more valu-
able, and that property owners would
grow rich at the expense of the rail-
way company.

““Als son as I can seg an adequate re-
turn for our outlay, or it can be proven
to me that the extension is in the gen-
eral interests of the citizens, then I will
recommend it, and not before,” gaid Mr,
Fleming.

Corporation Counsel Fullerton has re-
ported favorably on Ald. Church’s pro-
posal to obtain legislation fixing a pen-
alty of $200 for each day until the ex-
tensiong ordered by the city council are
constructed. «
