Ottawa, Feb. 7.—(Special.)—1The exe­
cutive of the Canadian Military Rifle 
League haa decided that owing to 
the uncertainty as to what arm will 
be adopted at Bisley this year, and Uie 
delay In the general Issue In Canada 
of the new Lee-Enfield rifle, the league 
will hold Its matches on very much 
the same lines as last year. If pos­
sible. however, the Snider will tie 
dropped.

A certificate for marksmen has been 
approved of and adopted. It will be a 
very handsome thing, quite a work of 
art, In fact, and will be Issued In two 
classes. That of first-class marksman­
ship will be of the greatest difficulty 
to obtain. The second class, while less 
difficult, will be by no means easy of 
capturing. It Is a steel engraving, 
printed by the British Apierlua Bank 
Note Company, and will be given In 
addition to the Issue of badges. Its Is­
sue will be authorized by the Depart­
ment of Militia and Defence, and will 
probably be signed by the Minister and 
the Major-General commanding.

Although not yet definitely decided 
upon, the prizes given by the league 
will be of sterling silver, not plates, 
but other pieces suitable for regimen­
tal messes. In connection with this 
year’s matches some anxiety exists In 
regard to Martini ammunition. It Is 
said that now there are something less 
than 1,000,000 rounds In the country, 
which Includes some 360,000 rounds cf 
Imported cartridges which have been 
found by experience to be faulty.

Berlin, Febi 7.—Dr. Koch, the emi­
nent German baoteriologiet. haa tele­
graphed from Cape Town that he Is 
returning home with a newly discov­
ered serum which will lessen the force 
of rinderpest. In the meantime, he 
says, he is unable to state whether or 
not he will be able to prevent animals 
from being infected with the disease. 
He has demonstrated that sheep and 
homed cattle are the most liable of all 
animals to contract the disease, and 
that dogs, monkeys and rodents en­
joy Immunity from it. Dr. Koch wires 
that" he is not going to Bombay to 
study the .bubonic plague which Is rag­
ing there despite the fact that he has 
been asked to head the commission 
which is to be sent to Bombay for 
that purpose.

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BOARD INTERVIEWED.

Mr. Burton's Proposition Is to Open 
the Building on Holidays. Lesiou ef Solomon’s Life.

In St. James’ Cathedral yesterday 
morning, the rector, Bishop Sullivan, 
preached an eloquent sermon, In which 
tie referred to the life of Solomon as the 
most Interesting of Biblical sovereigns. 
He was little more than a lad of 18 
years, and when the pomp of the cor­
onation services wae over he set him­
self apart to seek of God the greatest 
of all gifts, wisdom. A beautiful 
analogy existe between tbe Hebrew 
potentate In this reepect and our own 
beloved sovereign, Queen Victoria. 
This Is the only analogy, however, ex­
cepting perhaps that all the nation» 
sought the friendship jtî Solomon— 
Arabia, Persia, Ethiopia. Syria and 
the Indies. They had learned ot his 
wisdom; It was known In every land. 
But there came a gloom upon the beau­
tiful city of Jerusalem. Solomon had, 
contrary to the wish ot his father, 
taken women ot the heathen nations 
for wives. Ot earthly pleasures he 
had no limitations. He yielded up all 
that was of real worth for the fashion­
able and the alluring, until he cried 
In utter distraction, "All Is vanity.” 
He who knew so much upon all sub­
jects—art and literature, and science— 
fell Into Idolatry. Nothing Is known 
of his death. The great lesson of Solo­
mon’s life Is the necessity of seeking 
that which Is good In this life, avoid­
ing that which Is evil, whatever its al­
lurements may be. The reward Is 
great In the one case, the penalty sure 
In the other. ,

, ing the city rounds, asking for the 
opening of the library on holidays and 

" Sundays as well, and to gauge Its re­
ception at the hands of the board, The 
World has made the following canvass 
of the members composing It:

Mayor Colquhoun: I object to Sun­
day opening on account of the work It 
iwould entail upon the library em­
ployes, but I think the idea ot open­
ing on the few holidays we have a 
good one.

W. F. Burton, barrister: The ques­
tion of the throwing open of the li­
brary on the holidays Is a matter of 
public sentiment and. It the public 
demands It. the mere convenience of 
two or three assistants should not 
weigh against the popular feeling. 
Mind, however. It Is only the opening 
of the reading room which I advocate 
and the assistants would get paid for 
their extra work. As to Sunday open­
ing personally I am In favor of It, 
say from 2 to 6 In the afternoon, when 
It would not Interfere with church­
going, but 1 don’t know whether the 
city is yet ripe for this or not.

Chairman J. T. Routh: If the city 
wants the library opened It Is for It 
to say. I have no objections on re­
ligious grounds, but am In favor of 
giving the library employes all the 
few holidays they now enjoy.

