The Chinese were received with a salute
of 17 guns. With a guard of honor from
the Welsh Fusiliers and a band he pro-
ceeded to the Government House, where he
was received by the Governor, Sir Henry A.
Blake, Generals Gazalee, Barrow and other
officials. LI Hung Chang was extremely
reticent. He stated that he had recelved
definite news that the Ministers and for-
elgners - at Pekin, with the exception of
Baron Von Ketteler, the German Minister,
were safe July 8. The lmperial edict re-
calling him to Pekin, the Viceroy sald, was
due to the Empress and Fmperor and not
to Prince Tuan.

Governor Blake exerted all possible
power to nduce LI Hung Chang to remain
in Canton,but the Chinese Viceroy proceed-
ed ostensibly for Shanghal city. The Gov-
ernor of Canton s regarded as an escep
tonally weak official, and the natives
fear he will never succced in malntaining
order, Transports, with a portion of the
Bengal Lancers, a native fleld hospital and
Gens.

LATEST MESSAGE FROM PEKIN

Was From the Japanese Minister —

telegram was recelved to-day at the lega-
tion from the Japanese Minister of Kor-
elgn Affalrs, and is Important because of
the dates given.

The substance of the
letter is as follows:

= Situation Was Critical,

‘“The situation at Pekin s extremely
critical, The foreign legations are sur-
rounded on all sides by Chinese soldlers
and bombarded day and night. The mem-
"bers of the legations, the guards and resi-
dents are resisting to the utmost, but the
overwhelming numbers of the enemy make
opposition hopeless; our ammunition is be-
ing exhausted and our lives are in such
danger that we may be massacred at any
moment, We earnestly request the Imme-
diate despatch of reinforcements for our
rescue from our precarious condition,”

The Japanese consul at Che Koo adds
that he communicated thig letter to his
colleagues of the consular body there ana
also to the commander-in-chief of the
forces of the powers,

Tien Tsin Castle Captured,

Another cablegram received hére thru
the Forelgn Office from the Japancse con-
sul at Che Foo reports that "I'len ‘I'Sin
castle was captured by the forces of the
allles on the 14th and the safety of the
forelgn settlements Is -assured. Japanese
troops took possession of Suszying, Lhe
Chinese naval station on the 14th,

MUST GO TO A SAFE PLACE.

FATEL  ELEVATOR MIGHAP

Mr. John N. Lee, Well Known Broker,
Dies From Injuries Received
Two Weeks Ago.

HOW THE ACCIDENT HAPPENED.

Elevator Boy Started Before Mr,

Lee Had Got Out of the Car
and He Was Crushed.

Two weeks ago yesterday Mr. John N.
Lee, the well-known broker, after leaving
his office in the Trusts and Guarantee
Company's building, 14-16 West King-street,
was caught between the elevator and the
first floor and sustained such serious in-
Juries. that / restited last evemng,

How It Occupred.

At the time of the acc¢ident Mr. Lee was
ascending in the eleviator and asked the
boy operating the car to stop at the first
floor., This the boy did and on opening the
door of the car Mr. Lee attempted to step
out and onto the floor. Before he had
time to get clear of the elevator the boy
started it down again, It descended quick-
ly and the top of the car struck Mr. Lee
on the shoulder, gradually crushing him to
the floor.

Car Was Stopped,

Seelng what had occurred, the boy, with
great presence of mind, quickly brought
the car to a standstill and then started it
up, thus freelng Mr. Lee from his danger-
ous position. The latter was assisted into
his office by the boy and after recelving
temporary rellef was removed to his resi-
dence, 210 Beverley-street.

Thought He Might Recover,

Dr. Garratt of College-street was called
and on examination it was found that, ul-
tho no bones were broken, the right leg
wes badly sprained and twisted, Th adal-
tion Mr. Lee surfered from several deep
cuts in his neck and shoulders. lor tue
next few days he snowed signs of lmprove-
went and it was thought that he would re-
cover,

A Turn for the Worse.

Later on, however, It became eovident
that he had suffered severely from shock,
and he began to fail, He continued a8
days passed to grow weaker until yester-
day afternoon at 0.30 o'clock, when bne
passetl away.

