$13,000,000 in Gold Bars--
Insured for $5,000,000.

NEW YORK, Nov. 16—Advices from
England of the departure of the huge new
Qunard liner Mauretania from Liverpool
this evening on her maiden trans-Atlantic
passage, eay that the event will be at-
tended with an interest fully as keen as
that wmen marked the Lusitania’s first
departure for America.

'The Mauretania's recent trials establish
the conviction that she will surpass the
Lusitania’s achievements, notwithstanding
the official announcement that she will
not be pushed. The rival shipbuilding in-
terests on the Tyne and on the Clyde are
intensely interested on this point of speed

for the English huilders hope to sec the
product of the Scotch yards outpaced hy
a- Tyneside veasel. The Mauretania  will
carry about 2,000 passengers, a record
number for a westward passage in mid-
November, but even: then all her berths
will not be filled. The amount of gold ehe
will bring herc adds even more interest
t® the voyage.

It is seldom that|
so many great princes of Europe havel
gathered at the same board. Twenty
of the one hundred guests were men and
women of royal blood, including the king
and queen of Spain, the queen of Portu-
gal, the countess of Paris, the duke and
duchess of Orleans, the count and count-
ess of Caeerta, th: Duchess De Guise, the
duchess of Aosta, the Infantas Isabella
and - Bulali of Spain, the duke and duch-
¢ss of Chartres. the Duke De Montelsier,
and the Princesses Pia and Josephinze of
Bourbon. There will be a brilliant gath-
ering to witness the marriage ceremony,
both principals of which trace their de-
seent to the famous Orlcans tamily, which
at one time gave therce reigning houses to
Furope and held at once the thrones of
France, Spain and Naples.

WANTS TO LEAVE HER

Joseph Frazee, Whose Wife Pull-
ed His Hair Out, Now Wants to
Live With His Daughter.

Joseph Yrazee, who appeared in cop,rt
on Lhursday last, charged with assaulting
his wite, in thelr home, 310 Waterloo Bt.
and who on that occasion exhibited a tuft
of hie grey hair as a relic. of domestic
wartare, wag again in court this morning,
having been in on remand.

His daughter who appeared in his behalf
asked that he be allowed to go and live
with her.

In court this morning it was stated that
the aged prisoner had lived with his first
wife tor some thirty-three years without
a cross word passing between them. After
his wifc's death he married a second time

but did not get on so well with his sec~\

ond spouse and the climax came on Tues-
day last, when the assault is alleged to
have taken place.

VFrazee said he was willing to live with
his daughter, who i8 married and stated
that his wifc could have what furniture is
in the nouse. He was again remanded and
the case will probably come up again this
afternoon or Monday morning.

This afternoon Yrazee wWas allowed to
go on suspended sentence of $20 or two
months. He went to his daughter’s home.

The annual report of the board of
bealth for the city and county of St. John
for the yeai ending October 31 has been
prepared by Secretary T. M. Burne and
sent in to the provincial authorities. The
report. shows that there were 792 deaths
|in that pered as compared with 752 for
 the year previous.

As usual tuberculosis was responsible
|for the greater number, there being 97
deaths from that cause as compared with
92 for 1_;hg previous year. There were 593
icases of infectious diceases but tlie death
| fate was very low, there being only 19
‘tatal terminations. Seven deaths were
from diphtheria, seven from measles and

| 1805-06 there were 520 cases of infectious

diseases with 45 deaths resulting. Of
diphtheria there were 315 cases in 1995-06 |

Five cases of drunkenness were disposed

Condition Shows Need of Pow-
erful Central Banking Insti-
tution---Such Would Be Dif-
ficult to Form But Would
Solve Many Problems.

LONDON, . Nov. 16—The Times, in an
editorial discussing the financial situation
in the United States, says this morning
that more light on the subject is desirable
before the best informed people of Lon-
don will be able to share Secretary of the
Treasury Cortelyou’s confidence. At the
same time, it declares, it is necessary to
keep a cool head and not be misled as to
the more distant future by what  after
all is only a transient phenomenpn such
as has occurred in America before, though
not on such a dangerous scale. “The real
wealth and the sources of wealth of the
great republic,” the editorial continmues,
“have not been materially impaired by the
events of the crisis. All that has occur-
red is the temporary paralysis of the med-
ium of exchange.”

