' FEAR I C. R. MAY BE SOLD

‘Railway Town Sees in Rumors of Sale a Possible Recuction

of the Staﬁ---Detective
Murder Case.
MONOTION, Aug. 22—(Special)—The

rumers afloat concerning the possible dis-
posal of the Intercolonial by the govera-

' ment to a private corporation has had

the effect of creating some uneasiness in
Moncton, where the question is of such
vital importance. It can readily be
understood that Monoton, being the head-
quarters of the Intercolonial, would
dodbtless be more affected by the trams-
fer of the road to s private concern than
any other place in the provinces. It is
well known that in oconsequence of gov-
ernment operation of the I. C. R. a great
many more persons than are absolutely
required find their way into the service.
Moncton has doubtedly benefited in
that way. The I. G. R, as a labor em-
ploying concern, is the backbone of the
city, and if the road should be operated
on more of a business basis, as it un-
doubtedly would if it passed into the
bands of a private corporation, a big re-
duction in the number of employes would
necessarily be the fresult. The effect
such a change as that would have on
Moncton can readily be seen. Therefore
property owners, - fearing that where
there is so much being said, especially
by the government press, respecting the
future of the Intercolonial, are a little
panicky over the situation. The recent
distribution of the pamphlet descriving
government-owned ° railwayse as a white
elephant, bhas had a further disquieting
effect upon the citizens. Whatever bene-
fit the country as a whole might reap
from placing the I. C. R. in commission,
or banding it over to the G.'T. R, Mone

TOKIO, Aug. 22 — The Ji Ji in com-
menting upon the proceedings at the .
Portemouth peace conference today says:
“The cemion of the island of Sakhalin
and the redmbursement of the cost .of
the war are vital points of our demands,
and leave no room for compromise. The
moderation ;and reasonableness of these
demands will be admitted, even by
France. Should the attempt to promote
peace fail, the responsibility will rest
with ‘Russia, not with Japan. If the
Russians refuse to accept the proposed
terms it will be advisable for our. dele-
gates to withdraw and tell them that bhe

next meeting will be in Tokio.” ., '

The Asshi says: “The war has won a
constitution for the Russian people.” It
declared that Japan is fighting the Rus-
sian government and -does not entertain
any ill-feeling toward the oppressed sub-
jects of the Russian. It expresses the
belief that all true Russians must hold
some appreciation for what Jepan has ae-
complished for them. . ,

MANUAL TRAINING MAKES

/ o FOR PRACTICAL USEFULNESS

Mrs. James Dever, of the School Board, Favors Its Introduc-
tion Into the Public Schools---Says It Cannot but be a

Great Benefit.

That the need of a manual training

ocourse in our public schools is more than

ever pressing itself to the forefront is
acknowledged today by the large magjor-
ity of the thinking public and its general
value is unhesitatingly admitted by intel-
ligent people in all departments of life.
Business men, physicians, manufacturers
and tradesmen agree unanimously that the
pupil who has had - the privilege of in-
struction in manual training is largely the
gainer and is much more practical in
every respect than -he . would otherwise
have been. Its manifold advantages are

clearly apparent and the thinking man

will weloome its introduction here.

An old school ,master informed the
imes that manual training has from time
to time been discussed at meetings of the
Board of 8School Trustees, and the mat-
ter of favoring it, or recognizing its value
was beyond question; as nobody doubted
the advantages to be gained from it. He
had, he said, reason to believe that it
would be adopted inside of a year. If
this were assured, the outlook for the
coming geneyation would be indinitely

ighter from en educational standpoint
at least.

Mre. James [Dever, talking with the
said that she was 'in favor of in-
troducing ‘manual  training- in' the public
schools. Mrs. Dever thinks that instruc-
tion of this character cannot but be bene-
ficial to all students. It is frequently of
valuable assistance’ 'in “deweloping ' the
naturel beas of the boy's inclinations and
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thus finding out for what occupation he
is best adapted. While advocating the in-
troduction of manual training, Mrs. Dev-
er feels that the regular curriculum must
not in any way be interfered with.

Like many others, Mrs. Dever rescog-
nizes the fact that manual training de-
velopes the mind as well as the hand, pro-
ducing accuracy, concentration and de-
cision. . It brings into play such studies
as geometery and arithmetic, which adds
to its practical value. It gives the pupil
a knowledge of the proper use of tools,
which is always valuable in after life.
~ Referring to domestic science, Mrs.
‘Dever eaid that while she recognized its
value she would not discuss the subject
for the present at least, as she felt that
we must have one thing at a time, and
what is wanted at present is manual
training,

The gunestion of cost must, of course,
be taken into consideration, and it must
also be remembered that at the present
time more room is needed in the city
schools, as each year the number of
pupils is increasing, and a new school
building is needed in Lower Cove. This
-will lessen the number of pupils at the
Viotoria, and to some extent at least
improve the conditions.

