L Futterer is one of those who believe
that many of the ancient prophesies
of the Bible are on the eve of fulfill-
ment. It was because of his belief
that he came here from California to
search for the relie;of Judaisuyy

The Ark of the Covenant was pre-
cious and sacred because it contained
the tables of the law given to Moses
by God on Mount Sinai.

Just prior to the Babylonian cap-
tivity, Jeremiah hid the Ark in a cave
on Mount Nebo. Thereafter_ there is
no record, of the Ark having been
found, but according to prophecy in
the Apocryphal work of Maccabees,
the Ark will be found in Mount Nebo
at the time when the Jews are gather-
ed again in Palestine.

Since the war and the resultant en-
couragement of Jews to return to the
Holy Land, there has been a remark-
able movement of the Jews toward
their old home. Futterer said he was
confident that the present situation
fulfills or soon will fulfill the condi-
tions of the prophecy and that he be-
lieves the Ark will be found.

After making a survey of Mount
Nebo, Futterer applied to the trans-
Jordania department of antiquities for
a lease on Mount Nebo. As soon as
he gets it, Futterer said he would be-
gin the search.

MEXICO CITY, Jan. 4—“The "Mex-
ican army dominates the situation
throughout the republic and can and
will suppress any movement of a sedi-
tious nature,” the war department de-
clared: in an’ official statement yester-
day in answer to rumors that revolu-
tionary movements were under way or
in prospect ‘in various parts of the
country.”

SOVIET BELIEVED
BEHIND UPRISING

British Officials Inclined to Min-
imize Gravity of Hankow
Situation

By HERBERT BAILEY
British ‘United Press

LONDON, Jan. 4—While the situa-
tion in Hankow is undoubtedly serious
and the news of clashes between
marines and demonstrators is causing
much popular anxiety here, British
officials are inclined to minimize the
gravity of the situation, Rritish United
Press was informed this' morning in
official circles. .

Officials pointed out that the trouble
was caused by bends of the lowest
type coolies penetrating foreign con-
cessions to see how much they could
get away °with.  Apparently, the
coolies began stoning the British
marines, who replied with bayonet at-
tack and fairly chased them out.

There is no doubt, however, that
these coolies were not acting purely
on their own, and the general belief
here is that they were urged on by
Soviet emissaries, who desire to in-
tensify the existing hostility against
Great Britain. This is leading to a
renewed demand that the Soviet repre-
sentatives mow in Great Britain be
turned out bag and baggage and that
displomatic associations with Russia
should be discontinued while the
Soviets pursue their vicious anti-Brit-
ish policy in the East.

Meanwhile, the British have no in-
tention of replying to the Cantonese
note to the United States with regard
to British policies in China. 'They
point out that it is obviously impos-
sible for the British to discriminate
between any of the various govern-
ments in China, and particularly im-
possible to take any action favorable
to the nationalists of Canton because
the actual territory held by them in
China is still small. Seventy-six per
cent. of the country is still in the hands
of rival factions.

gers in any one year in the past 20
years.

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NATIONALIZATION

THE City Council is to meet each morning to
discuss the details of a bill providing for
nationalization of the port of Saint John. There
- ‘was talk of a conference of representatives of the
' City Council, Board of Trade, the railways, and
the Trades and Labor Council; but it has not been
held. Obviously such a conference is very desir-
able. It should include men thoroughly familiar
with the harbor and its equipment and require-
ments. Of course if the harbor is to be national-
jzed the first step is to arrive at an agreement
regarding the terms, and the matter of harbor
_jmprovement would thereafter be taken up and
a comprehensive plan of harbor development con-
sidered. In whatever relates to the harbor all the
citizens are interested, and it is most desirable
that the City Council receive hearty co-operation
in dealing with the subject. However well quali-
' fied the Mayor and Commissioners may be to deal
with it, they will undoubtedly feel they ought to
have the benefit of consultations with representa-
tives of the business interests of the port. What
“is mow to be done will affect the whole future of
the port of Saint John. The wisest heads may
'well be brought together in sympathetic co-
‘operation.

THE UNITED MARITIMES

E have another evidence that political par-

tisanship is not to stand in the way of united
.effort to secure justice for the Maritime Provinces.
There was a Conservative convention at Antigonish
yesterday to nominate a candidate in the Con-
_servative interests for the federal by-election to
be held on January 15. Mr. Neil R. McArthur,
K.C., who lives in Glace Bay, but who is a native
of the constituency, received the momination. In
a public meeting following the convention he said
that if Premier King brought down legislation
implementing the recommendations contained in
the Duncan report he would support the Liberal
leader. This puts the quietus on a rumor that
Nova Scotia Conservatives might not be disposed
to give the Government support, whatever legis-
lation it might bring down. So far as the Duncan
report and its recommendations are concerned,
there is only one party in the Maritime Provinces.
The people remember the pledge of the Prime
Minister, made in these provinces, that he would
WA ng down legislation based on the recommenda-
Ns::ns of the Duncan report. They accept that
assurance and await the issue with confidence.

