Belfast, Ireland, Sept. 16—Sir Edward
Carson the leader of the Irish Unionists,

into existence in the evént of the Home
Rule for Ireland bill becoming law.

The Ulster army is said to be thor-
oughly organized and already  have at-
tained a strength of about 100,000 men,
which number is expected by its leaders
to be nearly doubled when recruiting
has been completed.

New York, Sept. 16—Inspector Fau-
rot, who on Sunday morning last arrest-

ed Father Hans Schmidt, who later con-
fessed to having murderéd Anna Aum-
uller ‘and cut up her body and cast it
piece by piece .into the Hudson River,
early this morning arrived at police
headquarters having:in custody, Dr. E.
Muret, a dentist of 801 St. Nicholas
avenue, and his < housekeeper. Bertha
Zeck. !

Dr. Muret is being held on a technic-
al charge of counterfeiting and the wo-
man was a material witness,

It  is alleged that under the name of
George Miler; Muret hired an apart-
ment on the top floor of 816 West 194
street and that in this apartment were
found plates and pressés and portions of
partially destroyed proofs of $20 gold
notes. The detectives alleged also they
found in Father Sehmidt’s room at St.
James rectory a plate from which coun-
terfeit money had been struck.

Dr. Muret was arrested at his home,
which is in the vicinity of 125 street and
rear St. Josephs church. The dentist
seemed unconcerned when he was taken
into custody.

Dr. Muret is thirty-one years old.
He was born 'in. Chicago but went to
Furope as a boy and studied in the pub-
lic schools of Berlin. He graduated from
a dental college there in 1902-08 and
came to New York in the latter year.

The police say that Father 'Schmidt
was often seen in the. apartments in
West 184 street nad with Dr. Muret.
The agent of the flat 1is also sa to
bave identified Muret as having been in
the apartment with Father Schmidt.

Adtlantic Steamship Companies Pay
Big Bills For Supplies of Pro-

visions

In these days, when the high cost of
living is so much in the public mind, it
is interesting to- know what it costs a
steamship company 10 provide the ne-
cessities of life to the hordes of pas-
sengers who cross and recross the At-
lantic, says The New York Sun. The an-

nual statement of the North German
Lloyd for 1912, just issued, throws some
interesting light on the subject.

Last year the company’s bill for pro-
visions alone was $4,920,000, while dur-
ing the same period the coal man was
paid $7,376,786 for 1,758,740 tomns of coal
which were shoveled into the maws of
the ships’ furnaces during the twelvee-
month. For these two iterhs alone—pro-
visions and coal—the company paid the
enormous sum of $12,296,735.

That seasickness does not always in-
terfere with the appetite of ocean
travelers is evidenced by the expendi-
ture of almost $5,000,000 for provisions.
The butcher, as usual, reaped the great-
est harvest in the matter of provisions,
his bill to the North German Lloyd for
the year having been $1,685,000. This
does not include fish and game; for the
former the company paid an additional
$289,660, while the bill for the game
amounted to $412,360, a total of $652,-
020. These two items, added to the bill
for meat proper, brought the amount up
to $2,387,020. ,

In our household ‘expenditures we are
not likely to pay much attention to the
cost of preserves, and yet the North
German Lloyd spend $255,760, over a
quarter of a million dollars, for these
sweets during the year. The bill for
fresh vegetables amounted to $128,110,
while for “sundries,” including bread,
flour, spices, fruits, and the thousand
and one articles that are used in the
kitchen, the company paid $1,688,890.

More potatoes were consumed during
the year than any other single article,
the total amount having been 17,875,878
pounds. 'Flour ranked next, with 6,318,
152 pounds, fresh beef third with 5,
769,134 pounds, while the bregd was
fourth, with 2,358,088 pounds. The
passengers consumed 7,098,560 eggs, 4,-
271,000 oranges and lemons, 707,625
poundsr of onions, and 988,802 pounds of
salt. They used 465,840 pounds of cof-
fee and 41,729 pounds of téa and 529,-
619 cans of sterilized milk, to say no-
thing of 14,918 bottles of fresh cream.

It was necessary to provide 19,119,212
pounds of ice to keep things cool and
12,097 boxes of matches were -carried.
In the bakery 3000 pounds of yeast were
used, while the quantity of buttersneces-
sary during thé year was 1,056,057
pounds.

