SUPREMACY SHOWN

Comparative Figures Show That Britain Maintains a Big Lead

Over Other Countries—An

Imperial Tournament and an

Imperial Exhibition Being Planned—Newsy Budget From

the Mother Country.

London, Sept. 24, 1910—It has long been
& point of controversy between free trad-
ers and tariff reformers whether, even
with Britain’s big increase in Overseas
trade, other countries under protection
were not increasing their trade at a great-
pr ratio, and if the tariff reformers were
correct in their figures, their argument
for tariffi was strengthened., The board
of trade in a white paper just issued has
made a statement of the relative increase
of British trade and that of foreign coun-
tries for the first half year of the present
year. Apart from the arguments of party
politicians, these official figures should
have the effect of giving pause to those
who in these days decry Britain’s pro-
gress, and almost appear to welcome her
“decadence.” This is not to say patriotic
and is hardly worthy of those who would
sival their opponents in Imperialism. It
should be matter for rejoicing by both
sarties that the unbiassed figures of the
board ‘of trade show that for the gix
months eneded on lst July, Britain’s im-
ports increased by the amount of £24,-
900,000. Germany’s imports increased in
the same period only by £5,000,000, while
United States imports increased by £16,-
100,000, and France £5,000,000. The ex-
perialists of al parties, since they show
an increase of no less than £28,000,000, as
against £24,000,000 from Germany, United
States, only £2,000,000, and France, £10,
200,000. Such figures can hardly be other-
wise than highly satisfactory to loyal Im-
perialists of all parites, since they show
Great Britain still maintains her suprem-
acy in the world of trade and commerce.

“England, Wake Up !”

The New Regime although only begun
seems to prove that the old country is fast
following the advice of King George who
when Prince of Wales came back from his
Imperial tour with the magic warning
“England Wake Up!” There are many
signs that the Imperial epirit is now very
much ‘alive indeed. The more the interest
of political parties is focussed on ques-
tions that concern a -world-wide Empire,
the more do domestic differences fade.

An Imperial Tournament.

An Tmperial Tournament is one of the
signs of the new spirit of the age, and
citizens abroad will understand that the
sld country cannot be said to have a_par-
sehial or' Little England Party. It has
nst been decided by the Military authori-
ies that the defence of the Empire is in
uture to be regarded as the proud duty

of Britons all over the globe. The Mi?i-
tary tournament hitherto an attraction in
London once a year is to be seen in all
our provincial centres, and also in the
great centres of Canada and perhaps
throughout the Empire.  Next, summer
the great tournament which is intended
as an Imperial recruiting Agency is to
combine representatives of the Naval as
well as Military forces and the Naval and
Military Tournament begins its provincial
tour in Birmingham at Easter, and in the
late summer it will be seen in Canada.
Among the spectacular attractions there
will be on a three acre space a realistic
representation of thé Battle of Balaclava
in which some 700 cavalry will take part.
This is all being seriously considered,
and it is expected some £25,000 will be
spent on this Imperial pageant, which will
in the end, it is hoped, render great aid
financially to a fund for the establishment
of a Home for Naval and Military veter-
ans.

Imperial Exhibition.

A great Imperial Exhibition is another
interesting idea which British Imperialists
are just now promoting. Preliminary de-
tails have just been made public, and it
is understood an exhibition is to be held
in London on a truly Imperial scale in
the summer of 1915. The scheme is being
worked out by the committee of the Un-
ion Jack Industrial League. Every Do-
minion and Dependency is to be included
and the progress of the British Empire
for the last century to be illustrated in
every department. In addition to the Lon
don Exhibition, there may be historic
pageants which will appeal to the visitors
to the old country, and in glorious tab-
leaux show them some realistic seenes
in Britain’s rough island story. The
Imperial demonstration is contemplated to
take place on the 700th anniversary of
Magna Charta, and King John and his
Barons will once more play their parts
on the historic ground at Runnymede.

Discussing Emigration.

Emigration was the subject of discus-
sion at the Congress of the Chambers of
Commerce at Sheffield, and it is signifi-
cant that the men of business of the Unit-
ed Kingdom regarded the emigration of
our surplus population as a national and
Imperial policy of the first importance.
The time was when the departure of emi-
grants from England’s shores was regard-
ed as a sign of decadence, but now it is
viewed as proof of vigor which instine-
tively calls for Imperial expansion. A re-
sult of the Congress and Lerd Brassey’s
speech should stimulate the idea of the
appointment of a Minister of Emigration
and perhaps of State aided colonization.

TROOPS AMBUSHED
AND 16 KILLED

They Were Pursuing a Notor-
~ ous Band of Brigands in the
Caucasians

Vladikvaz, Caucasus, Oct. 4—Troops
sent in pursuit of the notforious brigand,
Zelim Khan, were ambushed by his band
and a rural captain, three officers and
twelve soldiers were killed and many
others injured.

