To Normal After the Flood

Water Still Rising
VAt Indiantown Today

Is at Least Foot and a Half

Higher Than Limit
Yesterday.

Foot of Main Street and Lower|

End of Bridge Street Under
Water—Purdy, Away for
Fredericton, Takes Mail—
The Telephone Lines.

The river at Indiantown showed
more evidence of the freshet today and
the water was at least a foot and a
half higher than it was yesterday. At
high tide the water was part way up
the small square at the foot of Indian-
town hill and within twenty feet of
Bridge street. Some of the warehouses
along the river front had eight to ten
feet of water in them. A small build-
ing at the head of the Lancaster-In-
diantown ferry slip, used jointly .as a
waiting room and a store, was badly
canted and it was feared that it would
be washed away. A long rope was
fastened to the chimney and a block!
and tackle attached and men were en-
gaged this afternoon endeavoring to

ight it. The water was up about four
fieet in' the building and from appear-
atnces part of the timbers supporting it
1159 been washed away or had become
leese from the force of the water.

Patrons of the ferry were able to get
to and from the boat by means of a
long elevated platform. A similar ele-
vated platform 'was also constructed
from a point below Bridge street to
the steamer Hampton over which pas-
sengers were able to board the steamer
and freight veyed back and forth.

The freshecllm as broughi a®lot of
old logs and debris down river and
large quanti of it were floating
sbout at the foot of Main street and

. along the lower end of Bridge street,
which is completely under water.

Hundreds of people visited the scene
during the day and many snap shots
‘were taken. The freshet is higher this
year than at any period since the me-
morable flood over thirty years ago.

Estimate of Havoc Wrought by
Freshets Will Take Days to
Compute.

Mostly All of Wooden Con-
struction — Marysville Struc-
ture, six or eight Feet Out of
Place, May be Restored With
Jacks.

Fredericton, Ny B, May 2.—Resi-

| dents of this city and the flood swept

vicinity along ‘the St. John river are
commencing today to take stock of the
loss occasioned by the record-breaking
flood conditions of the last few days.

The flood, which reached its crest
last evening, has commenc¢ed to sub-
side very slowly. It will -be days be-
fore an estimate of the damage can
be obtained.

Fourteen highway bridges were in-
cluded amongst the number which
have been swept away or. serfously
damaged during the flood in central
and southern New Brunswick, accord-
ing to a survey made this morning.

Some of the Bridges

Among the bridges carried away are
the upper international bridge, above
Milltown over the St. Croix river,
known as the Baring bridge; the Me-
duxnekeag mouth bridge at Wodd-
stock, and the Nashwaak, Durham and
Penniac bridges over. the Nashwaak
river. In addit{on_ to these, the re-
ports show serious damage to the Red
Bank bridge over the Miramichi river,
a seven span structure which was se-
verely damaged by ice and is now im-
passable; Clinch’s ‘bridge at Mus-
quash, an old wooden structure; River
dt Chute, Victoria county; the John-
son school house bridge at Nappan,
Nortumberland county; the Marys-
ville steel truss span, and two bridges
over the Muniac river in Victoria
county.

The Meduxnekeag bridge was the
first of the large structures to be car-
ried away following the breaking loose
of the flood on the St. John river early
Monday morning: . The Penniag and
Durhagt bridges. followed "during the
course of the day, while the Nashwaak
bridge was carried out Monday even-
ing. The Maine end of the interna-
tional highway bridge at Baring was
carried out yesterday, while latest re-
ports today said that the Maine end
of the bridge at Union Mills over the
St. Croix river was carried away.
They are mostly of wooden construc-
tion. '
Marysville Structure

At Marysville it is hoped to be able
to replace the steel truss bridge over
the Nashwaak there by the use of
jacks. The bridge was shifted some
six or eight feet out of position at one
end. The water in the Nashwaak at
noon today had dropped two feet fol-
lowing the crest of the flood which
was reached yesterday aftrenoon.

Danger at Milltown.

St. Stephen, May 2.—(Special.}—
The freshet situation along the St.
Croix. eks brighter this morning. The
water has fallen about six inches and
unless something new develops it is
thought the worst is about over. Prob-
ably the most serious situation now is
at the Maine Central tracks at Mill-
town, where it is feared that the water
will undermine the roundhouse and
machine shops. Large crews are at
work at this point. No trains will

C. P. R. Begining to
Get Ahead of Damage

Hope to Get Fredericton and
Suburban Services Restored
By Tonight

Trains Stalled at McAdam Since
Sunday Ordered to Return to
City—Will be Routed Over
C. N. R—Temporary Bridges
Put Into Gaps.

