Germans at Riga Fire
on British Warships and
the Latter Retaliate

Copenhagen, Oct. 22—German artilfery at Riga fired on British warships at
the south of the harbor on Sunday, according to a report of the Lettish general
staff, and on Monday the battleships re' urned the fire, shelling German positions
near the city. Riga is being bombarded by heavy German artillery, which is
using gas shells. Great damage has been done in the city and many civilians
have been killed or wounded.

Under date of October 19, the Lettish press bureas reports stubborn at-
tempts by the Germans to force a crossing of the Dvina River near Friedrich-
stadt. Four attempts are said to have been repulsed with heavy enemy losses.

ity in any camp, but said she had heard
{of bad conditions existing in many
{camps. She said that the South Carle-
'ton camp in Lincolnshire, where Am- |
ericans were stationed, was among those |
where immorality existed.

The women’s royal air force huts Miss
Pennat declared, were in the middle of |
the camp. The women here were sur-
rounded by Americans. On one occasion
she added, the women’s huts were raided
during the course of the night, a drunk- |
en American officer climbed through a |
window and “creating a terrible disturb-
ance.”

Woman Professor Would Make it
Complusory jin Canada; Features
of Conference in Winnipeg

Winipeg, Oct. 22— Compulsory educa-
tion for every boy and girl in Canada,
until eighteen years of age was urged by
Prof. Carrie Derrick ip an }ddress from
the chair at yesterday’s session of the
Canadian Educational Conference. Only
the last two years of training' were to
be for specialization courses, she recom-
mended, the main emphasis to be’ laid on
the general education. She said that bet-
ter teachers were needed, and if the sal-
aries were doubled the right women
would train for the profession.

Features of the session were an asser-
tion by W. H. Alexander of Edmonton
University that the universities of Can-
ada were undemocratic; a resolution
which asked that immigrants be request-
ed to adopt British names or change the
spelling of their own, s0 that the origin-
al nationality might not be known; a
revision of the status and remuneration
of the teaching profession urged by Dr.
Helen McMurchy, with a suggestion that
the claim of education on the purse of
the country be given the right of way
over others; that a government bureau
of education be established to operate
under a vgovernment appointed com-
mission.

UNONST CANDIBATE
DS AFTER HARD DAY

Death of W. J. Cowan in North
Ontario Means Peostponement
of By-Election

Cannington, Ont., Oct. 22—Following
a hard day’s electioneering W. J. Cowan
Unionist candidate in the North On-
tario by-election, died suddenly yester-
day. The vote was to have been p?lled
on next Monday. Mr. Cowan was sixty-
nine years of age. Only yesterday Mr-
Cowan was nominated to contest the
seat left vacant by the death of Colonel
Sam Sharpe, M. P. His oppoinent was
President R. H. Halbert, of the United
Farmers’ organization, who, out of re-
sepct for his late opponent, postponed
his Beaverton meeting, which was to
have been addresed by Hon. T. A
Crearar, late minister of agriculture.

The death of Mr. Cowan will necessi-
tate the postponement of the election
and the issuing of new writs in that con-
stituency. The Act says that the return-
ing officer “may” issue new writs, but
the practice has always been to do so
and it is expected that that course will
be followed in this case.

Boston, Oct. 22—Col. Arthur Lynci
has come over here from Ireland to give
his views on the question of Irish inde-
pendence and the fact that he does not
believe in physical force is not to the
liking of the Sinn Feiners. That was
shown last night when he was heckled
and hissed frequently ‘Tremont
Temple by small groups evidently there
for such a purpose.

A dissatisfied listener interrupted to
lask why Colonel Lynch had fought for
the Boers as a colonel in an Irish brig-
ade and in the recent war had fought for
England. Colonel Lynch replied that he
fought with the Boers for republicanism
and with the British because, in the last
war, England professedly wag fighting
for the freedom of small nations.

“England in this instance was right.”
he said, “and that the opinion of the
majority of Americans was the same as
mine was shown by the entry of the U.
S. into the war.”

He was asked whether he recognized
that an Irish republic existed. He re-
plied that it did exist, that there was a
republic de jure, but not de facto.

Another questioner demanded whether
it was not the duty of any true Irishman
to refrain from offering solutions of the
Irish question which had already been
solved ; that is, the Irish had solved it for
themselves.

Colonel Lynch answered that some-
thing more firm was needed to establish
the republic. Sympathy of outside na-
tions was necessary for support.

The speaker said that Englishmen

in

“twould fight to the last ditch against any

efforts to separate Ireland from the em-
pire. He believed, however, that the
vast majority of the labor party in Eng-
land were in favor of Ireland’s aspira-
tions even to the esteblishment of the te-
public. It was folly to estrange the la-
bor party.

Designs on the Common,

The sacred Boston common is to be
invaded if the street commission has its
way. This has been brought about by
agitation to make Tremont street a one
way thoroughfare, where it borders the
common to provide greater room for
traffic. The merchants sat upon that
idea and flattened it out. The question
of slicing the common was bowled over
before, the public having defeated it two
to one in 1915. So the street commis-
sion is trying to take a short cut and
wishes to avoid a vote. But there is no-
thing in Boston that is watched so close~
ly as the common and its especial guard-
ian is the Boston Common Society. There
will be a hearing if the opponents of the
subject do not petition for a referendum.
The carving is proposed in Boylston and
Park streets also and varies from five
to twenty feet. There would be no con-
gestion if autos were kept moving, as
they are in London, but a glance along
Tremont street most any time of day
shows in the section indicated that it is
a mere parking station.

JEW REGULATIONS
FOR LOBSTER TINS
FVOKE CATICSM

So Many Changes That Packers

Never Know Where They are;

at, Say Maritime Members

(Specfial to The Times.)

Ottawa, Oct. 21—Hon. A. K. Mac-
I.can’s bill to amend the meat and can-
ned foods act was given its final reading
and reported yesterday afternoon.

The legal sized can of lobsters are
{ixed by this bill as containing repsect-
ively not less than three, six, nine, twelve
and sixteen ounces, avoirdupois, respect—|
ively of “dry lobster meat.” No other |
size may be used without first obtaining
permission of the minister of the de-
partment of fisheries. All cans of fish
or shellfish imported into Canada, ex-
cept when they are to be exported again,
<hall be correctly labelled as to kind and
quality, weight, place of origin and name
and address of packer or importer. The
present law indicates that when lobsters
are exported they may be without labels,
and this is not affected by the amend-
1sent. When shellfish are taken into Can-
. da for consumption they must be label-
lod, but when packed for export it is
ot necessary to have the tin stamped.

