Testing in the ordinary way
and by the ordinary means is of very
little value, and cannot be relied upon to
show what a boiler will stand Nor can
we compare boilers by their age, for
under certain treatment one may last
twenty years, and under different treat-

ment it might become worthless in a

couple of years. It is therefore neces-

sary, if safety to life and property is to
be idered, to make a ful -inspec
tion of all boilers at regular periods.

OUR TRADE IN' AGRICULTURAL PRODUCE.

We have from the department of
agriculture a report of the trade in
agricultural produce between Canada
and the United States during the year
which ended on the 30ih of June last.
The totals are, expom $16,561,447; im-
ports $5,842,272, in which horses, cattle,
sheep and swine imported or exported
for improvement of stock are not includ-
ed, nor are the exports of swine for other
purposes, the value of which it js pre-
sumed, was i iderable. It is natural
that the United States whose boundaries
touch our own should be large consumers
of our agricultoval products, for in pro-
portion to their population they have a
smaller number of farmers than our-

selves, and rotwithstanding the beavy |

duty imposed on many of our farm pro-

ducts they cdn be laid down in all of the [P

eastern and many of the middle states
at less than their cost when brought
from the great agricultural districts® of
the west. Our largest importations
were of corp, pork and flour ; 2,806,853
bushe's of the first, valued at $1,2C6,910 ;
15,205,972 pounds of the second, valoed
at $992423; and 257,391 barrels of the
third valued at $993,227. In addition to
the *above ‘we had bacon and hams,
$335,159; lard $655,059; ornmea! $368,495;
and froits, dried, green and canned,

156,451. Of all these products,with the
exception of the last,no inconsiderable
portion has gone to makejup the supplies
of our lJumbermen. Canada should not
be so dependent on the United States
for its corn, cornmeal and wheat flovr,
and as the great Northwesi is rapidly
coming under the dominion of the plongh
it is likely ubat the importation of those
articles will rapid'y decline, and our
farmers in the east as well as in the west
should see to it that our markets are bet-
ter supp]led with naiive meats. If they
would keep their farms in a state of pro-
ductiveness, continually increasing in
value -and in the bulk of their crops,
they must keep stock to consume their
hay, grain and roots instead of selling
them to the impovermhment of their
lands. The keeping of cows that are
good tor butter and cheese, sheep that
are go-d for mutton or in fleece, draught
horses of approved breeds, swine that
fatten quickly, yields the farmer an
abundan; return and keeps his farm in
excellent condition, while by selling the
products they would consume, he im-
poverishes his farm, and rarely saves
enough to compensate forits deteriora-
tion.

Our largest exports, the sum of which
was $16,561,447, were:—

of the latter it will be observed that our
exports were $70,591 in excess of our
imports. From the above it will be seen
that during ihe year the United States
took from us in agricultural products
about &3 for every man,woman and child
in the dominion, while we took from
them about 10 cents for every member
of their population.

Paul in that
cose intimated that it was better to suf-
fer wrong and be defrauded than to go to
law, but we judge that the editor of the
Messenger and Visitor would be dispos-
ed to stop somewhat short of this ex-
treme view, ‘especiaily where a clergy-
man is the person who is being depriv-
ed of his rights. ' The editor says:—

tor to employ legal measures in order to
collect an over duo salary which a church
neglects to yet we must say it
would be not m ore than simple jus-
tice for the church if it were so compell-:

In most cases,
no doubt, in which pastors suffer because
of nnpnci salaries, it is due notto any
intention on the part of the church fo
withhold from the pastor his hardl
earned sslary, but to simple neglect. 1t
should be remembered, however,. that
such neglect is cnminal-—being dighon-
est in itself, and resulting to vex and
hamper the pastor and 80 greatly to dis-
courage him in his work.
