D. C. R. Stuart Strokes His
Men to Victory in Great
Annual Boatrace.

Putney, April 4.—For the third year
in succession Cambridge won the ’var-
sity boat race to-day, defeating Oxford
by two aud a gquarter: dengths.: The
“light blues” fully justified the confi-
dence reposged in them by the riverside
experts’ and let the procession from
start to finish:

The result never was in doubt. In
spite of the advantage Oxford gained
‘n winning the toss which gave them
the calmer side of the river; the extra
stamina of, the Cambridge crew quick-
1y sent the hose of their boat ahead and
enabled them. to assume a lead which
they held comfortably to the end.

The official time of the race was 19
minutes 19 seconds. The record is 18
minutes and 47 seconds established by
Oxford in 1893, and equalled by Cam-
bridge in 1900.

Quick-
ening his stoke to thirty-three the
minute, as against Cambridge’s thirty-
two, Gladstone slowly lessened the gap
to a length and a quarter, but this
advantage was only on sufferance.
When Stuart was ready he set his
men going again and the Cambridge
crew quickly shook off their oppon-
ents. Pulling strongly, steadily and
well within themselves, the light blues
shot past Thorneycroft’s three lengths
ahead, and held about the same lead
to Barnes Bridge. After passing this
point they rowed without apparent ef-
fort and passed the finishing post easy
victors by a distance only given as
two lengths and a quarter.

The supposed match was
for three bouts, but the great defensive
tactics of the American took the heart
out of ‘“Hack.”

The match served to show that Gotek
has a defensive system no man can
break. For an hour and forty-five min-
utes he eluded every attempt of the
“Russian Lion” to fasten his-‘grip on
him.

Gotch side stepped, roughed bis
man’s features with his knuckles, led
him, and generally worried Hacksn-
schmidt, until the foreigner was at a
loss to know how to proceed. But in
the -clinch that finally came’ Gotch
slammed his opponent to the mat_&nd
came within an ace of securing a iirm
toe hold. He followed this by :iifting
Hackenschmidt clear off the mat ¢nd
slammed him down on his ‘shoulders
with terrific force.

After the first ten minutes tugging
Gotch started to rough it, and Hacken-
schmidt kept his temper with difficulty.
The Russian complained to the referee
of Gotch’s butting. A half hour hauling
and sparring failed to satisfy the

ENGLAND BAFFLED IN
IRISH LEGISLATION

Deadlock Over Land Purchase
Act Through Lack of
Funds.

London, April 2.—The prolonged de-
pression in the money market, which
has made 1t impossible for the gov-
ernment to raise further large loans
required to ‘fulfil the intentions of the
Irish Land Purchase Act of 1903, has
resulted in the appointment of a com-
mittee of the treasury, which has just
reported in favor of several financial
expedients to tide over the difficulty.

According to Wm. O’Brien, Nation-
alist member of parliament, in a
double column letter in the - Daily
Telegraph, these expedients will only
complicate and prolong the deadlock,
and practically suspend the land pur-
chases for a decade. He argues that
the whole difficulty has arisen through
the extraordinary and unexpected suc-
cess of the Land Act. Instead/of pur-
chases amounting to $25,000,000 yearly,
which was the outside limit anticipat-
ed by the former secretary, George
‘Wyndham, when he introduced the bill,
there have been transfers amounting
to $200,000,000 within four years, and
it is ,certain, he says, that another $300,-
000,000 in sales could be effected next
year if the advances were forthcoming.

This would virtually abolish the
agrarian problem in Ireland. This, he
adds, is England’s first successful leg-
islative achievement in Ireland, and is
having most beneficent effects upon her
prosperity, Mr. O’Brien suggssts the
calling of a conference representative
‘of those interested in the problem of
landlord and tenant, in order that a
compromise may be found to solve the
difficulty, instead of permitting treas-
ury officials to stifle the good work.

Rome, April 3.—A general strike has
been proclaimed as a protest against
the fatalities im connection with ‘the
disorders on the streets ' yesterday
when troops fired on and killed three
rioters and wounded 15 others, four of
whom were mortdlly wounded. The
strike so far has not been successful.
Most of the shops are open, although
shutters have been put up on the
buildings as a protection against pos-
sible riots. ;

The government has taken most en-
ergetic measures to restore order, and
the whole garrison of the city is being
kept in readiness.

During the noon hours the movement
became more general. The drivers of
the mail wagons used to collect from
the pillar boxes refused to ‘continue,
and were at once replaced by soldiers.
The wagons are being escorted by
cavalry.

DRIVES IN SLED FROM
NOME TO NEW YORK

Alaskan Occupies Twenty-nine
Months in Accomplishing
Great Feat.

New York, April 3.--The Herald says:
When  seven sAlggka, dogs drawing an
Alaskan sled on wheels- through the
city arrived her: late yesterday their
driver, E. A, Smith, completed probably
the longest dog sledge trip on record
and won a wager said to be for $10,000
of nearly three years standing.

Smith is a minister and was formerly
government mail driver in Alaska.
When he stepped in to visit Mayor Mc-

said, a trip entirely by land from Nome
finishing it jp a month less than two
vears and a half.

SECRETISTS FORCE
EMPEROR’S HAND

Czar Orders Dissolution of
Finnish Diet for Its Sym-
pathy With Terrorists.

St. Petersburg, April 3.—The disso-
Jution of the Finnish Diet was decided
uport last night at a conference at
Tsarskoe Selo between the Emperor
and the Finnish secretary of state,
General Langhoff, The new election
will' take place on July 1st, and the
new Diet will meet on August 1st. It
was decided also not to accept the res-
ignation of the senate. A ukase re-
garding the dissolution is now being
drafted.

The Emperor’s decision is directly
due to a resolution adopted by the
Diet _expressing sympathy with the
“Russian terrorists. The Finnish sen-
‘ate decided to resign as an outcoma
of a resolution of lack of confidence in
it, carried by the Diet by 71 to 47 on
March 28th.

This was the work of the Secretists.
They formally censured the Finnish
administration for the delivery of Rus-
sian terrorists and political agitators
to the Russian authorities, and for lack
of firmness in resisting Russian en-
croachments upon the rights of Fin-
land, and demanded the retirement of
the senate as incapable of defending
the autonomy and liberty of Finland
against the reactionary campaign in
R ussia.

EXPLORER BACK
FROM ARCTIC

RESULTS ACHIEVED
BY CAPTAIN MIKKELSEN

Valuable Information Collected
by Expedition Which Sailed
» From Victoria.

Seattle, Wash., April- 3—Capt.’ Ed-
gar Mikkelsen, who jointly command-
ed in the Anglo-American Polar Ex-
pedition which sought an undiscovered
continent in the Beaufort Sea, arrived
from the North yesterday on- the Yu-
catan. Capt. Mikkelsen’s vessel, the
Duchess of Bedford was lost in the ice |
pack near Flaxman Island a year ago. !
Ernest D. Leffingwell; who with Cap-
tain Mikkelsen commanded theé expedi-
tion, remained at Flaxman Island to
continue his scientific werk. . .Captain
Mikkelsen started on October 16th
from Flaxman Islahd and made the
journeéy along the northern shores qi
Alaska to Nome, arriving at the lat-
ter place on Jan. 3rd. He left Nome
with. 2 companion on Jan. 18th and
journeyved with dog sledges up to the
Yukon river to Fort Gibson and came
out by the way of Fairbanks and Val-
dez.

Capt. Mikkelsen’s expedition traced
the Continental Shelf.in the Beaufort
sea and ascertained that if land:does
lie beyond the sea it is.an independ-
ent continent. He has obtained infor-
mation concerning ocean = currents
which will be valuable when he
makes his next attempt to attain the
unknown continent.

Capt. Mikkelsen made use of a new
idea in polar travel by which he will
be able.to save 90 pounds weight on
his sledges. In the tedious march over
the ice-lrummocks, the party frequent-
ly. came on water, -Captain -Mikkelsen
had none of the native Kayakas of
which Dr. Nansen made such good use,
but instead, when the occasion arese:
strapped a water, Pr_oof ta;paﬁlin be-
neath his slédges .antl. improvised - a
raft. 1565 Faith
The expedition was directed by the
Royal Geographical Society of London,
and the Aimerican Geographical Society
of New York.

