Gen. Linevitch Sends Scouts to Guard

Gunshu Pass, March 27.—8 p.m.—The
Jananese apparently have withdrawn
from the region to the south of the Rus-
sian front. Cossack patrols, which have
been making extensive reconnaissances
southward, found no Japanese within 35
miles. Gen. Linevitch is dispatching
scouting parties east and west to guard
against a possible turning movement,

A number of Chinese bandits have
been captured, some of whom are Mon-
golians.

INTERVIEW WITH
FIELD MARSHAL OYAMA.

Yingkow, March 22, 2 p.m.—Via Tient-

, March 26—Field Marshal Oyama
to-day gave his first interview since com-
ing into the field. He refused to discuss
the probability of peace.

“I am only a soldier,” he said, “not a
politician. The Japanese government
will arrange terms of peace when the
time comes. We were forced to fight
this war in the interests of international
peace and for the safety of our country.
Personally, I have no regard for the
Russians. They are soldiers. The offi-
cers and men are brave and able and
have fought well.” During the war be-
tween China and Japan I was the com-
mander of the army which captured
Port Arthur. With a division and g half
of troops we took the city in five hours.
The result this time shows the wonder-
ful difference bhetween the Russians and
the Chineses with whom we had prev-
fous experience. Qur army, both sol-
diers and officers, performed their duty
as Japanese knew they would.

“I was minister of war for Japan for
gixteen .years, during w'i time con-
scription laws ‘were passed: I have close-
dy watched the making of the Japtinese
aymy, which has proved what I say,

at the officers and men have fulfilled
every hope as I believed they would in
the older days, when the Japanese army

al fighting men. The modern army was
drafted from all classes, yet all our
hopes have been fully realized by the
work this army has done in actual
war.”

Field Marshal Oyama declined to dis-
cuss the future movements or plans of
the Japanese army. He intimated that
he was ready to continue the war as
long as necesgary,

Despite the reports to the contrary,
Field Marshal Oyama’s health is excel-
lent. With his staff he is comfortably
g,artered in five Chinese houses, placed

Baron Rosen, former Russian minister
to Japan, did not have the opportunity
of yros vting the note to Baron Kamura,
Japanese foreign minister, as it was not
delivered to him until February 5th, the
day after he had been informed of the
rupture. Russia has always claimed
that the Japanese government, having
decided to break off negotiations and be-
gin hostilities, deliberately held up the
message at Tokio until M. Kurino, form-
er Japanese minister at St. Petersburg,
could deliver the instructions sent him
February 5th to sever diplomatic rela-
tions. The Japanese, on the contrary,
contend that the contents of the reply
having been substantially communicated
by Foreign Minister Lamsdorff to Min-

JAPANESE AGAIN
MOVING FORWARD.

Gunshu Pass, Manchuria, March 28.—
The Japanese are again moving forward
and the Russian guard has fallen back
from -its position, about 13 miles north
of Sipinghai, 74 miles north of Tie Pass,
to Chamomidzi, which is situated 40

‘miles below Gunshu Pass.

Practically complete reports show that,
the Russian army sacrificed general
commissariat stores to the amount of
$1,230,000, and stores for an army corps
amounting to $500,000 held at Mukden,
most of it being set on fire. The boots
and uniforms among the stores of which
the whole army was in need arrived
from Europe four days before the Rus-
sian retirement from Mukden. Gen.
Kouropatkin ordered the removal of the
stores, but his order was not exeeuted.

MRS. CHADWICK SENTENCED.

Sent to the Penitentiary For Ten Years'

—Motion For New Trial Over-
Rauled.

Cleveland, Ohio, ;March 27.—Mrs.
Cassie L. Chadwick was sentenced to-
day to ten years in the Ohio state peni-
tentiary by Judge Robert F..Taylor in
the United States District court. ‘The
sentence came at the close of a busy day
for the court, hearing arguments on a
motion for a new trial. The motion was
cver-ruled.

Mrs. Chadwick was not particalarly
affected by the action of the court to-
day. When ordered to stand up and re-
ceive her sentence, Mrs. Chadwick did
not hear, and was assisted “to her feet
by a deputy United States marshal. The
court asked her if she had anything to
say why sentence should not be passed.

“I have something to say,” she zaid,
“but I would like to consult with my at-
torneys first.”

“You may do =o, but it must be im-
mediately,” the court enjoined her. *“If
you have anything to say you must say
it now.” X

Mrs. Chadwick said there was nothing
she cared to say herself. Her attorneys
made no appeal to the courf, and the
sentence was immediately imposed.

Judge Francis Wing, or Mr. Dawley,
will go to Cincinnati to-morrow:to make
arrangements for a review of the case
before' the United States Circuit Court
of Appeals.

The action of the court to-day finally
clos:d the Chadwick case so far as the
Cleveland court is concerned, unless the
higher court discharges the woman or
orders a new trial. By gdod behavior
Mrs. Chadwick can reduce her term to
eight years and four months.

When seen immediately after sen-
tence had been pronounced, Mrs. Chad-
wick replied to a question: “What more
can the world want to know about me
now ?’

At the hour set forthe Hearing of ar-
guments on the motion for:a new trial
she was not in court. To the deputies,
who were sent for her, she gaid she was
ill with neuralgia. It required much
coaxing and threatening on the part of
the officials before she would consent to
get dressed. Later she appeared in the
court room accompanied by two deputies.

INTERNAL TROUBLES
BECOME MORE ACUTE

Situation fn Poland Cootinties o Cause
Uneasiness, While th: €ffmea is
Seething With Discontent, -

St. Petersburg, March 28.—2.30 am.—
The internal situation in Russia is- be-
coming daily more ominous.

The Polish situation is causing great
anxiety, though it is said “Intellectuals”
and the edueated ciasses generally dis-
approve of the revolutionary spirit which
is permeating the'peasantry and laborers
in' Poland.

The Crimea is boiling with discontent,
and the strong hand of military force
has been invoked to crush the incipient
revolution at Yalta, near the Emperor’s
summer residence. The spirit of disor-
der has spread to Sebastopol.

The authorities of the government of
Saratoff are closing the sc¢hools there on
account of peasant disturbances.

Petitions For “Parliament.”

St. Petersburg, March 27.—6.30 pm.—
As showing the faith existing in re-
mote stations of Russia that the imperi-
al rescript- of December 25th assures the
establishtment of a parliament, petitions
are already being received to call it “the
national assembly.” Last week the par-
ents of school children at Ekerintoslav,
in southern Russia, met and . adopted.
formal resolutions for submission to.the
parliament, asking for the enactment of
laws "giving the public a sharé in the
direction of the schools, authority for
the erection of additional schools - and
equal privileges for children without re-
gard to rank, ete.

The report published abroad that
Grand Duke Alexis had flad from Rus-
gia incognito is mot true. He has not
left St. Petersburg.

Attitude of Nobility.

Moscow, March 27.—A meeting of
the nobility of the government of Mos-
cow, in which tnere were participating
also representatives of the nobility from
various sections of Russia, has pronoune-
ed against constitutional government of
the kind enjoyed by the nations of wes-
tern Europe, considering such instita-
tions unsuitable to this country on ae¢-
count of geographical and ethnological
development of the Russian people. The
nobles are of the opinion thdt some de-
gree of popular. representation should be
introduced, but that there should be no
limitation of autoeracy, but of adminis-
trative arbitrariness, and that the ruler

and the people shoukd be brought into
" closer touch.

