Everything was in perfect readiness 
to remove the entire 400 at a moment’s 
notice, so that at no time was there any 
danger of loss of life.- The presence of 
Doctors Anglin and.

In the last analysis, good civic govern­
ment depends more upon men than upon 
methods. The. most perfect system may- 
fail in results because of faulty adminis­
tration. Therefore no scheme of civic re­
organization will work out well unless good 
men are selected for responsible positions. 
In the case of St. John, a mere change in 
system under the spme old guidance would 
not produce the results desired. Whether 
there is a city council with certain depart­
mental officials, or a city council and board 
of control and officials, the need of good 
men is equally great. In a réference to 
conditions in Toronto, the Montreal Gaz­
ette very properly observes:—

“Toronto has as part of its municipal 
machinery a board of control, thé insti­
tution which it is sometimes tirged Mon­
treal should get to keep its city govern­
ment going right. The Toronto board, 
however, is now being assailed in the en­
ergetic city press for having sacrificed the 
public interest by selling under price to 
a manufacturing concern a site

of marsh and water lots on Ash- 
bridge’s Bay. There are two sides to the 
dispute, no doubt. The point is that hav­
ing a board of control is no guarantee 
against charges of mismanagement, and the 
suggestion is that an electorate which can­
not choose good aldermen might make 
mistakes in selecting controllers.”

The. principle of international exchange 
is not honored in the, case of Canada and 
her foreign buyers and sellers. In the last 
ten years we have bought from Great 
Britain to the extent of about $600,000,000; 
from the United States we have bought 
$1.430.852,000, and’ from other countries 

have bought $271.436.000. We have 
sold to Great Britain $1,174,385,000, to the 
United States $747.296.000, and to other 

* countries $226,545,000. Great Britain there­
fore takes our products f»r .beyond our 
purchases from her, and she takes most of 
our securities as well. The United States 
sells us 60 per cent, of what we buy 

, abroad, but she buys only 35 per cent, of 
what we have to sell, and she very rarely 
buys a Canadian security. This is all the 

regrettable, since the United States 
understand better than European 

countries that we cannot build railways 
and in a general way put a country in con­
dition for settlement without mortgaging 
our
gages, but the United States for the most 
part, refuses to look at them. Of late 

purchases from Great Britain have 
been mproving, and there has been a bet­
ter tendency witfi regard to our bonds in 
the United States.

ON LUMBER INDUSTRYWaterbury $ Rising ift-

The monthly meeting of the Natural 
History Society was held last evening, 
the president, Senator Ellis, in the chair.

The following articles were presented to 
the museum: A large collection of objects, 
including carved gourd vessels Swazi, 
Zulu and Baku to assegais, from Africa; a 
collection of several hundred shells and a 
living tortoise,.from Mauritius; botanical 
specimens collected, by the late R. P- 
Starr, presented by F. P. Starr; minerals 
from Ireland and polished granite from 
St. George, by Mrs. Thos. Youngclaus; 
Indian basket work,. by Miss Hoyt; 82 
Silurian fossils, by A. Gordon Leavitt; 
five examples of Passamaquoddy Indian 
baskets, by Mrs. H. If. Wilson, of Orange 
(N. Y.), and a volume to the library by 
C. J. Flewelling.

The lecturer of the evening was Prof. 
R. B. Miller, of the U. N. B., who fills 
the new chair of forestry in that insti­
tution. With the aid of views displayed 
for instruction of the audience he placed 
before them in a very practical way the 
industries of the pine forest region in 
Georgia, the tapping of the trees for resin 
and turpentine, the cutting and manu­
facture of the lumber called “hard pine” 
and which is brought here in quantities 
from the southern states.

Among the latter slides shown by Prof. 
Miller were a number showing the lum­
bering industry in New Brunswick, with 
its scenery of spruce forest white with 
snow, its lumber camps occupied by hale 
ahd sturdy young men and the numerous 
trails through the forest leading to and 
from these busy winter scenes.

Among the audience were seekers for 
additional knowledge on the subject of 
forests and their utilization, who asked 
questions of the professor which his inti­
mate acquaintance with the subject en­
abled him to answer to their satisfaction.
