LADIES' COSTUMES.

Of Tan Colored Mohair. Trimmed With
Dresden Silk.

This pretty gown is made of tan col-
ored mohair, trimmed with brown and
pink Dresden silk. The stylish basque is
adorned with novel revers of the silk on
each side of a box-plait vest, fastening
under the left rever and entirely conceal-
ing the center closing of the fitted lining.
A similar box-plait adorns the back.
Square tabs fit in one with the bodice,

fall over the skirt on each side of the
front, while a full ripple gives the most
approved finish to the back of the cos-
tume. A ribbon collar oclosing a smart
bow completes the necz. The sleeves are
of becoming leg o' mutton style. The
modish skirt is made with eight gores
and has its three back gores box-plaited.
Novelty goods, serge, cheviot, challis,
Henrietta, fancy silks, brocades, etc., can
be used for this design.

To Shrink Cotton Goods.

It is hardly safe to make up any kind
of cotton goods without shrinking, but
one dislikes to take the first shine from
the goods by washing them before mak-
ing up.

I always shrink everything, children’s
dresses, aprons, waists and my own
dresses. I flatter myself that no one can
tell by the looks that it has been done.

This is my way, and i# you do not
think it will shrink the material suffi.
clently, measure it carefully before shrink-
ing and again afterward, and prove the
fact. If your piece of goods is only afew
yards long, you may have a piece of new
muslin of about the same length, but if
not, old sheets divided down the center
can be used.

Wring the cotton cloth out of warm
water, leaving it quite wet but not drip-
ping. Spread it out flat and smooth on a
long table, and on it spread the to
be shrunk. Be careful that both cloths
are perfectly smooth, as every wrinkle
will-show; then begin to roll the two
thicknesses together, smoothing them as
you go, and continue to roll until it is
all rolled up.

This puts a dry layer of goods between
two wet ones, and, though it does not
have the same effect in looks as washing
or dipping in water, yet it has the de-
sired effect in shrinking.

Lay the roll of goods away for at least
twenty-four hours, more will not harm
it, unless the weather is very warm.

Then with a hot flat-iron, iron the
damp goods; some Kkinds look better
when ironed on the right, others on the
wrong side. One must use judgment
about it. Be sure the goods are pressed
perfectly dry. If the rolling has been
carefully done, there will be no wrinkles
to iron out, simply to dry the dampness,

It is well to have a plece of cloth al-
ways ready for the work, so I ripped up
two old sheets and sewed the ends to-
gether, making a piece of cloth ten yards
long and one yard wide, which is as
large as I ever need. If I want to use it
in shrinking a short plece of goods, I
wet as much as is needed and then wrap
the dry part around on the outside of
the roll. Z.

An Improved Night Light.

In every home it is sometimes desira-
ble to have a softened night-light, and
where there are children or invalids it is
often indispensable. The question, there-
fore, arises as to the best methods of ob-
taining a soft, rather dim light, without
the odor from a lamp that is turned low,
or tke objectionable gas.

Dainty little arrangements in the way
of ‘“fairy lamps,”’ etc., may be bought,
but many of them will offer some objec-
tionable feature, and a satisfactory and
inexpensive substitute may be con-
trived by any one. One of the best ideas
is to weight a candle so that it will float
upright in a tumbler of water. This will
last several hours and will burn until the
wick is below the surface of the water.
There will not be the least danger of it
flaring up or smoking, and when it is
burnt out it will simply fall over into the
water without giving off any objection-
able odor.

The Best Lemonade.
2 To every quart of water use three lem-
ons and the rind of one, taking care to
peel the rind very thin, using nothing
but the yellow outside. Cut this into
pleces and put with the juice and pow-
dered sugar in a covered vessel (a jug is
best), using two ounces of sugar to every
quart of water. Boil the water, then
pour over the lemon and sugar; cover,
let it cool, add ice and serve.

