I wish „to emphasize the fact that 
milch cows should be kept separate 
from other domestic animals, both 
in the stable and pasture, 
not a matter of sentiment, but of 
practical business, as by thus doing 
more and better milk will be obtain­
ed. Too often when a cow stable is 
constructed, no other provision ,is 
made for the shelter of calves, horses, 
and perhaps pigs I I have even seen 
hens roosting on the poor cow’s backs. 
What can you expect from such a 
medley f Well, all the other animals 
and fowls will probably do well ex­
cept the milch cattle.

In the first place the bleating of 
young calves distresses their mothers, 
and cause the milk flow to become 
erratic. They should be kept in an­
other building, entirely separate from 
the cow stable, out of sight and 
sound. The smell of horses and pigs 
in the same apartment is particularly 
obnoxious to coyrô, while the danger

mediately after it was seen that the 
Anglo-Boer war was going to be a 
much longer rind more tedious affair 
than was first reckoned on was the 
mortgage she established over Persia, 
followed by the movement of troops 
to the Afghan frontier on the road 
leading to Herat. The next was the 
concession from the Turkish Govern­
ment giving Russia the monopoly of 
railway construction in Eastern Asia 
Minor which virtually converts the 
great plateau of Armenia into a Rus­
sian sphere of influence. Simultane­
ously with the negotiations that give 
her this foothold in the regions over­
looking the low lands of Mesopotamia 
and facing the German sphere in An­
atolia, Russia, acquired a lien on Bul­
garia in return for a small loan; she 
obtained the use of the important har­
bor of Bourgas on the Black Sea, 
which Ls connected by railway with 
Sofia, the capital and the Servian 
and Macedonian railways; and lhe 
Bulgarian army becomes again the ad­
vance guard of Russia in the Balkan 
Peninsula. These are her gains in

lations witliNJapan. The first of these 
concessions is\the right to build a 
railway from, Kiahhta, the Siberian 
customs frontier station, south of 
Lake Baikal, to Kalgan, on the great 
wall of China northwest of Pekin. The 
obstacles to the construction of this 
road through eastern Mongolia, are 
nothing compared to those presented 
by the country through which the 
Manchurian railway passes to Port 
Arthur and Vladivostock.

ITS STRATEGIC ADVANTAGE 
is also greater, as it is so far remov­
ed from the coast that the chance of 
its being interrupted by an enemy for­
eign to China and Russia is reduced to 
a minimum.

A young dairy friend of mine once 
made the sad mistake ot putting his 
calves and pigs in the same enclosure. 
He suppoaed that by so doing he was 
killing two birds with one stone, but 
the result was most disappointing. 
The calves were soon taken with the 
scours, and he had some most valuable 
young heifer ones too, and despite ex­
tra slopping with milk and rations ot 
oil meal, they drooped and constant­
ly declined. Then he placed them 
in a pasture tar removed from the 
swine, and they soon began to re­
cuperate, However, what waa lost 
at the beginning waa never fully re­
gained that season so you see how 
costly the experience was.

Cows naturally are fastidious 
about the water t hey drink and 
they should not be compelled to fre­
quent a watering place used in com­
mon by other domestic animals. t 
consider that the purity and abund­
ance of the water supply has aa much 
to do with assuring dairy aucoeaa aa 
does the quality and amount ot food 
given to the cows. If you possess any 
dairy interests at all, do not let the 
rights and privileges of the milch cat­
tle be in any manner Infringed upon. 
Do not let other stock crowd upon 
them either In the stable or pasture, 
as It cannot be allowed without seri­
ous detriment to your milk yield.

THE USE OF LIGHTNING RODS.
While a good many farmers consid­

er lightning rods s delusion and a 
snare, yet the Investigations of scion- ' 
lists prove that when properly put up 
and grounded they are ot great pro­
tection to buildings. The beat rods 
are made of copper, aluminum or 
brass, but copper is generally used. It 
is cheeper and the best conductor.
Aluminum la also a good conductor 
and the low price at whieh It la pro­
duced compared with a few years ago 
seems destined to bring it into favor 
tor this purpose.