G. L. Staunton, barrister: I have no 
religious scruple» In the matter, but 
believe that everyone should get ".ils 
Sunday rest. If. however, it is found 

the holidays.

Rev. Charles A. Eaton of Bloor- 
etreet Baptist Church, said that he 
Is a prohibitionist from conviction. 
Dr. McLeod, one of the Royal Com­
mission had made the assertion that 
the liquor traffic icost Canada every 
year 1143,000.000. arid we get In return 
a revenue of about $8,000,000. That al­
so was enough to make him a prohibi­
tionist. but to have prohibition ef­
fectually tried we must have public 
opinion strong enough to support Its 
passage, have politicians who are 
thoroughly convinced the principle of 
the law Is right, and have a constabul­
ary who will know that they will have 
to thoroughly enforce the law wjien 
passed or lose their Job.

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Department Store Pkarmney.
A lively Interest has been stirred up over 

the department store pharmacy by the per­
sistent action of the Ontario College of 
Pharmacy against the Robert Simpson Com­
pany (ltd.) This firm conduct a drug de­
partment In their Mg store under the man­
agement of a graduate of the Ontario Col­
lege of Pharmacy, and In compliance wlt.l 
the act for the conduct of drug stores. 
Little satisfaction has come to Canadian 
druggists by these attacks, save that they 
have made the department drug store more 
widely known and caused the public to 
scrutinize with greater care than might 
otherwise have been the case the differ­
ence In profits In drugs snd medicines sold 
by the ordinary drug store compared with 
tiie department stores. The same kind of 
fight. It seems, Is going on elsewhere, and 
with like results. Recently action was 
taken by the Board of Pharmacy of New 
York against the Slpgel-Cooper Company 
of that city for conducting a drug «tore In 
connection with their 19-acre departmental 
stone in Gotham. It was proven, as ha* 
been proven in the case of the Simpson 
Company, that the business was under the 
management of a registered pharmacist, 
and In New York, as in Toronto, the court 
refused to Indict the defendant. The Drug­
gists" Circular of New York, a trade pa­
per, discussing tbe question In the Febru­
ary Issue, frankly admits that “there doe» 
not seem to be any escape from demarr- 
ment store pharmacy." and counsels the 
trade to meet tbe opposition not In the 
courts, hut "by distinguishing themselves 
ns able apothecaries." This much I» dear, 
that druggists’ associations,.alike In Can­
ada and the United States, In resorting to 
the courts, nre adopting an Ill-advised 
method of warfare—one that rebounds on 
themeelvee every time.

The 
polce can see a great change In him, 
and they think that before he Is taken 
back to the colonies he will tell the 
whole story.

Aa the question of whether “shin- 
plasters” can readily be got for mak­
ing remittance, of small sums is one 
that interests everybody, a represen­
tative of.The World called on the As­
sistant RecelverGeneral to ascertain 
tire facts as to their circulation. He 
said that the original Issue of 26 cent 
fractional notes, usually called “shin- 
plasters,” was an outcome of what 
older merchants will vividly recollect 
as the “silver nuhsance” In Canada. 
Brokers and others made large sums 
by Importing Immense quantities of de­
preciated American silver and putting 
It In circulation In Canada, driving out 
not only Canadian coin, but also to a 
large extent the small bill., till the 
nuisance and lose to the people was 
becoming so great that Sir Francis 
Hlr.cks, then Finance Minister, had to 
take resolute measures to grapple with 
the difficulty and drive It out, Issuing 
these fractional notes to supply the 
need for change, till Canadian silver 
could be minted. Although they are 
very convenient for transmitting small 
sums through the mal la they are not 
nearly so convenient /or ordinary 
handling as coin, and, consequently, as 
Canadian silver got into circulation It 
drove them out, till very few are now- 
to be seen. But they have never been 
withdrawn by the Government, and on 
Dec. 31 nearly a quarter million dol­
lars worth were still In circulation.

“The statement attributed to an Ot­
tawa banker that the Government only 
issues them In amounts of 35011 Is ab­
surd," said Mr. Creighton. ‘JThe offices 
of the Assistant Reeelvera-General at 
Montreal, Toronto, Halifax, St. John, 
Charlottetown, Winnipeg and Victoria 
are the places from which Government 
note, and coins of every denomination 
are Issued to the banka and the public, 
and we put no special limits of quan­
tity on these fractional notes any more 
than on other denominations. There 
is no doubt If banks are asked for 
them they will supply themselves 
with such quantities as will meet the 
wants of customers, and there Is al­
ways the Assistant Receiver-General's 
office to fall back on, where they can 
be had in any quantity, even down to 
a single 25 cent shlnplaster, If neces­
sary. The great bulk of our business 
Is necessarily with the banks, but our 
office is for thé accommodation of the 
public, and we are Just as ready to 
supply the general public as the banks 
with a.y notes or coins required.”