The death of Mr. Lee will come as o
shock to the business community and also
tc his many friends in this city, where he
had lived for a quarter of a century. In
business circles Mr. Lee was highly respect-
ed and made friends with whom he came 1n
contact.,

A Native of Trenton,

Mr. John Nicholas Lee was 57 years of
age and was born in Trenton, Ont, At the
age of 32 years he came to the city and
commenced business as a broker. .in reli-
gion he was an Kpiscopalian, belng a mew-
ber of St. Thomas' Church, and for many
years a churchwarden. He was also a
member of the Masonic Order. He leaves
two daughters, Misses Lillle and Amy, and
one son, Dr. Percival Lee of Kingsyille,
Ont. The remains will be taken to 'Iren-
ton to-morrow morning for interment 1u
the family plot.

Winnipeg, July ‘19.—George Renison, who
has arrived at Port Arthur from Hudson
Bay, brings news confirming the report of a
balloon having been wrecked and three men
having lost their lives In Ungava, on the
east coast of Hudson Bay, and supposed to
be the remains of the missing Andree ex-
pedition, The story was carried by Indian
hunters to Fort George, on the northeast
coast of James Bay, thence by the same
band to York Factory, whence In turn It
was' carrled to Moose Factory. Here Mr,
George Renison was paying a visit to his
brother, and two days after the arrival of
the Indians, June 25, he left Moose Factory,
and has just arrived at Port Arthur,

Two Dead, One Badly Injured.

He says the Indlans, when a considerable

distance north of Fort George, came upon

a sight unusval to them. Two men dead
and one badly injured lay beside the wreck
of a balloon, They gathered around the in-
jured man, who evidently was In" great
agony. The Indians could not understand
the language used by the man, but by the
signs he requested them to kill him, which
they did on the spot where he lay. When
they arrived at Fort George and again at
Moose Factory they related the incident,
describing the balloon and car, a thing
which they had never before seen.

When Mr. Renison left Moose Factory,
the Hudson Bay officlals at that point were
arranging to have a party of Indians repalr
to the scene of the wrecked balloon and
bring In papers and such other articles as
may be found and are capable of belng
transferred. :

“A Chinese merchant, who has just ar-
rived from Pekin, gives horrible details of
the massacre, He says he saw European
women hauled In the streets by shrieking
Boxers, who stripped them and hacked
them to pleces. Thelr dissevered MWmbhs
were tossed to the crowd and carried off
with howls of triumph, Some were al-
ready dead, having been shot by foreign
civillans, ;

The report of the conmsulting engineer
Is a lengthy document, but the following
extracts were handed a Miner representa-
tive by Becretary K. K, Poiser, Capt.

Bverything that Russia has ln mind in
regard to China, ovm‘thln. that Japan
has In mind In regard to China, every-
thing that China herself has in mind, Is
based on what England is likely to do In
the same regard. And they all think that
England is bound to be In it. But sup.
posing England declded to kesp out of it—
other than to hold what she has, Suppose
nlso that she saild to the Russlans, go in
and attack China, and the same to Japan,
and the same to Germany, These three
powers could be kept busy for some years
and might have their hands full for fifty
years In trylng to govern and straighten
out the five hundred millions of Chinese.
What great loss would come to England if
Russia and Japan divided up China? 1t
would keep them busy, as we sald above,
to hold it. But that might be all. And
England could be out of it and leave her-
self free to move In other more congenial
directions. Why not let the Russian Bear
and the swagger little Jap take up a great
big chunk of the white man's burden? It
might do them all good and make them
less bolsterous hereafter. If England can,
let her stand clear of the worst task that

ever faced clvilization,

ROBERTS, HUGHES AND HUTTON.
General Lord Roberts Is the supreme
commander of the British forces In South
Africa, General Hutton is In command of
one of the dtvisions under him, Col.
Sam Hughes was In command of a troop.