The editorial proceeds to argue the ne-
cessity for a powerful central banking in-
stitution. It admite the difficulty of the
task of forming sush an instution, but
says it will be much surprised if the Un-
ited States eventually does not find a way
out of the difficulty, meanwhile, the Times
cencludes, the government has to deal with
the more pressing question of devising
means to restore confidence. Among oth-
er papers dealing with the same question
the Economist thinks the American gov-
ernment must resort to an issue of incon-
vertible paper even at the risk of creating
all the evils such an issue may produce.
Like the Times, the Economist thinks the
real weakness of the situation lies in the
absence of a central bank.

THE UNION JACK

! The following are particulars of the his-
tory and composition of our natignal flag
the Union Jack, the “triplet of crosses”
—for it is composed of the cross of St.
George, the cross of St. Andrew, und the
cross of St. Patrick.

The flag of St. Gieorge 1s a red cross on
a white ground, the red line being drawn
horizontally and vertically; the flag of St.
Andrew for Scotland is a white cross on
a blue ground, the lines being drawn di-
ametrically; the narrow red cross of 8t.
Patrick for Ireland is drawn the same as
for Scotland, and on a white ground.

By laying the cross of St. George over
that of St. Andrew we have the “Jack” as
ordered, three years after the union of the
Scottish with the English crown (April
12, 1606), by James VI of Scotland,
(James T of England) whose signature was
always “Jacques;” hencc the “Jack.” By
laying the cross of St. Patrick over that
of St. Andrew, and that of St. George
over both, we have the Union Jack, so
called, since the union with Ireland in
1801 Each of these crosses is a silent witnese
of the earliest acceptance in the British
Tsles of the Cross of the Redemption from
the Roman missionaries, but it was long
after this—not till atter the English Crus-
aders (who ascribed their success at th
sicge of Antioch to St. George’s interven-
tion) returned to England that full relig-
icus honors were paid to the original flag.
St, George was then xelected as  the

! patron saint, and at the Council of Ox-

ford, in 1222, his fcast was ordered to be

THE SOCIAL PROBLEM

In a talk with his congregation at St.
George’s cathedral in Kingston a few days
ago Rev. Dean Farthing, a despatch tells
us, referred to the drunkenness of the city,
and “the ladies were urged to visit the ill-
kept homes and try to make them more
comfortable, and the male portion of the
congregation Were appealed to to provide
a place as a counter attraction to the
saloon.”

Dean Farthing places his finger directly
upon the weakest spot in the social fabric
—the lack of personal sympathy and con-
tact between those who have an abundance
of the world’s goods and those who live in
extreme poverty. It is mever a difficult
task to get money to be used to amelio-
rate the condition of poor families, or to
provide counter attractions to the saloons;
but that personal conduct which is so pat-
ent when prompted by genuine sympathy
is still sadly lacking in the centres of popu-
lation. There are in every community
some who go about with deep sympathy
and without ostentation, seeking to do the
work which Dean Farthing regards as a

industry, due to a variety of reasons, but
chiefly to the very ~dull markets. The
log cut this winter will be éreatly reduc-
ed.

reduced cut will enable the markets to |
right themselves, and a healthier state of
the industry will result.

The most serious fact to be considered
in relation to this subject is the fate of the
children. For their sake at least more
should be done to improve the conditions
of life in their homes. X

TRADE CONDITIONS

“Canadian trade advices are generally
good,” says Bradstreet’s. The number of
Canadian failures during the past week
was elightly larger than in the correspond-
ing week last year, but they did mnot in-
clude any large concerns. There is as yet
no cessmation in manufacturing industry,
and there is no complaint about unem-
ployed labor. Of course the work of rail-
road construction, which is being exten-
si\;e]y carried om, absorbs a very large
amount of unskilled labor, and thus re-

" lieves the situation in that respect.