In oonclusion, Mrs., Dever sdid .that
she favored the introduction of manual

trainfng, but not at the expense of the

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THE CZAR'S
LAST WORD

Russia Will Not Make Further
Concessions of Questions in
Dispute.

e

S8t. Petersburg, Aug. 22.—~140 a. m.—
The Russian government’s final communi-
cation to M. Witte, outlining the course
that he ehall pursue at the re-opening of
thespeace conference at Portsmouth, are
being put into cipher prior to being for-
warded to America. With the receipt of
St. Petersburg’s last message, the brief
breathing spell will have ended. St. Pe-
tersburg leaves the final word with her
representative at Portsmouth.

The Associated Press is in a position to
state that it will be seen that in a sincere
desire to effect a satisfactory settlement
the government hae gone as far as its ex-
tremely vital state interests will permit;
that for this reason the government is
firmly convinced that in case of failure of
the negotiations the responsibility will not
rest with Russia.

It can be declared that the requirements
qf the state make concessions on the ques-
tions of indemnity and Sakahlin, as these
questions were originally presented by the
Japanese, impossible. It is certain that
in the matter of concessions the four points
now in’ dispute have been considered and
studied here in the light of concessions
Russia already has grantad upon the
other eight articles. .

The foregoing is a brief but accurate
outline of the platform upon which Mr
Witte will meet the Japanese plenipoten-
tiaries today.

It is believed that the questions of the
surrender of the interned ships and the
limitation of Russia’s naval power in the
Far East, will be satisiactorily settled.
There remains then, the questions of in-
demnity and the cession of Sahab'!in. The
first may be overcome by Russia following
Japan’s lead in avoiding the use of the
word “indemnity,” but consenting to make
certain payments to Japan on other
soores, the chief being Japan’s bill for
keeping 100,000 prisoners, Wwhich is ex-
pected to be very heavy. The sums men-
tioned as the possible payment on account
of these prisomers ramge irom $30,000,000
ta $150,000,000.

Canadian Bank of Commerce to Rival Strongest Institution of
its Kind in the Dominion---Project Believed to Include
Magnificent Headquarters on St. James Street.

(Montreal Witness).
The Canadian Bank of Commerce is to
8o reorganized and strengthened as to place

it in a position rivalling the strongest in- | peposits bearing inter-
stitution of its kind in the Dominion, if a!
project now under way be brought to a suc- |

cessful issue.

Senator  Cox, of Toronto, who, it .is said,
will be the honorary president of the re-
organized bank, while Robert Kilgour, of
Toronto, will be the president, B. E. Walk-
er, the managing director, and F. H. Ma-
thewson, the local manager for the pro-

. Yince of Quebec. .

The proposal is to increase the capital to
20,000,000. At the present time its paid up
capital amounts to $8,700,000, with a “‘rest”’
of $3,500,000, making a total capital of $12,-
000,000.

The head office of the bank is at present
in Toronto. B. E. Walker being the gener-
al manager. It is believed to be the inten-

tion, under the new scheme, to establish
the head offices in Montreal, probably on
St. James street, at the northeast cormer of
St. Jeter street: The property on that site
comprises the Canada'Life and the Temple
buildings, and these will probably be re-
modelled so as to make them into a bank
building of magnificent proportions and im-
posing appearance, As Senator Cox, the
president of the Bank of Commerce, has
already acquired the Temple building, and
as he is the president of the Canada Life
Assurance Company, there seems to be a
warrant for the belief that this is the site
selected.

The business of the bank has been growing
rapidly for years, and it already has bran-
ches distributed throughout the provinces
of the dominion, and doing a large and pro-
fitable business.

The earnings of the bank for the past year
have been even more satisfactory than us-
ual, and after writing off for bank premises
$127.806.41, and making a contribution to the
pension. fund of $25,000, the -directors have
been able to add five hundred thousand dol-
lars to the rest.

During the year the bank has opened
new branches in the city of Winnipeg, in
the Northwest Territories, at Lloydminster,
in Saskatchewan, Moosejaw, in Assiniboia,
and Nanton, in Alberta. Since the close
of the bank’s year a branch has been open-
ed at Claresholm, in Alberta. and arrange-
ments have been made to open in the near
future at Melfert, in Saskatchewan.

A FINANCIAL REVIEW

i

Th(; Current Year to Prove a Prosperous One in Canada

and the United States, if Present Indications May Be

Relied On.

(Toronto News.)

Judging from the present outlook, the fis-
cal year, beginning July 1 ,1905, and ending
June 30, 1906, will prove an unprecedented-
1y prosperous one for the Dominion of Can-
ada, and in fact for the whole continent of
North America. As far as can be seen,
only one thing could interfere with the rea-
lization of tmis brilliant prospect, and tbat
one thing is the possibility of a (disaster
overtaking dhe Western Canadlan wheat crop
or the American corn crop before these can
be harvested and eafely housed. Grain, cut-
ting has already. commenced upon the Can-
adtan prairies, but four weeks must elapse
before the bountiful yield can be wholly
placed beyond - the possibility of damage.
‘A large percentage of the crop will be safe-
1y threshed before that time, but this month
of favorable conditicns is essential to the
securing of the entire harvest. Granted
such continuation of fine weather, Manitoba

Northwest should this season yield
00,000,000 bushels of wheat.