WHY NOT THE AIR-PORT?
HE origins of prosperity, whether personal,
civic or national, are not always easy to trace.
ZXbke progress of prosperity is less difficult to
follow; purpose, tenacity and a modicum of good
fortune are, as a rule, the ingredients. But always
“there must be a beginning, and this is not usually
& matter of blind chance. By no means invariably,
but nonetheless of frequency sufficient to warrant

fion stone of prosperity. The man with imagina-

advance; he breaks the ground and digs in antici-
pation; he is that much ahead of his friends, and

to make a bid for something that might well place
our city amongst the leading air-ports of the world.

great ships. Some of these are to be erected in
Canada and it is fairly certain that the Maritimes
must see the first of these structures. Where is
it to be placed? Why not at Saint John?

&  There are numerous reasons why it should be
placed at Saint Jobn. Saint John can offer protec-
tion from gales second to none. In point of
distance, as the airship flies from Great Britain,
Saint John need concede no more than a few miles
to any other place with pretentions to suitability.
Its land communications are comprehensive and
.avoid the strategic danger—the possibility of war
must never be neglected—of the Tantramar neck.
1t is already the winter mail sea port of Canada;
and it will soon—so we confidently believe—be a
nationalized port. Is there any better place for
Canada’s Atlantic air port?

But Saint John must not sit back and wait for
& mooring mast to be offered. It is up to those
fn authority to ask for that mooring mast. As
@ suggestion, the Mayor, the Board of Trade, the
C. P. R. authorities, the Provincial Government—

M beyond doubt a sympathetic Dominion Post-
.ncter General—might lay claim to that mast—
‘before somebody else forestalls them.. Let Saint
John get there first, and thereafter keep ahead—
always just ahead of immediate requirements.

REAL ESTATE ATHLETICS

THE phase of sport known in the United States

as “real estate football” is one that doubtless
opens the door to abuses, yet at the same time
may be employed legitimately and to advantage.
Briefly, the idea is to promote a game likely to
draw enthusiasts from far and wide within the
precincts of a town that feels the urge to boost.
It is an advertising festival, and probably achieves
its object. Get a customer inside a store and a
sale is half made. Few localities are so devoid of
attraction in one form or another that out of a
few tens of thousands of people who may come
to sport some may not remain—or return to stay.

Now of all lures a sporting fixture is one of
the strongest, and in Saint John we ought not to
forget that there are splendid opportunities for
winter and summer athletics, with Gormans and
Snodgrasses and budding Gormans and Snodgrasses
aplenty, to furnish proof of the sporting spirit of
the Loyalist City. Why not capitalize these
advantages? Not so long ago the Board of Trade,
led by certain public-spirited men, determined that
the great port of Saint John should suffer wrong
no more; and have waged the battle, the victorious
results whereof seem almost within our grasp. It
were to lose sense of proportion to deny that,
situated as is Saint John, commercial prosperity
is the most important factor. But there are other
factors. Cities do not live by trade alone. And
nc detail, be it never so small, that promises to
spread the fame of Saint John and write our city’s
name more boldly on the maps drawn for non-
commercial reference ought to be overlooked.

Saint John already has a reputation for sport.
That reputation may be enhanced, and “real estate
athletics” deserve encouragement.

FRANCE AND HER DEBTS
. MILLERAND, one time President of the
French Republic, has expressed what out-
siders have long suspected, namely that the
general sentiment of France is that she should not
tax herself one centime to pay her debts. There
is plausibility in M. Millerand’s general contention
that France should not engage herself to perform
the impossible, but his conception of the possible
is illuminated by the words that follow: “The
agreement which will be submitted to Parliament
contains a clause, by the terms of which France
must pay to the Allies more than she receives
from Germany. Ratification of such a clause is
fmpossible.” In other words France does not feel
in honor bound to meet the debts she owes to her
friends, except insofar as she can make her former
enemy provide the money. The French people
must not be asked to pay. Apart from the general
question of inter-allied debts, this national state
of mind is not the right one in which to negotiate,
and will not inspire foreign financiers to aid
France in the task of rehabilitating her currency.
It will not engender confidence, it will not
strengthen credit.

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Our Yesterdays
SAINT JOHN IN 1846
(By “Old Timer”)

NE of the earliest books relating to the Prov-

ince of New Brunswick is Abraham Gesner’s
“New Brunswick with notes for Emigrants,” pub-
lished in London in 1847, and the author, accord-
ing to the preface, had been employed by the New
Brunswick Government for five years in making
a geological survey of the province. :

Gesner’s description of the City of Saint John
makes interesting reading after the lapse of nearly
eighty years, and forms an interesting basis of
comparison.