Of wines Rhein and Moselle were

most popular, heading th&ist with 112,-
211 bottles, as against 85,987 bottles -of
‘champagne. Beer, of course, was the fav-
orite beverage, - 302,521 bottles having
been consumed in addition to 1,720,634
litres of beer in barrels, a litre equal
to about one quart.
From these figures some idea may be
obtained of what it really costs to pro-
vision a great steamship line and of the
vast quantity of food consumed.

NEW ARTILLERY CAMP
GROUNDS NEAR QUEBEC.

Quebec, Sept.. 15—William McBain,
acting for the Canadian Militia Depart-
ment, has deposited in the registry of-
fice, plans for a projected artillery camp
in the parisk of Val Carder on the line
of the Quebec and Lake St. John Rail-
way, 18 miles north of Quebe¢. The
camp will be ten miles in length and
four miles in width and will be used by
artillery from Kingston (Ont.), to Hali-
fax. The property has cost the Militia
Department $250,000.

Seventeen-year-old Girl is Arrested
inToronto onVagrancy Charge

Toronto, Sept. 1&—Laboring under the
impresison that a man had the only
chance to get along in the world, Bene-
dictine Wiseman came to Toronto from
Montreal about three months ago, and
since that time has been parading here

as a boy. She is seventeen years of age,
and her make-up was so good that she
fooled the people with whom she was
working in a large department store.
She had the voice, the mannerism and
the very appearance of a boy, and won
a prize of $20 for singing a boy song at
the Majestic Theatre.

Some days ago her appearance aroused
the suspicion of the employes in the
store where she was working and the
information eventually reached the ears
of the police.

After being questioned for some time
the girl told Inspector Kennedy that she
lived at 819 St. Andre street, Montreal,
and that she had run away from home
and married a man named John Gar-
cinelli. She afterwards came to Toron-
to and thought that the best way to get
along was to dress as a man. Her ex-
planation was that she could get along
much better and not be annoyed when

Saskatoon, Sask. Sept. 16—The first
meeting in western Canada of the gen-
eral synod of the misisonary society of.

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TARIFF COMMENT

Discussing the revised American tariff,
the St. John Globe says:—

“The new tariff ‘measure will be the
yearest approach to a revenue tariff ever
enacted on this continent and marks a

‘ Jong step forward in the effort to loosen
the shackles that restrict trade and in-
crease the burdens of life. Canada might
well take a lesson from. this tariff,
which represents a demand of the people
for a lowering of the cost of living.”

Referring to this year’s great harvest,
the Ottawa Journal says:

*  «Western farmers will pocket one hun-
dred and seventy million dollars from

--this.year’s crop. This will help them
to face an increase in the cost of living
of over one point just announced by
the labor department. and the further
announcement that the increase will go
still higher. But what about the rest
of us, who have no crops to cut?”

Both of the journals above quo‘{\:d are
supporters of the present government at
Ottawa. The Ottawa paper wants to

. know what relief the consumer can get
in the face of an advancing cost of liv-
ing. The Globe points out that a loosen-
ing of the shackles that restrict trade

- would lower the cost of living. In

ofther words what we need in Canada to-
day is a downward revision of the tar-
iff.
# .The need of such revision will be all
4he rhore obvious when the revised Am-
erican tariff has been in operation for
a short time, and on this point we may
quote another Conservative paper, the
Toronto World, which says:

“One incident of this new tariff of
the United States, as far as Canada is
concerned, is this, that if there is a freer
flow of food products into the United
States from Canada, it may mean that
these same foods will be scarcer in this
country and therefore dearer to the

- Canadian consumer; what benefits the
'American consumer may have the effect
of injuring the Canadian consumer. If
8o he will ask for relief.”

The relief which he will ask will be
a reduction in the Canadian tariff, or the
reciprocity which’ was flouted by Con-
servative journals two years ago.

One direction in whch there may be
&n increase in the cost of living in Can-
ada is indifated by the Ottawa Free
Press, which points ‘out that the demand
for cattle in the United States is now so
great that Canadian farmers are selling
steers at Buffalo, paying the duty and
still getting a better price than they
could get in the Canadian market. Re-
move the duty and the export would be
increased, still further draining the
Canadian market of its beef supply. In
the end, of course, the price in Canada
would have to be advanced. It has
Yeen alleged that the new American
tariff gives Canada all she could have
got under reciprocity. This is grossly
untrue. The American tariff is reduc-
ed, not merely to Canada, but to all
the world, and Canada must come into
competition with all other countries.

modify her tariff along similar lines.
The Montreal Telegraph goes fur-
ther, and is much more pronounced in
its views. It savs:.