The depredations of the Zelim have been
on such an extended scale that the au-
thorities were compelled to detail three
companies of infantry and a company of
Cossacks to run down the mauraders. The
expedition tracked the bandit to the bor-
der of Tiflis province and surrounded the
camp. which was pitched in an almost in-
accessible gorge. The soldiers succeeded in
capturing Zelim’s family, his cattle and
much booty but further pursuit of the
outlaws resulted in a reverse when the
eoldiers fell into an ambush.

ALLEGED MAIL ORDER
FRAUD IN TORONTO

Toronto, Oct. 4—More than 100 letters
complaining of the operations of Samuel
Goldsmith, 207 St. Clarens avenue, led to
his arrest by the police upon a charge of
obtaining money by false pretences the
specific charge being that through the Tor-
onto Outfitting Company he secured $25
from William Chisholm of Loch Lomond,
Cape Breton.

Goldsmith’s office was originally in
Yonge street. When the police had troubl-
ed him there too frequently with requests
to make good promises made in his mail
order business he moved to another office
and continued the same business. He op-
erated by advertising to outfit anyone

. with anything. The ads were inserted in
papers in distant parts of the Dominion.
Witnesses may be brought from all parts
of the dominion to testify at his trial.

SEVENTH BODY FOUND

Several Bodies are- Known to be

Pinned Under Big Steel Girders

—Three Men Who Bought Dyn-
imite are Being Sought

Los Angeles, Calif., Oct. z‘rhe seventh
body and part of a backbone have been
recovered from the ruins of the Times
building. Several bodies are known to be
pinned beneath the mass of twisted steel
girders, but it will be impossible to remove

them until this steel has been removed.
The bodies are close together and it is be-
lieved that they fell down the elevator
shaft.

It is impossible to identify: six of the
bodies recovered. The police are at pres-
ent on a twelve instead of eight hour
shift. The extra four hours are spent at
police headquarters as members of a re-
serve force, which numbers one third of
the membership of the department.

The non-union men employed at the
Llewellyn Iron Works were thrown into
a panic yesterday by the discovery of
what was supposed to be an infernal ma-
chine in a 'brick warehouse near the plant,
but which turned out to be a sort of grim
joke. Some one had arranged a small elee-
tric buzzer with a clock and two dry cell
patteries attached, in a tin box and secret-
ed it in the warehouse.

The continued buzzing finally attracted
attention and the apparatus was rushed
to the police station, but the officers found
that it was not dangerous. It is supposed
some one was trying to scare the work-
men.

San Francisco, Oct. 4—That important
progress in the search for the perpetrators
of the Los Angeles Times disaster may be
made today is indicated by a statement
given out here by Earl Rogers, the Los
Angeles attorney who is in'charge of the
investigation of the explosion. . Mr. Rogers
said: .

“We have important information in our
possession.”

Steering Gear Refused to Work and Tugboat Was Swept by
Heavy Seas on the Negrotown Breakwater—Captain and
Crew Get Ashore Safely—Probably a Total Loss

of the breakwater with high waves break-
ing ‘over her and almost completely hid
from view by ‘clouds of spray, the tug
Help lies in a dangerous position and will
probably be a total loss.

The tug left the city early this morn-
ing with a scow-load of mud from the
dredge Iroquois and after dumping the
scow was returning to the harbor when
the steam steering gear went wrong.

WHY NOT ACCEPT?
iThe city council has an opportunity to
provide a short section of modern street
without beinig compelled to pay the whole

cost. The residents of a portion of Ger-

main street are ready to assume a con-

siderable share of the expense. Even one

short block of street well paved and boule-
varded as proposed would be a model and

an object lesson of the highest value.

There would be a 25 foot paved street,
then a narrow strip of grass with trees,
then a seven foot sidewalk, and then a
three foot strip of grass next the houses.

If the paving on that portion of Germain
street is to be done this fall it should
be done as requested by the residents,
who back their request with an offer to
pay part of the cost. The committee
To reject
a substantial éontribution toward civic bet-
terment is not a good way to encpuragé
the development of public spirit. It is
true that one short section of good street
would shame all the rest, but we seem
to need that incitement to more sensible
methods of street-making.

A VIGOROUS LEAGUE.

The Tmperial Maritime League, to which
the Times-Star has several times referred,
is a vigorous organization. There has just
come to hand a list of leading members of
the League's council or its committee, in-
cluding the names of 114 admirals and
generals. The League is featuring a work
published by H. F. Wyatt and L. G. H.
Horton-Smith, entitled The Passing of the
Great Fleet, and quotes this comment by
Aumiral Lord Charles Beresford:

Potts, and
Superintendent Waring were authorized
to go to New York to look over some
ferry boats offered for sale in th:7t city.