J. M. Woodman, general superinten-
dent of the C. P. R. New Brunswick
district, arrived in the city this morn-
ing after being/out on the line day
and night supervising the construction
of temporary bridges, cribbing etc.
over sections of the roadbed, which
was washed away by the floods. He
said that between Blagdon and Fred-
ericton Junction they had to crect four
temporary bridges, while at mile 85.8,
between Enniskillen and Hoyt, they
had to span a gap sixty feet long and
twenty-two feet deep. At mile twenty-
one the water carried away a section
seventy-five feet long and fifteen feet
deep. Both these large gaps were
spanned early last evening and the
crew of men despatched to other
scenes. A watchman left on duty, how-
ever, sent a rush call for Mr. Wood-
man an hour later notifying him.that
a section of the bank above the span
at mile twenty-one was giving way
and +he was forced to réturn there and
have this section reinforced. This work
carried them well into the night and
this morning conditions along the line
were reported to be in fairly good
shape. Train No. 15 and a special from
the steamer Marloch, which have been
stalled at McAdam. since Sunday af-
ternoon were instructed shortly before
noon to return to this city to be routed
over the C. N. R. and they were ex-
pected about 3 o’clock.

Piccarillo was hanged first at day-
break, followed shortly afteffwards by
Mrs. Lassandra, who, it was claimed
at the Preliminary and Supreme
Court trials, was the one who actual-
ly shot Constable Lawson, in his' own
doorway at Coleman, while two of his
little children looked on. ~ Piccarillo
was sullen and morose; Both were at-
tended during yesterday and last night
by Father Fidelis, Catholic priest,who
was with’ them again immediately be-
fore the execution. Relatives of the
condemned were given permission to
have custody of the bodies.

Story of Cgime.

Although Florence Lassandra in her
eleventh hour confession claimed it
was not she who killed Lawson, her,
statement shortly after the shooting
was to the. effect that she did the
shooting, not Piccarillo. It is claimed
by the police that Piccarillo in his
rum running exploits from Fernie,  B.
C., to Blairmore, and Coleman, Alta.,
for many months, constantly- had the
Lassandra girl with him = and thus
made it impossible for the officers to
use their guns on him or the car when
ordered to stop.

Sudden Rise to Wealth.

Back in 1912, Piccarillo, was a
gatherer of bottles and other junk, as
well as an operator of peanut stands
in_ the ‘Crow’s Nest Pdss, with ‘Helid-
quarters at Fernie, so officials of the
provincial police declare. His acces-
sion to wealth and power came rapid-
ly when whiskey running across the
Alberta-British. Columbia border be-
came profitable some years ago.

He was town councillor at Blair-
more, as well as owner of the Blair-
more Hotel, and garage.

London, May 2.—Discussion is rife
here among shipping men on the re-
cent liquor decision of the U. S. Su-
preme Court. In official circles the
impression was gathered that the Gov-
ernment was unlikely to take any ac-
tion until the official receipt of the
Supreme Court’s decision, together
with a full report from Ambassador
Geddes reaches here.

It was pointed out, however, that the
view had always been held that a Brit-
ish ship flying the British ensign still
remains British territory while in a
foreign port.

Bond Plan Suggested

British steamship officials thought
there still was hope that a solution
might be found, perhaps by a con-
cession on the part of the U. S. Gov-
ernment, to allow foreign ships to en-
ter U, S. harbors with their liquor
stores under .bond in order to avoid
international complications. It was
stated that the suggestion of adopting
Halifax or some other Canadian port
as a substitute for New York was not
to be considered.

“A high-handed piece of arrogance
toward foreignérs,” is the way the
Star today characterizes the decision.
London, May 2.— All manner of
views, “from grave to gay, from lively
to severe,” are aired in the London
morning¢ newspapers in reference to
the U. S. Supreme Court’s liquor rul-
ing, however, the grave and severe are
most numerous.

Effective Retaliation

Germany Want; Total Sum
Fixed At 30 Billion Marks

PROPOSES RAISING TWO-.THIRDS BY’
BOND ISSUE ON INTERNATIONAL
MARKET BEFORE 1927

Berlin, May 2.—Germany’s. latest re-
parations offer proposes that the sum
total of her obligations in cash und
kind under the Versailles treaty be
fixed at thirty billion gold marks.

The German Government in a note
made public here today simultaneous
with its receipt by the Entente and
Washington  Governthents  proposes
that twenty billions of the total be
raised before July 1, 1927, by a bond
issue at normal rates of interest on
the international money market. Five
billions would be raised before July 1,
1929, in the same manner, and the re-
maining sum similarly before July 1,
1931.

Her Utmost Capacity.

The note_asserts that Germany, in
accordance with existing treaties, will
also make payments in kind which are
to. be credited to her account. The note
expresses the Government’s conviction
that the new proposal represent the
utmost limit of Germany’s capacity to
pay, and expresses grave doubt as to
whether the offer does not exceed her
ability in view of the heavy disloca-
tion and weakening of the Reichs eco-
nomic organization caused by the Ruhr
occupation.

SAYS DRY RULING
WILL BE A BOON
T0 HALIFAX PORT

Montreal Star Takes View
That Supreme Court De-
cision Will Make Every
Atlantic Liner Make Hali-
fax Port of Call Unless
Some Other Expedient
Devised.

(Canadian Press Despatch.)

Montreal, May 1. — The Star says
editorially today:—

“The United States Supreme Court
has. struck a resounding blow for
Halifax,. We ‘9ooks towards them and“
we likewise bows.’