There was a good deal of criticism
from maritime province members of the
opposition, Messrs. Duff, Turgeon, Sin-
clair, McKenzie and Copp criticizing,
while Mr. Loggie, for the government,
supported it. The former complzained
that the department changed its regula-
tions about every vear and the packers
never knew where they were at. They
could not see the necessity of the expres-
<ion “dry” as used in the bill. FThe
minister explained that in the case of
<almon, from which a certzin amount of
oil exudes after it is packed, the expres-
<ion would not be aplicable and what the
1Lill was providing for was the exuding
of the water in lobsters.

The Nova Scsia members suggested
that- it would be sufficient to have on
‘Le tins the name of the place where the
", cler does business, rather than the
lace where packed, as one firm might
l.ave many factories. Tt is proposed by
‘e department that the weight shall be
srinted on the label on al cans of lob-
‘ters used ip Canada or shipped to the
States. In the case of lobsters shipped
i, Great Britain it is not desirable to
(tamp the tins, as the same are shipped
from the Iondon market to various parts
«f Furope where they put their own
1abels on.

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OUR WATER POWERS

At the last session of the
Brunswick legislature a bill relating to
the developme:t of water powers Wwas
introduced by the government but was
not finally dealt with by the house.
Premier Foster announces that at the
next session a new bill, with much
broader provisions, will be introduced,
and no doubt it will be brought down
early and either as introduced or in an
amended form placed upon the statute
books of the province.

The Water Powers Commission which
the Foster government appointed and
which has been making a careful and
valuable survey of available water
powers in the province has learned that
there are water powers within compara-
tively easy reach of centres of popula-
tion like St. John, Fredericton, Bathurst
and others, which can be harnessed to
supply cheaper power than is now avail-
able. Obviously they should be develop-
ed without delay. On every hand we
are told that one reason this province
cannot compete more successfully in
manufacturing is that power costs so
much more than elsewhere. To provide
cheaper power is therefore one of the
first essentials to industrial expansion.

The bill to be introduced by the gov-
ernment will encourage private enter-
prise while it will also protect the public
interest. That is its strong feature. The
water powers belong to the people and
<hould not be alienated. They serve
the purpose of developing the province in
an industrial way, and the rights of the
people must be protected. We all know
what hydro-electric power has done for
Ontario, and in a lesser degree New
Brunswick would reap benefit from the
development of the lesser power avail-
able in various locations. Bathurst is
just now looking to great development to
follow the harnessing of the Grand Falls
of the Nepisiguit. Other localities have
excellent prospects in the same direction.
The proposed ligislation, therefore, is of
the utmost importance and will add one
more to the many progressive measures
introduced by the present government.

CANADA—EAST  AND  WEST

Dominion Happenings of Other Days

THE JESUIT MISSIONS

It was in 1625 that the first Jesuit
Fathers came to Canada in response to
the appeal of the Recollects. At once
they set wp missions in Quebec where
they flourished for years with only the
interruption occasioned by the capture of
that place by Admiral Kirke. From that
centre the task of evangelizing the In-
dians of America was carried on and so
great was the lure of the work that
youths with noble blood in their veins
came to the new land to assist in it
Some of these devoted their whole for-
tunes to the mission. For instance the
Marquis de Gamache founded the Col-
lege of Quebec which flourished until
1763.

The work of the missionaries soon
gained great impulse. In 1637 they
founded the misison of St. Joseph de Sil-
lery for the Mantafinais and Abenaquis
Indians. Five years later an advance
post was established at Sault Ste Marie.
Father Druilletts organized a mission
among the Abenaquis in the extreme east
in 1646 but #r 1685 his mission, harassed
by enemies constantly, removed to the
shores of St. Lawrence and founded
three Christian villages.

The Huron work was started in 1634
by Fathers Brebuf, Daniel and Davost
and continued until the dispersion of the
nation. In the first six years of its ex-
istence fewer than one hundred out of
16,000 Hurons professed conversion, but
in 1648 St. Marys was destroyed by the
fierce Iroquois and Father Daniel was
slain there. The same fate befell the
work and people at St. Ignatius and St
Louis. Father Brebouf and Father Lale-
mant fell into the hands of the enemy
iand, after enduring cruel tortures, they
died in the most horrible agony. Fa-
thers Garnier and Chabanel were the
next victims in the attacks upon the
Hurons.

A remnant of the nation escaped the
attackers and fled to Quebec after twen-

ISLAIN ON HIS BOAT,

CLAD AS WOMAN

John W. Lempke of Flushing is
Found Strangled on Deck of
" Deserted" Craft

MOTHER BISCOVERS CRIME

Victim is Bound Hand and Foet,
With Oilcloth Tied Fast About
His Head—Another Killed in
Fight

(New York Times.)

Two murders which puzzled the pol-
ice were reported yesterday, and the cir-
cumstances of one were so strange that
several extra detectives were sent to the
Flushing Station to aid in piecing  lo-
gether the tangled clues.

The police said that at first glance the
murder of John W. Lempke of 221 South
Parsons avenue, Flushing, seemed one of
the most unusual in details, apparent
motives and clues that had been report-
ed in the department in twenty years, or
since the famous Buldensuppe morder
in 1897.

After telling his mother that he would |
not be home for dinner, Lempke, who,
was only twenty-one years old, left his
home yesterday at noon with the inten-
tion of taking a party of friends on a
fishing trip on his power boat, which he
had named the Mildred II. It ha@ been
his custom throughout the summer to
leave home early on every holiday or
Sunday to take his boat out for a cruise,
and none of the members thought it un-
usual that he was not home for his
meals.

His mother became worried about him
late in the afternoon, because she heard
that a brisk wind was blowing off the
north shore of the island, throwing up
whitecaps, which she thought would
menace the safety of a small power boat.
She knew that it was his custom to ven-
ture far from shore, defying the white-
caps, in his desire to give his guests a
thrilling outing, and she began to think
of ways of warning her son and of call-
ing him back from what she thought
was danger.

Mother Finds Dead Son.