IMPERIAL TREASURY
IN WEAK CONDITION

Loan Totalling $162,500,000
Will Be Offered for
Subscription.

Berlin, April 3.—An Imperial and
Prussian loan, amounting to $162,500,-
000, will be offered for subscription on
April 11th, of which sum $100,000,000 is
in Prussian consols. The issue is to
bear four per cent. interest, and will
not be convertibje within a period of
ten years. i B
The ‘subscription * price is 99% or
99.30 to- subscribers taking. the mnon-
transfer bonds. A syndicate of leading
bankers have
boﬁght the issue, agreeing to take also
an - additional’. $50,000,,00 of Prussian
treasury notes, which are not to be
offered in the market, It is reported
that the Imperial Bank of Germany
will reduce its discount rate from 5%
to 4% per cent. in'a few days in order
to pave the way for the loan.
Prince Von Buelow, the Imperial
chancellor, 'had a. long conference
with Herr Von Syndow when the latter
became secretary of the treasury last
February regarding the condition of
the imperial finances, and at that time
it was determined to postpone a re-
organization until the autumn, so as
to afford Herr Syndow time in which
to study the situation and to find ex-
pedients which would adequately meet
future requirements. It was ldid down
by Prince Von Buelow that beginning
with the next. budget mno appropria-
tions. would be asked for without
simultaneously providing a method by
which the revenue for them could be
raised.

May Be War Funds.

London, April 3.—The news given out
yesterday of the new German. and
Prussian loans ameounting to $162,500,-
000 .came as a surprise to London, and
hag resulted in much discussion, and
even in the expression of some distrust
of the financial position of Germany.

That loans amounting to. $250,000,000
already have been found necessary this
year, and that these loans are keeping
pace with the greatly increased naval
expenditures = of Germany, interests
British financiers and the British 'pub-
lic keenly, and some people are of the
opinion < that this financial aetivity
shows a tendency ultimately towards
war.

PRINCE RUPERT SCHOOL.
Temporary Building to Be
Board of Trustees.

Prince Rupert, March 28.—The need of
educational facilities has’ already been
discovered in Prince Rupert, and the first
school board, elected by the famfly men
of the place, has already Jeen organized.
Its personnel is composed of W. A. Cralig,
local manager of the Kelly-Carruthers
Supply Company, chairman; A. R. Bar-
row, surveyor, in the service of the &

WAIER SUPPLY
IS COMING UP

CITY’S RELATION TO
ADJOINING DISTRICTS

Ald. Paulipe Will Submit Reso-
lution Guranteeing Equit-
able Treatment to Al

The city council will be asked on
Monday night to declare the corpora-
tion’s policy relative to supplying Oak
Bay and other adjoining districts with
water. A notice of motion declaring the
willingness of the city to undertake
this duty on reasonable terms has been
posted at the city hall by Ald. Pauline,
and he will move it at Monday’s meet-
ing.

When the city was before the legisla-

ture at the session just closed asking
for the passage of an amendment to
the city’'s waterworks act, the muni-
cipality of Oak Bay appeared and ask-
ed that the  interests of that muni-
cipality be protected in any legislation
granted the city. Later, when the gov-
ernment heard the arguments of the
representatives of the city, the Esqui-
malt Waterworks Company and the B.
C. Electric Company, Oak Bay also
applied for consideration by the gov-
ernment in arriving at a decision.
- The city, it may be said, claims a
monopoly of the wunrecorded  water
rights within a radius of 20 miles of
the cify. This would naturally :shut
Oak Bay and other municipalities,
that may be created in the neighbor-
hood of the city, out of getting a sup-
ply independent of the city, except at
a price much higher than they could
afford. The object of Ald. Pauline’s
resolution is to reassure the people of
Oak Bay as well os other districts that
the city is prepared to deal equitably
with them in the matter.

The notice of motion reads as fol-
lows:

“I hereby give notice that at ‘ the
next meeting of the city council- the
following motion will be moved by the
undersigned, namely:

“Whereas the municipality’ of -Oak
Bay has represented to this council the
growth of residences in the municipal-
ity and the consequent necessity for
provision for an adequate water sup-
ply for domestic and corporate pufr-'
poses, and the said municipality de-
sire to make provision for such water
supply either by construction and ex-
tension of the limited supply at present
afforded from the water system owned
by this corporation, or by establish-
ment of a separate system:

“And whereas the needs of the said
municipality have been made known
to the provincial governmentc

“And , whereas this. corporation is
appealing for the assistance of the
government to grant legislation in aid
of this corporation’s' demand for addi-
tional water supply, as well as for the
city as for the said municipality of
Oak Bay and other-inhabitants of the
districts contiguous to the city:

“And whereas a separate supply can-
not be secured by said municipality
without imposing an unnecessary ‘bur-
den upon the taxpayers:

“And whereas the said municipality
of Oak Bay have pointed out that this
city ‘has or claim a monopoly of all
waters within a radius of 20 miles, and
the said municipality claim that it is
right and reasonable that this' mon-
opoly should carry the obligation” to
supply:

“And whereas it s desirable in the
interests of thig city that the water re-
quirements of the inhabitants of said
municipality of Oak Bay and other
districts contiguous should b® supplied
from the waterworks system of - this
city, and that the proper steps should
be taken to enable the city to undere
take and comply with these require.
ments:

“Be it resolved that this corporation
do recognize in the fullest manner the
demand made upon them to give a
sufficient water supply to the inhabi-
tants of the city. and the districts con-
tiguous, especially the said: municipal-
ity of Oak Bay; and that in so far as
the supply of city water ‘at present
warrants a fair measure of supply on
reasonable terms be continued in Oak
Bay municipality, and all required ex-
tensions made, and that immediately
the city is assured of an increase to
their present supply this city do obli-
gate itself to make such supply in Oak
Bay municipality: *

1. Reasonable in amount,

“2. Reasonable in price.

‘3. At xeasonable points,

“4 The same water as is supplied to
the citizens and generally under rea-
sonable conditions.

“With reference to arbitrations te
determine all questions arising.”

Thé question has been asked why the
voters’ lists.in the provinces of Mani-
toba and British| Columbia should be
the subject of special supervision. If
the lists in the older provinces are sat-
isfactory, why sh{uuld not the lists in
Manitoba apd British < Columbia be
equally satlstactory" We have already
pointed out thuq “ihe fact that the
constituencies fm{ .federal and provin-
cial purpeses are jentirely different con~
stituted one good reason why special
officials should be appointed to re-ar-
range the lists. One who. has had ex-
perience as a returning officer’ upon
Vancouver Island has, in a letter to the
Times, explained the difficuities he en-
countered in arranging the names on
the lists in accordance with the var-
ious polling sub-divisions for the con-
stitnency in which he officiated. The

The Civil Service Commission ap-
pointed *by the Dominion government
reported that there were irregularities
in connection with the administration
of the Marine and Fisheries Depart-
ment, For these irregularities three
old-time officials in the department were
chiefly respensible. The wrong-doing
was discovered previous to the inves-
tigations olt the commissioners and the
guilty parties had been suspended
pending a more critical inguiry by the
government. Opposition argans have
seized upon the report of the eommis-
sion as it affects the internal economy
of the Marine and Fisheries Depart-
ment as evidence of a most reprehensi-
ble state of affairs generally, They
argue that the facts brought out indi-
cate a lack of administrative capacity
and that on its face the report con-
demns the administration as a whole
as extravagant and corrupt.