The bar of Moscow has adopted a
resolution ecalling for a popular assem-
bly to formulate a constitutional act de-
fining and limiting the governmental
system, The meeting also advocated
the formation of a civic militia for the
protection of citizens and control by
municipals or Zemstvos, to which control
of the police should also be transferred.

BEFORE THE RAILWAY
COMMITTEE OF COMMONS

The Question of the Taxation of Lands
— Further Consideraticn Postponed
Until: April 6th,

Ottawa, March 28.—A bill confirming
the sale of the Esquimalt & Nanaimo
railway, on Vancouver Island, to the
Canadian Pacific, was in charge of
Ralph Smith at the railway committee
to-day. Ralph Smith explained the bill.
He said that the road got extensive
privileges and financial assistance, in-
cluding a land subsidy of 1,300,000 acres.
The land grant was given by the prov-
ince and it was confirmed by a Domin-
ion act. The road was never satisfae-
torily operated, and the owner, James
Dunsmuir, refused to extend it. The
people were glad that the C.P.R. had
purchased it.

Duncan Ross, Yale-Cariboo, pointed
out that under sectiow 9 of the bill, the
Dominion parliament would be perpetu-
ating for all time to come the ‘€xemption
of the taxation of all these lands. This
was a question of provincial rights. If
there was going to be a continuance of
the exemption the provincial legislature
was the body to go to get it. He was
not opposing the sale of the road; no one
was, . but the exemption frolm taxation
was a privilege which belonged to the
province that gave the lands.

On the contrary, the gemeral view is
that Japanese official opinion is pessimis-
tic corcerning peace being realized. This
indicates that the preliminaries have not
made appreciable progress or else that
Japan does not intend to interrupt her
successful campaign. It is even intim-
ated in a high quarter that it makes no
difference what St. Petersburg decides
relative to asking for peace, as it will
remain for Tokio to accept or rejeet it.
Therefore, it is intimated, the peace
situation has shifted from St. Peters-
burg to Tokio, which now holds the key
to the peace situation.

Although official information "is lack-
ing, it is asserted in well informed quar-
ters that Japan has permitted Russia to
learn that the peace conditions will be
severely rigorous and will not be respon-
sive to the recent sentimental plea to
Japan’s magnanimity. In particular, it
is said that Japan’s indemnity figure is
$800,000,000, and that this stupendous
sum has proved so staggering to Russian
diplomacy that it is the chief cause why
the peace preliminaries do not advance
to a decisive stage.

CONTROL OF TELEPHONES.

‘A committes of the Dominion Parlia-
ment is at present considering the very
important matter of the telephone ser-
vice and its relationship to the people of
urban, suburban and rural municipali-
ties. ' There is little doubt as to the ulti-
wiate outcome of a movement which was
commenced with so little outward cere-
monial. The government aims at the ex-
timction of the present telephone systems
off Canada and the taking over either by
the central or subordinate authorities of
all lines at present in operation and their
extension in such a manner as will give
practically to every inhabitant of the
country the use of what is now one of
the essentials of civilized life.

Sir William Mulock, the Postmaster-
General, who proved the utility and the
practicability of penny postage, is natu-
rally the moving spirit in the matter of
the next great enterprise for the benefit
of the people. His idea is that the state
should own the main system and muni-
cipalities the lecal services and feeding
lines. The municipality could tax the
telephone user for the accommodation he
receives, collecting the money in the
same way as Tor any other service. In-
formation will be cellected from other,
countries or districts where tiie telephone
has been made a cheap and universal
conyenience, rather tham an eéxpensive
mtonopoly.  Already invesiigation has
disclosed that in one of the states of the
Union in which' public ownership of t_ole
phones prevails the rates are only about

one-third of the charges collected in
Canada under private eontrol.

There is considerable speculation as to
the possible attitude of the Conservative
‘party towards this commendable and
popular movement. We fail to see why
there should be. It is true two or three
of the followers of Mr. Borden have al-
ready expréssed their appreciation of the
announcement of the Postmaster-Gen-
eral. But such approval was given on
the spur of the moment and without the
due deliberation which is characteristic
of the opposition as a whole. It is also
a fact that the Conservative party ex-
pressed in its hostility to the Grand

“government owned .and controlled”
transcontinental railway. But in that
case the party was driven into a corner.
It had twice put forward counter pro-
posals which proved unpopular and had
withdrawn them. It expressed itself in
favor of government ownership in the
instance of the Grand Trunk merely for
party purposes and because there was
no other unsubstantial ground on which
it could plant its weary feet. In the ab-
stract any policy that is not the policy
of the government will do.  In this mat-
ter of the nationalization of telephones
the case will be entirely different. It
will be a practical movement, not a
merely academic discussion with the ob-
ject of testing public feeling and worst-
ing a government. The opinion of the
Toronto Star is that nobody need be sur-
prised if the Coservative party is found
opposing public ownership of the tele-
phones, or any ‘lhmg else now controlled
by companies? On. the Grand Trunk
Pacific bill, the Conservatives hurriedly
fortified and defended the public owner-
ship position. But that is not where they
live. They = were driven there by the
course of the campaign, and' some of
them did not admire the place. Sir
Mackenzie Bowell, leader in the Senate
and ex-Premier, speaking from a plat-
form on which sat Mr. Borden, leader
in the Commons, said flatly that he did
not, believe in public ownership and op-
eration of railways. ” Others were less
frank, but no more convinced. As a mat-
ter of fact, public ownership is not the
kind of idea that comemnds itself to the
Conservative mind - except. when that
mind is warmed by the excitement of a
general election. Not that the Conserva-
tiye people could be won to it, but the
party is dominated by an inner circle of
Toryism, especially s-when in office, that
would regard publxc ownership as rank
socialism. +* [

BUGENE P. MILLLER DEAD.
Popular Young'Man Succumbs to Illness
at His Home Wednesday.

‘THE TONQUIN TRAGEDY
AND WHERE IT OCCURRED

‘Written for the Times by C. McK. S.

The capture of the Northwest Trading
Company’s ship Tonquin on the West Coast
of Vancouver Island in 1811 and the mas-
sacre of the crew by the Indians has been
recofded at various timies since that ter-
rible evént occurred.

But In all the statements pladced before
the public no harbor was named by the
writers in which the ship wad at that time.
i Nearly all the harbors from San Juan, near
the entrance to Fuca Straits, and along the
West Coast of Vancouver Island as far as
Nahwittl, have been named as the port in
which the Tonquin lay when the sad event
took place. It is very evident that none
of the writers knew the exact place, or
they would doubtless have named it. Only
one man escaped to tell the story of the
ship’s capture by the Indians, and he, be-
ing a stranger to that coast, could not name
the harbor in which it happened.

I shall now place before the reader some
facts in relation to the capture of the ship,
the name of the harbor she was in, and
remove the blame of causing the trouble
with the Indlans which led to the mas-
sacre of the crew from the shoulders of
©@aptain Thorn, and place it on McKay's,
who Is the proper person to bear it.

In the year 1854, an Englishman named
Banfield, who had been a carpenter on

torla, and shortly after his arrival com-
menced trading with the Indians on the
West Coasf of Vancouver Isiand. Finding !
the business of trading in olls and furs pro-
fitable, he made a permanent trading post
at Clayoquot, where he built up a good
business.