ON THE AUTHORITY OF MINISTERS,

The statements he had made in connec-
tion with these proposed grants had been
contradicted in the Northumberland News
and Libersl Hersld, but those who knew
him would not believe that he would be
guilty of misrepresenting the facts, His
authority for the statements he had made
was that of the Ministers of Finavce, Public
Works, Kiilways, and Militia after he aud
Senator Adame had ioterviewed them on
the subject and he felt sure that he was to
be sent back to Pirhament to see that their
promises were carried out, [applause] and he
would here say in proof of his faith in these
promises that if they were not carried out
he would not sit 1n the house, but resign
bis seat, although he had not the slightest
doubt of the good faith of the government in
the matter,

MR, ROBINSON AND THE REMEDIAL BILL.

He was asked why he had voted for the
remedial bill? What else :hould he do?
This man (Mr. Mtchell) in the late bye:
election had said on this platform that he,
as & minister of the crown, had made the

p with the people of Manitoba, and
that the legislature of Manitoba had passed
a bill which violated the compact, and, on
deolaration day Mr. Mitchell had put.it
even strunger in behalf of the people of
Manitoba, and he had blamed the late Sir
John Macdonald because he had allowed
the.minority in Manitoba to be deprived of
their rights. When he went to Ottawa and
nupbnrted the remedial bill, he was doing so
to carry out the ptomiee and undertaking
which his honorable friend, Mr. Mitchell,
had declared he had made with the minority
in that province, He eaid they had a
compact and understanding. Why then
should he not vote that it should be respect-
ed? We were boand to keep faith with
the minority, whether Catholic or Protestant,
and when he was placed in a responsible
position he felt that he was bound to do
right by all classes, He had goné to parlia-
meut unpledged on that matter; he was
free to do what in his judgment was right ;
he had listened to able men on both sides
of the House discussing the subject, but he
had not heard one lawyer in the House say
that the minority’s rights under the con-
stitation had bot been taken away. He
found, when_ the bill was brought up, that
some in the Housé were for Laurier’s aix
months hoist and some for s commission
of enquiry, but he, in view of the faots,
deemed it his duty to vote for righting the
wroog and carryiog out the compact which
one of the fathers of confederation had told
us on this platform and elsewhere had been
made with those people. [Cheers.]

WHERE IS MR. MITCHELL?

He had heard, in some places, that it was
understood Mr. Mitchell would have voted
as he did ; in others that he would not, but
he felt that there would have been just as
much justize in taking the Intercolonial
Railway from us after Confederation as in
taking the minority’s schools from them in
Manitoba—becauee 1t was in the compact.
He did not believe that he would lose a vote
for doing what he believed right and justice
demanded in that important matter. He
would ask his friends to place themselves
in his responsible position and to ask them.
selves wh t thgy would have done. He
had endeavored to do right in that matter
and believe they would have done ae he - did
had they been there. 4

THAT OLD STORY.

We were told by Mr. Mitchell and his
friends that the Government was going out.
That was an old story. Mr. Mitchell
told ue the same story in 1887. He said the
handwriting was oo the wall, but the gov-
eroment was handssmely sustained. In 1891
he was even more confident that the gov-
eroment was doomed, He told us how all
the provinces were against the government,
but it came out again triumphant and Mr,
Mitchell was beaten by 478 majority. He
blamed the Northumberland deal for that,
but there was no such deal last February
when M:. Mitchell tried it again and was
agein beaten by about the same vote. In
this election the liberal-conservative candi-
date is the same man who was so hand-
somely returned in the bye-election only a
few months ago. What had he done or left
undone that he should not be supported as,
before? Had he not acted fairly and justly
by all? Had he not always acted sv in
business as well as politics? He felt that he
had, and although this was a three-cornered
fight he would be sustained not only by a
majority ot 453 but double that number.
[Great applause.]

THE LIBERALS HAVE NO POLICY.
What platferm had the liberals? What
is their poley in reference to Manitoba?
Did they propose carryiog out their avowed
policy when the Remedial Bill was before
the house? No. We heard of no commis-
vion thep, bat Mr. Lawrier abandoned it and
moved the six months hoist. Did the
liberals propose suy trade platform; if wmo
what is it? No, they are simply driftiog in
the hope of catching votes.