The beat form of rod is that of a 
ribbon, say l-в of an Inch thick by 
3-t or 1 Inch wide. In redding a 
building the points should be not over 
40 ft. apart and stand 0 ft. above the 
roof. They should be connected 
along the -ridge and the rods run to 
the ground on each end of the build* 
ing. Sharp turns must be avoided In 
erecting a conductor, for electrical 
charges prefer to go In a straight line 
through the air rather than turn 
corners. The rods can be raised 
above the root and away from the 
building by glass or porcelain Insula­
tors,

United States (Congress) has made 
another comparatively large grant this 
year for the artificial propagation of 
lobsters. Although this work has been 
carried on for six years those engaged 
in it are not yet certain as to the re­
sults, although they are satisfied that 
much in the way of restocking waters 
that have been almost depleted has been 
accomplished. It is very easy to hatch 
the ova and the young will live in any 
kind of sea water—harbor or other— 
but they are hardly forty-eight hours 
old before they begin to devour each 
other, preferring this mode of feeding 
to any other. They are also subject to 
epidemics which destroy them by 
wholesale. The best way of distribut­
ing is to dump them over ocean shoals 
so that they will separate as much as 
possible before teaching bottom.

That is where bearded Boers need to 
stroll about the great елгор, noting the ar­
rival of the horses aod moles, watching the 
stocking of the sheds with harnesses, bridles 
and saddles, counting the boxes of ammuni­
tion and the hillock heaps of bosonic boxes. 
They said they had come to see if we wanted 
any potatoes or botter, or would not like to 
pay them twenty-five pounds each for a five 
pound horse. All day long they need to 
helio what we were doing, or ride to the 
nearest rebel headquarters and report more 
in detail.

Only Heaven, good look and Boer coward­
ice ever saved to us De Aar and its million 
pounds’ worth of stores.

In time we organised armies, and to go 
with them we formed oor transport services. 
We hired carte and men from the oonntry 
around ns ; negroes to drive, and any sort 
of white men that happened along to serve 
as conductor*. In Natal, it is fair to sup­
pose that we salaried few traitors and spies 
in this way, because it is said that on that 
aide Englishmen are all English, Scotchmen 
are all Scotch and all white men are white. 
It ie different in the three-quarters Dutch 
towns of the Colony, and if many of our 
transport men were not in sympathy with 
the Boers, it was due to oar good lack more 
than good management.

The Chinese Slsnghters.
London, July 13. —A news agency report 

says that an official message received in 
London states that all foreigners in Pekin 
were murdered on July 6.

The Shsngbei correspondent of the Ex­
press gives the text of a long edict of Prince 
Tnsn, dated June 29 and addressed to the 
Chinese Ambassadors, which the Express 
declares is identical with the message from 
Emperor Kwaog Hsu, mentioned by the 
Shanghai correspondent of the Daily Mail, 
and with the Chinese edict published in 
Washington. The Express considers that 
the edict proves that Prince Tain’s party is 
making no attempt to disguise the fact that 
She worst that coo Id be anticipated has 
happened. Tbs edict contains the following 
paragraphs :

“The anger of onr people knows no 
bounds. They could not be restrained. The 
task of guarding the Legations, which 
before was difficult, was made impossible.’

Elsewhere, referring to the desire to 
protect the Legation still unharmed, it 
■aye:

“If it is impossible for ns to continue 
this protection, let it be presented to the 
Powers that we most be held blameless, for 
the anger of oor people grows with the 
rising of each son that sees more and yet 
more foreigners and soldiers coming to 
overrun and lay waste onr country and 
slay our people.”

The correspondent says the edict ia in­
tended to pave the way for a final l.fting of 
the veil over the recent history of Pekin.

St. Petersburg, July 11, via Paris, July 
13. —The Cxar has received with great 
emotion the dreadful particulars of the 
tragic catastrophe at Pekin. Tears conrsad 
down hie mtjeAy’e cheeks as he read the 
cablegram from Admiral Alexitff, лі Port 
Arthur, ooc firming the horrible details of 

inatioo of M. DtGiers, which 
merely in the form of a rumor had already 
reached Russia. The admiral dec laies that 
the Russian envoy wee dragged through the 
streets by the Boxers, insulted, beaten and 
tortured aod then thrown into a great kettle 
and boiled to death. Then his remains 
were thrown to the doge. When M DeGiera 
was disposed of the fanatic mob daneed 
around tho cauldron.

Madame DeG.era, Admiral Alexieff a 
advices declare, suffered a fate worse than 
death, aod was beaten and tortured with 
ahirp sticks until life was extinct.

The legation officials are aaid to have been 
loitered fiendishly until death ended their 
sufferings. M. DeGiera aod hia legation 
officials resisted desperately and his brave 
bodyguard killed many of the attacking 
mob. In the midst of hia torturée the envoy 
is said heroically to have proclaimed hie 
faith in Christianity, encouraged by those 
who so toon shared hia martyrdom.