CANADA’S PLACE IN THE LIST,

Mr, BEdward Atkinson, the United States
statisticlan and economist, compares the
natural resources of the leading countries
of the world and comes to the conclusion
that -the United !tutel‘by reason of its
supremacy in raw products, principally
fron, coal, copper and breadstuffs, is des-
tined to exercise dominfon over the entire
world. Great Britaln, he alleges, 1s de.
ficlent In food, fibres and ores sultable
for the manufacture of steel, and In many
metals. Germany lg deficlent In food,
fibres and many metals, France possesses
an abundant supply of food, but is de-
ficlent in metals, coals, timber and fibres.
According to Mr, Atkinson, the United
States possesses an excess of food, fuel
timber and of all metals except tin, and
of substantially all fibres except wool and
sllk. He argues that all the principal
countries of the world, except the United

States, are dependent countries, to whose |

geople the export of manufactures is nec-
essary to the supply of the means of liv-
ing. In his comparative analysis of the
natural resources of the various countries
Mr. Atkinson has not Included Canada,
and perhaps he is justified In doing so, as
at the present time it is an almost negli-
gable quantity In estimating the world's
output. But if we compare the possibili-
ties of Canada with those of any of the
countries Mr. Atkinson has referred to
we think our own country will take sec-
ond place to none of them the United
States alone excepted, In the matter of
food suplles we are an exporting country,
and our possibilities In this respect are
almost unlimited, Canada has an abun.
dance of coal, except in Ontario, and what
that province lacks In coal it makes up
In water power. As for metals, we think
Canada will compare In every  respect
with the United States as soon as the
same amount of capital has been expended
in developing our mineral resources as
has -been spent Iin the United States. We
have Iron, just ag much of it as the
United States, and our copper output Is
steadlly Increasing with our general min-
eral development, One important metal
which the United States does not possess
we have In unlimited quantities, viz.,
nickel, Our extensive water powers en-
able us to produce aluminum as cheaply
as It can he made In the United States,
As far as metals generally are concerned
we think Canada is equally as resourceful
as the United States. We have more tim-
ber than the United States, In pulp wood
we belleve we lead the world, The same
causes which, in Mr. Atkinson’s opinion,
will make the United States supreme In
the world ought to make Canada a close
competitor. The next twenty-five years
will effect a revolution In the development
of Canada's latent resources,

The ratepayers have had no volce in this
matter, e deal was assumed to have
been authorized by an act of the Legisia-
ture, empowering the Council to spend
money for certain purposes without a by-
law; tho the words ‘‘for the erection of a
new Technical School building or the pur-
chase of lands therefor” do not seem very
clearly to meet the case of the purchase
and conversion of an old buliding. Nor have
the ratepayers recelved, nor have they any
means of extracting, full and satisfactory
information on the subject. How many of
us know what are the real claims and re-
quirements of the Technical School?

The attention of the citizens seems at
last to have been awakened to a state of
things which, if It continues or grows
worse, as while the same causes operate
it probably will, must in the end repel resi-
dents from our city. There is no use In
telling us to elect a better Council, We al.
ways have had and always shall have to
choose from the same class of men. The
source of the evil Is In the form of govern-
ment, which is fatal to speclal capacity
for the administration of a great city, to a
continuous policy and to responsibility,

The Exhibition Association.

With regard to the Kxhibltion Associa-
tion a course will be taken which cannot
mllitate in any way aguinst the success of
the approaching Exhibition, but which will
place ou record the principle of future
municipal control of the assoclation. ‘I'ne
Mayor, in -a message to Councll
on Monday will state the neces-
sity for an extension of the Exhibition
Board by the admission of the five mem-

bers of the Board of Control. The message

will also meution the fncreasing unancial

problem presented by the associuwdon,
Lansdowne~Avenue Crossing,

It 1s understood that the Lansdowbe-
avenue crossing will form the subject of a
strong comment in the Mayor's message
upon Chief Justice
handing in his judgment. Ald. Graham
yesterday appeared betore the Board ot
Control to see If something could mnot be
done in the directlon of progress now.
Many of the aldermen, however, are we'l
pleased with the delay. They say a land
bargain has been skilfully laid under ihe
foundations of the proposed subway. ‘L'he
West End ratepayers have no intention of
accepting the subway as a local improve-
ment. They want the land damages aud
the cost of construction to fall upon the
city at large. There is a pretty general
opinion that a vote of the ratepayers wouid
negative that proposition in the most de-
cided way. The necessity for an overhead
bridge for pedestrians across the tracks at
the root of Yonge-street, Is declared to be
more pressing, offering less ground for ob-
Jection to the people of the whole eity.

Estate Held by the City.