There is a natural feeling of caution, in
view of conditions over the border, but
so far as Canada is concerned the money
stringency is the chief difficulty. As the
Times has before observed, there are al-
ways some persons to take a gloomy view |
of things, and these predict that the de-
pression in the United States will con-
tinue, and grow worse, and eventually
produce similar conditions Canada.

The majority of the children in public
schools leave at the end of the eighth year
and go to work. While the function of
public schools is said to be to teach child-

ren how to live, not how to make a liv-
ing, still it is true that living is much
likely to be of the right sort if one knows
how to make the work of his hands of
value to the community. Moreover, it is
impossible for children to give steady at-
tention to matters of the intellect for any
great length of time, without relaxation.
This relaxation is most effective when it is
some sort of constructive work.

School boards do not decide whether
time shall be taken from study and de-
voted to muscular activity or not. The
nature of children determines that. The
school authorities simply decide whether
this activity ehall appear in the form of
manual arts or of mischief; whether it
shall be a hindrance to school work or
a positive factor in education.

If the right balance between study and
work i kept, as much or even moré pro-
| gress in regular studies can be made,
| while the energy that otherwise would go
| to waste may be directed towards skilled
manual work. Just as ignorance is trace-
able to lack of intellectual training, so
idleness, vandalism and lack of industrial

ability and interest are in part the result,

of absence of industrial training in schoal.

The state of Massachusetts is already
experimenting to eee how the irrepressible
activity of children may be given such
| expression as shall train industrial habite

{communities and the smaller towns are
\including agriculture and forestry in their
{ courses, and such nature study as the
means of exterminating harmful insects
and fostering birds and animals that are
beneficial. Problems in arithmetic and in
design are related to local industries. oul-
letins of the department of agriculture
have become a part of the supplementary
reading matter .

In city schools manual training is be-
| coming an effective forece in industrial
| education. Educators have awakened to
the knowledge that the chief value of
manual training lies not in the fact that
work is done, nor that it is well done, but
in that it is work that requires wholesome
thinking and planning as well as technie-
al skill. Cons>quently the careful making
| of mortise and tenon joints, never to be
| used, or bits of wood turning that have

|

! no puropse exeept to exercise skill, are|

| disappearing. Pieces of work that are to
Fb(- put into actual use are thought out,
| discussed, designed and executed.
| In Boston echools the office of one prin-
\cipa.l is furnished with chairs, hat rack
| and umbrella stand made by pupils. In
! nearly all districts boys in the upper
grade of the grammar schools make each a
piece of practical furniture which will be
| carried home and used. Such articles as
writing tables, Morris chairs, bookcases
! and cabinets are common. It is seldom
' that a boy can be induced to eell one of
{ these articles, though offers are frequent-
| ly made. Such work develops interest in
| industries, power to plan and carry to
completion a difficult piece of work, .a
pride in constructive ability and a fine
sense of property rights.

The story of the woman whose little old
attenuated body was found by the police
yesterday huddled up on the floor of her
| kitchen in the midst of a litter of useless
trash, is reminiscent of a tale of Dickens.
For many years she has been an eccentric
of the most decided type, but never has
there been any doubt cast on her sanity,
for in all matters of busfness she was as
shrewd and exacting as Hetty Green her-

Although more than an indifferent
as the confusion found in
every room of her threestory brown-
stone Mesidence, at No. 471 Greene avenue
testified, where one of her fads was con-
| cerned she was neatness itself.

| Tin cans—milk cans, tomato cans and
others, as well as glass bottles, were her
hobby.

She had collected hundreds of these and
| placed them in orderly rows in the draw-
ers of her mahogany and rosewood chests.
! Kach can o brightly polished that it
i shone like a mirror.

| were thick with dust and festooned with
cobwebs.