What this will mean to the counmtry is in-
dicated by the fact that our western wheat

crop totalled 60,000,000 bushels in, 1804, 53.-
- 000,000 bushels in 1903, and 67,000,000 bushels
§n 1902. Such a prospect means much for
the west. The crop of 1903 was a small one,
and that of 1904 of poor quality. This year's
yleld, if secured according to the present
promise, may be expected to grade high.
Still another important consideration is the
fact that last year’s foreign crops were so
abundant that Canadian wheat was not in
demand in Europe.

Russia is not expected to export largely
this season, and this may place the onus of
furnishing Europe with bread-stuffs to a
greater degree upon Canada. Given a big
crop of high quality, and a good export de-
mand for the same, the western farmer
should indeed be happy. Such a combipa-
tion of fortune would exert ap important in-
fluence, nmot only upon immediate conditions
in the west, but upon the more remote fu-
ture. It might be expected, if properly uti-
lized, to remedy the over-speculation in city
and farm lands that has taken place west of
the Great Lakes, but what is perhaps more
{mportant still, it would assure a continua-
tion and probably an acceleration of the
peopling of our vacant wheat lands by for-
elgn immigrants. A crop of 100,000,000 bus-
hels selling at fair prices would prove a
world-wide advertisement to the dominion.
But if the west is to reap the full benefit
of its promised good fortune the inhabitants
thereof must check their tendency to tie
all their money up in an overload of lands.
Canadians have seen disaster result from
this sort of thing before.

Then to come down to Ontario, we find
the outlook every whit as: cheerful. Our
crops here are in a large measure aiready
reaped, and the Ontario government de-
clares the result to be, on the whole, ex-
cellent. Wheat, oats, barley and peas have
done well, and, more important still, the
hay crop was a large one. Last year was
mot a fortunate one for the Ontario agricul-

turalist. The wheat crop was the poorest
in years, and our dairy exports declined by
several millions of dollars, this last pheno-
menon being largely due to poor prices
abroad. This year so far the cheese and
butter output is larger, and much better
prices are being realized for it than in 1904.

The. conditions in Ontario and the west
thus outlined promise to exert a remedial
influence upon Canada’s recent unfavorable
trade balance, to which attention has been
called in these columns. Last year’s ex-
ceéss of imports over exports was -in a
measure due to our small exports of grain
and dairy products. The. promise- is that
the showing for 19056 will be improved. An-
other thing that will help the trade balance
is the fact that the alteration in our tariff
regulations has almost completely shut out
American steel ralls and locomotives. In
1904 we imported two or three million dol-
lars’ worth of these, whereas in 1906 we are
manufacturing them for ourselves. These
considerations should, however, afford no
excuse for either personal or national extra-
vagance, such as prosperity very often
breeds. The lean time may follow the fat,
and ‘it were well for the people and the na-
tion to husband their resources against a
possible period of trial.

Across the line the greatest grain crops
in the history of the United States are pro-
miged. Present indications are for 700,000,-
000 bushels of wheat (much of which is al-
ready harvested), and for 2,700,000,000 bus-
hels of corn, which is not yet entirely out
of danger. The cotton crop will not be
such a bumper one, but, on the whole, Un-
cle Sam bids fair to have as prosperous a
twelve month as does Johnny Canuck, And,
of course, prosperity in a great country so
near to Canada exerts a far-reaching bene-
ncs:u influence throughout the dominion it-
self.

One other phase of the situation may be
touched upon, and that is the probable ef-
fect of the promised harvests upon the Can-
adian transportation companies. Of late
years the Grand Trunk and C. P. R. have de-
veloped into favorite routes for the trans-
port of grain from the American Northwest
to Europe. These lines have cut greatly
into the export grain traffic of the United
States trunk lines, and Montreal and Que-
bec have in a measure supplanted New
York and Bostom as shipping points for Am-
erican wheat and corn. It is maintained
that this tendency will continue as long the
United States exports these cereals, and this
autumn we may expect to see the Canadian
railways heavily taxed in carrying out the
exportable surplus of the record c¢rops now
promised across the line. ‘This prospect, if
it be realized, and the business of handling
the big crops indicated in this country, ag-
pear to point toward heavy earnings forthe
Grand Trunk and the C. P. R. and also for
the Canadian Northern Railway, which has
now pushed itself through the wheat lands
as far west as Edmonton, under the lea of
the Rockies.

is proposed by the Chicago Reciprocity Con-
vention, for avoiding strain in trade rela-
tione with foreign countries. In the resolu-
tions adopted the convention declares that
the agriculture, manufactures and other in-
dustries of the country have expanded to
€uch an extert that they can no longer
depend upon the home market for the con-
sumption of their entire product, and that
the export trade has become a vital support
to many of our industries. At the same
time, it is urged, the present commercial
attitude of the United States, owing largely
t0 the failure to carry into effect the recipro-
cal trade provisions of section 4 of the Ding-
ley law, is antagonizing foreign nations,
whose good will we desire and on whom we
have hitherto depended as purchasers of
our surplus products. The convention re-
cognizes the principle of protection as the
established policy of the nation, but advo-
cates immediate reciprocal concessions by
means of a dual or maximum and minimum
tariff as the only practicable method of re-
lieving the =ituation confronting the country.
1t is suggested that the question of the
schedules and items to be considered in
making such concessions be dealt with by
a permanent tariff commission, to be com-
posed of economic, industrial and commer-
cial experts. The suggestions of the con-
vention seems likely to be heard from at
the coming session of congress; indeed, ac-
tion by that body at the earliest time
possible was urged, and organized effort to
carry out the purposes of the convention
was determined upon in Chicago.