“Saint John,” the author states, “is situated
upon a rocky peninsula of very uneven ground,
that slopes in opposite directions from a central
ridge. A 'great deal of labor has been employed
in cutting down the hills and levelling the streets,
several of which are still steep, and the ice in
winter sometimes renders them dangerous. That
division of the city which is nearest the entrance
of the harbor is called Lower Cove. The principal
wharves, docks and warehouses are situated far-
ther to the north, and extend around the head of
the basin to within a short distance of the falls.
The whole shore is lined with timber-ponds,
booms, and shipyards, which receive the numerous
rafts floated down thegjver.

“The streets have been regularly laid out, and
two pieces of ground, King’s Square and Queen’s
Square, near the centre of the town, have been
reserved for public accommodation. The city,
which includes within its boundaries a town on
the western side of the harbor, called Carleton,
consists of six wards. It is incorporated, and
governed by the Mayor (who is appointed by the
Lieutenant-Governor), a Recorder, six Aldermen,
six Assistant Aldermen, a Sheriff of the County,
a Coroner, Commén Clerk, Chamberlain, High Con-
stable, six Marshalls, and sixteen inferior Con-
stables. The revenue of the city amounts to about |
£5,000 per annum. A part of the public property
still remains unleased, and is yearly growing more
valuable. It is well built, and the whole range
of wharves, to the distance of a mile and a half,
is lined with stones and large piles of 'deal, and
other kinds of lumber, destined for the British
market. The principal buildings are made of stone
and brick, and a number of the shops are not ex-
celled in beauty in much older cities.

“On the 14th of January, 1887, a destructive
fire broke out and consumed 115 houses and stores,
which were equal at the time to one third of the
commercial part of the city. The loss was esti-
mated at £250,000. Several severe fires have occur-
red since, and whole streets, including the north
and south market wharves, have been laid in ruins,
with a new market-house at the foot of King street.
The extreme point of the peninsula belongs to the
Crown, and is occupied by two batteries, military
stores, and barracks, capable of containing two
regiments. In front of the barracks is a spacious
parade-ground, which affords a fine promenade in
summer for the public, who are admitted without
distinction. The principal public buildings are
three Episcopal Churches; two Presbyterian, one
Roman Catholic, two Methodist, one Baptist, one
Covenanter, one Christian Band Chapel, a Gram-
mar School, a Methodist Sunday school, Court-
house, Gaol, Poorhouse, two Hospitals, a Mechanics
institute, Mayor’s and City Office, three Banks,
Market house, Custom house, Saint John Hotel,
and Penitentiary. A number of private houses are
tastefully builty and the residence of the Chief
Justice, situate in a small park, is quite in Euro-
pean style. The low wooden buildings that form-
erly occupied the suburbs are yearly replaced by
handsome cottages, and the city is rapidly increas-
ing in magnitude and population.

“Carleton, on the west side of the harbor, forms
two wards of the city; it almgst surrounds a large
pond supplying water to saw-mills during the
recess of the tide. It has several handsome streets,
an Episcopal Church, meeting-house, and exten-
sive wharves. A steamboat plies between the
shores, which are a quarter of a mile apart, every
fifteen minutes. The fishing is excellent; and, from
the convenience of the situation, several mercantile
establishments have been opened bf lste, and the
appearance of the place much improved.

The manufacturing industry of Saint John has
advanced with the growth of the city. It has now
three iron foundries, in which’exalted steam en-
gines and *other machinery are made. There are
also a number of flour mills, turned by steam and
water, for the manufacture of foreign grain; but,
from the present abundance of timber, the saw-
ing of logs into deals, scantling, shingles, and laths,
has called forth the greatest amount of capital;
several steam saw mills are employed in this busi-
ness, and others are contemplated. The descent
of the river at the falls has given rise to the Saint
John Mills and Canal Company; and machinery
for sawing and grinding grain is propelled by the
steam, as it rushes down the frightful rapid to-
wards the ocean. At the site below the falls, where
the river is very narrow, an attempt was made a
few years ago to erect a bridge between Carleton
and the opposite shore. = The work was nearly
completed, when, from the lgrk of engineering
science, a part of it fell into the stream, and a
number of workmen, with a mass of timber, were
plunged upwards of one hundred and fifty feet
into the river below; of the men:only a few were
saved, and the event is among the painful ry-ords
of the loss of life which has been but too frequent
at and below the cataract.

“For’E::y there was an Indian village a fur-

{

long abbve the fall, and the spot is still called
Indian n. The river steamers and small craft
generally land here, and a little town has sprung
up within a space of a few years. The distance to
the city is a mile and a quarter, and the street
runs through the thriving town of Portland, which
should be united to Saint John, instead of being
a separate parish. The whole shore of Portland
is occupied by timber-docks and ship-yards; and,
except for its lack of cleanliness and frequent dis-
order, it would be a valuable appendage to.the
city.

}:‘Northward of Portland stands Fort Howe Hill,
which commands the upper part of the harbor.
The hill is the site of a military post, with a maga-
zine at its base. Portland is the site of a hand-
some Episcopal Church, a Roman Catholic Chapel,
two meeting-houses and an academy.