“This lowering of the tariff in the
United States is bound mean the
lowering of the tariff in Canada. With
& great nation of ninety million people
at its doors enjoying the benefits of a
Jow tariff, Canada will find it simply
impossible to maintain the present pro-
. hibitive’ tariffs. ‘The altered tariff will
so greatly reduce the prices of all kinds
of manufactured goods, and therefore so
greatly reduce the cost of living, that
Canada will find herself outstripped and
overshadowed in every line of industry
by the United States unless she also fol-
Jows suit. In this matter the Borden
government is- already beginning to find
itself between the upper and the nether
millstones. The trusts' who financed its
anti-reciprocity campaign will not hear
of any reduction in tariffs. They mean
to resist every effort to interfere with
their exploitation of the people. On the
other hand, the ever-increasing cost of
living is creating grave social and in-

_ dustrial problems, and there are many
signs that the people of this country are
finding the burden of the tariff unbear-
able.”

His resigna-
tion was accepted at midnight by Pro-
visonal President Huerta.

Dr. Urrutia is under charges pre-
ferred by Senator Manuel Calero, for ar-
resting him in defiance of his immunity
as senator.

Dr. Urrutia gave as the reason for his
resignation of the ministry of the inter-
ior that the post requirea qualities
which he did not possess. He is a sur-
geon and had never before had experi-
ence in politics. His anti-foreign senti-
ments have not been disguised during
his term of office and it is said that the
foreign diplomats here were opposed to
his retention in the cabinet. Dr. Urru-
tia was the author of the so-called
Huerta ultimatum to the United States,
which was promptly repudiated by
Frederico Gambo, the foreign minister.

shipment of wheat grown in Western
Canada. At the same time last year
large type informed the public, “Market

market does not require to wait for the
new crop, and unless the new crop has
to wait for the market, which is un-
likely, prospects are very happy. °
Yesterday there were 649 cars of grain

ingpected in Winnipeg, of which 490
were wheat . On the same day last year
forty-three ch@ were inspected, twen-
ty-six of them wheat. A week later, last
year, 102 cars with sixty-three of new
crop wheat were inspected, two weeks

| later 244 cars of grain, and three weeks

later 525 cars.

WJDE-AWAKE J APS MAY GRAB CHINESE COAL FIELDS

CHINESE COAL MINE AND TYPICAL CHINESE MINERS

(Times’ Special Correspondence)

Shanghai, China., Aug 18—1It is report-
ed that the Japanese have secured ex-
clusive concessions to mine gll the coal
in the great coal provinces of China.

If this turns out to be true, it will
make the Japanese the greatest coal pro-
ducers in the world. China is known to
be a country where huge tracts of coal
have been going to waste for’centuries
In some parts of China you go for
scores of miles and all territory that you
pass through could be 'turned into vast
coal fields.

The illustration to this article shows
a type of coal mine in Yunnan, the back-
ward province of China. I snapped_ the

Miao, one of the

picture far out in the wilds of that prov-
ince, among the people called the Hua
many non-Chinese
tribes found in that region. It is a mere
hole in the ground, sloping back gently
for thirty yards or so, propped up in the
crudest fashion.

In many places in Yunnan the peo-
ple, when in need of coal for their homes
go to the hillside and dig it from the sur-
face. Mostly it is of a soft bituminous
nature, of good quality and everywhere
abundant.

In places where Chinese have begun
to mine it on a business scale the out-
put of a mine may be sixty tons a day,
with a laboring gang of 120 men or so.

The men work in two shifts of twelve

hours a day of twenty-four; their rice,
practically nothing with-it, is carried
to them three times a day and is suppli-
ed by the miner; their pay is about 150
cash (say eight cents gold) a' day, and
they are givén one day of rest in ten.

Each workee.is bound te carry a cer-
tain quantity of coal a day and one mine
which I inspected in Szechuen showed
that for eachton of coal mined the own-
er of the mine had to pay in United
States currency not more than thirty
cents.

Under such conditions the Japanese,
or any other foreigner, would find coal
mining a highly remunerative business in
places where river communication is
good.

English Territorial Offices Sends
Men to Canada on This Con-
dition

Hon. Arthur Grenville Brodrick, of
London, Eng., was in Toronto last week
with his wife, returning homeward after
a trip to the Pacific coast. Mr. Brod-
rick is practically interested in coloni-
zation in Manitoba. Four years ago he
brought out a party of men from his
regiment of territorials in Surrey and
found employment for them in the
wheat fields. Each year since then he
has sent another party to Canada, and
on this occasion he again accompanied
them in person.