Mayor Frink said that when a member
of the council he pad figured that the late
recorder had averaged $2,800 besides fees
and he thought $3,000 was a fair average.

‘Ald. Likély eaid he would like to see
the appointment made by the city and
thought that it should go back to the
treasury board till the act was }
Ald. Baxter having expressed the view
that the government would proclaim the
act.

On motion of Ald. Baxter, a committee,
consisting of Alderman MecGoldrick, Hayes,
Jones, Elkin, Potts, Likely and Russell
were appointed with power fo act in the
matter of the board of works recommend-
ation in favor of the Hassam Co. for the
Gerthain street paving. .

NY Person who is the sole head of a

“amily or any male over 18 years old,
may honiestead a quarter section of avail-
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Sas-
katchewan, or Alberta. L'he applicant must
appear in person at the Dominion Lands
Ageney or Sub-Agency for the district.
Lntry by proxy may be made ‘at any
agency, on certain conditions, by father,
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister
of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
vears. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm at
least 80 acres solely owned and occupied
by him or by his father, imother, son,
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-emwt a quarter sec-
tion alongside his homestead. DPrice $3.00
per acre. Duties—Must reside upon the

1l | homestead or pre-emption six months in

each of six years from date of homestead
entry (including) the time required to earn
homestead patent) and cultivate fifty
acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right and cannot obtain a pre-
emption may enter for a purchased home-
stead in certain districts.

a crucifix, before which the witness stands.
He repeats after the judge the words, I
swear by God the Almighty and the All-
wise that I will speak the whole, pure
truth, and nothing but the truth, in reply
to any questions which I may be asked.”

The Norwegian oath is an impressive
one. The witness, when being * sworn,
raises the thumb and first two fingers of
his right hand. These three represent the
Trinity. He repeats a long formula, end-
ing with the wish that if he swears false-
ly he may be punished eternally and his
earthly possessions destroyed.

At the same time the Chinaman is swear-
ing to tell all he knows, an officer of the
court beheads a cock in front of him, or
breaks a saucer, or blows out a candle.

These three ceremonies are symbols,
standing for the fate that the witness may

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SOME FAMOUS.DEAD.HEATS

Thrilling Neck and Neck Finishes
Made at Big Races

A dead heat on the race course is an
event of extremely rare ogcurrence, which
maxes that between the Derby winner,
lemberg, and Neil Gow in the Eclipse
ptakes of £10,000 at Sandown park re-
cently of more than passing interest, says
a wnter in Tid Bits. Despite the great
value of the stake there were only six
competitors in this race, and, so tar as
the spectators were concerned, there were
only the two above named m it. Nel
Gow had beaten Lemberg in the One
Thousand Guineas, but the latter horse

‘turned the tables by winning the Derby,
in which Neil Gow. wus not even placed.

Lemberg, therefore, was favorite tor the
Eclipse Stakes; but although in the ear-
lier stages of the race he nheld a lead of
several lengths,
duced it. ‘f'he finish was a most excit-
ing one, the horses doing their very best
and the jockeys straining every nerve to
get the lead. As they ilashed past the
to say
what the verdict would pe, but as a mat-
ter of fact the pair finished together, and
the substantial stakes were divided. 1t
may be a long time before another such
thrilling finish is witnessed.

Lhe next most recent notable dead heat
was that which happened in the race
known as the IKrench Derby a couple of
seasons ago. On this occasion quite a sen-
sation was caused by W. K. \anderbit’'s
horse, Sea Sick 1I., running a dead heat
with M. £d Deschamps’ Quintelle,

in the whole history ot the kKpson Der-
by, extending to 1 years, there have
been only two dead heats.

which it quite unexpectedly produced.

The contestants responsible tor it were
named Voltigeur and Russborough and
the way in which ‘the ' two horses| con-
trived- to get home together, with abso-
lutely nothing to chouse between them,
greatly pleased the crowd, or that portion
of 1t which had not backed other com-
petitors.

In more than a single respect and a
great deal more remarxable, though, was
a dead heat which the racing season of
1857 produc¢ed. 1t occurred 1n the race
for the Cesarewitch when the utmost
unique result of a triple dead heat en-
sued. The horses which achieved this
extraordinary distinction are known to
history as trioress, Kl Hakim and Qucen
Bess. There was, moreover, not a great
deal between the’ trio in the deciding
race that followed, thoughi quite enough
tor the purpose.