‘If the American law-makers and
lay-ipterpreters insist upon setting up
I:}upl};mg regulations which will prac—
tically require every Atlantic liner to
%ﬂl‘%ﬂ!&fax"‘b‘th coming and going,
it is ' most unlikely that this state of
affairs will be very bitterly resented
even in the conspicuously temperate
province of Nova Scotia. Halifax has
been calling out loudly for more ocean
freight. She strongly resents the aec-
tion of the Canadian National Rail-
ways in sending Canadian wheat via
Portland when Halifax harbor is open.

“The Supreme Court at Washington
seems to have heard this Macedonian -
call. It has taken a view of the Wol-
stead Act which will infallibly—unless
some other expedient can be devised—
send every Atlantic liner into Halifax
harbor on both the voyage out and the
voyage in. On the voyage out it will '
pick up supplies; and on the veyage in
it will put them down—if any are left.

“Under the new ruling, even Ameri-
can ships will make this passing call at
Halifax; for they cease to be under
this particular American law the mo-
ment they cross the three-mile limit.
To employ a sea-going' metaphor, it is
‘a whale of a ruling” It makes the
American Merchant Marine ‘wet’ under
the pretext of interpreting a ‘dry’ law.

“We are not, of course, for a moment
criticizing American prohibition. Que-
bec would be the most ungrateful pro-
vince in the world if it criticized
American prohibition. But we are
simply noting one of the probable side-
effects on Cdnada of this latest devel-
opment in the American war on liquor.
It is a great novelty to see ‘the inno-
cent bystander’ get any good.”

Paris; April 10—(A. P. by ‘mail)—A
row of three babies, of diminishing
sizes, clothed in white and resting on
a black background, has been attract-
ing attention in the windows of the
National Alliancé for the Increase of
French Population.

“Year 1868—1,084,000,” the second
baby, “Year 1913—746,000,” and the
last baby, “Year 1926°7—500,000.”

According to the latest figures, Ger-
many now has 500,000 extra new
babies, and France but 35,000 above her
death rate.

Patriotism In
Co-Operation

Denmark, Norway and Sweden have
found the best expression of their na-
tional spirit in friendly co-operation,
instead .of in conflict, writes Hanna
Astrup Larsen, in an article on “A
New Patriotism in the Northern
Lands” in Our World for May. De-
scribing how their close relations_have
come about, she says: o

“When the Scandinavians first
make their appearance in European
history, it is as the scourge of God,
falling over peaceful communities and
leaving desolation where they pass.
Yet these ruthless warriors, from
whose fury the old British monks pray-
ed to be delivered, very early develop-
ed higher ideals of heroism and manly
deads.

«If we ask how the descendants of
the Vikings have become the most de-
terminedly peaceful nations of modern |
Europe, one answer js: Their numeri- |
cal weakness has prevented them from
playing an aggressive, role and has
forced them to turn thejr emergies into
the upbuilding of their own instead of
the destruction of their neighbors’
realms. : ‘

“The numerical smallness of the
Scandinavisn nations has been their
weakness; but from their weakness has
sprung their strength. They have de-
veloped a peculiar intimacy of patriot-
ism, a tenderness and fervor which we
of the larger country feel rather for our
f=mily, our village or our college than
for the great land that stretches from
the Atlantic to the Pacifie. Perhaps
it is the sense that in a small country
everybody matters; the builders can-
not afford to reject even the humblest
stone if it has any pessibilities of use-
fulness. At the same time the influ-
ence of the Scandinavian states in the
world concert has grown through their
tendency  to ce-operation, which has
been quite marked for several decades,
and  has increased tremendously
through the pressure of the war.

“The peaceful parting of ways be-
tween Norway and Sweden, in 1905,
without a gunshot, will certainly go
down to history as-one of the most en-
couraging transactions in our time.
The 'removal of the irritations result-
ing from an unequal union seemed to
release the latent friendliness between
the two peoples on the Scandinavian
peninsula, and the Gutbreak of the
World War found them as good friends
tes each other as they both were to
Denmark. There was no danger that

The Marriage Game

“Business is business,’ no longer re-
flects national sentiment,” says Wig-
gington E. Creed, president of the
colossal and rapidly-expanding Pacific
Gas & Electric Company, of San Fran-
cisco, in Forbes Magazine (N. Y.).

“No matter how theoretically correct
an organization chart may be, no mat-
ter how logically and ‘completely it
may show the division of ' responsi-
bilities and the assignment of duties,”
declares Mr. Creed, “it will fail in
fully meeting its purpose unless it has
been constructed upon the fundamen-
tal principal that organization is a
human problem and ynust create a
method for leading varying human
emotions and ambitions willingly to
a collective effort in a common cause.

“Wht 'is the common cause on
which all men can unite? It is service
to society and contribution to human
progress. 'The function of the com-
pany to serve and to ‘give,’ not merely
to ‘get, must be made the idea of the
organization. *

“The modern corporation is too large
to be a one-man organization. No
one man is wise enough to know all
the details. But the respongibility of
decision must rest somewhere. It is
essential, therefore, that organization
proyide a means for getting all the
evidence before the executive charged
with the responsibility of deeision.