On making inquiries she learned that
a boat resembling the Mildred II. had
been sighted off College Point, knocking
about on the waves and apparently drift-
ing without guidance. She went immed-
iately to Colleg Point, and identified a
boat off Eleventh street as the craft of
her son. Seeing that the:vessel appar-
ently had no hand at the steering wheel
and that the engine was'not running, she
became more anxious_ about the safety
of her son, and finally succeeded in
reaching the craft.

of Lempke, although those who saw it
first were unable to recogmize it. His
clothes_gvere gone, and, instead, he wore
woman’s apparel. FEvery piece of cloth-
ing appeared to have been put on care-
fully, and apperently had not been don-
ned ‘by the murdered man before death
in some spirit of mimicry. The first im-
pression of the police was that the cloth-
ing had been put on the body by murd-
erers to hide identity, whide some other
person was escaping in Lempke’s clothes.

The hands were tied tightly behind the
back with a thin but strong piece of
rope, and the feet were bound in the
same way, with knots that gave evidence
of having been tied by some person
familiar with the knots of seamen who
handle sailing craft.

No marks of violence were apparent on
the body at the first preliminary examin-
ction and apparently death had been
caused by suffocation. A large piece of
oil cloth from the galley of the boat,
carefully folded, had been drawn tight-
ly around the neck and head and tied
with a rope of the same kind that had
been used in binding the hands and feet.
So intricate were the knots binding the
cloth around the neck of the victim that
the police removed it only with great
difficulty. It seemed to have been the
cause of death, and apparently had been
tied on the body after Lempke had been
bound hand and foot.

Woman’s Clothing Is Clue,

It was the belief of the police that the
only clues apparent were in the articles
of woman’s clothing. No distinguishing
marks were discovered on these at first
glance. The members of Lempke’s fam-
ly said they knew little about his
friends, and did not know who had been
invited to accompany him on his ex-
cursion.

The second murder was reported to
be one of the “routine’ homicides, similar
to scores of others that happen in the
Michael Ryan, twenty
years old, of 801 Elton street, the Bronx,
was the victim, and he died in the
Roosevelt Hospital early in the morning.
He had been stabbed in the lungs, ap-
parently in a street fight, after be had
left a party in a house in Fifty-eighth
street, near Fleventh avenue, Manhattan,
Ryan was carried into Roosevelt Hos-
pital at fve o’dlock in the morning by
five men, who said they had found him
on the sidewalk at Fleventh avenue and
Fifty-eighth street. Dr. Heyl pronounced
him dead and then engaged the five in
conversation while an attendant noti-
fied the police. Detective Dillon and
several patrolmen wrom the West Forty-
seventh street station responded.

The young men told the police they
happened to be passing Fleventh avenue
and Fifty-eighth street in time to see
the end of a fight, and had found Ryan
on the sidewalk after the combatants had
dispersed. A stab wound in Ryan’s left
side had evidently penetrated the lung.

(THE PASSING OF RECIPROCITY

BETWEEN U1 5. AND CANADA

With Repeal of Measure by
Congress, Reciprocity Prob-
ably Will Cease to be Live
Issue During Immediate
Future.

(Bv Samuel W. McCall, ex-Governor of
Massachusetts.)

The repeal of Canadian reciprocity by
the House of Representatives brings to
mind one of the most memorable strug-
gles in the history of congress. It also
raises the question whether this issue,
which was so long a vital one, especially
in Canada, is to appear again or is finally
disposed of. Of the reasons advanced
in the house for the repeal, that reason
can be taken much less seriously, even
than most constitutional objections,
which bases the action upon the uncon-
stitutional procedure under which it is
claimed the original act was passed. Of
more force, however, is the objection
that the reciprocity act had been em-
phatically rejected by Canada, and since
that country had during the many years
that have since elapsed treated it with
silent contempt, we should no longer
keep alive her option to accept it, es-
pecially as the duties it contained had
been enacted with reference to the con-
ditions of a past time and would not be
applicable today.

The striking thing about Canadian
reciprocity is the remarkable fashion in
which the two countries shifted their
positions upon it when the time came
for action. There had undoubtedly been
much liberal sentiment in our country
in favor of greater freedom of trade
with Canada, but from the time when,
shortly after the Civil War sthe Ameri-
can lumber interests secured the denun-

our politics. On the other hand, it was
of absorbing interest in Canada, and in
its favor the Conservative and Liberal
parties and men of all shades of poli-
tical belief were united. For a gener-
ation there was a steady procession of
Canadian statesmen to Washington, ask-
ing that their only naturally open fron-
tier stretching for such a vast distance
along our country should not be shat in
by a hihg tariff wall. They received
little encouragement. The promises
given them became more cold and empty,
and finally the pilgrimages ceased. At
last the golden moment arrived under
Laurier’s government when Mr. Taft re-
versed the attitude of American states-
men and turned a benevolent counten-
ance toward Canada. A reciprocity ar-
rangement was agreed upon to be sub-
mitted to congress and the Canadian
parliament. It must be admitted that
Mr. Taft did not drive a sharp bargain.
He generously played the part of the
big brother. But, broadly, the terms of
the arrangement were fair and would
have been beneficial to both countries.
Because of our great relative size, its
fect on this side the border would have
been hardly perceptible, but it would
have removed handicaps from Canada,
and she would have entered upon a
career of growth and prasperity for
which no parallel could be found in her
history.

How, then, did it come about that a
nation should so suddenly reverse itself,
refuse an arrangement so obviously for
her advantage and spurn the gift upon
which she had been striving to lay her
hands for a half century? That her ac-
tion was capricious there can be no
doubt, unless it is for the advantage of
a nation to maintain blockades upon the
natural channels of her trade. Her com-
mercial dependence upon us was shown
by the fact that she purchased from us
each year nearly twice as much in value
as from all the other nations of the
globe combined, including the mother-
land, in whose favor there was a gen-
erous preferential duty. When the
reciprocity arrangement had been nego-
tiated a majority of both parties in the
Canadian parliament were ready to ac-
cept it. The fatal mistake was made
in waiting upon Washington and per-
mitting the United States to act first;
and the course of events was skilfully
taken advantage of by party leaders, so
that the issue at last puesented to the
people was not primarily the merits of
reciprocity, but the political relations of
Canada to the empire.