There is one. feature of the report
of the Civil Service Commission which
seems to have escaped the notice of
the opposition press in its anxiety to
make capital against the government.
The primary object of the commission
was to investigate the condition of the
civil service in respect of the conten-
tion that it is under paid: In the
course of its ingquiry the commission
discovered that some of the minor of-
ficials in the departments were un-
worthy of the confidence reposed in
them by their superiors. One way of
improving the sgervice was by attend-
ing to the cases of the persons whose
acts had proved them unworthy. But
the commissioners also found that the
service in general was under paid, and
it made certain recommendations for
its relief. One of the reasons for the
inadequacy of the remuneration in
general was found to be the increased
cost of living in Canada. The contmis-
sion undertook to explain why living
had increased in cost. It reported:
'“The increased cost of living is the
lcgical result of the wasting, impov-
erishing and demoralizing system of
protection.” If moderate protection
increases the cost of products neces-
sary to the comfort of the public, it
logically follows that increased protec-
tion for infant industries would still
further accentuate the evil thus de-
plored. The Conservative party has
been very guarded in its statements
respecting the fundamental principles
of its old-time policy. But it has never
recanted completely, and occasionally
scme indiscreet leader of the party in-
dicates what the course of a Conserva-
tive government would be if it gained
power. - One says we must have a tariff
as high as Haman's gallows, another
deplores the effect of the British pref-
erencg and the French treaty, the ten-
dency of which must be in the direc-
tion of decreased protection, and there-
fore towards-an amelioration of the
conditions of which the Civil Service
Commissiot complains. Will the or-
gans of the party say what they think
of that significant sentence in the
commissipn’s report?

MISTLETOE WILL BE
TRIED IN VICTORIA

Attempt Will Be Made to Graft
it Onto Trees at Beacon
Hill.

An effort is ta be made to grow mis-
tletoe on the trees of Beacon Hill
park. A& few days age Thomas Walker
received some mistletoe seeds from the
old country and has kindly turned them
over to the parks board and an experi-
ment wilt be made with them by D. D.
England, superintendent of boulevards.
Mr. Englond has had experience in the
old country in the grafting of mistle-
toe on trees and hopes to make a suc-
cess of the work here,

The ‘mistletoe grows on apple, crab,
poplar and oak trees, although it is
most ditficuit to graft it onto the last
mentioned. It was because of this dif-
ficulty that the Druids of old took such
pride in oak trees bearing mistletoe,

The plan used in the grafting is to
cut a slit in the bark -of the tree when
the sap 15 runningwand. insert the mis-
tletoe seed in this. The seed then feeds
on the sap and the mistletoe gradually
develops until it, to a greater or less
extent,. covers the tree,

THE PROBLEM OF
SCAVENGING

CITY COUNCIL WILL
HAVE TO CONSIDER IT

Within the Near Future the
Whole Subject Will Come
Up.

o o

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

One of the questions that the coun-
cil must face in the near future is the
handling of garbage. At present the
council is experimenting by dumping it
into the ocean and if the result is sat-
iefactory this system may be followed
for the next few vears, although it is
generally admitted in civic circles that
sooner or later some other method
must be adopted. The whole ques-
tion at the present, however. is one of
cost. Last January the ratepayers
voted $54,000 for the erection of an in-
cinerator but now this amount is
found to be altogether inadequate. Ac-
cording to the plan ex-Mayor Morley
the cost of the plant, which was to be
erected on property on Telegraph street
which the city owns, was to be the
exact amount of the face value of the
by-law. The proposed site, however,
is found on investigation to be entire-
ly too small and & much larger site
would have to be purchased elsewhere
were the idea of the late mayor regard-
ing an incinerator to be carried out.
There is also the fact to be taken into
consideration that these debentures
wauld not bring anything like par at
present so that it would be necessary
to issue additional debentures for sev-
eral thousand doilars to meet the cost
of an incinerator plant. All this would
bring the costs of the plant up to be-
tween $60,000 and $70,000, instead of
$54,000.

On the other hand the entire cost of
a plant for disposing of garbage by
dumping into the sea, including a tug
and scows, would be in the neighbor-
kood of $15,000. On the question of
first cost the difference is therefore all
in favor of the plan now being ‘tried
by the city.

There - is a corresponding difference
in the cost of operation. It would cost
at least 80 cents per ton to destroy
garbage by means of an incinerator,
while at present the work is being done
for a little over 20 cents per ton, even

‘with the crude methods now in use.

With more improved plant it is felt this
figure could be reduced somewhat.
When the council undertakes to deal
with the question of whether or not
the idea of eregting an incinerator is

-to. be dropped and the money voted

for the purpose diverted to other pur-

poses the whole question of handling

garbage will come up for consideration,
including the question of compulsory
scavengering. At present there are
many houses 'in Victoria of which it
can be said they have ‘“Queen Anne”
fronts and ‘“Mary Anne” back yards.
This is in many cases due to careless-
ness ‘on the part of the housholder, but
in others, in certain portions of the
city, it is due to' the fact that it is im-
possible for the householder -to have
the garbage removed at regular inter-
vals.

Compulsory scavengering would com-
pel the careless householder to keep
his back vard clean whether he cared
to or not, while the man who at pres-
ent finds difficuity in having garbage.
removed would be but in position to
see to it that the city looked after
the matter, for, if the city makes
scavengering compulsory, means must
be provided for complying with the
regulations. How this is to be done
will be a problem for the city coun-
cil, of

In the first place, as a man who has
given’ the matter considerable thought
has pointed out, the city should make
it obligatery on. each householder to
provide a large tin receptacle for gar-
bage in which all refuse should be
placed. The contents of these recep-
tacles the scavengers would be required
to remove at regular stated intervals
If this system were followed there
would be no excuse for rubbish heaps
in back yards.

This system would, of course, mean
that the city should make itself re-
sponsible for the removal and disposal
of all garbage. The work cquld be
done under contract or the city could
put on its own scavengering carts as
the council saw fit. In any case there
at least would be a guarantee that
all garbage would: be removed at a
kss cost to the people of the city than
at present, for the handling of the
work collectively "would medn that it
would be done much cheaper than at
present. the Chinese and other 'scaven-
gers being now practically in a posi-
tion to dictate terms to the unfortun-
ate householder.

One good result from the taking over
of the scavengering work by the city
would be that all complaints about
dumping garbage -on Dallas road,
Spring Ridge and other portions of the
city would be set at rest for all time,
for men employed by’ the city could be
prevented from doing so and, if it
were decided to do the work by con-
tract, ample provigion could be made
in the contract to guard against any-
thing of that kind.

In connection with the question it
is stated that a local man represent-
ing outside capital is preparing to
submit an offer to the council to han-
dle and dispose of all the city’'s gar-
bage or to deliver it to scows or at the
incinerator, as the city may desire.

CAPTAIN MITCHELL
PASSED AWAY TO-DAY

RICH GOLD FIELDS
~STILL TO BE FOUND

e .

Pioneer Stampeder Says Metal
is Not Native to Any Special
= F_ormation.

(Special to the Times),

Fairbanks, Alaska, April- 6—John
Martin, a pioneer mining man, who is
operating on Cleary ‘creek, in Alaska,
is  of the opinion that there are stiil
places in southern Oregon that are as
rich as any ever found. Although the
country has been run over for years by
expérienced mining men, he declarés
that some districts of southern Oregon
contain gold In great quantities.

“In all my mining experience,” said
Martin, who is 75 years old, “I have
learned one valuable lesson. It took
me many years, but it has taught me
that gold is not native to any special
formation. That is what has proved
the stumbling block to many mining
engineers of years’ experience. They
go to a certain district and look for
a certain kind of formation.: If they
do not fAnd that kind of formation,
they leave. in disgust, saying there is
no gold there. Recent strikes have
brought out my contention that gold
is not native to any special formation.

“Not long ago a strike was reported
under. lava-rock in California, an un-
heard of -thing in -early times. The
rise of Goldfield, the great gold pro-
ducing camp in Nevada, is another
good example of old theories that hawve
beeh overturned. Every day instances
are showing up, more illustrative of the
fact than ever, that gold is where you
find it

“Not only in Oregon, but in a great
many other Western states, miners are
running over great wealth for the rea-
son that they are looking only for a
certain kind of formation. I know of
places in southern Oregon that would
prove veritable bonanzas were jt pos-
sible to get water to them.”

Martin, although 75 years old, looks
as wiry and hardened as a good many
vounger men, and bis® shrewd blue
eyes have lost none of their penetrat-
ing powers. He has mined and
freighted all over northern California,
southern Oregon, and eastern Wash-
jngton and Oregon and in nearly all of

‘the western mining states as well as

a. good part of western Canada. He
was one of the first to join the stam-
pede to the Cassiar district, and has

mined along most of the Fraser river.