Very soon after he had established his
trading post he decided to learn the lan-
guage of the Indians with whom he was
trading, which. he speedily acquired, ' and |
found. it to be of much greater’ advantage .

FIGHT A SUCCESS

A SPIRITED BATTLE
FOUGHT TUESDAY

At Beacon Hill—A Gallant Attack and
an Qbstinate Defence—Boys Ac-
quitted Themselves Well.

Crowds thronged Beacon Hill on Tues-
day afternoon, the occasion being the
first sham battle held by members. of the
High and Collegiate school cadet corps.
Long before the defending force, under
command of Capt. Cobbett and Lieut.
Macrae, took up a position on the brow
of the hill a'large number of expectant
spectators had posted themselves at
points of vantage. Shortly after the ar-
rival of Capt. Cobbett and his gallant
battalion, Master Gunner Muleahy, in-
structor of the High school corps, ap-
peared on the sceue in order to exercise
a general supervision over the operations,
and, incidentally, to criticise the tactics
of the opposing forces.

Although the officers in command of
the defence had only twenty-five armed
cadets at their disposal, they posted
them to such advantage that it appeared
well-mght impossible for the stronghold
‘to fall without heavy loss to the attack-
ers. Stretched behind furze bushes or
under cover of immense rocks, in such a
manner as to command all * approaches
from. the north, south and east, the de-
fending twenty-five: anxiously awaited
the onslaught, -A corp of scouts, under
command of - Corpl. Crozier, had been
placed in advance at advantageous posi-
tions.

Shortly after 4 o’clock the latter sight-
ed the enemy and hurriedly retarned
to headquarters with the " information
that the attack was developing from the
direction of the bear pit, and, aiso, that
the attackers were evidently in force.
Lieut. -Macrae quickly concentrated his
company at the ‘threatened spot. This
movement was executed just in time, the
first volley being discharged by the
stormers 1mmediately after. In reply the
defenders fired 4 ‘defiant 'volley and a
Tierce fusilade ensued.

‘But Lieut, Burgess, commanding the .
‘hostile force,.didn’t intend to push the
atttack from this quarter. His firing see--

tion only advanced a certain distance,
holding the attentiod of those defending
while' \another; company came up on the
right flank. The latter fell upon the un-
suspecting defence like ar avalanche,
driving them from their positions. They
made a stand first at the flag staff, but
were forced to fall back in good order,
like Kouropatkin, upon the park, where
Capt. Cobbett and Lieut. Macrae re-
formed their forces and prepared to
withstand any further advance. It was
at this stage that one of the cadets, on
the defence, displayed such exceptional
bravery as to merit the V. C. This was
Pte. Paul, who, disregarding thé pre-
cipitate retreat of his comrades, under-
took = to hold the hill alone. Gallantly
maintaining his position until the near
approach of the enemy made further at-
tempts useless, he retired, directly across
the zone of fire, taking a place among
the - vanguard ot Capt. Cobbett’s com-
mand.

Scattering  his troops, Lieut. Burgess
advanced on the new position, guerilla
style. After some musketry fire he or-
dered a charge and drove the defenders
through' the park at the point of the
bayonet. There was now no doubt
about the result, Capt. Cobbett and
Lieut. Macrae were hopelessly defeated,
their forces retiring in disorder and tak-
ing refuge on the opposite side of the
lake bridge, which they blew up to pre-
vent pursuit.

“Cease fire” then sounded, and the op-
posing troopers joined forees and march-
ed Amicably to the drill hall, where re-
fréshments were served and apparently
much appreciated.

The first cadet sham battle was voted
2 huge success.. Everything was carried
out as pre-arranged, and both officers and
men displayed a good knowledge of
miliitary strategy.

A Public Meeting on Tuesday Decided in
Favor of Celebration This Year—
Commiitees Appolnted.

A largely attended public meeting was
held on Tuesday at the city hall, when
it was decided to celebate Vietoria Dny.‘.
Acting Mayor Goodacre occupied the
chair, and in opening the proceedings ex-
plained tifat the gathering had been

\lled to consider the advisability of
holding the annual May carnivgl this
vear. In his opinion the usual festivities
;:v_uuhl be held, but the question - was
open to discussion.

After a brief debate it was  unani-
mously decided to‘continue the celebra-
tion of Victoria Day, the metion: to that
effect being introduced by H. D. Helme-
ken.

Thé chairman then explained that it
was in order to appoint officers, and

ithout further deiay W. C. Moresoy
was chosen secretary and E. C. Smith
Lonorary treasurer.

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QUESTION OF WIGS

The Bill to Regulate Gostnme of Judges
and La,wym Passed Second

Vietoria; March 27th.

Prayers were read by Rev. J. F. Vich-
ert.

Resolution.

W. J. Bowser moved the following
resolution:

*“That this House regrets that in the
bill proposed to be submitted to the Do-
minion parliament, granting autonomy to
the Northwest Territories, there is an in-
terference with provincial rights in re-
gard to the provisions dealing with their
school system.”

Mr. Bowser said that he introduced
this resolution with considerable diffi-
dence. He had been charged with being
the master of clap-trap in the legislature
and insincere. In introducing this he
was perfectly sincere. He contended
that the autonomy bill now before the
legislature ‘dealt . unfairly ‘with ‘the Ter-
ritories. Rupert’s Land and the North-
west Territories were brought into Con-
federation in 1870 by an act approved of
by the Imperial parliament. These Ter-
rifories were given representation in the
When the Terri-
tories joined the Dominion there were no
separate schoolS. There were only 500
people on the land, ‘In 1875 a Dominion
act was passed regulating edueation,
which - enacted that separate . schools
should.be given. This was only a tenta-
tive act,

The Dominion government really pro-
posed to do away with the B. N. A. Act
by this autonomy bill for the Terri-
tories when it was proposed to strike out
the section in the act applying to educa-
tion. Quoting from the opinion of Hon.
J. D. 8. Thompson, he went to show that
once .the provinces were created they
should have power to decide whether or
not separate schools should exist. Hon:
David Mills and Sir Louis Davies held
opinions that the Territories when they
became provinces should have power to
choose whether separate schools should
exist.or not. He quoted from Sir Wil-
frid Laurier during the debate upon the
Remedial Bill in 1896 and contended that
the present bill violated the views held-
by ‘him at: that time:. If the people of
the Northwest wanted separate schools
it was for them to say so. There had
been the spectacle of a Liberal with-
drawing from his cabinet position on a
‘question of prineciple. Hon. Clifford Sif-
ton had "actually given up his position
with all the emoluments of office’ on this
question of principle. Conservatives
sometimes withdrew on principle. Among
these he cited Premier McBride leaving
the cabinet of Mr. Dunsmuir on a ques-
tion of principle. Within two weeks’
time Hon. Clifford Sifton had gone back
again and supported the bill.. But it was
explained that this support was given be-
cause Sir Wilfrid might be defeated if
his support was not given to the kill.

Before concluding, Mr. Bowser said he
was more than sincere on the question.
In 1896 he took issue against the Con-
servative party on the Remedial Bill.
He had seen the trouble of attempting
to force seéparate schools upon New
Brunswick.

This was an attempt to do an uncon-
stitutional thing by amending the B. N.
A. Act. The reason for introducing this
resolution was to show those who were
fighting for provincial rights in other
parts of the Dominion that British Co-
lumbia was ready to support them.

The resolution carried without further
debate.
g Questions and Answers.

John Oliver asked:

Third Readings.