THAT DEAL AGAIN,

Some of his oppovents had said ha claimed
to have sccomplished t00 much when he

was inthe local legislature, but he had 4

¥

claimed only what he did. Some of them
bad much to say about his share in the
Northumberland del but it was well for
them and the working peopl: of ths County
that that deal had been made. Had it not
been for the twenty-five cents reduction
of stumpage some of their mills might to-
day be without logs and shat dowa and
the employees idle. [Cheers)

A canvass was made in the last election
that if he went to Ottawa and desired to
apply for anything for his county, he
would be sent to the departmental clerks
and would not be able to reach the Mini-
sters, He had found it at Ottawa, in that
respect, as it was with him in Fredericton.
He could not receive more attention or be
better trested than he had been by the
Ministers. He was ‘well received by them
sud they were gratetul because he came
from Northumberland where the party at
bis back had stepped in and tarned back
the tide which had been running againss
them insome af the upper province consti-
tuencies. [Cheers.]

HE BELONGS TO THE COUNTY,

The people might rest assured shat when-
ever the interests of Northamberland were
at stake he would stani by them. It was
to their interest as well as his own that he
should do 80 ; he belonged here ; his business
was here ; the electors had always stood by
him and placed him where he had asked
them to plice him and he knew they were
going to roll up & eplendid majority for
him in this election. [cheers.]

HON. PETER MITCHELL
said that 40 odd years ago he had first
addressed the electors of the County in the
interest of the late J, M. Johneon, and from
that time till now he had always endeavor-
ed todo his duty faithfully and well,

He took up some pages of supplementary
estimates and the Apvance in which Mr.
Robinson's speech to the Liberal-Conserva-
tive nominating convention was reported,
and snid there were no such sums in the
supplementary estimates as the ADVANCE
sa d Mr. Robineon had stated he auccseded
in haviog placed there. He would give $50
to anyone who would find the sums named
lo the supplementary estimates. The fact
was the speech reported in the Apvance
was never delivered.

Mr. Smith: It was delivered,

Mr. Mitohell: Mr. Robinson said the
judges of the Privy Council of Eogland had
decided that a wrong had been done to the
minority in Manitoba, but that was not so:
Sir John A. Macdonald should not have
allowed the Greenway bill of 1870 to be
sssented to. What the Privy Council had
said was if there was & wrobg it could be
righted by the parliament of Canada.

It was true that he had said on nomina.
tion day here in February that a wroag had
beeo done to Manitoba, but if there wasa
wrong it lay at the door of the party Mr,
Robinson was supporting. He believed it
was wrong for Mr. Robinson to support the
Remedial Bill and he believed that Mani-
toba's legislature did wrong. Bow ell, when
he received the Privy Coumcil's deocision
sent a mandatory order to Manitobs, instead
of sending a concilliatory letter. He was in
favor of & commission to find out what is
right to do in the matter and when found
out to do it. The objeot of the government
party in getting up the bill: was  that it
might attach Catholics to their party,
There are sixty-six Conservatives running in
this elaction who will not support remedial
legislation and that showed Tupper’s insine
cerity. Laariet’s policy was “to find ous
what the grievance was and then remedy it,
if any existed.

The great issue of the election was the
trade policy of the two parties—whether
Canada should have a protective or a
revenue tariff, He would ask whether the
people of Nortiumberland were in favor of
free trade ag’they haveit in Eogland, or
protection ?

Mr. Mitchell here began to resd from a
campaigu pamphlet and deplored the facs
that the public debt had ncreased $114,000,.
000 in 18 years. He said the population had
not increased and after looking in vain
through the pamphlet to find the figures
on that subject he had to give it up and
like Dickens’ Mr. Toote, say it waa of ‘‘uo
consequence.” He proceeded to give the
usual figures on flour, pork, beef, poor
men’s clothing, eto,, and clsimed we had
no compensating advantages, no factofies.
It he had time hesaid he would go
figures, and he turned the leaves of the
pamphlet over and over agsir'and said he
had lost the place, He said the cost .of
producing is enhanced.