The announcement of this intelligence to 
the relatives of the Russian martyre in China 
was accompanied by heartrending scenes. 
Count Lamadorff received the friends of the 
murdered ones at the Foreign office aod un­
folded to them the trsgio news. The eceoee 
of frenzied terror and grief that followed 
were unspeakable. The building ot the 
Foreign office was besieged by an excited 
throng and the whole of St. Petersburg ia 
fall of lamentation. Immediately upon the 
receipt of Admiral Alexieff1* repott the 
Cxsr ordered the cabinet and council of 
state to go into session at once.

.

best of all the South African war 
correspondents and represents the 
London Daily Mail which ia free from 
all war office entanglements and influ­
ences, writes a letter which is very 
suggestive in regaad to the causes of the 
Boer victories which have cost so much 
lose of valuable life and property in the 
campaign and dimmed the lustre of 
British prestige The latter part of his 
letter deals with phas-ч of disloyalty, not 
oi ly to the country «t<d British institu­
tions but also to tl «• e who trust and 
employ needy eeeke * for woik, who 
“deal treacherously with the hands that 
feed them.” Julian Ralph’s story is as 
follows :—

The lights of the crowded and busy hotel 
bathed the broad stoop where forty men and 
women in evening drees chatted over iced 
beverages and burning tobacco.

The great windows of the drawing room 
flung out the strongest radiance, and behind 
them a small company listened to a spirited 
ballad by the moat musical of the guests.

Beyond the stoop the hotel lights and the 
paler gleaming of the moon melted together 
among the ehrnbe and small trees of the 
semi-tropical garden where deep shadows 
chequered the yellow driveways and the 
paths.

This was in Cape Town—a fair and entic­
ing corner in a shabby, dusty city ; a corner 
all loveliness where the sinister shadow of 
rebellion and but half-suppressed treason 
marks every moral aspect.

At once the farmers and the shop and 
hotel keepers came forward and aaid : “We 
sre so glad yon have come, adding always 
that they were English or pro-English. 
They always eeid that the Boers had been 
very kind and juat and bad taken nothing, 
hot that the Tommies, oh, my ! Fruit end 
fowls and forage had been etokn right and 
left—aod who wee to pay the bills ! We 
promised to pey, and we bought their pro­
duce, rented their houses, took rooms in their 
taverns, aod always had them hanging 
about listening, questioning, watching. The 
longer we resisted, the more onr suspicions 
were aroused. Lights ia the booses of our 
new friends were flashed toward the 
Boers at night, mounted men dashed 
away when we approached some houses. 
Boers swam the river, to aod from other* of 
the cottages hellos flashed on distant hilla ; 
negroes earns in and gave themselves np to 
loaf about for a day—and disappear 1

We enriched everybody, treated every 
man aa if he was aa guile leas as ourtelves, 
and hampered no one with distrust—exoept 
the correspondents of the London news­
papers. In return we got worthless infor­
mation and maps and lisa about the Boers.

We were ringed sroond by a circle of 
sleepless eyes. We never made a more hot 
what we saw that the Boers were aware of 
and prepared for it.

To fight so invisible enemy was terribly 
wearying, but to feel as if the very air we 
breathed was a conductor of intelligence to 
that enemy, waa too uncanny for words. 
Oooe a colonel begged of his general to allow 
him to do a pretty stroke “on his own.” He 
wanted to make a night attack on a certain 
kopje.

“You m%y,” aaid the general, “if yon tell 
all the officers precisely what you are doing 
and also make it known to the colonel* 
whose regiment* are on either aide of yours.”

The colonel in question made the move 
without ever taking a eon’, except his general, 
into hia confidence. He trapped, encircled, 
(Killed) and hia command suffered awful 
slaughter. Said one of the Boers who helped 
to remove the dead.

Messrs. F. W. Hodson, Dominion Live 
Stock Commissioner, Ottawa ; E. B. Eldst- 
kin, President of the Msritime Stock Breed­
ers Association. Amherst, N. S., and VV. W. 
Hubbard, of Sussex, secretary of the same 
association and editor of the Co-operative 
Farmer, visited Chatham on Monday after­
noon for the purpose of addressing the 
farmere of this district at the Johnston 
•choolhouse, Napan, that evening. They 
were accompanied by Mr. S. J. Goodliffe, of 
Cambridge, England, a young gentleman who 
contemplates settling in Canada and was 
induced by Mr. Hickman, New Brunswick’s 
special agent now in the mother country on 
a lecturing tour, to come to this province 
and judge for himself aa to ite attractions 
for settlers of the better class.