The City of Toronto does not know how
much real estate it now holds. The As-
sessment Department cannot keep clear
track of it, even apart from the land sur-
rendered for taxes. The city s, in fact,
loaded down with property and the more
it holds the worse for  the taxpayers.
When the city buys a piece of land it loses
the taxes which that property paid. la
spite of this very plain fact, there Is an
Ineradicable mania in the Council for buy-
Ing more land. Yesterday the Board of
Control, without a dissenting volce, recom-
mended the sum of $2760 to buy the lot im-
mediately west of the police station at
the cornér of Cowan-avenue and Queen-
street. The price per foot is $50 and the
proprietor is J. D. Allan, well-known as
an apostle of economical government for
the city. Mr. Allan occasionally goes to
Europe and runs up against wrinkles In
Some out of the way grand duchy, which
wrinkles he elaborates on his refurn In
letters to the Toronto mewspapers, a yard
or 80 long. The city needs Mr. Allan's jot
as badly as a centiped needs an additiongl
foot, each foot in the case of the eity
stunding for a lot of unnecessary property.

| Last year Counecll recommended the pur-

chase of this lot along with the lét Im-
mediately south of the fire hall. The
Joard of Contrel jef last year reported
funds for the southern lot, but refused to
recommend a dollar for the western lot.
The southern lot, it was then sald, was
needed for a hook and ladder station, but
nothing has since been done, elther for the
erection of the station or for the purchase
of the truck. And the query now js what
can be done with the second lot, when the
first is not utllized,
Contracts Awarded.

Fake Advertising.

The Mayor brought ui) fAnother complaint
ggalnst advertising fakirs. The brand he
was after this time was the sidewalk adver-
tisement. He made a special complaint
agalnst the people who extend streamers
across the street, .

Ald, Bowman: 'These streamers are up
without anyone’s permission,

The Mayor: Advertisers are making such
use of our streets that we should send a
man out to cut them down, 1 will enforce
the law, whatever it is,

Ald. Bowman asked that the breakwater
be repaired at the expense of $100, A re-
commendation to this effect was put thru.

The Street Commissioner reported that
the mechanics of the Frederick-street shops
are not entitled to an Increase In their
wages.

Question of Asphalt,

There was a long letter from the City
Engineer on the subject of land asphait,
by which is meant the overflow from Piten
Lake. The principal cities of the United
States will not have land asphalt on any
consideration, The Engineer, howerver,
found that land asphalt did fairly weil on
some streets of Toronto and poorly on
others. He snggestod that if land asphalt
is to be .allowed there should be such a
change: In . the specifications that brands
may be included. No action was taken
on the letter.

Ald. Spence asked the Mayor whether he
bad got the report of the Engineer on the
cost of an asphalt plant,

The Mayor had not recelved the report,

Ald. Bowman: The Engineer got the con.
tract to-day for laying an asphalt pave-
ment on a street. He has no plant witn
which to do it and where is the use of giv-
Ing it to him?

Ald. Sheppard: It means an Indefinite
pestponement of paving that street and
nothing else.

Ald. Spence moved that Architect Wick-
son be instructed to report with the least
possible delay the cost of putting the Atn-
letiec Club bullding into condition to recelve
the Technical School. This proposal was
recommended.

What the Mayor Wants,

The Mayor produced a bylaw, empowering
bim, along with one other member of the
Board of Control, to summon meetings of
any committee of Councll, He sald when
be brought np this matter before in another
form every chairman of a committee stood
up In Council and sald he was always ready
to convene a meeting at the request of the
Mayor. Last week, however, they had some
difficulty when they tried to get a special
meeting of the Parks and Exhibition Com-
mittee. The chalrmany of that committee
In fact, refused to call a meeting.

Ald. Spence: Is It needful for us, Mr,
Mayor, to court another rebuff from the
Council. We know perfectly well the tem-
per -of the Council. The Council will not
delegate power which belongs to the chair-
men. It means that our recommendation
will be thrown out.

The Mayor: The Committee on Works
don’t meet again. The chairman is abroad,

Ald. Bowman: I would suggest two mem-
bers of the board, instead of one.

Alld. Spence: Make it the Board of Con-
trol.

The Mayor: I will make it two members,

Ald. Bowman, Sheppard and Frame voted
for this.