Inside, except for the shining cans.and

bottles, there was a etill greater disorder
and chaos. Although Mrs. Barry moved
to the place more than eight years ago,
her rich furnishings of antique rosewood
and mahogany, with priceless carvings and
upholstery, had never been unpacked and
no effort had been made to prevent them
. from falling to dry rot.
| In every room stood furniture in its ex-
! celsior wrappings, both -tipstairs and down,
while boxes and barrels cluttered the
floors. A bed had been set up in one of
the reoms, on the seeond floor, Where,
evidently, the little old woman had slept,
\but this must have been long ago, for the
'quilt was covered with mould.
l Mrs. Barry had not always been thus.
! Years ago she was a happy wife, and a
sixty-year-old oil painting found in her at-
tic showed her to have been a bright, pret-
ty girl. Her husband, Alexander Barry,
ia Scotchman, made a fortune manufactur-
ing a one-time famous hair tonic. He
 died thirty years ago, though, after a fall
down stairs, ‘which broke his neck. Since
then she has been changed.

Shortly after her husband’s death she
_decided to invest in some mortgages. She
'made known her request to Frank Mar-
rin, who has since become notorious as a

swindling lawyer and was recently sent
| to the penitentiary as “Judge Stone.” The
man’s mother had at one time been a serv-
jant in Mrs. Barry’s family. Alexander

Barry, the husband, had taken a great
| fancy to the youth, and together they
leducabed him. Believing in him, Mrs. Bar-
ry placed the matter of the mortgages in
his hands. He swindled her out of $70,000,
.and it was a blow from which she never
lrecovered.

I Public Administrator Teale, knowing of
! the wealth of the old recluse, sent an
‘agent, Charles B. Smith, to make a thor-
{ ough search of the house. It is not known
whether there was any’ will left, but it i8
| known that she had a lawyer named Hultz
' whq has not been found.

| 'ax receipts found in the house show
| that she owned property in Williamsburg
and a house at No. 14 West Sixteenth
{ street, Manhattan, valued at $75,000. No
| papers in the house gave any clue to her
\Nlati\'es, and the only known heir is Al-
| exander Barry, who calls himself Berrie,
a nephew of her husband, who inherited
from him the hair restorer business.

Mrs. Barry originally came from West-
chester County, where her family was one
of the oldest and best known in this coun-
try. They boast old Plymouth Rock an-
cestry and her maiden name was Under-
hill. ~ She was a Spiritualist in her belief,
but she never attended any seances or
went to one of their churches.

American Civic Association Will
Discuss Them in Providence
Next Week. i

(Boston Transcript)
Interest in the American Civic Asso-
ciation which meets in Providence next
week shows that cities small and great, |

in all parts of the country, are pleasantly |
vying with one another in the felicitous‘
enterprise of making their local environ- |
ment more pleasing and attractive to the
eye as well as more sanitary and hy-
gienic. ‘\

It is a novel plan of combining beauty |
with utility which is carried on in Texas |
where pecan trees are now planted for|
shade and decorative effect, the five-year- |
old tres being transplanted from the na-|
tive forest, and afterward grafted with|
buds from the paper shell pecan, in a|
year or two to become profitable as well |
as ornamental. The enforcement of exist- |
ing laws often affords a sufficient outlet |
for the civic beautifiers’ energies. In Oak- |
land, Cal, a good effect is made by ar-|
resting violators of the ordinance against
sweeping rubbish ipto the streets.

The reclamation of vacant lots is an-
other bit of special work which has been |
taken up in scores of cities. Augusta, Ga.,‘l
is among the latest to join in this labor|
which adds greatly to its ordinary tidy‘
appearance. In Baltimore and Phil-l
adelphia the smoke nuisance is receiving |
atention, as an enemy of civic beauty,
Denver, Col.. has an annual “cleaning up |
day” when everybody from the humblest |
householder to the highest public official |
makes a concerted effort to put yards, |
lawns, parks, buildings, streets and alleys, |
in good order thereby greatly enhancing |
the attractiveness of the city. The paint |
pot, the scrubbidg brush, the ' broom, the
lawnmower, and the street sweeper all|
take active part in this annual broadside
against untidiness.

Ministerial Appeals in Britain
for Aid to Canadian Churches
Have Deterrent Effect O
Immigration. '

—_—

Montreal, Nov. 15—The Star’s London
correspondent cables:

“I say,” remarked a well known Eng-
lish public man,whom I met on the street
this morning, “why don’t your prosperous
Canadians look after your own missionaries
i and Indians, and pay for your own reli-
gious agencies, without sending your par-
sons begging to a country like this that,
God knows, has poor people and shums
enough of her own.”