SUPERVISION

OF INSURANCE

(Bradstreet's).

Whether federal supervision of insurgnce
can be brought about is a subject which
has engaged much of the attention of: the
president. Interest in his attitude has been
revived this week by reports of an inter-
view had with him by Senator Dryden, of
New Jersey, who introduced a bill provid-
ing for federal supervision last winter, and
ex-Assistant Attorney-General Beck, who is
known as an energetic advocate of federal
supervision. No information as to the re-
sults of the interview has been made pub-
lic beyond that contained in a  statement
by Senator Dryden to the effect that it was
satisfactory. Upoh. the basis of what he
says, however, there seems to be ground for
expecting that the presigent will again re-
fer to the matter in his usual message,
while the measure presented to Senator Dry-
den last winter will be reintroduced at the
next session, perhaps in a somewhat modified
form. Mr. Beck suggests that the supreme
court has never been called on’ to pass
upon a federal statute bearing on the sub-
ject, recalling the fact that in the often-
cited case of Paul vs. Virginia a state law
was involved. It is his belliet that,if con-
gress should enact a law providing for fed-
eral control it would be declared
tutional by the supreme court. He ex-
pects that such a law will be enacted, and
an effort will be made. immediately to se-
cure a decision upon it by the federal court
of last resort. It may be that some inter-

esting light will be thrown upon the legal |

phase of the matter at the meeting of the
American Bar Association at Narragansett
Pier next week, when a report in favor of
federal supervision of insurance will be
submitted by a special committee, while in-
formation of some value may be looked for
as the result of the investigations
set on foot in New York and a number of
the western states.

JOHN, N. B,
RECOMMENDED THE BONUS

Water and Sewerage Board Sub-Committee Agrees to Give

. McArthur and McVey $15

Price Provided the Work is Done On Time.

At yesterday afternoon’s meeting of the
sub-comusittee of the water and sewerage
board it was recommended that the con-
tractors, McArthur & McVey should be
given a bonus of $15,000 over the contract

prioe_ for section 2 on the water extension,
provided the work was completed before
November 1. The eection relating to ex-
tras was discussed at length and it was
decided that thie additional payment
should only be made on condition that it
ghould cover all claims which the con-
tractors might intend to make against the
city. The report was adopted, three ald-
ermen dissenting from the view of the ma-

jori.y. The mayor occupied the chair. Ald.
Millidge was the only absentee. .

The recorder then read the following
resolution as the report of the sub-com-
mittee:—

Whereas, Messrs. McArthur & McVey by
contract dated the 4th day of May last made
by the said McArthur & McVey they agreed
with the city to perform certain work in
conpection with bringing water from the
Mispec River to Saint John East, which
work was by the contract to be performed
by the first day of November next, and

Whereas, the said McArthur & McVey
have notified the city that they are unable
to perform said work, and

Wheréas, the said McArthur & McVey say
the reason why they canpot so perform said
work is that they tendered for such per-
formance and signed the contract therefor
under & mistake, and

Whereas, upon consijderation of the mat-
ter hereinbefore referred to a sub-committee
of the board of water and sewerage consult-
ed with the engineer in charge of the work,
and he informed the board that the said
MeArthur & McVey couid not perform all
the work at the prices named in the tender
and contract therefore, and that he was of
opinion that if the work had now to be taken
up by the city and be by it performed so as
to have the same completed by the first day
of November next, it would cost more than
815{,000 over and above the said contract
prices.

And the board recognizing that if the city
had to take up the work that it would meet
with much difficulty at so late a date in
getting ' qualified ‘men, implements and ma-
terial with which to do the work whereby
the city might find it impossible to perform
the work before thé winter would compel a
cessation of the same which cessation would
cause much loss to the citizens, and

Whereas, the said McArthur & McVey have
{ntimated that if the city will pay them
$15,000 in 'addition to the said contract price
for performing said work before said first of
November théy will so perform the same
and will agree not to require payment of
eny part of said $15,000 unless said work
shall be completed on the said date herein-
before last mentioned, and

Whereas, the board after the fullest com-
sideration and recognizing the peculiarity of
the matter has come to the conclusion that
it would be most i{n the interest of the city
and the citizéns individually to pay for the
sald work to the sald McArthur & McVey
gald extra sum of $15,000 on condition that
they 86 complete said work on the terms in
this resolution mentioned,