“By the recent exertiors of an active company
formed for the purpose, the principal streets of
Saint John are now supplied with water, brought
from the small lake situated a mile and a half
northward. The water is elevated by forcing-
pumps to the highest ground, and then cor}du(:ted
through pipes to its several place® of destination.
The streets are very imperfectly lighted, and an
effort to introduce gas was resisted by the Cor-
poration of 1842.

«The situation of Saint John is by no means
unfavorable for fortification. Battereis on Part-
ridge Island, Fore Howe Hill, and other eminences,
would defend the haven and city. At present the
defences consist of three small batteries on the
east, and a stone tower and blockhouse on the west
side of the harbor, and a fort on the island. Al-
though those works are not in a state of perfect
repair, the well-knéwn spirit of the militia, with
the expertness of their artillery divisions, would
render the approach of an enemy even with a
strong force very hazardous.”

MEMORY A FAKE

Presence of Toe Discredits Story
That He is Long-lost
Frank Burgess

RURO, N. S., Jan. 3—Police

cousin Frank. All digits were present
and correct.

-RECOGNIZED AS LEWIS

On top of that Arthur readily recog-
nized the man as Lewis Burgess, of
Bridgeport, Conn. He so advised the
waiting family at Center Burlington

Arthur Burgess’ first action:

and was immediately asked by Harry,
brother of Lewis, not to bring the wan-
derer to his home, but to send him
back to his own family, as he already
had his hands full.

In the meantime the stranger in the
Truro jail calmly accepts the latest de-
velopments. He claims that he has
been a wanderer of the world for 80
years following a remarkable recovery
from yellow fever at Gibraltar, where
he had been landed from a sailing ves-
sel as dead.

On being told that he had been recog-
nized as Lewis Burgess, he retired to
the basement of the jail to think.

RECOVERS MORE MEMORY

There he walked the corridors for
someé time and when he returned he
seemed to have recovered much of his
lost memory. He declared that he had
known Lewis Burgess in New Rochella
and had seen him killed in a motor car
accident. He had also attended his
funeral. .

As- for himsélf, his newly recovered
memory told him that he had worked
in a number of New England cities.
He recalled having been knocked on
the head by a piece of falling timber
in New Haven, of being operated upon

in Manitoba as a result of the acci-
dent and being black-jacked by an
Italian in Hartford. He also suffered
a fall from a building in Worcester,
landing on his head in a pile of sand.
He could not recollect ever . being
married.

There were no more accidents in the
memoirs of this strange traveler until
he was struck by a falling tree while
cutting cord wood for Clare Cutten,
near Truro a few weeks ag) ‘When
he recovered from this accident he was
lying in his shack in the woods and a
voice rang in his ears saying, “Frank,
go home” Convinced that he was
Frank Burgess, he said he had come to
the police with his story.

When Arthur Burgess set out from
Center Burlington today to identify
the prodigal, the aged mother caution-

ed him to look for a missing toe. But |

no toes were missing.

“If Frank had lost a toe then I am
not Frank,” was the man’s observa-
tion when apprised of this develop-
ment. He was equally sure that he
was not Lewis. '

To his last employer the stranger
had said that he was a big property
ownér in Miami, Florida, who had
lost his all in the storm last year. He

never mentioned to Mr. Cutten that he
had been a seafaring man. Strong
and sturdy and proud of his’strength,
the man had not made good as a wood
cutter. Mr. Cutten took him on as a
piece worker on the “grubstake” basis,
but the man was in debt when he left,
not being a prolific woodcutter.

Efforts are being made to ascertain
the present whereabouts of Lewis Bur-
gess, the member of the family who
lives in Bridgeport, and who this man
greatly resembles.

Auctioneer Heckled by Gath-
ering at Proceedings This
Morning

SMALL BIDS MARK
SOME OF THESALI:'_S
Receipts This Year $6,425,
Compared With $4,580
in 1926

CARLOADS OF GRAIN

187,304,660 Bushels Han-
dled Between Aug. ! and
End of Year

WINNIPEG, Jan. 8—Grain totalling
187,804,660 bushels was moved by the
C. P. R.in 117,050 cars from August
1, 1926, until the end of the year. Of
this amount 154,751,608 bushels were
wheat with 83,558,052 bushels of other
grain. One car of graln was loaded
every 85 seconds, the average struck
from each working day from August
first up to and including Décember 31.

Deliveries of grain to the head of
the lakes from August 1 to the end of
the year by the C. P. R. were88,3302
cars, with a content of approximately
128,920,020 bushels, and during the
same period 7,804 cars containing 11,-
500,000 bushels were delivered to the
port at Vancouver.

Out of a total of 93,625 cars of wheat
inspected along the Canadian Pacific
line from August 1, until-December 31,
the high average of 62 per cent. werc
contract grades, that is, numbers one,
two, three and durum. The inspec-
tions showed that 68 per cent. of the
grain was of higher quality than for
the same period of the previous year.