Mr. Brodrick sends what he con-
siders the flower of his regiment in
these parties, and makes a novel condi-
tion to their coming: Each man must
agree, on receiving his discharge from
the 5th Queens Rifles, West Surrey, to
enlist in and complete his four-year term
of training in the 99th Manitoba Rang-
ers, Brandon. Colonel Clark commands
to latter regiment, while Mr. Brodrick
himself is commanding officer of the
former.

The Revised U. S, Tariff

(Montreal Telegraph)

Qutside the United States there is no
country in the world which will be so
profoundly affected by this tariff reduc-
tion as will Canada. No doubt many
protectionists in this country will affect
to rejoice at the passage of the bill.
They wil say: “This is what we pre-
dicted when we fought reciprocity. We
said then- that tariff reduction was
was bound to come in the United States,
and that all the advantages which were
offered Canada under reciprocity c¢ould
be had without Canada giving a single
cancession in return. That is what has
now happened.” This style of argu-
ment will be re-echoed in the Conserva-
tive press throughout the county during
the next few days and weels. The pro-
tectionists, however, will forget to say
that every other country in the world
will enjoy the same advantages in the
United States market as Canada. Thus
it is a fallacy to claim that Canada will
gain for nothing all that was offered
under reciprocity, because in place of
exclusive rights, every product she has
to offer the United States will have to
meet world-wide competition.

lislation will be enacted,
| A libel law will probably be intro-
duced, . such a measure as was slated
for last year, but was sheived owing to
pressure’ of other business. Hon. A. G.
MacKay will probably signal his en-
trance to the Alberta legislature by
moving a woodmen’s lien act, to protect
the wages of men making ties for rail-
road-building in the west. This will
have the support of the government.

Although no indication has been given
one way or another, new railway bonds
are likely to be guaranteed at the pres-
ent session, 'The legislature will have te
vote money for the erection of elevators
under the Alberta Farmers’ co-operatlve
elevator act, passed last session. The
organization of the company is complete
and twenty-three elevators will be ready
to handle this season’s grain, accordmp:
te. announcements already made. The
government has undertaken to loan 83
rer cent of Lhe \cost of erectior or pur-
chase of these elevators. '

Suggestions that the government guar-
antee bonds of municipalities is unlikely
to be carried out at the present session,
though closer co-operation between mu-
nicipalities and the department of mu-
nicipal affairs may Dbe arranged It is
thought that with the passing of the
present financial stringency municipali-
ties will be content to finance themselves
without the assistance of the credit of
the province. Closer supervision of the
expenditures of rural municipalities is
regarded as desirable and stricter modes
of audit will be adopted.

Chicago, Sept. 12—The high cost of
living at last has been set to useful
work, it is diligently building skyscrap-
ers and apartment buildings. In Chicago
the credit for a large part of the year’s
buildimg, and the total will be more
than ‘$100,000,000, will be due to what
has been accomplished by harnessing the
demand for higher income to balance
the high living costs. The towering of-
fice buildings and part of the acres of
apartment buildings, including some of
tne luxurious apartments, are in fact
monuments to what an idea can do.
This is the explanation given: Dur-
ing the years when the wildcatters har-
vested three or four hundred million
dollars annually, the major factor in
the harvest was the cost of living which
crested 'a need for higher rates of in-
come from savings and for a small
amount form of investment such as the
wildcatters offered in profusion. The
fabulous rates and the size of the shares
flaunted by the wildcat promotérs com-
bined to take savings away from the
public as easily as a bully takes candy
from his “kid” brother.
As for bonds, they were inflexibly
$1,000 and offered in blocks of $5,000,
which was a sum too great for the man
or woman wio had saved a hundred or
two. The smpall investor saw little to
help his income above the 3 per cent.
at the savings bank, and he needed more.