In this victory went to Prioress, with
George Fordham in the saddle. She
came in a length and a half ahead of
¥l Hakim, but the last named was only
a head in front of Queen Bess for sec-
ond place.  Probably the smartness of
the jockeys was as .great a factor in pro-
ducing this result as the speed of their
mounts. P

HOME LIFE IN JAPAN

Career Cut Out for tﬁe Japanese
Wife is Not Easy

“The Japanese child,” writes Jiro Shi-
moda in the Japanese Magazine, “is re-
quired to honor its parents and to sacri-

- | fice itself for the sake of the family. The

parents must not spare themselves for
the good of their children. The children

» | must reflect this attitude.

“As a result there is a peculiar custom
called ‘inkyo,” or the retirement of the
head of the family from active life as soon
as the. children become old enough to
take the management of affairs.

‘to shoulder the burdéns of life, the par-
rents devote themselves to the pleasures
.of old age—ghmes, the tea.ceremony, har-
ticulture; some are even affected by the
‘muse’ and are abandoned in their declin-
ing years to poetry. \

| “For this reason very few Japanese
i parents -hold property in their own right,
j assigning it to those of their children on
.whom they are dependent. A son who
. would ignore the claims of loyalty and.
i filial piety would be considered outside
| the pale of human society. Seldom indeed
|are there found in Japan such examples of
| forsaken' parents as are too often eeen in
Occidentai lands.

"'What is still more surprising to out-
eiders is the fact that the wives of the
children are expected to render the same
loyalty and piety to the parents-in-law as
the children themselves; and in Japan
every dutiful wife is faithful to this cus-
tom. Hence every Japahese daughter on
the verge of marriage is told by her par-
ents that she must be as true in every
respect to her new parents as she has
been to those she is leaving and that any
failure in this respect on her part will be
regarded in the old home as a dishonor
done the aged parents. |

“One of our Japanese savants has said

that though a wife were complete in all
accomplishments of the modern world she
would still not be a perfect wife if she
did not know how to shampoo the head of
hgr husband’s father or mother. To mar-
ried women of -the .West the idea may
come as a shock, but in all respectable
circles of ‘Japanese society it is taken as
a matter of course. In fact any violation
of it would be a legitimate cause for di-
vorce, for a true husband would sooner
see his wife show veneration for his par-
ents than for himse]f. ;
_ “The two Chinese characters represent-
ing husband in the Japanese language
mean heavenly person. Accordingly his
wife is expected to honor him as a thing
from heaven. She does this by attending
carefully to the duties of the houserhold
60 as to leave her husband free to carry
on.the business of life. The true wife
will sacrifice fortune and even life for the
sake of her lord. e

“In one of the dramas of the immortal
Chickamatsu, the Shakespeare of Japan,
there is a passage representing the ideas
of a devoted Japanese wife: ‘For the sake
of my hnusband I would even flay my nails
from my hands and feet.’

“Such are the ideals of duty cherished
and obeyed by the faithful wives of Ja-
pan, who not only bear these sacrifices
without any sense of loss, but are delight-
ed that they can show their desire to be
of signal service to their husbands. Indeed
the life of the Japanese woman is one of
noble self-sacrifice and renunciation.

“Nor is it to be understood that the Japan-
ese man is indifferent to the noble endur-
ance of his wife. Though exacting, he
must reat his wife with consideration and
sympathy. The Japanese woman is loved
as a wife and honored and respected as a
mother. Thus, though her lot is arduous,
her life on the whole is happy and con-
ftented, ‘and. when old age comes she goes
inkyo’ and spends her last days in peace.

“Though the Japanese woman is requir-
ed to be gentle above all things and to
keep that spirit alive in the home, she is
not a creature without courage and bra-
very. In old Japan when a daughter was
married she brought as part of her dower
a naginate or halberd, and her dagger and
prepared to defend her husband even on
the honeymoon, and to risk her life for
him .if need be. There are many stories of
heroic women. in Japan that recall the
women of Sparta. |

‘.‘But however ' loud the call to other
things, the main sphere of the Japanese
women is in the home. Domestic duty
must remain her chief responsibility. As
phe Japanese are a race attaching great
importance to cleanliness, the wife must
&ee that the house is daily attended to
and kept scrupulously in order and that
not a speck of dust is allowed to collect
anywhere within the dwelling.

“In accordance with the Japanese habit
of devotion there is in every home a little
altar shelf where the spirits of the an-
cestors receive daily homage. Before the
ancestral tablets as well as before the
favorite gods of the family gifts of sake
or rice must be laid and prayers offered
before the shrine. The wife must attend
to these religious duties though all others
fail. Often this duty is left to the old
lady who has gone °‘inkyo,” and she may
pass her leisure time going to the temples
and e&hrines. in the vicinity.

“Since the Restoration some of these
old ideas have been modified somewhat.