WHAT IS EXPECTED
OF SCHOOL NURSE

(United States Public Health Service.)
The school nurse, says the United
States Public Health Service in a re-

cent release, should have good health,

sound ancestry, tactful and egquable
temperament, and love for and under-
standing of children. In addition to
her regular training and health work
she would better have some experience
in public health nursing, in the essen-
tials of nutrition, and in/schaol sani-
tation. If ' she also possesses some
knowledge of matters that seem more
properly to belong to the work of the
school physician, so much the better.

In general, one nurse should be as-
signed to from 1,000 to 2,000 pupis,
the exact ‘number depending on the
physical conditions prevailing in the
school district. In rural communities
lack of funds usually compels an in-
creasedn the quota of children assigned
to one nurse. If the school nurses are
under the jurisdiction of the health au-
thorities, public health and school work
can be combined, thus greatly reducing
duplication in home visiting; in this
case the quota assigned to one nurse
might be reduced to 500.

The “routine” duties of each school
nurse, whether working with a full
time or s half time health office, com-
prise: (1) A daily meeting, preferably
in the morning, in a room set aside for
the purpose, for the inspection, instruc-
tion, and disposition of all children re-
ferred to her who are suspected to be
suffering from communicable diseases,

from parasitic skin infections, or from |

any complaint calling for emergency
help; (2) frequent inspections of class
rooms for discovering unreported cases
communicab.e diseases, and for
noting the cleanliness, temperature;
ventilation, and jllumination of rooms
and the seating of the pupils; (3)
giving health instruction to pupils and
to teachers; (4) doing follow-up work;
and (5) observing ghe sanitary condi-
tion of the school  buildings and
grounds.

Special duties depend a, good deal on
whether the schoo] physician is work-
ing on whole or half time. Where
whole-time “»sicfans are employed
the work of the nurse is commoniy con-

fined to assist them; where volunteer

Most usual
among such duties is that’of making
physical inspections for the detection
of the more obvious defects of chil~
dren and the referring of children
found to be handicapped to the physi-
cian for confirmation of diagnosist and
for advice ag to proper treatment.

and school clinics, are rarely under-
taken in cities except by physicians,
In rural districts, however, where the
demand for health work is much
greater than the supply, the nurse will
often be called upon to act as represen-
tative of the State health officer in the
control of communicable diseases and
in giving instruction on posture, nytri-
tion and general health,’

Germany Wants
Total Sum Fixed
At 30 Billion Marks

(Continued from page 1.)

'In case the creditor Governments do
not share Germany’s belief that no un-
prejudiced party could arrive at a
higher estimate in view of her general
condition, the Berlin Government pro-
poses that the whole reparations ques-
tion be left to the decision of an in-
ternational commission, free from every
political influence.

Passive Resistance.

The note asserts that Germany is
making her offer without desisting
from her programme of passive resist-
ance, which will be ‘continued until the
areas occupied in excess of the stipu-
lations of the Versailles treaty are
evacuated and until conditions on the
Rhine are restored, according to the
terms laid down in the' Rhineland
agreement, -

The offer of an anti-aggression pact
on the Rhine is renewed and the Gov-
ernment suggests that all conflicts aris-
ing out of the question of national se-
curities be submitted to an interna-
tional court of arbitration.
The German Government sets forth
that an international loan syndicate
and the reparation commission shall
determine the manner- in which the
nation’s possession and sources of re-
venue, which have already been pledg-
ed under the treaty, can be given con-
crete form;® and what guarantees are
to be provided in each particular case.
The Government is also prepared, in
accordance with terms of agreements
to be made, to adopt all proper and
necessary legislative measures to in-
sure the co-operation of the Reich’s
industrial, commercjal and financial
forces in vouthsafing securities of a
satisfactory nature. Payments in kind
are to be guaranteed by long term pri-
vate contracts, breaches or violation of

which would make offenders subject to

nes.

First Issue Immediately.

The note proposes that the first

twenty billion marks of the total of
thirty billion be offered for subscrip-
tion immediately. Interest on bonds up

to-July 1, 1927, would be taken out of
the loans themselves and would be

paid into a special fund' under control

of the reparations commission.

If twenty billion marks cannot be
raised by means of a loan befere July
1, 1927, .interest at five per cent. would
be paid on that sum from said date,

fa addition to one per cent. for amot-

tization,

Fulfillment of Germany’s obligation,
the note continues, depends on the sta-
bilization of her currency; therefore it
is necgssary, in connection with the re-
gillatig; of the Teparations problem to
bring about a methodic and permanent
stabilization in order to remove the
apprehensions of other countries with
respect to ruinous German competition.
Strengthening of the currency will
also enable Germany to restore her in-
ternal finances, the note points out.

In order to realize this programme
and also to safeguard the interests of
those who finance the loans, the Ger-
man Government says it is essential
that there be no more foreible seizures
of securities, that no further sanctions
be imposed, that Germany be freed
from the unproductive expenses with
which she is now burdened and that
she also be liberated forthwith from
all political and economic restrictions.

EXPECT FRANCE
TO REJECT FLATLY.