Annexation had become nearly an ex-
tinct issue. It had been superseded by
other questions at the debating clubs.

conditions wiil not at once return to
normal, as the working forces will be
much disorganized in many mills, and

But there had been nothing in the con
duct of the negotiation or in the attitude
of the president and those associated
with him to indicate a purpose to make
Canada a part of the Union. It is true
that Mr. Champ Clark contributed a
dangerous bit of eloquence in a speech
in Congress, in which he urged reciproc-
ity as an instrument of annexatio and
this was made to do service throughout
Canada as a revelation of the real pur-
pose of America.

As to the future of reciprocity if it
is ever again to become a practical issue,
the initiative will have to proceed from
Canada. After one emphatis rebuff, our
country,is not likely to appear in the
position of coaxing a neighbor and coax-
ing her for something that is vastly
more important to her than to us, But
the merits of the policy remain unalter-
ed. Canada is blest with much longi-
tude, but with little habitalble latitude.
Her narrow belt of territory, stretching
for nearly 4,000 miles from Vancouver
to beyond Quebec, is shut in by the win-
ter on one side and the frontier of the
United States, upon the other. Our
boundary is made up not of moumtain
ranges or of any of the cther obstacles
that keep nations asunder, but it has
strewn along it lakes and rivers invit-
ing to commerce. Railroads run from
one country to the other. Canada loses
herself to the north in the vast and un-
travelled recesses of the Arctic, and in
that direction there is no one with
whom she may trade, but trade would
move across the American frontier just
as inevitably as the birds follow the sun
from Canada to the United States in the
autumn. Her great cities nestle upon or
near our boundary. To attempt to force
the commerce of this narrow belt upon
east and west lines over thousands of
miles of railroad would be a_grotesque
defiance of the laws of nature. If Can-
ada exists only for the Motherland and
the interest of the Empire alone is to
be considered, it would be far better for
her to be freed from the disadvantages
of her position and become a Dominion
of 20,00,000 or more of people, with the
stature of a nation, than to maintain a
policy of repression which will prevent
her from the development which closer
trade relations with us will secure. One
can easily understand why for half a
century it was the steady policy of Can-
adian cabinets to attempt to secure the
utmost freedom of trade with the Unitc:i
States just as one wonders at the aber-
ration which led her to throw away thc
boon of reciprocity when it was place.l
in her hands,

We are too great to remember tic
seeming aflront involved in her repud -
ation of the policy when it was stampc:
with our approval. Canada is not a re-
bellious offshoot of the United Stat- ,
but her present political relations exisi-
ed before we secured our independence.
She is inhabited by a law-abiding snd
intellicent people. We should not realize
the endlightened conception of the mod-
ern state if we should ever enforce
against her, as indeed we have never
done, the strict advantages of our rela-
tive position and levy tributes upon her
trade. We should stand ready always to
treat her in the broad spirit which Mr.
Taft showed toward her.

But it must be confessed that it will
require a high degree of courage for
any responsible statesman upon either
side of the line to identify himself con-
spicuously with reciprocity. However it
might have blessed the two nations, it
certainly canot be said that it made the
fortunes of those who brought it for-
ward. Mr. Taft’s venture resulted in a
struggle that was filled with biterness
and that divided his party in twain.
Whatever the other forces ‘may have
been that were opsed to his renomina-
tion in 1912, the powerful opposition ar-
oused by his reciprocity policy certain-
ly made the difference between a nomin-
ation that would have been beyond all
question valid and onme tha vast num-
bers of the members of his own party
believed was tainted with injustice. As
the unquestioned leader of his party he
would have been likely to win, but if
he had lost he would have transmited
to his successor a united party. In the
Dominion the result was to horl from
power the Liberal leader who has had
no superior among Canadian statesmen.
With such a tragic association, Canadian
reciprocity in beth countries will prob-
ably ned to wait a long time for a lead-
er:

Notable Triumph is Scored
By ““The Little Digger”

®From the day that the war broke out, |

erations in Paris. It explains also his
final triumph and the veritable whirl-
wind of acclamation with which Aus-
tralia received him, all the way from
Freemantle to Melbourne, when he re-
cently returned to the great southern
commonwealth from the Peace Confer-
ence.

Those who knew Mr. Hughes and
knew also the Australian people were
not surprised at this outburst. Again!
and again, in the course of the last five |
years, great numbers of peaople in Aus-
tralia have disagreed with Mr. Hughes.
They have growled at what they describ-
ed as his au methods; they have
denounced him gs a traitor to his party;
they have leagued themselves together
against him to bring about his political |
overthrow; and they have made their |
vaice so much heard that the careless
listener might have thought that there
was in Australia no other voice. In|
spite of it all, however, the real Austra- |
Jia, the Australia that could rise to!
Mr. Hughes’ high standards, and count it |
a mean thing to think of party when |
national life and honor were at stake, |
this Australia never doubted Mr. Hughes !
and Mr. Hughes never doubted this Aus-
tralia. |

From the first moment that Mr.
Hughes took over the reins of govern-
ment from Mr. Fisher, in 1915, Austra-
lia knew that it had a war leader indeed.
Every impediment went down before his
tireless energy- Thus he found the Ger- |
man, naturalized or unnaturalized, in
complete possession of the Australian |
metal industry, and he never rested un-
til the whole vast industry, upon which
so much depended for the Comonwealth |
and, indeed, for the world, had been |
swept clean of German influence, He
threw himself into the work of recruit-|
ing with tremendous vigor, and as army |
corps after army corps crossed the 11,000
miles of sea to fight for the cause of
righteousness in Europe, Mr. Hughes,
and all Australia with him, could take
pride in the fact that they went, as he
put it on one occasion, “Australian from ‘
. e.d to heel.” " ey went wearing clothes
“woven in Australia from Australian |
wool, marchjng in boots of Australian |
leather, armed entirely from Australian
factories, and fed with Australian pro-
ducts forwarded in Australian ships.” |

Then when Mr. Hughes had set the
great machinery at home, he went to
England, “home,” as the Australian still
fondly calls the mother country, to see
for himself what needed to be done, and
what further Australia could do. He
was everywhere hailed with enthusiasm.
Arriving at a time when the countrys and
indeed the whole allied world, was be-
ginning, for the first time, to realize the
stupendous nature of the tdsk before it,
he fired the grim determination settling
down upon the people with a new en-
thusiasm. He plunged into the arena, as
one writer at the time said about him,
“bringing with him that atmosphere of |
energy, of capacity to get things done,
of swiftness and decision, which is the
supreme virtue in time of war.”