CARNEGIE GETTING
RID OF HIS WEALTH

D

Philanthropist Subscribes Five
Millions More to Founda-
- _tion Fund.

- LR

New York, April 4.—The announce-
ment ‘was made last night that An-
drew Carnegie would add five millions
to the fund of the Carnegie Founda-
tion, or whatever sum might be ne-
cessary to secure pension benefits for
professors of state universities. No
provision was made for this class of
educators in the original gift, for the
reason stated by Mr. Carnegie at the
time, that the donor thought it possible
that such institutions might prefer
that their relations should continue
exclusively with the state from which
their chief support was derived.

This view was not taken by the Na-
tional Association of State universitios,
which, in the year following the estab-
lishment of the foundation, applied to
the trustees for admittance to the ben-
efits of the retiring allowance system.
It was then found that the earnings
of the original find of $10,000,000 were
exhausted through the outiets already
planned, and that if the faculties of all
state universities were to be benefited
an- additional five millions would be re-
quired.

The situation was presented formal-
ly before Mr. Carnegie, and he replied
that the money would be forthcoming
for any state institution whose appli-
cation received the approval of the
legislature and governor of its -state.

The additional donation will be in &
per cent. bonds, so providing an annual
income of a quarter of a million dol-
lars, and a total yearly disbursement
of $750,000,

The  Carnegie Foundation was estab-
lished by Mr. Carnegie on April 27,
1905, with a gift of $10,000,000 in 5 per
cent. first mortgage bonds of the Unit-
ed States Steel Company,  This fund
was placed in the care of trustees who
include the .presidents of better known
universities. The revenue of the fund
provides pensions for teachers of uni-
versities, colleges and technical schools,
in the United States, Canada and New-
foundland, who are retired after
twenty-five years' service, or having
reached the age of 65 years, and have
taught fifteen years preceding.

ATTEMPTED SUICIDE.

Seattle, April 2.—Fearing that his life
was in danger at the hands of twenty-
five striking miners who had chaffed him
on the way south, Pedro Bertillini, a
strike-breaker, attempted to jump over-
board from the Pacific Coast steamship
Humboldt on Wednesday.

The vessel, which was on her way here
from Alaska, was off the Vancouver Isl-
and shore at the time.

OVERSEAS MAIL
CONTRACT WILL EXPIRE

Not Known if British Govern-
ment Will Renew Contract
With C. P .R.

(Special to the Times).

Montreal, April 3.—There is' a pro-
spect that the famous “overseas mail,”
instituted last year by the Canadian
Pacific railway and steamship service
between Liverpool and Hongkonk, will
come to an end within a few weeks by
the expiry of the contract. The present
contract with the British government
comes to an end in about a month, In
fact the overseas mail, which leaves
Liverpool for the Orient by the Em-
press of Ireland, will be the last west-
bound mail under the old contract,
while one more overseas mail will make
a trip from Hongkong to  Liverpool
under the same arrangement. Whether
the service will be continued or not de-
pends upon the action of the British
government. Negotiations are now under
way between the Canadian Pacific and
the home government for the renewal
of the contract. Until the imperial gov-
ernment has reached a decision, how-
ever, nothing can be said on this side
as to whether the service will be con-
tinued or not.

HAVE EQUALIZED RATES.

Trans-Pacific Steamship Companies
Made Reduced Rates for Flour
and Wheat the Same,

Following the storm of protest from
mililng men on the Sound, which
greeted\ the reduced rates offered by
the Oriental steamship lines in which
the {reight rate on flour was in excess
of that on wheat, the rates have been
equalized by a joint action of the
carriers. The rates from Seattle are
now: Wlheat and flour to Japan, $3; to
Hongkong, $3; to Shanghai, $4; to Ma-
nila, $4.

The Canadian Pacific Company has
not yet followed the cut in rates made
by the Sound companies in their at-
tempt to drive the cheap tramp from
the trade.

SHINGLE  MILL
10 BE BUILT

PLANS WELL IN HAND
FOR NEW INDUSTRY

Building Expected to Com-

mence Early—Will Soon Be
Operating.

=

In all probability, and provided th.
present plans of the interested parties
are brought to compietion as soon as
it is at present expected by them,
there will be a shingle mill in opera-
tion in Victoria at the commencement
of the coming summer. This will he
the first shingle mill established in
Victoria.

Plans towards the purchase of a
sight for the erection of the mill hava
been in operation for some weeks past,
and have in the. last few days been
brought, it is reported, almost to com=~
pletion. The parties who have sent
an agent here to inspect the. sites,
have had several under consideration,
and it is now said these have been
narrowed down to three. A location
i the neighborhood of the Corge is
known to be the most favorably con-
sidered of the three, and it has been
estimated that an outlay of awvout $6,-
000 will be required for its purchase.
The location of the two other sights
under present consideration has not
been made public.

The pioneers of the shingle business
in Victoria are Megsrs. Cuthberson ani
#A. A. Joseph, of New Waestminster.
They propose. as announced by their
agent to-day, to close up the deal for
the site upon which the mill will be
erected within the next few days,
when the erection of the mill will' be
at once proceeded with.

It is stated that an outlay of $10,-
000 in addition to the purchase price
of the land has been provided for the
erection of the building and machinery,
The mill is to be built large enough
to provide for a capacity of 100,000
shingles per day. TMWe frame of the
mill will cover one hundred feet by
thirty-four feet and will provide for
four upright machines. The - local
wholesale price of shingles will,. when
the mill is in operation, be reduced by
ten cents per thousand. Heretofore the
local supply has mostly been brought
from Vancouver. These conditions will
then be reversed and the new industry
will compete with outside trade, and
export considerable of the_ manufac-
tured article, in addition to doing away
with the importation of shingles to
Victoria.

Al a special meeting of the city coun-
¢il held last evening the four money
by-laws that have been| before the
council for some time were given their
final consideration before being sub-
mitted to the people, which will be done
on Thursday, April 16th. The four by-
Iwas provide for an expenditure of
$210,000, of which 870,000 is for school
purposes, $70,000 for the proposed high
pressure salt water system for fire
protection, $20,000 for additional equip-
ment for the fire brigade and $50,000 for
sewer extensions, |

All four were considered in commit-
tee last evening, reported, the report
adopled by the council and the meas-
ures read a third time. The by-law for
the $20,000 for brigade equipment was
passed upon on Monday evening and
no changes were made in it last night.
The other three were found to be in-
complete Monday, owing to the figures
in two of them; the school by-law and
the high pressure by-lawi being based
on fifty years as their length instead
of twenty-five, as the council desired,
while some figures as to revenue were
missing in the case of the sewer loan
by-law, Last night the first two were
presented with figures based wupon
twenty-five years as the time that they
will run and the revenue figures were
ready for sewer measure. Accordingly
all were adopted.

In the case of each of the $70,000 by-
laws the amount to bc raised each year
to meet intérest charges! will be $2,800
and for sinking fund $1,580, making the
tota] for each $4,380. The levy that will
be necessary, in each case, to meet this
will ‘be one-quarter of a mill on the
ollar. The amount to be raised to meet
1" fire equipment loan will be $800 dol-
Iars for interest and $480 for sinking
fund, which' will necessitate a levy of
(~é-fourteenth 6f a mill on the dollar
cach year.

The interest and sinking fund of the
sower fund will be met out of sewer
tantals and frontage taxes. If this by-
Inw passes it will increase the amount
of the city’'s sewer debt to $100,000. The
amount, which will be reqguired to pro-
vide for the interest and =nking fund
on the total sewer debt will be $18,624,
the increase. due to the proposed new
issue’ of .$50,000. being $2,328, The esti-
mated revenue from sewer rentals and
frontage taxes for 1908 is $20.200.16,
while the estimated revenue which it is
expected will be raigsed from frontage
taxes and rentals oen the sewers to .be
constructed with the money which the
people are now being asked to vote is
placed at $3,904.16. This by-law, it may
be said, does not entail any addition in
the city tax rate, all charges being met
by levying on the property benefited,

Following the third reading of all the
by-laws a resolution was offered set-
ting Aoril 16th as the date of the poll-
fng. 'FThe votes will be received at 818
Cormorant street and the returning ot-
ficer will be W. W, Northcott. o

While this resolution was before the
council Ald. Mabie asked if it would not
be pcssible Lo submit at the same time
the by-law for the conversion to somg
other’ purpose of_the amount, $54,000,
voted last January for the installation
of an incinerator plant,

Ald. Fullerton remarked that the ne-
cessary by-law could not be prepared
in time.