The County Court Act was amended
by the insertion of a section making it
come into force July 1st, 1905. The bill
then passed its third reading.

The bill to Establish and Protect High-
ways was read a third time.

“The bill to amend the Horticultural
Board Act passed its third reading.

Unclaxmed Money.

The report te the bill relating to un-
claimed deposits in the treasury of the
province was adopted.

Automobile Bill.

On the second reading of the bill to
amend the Motor Vehicles Speed Regu-
lation Act, 1904, Hon. R. F. Green
stated that the purpose of the bill was
t0 make the parment of the fee an an-
nual one.

The bill passeqd its second reading and
was then committed, with J. Murphy in
*the chair. The bill was reported.

Reports Adopted,

The reports on the bill to incorporate
the Golden Light, Power & Water Com-
pany, and the Stave River Valley Razl-
way Company, were adopted.

‘Fording Valley Road.

The bill to incorporate the Fording
Valley Railway Company was again con-
sideréed in  committee, with ‘J. D. Me-
Niven in the chair.

The bill was reported complete.

Chartered Accountants. .

On the. second reading of the bill to
incorporate the Institute of Accountants
of British Columbia, A. H. B. Macgow-
an said that the object was to improve
the system of accounting in the province.
It was proposed to pravide for examina-
tions for accountants. It differed from
the acts regulating lawyers and doctors.
It was not the intention to prohibit any
man from acting ‘as an.accountant.

The bill passed its secondg reading.

+Coal Mines Act.

The report on the bill to amend the
Coal Mines Regulation Act was adopted.

Security For Costs,

On the report of the Supreme Court
~ct amendment Mr. Bowser moveéd that
the security for costs for an appeal
should be limited at $500. This should
not be an arbitrary security, but the or-
dinary sum should be $150, as at present.
In case of expensive appeals it should be
possible to fix the security as high as
$500.

J. R. Brown opposed the amendment.
The purpos° of thé bill which he had
introduced. to’ amend the Supreme Court
Act, fixed -the security at $200. This
was intended to give all persons the
privilege of appeal. The appellants had
all the cost’ of preparing the appeal
books, and the respgndent had little cost.

W. W. B. McIlnnes was giad that this
had come up again. A few days ago
when the amendment came up some had
voted for:it-under the misunderstanding
that $500 would have to be put up.

J. A. Macdonald hoped that the amend-
ment would be voted down: It had al-
ready been twice defeated, and he hoped
the House would follow the same course
now as on previous occasions.

The Attorney-General said:that some
had voted before for the amendment un-
der a misapprehension, and it was quite
possible for them to alter their vote on
this occasion.

The amendment was lost and@ the re-
port on the bill adopted.

Dentistry Bill.

The bill to- amend the Dentistry Con-
golidation "Act was committed, with Dr.
King in the chair.

The bill was reported.

Railway Act.

The bill to amend the Railway Act, in-
troduced by J. A. Macdonald, 'was com-

itted, iwith Mr. MclInnes in the chair.
%he bill 'was reported complete.

‘Wigs and Robes.

On  the second reading of the bill-to
amend the Supreme Court Act, Stuart
Henderson _went into the history of the
legislation affecting the wearing of wigs.
In 1899 it was made optiona] whether
wigs were to be worn. Lately an. at-
tempt had been made by the judges to
make this compulsory. Reading from
the expressed opinion of the Benchers’
Society, that body expressed the opinion
that the judges decide either to wear or
not to wear the wig. One of the judges

‘had in a letter stated that a majority of

his brother judges favored the wearing
of the wig, One of the judges was ac-
customed to wear a costume different in
color from any of the other. judges. This
had been seized upon by the press and
others to raise a certain amount of ridi-
cule which was not calculated to add to
the dignity of the bench.

Mr. Henderson, quoting from authori-
ties, held that the Legislature had pow-
er over the Supreme court with respect
to making rules governing it.

According to the rules of the Supreme
court of 1880 barristers were-to be per-
mitted to appear in any sitting of the
court in the costume adopted in On-
tario. This bill was not therefore initiat-
ing a new practice. It was simply to
counteract an attempt made to compel
barristers. to-wear a certain costume.
The wearing of a wig was costly, Young

| barristers had to pay about $50 for thé

wig. The wearing of them represented
4 heavy outlay for the bemefit of wig-
makers in London. The practice of
wearing wigs was also  unhealthy and
conduced to creating. a headache. It
was an abominable habit.

The Attorney-General held that this
legislation was hasty and ill-considered.
This was an attempt to strip the profes-
sion of ‘the wearing ‘of a costume which
dated back to the days of Queen Anme,
The: ~mle “which permitted’ of barristers
Wen.tmg the costume adopted in On-

| tario was done in order to leave it to

‘the discretion of the members of the bar."
Appuenﬂy t.hm rule “lad ‘been over-

use either wigs or not.

The costume in the ‘courts should be
uniform. In was ineongruous. te - ske
some members. of thé bar wearing wigs
in court and the judge refraining from
it. This was surely gomething . .which
should be left largely to the: d:scretnon of
the benchers and the judges.

It was surely out of place for the Leg-
islature to dictate what particular cos-
tume should be worn by the bar. They
might just as well say that they shounld
wear kilts. or not or stockings of a par-
ticular kind. It would even become as
suitable for the Legislature to regulate
the costumes of ladies,  saying what
sized hats and the color of the dresses
they should wear.

Mr. Brown did not think that because
the p of - -wearing wige dated
back to/Queen Anne’s age that it should
be continved. ' There were many prac-
tices in the old country which should not

1 be adopted in a democratic country like

this. Certain judges were really dictat-
ing not what judges should wear, but al-
so what the barristers should put on.
Few professional men would risk the in-
terests of their clients in running against
the wishes of judges in this particular.

Mr. Bowser thought the Hduse should
deal with this subject seriously. He
thought there were subjects which might
occupy the attention of the House to
better advantage than the discussion of
this. The wearing of wigs was at the
present time optional. Any barrister had
a right to go into court without a wig.
It was an absurd thmg for members of
the Leglslature to give. cons:demdon to
this.

P. Williams. wxs‘hed Mr. Bowser was
as solicitous for all the interests as he
was for the’ one particular calling of the
bench.

“How would the member for New-
castle like it if I wag,to introduce a bill
to compel Socialists to wear red ties?”
asked Mr. Bowser.

“Well, they wear black ones,” replied
Mr. Williams. He, however, did not be-
lieve that the judges should be inter-
fered with if they wished to wear a par-
ticular ‘costume. He therefore had de-
cided to vote differently to what he in-
tended to do at first. He made refer-
ence to decisions given in the courts, in-
stancing that of the Centre Star case,
which was not calculated to give an ex-
alted opinion of the bench.

W. R, Ross opposed the bill. It might
lead 1o the passing of legislation forbid-
ding the wearing of pants. Those who
introduced the bill probably hoped some
day to be given a position on the bench.
They should therefore consider this mat-
ter very seriously.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite was opposed
to the wearing of wigs, but he did not
feel Tike voting for the bill, however. If
some judges wanted to make fools of
themselves they should be allowed to do
so to their heart’s content.

He said he must take exception to Mr.
Williams with respect to a.judgment
given. All the judgments given in the
courts in the province had 'been: right.
The iaws were made at the dictation of
capitalismd. . The judges were appointed
in- the interests of capitalism and gave
their . decisions always in favor of capi-
talism. He would not vote on the ques-
tion.