He had framed juast hwu‘lor the people
when he was a minister, but this Rovern-
ment had interfered with the rights of the
people to fish, Now we are told they are
Roing to take the pounds off the nets. We
know they have denied rights to riparian
proprietors and some say it was .to enhance
the value of the up-river tisheries in favor
of certain parties.

The enormous inorease of the debt is

Meoting of the Town Oouneil.

The first regular meeting of Chatham
Town Council was held, pursuant to notice,
in Masonic Hall, (upper room) on Monday.
The hoar named for the meetiog was seven
o'clock, but it was half past seven before
proceedings began, owing to the tardineds
of certain of the members.

Mayor Benson, on taking the chair, called
upon John Shitreff, Esq., Clerk pro tem and
Returning Officer, who submitted the
returns of the election of Mayor and Alder-
men held on Tuesday, 2nd inst. Mr.
Shirreff also read and submitted the oaths of
office of the Mayor and Councillors eleet

.- Mr. Shirreff also read the demsnds
of Jas, F. Maher and F. E. Neale
respectively for an investigation of the
matter of the election of the Mayor, the
former in the interest of Hon, J. B. Snow-
ball and the latter in that of Dr. Benson:
The grounds of each wers as already stated
in the, ADVANCE.

Mr. Shirreff finally fianded over the poll
books of the several wards and said the
ballot boxes were still in his possessien,
subject to the order of the Council.

Mayor Beanson said that in addision to
what the Sheriff had submitted he had been
served with a docament from the Chief
Justice of the Supreme Court requiring him
to show cause next November why he ocou-
pied the Mayor's chair. He had thought it
proper to bring the matter before the Coun-
cil 8> that they might know the position in
which they were placed in regard toit. On
receiving the notice he thought it best to get
legal advice on the subject and got Mr.
W. C. Winelow to visit St. John in reference
to it. From him he learned that until the
Court, at which he was to appear met, the
Council might proceed with the business of
the Town and that its traosactions would
be valid, however the matter, so far as he
might be affected, was determiaed. Mayor
Benson referred also to the other proceedings,
quoting from the Towns Incorporation Act
to show the procedure, etc. and announced
the Council ready for business.

Alderman Nicol said that before going any
further in these matters it would be weli to
have a clerk or secretary to take down the
business of the Councii. It had been a
matter, perhaps, of question as t& whether
the Council should appoint one officer or
two—that is whether they should appuint a
person who would act as Treasurer; who
under the Act would be a Collector of Taxes,
and a Town Clerk as well, or a Towa Clerk
and Treasurer separately, the Town Clerk
acting as Secretiry to the meetings, There
was, perhaps, a little ambiguity in the law
in regard to this matter. He then proceeded
to show, by reading from sections of the act
that both a Town Clerk and Treasurér were
contemplited. He moved, seconded by
Aldermen Loggie that- Mr. Wm, T. Connors
be appointed Town Clerk at a salary of
$100 per annuay.

Alderman Whatt nominated Mr. John
Fotheringham, an\l the Mayor was about to
put the second nqﬁnination as an amendment
to a motion, whén one of the aldermen
suggested that the amendment hadn’t been
seconded. The npmination of Mr, Connors
was then put and ‘carried, Ald, Watt alone
disgenting

Mr, Connors not being presént ~ Ald.
Bennett, by request acted as Clerk pro tem,

Ald. Mardoch said the next officer to be
appointed would be °a Treasurer.  He re-
ferred to Mr. Wm. Johnston’s efficiency as
Cullector in the past and nominated him as

| Treasurer, at a ealary of $400.00 per year

exclusive of the amount to be paid for his
guarantee bond, the salary to be paid from
the 1st day of April 1897.

Ald. Coleman seconded the nomination.

Ald. Nicol said he understood that there
were several applications in the Mayor's
hands and it might be well to have them
considered. :

The Mayor said he had applications from
the following :—Messrs. Alex. Leishman,

John Fotheringham, E. E. Blair, W. C.