The party drove first to the new creamery 
that is having the finishing work put on it, 
and had a look over it. The structure is 
bsing built under contract by Mr. VVm. 
Scott, of Chatham, who is making a 
thoroughly good job of it. There i« a main 
building, about 24x60 ft. with 16 ft. post, 
and at the weet side there will be an ex­
terior boiler room. The visitors found the 
outside and in tide work practically com­
pleted, with exception of the boiler room. 
The engine and boiler are placed and the 
smoke stack was being put in its piece on 
Monday evening. The dairying plant ie 
from the C. Richardson establishment, St. 
Mary’s, Ont., and is about all in place. It 
includes a Pasteurizer, a fact which was the 
subject of very favorable comment by the 
visitors, who pronouuoed the whole outfit 
first class in every particular, and the 
creamery a thoroughly up-to-date one. Ite 
principal divisions are the “Make” room, 
23x25 ft., where nearly all the different ma­
chine» for nee in the processes of converting 
milk into butter are placed ; the cold storage 
room, about 9x18 divided into two compart­
ments, and the ice-house, 14x25. All the 
work is being done under the direction and 
inspection of Mr. C> raque Daigle, and it is 
expected that the establishment will be in 
working Older by Monday next, 23id inat.

In connection with the creamery, a ekim- 
•ming station i* to be established at Blink 
River, to enable the farmers of that thriving 
section of the county to dispose of their milk 
to a Wantage. This undertaking will render 
the success of the creamery donbly sure.

The outfit of the creamery, which is being 
put in by Mr. Richardson, junior, of St. 
Msrys, Out., consists of a Brantforv jrizon- 
ta!15 h. p. boiler and 15 h. p. engine, the Ut­
ter specially made for creameries by the Rich­
ardson Company. The Creamery Company 
was advised to get a 10 h. p. bojler and 
engine, but they wisely ordered for 50% 
more power. The other items of the plant 
are a trunk churn of 400 lbs. capacity ; a 
butter worker—the National ; a milk vat ; 
a Pasteurizer ; a Reid Separator ; a Babcock 
tester, etc.

MR. GOODLIFFE.

MR HODSON.
Mr. Hodson, who was well received refer- 

ed at some length to h e work in Outario in 
the way of encouraging improvement of live 
stock, securing enlarged and better facilities 
for its tbipment aud transportation by rail­
ways, the reduction of railway rates on it 
by one half and in some cases three quartets 
—and the extension of his operations, under 
4)ntaiio goverment auspices Into Manitoba, 
the Territories snd British Columbia,until it 
was determined, because of the iuterprovio- 
oial character it had assumed, to make of it 
a branch of the bomiuivn Agricultural 
Department. Under the changed conditions 
he could, if required, spend a quarter of the 
time given by him £o ptomotion of similar 
work in the maritime provinces.

'* He endorsed all that Mr. Elderkin had 
said of the capabilities of this part of Can­
ada, and the maritime provinces generally 
for stock-raising, cr.inmen'ed on the nearness 
of the lsige maiketa, as compared with 
Ontario and mere western pioviuces aud 
said that he had Іксії particulaily impressed 
with the pasturing advantages here. In 
Ontario they were obi ged to keep their 
cattle up and feed them practically from the 
eud of September until the 10 h of June. At 
the eud of June their pastures were growing 
diy aud they had to feed from silos from 
about the middle of July. Here, the con­
ditions were vastly more fovorable in this 
respect for stock-raising.

Mr. Hodson next addressed himself to the 
subject of organization amongst firmer*, 
which he said was the kty to eucoese. Nine 
yeaie ago they staitei their live st< ck associ­
ations in Onturio.They had that year only fif­
teen members and an income of $15. Last year 
they had an income of 87,000 and this year 
It would be $8,000. Theae associations wers 
of great vtlue in disseminating information 
and keeping records of animtls. He spoke 
of the value of pure bred sires in eatabl shing 
good herds for milking or beef purposes ; it 
was a f.ilUcy to change breeds—get a good 
breed and stick to it. The male ie half the 
herd ; if you can’t hffurd to keep a good one, 
induce your neighbor to join with yon in 
procuring and keeping him.