He held a paper with a half column
statement by Archdeacon Lucas, of the
MacKenzie diocese, who 1s now here.
Other Canadian clergymen have been here
of late to collect funds. The average Eng-
lishman knows no more of Canadian con-
ditions than the average Canadian. knows
of English conditions. After listening to’
these clergymen’s tales of terrible isolation
the Arctic frigidity and semi-starvation,
set out to lure money from the soft-
hearted, religious minded people, the aver-
age English audience is only too apt to

induce Englishmen and women to settle on.
Canada is thus repeatedly placed in a most
undignified, even" contemptible position.
The Canadian government emigration |
workers here admit that the effect is most
harmful to Canada’s. best interests. As
one of them said today: “Every self-re-
specting Canadian must be ashamed to
see these perpetual presentations of Can-
ada before British audiences as too poor,

jor too mean to carry out her own re-

ligious missionary work. What Canadians
themselves will not pay for, they may well
do without.” These appeals to Englishmen
should be stopped and at once.”

The Doctor

One of the professions that ranke with
law in its appeal to the ambitious young
man is that of medicine—and the young
medico will not quarrel with the word
“trade” during the struggling period in
which he tries to evolve a practice. Every
one knows the established doctor with a
lucrative practice—his very name is syn-
onomous with an attractive establishment
and all around prosperity, so it is rather
with the black years spent in the attain-
ment of that position that are worthy of
attention.

Afiter a course of three to five years in
the medical "echool, the young medico
emerges with his diploma and faces the
world, but is so hedged around by ethics
and conventionalities—all probably just
and discriminating—that he can not earn
his salt. Usually the young doctor securas
an appointment as a physician in a large
hospital—where there are practically no
emoluments. The period as interne is
usually two years, the sole reward being
the experience gained, the. prestige at-
tained and above all acquaintance made
with paying patients that may form the
nucleus of a practice.

The doctor who can inherit a practice
from his father or has influential social
connections may now find easy sailing but
the young man whose income has dimin-
ished to nil during five years of “hard
sledding,” finds himself only at the foot
of forbidding mountains of prejudice. For
a hard-working young doctor starting a
practice to make $500 or half his living
expenses during his first year is something
almost abnormal. Yet the doctor must
look prosperous, and play up the eocial
side on all occasions. The young doctor
usually charges a fixed fee of a dollar for
ordinary office cases—as the class that
would be attracted by a cut rate usually
don’t expect to pay the doctor at all—and
no profession faces so many unpaid ac-
counts. There exists a prejudice against
employing collectors—and even the hard-
ened dunner finds doctor’s bill the hard-
est possible nut to crack.

The two best centres for starting prac-
tice are on the fringe—just outside or just
within the limits of the residential quart-
er. For economy, another good location
is in the suburbs and away from competi-
tion of the older and fashionable doctors.

In his second year of practice, the
young doctor should make expenses—and
after that he has a clear pathway to the
summit of success.

A young man, in fitting himself for suc-
cess above his fellows, shoulg make a
study of his powers of penetration—call-
ed in polite circles psychology—and seek
to expand that triumphant faculty. Some
captains of industry are eaid to “measure
men’ ‘by intuition, but as a matter of fact
this executive ability has been built up
by  constant observation and judicial
thinking until it becomes an instinet.

“I have an employee,” said a promin-
ent manufacturer a few days ago, “who
is the very soul of my business. He is a
hard worker, faithful and prudent and
really knows more about my business and
has more powerful friends than I have
myseli. This man has started three busi-
ness ventures of his own during the last
few years—and each time dismally failed.
At the last analysis, he could not correct-
ly size up either his employees or his
patrons.”