Now Therefore Resolved, that this board
recommends to the common council that the
said McArthur & McVey be paid, on the full
performance of said contract, the sum of
fifteen thousand dollars extra to said com-
tract, it such contract be fully performed On
the said first day of November next, and up-
on the further condition . that if in the
opinion of said engineer the work of pro-
ceeding with the performance of such con-
tract shall not be proceeded with by the
sald McArtbur & McVey as rapidly as the
same in his opinion should be donme that the
city may at once and from time to time
employ additional men and apply other and
additional machinery impleéments and plant
for the purpose of carrying on to com le-
tion any sart of said work that“in-the opin-
fon of sald engineer may be nécessary should
be done faster than the said McArthur &
McVey may be doing the same, and the cost
and expenses therefore shall be charged by
the city to the sald McArthur & McVey as
payments on aceount of the said §15,000, and
upon the furtber condition that the bonds-
men apd sureties of the said McArthur &
McVey agree to this Resolution and any fur-
ther contract that may be made with the
¢ity by said McArthur & McVey under this
résolution, and algso upon the further con-
dition that said McArthur & McVey execute
a release to the city of all claims to the
present time. . g !

Ald. MacRae—“Ts it the intention that

all claims for extras which might be
brought must be abandoned? I under-
stand the contractors are very averse to
this. They have made no statement that
they will agree.”

The chairman—*“They have no claim.”

Ald. MacRae—“That is a matter of
law.”

The chairman said they relied on the
consulting engineer.

Ald. MacRae—“He is not a lawyer and
this is a vital issue. I think the contrac-
tors should be heard, and that we should
not vote in the dark. If this report goes
through it will be the basis of an agree-
ment.”

The chairman said he understood the
contractors were ~willing to waive all
claims. Their contention that they had
only estimated on a five foot trench could
not be ententained.

Ald. Sproul mentioned that he had dis-
cussed the matter with Mr. McVey and
he had not spoken as if willing to give
up any claim.

Ald. Frink said the contractors had
been questioned by the committee on this
point. They had retired to an ante room
to decide on their answer and on return-
ing had announced that they accepted the
committee’s terms.

Ald. Christie did not think the con-
tractors should raise any difficulties when
they were getting $15,000. The agreement
must cover all disputed points.

Ald. Piikett was not satisfied with the
information before the board. He char-
acterized the proceedings as too slip-shod.
They should have had details in writing,
he said, as to what plant and men were

' | available and a statement from Mr. Bar-

bour that the work could be completed.
The proceedings were too slip-shod. He
considered the Wheaton matter a bad
move and the city was threatened® with a
law suit in connection with Mr. Craw-
ford’s work on the west side. He heard
no reference to the injunction which was
threatened. Could not the recorder give
them some information on that point?
The report was nothing but a number of
recitals and they were waisting time un-
less they knew what the contractors were
prepared to do. .

Ald. Frink considered Ald. Pickett’s
criticism justified to some extent. He
might say that he had not been in har-
mony with the other members of the com-
mitlee but they had thrashed the matter
out most thoroughly and it was distinctly
understood that $15,000 would cover all ex-
tras.

Ald. Pickett—“What have you got to
show for it to produce in court fifteen
months hence?”

The chairman said the agreement with
the contractors would be signed later.

Ald. Frink said he believed the best
course would be for the city to take over
the work and drive it to completion. The
guarantee of $15,000 would not assure them
of the competance of the contractors. It
was a dangerous principle to put in force,
and they would find Mooney & Sons com-
ing to them in the same way. The city
could perform the work, and he did not
think the bonus system a proper or a
legal method. He had no desire to see
the contractors lose a dollar, If they
would go to work like men he was pre-
pared to deal with them fairly.

Ald. Bullock said he had not seen in

black and white that the contractors wounld |

not go on. Did they aba don the work?

Ald. Christie said they did not abandon

it but eould not do it.

If the work went
behind the city could take measures to get
more men and the contractors would have
to pay the bill. He believed if any other
course was adopted it would cost the city
at least $10,000 more.

Ald. Baxter believed an earnest attempt
had been made to find a solution. If they
called on the bondemen to complete the
work they could not get more than $15,-
000 and much trouble would ensue. He
would require before voting for the report
that Oct. 31 should be substituted for Nov.
1 as he concidered that a matter of im-
portance. He wished it understood that
this concession of $15,000 was the last he
“;lould vote for—the limit had been reach-
ed.

Ald. Bullock did not favor any bonus
and urged that the amount praposed was
execssive in any case. He was in faver of
the contractors carrying ou$ theéir ,agree-
ment.

The chairman then put the motion if the
resolution should be adopted. The fol-
lowing voted aye: Ald. Lowis, Hamm,
Holder, Tilley, Sproul, McGoidrick, Me-
Arthur, Christie, MacRae, Vanwart and
Baxter; nay, Ald. Bullock, Frink and
Pickett.

Ald; Pickett asked if any action had
been taken in regard to Messrs. Mocney’s
letter.

The chairman said the reccrder had e
commended that it required no answer.

Tt was considered advisable that the
wording of the resolution should be re:
vised by the recorder. The particular point
needing alteration being the final words
regarding the question of exiras. The
resolution when altered will. provide
against any claims in the future by the
contractors. As read to the board it was
only operative to date.