PAYS TRIBUTE TO
MOUNTED POLICE

Major F. . R. Burnham|

Gives His Remin-
iscences

an, e———

LONDON, Jan. 4—In his book of
reminiscences, “Scouting on Two Con-
tinents,” Major Frederick Russell
Burnham, one of the most plcturesque
adventurers of modern times, speaks
highly of the work of the Northwest
Mounted Police, now the Royal Cana-
dian Mounted Police, during the days
of the great Klondyﬁ gold rush, of
which he was one of £he pioneers, and
has the following to say about the
comparative handful of men who en-
forced the stern law of the Yukon in
those turbulent days:

“You could do anything except de-
stroy life or property.
we seemed to live quietly under two
commandments—Thou shalt not kill,
and Thou shalt not steal. If you broke
the former you were sent by dog team
and canoe thousands of miles to be
hanged. If you broke the latter, you
were sent thousands of miles to prison.
In ecither case you started a power
against you that was as silent as the
aurora and as relentless as the glaciers.

NOT ONE ESCAPED.

“Not one murderer escaped in those
Jdays—and gold lay in every cabin and
tent and was carried in tons, unghard-
ed, down the creeks. I saw eight tons
put on onc steamer going down the
Yukon, with only one policeman (R. C.
M. P.) to guard it.” -

Major Burnham’s Klondyke memories
read like pages from Jack London,
whom he just beat in the rush to
Dawson. He was one of the first to
reach that city, and it was from a
claim he shared with another ploneer,
George Burke, that the first Klondyke
gold nuggets, 100 pounds weight of
them, came to England.

In South Africa the author was a
scout in both the Matabele and Boer
wars, in the latter of which he became
Chief of Scouts under Lord Roberts,
doing service that won for him the

The
famous “Bank of Monte Carlo” was
broken twice in one afternoon, and,
amid intense excitement, gamblers
went away with not less than $150,-
000. . The coup was worked ug?inot
a Trente-et-Quarante table in the
Salle Privee, and the principal win-
ners were a of four Austrians
and helf a dozen English men end
women.

At news of the run, people poured
in from all parts of the rooms, and at
one time there were nearly 200 strug-
gling to plle their money on the
baize. Trente-et-Quarante is played
with six packs of cards (the Taille)
shuffled together and dealt out by the
croupier in two rows, each of which
maust total up in “pips” (court cards
count 10) to about 30 (trente), but
under 40 (quarante). As soon as a
row counts to over 80, that row is
complete. The first row is counted as
“black” and the second row “red.”
The row nearest to 80 wins.
~'In. the whole “taille” of the cards
‘black turned up only twice, and there
was one “Epres”—black and red equal
in number. As soon as there seemed a
likelihood of red “running,” players
began to stake heavily against the bank.
At the tenth coup there were over
500,000 francs staked on the red side of
the table—with not even the minimum
20-franc \piece on black.

During this coup & pin could have
beep heard to drop, for the first row
(black) counted up to 82, invariably a
probable winner, and the first two

{ cards’ turned up by the croupier in

the second row ‘were ‘“court” cards.
Bat a ‘succession of small cards went
to one “pip” beyond the trente (i.e.
the second row was 81; and the Red
had won again.) That “pip” cost the

Severe Arraignment of
a New Brunswick
Law.

Editor Times-Star:

Sir,—I have had the opportunity of
reading correspondence in your col
umns, dated Dec. 20, criticising the
assertion in this council’s annual re-
port on child welfare Jegislation that|
the repeal of the unmarried parenthood
legislation enacted in 1925 in New
Brunswick was “possibly the greatest
backward step recorded in the past
year in the social legislation of any
Canadian province.”

Our report admitted, as your corre-
spondent states, that the 1926 legisla-
tion was inoperative because of the lack
of provision of funds or machintry to
enforce .it. The implication of your
correspondent’s letter is that it was
therefore a forward, not a backward
step, to repeal it. With this no social
worker could agree. :Any legislation
must be contemplated from the point
cs view of enforceability. The peop'e
and government of New Brunswick,
having watched the beneficent effects
of this legislation in several other prov-
inces, placed it on the New Brunswick
statute books. It was humane, sound
and practical .enough to have worked
well in other provinces of Canada, and
to have commended itself after eare-
ful study to the legislature of New
Brunswick. It was enacted, ! Provis-
fon for its enforcement was not made,
though the outline of that provision
was an essential part of the measure
itself. This lack of provision was then
followed by the early repeal of the act.
Regardlesy of the details of the act, is
. it not open to serious debate that this
| procedure constituted of itself what
! could truthfully be described as a
‘;“backward step?” A province enacts
! legislation that is sufficiently advanced
{to have been adopted in five prov-
| inces, and to have received the strong
support of that province’s public.opin-
jon and of its legislature. Within a
few months, the legislation is repeal-
ed, without having been given a day’s,
an hour’s trial, as contemplated in its
own terms. This, I contend, is not of
itself a forward step. J

New Brunswick has on its statute
books a good children’s protection act,
amended and consolidated in 1919.
Outside of -two or three centres,
though, this act is practically 'inoper-
ative because of the lack of appropria-
tions and machinery for its enforce-
ment. According to the point of view
in the criticism directed against our
criticism, it would not be a backward
step, under the circumstances, were
New Brunswick to repeal this legisla-
tion. We would contend that it would
be a backward and regrettable step to
do so, and that likewise a backward
and regrettable step was taken in re-
pealing the act for the protection of
children of unmarried parents without
having afforded any adequate oppor-
tunity for its enforcement.