Finds a Sofution

Then eame the idea, the result of
years of study of conditions and of a
solution. The altruism of a Chicago
banker, S, W. Straus, had taken practical
turn, he had made a study of finance
abroad as well as in the United States
and he proposed that bonds of small
denominations bearing 5 per cent be
issued, bonds secured by first mortgage
on impraved city real estate and matur-
ing serially. Instead of making the im-
provement of ci ~rty the business
of rich men, he worked out a way by
which the big sums for morigages by
which skyscrapers and apartment houses
are financed could be split up fine
enough for small investors to take a
part. That is how the “Straus” system
of financing, which has spread far be-
yond Chicago, was originated. The first
mortgage real estate bond, which was a
fraction of a big mortgage of stéble
value, was the result. »

By means of such bonds as these to-

4 day a large part of the urban building

operations in @hicago are carried' on.
Here was a simple thing, though a de-
parture from custom, one that serves

./1o add improvements to a city ‘at a

rate far greater than before. It was ob-
vious that dividing up a mortgage into
a series of bonds did not diminish the
value of the security, of the mortgage
or of the individual bond even if it was
only for $100. By dividing the loan in-
to bonds which mature serially the safe-
ty was enhanced and that discovery has
caused the old plan of “sinking funds”
to be abandoned in a large measure in
the' middle west where interest rates
rule high. and security must be double-
riveted. For as each series of bonds is
retired, the margin of safety between the
loan and its security is increased. There
has been a steadily increasing propor-
tion of the annual bond output in the
serial form.

Millions Made Avaifable

With ,the advent of this small mort-
gage bond the vast aggregate of individ-
ual savings was discovered. Within a
few years millions of dollars monthly

were made available for city building by
its aid. During one month- of 1912 the
building permits isused in Chicago alone
were for structures having a street
frontage of 89,990 feet and involving
the expenditure of $12,829,900. In con-
trast to this record for one month, was
that of the corresponding month of 1907,
when the buildings involved only $5,000,-
000. This theoretical solution of the
problem of thrift was proved to be prac-
tical in the application of it, the suc-
cess of the urban financing being en-
couragement to the proposals to finance
the American farmer better by some
similar plans.

The man whose idea has brought
about the rearing of the huge city struc-
tuves. Banker Straus, has made thrift
his hobby and has consistently shaped
his course ‘in the:faith that the co-op-
eration of the people is a necessity to
and the solution of all financial opera-
tions.

The
foundations of the whole financial struc-
ture rest on the shoulders of the people.

“Our tremendous industrial expansion
of the last forty years is due, more than
any one thing, to the fact that ways
were found of tapping the credit reser-
voir of wealth, owned in the aggregate
by the people, of concentrating the funds
of a thousand or a million loaners, and of
bringing the people into active partici-
pation in great financial operations.”

The expenditures for new buildings
in the leading centers of the country
have run about $800,000,000 a vear until

| The Chairman’s Remarks.

The chairman, George McAvity, then
proposed the health of the guest of hon-
or, Senator Thorne, and in doing so,
said:

“Gentlemen,—I have not been accus-
tomed to extending many congratula-
tions to our friends on the other side,
but, because of the event which we have

met here tonight to celebrate, it affords |

me honest and sincere pleasure to’con-
gratulate the government of the day
upon its action in calling to the senate
a man whom we all delight to honor—
our distinguished guest of the evening—
William Henry Thorne. )

“Gentlemen, our guest on this occa-
sion is a man of many distinctions. Let
me mention one of which he may be
proud. He has never been an office-
seeker.

“It is within your knowledge and
mine that on many occasions within the
last years (I hesitate to say how many
years lest you should think we are
growing old) our friend might have
had many a position of honor and high
‘reward within the gift of his party, but
he steadily set aside these opportunities,
making way for others, and preferring
the enjoyment of private life, “outside
the lime light,” going his useful ways
as one of the foremost private citizens
of these maritime provinces.

“Yet we must not forget that he has
given the community freely of his ser-
vices. As president of the Board of
Trade, as a leader in other civic activi-
ties, he has rendered sterling services
and contributed wise counsel on very
numerous occasions when this city and
this province were taking thought for
the morrow. And it is not alone in
these matters, or in commercial life, that
our guest has been an honored and a
distinguished figure. In our social world,
and in the great Masonic order, he has
gracefully occupied for many years a
leading position, because of those admir-
able qualities, because of that poise, that
sound judgment, and that ripe good
fellowship, which so commend him to
all who have been happy enough to fall
within the circle of his acquaintance.

“Now there are senators and senators.
If more of the gentlemen who sit ‘in
the Red Chamber were of the calibre of
our friend here, we should hear less talk
about “reforming the senate.” Nobody
would desire to reform our newest sena-
tor—we prefer him exactly as he is.

“Some men become great in the pub-
lic eye merely because they are elevated
to the senate when their party is in
power.

“That will not be so with our friend
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here. He will give to the senate of Can-

ada more than it will give to him. This
is clearly a case of the office seeking the
man, and not the man seeking the
office.