Paris, May -2-—The new German
propositions for a reparations settle-
ment are so far from acceptance to
France that a flat rejection of them
is regarded by persons close to Pre-
mier Poincare as inevitable. This re-
jection, it is stated, will probably be
followed by an extension of the occu-
pation on the right bank of the Rhine.

With a view to possible trouble on
May Day the police had arrested eighty
Communists supposed to be affiliated
with Moscow. Communist gatherings
were prohibited, although labor organ-
izations were permitted to hold de-
‘monstrations.

““Londos, April 18—(By mail)—At
the London Sessions, yesterday, Yen-
‘dencheno Mohamid Saide Kakelo,

_\ twenty-seven, who described himself

as “Prince' of Kurdistan,” was charged
with fhecurring debts by means o
fraud and obtaining money by false
pretences. He pleaded “not guilty.”
+” Percival Clarke, prosecuting, said the

prisoner arrived at the Sovay Hotel,

from Paris on March 11, with no lug-
gage, and saying that he was Prince of
Kurdistan, asked for the best suite in
the hotel. He produced a passport and
so impressed the clerk that he was
en«a suite of rooms costing six
guineas a day. Kakelo explained the
absence of luggage by saying his Bec-
retary was following with it. Next
_ day, when his bill was presented, he
said he had né money, and was trans-
ferred to a cheaper room. He told the
manager his signature was “good for
millions.” The prisoner left the Savoy
‘Hotel on March 13 and went to the
Hyde Park Hotel. There he gave his
address as the Turkish Embassy.

CANADIANS GUARD
FLAG IN ARCTIC

Faithful Four Marooned on
Wrangel Island at Top of
the Map Waiting for it to
be Proclaimed Canadian
Soil.

Ottawa, Ont, May 2—Four lonely
Canadians, marooned on Wrangel Is-
land at the top of the map, lidve been
waiting since 1921 to have that bleak
Arctic region proclaimed Canadian
soil. The four are the members of a
landing party left by Vilhjalmur Ste-
fansson, the explorer, on his visit to
the island several years ago. While the
former members of his exgedition pos-
sess their souls in patience and hunt
muskox and seal for a living, Stefans-
son is negotiating with the Canadian
Government to reimburse him for the
expense of his polar voyage, and ac-
cept sovereignty over Wrangel Island
in payment.

When members of the Stefansson
party raised the Canadian flag on
Wrangel Island in 1921, there was
some discussion as to the propriety of
the action. The flag has remained, with
three men and a boy to guard it, but
no step. has been taken here to assert
formal scovereignty over the northern
area, Stefansson)\ who. fitted out his
own expedition at a cost of $25,000,
when he failed to interest the Cana-
dian Government in his plans, now
argues that his addition to the Cana-
dian domain should be worth at least
that much money.

The main value of the island at pre-
sent, according to Stefansson, is strat-
| egic. He says that it is directly in the
ipath of an ideal trans-polar air route
across the world. )

Dee; Sea Treasures
Off Grecian Coast

Bronze Guns Alone Are Worth
Large Fortune.

London, April 19.—(By Mail).—“Yo
Ho Ho, for Navarino Bay,” is the
chant in the city, where an expedition
is to be fitted out to seek the treasure
that has lain full fathom five on the
sea floor off the west coast of Greece
for -96 years. i

The value of the treasure-laden
stips whjch lie at the bottom of Na-
varino Bay, where they were sunk by
the Allied fleets in 1827, is said to be
£10,000,000.

Mr. Edgar Anderson, who has taken
cver the concession from the Greek
Government lately held by Mr. J.
Keefe, of Copthall avenue, has formed
a company to raise an expedition to
salve this wealth, The company will
include among its directors Lieut.-Gen-~
eral ‘Sir Hubert Gough and Sir Henry
Bax . Ironside. Sir Henry Iromside’s
extensive’_knowledge of the Balkans
will be of great value to the company.
He was British Minister in Bulgaria
from 1910-1915. The eapital of the
new ¢ompany will be £120,000.

Assessors have valued the bronze
guns, the copper and timber in the ves-
sels at some $1,500,000,” said one of
the promoters of the expedition to the
newspapers. “Therefore, even if no
treasure was recovered, a profit equal
to’more than twice the capital would
be made. The guns were made by
famous Sicilian smelters, and owing to
the imperfect knowledge of smelting
in those days, they contain a large per-
centage of gold and silver. There are
known to be at least 1,300 of these
gung, and on a reasonable estimate,
they should be worth $56 per ton un-
melied.

“Forty-five ships have been located |
in {he bay, and they lie in sixtecn to|
eighteen fathoms of water. Command-
er Rivers-Hallett, who did so much
salvage work for the Admiralty during
the war, will be our adviser on this
question.