SENATOR DEFIE
IS NDMACS I
DENOCRATIC PARTY

Williams, of Mississippi, Says
Tradition of Irishman’s
Fighting Qualities is Large-
Iy a Myth—Threats of As-
sociation.

(N. Y. Herald.)

Washington, D. C, Oct. 16—Senator
Williams, of Mississippi, one of the ad-
ministration’s chief spokesmen in the
Senate, threw consternation into the
ranks of the Democratic colleagues today
by undertaking to read the Irish out of
the Democratic party.

His bold attack upon the Irish voters
caused something of a panic among some
of the Northern Democrats, whose con-
stituencies contain a large Irish element.
Senator Hitchcock, the administration
spokesman, vainly tried to call him off,
but the Mississippi Senator persisted un-
til he had exhausted nearly all his ad-
jectives in denouncing the Irish. Senator
Phelan, of California, and Senator Gerry,
of Rhode Island, both Democrats, hotly
retorted to Senator Williams, staging a
lively shindy within their own party.

Lauds Confederate Veterans,

Senator Williams began by moving over
to the Republican side of the chamber
and flourishing a copy of the resolution
recently adopted by the Confederate vet-
erans indorsing the League of Nations.
He then delivered a glowing eulogy upon
the Confederate veterans and assailed
the Johnson amendment giving the Uni-
ted States as many votes in the league as
the British Empire as “a Sinn Fein prop-
osition.”

Then he recalled that someone had re-
cently given the Irish credit for defeating
the South in the civil war.

«Ag a matter of fact,” he shouted, “the
Irish never whipped the South at all
They could not whip the South in one
county. It is a part of the braggart na-
ture of the Irish. I am tired of this van-
ity and nonsense. I do not care how
many Irishmen vote for the Democratic
ticket.” '

At this juncture Senator Hitchcock, in
alarm, moved over to the Republican side
also and taking a seat beside the Missi-
ssippi Senator, tried to persuade him
to desist. His efforts were futile.

«] am prepared to support the Senator
from Massachusetts, Mr Lodge, against
the Senator from Massachusetts, Mr.
Walsh, in an appeal to every man, not an
Irishman, in Massachusetts, and at a
proper time I shall do it, because we
rather prefer men who bludgeon us than
men who poison us.” Senator'Williams
continued:

«] am tired of the whole Irish pretence.
They never won the War of the Revolu-
tion, as they pretend they did. I am tired
of this eternal lie. I am tired of the in-
timidations that received at my office
for three or four months most of the
letters signed anonymously. A great

!less he is an Irish-American or a Ger-

many of them are signed with a ‘Mac’
or an ‘O. If they think I am afraid of
one of them or a hundred of them or a
thousand of them they are mistaken.
I understand their game. It is that the
Democratic party dares defy the Irish
vote. As I understand the situation, the
Democratic party is not defying any-
body.

“But, all the same, they write to me
with a ‘Mac’ or an ‘O’ and threaten me
with all sorts of punishment. Among
other things I have received threats of
assassination. Why, I do not mind as-
sassination; it is the easiest and cheapest |
way of going off the surface of the earth
that a man measured up.

“I find this amongst the contention of
these men who are opposed to the League
of Nations—that while they are constant-
ly emphasizing what they call Ameri-
canism they mean by it pro-Germanism
and Irish-Americanism, Magyar-Ameri-
canism and Austrian-Americanism.

“We have finally reached the point
where no man can be a real American un-!

man-American or some other sort of a
hyphenated American.”

Senator Hitchcock made another vain
effort to shut off the speech, but gave up|
in disgust and then moved back to the
Democratic side. Senator Williams pro-
ceeded:

“] do not think the gentlemen have
measured up the consequences. Suppose;
that once we English and Welsh and
Scotch-Americans who have never hyph-
enated ourselves, but have just called our-
selves Americans, dare to unite in a!
single party and announce to the Ameri-|
can Republic that every man in America |
who is Scotch or English or Welsh or a|{
son of the descendant of one of these |
races shall form one single party, where
would these others of whom I speak be?”

Senator Phelan, himself of Irish blood,
was on his feet in an instant, fairly boil-
ing with rage. Senator Brandegee, of
Connecticut, had the floor, however, and
Senator Phelan had to reply to Senator
Williams in the form of an interrogatory-.

MANY JEWS FROM
STATES IN THE WAR

American Cemmittee Notes That
of 200,000 Citatiens Were Re-
ceived by 600

New York, Oct. 22—The thirteenth
annual meeting of the American Jewish
Committee, a national Jewish organiza-
tion, instituted in 1906 for the purpose
of combating the infraction of the rights

iof Jews in any part of the world, was

held at the Hotel Astor.

The annual report of the committee,
in considering the question of the re-
striction of immigration, said it was in-
conceivable that the United States would
close its doors against those whose sole
desire was to better their position in
life and to become good citizens of this
country.

The report said that although there
were less than 3,000,000 Jews in the

! United States, nearly 200,000 fought on

the battlefields of Europe. Some of these,
it was said, had not been here long
enough to take out their second papers.
The killed and wounded, to say nothing
of the decorated, among the boys from
the East Side, it was stated, as well as
among their co-religionists elsewhere in
this country, spoke for their valor.

A report of the activities of the com-
mittee during the past year dealt large-
ly with the economic situation of the
Jews in various parts of Europe. It set
forth that as many as 125,000 had been
massacred and that while reports may
have been exaggerated that the suffering
of the Jew had been widespread and in-
tense. The German press, it was said,
is replete with anti-semitism.

According to a report presented by
Julian ILeavitt, Director of the Office
Jewish War Records, which is maintain-
ed by the American Jewish Committee,
of the 150,000 Jewish soldiers and sail-
ors recorded by the office to date. New
York state leads with more than 50,000.
Pennsylvania follows with more than
14,000, and other states are represented
proportionately. The army is represent-
ed by 114,275 men, the navy by 13,386,
and the Marine Corps by 2,160. The to-
tal number of commissioned officers list-
ed so far is 8,005, including one Brigadier
General in the Marine Corps, one Rear
Admiral in the Navy, 69 Colonels, and
Lieutenant Colonels in the Army, 370
Majors, 1,263 Captains, and 5,524 lieu-
tenants.

HARVESTING ROOTS FOR SEED
GROWING.