Ald. Gleason suggested holding over
the four by-laws until the other was
ready. ¢

Ald, Fullerton said the present scow
system of disposing of the sewage was
only an experiment which was to be
tried for six months, so that this whole
question might come up again,

Mayor Hall expiained the system that
was being tried at the present time.
From this experiment they ‘would : be
able to find out exactly what the dis-
posal of sewerage in this way would
cost, It was necessary in any event,
however, to get another scow at once
to bettér carry out the work.

Ald. Gleason asked if the purchase of
another scow, which might be used
only for six months, would not make
the work expensive, The scow, he un-
derstood, would cost about $2,000.

Mayor Hall explained that while this
amount would have 1o be taken out of
this year's taxes the amount might
very well be returned to the city's
general account when the debentures
issued for the incinerator plant were di-
verted to other uses,

Ald. Gleason: Some people might say
that it was a deficit of this year’s
council. a

Mayer Hall: There will be no defieit
this year if the controller carries out
my insiructions.

Ald. Hall said he thought another
scow should be bought and a tug char-
tered. The matter of how far the work
of scavengering was to be carried out
had yet to be considered. Was it to be
made compulsory in dll parts of - the
city? In that case he would suggest
having scows at the foot of Telegraph
street, and a landing in Victoria West
and also in James Bay district. If this
were done the council would be in a
positien to insist on compulsory scav-
engering, for they would have a means
of disposing of the garbage. He would
like to see the matter settled as  the
mayor had suggested so that they could
see now it worked out or whether un-
der the system there would arigse any
danger or ! any nuisance through the
sewcrage coming ashore.

Tha quesiion of the incinerator by-
law was dropped at this stage and the
resolution setting the date of the vote
passed,

At thig stage the reporters were ask-
ed (o retire in order that the council
might take up a letter from the city so-
licitors regarding the court’s decision
in the Victoria West arbitration case.

Encampment.

Prince Rupert, March 28.—There is
no sharp sociological cleavage in Prince
Rupert which may be determined by
the matter of dress, White collars and
patent leather shoes are not affected in
the costumery of the people. The men
of the dunnage bag and blankets con-
stitute the most conspicuous element
in the population, and the costumes of
the engineers, while being sufficiently
well selected to distinguish them as a
class, are picturesquely attuned to the
strenuous life of a pioneer encamp-
ment. But the monotony of all this is
occasionally broken by the passage of
a woman and a perambulator, for
Prince Rupert is now represented in
all “the ages of man.” The dock is at
present the only piece of level territory
available for the people. It is a great
promenade and the phenomona of so-
ciety may be easily studied there.
" The arrival and departure of the boat
flotilla of the engineering corps may be
recorded as events in the daily routine.
The surveys conducted from this point
are most conveniently got at from the
water, and so boats are employed to
carry the surveyors to and from the
ground. Morning and evening the pas-
sage of men equipped with transits,
rods, axeg' and other instruments may
be observed, and the life fof the place
receives from them its predominating
color. ¢

HYDRAULIC MINING
ON LARGE SCALE

North Columbia: Gold -Com-
pany at Atlin Will Increase
Output Fourfold.

Vancouver, April 2:-Hydraulic min-
ing operations will be carried on in
Atlin district during the coming sea-
son on a larger scale than ever. This
was the opinion expressed to-day by
John M. Ruffner, general manager of
the North Columbia Gold Mining Com-
pany, which has been operating on
Pine Creek for six or seven years with
good success. Last year’s clean-up
was valued at nearly $75,000.

Mr. Ruffner has just reached here
from his home in Cincinnati, where he
spent the winter, and will go north in
a few days. All his associates are
residents of that city.

Mr. Ruffnpr stated to-day that the
output of the company will soon be in-
creased four or fivefold ¥ reason of
the construction of a big ditch which
will provide 15,000 miners’ inches of
water, an unusually large supply. The
improvements have been under way

for a year and will be completed be-

fore the end of the coming season. In
digging the ditch a great saving has
been accomplished by using a steam
The water supply is virtually
unlimited, as the company has dammed
Surprise Lake, a body of fresh water
sixteen miles long. The reservoir can
be tapped at will. It flows into Pine
creek. The ditch will have a length
of six miles, making the supply avail-
able fof every inch of the big conces-
sicn controlled by the cempany.

Mr. .Ruffner added -that a company
recently organized in Paris will begin
work this season on a valuable con-
cession on Otter Creek. He is inter-
ested in the proposition.

SEA OF OIL.

Norwegian Steamship Elsa . Reports
Curious Occurrence in Pacific,

Capt. Worsoe, of the Norwegian
steamer Elsa, which has arrived at
Portland, reportts that when proceed-
ing up the coast he ran into a lot of
oil that either had been cost upon the
water by some vessel to quiet the seas
or else had been jettisoned by an oil-
carrying craft.

The oil was encountered at a point 15
miles off shore about-midway between
San Pedro and San Francisco. The
thick coating extended as far as the
eye could reach for more than an hour,
which made it doubtfui if it had been
used to calm breakers.” Nor was it
stormy at the time.

RECORD FOR PAST
YEAR WAS REVIEWED

~

Interesting Address by General
Secretary—~Other Features
of Gathering.

The annual meeting of the Victoria
branch of the British and Foreign
Bible Society was held in the school-
room of St. Andrew’s Presbyterian
church last night. There was a fair
attendance and the report as read by
Secretary Lee showed much good work
done by the society. The presence of
the Rev. R. J. Bowen, district secre-
tary, added greatiy to the interest tak-
en in the proceedings.

Noah Shakespeare, the veteran presi-
dent, occupied the chair and after de-
votional exercises called upon A. Lee,
the secretary, to read the annual] re-
port. The report was as follows:

The following were the amounts con-
tributed by the. various churches of
this city for the year 1907: St. Andrew’s
Presbyterian, $29.75; Metropolitan
Methodist, $28.25; Reformed Episcopal.
$17.10; Centennial Methodist, $15; St
Paul’s Presbyterian, $14.40; First Pres-
byterian, $10.75; collection at annual
meeting ' $14.30; other sources, $5.50.
Total, $135.05. '

The committee recommends to the
mecting that the following be the offi-
cers for the ensuing year: N. Shake-
speare, president; Arthur Lee, secre-
tary-treasurer; exscutive committee, D.
M. McLean, J. B. McKilligan, Thornton
Fell, Walter Walker, George Carter,
Wm. Cowcroft, B. W. Deaville,-D. Bal-
lantyne, O. Spencer, C. C. Johns, Dr.
Wm. Russell, John McKenzie, D. Fra-
ser, L. Tait, F. C. Lovatt, W. Beattie,
R. 8. Day, E. A. Jacob, O. Mitchell, S.
O. Bailey and the ministers of the va-
rious churches represented.

The report further stated:

“We have pleasure in. reporting an-
other very successful year in Bible
work, and believe that if the simplicity
of its aim and the extent and variety
ot ils operations were better known, the
society would receive even wider sym-

' patny and would thus be. enabled to

exténd its endeavors to provide the
sceriptures for mankind. We invite ali
who desire the spread of Christ’s King-
dom to-inform® themselves and.to tell
others how much this society has done
and ig doing by the diffusion of the
Bible to maintain and deepen spiritual
life throughout. Christendom, and to
guide Moslems and heathen to the one
Divine sourcs of such life.