The bill passed its second reading on
the following division:

Elections Act Amendment,

C. 'W. D. Clifford, on the second read-
ing of the bill to amend the Provincial
Elections Aect, said that all the objec-
tionable features of the bill as intro-
duced. last session had been eliminated.
It was intended to give those employed
on coasting vessels an opportunity to
vote. The captains would be deputy re-
turning - officers. These captaing . were
respectable and highly honorable. He
felt satisfied that the votes taken on
these vessels would be among the bost
conducted in any election. “

The Attorney-General . .thought thm
would be a practice. which would lend
itself readily to abuse. He opposed the
bill.

F. Carter-Cotton said, that the great
objection to this was that it was pro-
posed to make the employer of the men
returning officer. Abuses would work in,
as every captain would know just as his
crew voted, If sailors were allowed to
vote why should railway men away on
duty not be given a chance to vote? The
House was not sustaining its dignity in
even considering this proposal.

J. A, Macdonaiu said the House was
sustaining its dignity in endeavoring to
find means by which any citizen might
be given the franchise. He saw diffi-
culties in this and thought the bill might
well go into committee in order to en-
deavor to see if some way could not be
devised to give these men a vote, A
scrutineer for each-sgide might ' accom-
pany the ship. It was quite probable
that some feasible scheme might be
evolved in' committee. He therefore
voted for the second reading.

Mr. Henderson said that there was an
opinion prevailing that the voting by
ballot wag a castiron:rule. In Australia
postal votes were cast dnd other methods
of getting the opinion of the electorate:
out of the ordinarily accepted methods
in vogue.

On motien of Premier McBride the
debate was adjourned.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite moved the fol-
lowing resolution:

Whereas Ralph Smith, member of the
House of Commons, Ottawa, has intro-
duced a bill into the said House, intit-
uled “An Act respecting the KEsquinialt
& Nanaima Railway Company”; and

Whereas the said bill containg the fol-
lowing clause:

“9, Notwithstanding anything in this
act, the Esquimalt & Nanaimo Railway
Company shall not, for or by reason of
entering into: the said agreement or sell-
ing its said railway thereunder, be held,
or deemed, or taken to have waived, or
lpst, or prejudited, or affected in anywise
howsoever any of the franchises, rights,
powers, authorities, exemptions, grants
and privileges held or possessed by the
Esquimalt & Nanaimo Railway Company
/at ‘any time of entéring into the. gaid

‘agreement and selling the “said ‘lne of
rmh»ny, Jput all such; franchiges, nghts,

‘powers, authorities,
‘and privileges shall, notwithstanding the

powers; authorities; ‘exemptions, grants;
and privileges shall, notwithstanding the
entering into of such agreement and the
cofnp]etlon of such sale, remain, exist

‘and continue in full force and effect, un-
prejudiced and unimpaired, for the bene-
fit, profif and advantage of the Esqui-
malt .& Nanaimo Railway Cowmpany”;
and

Whereas the object of this clause is. to
prevent this province from exerting and
exercising its power to tax the land of
the Esquimalt & Nanaimo Railway Com-
pany, which owing to the sale of the said
railway has now become open to taxa-
tion; apd

Whereas high legal opinion has doubt-
less' been obtained by the+Esquimalt &
Nanaimo Railway Company that this
will be the effect of the passage of said
legislation through the Dominion House;
and :

Whereas it is a matter of vital im-
portance that the province should pre-
serve intact its- right to tax the said
Esquimalt & Nanaimo Railway land
belt;

Be it therefore resolved, That this
House urge upon the government the ne-
cessity of taking such immediate steps
as it may deem necessary in the matter
to protect the rights of the people of thisg
province.

In speaking to this, Mr. Hawthorn-
thwaite went into the history of the E.
& N. He said that the railway was sup-
posed to go as far as Seymour Narrows.
The ]land grant was supposed to be fftee
from taxation for ever. It was legally
and morally within the power of the leg-
islature to tax that land. It was not
the right of any government to enter into
any contract which would exempt the
land for ever. The railway company
would be entitled to take action for dam-
ages if the land was taxed. Under the
present circumstances, if these lands
were taxed so that it was impossible to
hoM ' them the company would have good
ground for getting damages and the
province would have to take .over the
land. In this bill before the Dominion
House the company has atempted to
sneak through a measure which would
exempt the Jand from taxation.

He ‘introduced the resolution for the
purpose of endeavoring to have justice
doneé the province of British Columbia,

The Attorney-General said that as soon
as the bill at Ottawa came into his
hands he had telegraphed the Minister
of Justice, because he was a little afraid
that provincial rights might be interfered
with. He did'this out of extreme cau-
tion, because he thought it might later
be - urged that the government was at
fault ‘for not taking action. The reply
of the Minister of Justice on the 25th
was that he did not understand the bill
as interpreted. He (the Attorney-Gen-
eral) did not personally ‘think that the
bill would have any effect.  If the prov-
ince had the right to tax the lands-ne
corporation or legislature could interfere
with it. The provincial legislature had>
no stotus in the House of Parliament at
Ottawa. The Houses had their rights
and that without interference. He would
himself, if he were a member of the
House at Oftawa, resent any interfer-
ence with like duties which belonged to
him.

No parliament had a right to legislate
for all time, ‘but Mr. Hawthornthwaite
was wrong in setting forth that any
claim would beé possible against the prov-
ince for damages if the land was taxed.

J. A. Macdonald was in favor of tak-
ing every step to protect the rights of
the province. He did not agree with
the wording of the resolution. He ob-
jected to the following recitals:

Whereas the object of this clause is to
prevent this province from exerting and
exercising its power to tax the land of
the Esquimalt & Nanaimo Railway Com-
pany, which, owing to the sale of the
said railway, has now become open to
taxation; and

Whereas it is & matter of vital import-
ance that the province should preserve
intact its right to tax the said Esquimalt
& Nanaimo Railway land belt.

He theought that nothing " should - be
done to disputeithe right of the province
to tax the lands. /He proposed, there-
foré, in amendment the following reso-
lution:

That all the words after the word
“Whereas” in the first line of said reso-
lution be struck out, and the following
substituted therefor, viz.:

“The Canadian Pacific Railway Com-
pany are seeking to have passed by the
parliament of Canada a bill intituled
‘An Act respecting the Esquimalt & Na-
naimo Railway Company,” which con-
tains the following clause: ;

“Notwithstanding anything in this act,
the Esquimalt & Nanaimo Railway Com-
pany shall not, for or by reason of en-
tering into the said agreement or selling
its said railway thereunder, be held, or
deemed, or taken to have waived, or lost,
or - prejudiced, or affected in anywise
howsoever any of the franchises, rights,
powers, authorities, exemptions, grants
and privileges held or possessed by the
Esquimalt & Nanaimo Railway Company
at the time of entering into the said
agreement and selling the said line of
railway, but all such franchises, rights,
exemptions, grants,

entering into of such agreement and the
completion of such sale, remain, exist
and continue in full force and effect, un-
prejudiced and unimpaired, for the;ben-
efit, profit and advantage of the. Esqui-
malt & Nanaimo Railway;

“Be it therefore resolved, That this
House urge upon the government the ne-
cessity of taking such immediate steps
as it may deem necessary in the matter
to protect the rights of the people of this
province.”