Winslow and M. 8. Benson,

Ald. Loggie said he would like to know
what the Council considered to be the duties
of the Treasurer. Was it supposed that he
would give his entire time to the work of
assisting the Mayor, as well as collecting
the taxes. Iun all towns of this size he
understood that the Receiver of Taxes was,
in & way, the citizens’ servant, supposed to
be in the office in business hours, and to
hear matters in regard t» the town and lay
them before the Mayor, who would bring
them before the Couaci!. He thought it
was hardly fair to expect the Mayor to give
all of his time to these details. As he (Ald.
Loggie) understood it the duties of the
Treasarer were to give his entire time to
the work involved in the general interest of
the Town, collecting the taxee, etc. If
these were not to be his duties, it might be
worth while to consider other applications
which were before the Council.

Ald. Bennett said the Towns Incorpora.
tion Act defined the duties of the Treasurer
and Receiver of Taxes, which “were to see
that the taxes were collected, to receive and
account for them, receive fees and fines, pay
out moneye on the order of the Mayor and
countersigned by the clerk, keep the
accounts, etc. The Council was also em-
powered to make bye-lawa more particularly
defining his duties. The Treasurer, for this
year, was accountable to tho Municipality
for the taxee he collected and which were
payable to the County Treasurer, which was
the reason why the payment of his salary as
Treasurer of the Town was, under the
motion nominating bim, made to begin on
Apl. 1st, 1897; although, in the meantime
the Oouncil would doubtless pay him fairly
for such services as he might render.

The question on Mr. Johnston’s nomina-
tion was then put and he was elected.

Alderman Nicol said the matter of the
Treasarer’s remuneration between the
preseat time and Apl. '97 could be left in
abeyance for the present,

Alderman Watt moved that Mr. W.C.
Winslow be heard in reference to the guo
warrantv, on behalf of the Mayor.

Ald. Bennett said that as he understood
this matter the resolation of his colleague
for Queen’s Ward related to the hearing
of Mr. Winslow by the Council upona
certain order issued by the Chief Justice
of the Suprems Court of New Brunswick,
calling upon J. B. Benson to show cause
why information in the nature of a quo
warrgnto should not be issued against
him. With that the Council had nothing
to do; against the Council, as such, no
action had been taken. He did not care
whether his worship had consulted Mr.
Wiaslow or not. Any ordinary lawyer,
reading that order of the Chief Justice,
would know what it meant and under-

‘the Bank of the sitnation,

stand it. He understood Mr. Winslow
went to St. John before the order had
been served, without knowledge of its
contents or the grounds on which it had
been granted. What had the Council to
do with Mr. Winslow that they should
hear him at this Board? The Chief Jus-
tice had geen fit, in the exercise of the
discretion with which he was charged by
law, to grayt this order upon the sworn
affidavits, he understood, of J. B. Snow-
ball, Jas. . Maher and Geo. E. Fisher.
This was yjot hearsay, this was not a dis-
torted nor mangled account of the elec-
tiou proceedings, but the sworn testimony
of these gentlemen; and againat this they
were asked to hear Mr. Winslow state
what counsel in St. John have declared
to be the law upon statements not made
under_ oath—a mangled and distorted
statement of facts, hat right had the
Council to hear this borrowed law? [Ap-
plause.] What had they to do with the
private affairs and law-suits of the Mayor
or with those of Senator Snowball? This
might be a ruse to make the Town pay
for the legal advice obtained by Mr.
Winslow. When we waut legal advice,
let us pass a resolution to that effect, and
pay forit. [Applause.]

Ald. Nicol, who had seconded Ald.
Watt's motion, here withdrew his support
from it, saying he understood it refarred
to the recount proceedings.

Ald. Watt asked 1f nobody would stand
by the Mayor?

Ald. England seconded Ald. Watt's
motion.

Ald, Bennett continued his remarks and
maid they had better have no council if
outsiders are to run about looking for
trouble forit and shen come here and
take charge of the affairs of the Town.