Mr. Hodson gave an account of the work 
done by the associations in publishing and 
dietributiog pamphlets givingiufornutioo on 
various subject*, getting low rates on rail­
ways ; having objectionable quarantine 
regulation» relaxed, and gave illustrations of 
the benefit derived from all these in the 
developement of the cattle trade. Passing 
on he dealt with the subject of cattle shows 
and the improvement and benefits effected 
by securing competent judges in the place of 
those who formel ly did the work w ithout 
proper qualifications. He gave intereatiug 
facts connected with the different systems

Dominion equally and permitted him to 
say that ho wae4eady to give three months 
of his time to the Maritime Provinces. He 
would come when asked and wanted by the 
farmers and live stock men to assist them in 
any way he could. He was acting in accord 
with the provincial g ivernmeot-, and the 
only way that progress could be made and 
the best results obtained was by all working 
together with the farmers. [Applause.]

MR. HUBBARD.

Mr. W. W. Hubbard, being next called 
to speak, expressed his pie sure over the 
privilege of coming again to Napan and 
addressing its farmers, especially under 
present favorable circunutiucea. After re­
ferring to Messrs. Hudson aud Elderkin aud 
their work, he congratulated Napan on its 
creamery enterprise ; they had not jumped at 
it but gone at it deliberately and infcelligent'y 
and could not help succeeding. They muet 
remember the importance of organization and 
cooperation and everybody must assist in 
the establishing ot the enterprise ; the ini'k 
wagons must not pass any door. The cus­
tomers in Chatham of the present private 
dairies will.no doubt, patronise the c eame-y 
and those now sailing their butter in Chat­
ham will find they can do „better with their 
milk than by continuing to make butter at 
home. They may lose a few cents the fiist 
year, but it will pay in the eud. Tne gov­
ernment will supply expert aid free, and 
there will be a great development of farming 
enterprise and improvement of the cattle 
kept in the district. He referied to milk

it is recorded that in two cities the 
inhabitants died at the rate of 1,200 
a day, and in the rural districts hu­
man beings perished by villages.

By the three great families of 1860, 
1866, and 1869 in the Northwest Prov­
inces, Orissa and Rajputana, three 
millions of people are said to have 
been swept away, in the 1866 the fam­
ished wretches again resorted to can­
nibalism.

Bengal was again visited by a fam­
ine in 1873, when 3,900,000 people 
ceived daily relief at a cost to the 
Government of $32,500,000, and to 
private charity of $1,140,000. On this 
occasion the previous opening up of 
the coùntry by roads and railways, 
as well as the relief efforts, were suc­
cessful in holding the grim scourge 
at bay, so that few actually perished.

From 1876 to 1878 the provinces of 
Bombay, Madras and Mysore 
swept by famine and pestilence that 
almost equalled the disaster of 
tury before, 
ernment of $35,000,000, 1,500,000 peo­
ple were temporarily relieved; but 
that this sufficed little is demonstrat­
ed by the fact that in one district 
of 2,129,000 people, 570,000 are supposed 
to have perished.

From the subsequent epidemic of 
cholera, the deaths were returned at 
357,000 for Madras, 58,000 for Mysore 
and 57,000 for Bombay. In all, during 
this period, the Famine Commission­
ers reported that in the provinces un­
der British administration out of a 
population 
deaths took place in excess of what 
might have been looked for during 
the same period in ordinary seasons.

IN THE YEAR 1897 
famine once more raised its head in 
the northwest provinces, threatening 
a population of 80,000,000. By Octo­
ber, 1897, the total cost of relief had 
reached $50,000,000; but yet many 
hundreds of thousands perished. The 
disaster was quickly followed by the 
plague, which had a death roll in the 
Province of Bombay of 100,000; to be 
in turn succeeded by the present fam­
ine.

1770 until 1879, India has been visited 
in different parts by no less than 
thirty-one famines, with a loss to 
human life directly and indirectly of 
27,000,000. A glance at the map of 
India will show the enormous extent 
of territory subject to these visita­
tions. With the exception of the 
strip of coast beneath the mountains 
from Bombay to Cape Cormorin, the 
greater part of the provinces of As­
sam and Burmah, together with the 
deltaic districts at the head of the 
Bay of Bengal, the rest of the penin­
sula is liable to drought and conse­
quent famine, with 40,000,000 people at 
all times on the verge of starvation.

In spite of the vast sums expended 
upon irrigation works, and the gen­
eral development of the country un­
der British auspices, the hopelessness 
of the situation was expressed by an 
eminent Anglo-Indian authority, who 
said that no compensating in­
fluences can prevent these recurring 
periods of continuous drought with 
which large provinces of India are af­
flicted. Waterworks on a scale ade­
quate to guarantee the whole of In­
dia from drought not only exceed the 
possibilities of fiance, but are beyond 
the reach of engineering skill.