In ancient history, perhaps the most
brilliant example of this faculty was Alex-
ander the Great, who while yet in the
early thirties sighed because he had no
more worlds to conquer. While on a sick
bed, a trusted spy sent him a message
that his physician was about to give him
a draught that was apparently medicine
but in reality a deadly poison. When the
physician came to the king’s bedside and
handed him the potion, Alexander the
Great handed him the spy’s accusation
to read and watched the doctor’s face.
Before the man could utter a word in his
own defense, the king calmly lifted the
cup and drained off its contents.

“But how did you know I was inno-
cent? How did you know it wasn’t pois-
on?” gasped the physician.

“I watched your face while reading the
note,” said the king, who wasn’t afraid

So much has been written about Wall
street—which is the generic name for the
financial colony that centres about the
New York Stock Exchange—that the

main facts of the powerful organism have
been lost in a maze of invective and fie-
tionaly philosophy. A few facts may
therefore be palatable—because they are
not saturated with any moral, attack or
defense.

The New York Stock Exchange is of
course the most important market in this
country for the purchasing or selling of
stocks and bonds, but it is in fact the
most powerful bourse in the world. With-
in the walls of the Stock Exchange bil-
lions change hands every year, and not
only are the projects of foreign nations
financed, but in many cases the govern-
ments themselves and their ascendant
ministries are maintained in power
through the magic of money.

Membership of the Exchange is now
limited to eleven hundred members—and
as each membership is now rated at a
value of from $80,000 to $90,000, one might
say that the membership alone is capit-
alized at nearly $100,000,000. Any member
can sell his seat, but not every broker can

clude undesirable members—and many
times during the year an old members
seat is negotiated for—only for the am-
bitious but undesirable financier to be
turned .down by the autocratic but un-
impeachable governing board.

Similar precautions are taken to pro-
tect the investors who seek to buy or sell
listed securities through a member, for be-
fore a security can be listed on the ex-
change it undergoes a scrutiny as close
as that of a federal investigating commit-
tee—though it must be confessed that the
moral status or corporate conscience in-
volved in the creating of these securities
is held to be subservient to the present
value of the security, its basic strength
and market value. When an investor buys
listed securities, he knows that he can find
an immediate cash market for them if he
wished to sell. Furthermore, if “strapped”’
he can deposit them with practically any
bank in the country and receive a loan
up to 80 per cent of their market value—
while as the coupons attached become due
they are cashed in by the bank and ad-
ded to his account. So much for the stocks
and bonds listed on the New York Stock
Exchange.

Still there are an immense number of
important stock and bond issues not list-

ed on this exchange, particularly bonds
of Btate, cities, coal companies, railroads
and public service corporations that make
splendid investments, vield larger incomes
and because they are not much affected
by “market flurries,” are often better se-
curity than the listed bonds of the ac-
tive  market. Many of these se-
curities are well known and have a mar-
ket that is wide enough for all intents and
purposes of the average investor. In their
selection, “proper precaution” means vol-
umes,

Despite the graft outcries, when a re-
putable investment house sells its clients
a bond issue that it has underwritten,
that security has stood a rigid test by ex-
perts and the brokers hold themselves un-
der obligations not to lead their clients
astray.

Unfortunately, there are many concerns
dubbed “one sale houses” that feel no
such obligation, and aim to take a fat
profit on the first sale to an investor.

It was the market men who first used
what is known as the “big” gun, a small
cannon that was so destructive that it was
was Decessary to pass laws prohibiting its
use. With this weapon in the bow of a
boat the men would at night glide into a
flock of elzeping ducks. Then a large lan-
tern would be unveiled and before the sur-
prised ducks could rise the contents of
the big gun were fired into them. In
this manner many ducks were killed but
many were merely wounded and numbers
of th> latter escaped only to die of star-
vation. Then, too, of those killed, many
were lost while the reports of the gun dis-
turbed every flock for miles around.

Today the market gunners work differ

tion from which the birds are approach-
ing and the altitude at which they are
flying.

Thus guided the gunners have only to
rise to the proper position and blaze away
at the ducks as they pass over or settle
among the decoys. As practically every
market gunner carries a “pump”’ gun, or
at least a double barrelled shot gun, the
two in the sinkboxes rarely fail to bag at
least four while instances have been
known where a pair of gunners would get
six and even eight.