On motion of Ald. Christie, Ald. Pickett,
Tilley, Frink and the chairman were ap-
poined a committee to cohifer with the re-
corder. The board then adjourned.

BANQUETTED

St. John Oarsman Dined by Neptune Rowing Club---President
Frith Advocates Removing Club Quarters to Millidgeville.

' W, J. Coates and Hilton Belyea, the

single scullers, arrived home from Halifax
; yesterday. Mr. Coates represented the

!Neptune Club at the Sydney .and Halifax
| vegattas, and Mr. Belyea represented the
| Carleton A. A. C. at the Dartmouth and
| Halifax races.
' Mr. Coates was tendered a complimen-
t#ary dinner last night in White’s by the
Neptune Rowing Club, and it proved a
| brilliant success.

About fifty sat down to do honor to
the popular single sculler and the even-
ing proved most enjoyable.

The president of the Neptune Club,

W. J. COATES

Rowland Frith, presided and at his right
sat Hon. J. V. Ellis and his left W. J.
Coates, the guest of honor, The vice
chair was occupied by the first vice-presi-
dent, K. J. MacRae, and he had,at his
right Fred W. Coombes and at his left
G. Bruce Scovil.

The good things partaken of, smoking
was .made’ the order. President Frith,
after toasting the king, welcomed Mr.
Coates and congratulated him on his vic-
#ory at Sydney and his good showing at
Halifax. He regretted it had been found
jmpogsible to get a crew from the Nep-
tune Club to go to Sydmey. Such a con-
dition would have to be remedied. What
was probably most to blame was the fact
that the harbor was unsuitable for row-
ing and especially racing and he advo-
eated moving to Millidgeville providing
fhe street railway would rTun their line
#here. He thought the people would
then take a greater interest in rowing,
and Millidgeville could -be made to St.
John what the North West Arm was to
Halifax.

Mr. Coates was greeted with cheers and
the singing of He's a Jolly Good Fellow.

The harbor was
not snitable for rowing or racing and he
strongly advised that the club go to the
river, and should the street railway run
their line to Millidgeville rowing would
come mp and people would flock there
as they do to the North . West Arm in
Halifax.

The chairman then called upon Hon.
Afr. Ellis and referred to the fact that the
eenator was one of the oldest members
of the club, and had always taken a deep
interest in its welfare. -

Mr. Ellis, in a very pleasing speech,
avent back over the days when the Paris
crew rowed and told of the great interest
taken by the late Sheriff Harding. Lhere
had been no difficulty in collecting money
érom the citizens to support rowing in
those days. He appealed to those present
to stand steadfastly to the sport and he
awould be found willing to assist in any
way in his power.

After a brief speech by F. W. Coombs,
Geo. P. Kirk gave a recitation and Vice-
president MacRae followed in a ghort ad-
dress, advocating removal of the boat
house to Millidgeville.

A piano solo by Pro. Coliinson +was en-
joved and Second Vice-president Vroom
was the next speaker. He was not =o sure
that the removal to Millidgeville was the
[proper ccurse.

Mr. Watson gave a recitation and ad-

dresses were delivered by V. W. Johnston,
of the International Correspondence
School and ' former President F. E. Han-
ington. The latter spoke of the good
showing in the rowing game by the Nep-
tune Club in the regatta in the St. John
harbor some two years ago, When the
club’s four and double scull took first
place. He did mot see any Teason why
that could not be repeated. He strongly
advocated the removal of the club boat
house to Millidgeville.

Hon. Mr. Ellis then proposed “The
President” and Mr. Frith was heartily
honored. The einging of Auld’ Lang Syne
brought the evening to a close.

When asked by a reporter what he had
to say regarding his showing in Halifax,
he said, “Well I think that I had consider-
able bad luck. Jn Iy race with Preeper
and O'Neil on the Arm on the 12th, 1
consider that the breaking of the boom
had a lot to do with the result of the
race, as I feel quite certain that O’Neil
could not have won, I am not saying that
it would have been me. As Preeper and
myself were very close together it would
have been either one of us, as I think that
0’Neil was rowed out. At the time of the
breaking of the boom both Preeper and 1
were rowing very fast and were steadily
gaining on O’Neil, and were eome few
hundred yards from the finish.

“I put in a protest, but it was not heed-
ed. I don’t know whether or not the feel-
ing against the Carleton crew was extend-
ed to me.

“Then again last Saturday, things seem-
ed to be against me. Duggan and myself
were behind, while Arch Mosher kept
ahead after, O’Neil. Mosher was rowing
for all that 'was in him, while Duggan and
myself were saving for the finish. I knew
that Duggan was in wait for me, after our
race in Sydney so that I paid more at-
tention to him than O'Neil, not losing
sight of the fact, however, that I was out
to win the race.