It is manifestly impossible to dis-
cuss within the limits of a newspaper
correspondence all the social compar-
isons in the two measures, when each
of them contains over 50 clauses. Three
or four contrasted clauses from each
measure, however, will abundantly
serve to show the basis of the conten-
tion printed in the Child Welfare Coun-
cil report.

THE CHILD COMES FIRST

In the first place the child welfare
workers of Canada, in their statement
of principles adopted in 1925, declared
that “in all cases of*treatment of chil-
dren of unmarried parents the well-
being of the child shall be the first
consideration.”  This principle has
gradually been accepted throughout
most of the civilized countries of the
world in recent years. Humanity
recognizes that too long has it sought

the social and moral code from the one
innocent element in the eternal triangle
on which human life is based, a man,
a woman, and a child. Upon the help-
less and hapless child, already deprived
of so much, was the badge of illegiti-
macy branded forever. The man and
the woman, primarily responsible for
defiance of the social and moral stand-
ards, and presumably in a position to
make some atonement therefor, were
not registered as “illegitimate parents”
in the province’s vital statistics or birth
registration, or “tagged” with such an
appellation for all time to come. To
them the way lay open to rehabilita-
tion in the community. Not so with
the child. New Brunswick, by the en-
actment of her 1925 legislation, defin-
itely placed herself in line with the
pronouncement . of Canadian workers.
The very title of the two acts ranks
one unmistakably in line with this pro-
gressive program and the other in op-
position. .

The 1925 measure was entitled “An
Act for the Protection of Children of
Unmarried Parents.” The ignominious
badge was removed, and - they were
definitely to be protected. The 1926
act is entitled “An Act Respecting
Tllegitimate Children.”  Frankly and
truthfully, it makes no claim for their
protection. The “protection”  con-
templated in the measure centres large-
ly about the protection of the munici-
pality or parish from the possibility
of responsibility for the child’s main-
tenance.

Sections 5 and 6 of the 1925 act con-
template every effort being made on
the part of the province to assure to
every child born out of wedlock that
the province through its children’s
department will “do all such things as
are permitted or required under this
act, as may seem to him (i.e., the rep-
resentative of the provinucial depart-
ment) advisable in the interest of
such child.”

Section 8 contemplated the extension
of such protection at the time when
the child’s very life and health gen-
erally, most urgently demand it, when
the mother, fearful, generally alone,
ill, nervous, practically an outcast, is
being driven from pillar to post, in a
desperate effort to hide her shame and
provide for herself and the unwanted
babe. So the 1925 act provided that,
“The mother of a child born out of
wedlock, or of a child who is likely to
be born out of wedlock, might apply
to the provincial department for ad-
vice and protection.”

Where the father could not be lo-

cated, or was not in a position to as-
sist, or the mother was unable or un-
fit to provide for the child, the 1925
legislation provided for its immediate
protection under the Children’s Pro-
tection Act, as a “neglected child.”

The sums- contemplated as mainten-
ances in the 1925 measure, whether by
weekly or I'mp sum payments, were
to be calculated to “enable the child
to maintain a reasonable standard of
life” Any such order could be re-
viewed and altered at subsequent dates

The act also provided for private
agreements on behalf of the child, if
such agreeincits were approved by
the provinc'a!' officer. All payments
were to be made to the provincial
officer and distributed by or through
him. {
Corroborative evidence to the moth-
er's was required.

THE PRINCIPLES OF 1921

These and many other detailed
clauses were all in accordance with the
principles adopted in 1921, at the an-
nual meeting of the Social Service
Council of Canada, as recommended by
Canadian social workers for the guid-
ance of Canadian work and legislation
in this field. These read: (1) The
state should definitely assume respon-
sibility for seeing that every child of
unmarried parents is properly provided
for. That is, that every case should
be considered and disposed of accord-
ing to the best accepted standards of
social treatment. (2) It shall be the
duty of the state to initiate proceed-
ings looking towards the establishment
of the paternity of every child of un-
married parents.

It must be borne in mind that the
intention is not to prejudice the right
of a mother or agency or individual
to take legal action, but such cases
should, in every case, be conducted
jointly by the official and the com-
plainant. .

Should the case be adjusted by pri-
vate settlement or agreement, the
terms of such settlement and agree-
ment must be approved by the pro-
vincial official responsible, and subject
to caurt record.

(8) The financial maintenance of the
child should be borne by both par-
ents according to their respective abil-
ity to provide, the standards of main-
tenance to be a reasonable one, approx-
imating to what the child would have
enjoyed if the parents were legally
married.