“And it is a pleasure tonight to see
about this table men representing all
of the leading interests of this com-
munity, men representing both -sides of
politics, but all unanimous upon this
one point,—that the appointment of our
friend to the upper chamber is the right
thing well done. (Applause.)

“And now let me say a personal word.
One of the few things I have always
held against our distinguished guest is
this: 'That, for almost as long as I
can recollect, he has been suspected of
Conservative leaning.. You see, I .put
it to you mildly. i Aug for almost as
long, I perhaps have been almost sus-
pected of leaning toward the other side.
And yet while at times we have been
somewhat actively opposed on the occa-
sion of election contests, it has always
been a pleasure to have such an oppon-
ent, because, while W, H. Thorne was
directing or advising the forces of the
other side, we always felt assured that
the game would be played with good
spirit, according to the rules, and that,
no matter how fast the fighting might
be, it would be good clean fighting, and
there would be no sting left after the
battle.

“Gentlemen, we have our policies in
the place of the wars and civil wars
they had in former days, and it is men
like Mr. Thorne who help to make these
political contests real tests of political
sentiment, and to remove from them the
worst features of party warfare.

“You will agree with me, I know, in
saying that the government of this coun-
try is wise in recognizing the ability,
judgment and high standing of our new
senator. There is no occasion, no- crisis
in our national affairs, in which the
counsel of our guest would not be of
the highest value. (Applause.)

“And he goes to the senate while he
is still in the prime of life. He has
been fortunate and successful in his
private affairs. His ships are all safely
in harbor. He is now in the pleasant
afternoon of his existence, and one and
all of his friends here, and his thousands
of friends all over the dominion, will
very earnestly wish for him a long and
happy period of usefulness in the: senate
of the Dominion of Canada.

“Gentlemen, I will ask you to rise and
drink with me (and let there be no
heel-taps) ‘to the health of our disting-
uished guest of honor, William Henry
Thorne.”

Senator Thorne’s Reply.

After the toast had been enthusiastic-
nhy honored to the strains of “For He’s
a Jolly Good Fellow,” and cheers, Sena-
tor Thorne in response said: “I do not
know that I have ever felt more em-
barrassed than I have at the present
moment. Embarrassed because I have to
refer to my appointment and to myself
personally.

“Now, Mr. Chairman and gentlemen,
I must thank you for this ‘magnificent
banquet. It is gratifying to me to find
the way in which ‘my appointment has
been received by my friends in St.
John. It was especially gratifying to re-
ceive such expressions by telegraph while
in the west and by wireless while in
distant Alaska and the Yukon.

“Friendships are of siow growth and,
as we grow older, they grow stronger
and we learn to appreciate our friends
more, As I look around I am glad to
see so many of my old friends, men
whom I have known since boyhood, and
it gratifies me to see so many who have
been my friends in politfes as well as
those who have not been on the same
side of politics.. I 'have, on my left, a
staunch political opponent whom I hope
may yet see the error of his ways and
learn to appreciate the greatness of the
Liberal Conservative party.

“With regard to my appointment, the
first news I received of it was while we
were at Victoria, although Mr. Hazen
had previously intimated that he had
submitted my name, It is a matter of
pride to me to accept an appointment
in succession to suych a man as our
former and late lamented Senator, Hon.
J. V. Ellis. 2

“One of the first from whom T re-
ceived congratulations was Hon. E. L.
Wetmore, ex-chief justice of Saskatche-
wan. .

“With regard to the senate, for some

time I had doubts whether I should ac-
cept an appointment to that body. For
years I have heard the senate abused
and I doubted whether I should join
such 'a -derelict body. But Mr. McAvity
has disposed of that objection and I
find that I am taking the first step I
ever took towards the reform of the
senate. (Laughter.) '
Responsibilities Great. 3
 “The responsibilities of the senate are
great and must become Freater as  the
development of .the country goes om; It
was a privilege for ‘me to accompany,
on his recent trip,the Minister of Marine,
who was delegated to extend “to the
batteship New Zealand the welébme of
our: country to our friends of the
Antipodes. ’

“During this trip I had an opportun-
ity to witness some of the development
which has marked the west since my
previous trip to the Pacific.”

Noted Many Changes.