“The whole scheme is a participat-
ing one. The Greek Government will
receive ten per cent. of the value of
heavy metal and wood salved, and

A scheme of participation in results
will almost certainly be devised for the
benefit of the crews of the ships. The
first ship will sail for Greece, we hope,
in a fortnight or three weeks, and,
granted reasonable success, the whole
of the sunken fleet will be salved in
three years’ time,

The plunder of the Turkish army
which marched through Greece in 1827 -
accounts for treasure that was in the
stips of Ibrahim Pasha, the command-
er of the Turkish-Egyptian fleet. In
addition Ibrahim had sold thousands
of Greeks into slavery and levied ruin-
ous taxes on them. He had intendeld
to sail back from Navarino Bay to
Constantinople bearing this large trea-
sure to the Sultan, but his decisive de-
feat by the British, French and Rus-
sian fleets left him a ruined man.

WILL DESTROY LETTER.

Flaubert’s Memory To Be Protected
Against Criticism,

,Paris, April 12—(By mail.)—In the
collection of Comte Robert de Mones-
quiou, which is shortly to come under

the auctioneer’s hammer, there is an
original copy of “Salammbo,” to which
is attached a letter by Flaubert author-
izing the production on the stage of his
“Mme, Bovary.”

This letter contains a phrase which
offends the ethics of morality. It has
been partly erased by the late owner
of the book, but it is still decipherable.
It is the intention of M. Arthur Meyer,
director of the Gaulois, to purchasethe
book by private negotiation before the
sale, and to destroy it, and thus, as it
were, to purify by fire the memory of
the great novelist.

He performed a similar office
some twenty years ago, with the aid of
the judicial authorities, for the mem-
ory of Alfred de Vigny, by obtaining
possession of and burning an ardent
letter which the poet wrote to Mme.
Dorval. M. Meyer says he is not ac-

English Facilities For Canadian
Live Stock Arouse Talk.

Londen, April 19—(By Mail).—Dis-
was expressed at the last
ineeting of the Birkenhead Chamber
of Commerce that the first consignment
of Canadian store cattle had been land-
ed at Manchestbr docks and not at
Birkenhead.

R. J. Hall, chairman of the transpert
section, said it was a distinct disap-
pointment that the first shipment had
not comé€ to Birkenhead, but he under-
stood that the disabilities under which
Birkenhead suffered were the lack bof
a weighbridge and the fact that there
was no auction market at the lairages.
The nearest auction market was at
the Stanley Cattle: Market, Liverpool,
and if the Canadian cattle had te be
sent there from Birkenhead it would
mean s railway journey of forty miles.

J. F. Marsh gaid it was a mere coin-
cidence that the first shipment came
to Manchester. Canadian’ eattle had al-
ways gone te Manchester, and he was
of the opinion that the position would
right itself when the Canadians found
that they could get better prices at
Birkenhead than at Manchester. Birk-
enhead would still get the bulk of the
Canadian eattle. The question of which
were store cattle and which were fat
had not been decided, and no one knew
exactly where the dividing line was.
He would not be surprised if 75 per
cent. of the cattle in that first consign-
ment sent to Manchester were slaugh-
tered at the Manchester abattoir.

Mr, Hall said he took a more seri-
ous view. The Canadian Government

ad announced that there was a sur-
plus of 400,000 store eattle available
for shipment, annually, and if the mar-
ket were removed frem Birkenhead it
wouyld be a serious thing. Representa-
tions had been made, previously for an
auction market to be established in
Birkenhead, but nothing came of it
Continuing, Mr. Hall pointed out _that
during the past four years there nad
been an average of 8,600,000 tons of
merchandise landed at Manchester.
Had that quantity been landed in the
port of Liverpool it would have meant
the disbursement of $8,750,000 in the
port, a large proportion of which would
go in wages. When the embargo was
placed on the importation of Canadian
cattle thirty years ago, Manchester was
as much a port as Wigan or Birming-
ham was toc}ay.

STATISTICS SHOW
BIG ENROLMENT

Methodist Episcopal Sunlay
School Report Shows 4,-
918,194 — Going in for

* Week-day Education.

Chicago, May 1—There were 4,018,-
194 Methodist Episcopal Sunday schpol
members enrolled in 86,181 Sunday
schools of that denomipation during
1922, according to a report of the
Methodist Episeopal Sunday - Seheol
Board just made public here. More
than 400,000 officers and teachers were
engaged in the work among this army
of pupils.

Last year these Sunday schools con-
tributed 8},772,121° to the missionary
work of the chireh, the report states.
This was 88 per cent. of the total of
$2,000,000 asked of them.

The board, however, considers the
record in evangelism the really remark-
able part of the report, inasmuch as
187,254 - Sunday school pupils joined
the church during the year. This num-
ber is 68,247 greater than the entire net

increase in church membership report-|:

ed in the Methodist Year Boek, the re-
port says. “Without these sccessions,”
it continued, “the chiirch would have
suffered a considerable loss in mefnber-
ship.”

Lagt year 1,577 new teachers training
classes were established with a mem-
bership of 18,422 in corregpondence
courses and 6,613 examinations were
given, the report continues. During the
year 226 institutes or group meetings
were held, carrying training to 12,905
attendants. The department of teach-
er training reports that diring last
year 86,969 students were receiving
training of some sort.