(Experimental Farms Note.)
The last few years’ experience has
taught us that field root seed raised in

Qanada compares very favorably with
imported root seed and under the cir-
cumstances it would be to the interest
of farming, were more root seed pro-
dutced in Canada than there is at pres-
ent.

It should be clearly understood,
though, that the value of root seed pro-
duced in this country depends to a very
great extent on the quality of the roots
from which the seed is to be raised. The
roots set aside for seed production
should represent a uniform type, that
is to say they should be of the same !
general shape and of the same color.
If they are of mixed types, as far as
shape and color are concerned, they are
liable to produce a class of seed which,
when sown, will in turn give rise to a
crop of mixed, and on that ground in-
ferior, quality. It is therefore of para-
mount importance that roots which are
to be used for seed production be as
uniform as possible. They should of
course also be perfectly sound and free
from diseases.

1t is of less importance of what size
they are, but, generally, medium-sized
roots are to be preferred because, as a
rule, they keep better in storage during
the winter and therefore are apt to pro-
duce healthier and more vigorous seed
plants.

The roots which are selected for seed
production should be handled very care-
fully and all bruised roots should be re-
jected. In the first place, roots that are
bruised, or cut, or broken in -harvesting,
may rot during the winter and, in doing
so, may cause damage to the sound roots
stored with them. And, besides, even,
should they come through the winter,
they will most likely produce weak seed
plants, unable to form and ripen seed of
best quality. Roots selected for seed
production must, therefore, be stored
away intact; that is to say, their lower
ends and rootlets must not be cut off,
as is done when roots are harvested for
feed.

Roots that are expected to develop
seed-bearing stalks after having been
stored during the winter must not be
topped too closely. Remember that the
seed stalks sprout from the crown of the
roots. It follows, then, that if the roots
are topped so closely that their crowns
are cut off or injured, there will be no
chance of any sced stalks developing.
Consequently, roots selected for seed pro-
duction must have their crowns perfect-
ly intact. And for this reason it is
recommended that all roots selected for
seed production be topped well above
the crown, say anywhere from half an
inch to two inches, so that their ability
to develop vigorous seed stalks may not
be impaired.

The roots selected should of course be
stored in the best manner possible so
that losses through rotting during the
winter may be avoided. The storage
methods are many and vary with the
winter conditions. In case there is any
doubt as to the best manner of carrying
the roots through the winter in a satis-
factory condition. the undersigned will

The annual meeting of the N. B. His-
torical Society was held in their rooms in
Union street last night, Dr. J. Roy
Campbell, occupying the chair. The
business of the meeting consisted of the
reading of various reports and the elec-
tion of officers for the coming year,
which resulted as follows: president, J.
Roy Campbell; 1st vice-president, R. B.
Emerson; 2nd vice-president, Rev. Dr.
Hutchinson; treasurer, A. Gordon Lea-
vitt; curator and corresponding secretary,
William MclIntosh; recording secretary,
W. L. McDiarmid; librarian, Frark B.
Ellis; members of council, T. H. Esta-
brooks, James A. Estey and W. F. Bur-
ditt.

The report of the treasurer, submitted
by A. Gordon Leavitt, shows that the
funds of the institution have decreased
from $1,677.98 at the close of the year
1914-15 to $697.80 at the close of 1918-19.
Mr. Leavitt greatly regretted the fact
that the society is not meeting with the
support from the public to which it is
entitled, and advocated that a campaign
be started at once with a view to raising
the sum of $3,000, which amount is
necessary for a new roof for the build-
ing and other work. The society should
have no trouble getting this amount as
it must be remembered that its work is
free to all and of a highly educational
character.

SUGGESTS VACATION
FOR EVERY WORKER

(Forbes Magazine.)

Are factory workers as much entitled
to vacation as clerks in stores, steno-
kraphers and other office workers?

Nobody wants to work fifty-two
weeks every year. Everybody likes to
look forward to a breathing spell, to
getting off the chain, to being one’s own
boss and following one’s own sweet will
for a week or more once a year.

Is there not a relationship between
striks in large plants and the absence f
annual vacations?

Some strikes which have occurred late-
ly indicate that the employes were sim-
ply tired of working without a break and
that they resorted to a strike as the only
means of obtaining a good rest or a fling
at recreation.

Jobhn Leitch introduced it at one of
his Industrial Democracy plants a num-
ber of years ago with very great suc-
cess. The workers received either whole
or half pay, according to their length of
service.

It is a question, however, whether it
would not be best to pay even daily
wage earners for the annual week off—
that is, all those on the psyr>il for a
vear or more. There does not seem to
be very much more reason for giving al-
most every other clas sof workers an an-
nual vacation, with pay, and denying
both vacation and pay to those who
work in industrial establishments, in
mines, on railroads or other plants. The
week’s rest would bring the men back
iwith re-enforced vitality, with renewed
vigor, with greater enthusiasm. More-
over, generous treatment along tlis line
could scarcely fail to improve the mor-
ale and intensify the loyalty of a foree.

British Financial Delegates
Want Only Normal Busi-
ness Conditions tc
Maintain

CONSIDER LEVY
ON WAR PROFITS

Question Being Much Dis-
cussed in England and Press
Generally Approves Plan in
Preference to General Levy
on Capital — France Must
Borrow Heavily For a Few
Years.

Atlantic City, N. J. Oct. 20—British
financial delegates to the international
trade conference which opened here to-
day, told their American conferees that
they sought no support, credit arrange-
ments, or government intervention, but
simply asked that business transactions
go on as before. This announcement
came as a surprise to the general body
of delegates, especially since sub-com-
mittees of many foreign missions asked
for American finacial assistance and set
forth that extension of credits was vital-
ly necessary in order that they might
successfully meet the reconstruction
problems of the respective countries.

The British point of view was set
forth at a meeting of American and
Fnglish credit and finance men by Sir
James Hope Simpson.

“The vast majority of Britishers never
enter into a contract unless they can
see their way clear to pays” he said.
“We have not come to ask help of any
organization. We asked only that no
obstruction be placed in the way of or-
dinary normal business conditions.”

Levy on War Profits.

London, Oct. 20—The movement for
the payment of part of the war debt by
a general levy on war profits has grown
to such volume that it promises to com-
mand much attention from parliament,
which will reassemble on Wednesday-

Several of the chief newspapers, head-
ed by the Times and the Financial Her-
ald, have taken up the idea.

Financiers and citizens of all classes
are flooding the press with letters.