“During thie past year :the 'British
and Foreign Bible Society’s total issue
of Bibles, New Ttestaments and por-
tiorns was 5,416,569. The Bible .Society’s
list of versions now includes the names
of 409 distant forms of speech. The so-
ciety employs nearly 900 colporteurs all
the year round who carries hig wallet
of Bibles and Testaments to mining
camps, logging camps, huts in the
backwoods and forcastles of ships. It
also supported 640 native Christian
Bible women, employed in connection
with about 40 different missionary or-
ganizations in the east. It also helped
to maintain neariy 100 European Bible
women, most of them working in the
back streets of Loondon. In regard to
our Canadian work the Upper Canada
Bible Society, of which we are & branch
and who have charge of the work of
this province until an auxiliary or aux-
iliaries are formed to take over the
work, issued last year, 15,281 Bibles, 9,870
Testaments and 7,181 portions, Included
in above were foreign languages as
follows: Arabic, Armenian, Bohemian,
Bulgarian, ' Chinese,” Danish, Dutch,
French, Japanese, German, Greek, He-
brew, Hungarian Icelandic, Norwegian,
Polish, Russian, Spanish, Swedish and
others: During the year an effort has
been made by this branch to form an
auxiliary for Vancouver Island and ad-
jacent islands, a committee having
been appointed for that purpose. Sev-
eral meetings have been held, but no
definite conclusions reached,-the com-
rhittee having been given further time
to report.

The Rev. Dr. Campbell moved  and
the Rev. A. . Roberts seconded the
following resolution, which was unani-
mously adopted:

“That the report be receivéd and
adopted, and that the Victoria branch
of the Bible Society now assembled at
its annual meeting hereby “expresses its
thankfulness to Aimighty God for the
peace which has prevailed among the
nations of the ecarth during the past
year, for the many doors long shut now
opening in-every country to the gospel
of Jesus, for the progress of Christian-
ity in the east and west, and especially
in heaihen lands, fon the great work
the Bible Society is accomplishing in
the circulation of the word of God at
home and abroad, and strongly recom-
mends this society to the libérality of
all churches n all denominations, and
more particularly to the people in the
bounds of this branch.

“While we record our regret at the
resignation of Dr. R, E.-Welsh, as gen-
eral secretary, we ‘congratulate the
Canadian Bible Society on ‘having,se-
cured the Rev. W. A. Cooper;,—& man
highly esteemed for his personal worth
and earnest spirit, well known to have
the gifts of address and judgment and
to possess the ability of administra-
tive and organizing work, and that a
copy of this resolution be forwarded
to the head office in Toronto.”

R: Morrison delighted the audience
with his rendering of the sacred solo
“One Sweetly Solemmn Thought,” and
then the chairman called upon the Rev.
R. J. Bowen to deliver an address,

Mr. Bowen began by congratulating
the local branch upon the faithfulness

_and efficiency of the officers of the so-

eiety in this city. The Bible Society,
he said, was the greatest missionary
organization in the world. It very of-
ten preceded the missionary in his jour-
neys into the distant places of the earth
and was always ready to sive the Bible
in their own tongue to the peoples of
heathen lands. No religious work could
be successfully done without thé aid of
the Bible Socléty. Starting in a very

small way, with five earsest men meet-
ing in a room on March 7, 1804, the so-
ciety had always placed before it high
idegls. This ideal had been stated
briefly as “the Bible in every hand, in
every land.” This meant the comse-
crated work of the translator, the
printer, and the colporteur, and in the
work of these men many stories of real
heroism were to be found.

The speaker illustrated this point by

telling stories /of individual sacrifices
that had beer{/ made in the course of
the distribution of the Bible. There are
700 Bible women in heathen lands tak-
ing the Word of God into zenamas and
other placés, where it was not possible
for the missionary to go.
‘ The country that needs the work of
the Bible Society the most at the pres-
ent time is our own Canada. The tide
of immigration which had set in with
a rush in 1905, had brought to our land
peoples of many tongues and last year
peopie came in speaking no less than
70 different languages. In some places
the Bible was the only means that
these people had of learning the Eng-
lish language and the soclety had
printed copies with parallel columns
showing the English language beside
the forcign one. The churches are find-
ing the problcm of reaching these for-
eigners a very difficult one and it is by
the help of the society that they are
able to undertake ihe work.

After a sclo by Miss Dixen, the Rev.
C. Burnett gave a short address and
*he meeting adjourned.

A very important meeting of the ex-
ecutive committee will be held this
evening in the vastry of St. Andrew’s
Presbyterian church and every member
ic urged to be present.

Sad Romance of Young
American Brought to Asy-
lum From Dawson.

Vancouver, April 2.—The sequel to
an unreciprocated affection was the
pathetic figure chained and bound who
was brought down from Dawson City
on Wednesday afternoon last on board
the Princess May, in charge of two of-
ficers of the Royal Northwest Mounted
Police:

It appears that a young Amercan, a
native of Fairbanks, secured a post as
fireman at the Dawson city hospital
last fall. He was only 21 years of age
and of medium height, affable - and
obliging,' and took a great interest in
his work and soon gained the respect
of his superiors. - All went well until
a lady, some years his senior, crossed
his path, but for a time he was -able
to conceal his-affection for the-lady,
who was a nurse at the hospital, At
first he did not thrust ‘his : affections
upon the choice of his heart, but na-
_jture: soon-got the upper hand of him,
and the situation became so embarras-
sing for the parties concerned that the
young man was given to understand
that hig importunities must cease. This
had the desired effect for a short time
only, but once again the young Ameri-
can lost his self-control, and in .a
dramatic interview declared his love
for the young nurse, and again was
refused.

By this time matters had reached a
very acute stage, and the peculiar

Geo. Griffith of Nanaimo Had
Long Swim for Shore in
Straits.

Nanaimo, April' 3.—Geo. Griffiths, one
of Nanaimo’s early settlers, died yes~
terday, aged 456. Deceased had been
an inmate of the hospital for the last
gixteen years. He was a resident of
many years’ standing, and his history
is one similar in many ways to those
of the hardy prospectors of British Co-
lumbia.

In 1892 he left Nanaimo on a pros-
pecting trip up north. During a heavy
gale he was wrecked, the boat being
upset and Mr. Griffiths being thrown
into the water. In some way he man-
aged to reach shore at Denman island,
and was cast up on the beach. The
weather being exceedingly cold. he lost
consciousness, and was pickea up in
the morning by some passing fisher-
men, being ‘hadly frozen. From  the
shock He suffered paralysis, from which
he never fully recovered. He was re-
moved to the hospital, whére he has
lived gll these years, a sufferer from
paralysis. He was well known through-
out the province.

ALDERMAN 15
DISQUALIFIED

JUDGMENT GIVEN IN
SUPREME COURT TO-DAY

Mr. Justice Irving Found That
Agreement Existed—Appeal
Will Be Taken..

Alderman Meston was this morning
disqualified from sitting as a member
of the city council, by Mr. Justice
Irving, sitting in the Supreme court.
He was also penalized to the amount
of $1,600 and costs, but execution has
been stayed to give the defendant an
opportunity to appeal.

Mr. Meston this morning took the
box in his own defence and told the
story of the transaction. He admitted
having agreed with the: city to pay
only half of the amount of the judg-
ment against him in satisfaction eof
the claim. Cross examined by Frank
Higgins, the witness further admitted
that he had received the amount of
$370 from the city in payment for his
services as alderman and had repaid
to the city $146 on the judgment. While
doing this he had sat as a member of
the finance committee of the city coun-
cil. This, in his summing up, Mr.
Higgins spoke of as a shady transac-
tion.

His Lordship, in giving judgment,
reviewed the evidence documentary
and verbal, and decided that the ac-
ceptance of the offer of the city to
remit half the amount of the judgment
constituted an agreement between the
alderman and the city. For this rea-
son he gave judgment for the plaintiff
Mason, with costs,

Frank Higgins and George Morphy
appeared for the plaintiff, and R. T.
Elliott and H. H. Shandley for the
defence.

' Seattle.

“The Pacific. Coast Steamship Company
of San Francisco, operating steamships
between San Francisco and points i(n
Alaska, has decided to make Prince
Rupert its only port of call in British Col-.
umbia for its steamship running between
Seattle and Skagway, and a regular ser-
vice has already been.commenced,” says
the Princg Rupert Empire. “The City of
Seattle, one of the company’s steamers,
arrived from Seattle on Tuesday morning
and- laid here during the day, owing to a
breakage in her engine room. She is In
command of Captain O’Brien, and carried
60 first-class and 140 second-class passen-
gers. Six of the first-class and two ‘of
the second-elass passengers got off at
Prince Rupert, and they were the first
passengers to land here with their bag-
gage checked to Prince Rupert.