J. H. Hawthornthwaite accepted the
amendment of Mr. .uacdonald, which
was substituted for that originally “pro-
posed.

W. W. B. MclInnes was glad to hear
that the Attorney-Genera] and the Min-~
ister of  Justice looked wupon the objec-
tignable resolution as having no effect
upon - the rights of the province to tax
the land. The province, it-was recog-
nized, had the right to legislate with re-
speet to taxation. It was in the legis-
lature of this province that exemption
from taxation was given. Every law-
ver in the House, he felt satisfied, would
agree that if that bill passed at Ottawa
it would, be so much waste paper as far
as this section with respect to- exemption
.from taxation was concerned.

He had auother . objection. to raise

against this resplution: as introduced by .
-the ,member for Nahaimo.

He bad in

it departed from:the nsnal praction nf
reciting that “a bill had been introduced

inté  ‘the “Dominion House.”  Mr. Haw-
thornthwaite set forth that Ra.lph Smith

would not urge this against’ Mr. Haw-
thornthwaite. It was the practice at Ot-
tawa, as in this legislature, that when a
bill was introduced the member whose
constituency was affected fathered the
bill. He. felt satisfieq that Mr. Smith
had nothing whatever to do with this
bill, but simply lent his name to it ac
cording to custom. He took ihis oppoi-
tunity to set Mr. Smith right in this re-
spect.

The resolution passed.

Unclaimed Money.

The bill relating to DUnclaimed quey
deposits in the treasury of the province
passed its third reading.

Assessment Bill.

On report the Assessment Act Amenrd-
ment was further discussed.

J. N. Evans proposed that $5 per acre
improvements should constitute the limit
for property passing from the classifica-
tion of wild land to improved land, in-
stead of $2.50 as at present,

H. E. Tanner thought this might work
an injustice upon pre-emptors.

T. W. Paterson thought the improve-
ments high enough at $2.50.

The amendment was lost.

Hon. R. G. Tatlow moved the follow-
ing amendment:

“Land subdivided as townsites,
lots of two acres or less in extent, regu-
larly surveyed and shown upon a plan
thereof, duly registered, shall not be as-
sessed as wild land.”

This carried.

.shother . amendment introduced by
Hon. Mr. Tatlow provided that wild land
should not be palmed off as timber land,
it being required that the latter should
average at least five thousand feet of
merchantable timber per acre.

This carried also,

John Oliver moved in favor of the in-
comes derived from investments not be-
ing exempt under section 8.

J. R. Brown thought this might work
a hardship against some who had small
incomes to live upon, such as widows.

‘The amendment was lost.

Mr. McInnes moved to exempt all per-
manent improvements up to the value of
$1,000 made on land used for- agricul-
tural purposes.

Mr. MecInnes, J. N. Evans, H. B, Tan-
ner and W. G. Cameron spoke in favor
of the amendment. J.
thornthwaite obposed it as being in the
direction of single tax.

The amendment was lost on the fol-
lowing division: /

+Mr. Oliver moved in favor of put-
ting the rate of taxation on wild lands
as 5 per cent., as at the present time, in-
stead of the reduced rate of 4 per cent.
proposed by the bill.

Mr. McInmes in support of this
thought an explanation should be made
by ‘the government of why the taxes on
wild land were reduced. It was admit-
ted that the treasury was in need of
funds, yct the somrce of deriving rey-
enue was passed over. The government
was diseriminating in faver of specula-
tors. It was an extraordinary proceed-
ing.

$12,313 was saved from the estimated
nditure, In the administration of
justice $5,198 was saved. Public insti-
tutions exceeded the estimate by $532,
although savings were made in the
4 museum of $325, and in the bureau of
¥ mifies of $1,188. The expenditure on the
| ingane asylum absorbed the difference,
and hospitals and charities showed an
excess of $11,075. The grant to hos-
pitals was according to statute, and over
it the government had no control. A
saving was effected in the administra-
tion of justice, and in education, but
under revenue services the expenditure
exceeded the estimates by $7,155. Un-~
der the head of miscellaneous the ex-
penditure exceeded the estimates, but
these were much less ‘than the former
year.

The total estimated expendlture for
the year 1904, compiled by the late goy-
ernment, was $2,491,566, with supple-
mentary estimates of $139 836. The es-
timated revenue was $2,193,476. This
showed a deficit of $437,919. Instead of
this the government is able to show, by
careful adminigtration, that this has been
changed into a surplus of $27,000.

He alluded to- the fact that the
amounts expended on railway guarantees
had been put to expenditure. Formerly
this was carried forward as asset. In
the meantime it must be provided out of
expenditure, and therefore added $51,059
to the total expenditure. The revenue
was $2,638,260, with a balance of $27,-
706.95.

The half-yearly statement to Decem-

1her. 1904, showed an increase of $116.-
015 over the preceding year. The ev-
'penditure had been decreased $261,433.
If the amount expended on the Fraser
river bridge was deducted from 1903, the
difference would not be great. There
was a heavy loss from the returns from
the Chinese Restriction Act. In all this
province had received $955,462.50 out of
.the total of $2,280,822 received by the
Dominion under the act. While the ex-
penditure exceeded the receipts for the
half year by $8,915, yet this was the
“lean” half year, and pointed to am even
balance at the end of the fiscal year.

The total receipts for the coming
year were put at $2,559,376. He be-
lieved it was wise to make a conservative
! estimate, profiting by the experience

when he had assumed office. °

In land sales $100.000 was expected,
instead of $80,000 last year.. This was
based on the showing for the first six
months. The revenue from land was
also estimated to be'increased from $70,-
000 last year to $100,000 this year. Tim-
ber royalties ,were expected to yield
$325,000, instead of $250,000 last year.
Free miners’ certificates were estimated
to be reduced. Real property was esti-
mated to give $250,000. The income
from personal property on account of
exemptions and reductions was calculat-
ed to give $50,000 less than last year.
The land taxes, owing to the greater
care which would be exercised in collect-
ing them, would probably yield $100000
Registry fees were estimated to give
$20,000 more than last year, as the new
Registry Act would likely result in this
way. The fees under the Game Act
would be very much increased, he be-
lieved, because of the greater ‘efficiency
by the appointment of game wardens.

A new source of income was added,
namely, the New Westminster bridge. -
The revenue was fixed at $25,000. The
Great Northern had been given running
rights. It would pay $15.000 a yedar at
present. With other sources of income
from it this would be increased. |

Under the Chinese Restriction Act
$1,000 only was put down. This loss in
the receipts had to be met in other wayws
by increased taxation, etc.

W. C. Wells asked if any other road
had been given rights over the Fraser
river bridge beside the Great Northern.

Hon. Mr. Tatlow replied not at pres-
ent. No other line-had sought them.

Continuing, Hon. Mr. Tatlow said un-
der expenditure the pubhc debt item
was increased.

To-day there were four loans and five
issnes of - inscribed stock. Altogether
these amounted to $11,705.836. There
was a. sinking fund of $1,351,059, leav-
ing $10,354,786 of an indebtedness. The
dyking loan of $671,000 and the redeem-
ing of debentures of $357,000 would
bring the total indebtedness to $11,382,-:
786 next June.

The ecivil government salaries had been
cut down from year to year. Last year
the estimate was $248,620. This year
it was to be increased by $4,000. This
was accounted for by the fact that a
game warden was to be appointed at
$1,5600, and some temporary assistants
were to be put on the permanent list,

. The administration of justice would be
2bout 14,000 higher than last year's es-
timates, ‘and $10.000 less than in 1903.