“Ag we were about to turn our buoy for
home, Diggan spurted, and I went after
him and was about half a length ahead
of him when I felt Mosher's oar right
under my bow. I had caught up to him,
and as he was on the wrong side of me
could not clear himeelf. I had to ease
right down or smash my shell, and by the
time that I was away clear, Duggan had
about four lengths on me and all was
over,”

In conclusion Mr. Cates said: “Mind you
I am not a kicker, but I feel sure that my
chances were greatly interfered with if not
spoiled by the miefortunes I have numer-
ated. :

“As to the race in Dartmouth O’Neil
heat me fair and square. I have no excuse
to offer on that score.” .

Speaking of Belyea Mr. Coates said that
the Carleton ecullers made a great impres-
gion in Halifax, “and I think,” he com-
tinued, ‘“he has a great future.”

Hilton Belyea, in a brief interview last
evening, expressed himself well pleased
with his visit-to Dartmouth and Halifax
and, his treatment there.

‘What this meant is due to, or supposed
to be due to, we are not told; but its sig-
nificance, to the student of econmomy not
Jess than to the student of morals, is very
considerable. Tt would appear that M.
Blanc the Napoleon of the roulette wheel,
though dead, “yet epeakéth," and with a
voice which is the gweetest of music in the
Monegasque's ears; whose echoes, more-
over, are heard not infrequently on the

de Mer et Cercle des Etrangers” come in-
to the market. It would appear, likewise,
that the increase in his “galary” from
£50,000 per annum to £70,000, which the
Prince of the Sunny Promontory recently
extorted from the Casino Company when
he renewed the lease for another 50 years,
i mot so ruinous a piece of blackmail as
was then supposed; and that the £100,000
which was epent on the local theatre and
orchestra, though eeemingly extravagant,
has proved a sound investment, notwith-
standing the continued loss on these lat-
ter attractions.

Does any fly who walks into M. Blanc’s
parlor, one is tempted to wonder, ever
jesue thence as fat as when he entered?
One would fancy mot—to judge by the
figures of this paralyzing balance eheet.
Nevertheless, the stories of fortunes made
at Monte Carlo persistently outnumber
those of fortunes lost. Whether this sin-
gular phenomenon is traceable to the
“press subvention,” which in 1901 (the
last report in which it seems openly to be
alluded to) cost £20,000, it would be im-
possible to say, though it is ad_rmssxble to
have suepicions. That versatile gossip,
Tieut -Col, Newham-Davis vouches: for the
truth of an anecdote which credits & Chic-
ago friend of his with scooping five hun-
dred thousand francs in the Salles de Jeu
in a single day, and (greater marvel still!)
having the horse sense to “‘gkeddadle” with
the whole sum intact. There is no reason
to doubt, too, that in the 19012 winter
geason one of the Russian Grand Dukes
playing in the Club Privee, made two hun-
dred thousand francs.

Brobably more money has been lost by
the Monte Carlo “Bank” through fraund
than through what we must, for lack of
a better mame, call “honest” play. An
instithtion euch as the Casino is a tempt-
ing bait for the professional swindler;
and there are more such gentry harbored
in Monaco’s three miles of territory than
in any other spot of gimilar size in the
civilized globe. True, the majority of them
prey mot on the bank, but on the dupes.
Stake snatching and various ingenious
‘variants of the confidence trick form their
main standby. Still, the bank itself euf-
fers from their attentions, A copy of that
remarkable weekly, Rouge et Noir—the
“Organe de Defense des Joueurs de Dou-
lette et de Trente-er-Quarante”—lies be-
fore the writer, and contains a full, true
and particular account of one of the
most famous and most emusing of
the many attacks on the  bank
which have -been planned within
recent  years, The prime mover
in the plot was the magnificent “swell-
mobsman” Ardisson, who had success-
fully “worked” mearly every pleasure re-
eort on the continent, and who now, for
the first time, turned his attention to
the seemingly umassailable fortress of
wealth by the tideless sea. Ardisson, it
ceems, “spled out the land” at Monte
Carlo a month or more before he at-
tempted operations; and, clad in an un-
assuming disguise, made a particular study
of the gaming tables and the methods of
play. Like many wise folk before and
since, he came to the conclusion that
roulette. was unworthy of his attention.
Its companion game, trente-et-quarante,
gave him, however, some food for
thought. It was played with cards; it
was mnon-mechanical; the ‘“personal edu-
cation” entered into its procedure; and,
finally, the stakes were high. In trente-
et-quarante, then, he saw his opening.

Vanishing for a space from the neigh-
borhood of his blissfully ignorant . vie-
tims, he returned eventually, accompani-
ed by a friend of his own sex (and pro-
fession), and a couple of beautiful and
well-dressed ladies. The party ranged
themselves, two on each side of the
trente-et-quarante board, and while the
croupier was shuffling the cards prepara-
tory to starting a fresh set, of deals, the
lady on one side engaged the umpire in
ingenious ' chat — asking explanations of
how the game was played, and so forth—
while she on the other requested umpire
No. 2 to supply her with gold change for
2 bank note. At the precise instant when
the croupier was ready to begin one of
the ladies dropped 50 louis on the floor,
where they rolled noisilly hither and thith-
er, creating a most unseemly diversion,
and attracting all eyes from the cloth.
Attendants gathered up her gold; where-
upon the game proceeded.