PRESENT LEGISLATION.

It is obvious that New Brunswick’s
legislation of 1925 admirably incor-
porated these humane principles. What
does the 1926 legislation offer as a
substitute? |

In the first place, the mother shall
at the request of the overseers of the
poor do certain and such things, prin-
cipally “law information”’ In all of
section 4, which covers the procedure,
there is not one suggestion of the least
social concern for the mother or child.

the parish against financial loss. In
fact it is explicitly stated in 4: “No
information shall be laid if security is
given or tendered to the overseers for
the parish to which such illegitimate
child is likely to be, or has become,
chargeable, by a good and sufficient
bond approved by such overseers, or
by the judge or clerk of the peace for
the county in which such parish is sit-
uate, conditioned to indemnify such
overseers against all sums of money
which they may lawfully expend in
consequence of the pregnancy or death
of such woman, and the birth, mainten-
ance or death of such a child.”

In other words, as long as the parish
is protected against a maintenance
charge, the disposition, care or protec-
tion of a child is apparently no one’s
concern or responsibility.

In the section providing for mainten-
ance the lump sum payment is not to
exceed $600, though it may not be less
than $300. This sum is specifically
stated to be in lieu of the payments of
the maintenance, etc.,, of the mother,
preceding and following the child’s
birth, and of weekly maintenance of
the child up to 14 years of age.

Surely, the small sum itself sug-
gests greater consideration again for
the indemnification of the parish
than for the maintenance of the
child, at a reasonable standard of
life until fourteen years of age. What
family or agency in New Brunswick
would guarantee to maintain and
educate a child at a reasonable stan-
dard to fourteen years of age for
a sum between $30000 and $600.00,
less the hospital expenses or like
costs of the mother at the child’s
birth? It is true, that under Part
II of the Act, a weekly order nct
exceeding three dollars a week may
be obtained, but Section 46 provides
that this Part shall not apply if an
order has been made under Part 1
above. Judging by the experience of
handling such cases, in provinces
where legislation similar in principle
and phrase to the 1926 New Bruns-
wick legislation was in force, several
years ago, there seems small room
for doubt that those sections of the
Act, under which least liability is
enforceable will be the most fre-
quently invoked. ;

Clause by clause the two Acts can
be compared. Case by case the cases
of children born out of wedlock in
New Brunswick, and in similar com-
munities or provinces where legis-
'lation similar to the 1925 Act has
been in force could be likewise com-
pared. I am confident that the re-
sult of the comparison, laid before
the minds of the fair-thinking people
of New Brunswick would lead them
to agree with the Canadian Council
on Child Welfare that the repeal of
the 1925 Act had been a backward
step in the social legislation of the
Canadian provinces.

SOME COMPARISONS

Internationally, Norway's 'legisla-
tion is ranked as the most humane
and constructive on this subject.
Prince Edward Island’s and Mani-
toba’s present laws compare favor-
ably with Norway’s. New Bruns-
wick’s 1925 Act was on a comparable
level as those of Ontario, Alberta
and_ British Columbia. Nova Scotia
has been making rapid strides in all
child welfare legislation in recent
years, and has also amended her
laws in this field. This year, .the
British Parliament will consider 12
measure, embodying similar princi-
ples to those New Brunswick has
now repealed. Can it be that the
whole world trend is backward, and
New Brunswick’s 1926 legislation,
alone, advanced?

In 1925, in the province of New
Brunswick there were 268 registered
illegitimate births and 17 registered
still births of children born out of
wedlock. It is probable that New
Brunswick, as in many of the prov-
inces, a very high percentage of il-
legitimate births is not registered. Of
this registered total, of live births,
how many can the Children’s depart-
ment of the province guarantee are
being adequately provided for, in
their own best interests? That, after
all, is the test of the efficacy of any
legislation, in this field. And that is
the barometer by which the people
of New Brunswick must finally satis-
fy themselves as to the standards
and effectiveness of their laws, on
this subject.

1 sincerely apologize for the
length of this communication realiz-
ing though, at the same time, that
the subject of the intensive coplpari-
son of the two laws is not one which
can be adequately dealt with, in long
distance correspondence. ~If the
present plans of the Council hold, it
is probable that one of its officers
or I will be visiting the Maritimes
this spring, when we shall be pre-
pared to discuss fully with New
Brunswick groups, the whole field of
neglected and dependent children’s
work in your province ,and particu-
larly the contention that we were
not justified in the reference to New
Brunswick in our annual report.

Gardiner of Toronto, denying the fact,
or report, that on his recent trip to
the Pacific Coast he had entered into
negotiations for sale of control of B. C.
Fishing & Packing Company to<Cali-
lornig interests. The po[.-uan theory
had been that Mr. Gardiner's trip to
the coast would bring him into close
touch with the Cdlifornia Packing Com-
pany and that a dea! for control of the
Canadian company would be the result.
Qurlng Mr. Gardiner’s absence, B. C.
Fishing shares hud been heavily specu-
lated in, the price being driven up In-
itially to 108 and then forced down, on
a wave of unusually broad selling, to a
low of 80. The subsequent rally in the
price was, no doubt, occasioned by the
clear cut statement made by Mr. Gard-
iner on his return to Toronto. Besides
denying that he had negotiated with
the California interests, he alse¢ denied
a report that he had no financial inter-
est in the Canadian company.