' Continuing, Senator Thorne spoke in|

detail of the changes which he had noted
and the tremendous growth of the cities
through which they passed, and of the
general development of the ' country.
“This growth and development,” he
said, “is. marvellous to one accustomed
to the slow: but steady growth of St.
John.” :

Senhator Thorne referred to some of the
banquets given in honor of. the officers
of the New Zealand, at which he was
present, and then described briefly the
balance of the trip to Alaska and the
¥ukon. They visited Prince Rupert, the
new terminus:of the G. T. P., and ran
outr the line of railway which already
etxénds 220 miles and bpens up a rich
agricultural country. They then visited
Queen Charlotte Islands and inspected
the canneries and, among other interest-
ing things, saw a whale cut up for com-
mercial purposes. Continuing, they
steamed up the coast among the thou-
sands of islands, thence by railway
through the White Horse Pass and down
the Yukon river to Dawson. From Daw-
son they took the inland route into the
western provinces and so eastward. He
referred to this trip, he said, to indicate
something of the great development of
the west which, he said, must be greater
in the next ten years than ever before.

“With this development comes a
greater responsibility to the members of
parliament,” he said, “andI can anly
hope that the part I take will reflect
credit wpon- the city which I will have
the -honor to represent. !

“Of one thing 1 can’ assure you,” he
said ih conclusion: “I wiil have at heart
not only the interests of the dominion as
a whole but alsp more particularly the
interests of the province of New Bruns-
wick and the city of ‘St. John.” Senator
Thorne closed his- speech -with a repeti-
tion of his thanks to his hosts, and was
again given an ovation.

W. H. Barnaby.

W. H. Barnaby followed, and said
that, as onc of the oldest friends of
Senator Thorne, he had been asked to
speak. - He referred to the fact that they
had been associated in their business life:
in 1863, just fifty years ago. Since then
they had always been intimate, and he
could commend the appointment of a
man of sound judgment who would take
to the senate the same acumen which
kad made him, a self-made man, suc-
cessful in business.

A. C. Skelton' was then heard in an
excellently rendered vocal solo, “The
Road to Mandelay.”

Mr. Justice McLeod.

Mr. Justice Mel.eod, following, res
ferred to his knowledge of Senator
Thorne in the earlier days of his career,
and in the years which had passed since
then, he had watched |the history of
St. John and had seen its success and its
reverses.. What success St. John had at-
tuined, he said, was due to the splendid
characters of the men who had been in
control of the business affairs of the
city, of whom Senator Thorne was such
a splendid example. Today St. John
has- a fine class of younger business men
who are carrying on the work, and he
regarded the present progress of the
cily, not as an unsteady boom, but
as- an evidence of steady and substan-
tial growth which is bound to continue.

He then proposed “The City of St
John.”

His Worship.

Mayor Frink, in response, took the op-
portunity to congratulate St. John on
the selection -of such ‘a citizen as 'Mr.
Thorne for the responsible office of sen-
ator. He referred to him as one whose
business stood as a monument to his
personal qualities as a business man, the

" .}same qualities which made kis appoint-

ment to the senate welcome to all citi-
zens, irrespective of their politics.

St. John, he said, was progressing
rapidly, but not more rapidly than cir-
cumgtanves! demrandéd, and developments
which, a few years ago, would have been
recgarded as ephemeral, are now assum-
ing substantial form. “The govern-

country, has no. better opportunity than
is found in the port of St. John, and we
can be satisfied that Senator Thorne
will do his share in this good work.” In
the days that are to come,” he said, “it
will _be necessary to sink political differ-
ences.and we will sink them in seeking
the advance of our city.”

“l am glad to say that Hon. Mr.
Hazen and Hon. Mr. Rogers will be
here in a few days and I trust that
their visit will help to dispell some of
the dissatisfaction which may have been
felt regarding the progress .of impertant
works in this city..

“I have tried to doa my part for the
city, and I trust that during the bal-
ance of my tenure.of office I will have
your confidence and .support.”

In conclusion, Mayor Frink again paid
a glowing tribute to. the new senator.

A. C, Skelton was. next heard in a
vocal solo, Queen of the Farth, and the
appreciative applause. which followed
forced him tosrespond. with an encore
for which‘ he gave Kathleen Malone.

The Board of Trade.

J. B. M. Baxter, in prdposing the
health of the board of trade, said that a
city should be something more than a
combination of individuals. It should be
something grander than the individuals
who eompose it. He felt that the city
of St. John was such. While each mem-
ber of the community had to think of his
own welfare he should have a higher
aim constantly in view and look cspeci-
ally to the well being of the body of
which he formed a part.

He went on to speak of the increase
in the traffic and trade which is tending
towards this city of ours at the vresent
time, emphasizing this point in connee-
tion with the endeavors of the hoard of
trade to increase facilities.