The report concludes: “Believing that
the Sunday session of the church school
alone does not avail to provide ade-
quate religious edueation for American
youth, the Board of Sunday Seheols is
aggressively entering the field of week-
day religiong education. Last year 136
daily vacation gehools with an enroll-
ment of 41,490 and forty-six week-day
schools of religion with an enrollment
of 2,551 were established.”

0ld French Law
Punished Qwner
~ Of Tipsy Slaves

New Orleans, May 2.—Even though
the present-day Amcrﬁun is :so sur-
rounded by laws that has to watch
his step at every turn, be is not so bad
off after all. In 1788 a person in
New Orleans could not even commit
suicide and ge unpunished,

Someone having asserted that the
sixty-seventh Congress, recently ad-
journed, enacted 931 new laws, and
with many state legislative bodies
clearing their decks for action in erder
to add a few broadsides to the list of
statytes, inquiring persons here have
been examining musty eld Spanish and
Freneh official records in New Orleans,
to ascertain how the people ‘of other
days fared.

A man committed suicide here in
1588 and the records show that the
courts tried him for taking a life. He
was found guilty, and it is set forth
that “the ipanimate body that heéld
life too great a burden” was sentenced
to abandonment without hurial,

Petty theft involved a penalty of
flogging, three years’ imprisonmen
confiscation and a fine of fifty francs.

Persons convicted of having shot or
wounded an animal owned by another
were sentenced to capital punishment.

As in these days and times, a mur-
derer was executed by hanging, but
execution for wife murder was Dy
strangulation,, °

There was no Volstead law, but for
permitting his slaves to become in-
toxicated one m\m was forced to mount
a wooden horse apd was drawn
through the streets, while his neigh-
bors laughed at him, -

The woaden horse seems to have
played a preminent part in the pun-
ishment petty criminals: Patients
at the city hoespital learned that meat
they had been eonsuming with relish
was dog and cat flesh. One Robert
Villeneuve, a butcher who supplied the
institution, was haled before the court
on a complaint filed by the patients]
who charged that they had been serv-
ed “roasted dogs.” The records show
that Villeneuve was mounted upon the
wooden horse and given the same
treatment received by the man who
had permitted his slaves to become
drunk. In the case of Villeneuve, how-
ever, his chest and back bore placards
inscribed: “Master Eater of Dogs and
Cats.” After this punishment had
been meted out the record further
states that “an old gray cat was hung
around the neck” of the culprit.

And finery for the women played
its part then, as now, for one docu-
ment refers to the purchase by a
father of “seemly clothes” for\ his
eighteen-year-old daughter. The par-
allel of the clothing problem then
with that of the present day continues
in this case, for it seems the purchase
censisted  of “feathers and thread
stockings.”

al,” aecording to Mary Noel Arrow-
smith, assistant secretary of the educa-
tion section of the National Safety
Council, who declares in the Bureau
of Education’s publication, School Life,
that the American people as a nation
have “not learned to think in terms
of conservation _as applied to human
life,”

Miss' Arrowsmith points eut That,
since 1919, when the council hegan
working toward.development of educa-
tion in acecident prevention in the
schools, the number of automobile ac-
cidents to boys of school age has de-
creased, and says that inra number of
cities there the plan worked out ' by
Dr, E. George Payne of New York
University while principal of the Har-
ris Teachers’ College at St. Louls, “re-
markable results in the reduction of
the death rate of sehool children have
been achieved.” ;

Dr. Payne’s plan involves no .extra
study periods, but inecorporates var-
ious phases of safety efforts as applied
to the home, school, play and the
streets in other parts of the curricul-
um. A questionnaire sent to school
superintendents by the council brought
276 replies, 142 stating that some form
of safety teaching had been introduced
as part of the curriculum, 87 as a
special subject, 40 both as a special
subject and as part of the curriculum,
and 57 as incidental instruction, while
three replies did not bring out infor-
mation on this peint and 17 reported
no safety teaching. It was also found
that 82 cities had children’s safety or-
ganizations in at least some of the
schools, and 186 of the replies declared
school work had been stimulated by
the addition of the safety efforts to
the curriculum.

WAR-BLINDED SOLDIERS
BEGAN GREAT NATIONAL WORK

Work of National Institute -for

Blind a Credit to Canada and

a Glory to Its Soldier Founders——Yesterday Observed in
Toronto as Tag Day on Behalf of the Work of the National

Institute for the Blind.

(Toronto Globe.)

Have you ever, in' a time of great
anxiety, sleeping or waking, had to
spin ropes of sand? Or been compelled
to clamber up a steep mountainside in

wildest flight from & danger that
meant death, and as you ‘scrambled
breathless the loose soil and shale gave
way under your feet and made up;
ward progress impossible and destruc-
tion from behind inevitable? These and
a thousand such are. the paralyzing
terrors of imagination. The danger you
knew, how to escape is hidden from
you. Frantic, uncertain, desperate and
despairing, you have no alternative but
to submit. Without strength to go on,
courage to stand still, or even the
faintest” ray of hope to pierce the
gloom that is upon and ground you
your case is wretched indeed.- But Eﬂ
this is a nightmare of imagination you
say! True, but there are facts as ter-
rible in the daily story of Canada.
Facts deep and silent, dark and real
as the night and cold as a block of ice.