While the project may seem revolu-
tionary finance, the country appears to
be gaining the conviction that some radi-
cal measures, other than mere attempts
at econom, must be adopted to meet
the financial situation. This proposal
has superseded that of a general
levy on capital, which was much
discussed during the last year. The

France to Borrow WMoney.

Paris, Oct. 21—(French Wireless Ser-
vice)—Figures furnished by M. Klotz,
minister of finance, in a concluding de-
bate on financial affairs in the French
Chamber of Deputies, show that it will
be necessary for France to borrow
about 2,000,000,000 francs a year in the
course of the next few years, in order
to balance its budget. The bill authoriz-
ing the first loan, he stated, would be
presented in January or February. The
minister declared that government re-
ceipts were showing an encouraging in-
crease above the budget estimates for
revenue in 1919, roughly ten billion
francs, and that there was no doubt
that the country could split of fifty per
cent over present taxation.

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MOVES AMENDMENT
10 DELAY ACTION
ON CRAND TRUNK

Pointed Out That Time is
Too Short to Give Proper
Consideration to Matter and
That Liability is Too Heavy
to Assume Just After
Heavy War Expenditures.

Ottawa, Oct. 21.—Opnosition objections
to the adpotion by parliament at the
present session of the Grand Trunk bill
was set forth in an amendment moved

- by D. D. McKenzie, Liberal house leader,
at the close of a long speech tonight. - It
was seconded by Hon. W. S. Fielding.
The amendment which declares that it
would be both improvident and in-
expedient to put the legislatin through
the house this session is as follows:

“That the bill be not read a second
time, but that the house do come to the
following resolution:

“That the bill proposes an uncertain
but very large addition to the debt of
the Dominion at a time when existing
obligations, arising out of the war and
from other causes, are so vastly in excess
of all previous obligations as to give
much cause for anxiety on the part of
all who are concerned in the financial
position of the Dominion and the main-
tenance of the public credit.

“That a measure of such wide-reach-
ing character and large importance re-
quires a study by the house and the
people that cannot possibly be given in
the closing days of the session.

“That the present session of paria-
ment was called for a special purpose
which has already been accomplished.

“That on Wednesday, October 8, the
honorable minister of trade and com-
merce, acting as leader of the house, in
the absence of the prime minister, stated
that the government’s expectation was
that the session would close within the
then current week.

“That under such circumstances the
‘ntroduction by the government of a
1neasure of such great importance as the
acquisition of the railway and property
of the Grand Trunk Company of Can-
ada is improvident and inexpedient.

“That for these reasons the further
consideration of the bill be deferred until
a future session of this parliament.”
$47,000,000 Per Year,

During the course of his speech Mr.
McKenzie gave figures which he said
made it clear that the total annual
amount for which the Grand Trunk is
liable and which Canadan will assume is
in excess of $47,000,000 per annum. The
net balance on operation last year he put
at less than $10,000,000 and the yearly
defiicit at upwards of $88,000,000. For
all government roads he placed the
annual defiicit at over $86,000,000. Mr.
McKenzie maintained that when the gov-
ernment could not afford to give more
money to the soldiers it should not be
purchasing old railway systems.
Rowell Defends Proposal.

Replying to the opposition leader, Hon.
N. W. Rowell declared that the whole
rai'vgay situation in Canada had arisen
vY of the “bedeviled condition of pri-
sately owned roads.” Public ownership,

he said, was already an established fact|'

in *Canada, but the goyernment has an
incomplete system which made it a good
business uroposition to acquire the Grand
Trunk. By government ownership the
country would escape the bad influences
for which railway corporations have been
responsible. in the past. This would be
a good thing for the country even if
money was lost in connection with the
operation of the roads.

In closing Mr. Rowell said that delay
would give opponents of the govern-
ment’s proposition time to organize thier
opposition. There would, he said, be no
advantage in delay.

After Mr. Dennis had spoken in op-
position to the bill and Francis McCrae
of Sherbrook, had criticized government
ownership. R. L. Richardson moved the
adjournment of the debate.

The division on Mr. McKenzie’s amend-
ment Wwill take place tomorrow night or
Thursday, after which it is said the op-
position may move another amendment.

1—In view of the large

2—1In view of the increasing neglect on
the part of parents towards the welfare
of their children, often leading to de-
linquismmy and crime, we urge the neces-
sity of a court of domestic relations pre-
sided over by trained and competent of-
ficials to deal with such offenders thus
obviating the necessity of bringing such
offenders before the ordinary courts of
justice which by reason of their associa-
tions tend to degrade rather than re-
form.

8—In as much as the moving picture

lhas ¢ome to stay we recommend that

every effort be made by the religious
leaders of our denomination to use their
influence to see that pictures of a ques-
tionable nature are not allowed to be
shown and will further the endeavor to
have pictures of an educational and
helpful nature exhibited.

4—Your committee would recommend
the great need of providing in the prov-
inces additional accommodations for the
care of dependent Protestants,’ where
they may be brought up in the principles
of our faith. And would commend the
practical co-operation of Baptists of
these Maritime Provinces to such move-
ments and organizations as have this for
their objective.

Separate Schools Opposed.

5—In view of the increasing number
of separate schools in these provinces,
thus subdividing the principal and fact
of our free school acts, we desire to
place ourselves on record as unalterably
opposed to separate schools under gov-
ernment control and pledge ourselves to

the support of a free school law with ||

compulsory education efficiently and ef-
fectively enforced.

6—Because of the industrial unrest
that is so prevalent your committee re-
commends—(a) that religious leaders fa-
miliarize themselves with the conditions
causing said industrial unrest; (b) that
they also acquaint themselves with all
legislative enactments and regulations
governing labor bodies, that they may
intelligently deal with the principals of
issue; (c) that all settlements should be
urged on the basis of equity and the
principles of the golden rule.

7—Your committee also recommend
that the Dominion government control
directly. the manufacture and importa-
tion of all alcoholic liquors for medical,
mechanical, industrial and sacramental
purposes, and that each of the provinces
of Canada be compelled to secure its
supplies from that source.

8—That this convention express its
great satisfaction at the splendid vic-

The election in Ontario has de-
termined whether Canada shall be wet
or dry- It has also warned the practical
politician that his sun has set.