‘“The company is in for a share of the
Prince Rupert business, and its steam-
ships will call both going and coming.
The City of Seattls makes the run from
Seattle to Prince Rupert in 40 hours, and
will make a round trip every ten days.
The Cottage City will make a round trip
every two weeks. She calls at Sitka,
Alaska, which takes her off the direct
course. The Humboldt has not had her
schedule arranged.

‘“The company will deliver perishable
farm produce from San Francisco dat
Prince Rupert in five days, if shipments
are made at San Francisco on steamships
that make close connections at Seattle,
and as all perishable prodyge sold at Van-
ccuver and Victoria comies from Cali-
fornia, the Pacific Coast Steamship Com-
pany gives Prince Rupert dealers a chance
to make direct purchases without paying
a commission to dealers in Vancouver
and Victoria. In fact, Prince Rupert is
now in the same commercial position,
through having the Pacific Coast Steam-
ship Company’s steamers calling here,
that Vancouver and Victoria are, and
there_is no sentiment in business on th.
Pacific Coast.

“Captain O’'Brien says Prince Rupert
harbor is a splendid one, and his officers
say the dock is as fine as any on the
Pacific Coast. Arthur Heathorn, travel-
ling freight and passenger agent of the
company at Vancouver, came up to take
a look at the place from a business view-
point, and is enthusiastic as to the future
business his company will get.”

STEAMSHIP COMBINE
AND CANADIAN TRADE

Commission Investigates Dis-
criminating Practices of
Westbound Conference.

e i

London, March 21.—At the shipping
rings /commission, which resumed its
sitting this week, some interesting in-
formation was given on the subject of
Canadian- traffic from- Liverpool. A
firm of shippers of general goods to
Toronto and Winnipeg was represented
by one of its directors who said that
the ocean transport from this ceuntry
to Canada from Liverpool was in the
hands of the “Canadian North Atlantic
Westbound Conference, which com-
prised the Allan line, the Canadian Pa-
cifie railway from Liverpcol and Avon-
mouth, and the Dominion lines, also the
Manchester and other lines from Glas-
gow and Newcastle.” Another group of
the same conference controlled the

" freight from London. The result of the

conference had been to raise rates gen-
érally, as the rate per ton measure-
ment ocean proportion had risen from
10s. to 12s. 6d., and finally to 15s:

Mr. Eaton gave it as his opinion that
the reason for this rise was that there
was no competition. The rates for out-
gide transport by the Cunard, Leyland
and White Star lines, via Boston, were
now identical with those of the con=
ference. He admitted that during the
past few years faster and finer steam-
ers had been put on from Liverpool by
some of the conference lines, but ag &
rule the boats were smaller and slower,
In the North Atlantic conference all
outlets had been closed up; competing
lines had been forced to come in. The
advance in rates since 1903 wag 58. 9d.
extra per 40 cubic feet, 28s. 8d. 'in 1907
as against 24s. in 1903, and this was due
colely to the advance in ocean propor-
tion. But the advance in ocean rates
on Caunadian trafic had not been
coupled with a rarallel movement for
United States traffic carried by the con-
ference lines, And from a comparison
of the rates two inferences could be
drawn, Either the conference found it
worth while to carry traffic at those
rates, or else the loss sustained by the
carrying of the U. S. cargo was being
paid for by Canadian traders. Then the
conference favored German traders by
giving’ them a lower ocean proportion
for traffic from Germany via Liverpool
than for British Canadian traffic. It is
obviously unfair that German trade
should be exploited to the detriment of
the British manufacturer or merchant.

With Sucecess.

Blarritz, Aprii 6.—Sir Henry Camp-
pell-Bannerman, the British prime min~
ister, has resigned. Herbert Henry As-
quith, chancellor of the exchequer, has
been summoned here for ‘a conference
with King Edward.

His Industrious Career.

London, April 6.—The resignation of
Sir Henry Campbell-Baniierman, the
first Liberal prime minister sinece Lor}l
Roseberry gave up the office in 1895,
had its dramatic phases, for as he
passes from the stage the mixed forces
which he had held together as a party
appear also to he approaching the end
of their political power. The Banner-
man government, it has been stated,
combined too ;many factions. and too
many fads. The elements of the op-
position te Caonservatism united to
make cause against the old govern-
ment, and when joined together in an
sdministration, formed a working team
of Home Rulers, Laborites, Sacialists,
Liberal Imperialists and Little Eng-
landers—the eombination was found
nigh impessible.

If his
followers made any camplaint it was
that he was too kind hearted, and in-
clined to take a rather sentimental
view of social problems., Unlike many
statesmen of hig years, -he was ready
to welcome youthful talent, an the
younger members, of 'the administra-
tion found in him support, and en
couragement. He took a fatherly pride
in his proteges. He listened to Winston
Churchill, and when the under secre-
tary took his seat after a speech re-
warded him by a''paternal pat on the
batk, Un ceremonial occasions the
premier rose to the height of his task,
and his last speech in moving the
resolution of condolence with the Por-
tuguese royal family was a model of
its kind,

If historians do not cgll Sir Henry
Campbell-Bannerman one of the great
prime ministers, they must degeribe
him as a wise and witty man, particu-
larly human, of keen common sensz,
and great political sagacity which ai
times rose to the plane of high states”
manship, .

Forecasting: New Cdbinet.

London, April 6.—An informal con-
ference of ministers “under ‘the pres-
idency of Herbert H. Asquith, chan-
cellor of the--exehequer, was “held;
prior to the commencement of to-
day's sitting of.parliament. The sit-
yation was discussed in a general way,
the premier-elect being anxioys ta
hear the views; of his colleagues con-
gerning cabinet, changes, since, ,in
iew " of "tHe "ill "Buceess at the recgnt
glections, the eahinet is tg, be rear-
ranged so as to avold as far as pos-
sible“the election contests madé nec-
essary when members of the House
of Commons, or holders of under sec-
retaryships, are elevated® to cabinét
rank.

‘David Lloyd George, president - of
the Board of Trade, ‘is’ still a faver-
ite' for the chancellorship,
Mr. Haldane, ‘who shgrés the liberal
imperialist - tendeficies of Mr.  As-
quith, is understood to be a cdndidate
for the same post.

There is no hurry, however, about the
various assignments as Mr. Asquith
will retain the changellorship until
ti.e budget has been_ introduced after
the Haster recess. Should Mr. Bir-
rell, the chief secretary for Ireland,
he slated for a changé of office, it is
an open secret that John Burnes, new
president of . the loecal sgovernment
board will replace Mr. Birrell as head
of the Irigsh office.

It seems likely that Lewis Harcourt
will be included in the new ecabinet
and the name of Winston Churchill
also figures in most of the new cab-
inet lists. The elevation of Mr,
Chuyrchill would inyolve an election
in. a Manchester constituency with a
considerable: possibility eof defeat,
which would necessitate finding a rad-
ical complacent enough to give up a
safe seat to which: Mr. Churchill ¢ould
he elected.

Apart from forécasting the new
cabinet, the discussion in the House
of Commons lobby to-day turned
chiefly on the probable effect of Sir
Henry Campbell-Bannerman’s retire~
ment on the ministerial coalition. It
is undisputed  that the ex-premier’s
tact and popularity were the moral
bond holding together the influential
hut somewhat discordant -elements
which have been in power up to ‘this
time. The Liberal leaders appear to
he quite well satisfied' with the situa-
tion, but some of them question the
powers of such  an imperialist as Mr.
Asquith to keep the Laborites and So-
cialists from breaking away from all
allegiance = to the government coali-
tion. On the other hand, Timothy
Healy's vitriolic denunciation of  Mr.
Asquith’s tirade during the recent
Home Rule debate in the Heuse of
Commons appears to foreshadow a
dangerous tension of the rather slen-
dér bond which attaches the ¥rish na-
tionalists to the ‘existing administra-
tion.

from Johnson to Fisguard; Fisguard,
from Government to Store; Store street,
a portion of Broad  street, Langley
street, Fort street, from Government
street to Wharf street, and Broughton
and Courtney, from Wharf street to
Douglas.. However, if the by-law to
raise $70,000 to provide a high pressure
salt water system for fire protection
passes, the pipes will be faid en many
of these streets, and it would be fool-
ish to do any paving until this has
been done. .
Plans are at the present time. being

from Yates street to.Oak Bay junction.
This work, with the paving of Belle-
ville street, if the property owners
approve of it being undertaken, would
keep the creosoting plant as well as
ihe street gangs busy for quite a time.
In the meantime the work of laying the
high pressure mains would be proceed-
ing on the down street and the work
of paving them undertaken progress-
ively as the mains were laid in them
so that no time would be losi.