The total reduction made by the gov-
ernment since taking office in the civil
service salaries had been $17,500.

The cost of public institutions was in-
creased about $2,000, owing to additional
amounts for the asylum for insane. The
estimated expenditure for hospitals and
charities was increased from $93,850 last
year to $105,350 this year. This was in
consequence of the additional aid to hos-
pitals. The aid given to the hospitals in
this province, fixed by statute, was much
higher proportionately than in Manitoba
and the Northwest. This was a matter
which might be readjusted with advan-
tage. A

The estimates for education was $422-
833, .0r$22,000 less than last year. This,
of ‘course, covered the half year, which
would be on the basis of aid given un-
der the old act.

The estimate for revenue services was
$22,000 instead of $17,000 last year.

Under public works there had been
$70,000 of: an increase over last year. It
should Ve the aim to inerease thls as far
as possible,

The expenditure would exceed the re-
| ceipts by a small sum. With the surplus
carried over from last year, the accounts
would about balance.

In 1907 the conditions would be.much
| improved owing to the fact that the
amount for public debt would be re-
duced . by ‘the Joan of 1877/ maturing,
making a yearly reduction of $37.000,
and the expenditure for schools would
be reduced.

The province, he was glad to say, was
evidencing a feeling of prosperity. Agri-
culture and commerce were perhaps bet-
ter than aff any other time in the history
of British Columpia. Capital was again
turning its attention to the mines of
{ the province., This industry would revive
| he felt sure.

The fishing industry last year had not
| been ‘as good as would have been hoped.’.

From the fact that the supply of eggs
“was rot adequate, it behooved the gov=
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ernment and the Ottawa government to
<o ali in its power to improve the condi-
tions,

The lumber trade was showing better
signs. The industry had, however, suf-
fered unfairly by competition from the
United States. A large quantity had
been sent into the Northwest from the
United States, which should  properly
have heen supplied from this provinee.

From'the mifes of the province there
had been gratifying results. Last year
it was estimated that $20,000{000 was
the total output, while the year prévious
it 'was only $17,500,000. He would like
to see something done in the way of
making a4 reébate in taxes on the mines
smelting their ores in the province, Fifty
per cent. of the tax might be rebated.

Agriculture was in a prosperous. condi-
tion, never better. There were many in-
quiries now respecting the opportunities
for entering fruit farming. There were
now 13,600 acres in orchards.’ The C.
P. R. carried 466 tons more than the
year previous, and the returns from
fruit represented $500,000,

He alluded to the fact that British
Columbia fruit had been well received
ju England. Terms had been granted
%xy which British Columbia fruit would
he carried to England at as good rate as
the Oregon and the California product.’

The, creameries were increasing their
outpnt,  but still there was $1,178:000
worth of butter imported. The agricul-
tural products of the province last year
were valued at $4,500,000. But $7,200,-
000 svas imported. Most of this could
have been raised in the province. Of
course all this was not consumed here.
A good ‘deal went to the Yukon.

‘ 'He argued in favor of better ' terms,
which he hoped would be favorably re-
ceived at Ottawa. This province paid
$3 for each $1 contributed by other parts
of the Dominion. While this was b(’l.'ﬂg
paid it -was surely unfair that British
Columbia ‘should be asked to further sup-
plement the aid to the Grand Trunk Pa-
cifie for advantages which properly be-
longed, to the province, and should pgve
been safeguarded to it by the Dominion
government.

The present government had the greajc-
est faith in the province. It was for .thls
reason that some disagreeable legisla-
tion had been put on the statutes. It
wyas good that the province had had a
government which had the courage to
place on the statutes this legislation.

On motion of J. Murphy the debate
was adjourned.

The House then adjourned.

Victoria, March 28th.

Rules of Courts.

Those governing the
County court were already in:the hands
of th'é 'members of the House. The Su-
preme court rules he expected would be
ready to be shown to members before
thé session closed.

J. A. Macdonald, in movihg the second
reading -of the bill to amend the Work-
men's Compensation Act, explained its
object. The first was the putting of it
in the power.of the judge to waive the
objection to the .legal notice not having

detriment would acerue to the case of the
employer. - Another section extended the
definition of dependents to grandfather,
grandmother, step-father, step-mother or
step-child. An amendment was also in-
cluded by which redress was to be given
one who sustained an injury such as that
to the eye which might lead to the final
loss of the sight in it.

Investigation of
the scheme resorted to by the defendant
did not show that much credit'for astute-
ness ‘was due him; nor did his solicitor
indicate much intelligence or shrewdness

Sir Charles then dealt with the atti-
tude of the sdlicitor in question, who,
although the trusted legal representative
of the defendant’s mother, stood at his
elbow while the’ various documents in
the' scheme of deceit were being drawn
up. Amnother peculiar circumstance, Sir
Charles pointed out, was the faet that
the defendant and his solicitor did not
treat the will of 1898 as that of the
testator. In fact they discussed whether
it should be destroyed or cut up; and the
solicitor advised him not to do it, not be-
cause it was the testator's, hut because
it would not bein the interests’'of James
Dunsmuir, -the beneficiary, to do so.
Counsel then cited a number of casges
dealing with undue influence, and an ad-
journment was ultimately. taken wuntil
this afternoon..

T'he Chief Justice did not wish to force
counsel to adopt another course if they
thought it absolutely necessary to pro-
ceed along the lines adopted by them.

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JAPS INVADE NEW
SEALING GROUNDS

A SCHOONER ON COAST

ON HUNTING CRUISE |

Fle:t Wil Cross the Pacific Next Year
If the Venture Proves a
Success.

The Kinsei Maru, one of the Japanese
cealing schooners, is lying at Nootka,
having come into that port for a supply
of fresh water, and to seek shelter

from the recent heavy southeast winds.’

The schooner left Japan on December
Gth, and has been down the California
coast after seal skins. She has a \catch
of a hundred pelts. i

When she leaves the Island port she
will hunt along the British Columbia
coast and the Alcutian Islands, and
finish up the season in the Behring Sea,
whenece she will return to Yokohama
about Christmas.

She is a stout built vessel, about 130
tons. and carries a crew of 30 men, chief-
ly Japs, only four white men being
aboard.

Hne of the crew informed a Times cor-
respondent that ‘the expedition is an ex-
periment on the part of the owners of
the vessel, and should they be ‘success-
ful this season in the taking of fur seal,
quite a number of schooners will come
across next year and try their luck.

The presence of the Kinsei Maru on
this coast and the privileges in these
waters which the Japanese schooners
are likely to take advantage of, may
open a new phase to the international
sealing question. Victoria sealers have
already called the attention of the gow
ernment at Ottawa to the unequal con-
ditions under which they are compelled
to operate in competition with the Jap-
anese. And it would seem: as if the
cause of complaint, made some time ago,
is now to be accentuated by the bring-
ing of these conditions nearer home, The
Japanese schooners are bound by no re-
strictions. They may hunt for seal in
any neutral water and kill them by any
means they consider proper. They can
hunt the little fur animal to within nine
miles of the rookeries in Behring Sea,
and when they enter the Behring Sea
they have mo cruisers keeping /watch
over them to prevent them violating the
modus vivendi.