The Ardisson quartette, as the Gallic
chronicler playfully has it, “attaquent
vigoureusement par paquets de milles la
rouge et la couleur,” and behold, “Rouge
gagne et couleur” no Jess than three times
running. And, to cut a long story short,
whichever way the quartette stake (and
they have the finesse to vary their stak-
ing more than once), they win. After
eight coups, “la societe se ‘retire ma-
jestueusement,” carrying with them 180,-
000 francs of the bank’s money. At the
door of the Casino a smart carriage awaits
them, and in five minutes they are whirl-
ed across the frontier.

The secret of M. Ardisson’s staggering
success only transpired when too late.
Horrified at the loss to the bank,the um-
pires ordered the cards to be examined.
There were 8¢ too many in the pack.
The coupier had been bribed to insert a
specially shuffled slab of cards at a given
signal, and the disturbance caused by the
fall of madame’s gold pieces had drawn
all eyes from his deed. Two months’
jmprisonment was ‘his sentence, a period
of discomfort he could afford to disregard
when weighed against his personal profits.

1t is more than improbable that there
will ever be another Ardisson. It is
quite certain that there will never be an-
other Jaggers. Jaggers is the only Brit-
isher who figures at all outstandlingly
in the annals of Monte Carlo. He was a,
Yorkshireman, and after weeks of watch- |
ing and record keeping he discovered
that one of the roulette wheels had a bias
toward a certain number, He and his as-

The count-|
ers were, many of them, redeemed; but |
never again will a croupier accept any-|
thing but solid metal and notes. Of false |
money there has, of course, been plenty;
!)ut that (it is perhaps not unfair to hint) |
is as easy to foist on the player as on the |
bank—if not easier. Even the paper-wmpﬁ
ped ."mu'}eaux” of five louis pleces (‘“pla-|
ques”) must be torn oven now-a-days
when placed on the cloth.

“C.ha}:ce,” says Prof. Karl Pearson, “is
not scientifically chance, unless the im-
probable happens in due proportion.”

The improbable at Monte Carlo is that
a player should abstract money from the
banker’s coffers; and it is safe to assert
that this event does mot happen “in due
proportion.” From which it is evident
that neither roulette mnor {rente-etquar-
ante, are true games of chance, and that
thg £1,440,.800 which they have earned
t.h'ls year might, with a good deal more
fairness to mankind in general, have
found a vesting place elsewhere—T. P.s
Weekly.

ON FIRE SIX DAYS

Blaze in Coal of Steamer
Eretria Was Extinguished
Yesterday---Started a Week
Ago.

A fire which has been burning in the|
port bunker of the Battle line steamer |
Eretria, was extinguished at 6 o’clock yes-|
it:;df;y mqrmgg. The fire had been burn-|

or 8ix days and during t ime |
a good deal of damage was doge. s et

On Tuesday last, when some distance |
east of Sable Island on the way from Liv-
erpool, the fire was discovered. Smoke
was found to be escaping from the bunker
on the port side. On account of the fact
that each bunker is a closed compartment
there was little danger of the fire spread-
ing, but because of the highly inflamable
gases a bunker of coal on fire is a matter
of no small concern. A hose of water
was turned on at once and - ghortly after
another—one from above a’nil one from
the side and so ‘the voyage to this port
was completed and after the steamer ar-
rived and was docked at the Pettingill
wharf Thursday ‘the real work of fight-
ing the fire began. Little progress had
been made by the'engineers and there was
quite a vigorous fire smouldering away in
the bunker wanting only some fresh air
from outside to break out into a confla-
gration. The heat was already beginning
to warp the plates of the steamer near
the seat of trouble and before the fire
was -put out a good deal of damage was
dene in this way.

‘Work had already been begun at remov-
ing the coal from’the bunker and at times
the men 7were working waist deep in
water. The coal above the fire was re-
moved as soon as possible so that when
an opening was made into the fire it
would mnot fall down to feed the flames.
Fifty or sixty tons of coal were thus ve-
moved, some to the deck of the steamer,
but the men would quench the fire in one
place only to find the burning gases had
carried it into some other hole.

On Saturday an opening was made in
the side of the steamer and a hose from
the tug Neptune turned on. For the rest
of that day and all day Sunday three
streams, aggregating 150 tons of water an
hour, were kept playing upon the fire.
Soon after midmight the water was turned
off and by 6 o'clock yesterday morning
the fire was out. The chief engineer, blis-
tered, tired and eore, then went %o his
room after eighty hours of more exacting
toil than had ever fallen to his lot before.

Damage estimated approximately at $5,
000, thad been dome. The amount of injury
done by the salt sea water to the engines
and pipes is not easy to estimate, Twenty-
five tons of coal were burned to a cinder,
fifty tons damaged by being charred and
300 tons more or less injured by water.

21—(Special)—A special
London cable says: “Commenting on the
appointment of Lord Minto as viceroy of
India the Daily Mail says: ‘The smooth-
ness and pleasantness of his relations with
the ministers in Canada argues well for
hig future in Idia.’

The remains of N. B. Colwell, son of|