The situation in B. C. Fishing has
been one which has stirred the imagina-
tion of the street recently. The possi-
bilities of a deal loomed large, especially
as rumors promised a settlement price
of 120 or 125 per share, and naturally
the early wave of buying of the shares
was in anticipation of such compact
according a quite large return to share-
holders.

There remains for the Street to con-
sider in connection with B. C. Fishing
the much discussed capital re-organiza-
tion of the company, under which plan
the present capital would be converted
into a proportion of new preferred
stock, with a further consideration of
new common shares.

Brief Summary Given of
Activities—Two Re-
cessions

MONTREAL, Jan. 4—Canadian stock
markets ended up the year 1926 with a
display of confidence. Business and in-
dustry had come through a year of
growing prosperity. the fundamentals of
the situation continued essentially

sound and giving promise of still fur-
ther betterment in the year that is just
opening, corporate earnings had reflect-
ed this condition, and sharehélders of
many organizations had been allowed
to participate in these, either through
increased dividends, or in bohus pay-
ments. Moreover, prices of securities
had advanced steadily, and for both the
investor and the trader, profits, either
Aactual or on paper, bulked substantially.

SHAREHOLDERS IN CLOVER

From a purely, stock market sense,
shareholders had little to complain of.
Two recessions took place during the
Yyear, the first in Feb.uary and March,
and which was quite, serious in extent,
and the second, In October. Both passed,
leaving the markets in considerably im-
proved tone, and making possible the
later advances which have since as-
sumed quite large proportions.

BRIEF SUMMARY

It is of especial interests at this time
to consider, in tangible terms, the actual
progress made by the stock markets
during the past year. The low for the
average was reached in January with
the figure at 130.20. The high was at-
tained in December, with the average
at 1o9.93, I'hus the market average
gained 29.73 points in the year. In do-
ing this it virtually duplicated the per-
formance of 1925 when the low also was
reached in January at 102.97, and the
high in December at 132.48, makin% the
gain for that year 29.561 points. t s
also a striking fact that in 1924, again,
the low was in January and the high in
December, the extremes of the price
average being 94.58 to 104.44 and the
gain in that year being 9.86 points.
From this it will be seen that 1926 was
the third successive year during which
the Canadian stock market price level
advanced sheerly, for a combined ap-
preciation of 65.35 points.

In other words, where an investor late
in 1923 or early in 1924, purchased a
group of securities for long hold pur-
poses, at an average of 94.568 per share,
he could have sold out his holdings
around the end of 1926 at an average
profit of 65 points per share. Other
grouplnfs of stocks might have yield-
ed a still larger profit, and still again,
a much smaller profit. However, the
illustration is suggestive of the excel-
lent character of the Canadian stock
markets during the past three years,
and of the generous rewards. which
have been obtained by those who have
been able to exercise a reasonable de-
gree of patience in connection with
their stock market activities,

GRAIN EXPORTS

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4—Grain exports
last week from the United States were
4,976,000 bushels, as compared with 5,-

NEWSPRINT LEAD

European Imports Into U. S.
" Dwindled From 200,000
Tons to 90,000

MONTREAL, Jan. 4—Official figures
from Washington covering United States
imports of newsprint for the month of
October and the ten months ended
October 31, 1926, continue to show the
predominating influence that Canadian
newsprint. mills exert in that fleld. Some
three years ago the United States was

importing about 200,000 tons of news--

print from Europe in a year. A cbuple
of years ago this had dropped to 150,000
tons and last year the total was about
125,000 tons. In the year 1926 for ten
months imports were down to less than
(6,000 tons, and the total for the entire
Year is almost certain to be less than
90,000 tons. In a sense it has not been
the Canadian mills this past year that
have cut into European shipments, but
the new mill in Newfoundland. For the
ten months of 1925 shipments from
Newfoundland amounted to 9,298 tons,
but this was increased to 64,948 tons
during the present year, a gain of close
to 56,000 tons. During this time ship-
ments from Canada into the United
States were up nearly 300,000 tons, from
1,077,690 to 1,370,073 tons. The total in-
crease in U. S. imports for 1926 over
1925 was 309,489 tons, so that Canada
took up all but about 9,000 of this in-
crease.

THE original Jack Dempsey and
myself came very nearly being
wrestlers instead of prizefighters!

We all
gncaked off to Flushing and the ring
was pitched at dawn in back of a
roadhouse.

Co-Operate When Pact
Ratified

MONTREAL, Jan. 3—Peace hovers
over amateur skating in Canada and
the United States, following en all-
day informal gathering of representa-
tives of the Amateur Skating Associa-
tion of Canada and the United States
Association here today.