Mr. Robinson,

In replying to the toast, J. M. Robin
son, president of the board of trade, re-
ferred in a complimentary manner to
Senator Thorne as an ex-president. He
spoke of the various criticisms of the
board in its endeavor to overcome some
of the city’s difficulties. He expressed
the opinion that the work of the board
of irade was not sufficiently recognized,
more through lack of publicity than of
activity.

He gave a summary of some of the
work accomplished by the board, men-
tioning the appointment of an immigra-
tion official and the extra berths on the
west side. He also called attention to
the fact that at the present time the
board of trade is in correspondence
with the management of a paper mill,
who intend to set up a sulphide plant
here; with an umbrella manufagturer,
and with a New York merchant, who
thinks of establishing a branch and
boosting St. John among his friends as
soon as the harbor extensions are conmi-
pleted. He spoke of the proposed estab-
lishment of an oil refinery in the city,
:nd the prospects for a furniture indus-
Ty. = :

Continuing, he dwelt on the necessity
of co-operation among the members of
the board, no matter what their politics
were. He strongly advocated united ef-
fort, saying that if all had been unanim-
ous at different times much benefit to
the city might have resulted. He
thought party politics should be laid
aside when the interests of the city were
at stake. :

Adolph F. A. Schulz of Dedham,
Mass,, Tells of His Work in
Reclaiming Prisoners — Qppor-

_ tunities Here For Such Official

The above is ‘a sample of the letters
Adolph F. A. Schulz, probation officer
for Dedham, (Mass.), ‘and six near-by

out' of jail for minor offences. Mr.
Schulz is  at the Dufferin enjoying his
yearly vacation in St. Jehn.

To a Times' man Mr. Schulz describ-

bation officers of Massachusetts and in-
cidentally suggested that all cities, and
fespecially “omes the . size of St. John,
should have probation officers. ;

When a drunk or a delinquent—a de-
linquent ‘is a child arrested under seven-
teen years—is arrested, Mr. Schulz is
notified. He goes to the jail, has a talk
with the culprit and fills out a filing
card with full particulars of the. case,
including the man or woman’s full name,
residence, birthplace, occupation, family,
state, height, weight and general descrip-
tion. This is placed in a cabinet in
which Mr. Schulz stated.he has 160,000
cards on file. i

If the case is a first offence or if it
strikes him as specially worthy of lien-
ency Mr, Schulz allows the culprit to go
home ofi. a promise that he will in future
keep thé peace. I it 1s a second ‘or
third offence he goes to :court in the
morning to inform the judge all -he
knows of the case. Should a man be
arrested for failing to support his wife

.{he may be bound over by the court to

pay:a sum each week out of his earn-
ings to Mr. Schulz, who turns it over
to the wife.

“In this way we keep the man at
work,” explained the probation officer.
“If a man should be committed to the
sidte reformatory for such an offence
he will be made to work and fifty cents
a day paid me for his wife for every
day he works. Thus the wife receives
We find the
scheme works splendidly.”

The probation officer of Massachu-
setts, according to Mr. Schulz, has juris-
diction over all cases except murder, and
he keeps a record of even murder cases.
Such an officer, it has often been de-
clared, is greatly needed in St. John.

THO STRIKES TODAY
ON LOCAL DOCKS

Non-Union Labor Employed—
"Longshorémen Quit After Dis-
pute Over Work— Effects May
Be Wide-Spread :

Two strikes occurred on the docks
this morning. While small in  them-
selves the strikes may have an import-
ant effect on both. the ’longshoremen
and the bricklayers’ unions unless the
differences . are  smoothed over in short
order. el :

:Men loading; desals on scows at the
Ballast wharf ‘for #Alexander Watson
this morning “disepyéred that twd non-
union men were working with them.
They demanded that the two men be
discharged and failing !to get satisfac-
tion suspended .work. There are sevén
in the strike. . |

About a dozen men unloading brick
landed here for the sugar refinery from
Nova Scotia off the schooner Nina Ger-
man went on strike as a result of a
controversy with ‘Stevedore Swanton re-
garding the way in which the bricks
should be handléd. "An equal number
of non-union. men were then hired and
the work proceeded.

It is said that the men Wwho 'struck
while ‘loading brick will seek the sym-
pathy of the bricklayers engaged in the
sugar refinery work and that these may
strike in consequence until the difference
has been adjusted. Stevedore Swanton
employs a large ‘number of men and
kendles the work for many vessels. It
is not known how far the strike will
affect him with the union.