Kindly Care For Blind.

Until little more than five years ago
there was no definite knowledge avail-
able concerning our Canadian blind.
Here and there throughout the Domin-
ion there were assembled under kindly
care a few hundred of those afflicted.
Halifax and Montreal and Ontario
were each - doing something - to bring
help and hope to such sightless cases
as came under notice. But it is esti-
mated that there were more: than six
thousand  blind citizens, men, women
and children, scattered throughout
Canada, Where they were none could
say with certainty. How they lived only
those immediately associated with them
could say. Prisoners of hope—too often
hopeless they might have been called.
To each was known the darkmess of
perpetual ‘night in a world where the
sun was shining, but in each heart
there was a failure to realize what
could be done and how to set about

; doing it. Nor were their friends in

ony better case. They could look on
and shower the wealth of their love
upon -their afflicted ones, but beyond
that the task seemed endless, hopeless,
and despairing.

Canada’s Noble Army.

Then came the war. A hundred and
thirty-five of our Canadian boys lost
their sight in the Dbattlefields of Eur-
ope. The indifference of generations
was blotted out in a few months, and
for the past five years the record of
the Canadian National Institute for
the Blind is one continuous story of
service that is ennobling to read and
ponder over—To seek out the blind,
young and old. Those who for long
years had been struggling along in
darkness, and those little ones upon
whom the darkness was gradually fall-
ing, slowly, but inevitably. From Hali-
fax to Vancouver the work has been
going on, is still going on, will never
stop, please God! The first step is
registration, and over four thousand
cases have already been registered. This
means also classification, and of course
immediate service in whatever form
that is needed. Ontario’s own arrange-
ments are such that not a single case
of blindness or near blindness or threa-
tening blindness need lack attention
And the story of this registration Is a
tragic romance. Here away out in Sas-

katchewan is an elderly woman who’

has been blind for a score of years.
She did not know that there were
thousands like here. There was so sense
of companiogship in her affliction. In

another western case a little girl of

three was found to be quite blind. She
was playing amongst her half dozen
brothers and sisters, and only the
bumps and burns and scratches on her
little body showed' how really helpless
she was through the handicap of blind-
ness. An elder brother was half blind,
and both cases were taken charge of.
Today the little one$ are in a fair way
to nbrmal vision.

Sacred Banner of Hope.

And so this story runs, of details, if
such were wanted, but imagination can
#1" the blanks, and imagination cannot
overpaint. the picfure of helplessness
and hopefulness ‘and thankfulness that
the story makes. From east to west
the work is being done by workers
whose hearts as well as heads are in
their blessed task. Distance, language,
social distinctions matter nothing, Un-
der that sacred banner of Hope—mlan’s
most precious possession—the work
goes on and will go on. The Canadian
Institute for the Blind is national in
the best and proudest sense.«

Field workers and home teachers are
ambassadors of hope. Sentiment and
science, sympathy and résourcefulness
are their tools, and compassion is the
ground note of their labors. They are
as intent upon the prevention of blind-
ness as upon the alleviation of the
needs of the sightless. The first few
hours of an infant’s life very often de-
cides whether light or darkmess shall
be its lifelong state,

Great Work in Toronto,

The observation and -treatment of
children not yet (blind, but whose vision
is failing, are most important features
of the work. In Toronto today there
are over four hundred children whose
sight is only one-third of normal in
their good eye. Many are blind in one
eye and only ten per cent. efficient in
the other.  These little ones are going
to school and playing ground with
their sighted companions.  Some are
awkward, nervous, “stupid” at their
lessons, getting into accidents at every
turn, and in a rhannery risking their
little lives every hour of the day. And
all the time the dread curtain of life-
long night is slowly falling down upon
their vision. Soon it ‘wil be dark—
“until the day break.”

Here, ‘then, is great work, wonder-
ful work, and the Institute is doing it
and will not rest until there are sight-
saving classes in every centre through-
out the Dominion. Last year in this
city every school was surveyed and the
children’s eyes examined. In future
it is hoped that Canada’s blind citizens
will be those only whom no amount of
prevention could save. The old bad
days of indifference are gone.

In Toronto today there are a score

in their sight in one year is from one-
tenth to one-fifth normal efficiency. If
this improvement continues it will
mean that at least twenty per cent. of
normal vision will be saved to them in
their adult years. And what a precious
proportion that is“compared with total
blindness. ’

Here are the:little ones at work in
s¢hool. Every consideration that
science can suggest to safeguard their
slender powers of sight is in evidence.
There are no harsh lights, no shiny
surfaces to reflect the glare, nothing
to dazzle or irritate. Their heads are
bent down to the task under hand,
some so0 close to their books that the
whole story of threatening darkness is
revealed in a flash. Letters on the
blackboard are large, and their books
are set in the largest type. But the
atmosphere is so restful and the faces

half ashamed of the pessimism that
brooded over your mind when you first
looked on the scene. At a signal from
the teacher that the period of fest from
eyestrain has come, every little head
drops down upon the arms foided on
the desks. It is as though they were
praying, and what human heart could
withstand such supplication!