Within the next few months
New Brunswick will probably be called
to determine whether the province shall
be wet or dry. Leading citizens say the
best things that ever came to this coun-
try is the prohibitory law. We have
befors us the most strenuous fight ever
fought in this province.

We need confidence
in our cause. We must not get panicky.

before the United Baptist convention last
evening was the report of the board of
ministers’ annunity. The receipts on
current account were $7,105.20, of which
$5,625.53 was paid to annuitants. Re-
lief and aid was $1,107.27. The capital
now amounts to $69,842.22. Garfield
White presented the proposed new
scheme for ministers. J. Edgar Small-
man, of Dartmouth, presented the case
of the Dartmouth church which had their
house of worship and parsonage de-
stroyed in the Halifax explosion. It is
proposed to erect a building suitable to
the needs of the future. A modern
church must be provided. Help is needed
to provide this church. Rev. F. E.
Bishop meved, seconded by Rev. D.
Price, that the convention approve the
appeal of the Dartmouth church for aid
and that the delegates present undertake
to create a sympathetie attitude toward
the appeal. The resolmtion was adopted.

Following this came the platform edu-
cational meeting where Rev. H. T.
Dewolfe, D.D., was the first speaker. He
spoke on the definition of education.
Among the Greeks a man was liberally
educated who was fitted to perform all
the duties of the state. Any education
which does not fit one to perform the
functions of a free man in a free state
cagnot be called a liberally educated
man. This implies knowledge of econo-
mic and gocial conditions.

Rev. R. Boyer spoke briefly in the
interest of the Canadian Bible Society
and thanked the pastors for the assist-
ance given him while secretary for the
Bible Society.

Resuming business the ' discussion of
the five year programme committee was
resumed when the allocation of the pro-
posed financial objective was fixed as
follows: Mimisters’ annunity, $100,000;
home missions, $50,000; foreign missions,
$50,000; Grand Ligne western missions
and Sunday school board, $50,000. The

! expenses of the campaign are to be a

first charge on the fund raised.

Rev. H. E. Stillwell presented the
eighth annual report of the Canadian
Baptist Foreign Mission Board. This
report referred to the resignation of
Rev. J. G. Brown, D.D., as secretary,
and the appointment of Rev. H. E. Still-
well as his successor. R. D. Warren
has become treasurer. The board pro-
poses a memorial to the late Rev. J. E.
Davis who died in the lazaretto at
Special reference was made
to Rev. and Mrs. W. Higgins who have
thirty years of missionary service to
their credit, and who are now at Colo-
rado Springs, U.-S. A,, in ill health. The
report proposed the creation of a_ na-
tional executive for all the Baptist
churches of Canada. The disturbed con-
ditions _in India have created serious
missionary problems. The missionaries
have stood solid for British institutions.
The report says the Indian army to a
man and the Indian police, despite at-
tempts to promote insubordination and
indiscipline, remained without a single
stain upon their reputation or a single
unpleasant incident. The report re-
views all the fields and departments of
the work in India and in Bolivia. The
report shows sixty-seven missionaries in
India, 776 native workers, seventy-five
churches, 1,205 baptisms, present mem-
bership 11,552; 323 day schools, ten
boarding schools. In Bolivia, three
churches, ten baptisms, sixty-three mem-
bers.

receipts by treasurer for chaplain fund
$61; receipts by U. B. Missionary Un-
jon, $3,697,410; receipts by mission bands
$575,367; total, $11,739,989. This is the
highest point yet reached in the con-
vention’s history. This shows an ad-
vance of about $21,000 over last year.
Rev. R. J. Colpitts reported for the com-
mittee on pastoral supply and registra-
tion showing the changes in the list
of ordained ministers. During the year
ordained C. W. Cook, J. Stanley Millett;
from beyond conveption Rev. C. W.
Corey, Rev. F. Stewart Kinley; from
other bodies Rev. H. R. Bell. Losses:
Died, Rev. Josiah Webb; removed from
convention, Revs. A. F. Brown, R. M.
Brown, F. R. Doleman, W. R. Green-
wood, George Kincaid, G. A. Lawson,
S. W. Stackhouse, F. H. Wentworth and
I. W. Williamson.

Dr. E. D. King reported for the so-
cial service council of Nova Scotia in-
dicating that the council had dealt with
prohibition, feeble minded, defectives
and other matters.

Mr. Thompson, of Halifax, a traveler,
who visits all the leading towns and
hotels "of the maritime provinces and
Newfoundland, asserted out of his ob-
servation that prohibition does prohibit
and that since prohibition came into
force that hotels are greatly improved.
On motion of Rev. B. H. Thomas, it.
was ordered that hearty congratulations
of this convention be sent the referen-
dum committee of Ontario on the no-
table victory won in the referendum
vote in Ontario on Monday.

Rev. R. J. Colpitts reported as editor
of the year book.

GIGANTIC DIRIGIBLES

Ships Being Built Five Times Larget
Than R-34

Mineapolis, Minn., Oct. 22—That dir-
igibles capable of carrying one thousand
barrels of flour from Minneapolis to
New York are under construction in
England and Italy, was announced here
by Major Charles J. Glidden, who ar-
rived here with Commodore Beaumont,
who is president of a special committee
to organize the first aerial derby around
the world.

These dirigibles, Major Glidden states
will contain from five to ten million cubic
feet of hydrogen, which lifts seventy
pounds per thousand feet, making the
total lifting capacity of the digible seven
hundred thousand pounds of which fifty
per cent is useful load. The new dirig=«
ible will be from three to five times
larger than the R-34.

payment by the controller when sufficient
time has elapsed that no liens may lie
against the work; that the offer of $500
from S. C. Tippett for a conveyance in
fee simple of Lot No. 1 on the Mana-
wagonish Road as set out in the plans of
city lands, be accepted, Mr. Tippett hav-
ing agreed that the lot will be built on
within a reasonmable time and that the
cost of the proposed house will not be
less than $5,000 and will be located on
the lot according to the lines prescribed
by the Town Planning Commission.

On the recommendation of Com. Bul-
lock the lease now held by Peter Chag-
aris of a lot on the northern side of
Rodney wharf, which expires on Dee. 1,
was renewed to him for another term at
an advanced rental of $300 per year
under the same conditions as the present
lease.

A letter from J. H. Beatty, secretary
of the Teamsters’ and Chauffeurs’ Union,
was read complaining that the members
of that union who were employed by the
city had not received the recent advance
authorized by the common council to
city employees.