He
spoke, in scathing terms against an act
that penalized immigrants and visitors
to contribufe $100 to the revenue before
they could free their land of the wolves
and other. big game that abound. in
parts of the Island, and of the harm
done-to the tourist trade which has an-
nually come from the American side for
summer shqoting, This business Mr.
Savoy declares, is now cempletely done
awey with, as visitors whe frequented
the hunting grounds look askance at
the impost of $100 which. the new law
requires them to pay before they can
participate in ridding the island of a
portion of its encumbrances. He says
that an act for the protection of big
game ghould aim more towards the pre-

NANAIMO WRESTLES

WITH WATER PROBLEM
Council Meets Opposition in
Desire to Draw From

South Fork.

(Special Correspondence).
Nanaimo, Apri] 4—The most interest-
ing thing about the week's news in Na-

naimo was the hearing of the applica~ |

tion of the city on Thursday night be-

fore Government Agent Bray for the |
right to take water for the city water- |

works “system from the south fork of
the Nananmgo river. The city is facing

the same problem as Victoria in its
water supply, and requires more water. '

At the rate people have been coming
into the city during the last few months

it 1s only a question of a short time |
before a better and larger water supply |

is needed. Indeed now, during the dry
spell in the fall, restrictions have to be
put on the use of the water and the city
has .to husband it as much as possible
until the rains come.

Recently a by-law was submitted to
the people authorizing the loan of $75.-
000 for the purpose of going to the south
fork of Nanaimo river where there’is
an almost inexhaustible supply of water
sufficient for fire and ordinary con-
sumption, and also for the use of pres-
ent and other industries that may come.
The by-law carried and a staff of sur-
veyors were placed at work. The prop-
osition was pronounced feasible and the
necessary notices were placed at the
forks. When it came to the hearing
of the application on Thursday night it
developed that there was to be some op-
position to the city’s desire to get water
there. The Wellington Colliery Com-
pany protested in a communication
against granting the city the right to
take water from tine forks. and wished
its ownership of the water recognized.
J. H. Sxmpson who appeared for the
city, denied the right of the company t
the water. If this right is recognized
he argued, then it means that the eity
becomes a lessee, tenant, or assumes
some other slmilar posltion towards the
company. The possibilities in this event
are many, and not at al] alluring to the
city of Nanaimo. The company as yet
has not furnished any proof of its own-
ership to the water, as the matter is
still in abeyance, and wilt be until it is
In any event should
the company prove its right the city is
not alarmed, as it belleves it can force
the company to giye water to ‘the ¢ty
by expropriation under the statute from
1896, which réads as follows:

‘“Any municipality shall, from time to
time, where a sufficient supply of unre-
corded ' water is not avaiable within
reasonable limits of distance and ex-
penditure, have, Jsubject tothe approval
of the lieutenant -governor in council
the right of ‘expropriation: over record-
ed water and all works in connection
theérewith, to the extent proved by the
municipality ‘to the satisfaction of the
lieutenant-governor in eouncil to be
necessary to obtain a proper and sufii<
cient source ‘of water supply for ordifi-
ary household purposes and fire protec—
tion purposes.”

CRIMINAL WORE
CINDERELLA SHOES

Young Girl’s Share in Awful
Crime Traced by Blood-
stained Slippers.

The complicity of a girl of eighteen in
the murder of an old woman named
Coudray near Tours last autumn has
been dramatically exposed by the prints
TefL on a floor by her tiny blood-stained
slippers.

Mme. Coudray was a wealthy woman
of somewhat intemperate habits, but
great charity, who lived almost alone.
On the morning of September 20th last

| she discharged her servant, Scouarmet,
{ and on the same day, between twelve
: and one o’clock, she agreed to employ
{ & woman named Durand, who was to
| enter upon her duties at five o’clock.

On arriving at the house at that hour
Durand found the door shut, and
knocked and rang without effect. The
police were called, and broke-in to find
Mme. Coudray lying dead in the pas-
sage with her throat cut and wounds
in the face and head.

Attention was attracted by numerous
traces left in the house by the marks
of two bloodstained slippers. They
were evidently the footmarks of a wo-
man, and of a woman with very small
feet, The police attention was, how-
ever, distracted at the outset from the
importance - of this clue by the state-
mentg of a neighbor,

A dressmaker, 18 years of age, named
Gilberte Girault, related that she had
noticed two men of “horrid appearance”
hanging about, the house that after-
noon. The police, however, could learn
nothing more about the two strangers.
Then they made inquiriés nearer home,
and ascertained that the little dress-
maker herself had paid a long visit to
the venerable widow on the very day
she was killed.

A postman said that he had been
treated to a glass of wine in her com-
pany, and neighbors stated that she had
returned to her abode in guch a heated
condition that she had asked them not
to mention it to her father, as he would
scold her, adding that she feared that
some mischeief would befall. the old
lady, as she had left two gueer-looking
individuals with her.

Ail thig seemed very odd, particulars
ly as the girl, who must have stayed
so long with the old lady, was barely
acquainted with her.

A search was accordingly made at the
girl’'s home, and a pafr of slippers bear-
ing traces of human: blood was discov-
ered hidden away.' The petticoat and
skirt worn by the prisoner on the day
of the murder were found to have
bloodstains on them.

The girl’s slippers, on being measured
with the blood manks in the house,
were found to, fit thelmarks exactly.
Moreover, one of the slippers had a hole
on1ihe ;left side. ‘The blood marks
traced to this hole were distinctly vis-
ible in the imprints on the floor of the
murdered woman’s hnusé,

The result is that Gilberte Girault
was charged at Tours with murder,

NEW.YORKERS BUY
MOLLY GIBSON GROUP

Rossland Property to.Be Ex-
ploited—Mining Activity
in District.

Rossland, April 4.—The Molly Gibson
group, near Rossland, has been sold to
a New York syndicate for $50,000. J,
B. Singer, J. McNeilly and Charles
Schwartzenhater were the owners.
There are five claims in the group, and
the surface showing ‘is large. The
property is conceded by evgry expert
who has' examined it to be valuable.
In one place the ore can be quarried,
so large is the depositi‘at this pointi.
The ledges are wide and well defined.
The principal value of the ore is in
gold, and assays show that some of
the runs over $100 to the ton. Devel-
opment of the property will be com-
menced by the New Yorkers on a large
and comprehensive scale, with ample
capital to bring it to a paying condi-
tion.

M. A. Henderson has leased the Iron
Horse for a year from the Iron Horse
Gold-Copper Mining and Milling Com-~
pany. Work has been commenced at
the east end of the claim in the tun-
nel, which is in a distance of 140 feet,
This tunnel was driven by Phicket,
who had charge of the Iron Horse in
1896. He shipped two carloads of ore
during that period, one car running $32
to the ton and-the other $38. At that
time the cost of freight and treat-
ment was $14 per ton, as the ore had
to be hauled in wagons:to the smelter
at Trail, while the present cost of
transportation and treatment is as low
as $6.50 a ton. There is' considerable
ore on-the dump, and assays made of
this for Mr. Henderson show that it
runs from $5.40 to $41 per ton. The
ore is being . shipped to the Trail
smelter. The Iron Horse has - been
closed down since July 10, 1899, before
which it was operated by the Iron
Horse Gold-Copper Mining and Mill-
ing Company. A double compartment
shaft was sunk for 300 feet. A ecres-
cent ran 112 feet north to War Eagle
ledge, and one of ninety feet south to
the Le Roi ledge. The company, how-
ever, ran short of funds and work had
to be closed down, although it was
claimed by the management that a lit-
tle more exploration would have led to
the finding of rich chutes.