On the other hand Canadian schoon-
ers must cease hunting on the last day
of April, and, unless they cross to the
Copper Island coast, they must remain
inactive until the season opens in. the
Behring Sea, when they are only per-
mitted the use of the spear in the killing
of the seal. Furthermore, they are pro-
hibited approaching .the : seal .rookeries
nearer than a distance of 60 miles.

What the Japanese vessels purpose do-
ing now in these eoast waters is very
much like what the: local sealers did a
number of years ago. They are sending
their gealing vessels to foreign: céasts ‘in
search of seal. This leaves room-for the
speculation , whether - they, will, find it
profitables to: make :Victoria “thei# bage
as Victorians made' Hakodate the ‘lat-
ter's base for the local sealers-on the
Japanese ‘coast years ago.

The captain of the Kinsei Maru states
that when he left Yokohama one would
scarcely believe that a war was'in prog-
ress, every kind of business being car-
ried on without excitement whatever, but-
the Japanese crew were astonished- —of
the successes of their countrymen, and
surprised to hear of the fall " of = Port:

A short time subsequently the
Sound tug Wanderer wandered north to
the Jefferson and towed her down. Her
skipper lacked the audacity of the City
of Seattle people and hoped to evade the
penalty for his act by reporting at Na-
naimo, but Collector Newbury concluded
that the regulations had been contraven-
ed, and he imposed a similar fine on the
tug. The fact that this tug ploughed
through 400 miles of Canadian water,
took hold of the injured vessel and then
tardily reported at Nanaimo, was not a
mitigating circumstanee in the collector's
opmion. Mr. Newbury, in thus sharply
checking the illegal ‘operations of Ameri-
can vessels in Canadian ‘waters, is doing
a great deal in the way 'of safe-guarding
Canadian shipipng. ?

‘Because, sincq she as-
serts in her application that she is a
British subject, it seems to me that the
proper place for her to seek a writ of
habeas corpus would be at Victoria.’”

SHPRECKED CREW
 ERON THE CoKT

THEY ARRIVED ON
STEAMER QUEEN CITY

Indians Feast on Carcase of a Whale—
anstrnction of Freighter Has
Been Postponed.

Officers of the steamer Queen City
were pleased to get back to port Tuesday
evening. The vessel arrived at 6 o’clock
after a very windy: trip to Cape Seott
and way ports. Storms raged dll the
way up the coast. To roll about on the
crest of great seas for over a week is
not the pleasantest experience . .even to
the officers of the staunch Queen City.

As reported in yesterday’s Times sev-
eral of the sealing fleet were in port
along th€ coast, there being in-addition
to those already mamed: the Jessie and
Libbie; which had 18 and 27 skins re-
spectively, and the Eva Marie, whieh
had her canoes smashed in a recent gale.
This was the most serious accident hap-
pening to any of the fleet.

Among the Queen City's passengers
were Captain Hiekey and four -of his
crew from the :little’ fishing schooner
Ella ‘G:, of Seattle, which- was blown
ashore on the beach at Clayoquot: last
Thursday morning.’ She dragged "anchor
and ‘drove onto Stubbeé’s island. ' The
crew-‘remained aboard angd at lowtide
got ashore without difficulty, saving all
their! personal belongings. The Elia'G.
was fishing for balibut when the storm
forced her into port for shelter. She had
aboard 300 pounds of halibut which -had
to be thrown overboard.

After leaving the schooner they sold
her to Walter Porter, formerly of this
city, £or:$280. . The Ella G- is a schooner
of abont 20 tons; and is considered well
worthy;the money paid.

Phe -Queen City brought news of the
further exploration ‘of a cave at Raft
Cove,:between Quatsino and: Cape:Scott.
This=eove, it will -be 'remembered, was
discovered some time ago by two pros-
pectoss.  An aecount of their first wvisit
to the niysterious . underground . cavern
was published in the Times some weeks
ago. The prospectors had left it then
with the intention of further investigat-
ing, and on the occasioy of their second
visit .to the cave they were amazed at
the finding of a number of skeletons,
probably those remaining from the Hodies

REPORTED IMPRISONMENT.

Balcom, owner of the sealing
schooner Agnes G. Donahue which was
illegally seized - and ' detained by -the
Uruguayans on the charge of poaching,
says that he has received nu advices
about the imprisonment of the captain
and crew. There has been no new de-
velopment it the case for damages which
he has brought against the Uruguay
government, and which was mentioned in
this paper' some time ago. The report
about the imprisonment of Captain Matt
Ryan and his crew is contained in a let-
ter from Fred Thorn, one of the crew
of the E. B. Marvin, written from Rio
Grand du Sol, Brazil. This is as fol-
lows: :

“The Agnes G. Donahue has been cap-
tured. The Uruguay gunboat says she
went in to the rocks and‘the crew are all
in jail at Montevideo. Captain Ryan of
the Donahue has been sentenced to five
vears, and the rest of the crew to two
vears. This is hard on Ryan’s wife, for
he was married only a month .before he
started for sea.” y

THE MINNESOTA.

The Great Northern steamship Minne-
sota is scheduled to arrive here from the
Orient on' the 15th of April, and will sail
again on her return voyage on the 29th
of the same month. It is stated that
since the arrival of the Minnesota in the
Orient, she had considerable work done
to her machinery. According to report
this was not giving entire satisfaction.
On' reaching Yokohama from the Sound
it 'is claimed that the ship had but 50
tons ,of coal in her bunkers, which for a
ship of the Minnesota’s type is an un-
comfortably small surplus to have left
after so long a voyage. On her next
trip.  however, it is understood that the
Minnesota will burn British Columbia
coal, which- may make some differénce
in:the time of her voyage, and the re-
sults obtdined from her machinery.

MARINE NOTES.

The Kelly Mining Company, a Phila-
delphia corporation having properties in
the vicinity of Nome, have filed a libel
for 825,000 against the steamer Victoria,
of the Northwestern Steamship Com-
pany’s fleet. The libellants allege that
on August 1st, 1904, they ‘shipped 250
packages of merchandise, and 800 feet
of lumber, on the Victeria, which eargo,
it is complained, was not discharged ac-
cording to the conditions of contract.

The steamer Coquitlam, which was
passed by the steamer Tees going into
Vancouver a few days ago in a damaged
condition, has been hauled on the B. C.
marine Railway in the Terminal City.
It is reported she struck an uncharted
rock in Knight Inlet.

POSTPONE CONSTRUCTION.

Captain Strongren and associates. who
were contemplating the construction of
a large freighter, have determined to
postpone building operations until nmext
September, when work on the vessel will
be undertaken. They have been influ-
.enced in reaching tms conclusion by the
'tact they cobld not have the steamer
‘in readiness for the busy part of this sea-
son, ‘and sooner than have her tied up
for a number of months after her com-
pletion, they considered it advisable to
postpone construction work for .a. time
so that the steamer can be ready for the
following spring.

The estimates were brought down to
the House on Tuesday afternoon. The
estimated revenue for the year ending
June, 1906, is put at $2,559,376.66, as
compared with $2,522,076.66 estimated
last year, and $2,597,867.68 actually re-
ceived.

The expenditure js estimated at $2,-
566,038.31, as compared with $2,442-
354.31 last year, and $2,862,794.09 shown
in the public acecunts as having becn
actually expended.

There is thus an estimated deficit of
$6,661.65. =

There are increases éstimated under
the following heads: Land sales, $20,-
000; land revenue, $70,000; timber royal-
ties, $75,000; timber leases, $25,000;
mining receipts in general, $55,000; li-
