FRENCH CABINET DISCUSSES
THE MOROCCAN QUESTION

Special Session Held at]

Which 1t Was Decided
That Prompt Action Must
be Taken for the Pro-
tection of Europeans

PARIS, Aug. 1.—An extraordinary
meeting of the cabinet to discuss the
Moroccan situation was held this after-
noon. Foreign Minister Pichon express-
ed himself in favor of immediate en-
ergetic action by France to secure re-
paration for the murder of Europeans
at the Casa Blanca and to insure the
safety of Europeans still there. France
and Spain were charged by the Alger-
ciras agreement to act together in the
matter of policing Casa Blanca. M.
Pichon adopted as first step proposing
to Spain the immediate sending of
France and Spain’s troops at the scene
of the massacre. French newspapers,
except the Socialist journals are unan-
imous in demanding that the govern-
ment take decisive steps to enforce
respect of France in Morocco.

Some newspapers express the opinion
that Germany will not stand in the way
and think the time is ripe to abandon
M. Delcasses policy of “patriotic petra-
tion,” which they contend has served
only to arouse the hatred of the Mor-
occans for the French, and march
straight to Fez.

La Republique Francaise says
that unless the head of
Mzelandin Pasha, the governor
of Casa Blanca is obtained, a holy war
is likely to be precipitated and that
this would further anger them,

BETTER FINANGIAL
~ ARRANGEMENTS
WITH MEXICO

Prominent Banker is Now on an Important
Mission to Upper Ganada.

e ——————

MONTREAL, Aug, 2—It is learned
from reliable . financial sources that
the visit of Mr. Eugene C. Creel, Mex-
ican ambassador to the United States,
who has been ir. the city for the last
three days and who left yesterday for
Ottawa in order to° discuss with Sir
Wilfrid Laurier some important devel-
opments in connection with the rela-
tions of the Dominion and the great
isthmian republic, was of very great
financial significance.

It is of course well known that a
large amount of Canzdian capital has
been invested in -Mexican enterprises,
and Mr. Creel, who has been ambas-
sador at Washington since ihe begin-
ning of the present year, has, during
the principal pait of his life, been
closely associated with Mexican banks
and .railways. He is at the present
time president of the Central Bank of
Mexico, president of the Miners Bank
of Chihiuahua, president of the Mer-
cantile Bank of Monterey, president of
the Bank of Cuava Janisto, as well as
president -and vice president of two
important railways. His visit has had
mainly for its object the effecting of
alliances between the banks of which
he is the centrolling spirit in Mexico
and the principal banking institutions
of Canada. The object of this alliance
is a freer inflow of capital from Can-
ada to Mexico.

Just what alllance may be effected it
is impossible to say. as yet, but Mr.
Creel had conferenccs with the heads
of the Bank of Montreal, the Bank of
Commerce and other financial institu-
tions. These were of a strictly confi-
dential charaeter but it is Dbelieved in
well informed quarters that they will
be followed by action of an important
character,

WINNIPEG ‘PAPERS - BROP
* THE ASSOGIATED PRESS

Bicause of the Ex‘ortienate Charges Made
by the C. P. R. Telsgraph Co.

MONTREAL, Aug. 2—Beginning with
last night all the Winnipeg papers have
abandoned the Associated Press news
service, as the C. P. R. charges have
become so high that they could no
longer pay the telegraph tolls demand-

ed. Beginning with August Ist the
company jumped the previously very
high rate just one hundred per cent.,'
making it 4 1-2 times the rate charged
any paper in Toronto. Rather than
submit to the extortion the papers have
abandoned the service.

MATE SUPPORTS THE
CAPTAIN'S EVIDENGE

R ]

In the Enquiry Into the Wan-
drian Wreck

Mate Campbell Was Running the Donkey
Engine and Did Not See Much
That Was Taking Place.

The investigation into the exuse of
the stranding of the schooner Wan-
drian, which went 'ashore at Little
River, Me., on December 27th last, was
resumed before acting wreck commis-
sioner Capt. J. J. Lilley at 10.30 o’clock
this morning. ‘When adjournment was
made yesterday, Capt. Card, who was
master of the wrecked vessel, was be-
ing examined and he was recalled this
morning. He stated that his course
was east by south when the schooner
went ashore. After pointing out his
course on a chart, the captain’s evi-
dence was complete. The other witness
examined was George Campbell of
Walton, N. S.,, who was second mate
on the Wandrian. He stated that  he
has had considerable experience in
deep sea sailing. He was in the room
where the hoisting engine is kept when
the vessel was drifting towards shore
and when the anchor was tripped. He

heard. Capt. Card shout to the crew to :

put the port anchor down. The witness
could not state whether the captain’s
order was carried out at once. The an-
chor had been tripped about fifteen
minutes when the vessel struck the
shore. The witness corroborated Capt.
Card’s evidence in nearly every par-
ticular, He stated that the captain
had only been ashore once at Little
River, and then only stayed about
half an hour. Mr. Campbell said that
previous td the grounding of the ves-
sel, he had not noticed that the schoon-
er had suffered a strain. In reply to F.
R. Taylor, appearing for the under-
writers, the witness said that the
Wandrian was leaking some. It was
necessary to have the pumps worked
for about fifteen minutes every two

" hours. He considered the Wandrian to

be a seaworthy wvessel. The witness
did not see all that happened on the
schconer when she was drifting
ashore as he was kept busy in the en-
gine room running the donkey engine
which was uséd in hoisting the span-
ker sail. He knew that there was con-
siderable excitement on board. When
the Wandrian struck the shore she
laid with starboard side on. As far as
he knew there were no rocks near
where the vessel lay.

The witness hardly thougkt that the
port anchor caught on the rail of the
vessel when it was being lowered. He

JAPANESE TROGPS IN
CONTROL AT SEOUL

oot

SEOUL, (11 a..m.), Aug. 2. — At 6
o'clock a battalion of Korean soldiers,
resenting digbandonment at given sig-
ral, attacked ,three mounted Japanese
officers who had arrived at Little West
Gate Barracks to demand the surren-
der of their munitions.

Two of the officers escaped on horse-
hack, the third fell from his horse and
escaped afoot, when the firing began,
and the Koreans sallied out of Little
West Gate into the street, but were
forced to retire under a Japanese fire
fromthe Tower Gate. General Okaziki
ordered out reinforcements at 10.30
o’clock and the Barracks and the ad-
jeining buildings were invested. There
was continuous shovoting also from the
machine guns of the Japanese. The
Japanese took possession of the city,
having been under artillery guard since
midnight, and' troops and machine
guns are stationed in all the streets.
General Okaziki belleves that he has
ample troops to control the situation.
The other three Korean garrisons have
not yet mutinied. The invested quar-
ter is adjoining the Consulate quarter,
which is protected by a strong cordon
of Japanese troops.

HEARING IN THE CASE
AGAINST FERRISH WOMAN

Who [Is Charged With Stealing $400
from Wm. Lounsbury—Direct
Gonfradictions

The case against Mamie Ferrish
charged with keeping a house of ill-
fame on Sheffield street, and with
stealing $400 from William Lounsbury,
of Bath, Me, and Mary Degan,
being an inmate of the Ferrish house,
was commenced this' morning. Daniel
Mullin, K. C., appeared for the Ferrish
woman. . e b

Policeman Belyea gave evidence tha
he met Lounsbury on :Britain  street
about 5.30  o’clock' Wednesday after:
noon and he said he lost some money.
They went to Sheffleld street where
the Ferrish woman’s house was pointed
out. Lounsbury pointed Mamie Ferrish
as the woman who stole his money.
The woman denied having the money,
went up stairs, locked her bed room
door, went through a window on to the
roof of another house, and was found
later hiding under a bed in the next
house. The Ferrish woman bears a
bad reputation.

Policeman Scott gave evidence of
meeting Lounsbury. In company with
Officer Belyea he went to Sheffleld St.
and arrested Mamie Ferrish. A safety
pin that had been securing Lounsbury’s
money in his pocket was found in
the Ferrish woman’s room. While in
the room Lounsbury said he felt the
woman’s hand in his pocket and ac-
cussed her of stealing his money. She
ran out of the room. He made a grab
at her and clutched a pocketbook
which he thought at first was his, but
found it later to be the woman’s and
empty.

To Mr. Mullin, witness said he heard
that the woman was married to Joha
Brady.

Wm. Lounsbury, the victiin, took the
stand, and said he arrived in the city
on the morning train, and while roam-
ing about the city drifted on to Shef-
field street where he was invited into
He had a
pocketbook containing $400. He felt
her hand at his pocket and then ac-
cused the woman of stealing his money.
The room was dark, and as the Ferrish
woman rushed from the room he saw
a pocket book in her hand which he

was sure that the weather was calm:grabbed. He discovered it was not his

book. When the wonien were arrested
Mary Degan told him that the Ferrish
woman stole his pocket book and gave
it to a woman who lives across the
street. :

Mary Degan was called as a witness
and said that when she first saw the
man Lounsbury she was scrubbing the
floor and ‘he treated her and Mrs.
Brady (nee Ferrish) to a drink of
whiskey out of a flask. She knew noth-
ing about the supposed robbery until
the - police accompanied Lounsbury
back to the house. Later on she said
she heard .he man say he had been
robbed before he went for the officers.
She did not say to Policemen Belyea
and Scott that Ferrish robbed Louns-
bury, and shs wouldn’t go to Dor-
chester for any black woman. The
magistrate here remarked that if it
was proven that she did say such a
thing and swore the contrary she would
probably find herself in Dorchester.
She also claimed that ghe did not show
the police the room or say that it was
no use looking there for the money as
the woman had glven it to another
woman. Policeman Scott refused to
ask any more questions saying that the
woman was committing perjury.

To Mr., Mullin—Witness said the pris-
oner had been married to John Brady
about two months, that the colored
minister in this city performed the
ceremony. Mrs. Brady’s maiden name
was Mamie Ferrish. Mr. and Mrs.
Brady lived in the house where the
robbery is supposed to have taken
place. Mrs. Brady paild a fine and
took witness out of jail on July 29th
to work in her house. Witness first
met Biady in jail and Mamie was also
there. The magistrate here remarked
that it is said that. Brady is a young
ﬁ\gllshman who took a fancy to the
Ferrish woman. The romance com-
menced in jail.

Policeman Ward was called and tes-
tified that people of questionable re-
pute frequent Mrs. Brady's house on
Sheffield street, and her reputation
is very Lbad.

To Mr. Mullin—Witness said there
was a beer shop in the house. Jack
Brady told him he had married the
defendant. Brady told witness that he
had left his wife.

The defendant, called to the stand,
said her name was Mary Prady and
that she was marriec to John Brady
about seven weeks ago by Rev. Mr.
Johnson, the pastor of It.
church. Lounsbury spoke to her at her
door on Sheffield street and was in her
shop. He did not accompany her to a
room upstairs in the house and she did
not take any money from him.

To Policeman Scott, defendant said
she did not tell the policeman that she
never saw Lounsbury before until she
wag confronted by him by the officers.
She did not got out of a window but

the same door as she went in. The
officer found her in Nellie Low’s house.
She was not under the bed. She accom-
pained the officer through the house
and did not run over a shed as Officer
Belyea stated.

HIS DETAILED EVIDENCE

TAbout the Purchase of Goal

by the Steel Co., and the
Prices Paid fo Outside
Goncerns Since the Abro-

SYDNEY, N. S.,, Aug. 2—This morn«
ing the testimony of General Manager
Jones was resumed, J. J. Ritchie con-
tinuing the cross-examination. Mr.
Jones produced telegrams and corres-
pondence regarding the connection
that No. 6 coal was not.of the Phalen
seam., These letters, from the Steel
Company to the Coal Company and
vice versa, were written during a tem-
porary arrangement. The Phalen seam
was designated in ' the letter of Octi,
18th, because the Steel Company
wanted coal from Nos. 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5,
and wanted coal of one kind. The un-
derstanding all round was that the
Steel Company was to get Phalen seam
coal because it was most suitable for
steelmaking purposes. The Phalen
seam, he thought, contained the best
coal the Coal Company had. On the
fifth of November, 1906, the Steel Com-
pany took the position that the Coal
Company uader the contract was
bound to furnish coal for the purpose
of making steel and for the operation
of the plant, from the place designat-
ed, and the size of the coal. It was al-
ways his opinion that the Phalen seam
as he understood it, was most, likely
to meet his requirements for the pur-
pose of ste2l making. - Under the con-
tract he thought he had the right to
change . the . designation of the seam,
irrespective of whether it meant a
gredater burden on the Coal Company
or not. He did not think the element
of cost entered into the arrangement.
The price of coal under the contract
delivered in the Steel Company’s as-
sembly yard was $1.28 per ton. He un-
derstood the coal sold by the coal com-
pany in Swaden would not net any
more than twenty-five cents per ton
more than the Steel Company paid.

Mr. Joneg went on to tell of the
quantities of coal purchased from other
companies and of the prices paid,
mentioning the qualities which were
found to be suitable for steel making
purposes. The prices pald varied from
two hundred to three hundred per
cent. more than was paid to the Do-
minion Company. Mr. Ritchie attempt-
ed to take the witness over the same
ground again and his lordship protest-
ed.

Nelson
disappointed ‘many of his admirers by
his wildness, In the last eight or ten
rounds he swung with right and left
scores of times and missed by a small
margin.

Britt made the following statement
after the fight:—

“I have been going round two years
claiming myself Nelson's master and
not making any cry as is a custom of
defeated fighters. I did my time and
the result you see, I never drew a long
breath. I am willing to meet any 133
pound man in the world.”

Nelson was seen in his dressing
room. He said:—*“I have no excuses.
Britt fought a good fight but I think
he won in the last round. I think I
ate teo muech supper. I can’t stay, : §
went the pace and lost, I did my best.”

“We have no complaints to make,”
said Nolan, the Dane’s manager. “The
decision was just. Nelson is a good
loser.”

The club made thirty per cent. of
receipts and the fighters sixty per cent.
to winner and forty to the loser. The
total receipts were in the neighborhood
of $25,000.

JIM JEFFRIES TELLS WHY
HE WILL NEVER FIGHT AGAIN

)

Retired Heavyweight Champlon Pugilist is Now Bent on
Amassing a Fortune [n Business and Will Soon Open
a Palatial Saloon in Los Angeles. '

: (“Tad” in N. Y. American..)

LOS ANGELES, Calif,, July 13, —Bill
Bquires sprawled limply in his corner
and his seconds snarled as they claw-
éd at the clean new gloves.

“Big Jim” Jeffries walked across the
ring, thrusting the intruders to right
and left. Leaning down over the ropes
he handed the $10,000 check to the offi-
#al stakeholder.

“ “Put Burhs’' name on this thing,” he
said. : ety :

The officlal stakeholder produced a
fountain pen and began experimenting
with the same, and Jeffries grinned as
he looked about him. There was relief
in that grin. ;

“Well,”” he said. noddidg o an ac-

quaintance, “I guess they'll let me go
back to the saloon business now. Noth-
1‘ng doing here for me.”
‘And with the check in his hand the
“Big Fellow” plunged into the crowd
surrounding the victor. That was just
two weeks ago Saturday.

When in Los Angeles Jeffries can al-
ways be found in his place of business—
a stuffy little German beer saloon. The
carpenters are at work on the gilded
cafe which is to be called “The Jeff-
ries,” and when it is finished it will be
the show place of the southwest. But
for the present Jeffries receives his
friends in a place called the *“Tann-
hauser,” with free lunch to match the
name. e s .

“Say, don’t mind-the bum Jjoint, will
you?”’ asked Jeffriés. ¥Had to buy it
to.get the license. 'We'll be in the new
place -some time in August and we'll
bave something to talk about.”

_“Never mind talking about the place,
Jim. The people in New York want to
know why you won’t fight again, What
do“yon ‘want to tell them?” ~

The Big Fellow — they always call
fim the Big Fellow in Los Angeles—
gthrew up his  hands and ducked his
great, curly head. !
. “Nof .apat] jagals ™ sad; e “Why
don’t newspaper people understand that
T want t6 be plain Jeff and run-a sa-
Joon? I'm -done with fighting, I tell

ou.’ : i :
"'“Yes, but why? Why?” e
‘¥Say, come on back”Here ' into * the
office and T'll tell you why. Can’t talk
out here.” e ;

Jeffries led the way into a stuffy lit-
tle room in the rear of {he bar.

“Now, I'll tell you; it’s just like this:

JEFFRIES’ STATEMENT, | i} !

I fought every good heavy weight in
the world, didn’t I Some of them I
fought twice. Fitzsimmons, Corbett,
-Sharkey, Ruhlin, all the great men of
six or seven years ago. I should have

i
H

quit after the second Corbett fight, far.
that cleared off the bunch of good ones.’

Then came along this fellow Munroe,
and by press work ana big noise got a
fight with me. You saw it, and you
know how much of a fight it was—just
two good smashes and good night. I tell
you, I felt sorry for the men who paid

20 a seat to see that fight. I wanted to
apologize to them. I'd almost rather
that’ Monroe had- béen able to~bloody
my nose or hit me a good punch” on
the jaw—anything to make it look like
a real fight. I was ashamed to think
they had no more of a run for their
money. This is honest.

Then I told Delaney and the rest of
mny good friends that the time had come
for me to quit. Mind you, I never would
have quit if there had been any good
men left for me to meet. There wasn’t
one; not a match in sight. I was sick
of the show business and sick of the
fighting game. I hated the long, hard
training spells. I had made a lot of
suoney, epnough..to keep me comfor=
table all my life, and there was noth-
ing to force me to stay with«it. Away
down deep I wanted to get out of it.

“1 come down here and bought that
jand out in Burbank. For a couple of
years I worked hard out there getting
things into shape. -I always like the
.t:ountry, and when I felt like it I could
pick up my gun, whistle to my dog and
go hunting.

Then I got the ranch into good
ghape, got a good foreman to handle
4t and came into town. All this time
they were after me—all over the coun-
try. First it would be spme fellow in
Wew. York: - “nglﬂyou fight again,
Jeft?” Then it would be fronfsz_m
¥Francisco—same old thing. Once I got
e telegram that read: ‘Every man has
his -price. What's yours?” I knew
the man who sent it and he mears bus-
dness. I sent him back a message that
yead: “Every man has his day, too.”

«1 wasn't looking for a chance to
fight again; I was satisfied the way
things were going.

«“Then Nevada broke into the fight-
ing game and the big purses began to
fly. I was about ready to leave the
ranch, and I thought if I could
down about $40,000 for a last appear-
ance, it would be worth while. I look-
ed over the ground. There were only
two men for me to fight and one of

pull !

them was Burns ahd the other John-
son. Burns was out of the question,
and so was the negro. I knew John-
son’s record backward; he’'s been
crooked as a snake’s back; he's yellow
as a canary, and I bar him on general
principles, :

. *Then - this Sguires talk started.
From the stuff we read about him we
got the idea that he must be some-
thing of a fighter. All the men he met
on the other side he whipped by the
knockout route, and the man who does
that must have some of the qualities
of a fighter. Coffroth came to see me.
He told me that Squires was to fight
Burng in San Francisco and he asked
me if I would meet Squires if he won.
He showed where them moving pic-
tures of such a fight would be worth
a world of money. I never did get in
on one of the really good moving pic-
ture schemes like Britt-Nelson thing,
and I began to think it over.

“No man ever had so much money
that he could afford to pass up a gold
mine, and if this fellow Squires should
turn out to be a world-beater thare
would be my excuse for going after
him. It gets right back to the same
thing again—a good man for me to
fight; a man who could give me
enough of a fight to attract the big
money. Then there was that talk about
keeping the championship inp this
country. That was sentiment, and sen-
timent never got a fighter or anything.

“Fighting is a business, and don’t
you forget it. But that sentimental end
of it would have drawn heavy at the
gate. If Squires had beaten Burns and
done a nice clean job, every sport in
the country would have howled for
me to fight him. Putting two and two
together, I said that if Squires beat
Burns I would fight him as soon as I
could get ready.

“The Squires-Burns fight was an-
other Munrpe thing. I won't say that
Squires’ s ‘ another ‘Munros, . for i he
threw'in his #ight hand just once and
there was steam behind it. But, any-
way, Burns beat him in a round, and
that léts Squires out. It'lets me out at
the same time. When he went down
the last time, he took my chance of
another big fight along with him,

“I'm not sorry. Since I \promlsed
Coffroth that I would fight Squires, I
have goné into the saloon business. It
takes a lot of my time, and while I am
filling up this new place I have to be
around every day watching the things.
I have put a great deal of money into
this new place, and I know that I am
going to get a great deal of money out
of it, It will bring in all the money I
want—more ‘than I can spend. Why
should I go into the ring again when I
have something here that will pay bet-
ter in the-long run? >
. “And there’s another side to this bus-
iness; look at John L. Sullivan. He
was the greatest fighter of his day;
probably the most popular fighter .of
all time. He was so good that all he
had to do was to look at a man and
seare him tordeath, and he had a punch
that laid them all out for the count.

“When Sullivan was 31 years of age
he fought a great fight with Kilrain—
75 rounds under a hot sun. There was
no one for him to fight after that, so
he laid off for three years and the rest
didn,i‘ do him any good. All this time
a clever, spry young fellow was com-
ing—Jim Corbett. John L. thought he
could lick this fellow the way he licked
all the rest—a rush and a punch and
curtains. He tried it and changed the
heavywelght map. John L. was 34
years old at the time, but the man who
beat him was only 26. If John L. had
retired when he was 31 years old after
h» fought his best fights—he would still
be a great popular idol. People would
say about him: ‘There’s the man that
never was licked.’

“As it is, he is the fellow who was
beaten by Jim Corbett and that makes
a difference—all the difference in the
world.

‘When I won the championship of the
world I was 24 years old. It took me
five years to trim the heavyweight di-
vision until there wasn’t a fight in sight
anywhere. The promoters ought to
know—they went through the country
with a fine-toothed comb and Munroe
was the best they could find.

“I am 32 years old., I weigh 260
pounds and not 300 as has been stated
time after time. I have never been a
dissipated man, and at the present time
I am taking better carée of myself than
I did between figkts. When I drink I
take a spoonful of claret and a swallow
of seltzer, the Jeffries cocktail, T call it.
I have stopped smoking cigarettes and
that is something I never did while I
was fightirg.

‘But even with all this in my favor,
I know that I have been out of the
harness a long time. Ranch work may
be a good thing for a fellow, but it does
not help his judgment of distance. 1}

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TROUBLE IN IRELAND. -

e

Really serious conditions exist in
certain districts of Ireland, notably in
and around Belfast, arising from in-
dustrial troubles. Not only are many

employes of commercial and manufac-,

turing establishments on strike, but
large bodies of rolice and\ constab-
‘ulary upon whom the authorities re-
lied to preserve peace are ih open re-
wvolt. Political prejudice is partly the
cause of this disaffection which is
said to be common among the whole
of the Royal
throughout the island. The police, like
the majority of Irishrmen, ars full of
politics, a good many of them are na-
tionalists, while some belong to the
Sinn Fein Society. In addition to this
the men complain of low pay, and also
express dissatisfaction with the condi-
tions of service. This cause is the one
accepted by the authorities after an of-
ficial enquiry, but among the masses,
political préjudice is strongly evidenc-
ed and is believed to underlie the dis-
affection. The police and constabulary
of Belfast have refused absolutely to
take any action against the striking
mechanics, or in fact {o perform any
part of their duties. In view of this,
and as there 1is little prospect of
reaching a sottlement of the labor dif-
ficulties, the government has sent to
Belfast one regiment, the Cameron
Highlanders, with rapid firc guns, and
before the end of this week additional
troops will arrive, to increase the gar-
rison to a strength of six thousand.
One constable, Barrett, leader of the
revolt, was dismissed on Monday, and
will not be taken back on the con-
stabulary., His companions demand his
reinstatement and also that their
grievances be considered and promptly
remedied by thz inspector general, The
police have been given until Saturday
to resume duty, and if by that day
they do not see fit to comply, troops
will be placed in charge of all the sta-
tions, and the force of constabulary
will pass out of official existence. But
trouble is feared. The rolice and con-
stables have arms and ammunition,
and threaten opposition if any attempt
is made to carry out the proposed ar-
rangement., Tomorrow will bring the
gituation to a head, and whether the
difficulties will be amicably settled, or
whether bloodshed is io follow, will
8001 be known. Latest advices are to
the effect that the grievances of the
police will be remedied, but there ars
other demands which may cause some
friction. :

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A LESSON FROM THE CAPITAL.
———

In the city of Fredericton there is a
man by the name of Leonard Johnston
who holds the position of assessor. His
duties are simliar to those set forth for
the assessors in St. John, but they are
performed in & somewhat different
manner. This Mr. Johnston was given
a copy of the law and was told to go
ahead and prepare his list according
to the conditions therein contained.
Oddly enough—for civic officials seldom
do as they are told—he obeyed, and
when the assessment was ptrepared
many Fredericton people were sur-
prised. Mr. Johnston adopted the un-
usual procedure of accepting the law as
printed, and not as some few wire-pul-
lers would like to have it amended. He
was told, by the act, to assess a man
for a thousand dollars if he found that
this man owned such an amount. He
did so, and thereby got away from the
popular plan of cutting the true valua-
tion in four, and assessing on one-
quarter., Mr. Johnston surprised many
people . Wealthy business men and
other residents who had been escaping
with thirty per cent. of the taxes they
should be paying, found that Mr. Johne
ston who cares no more for the capi-
talist than he does for the pauper, had
increased their assessment nat by ten
or twenty per cent., but in some cases
by three or four hundred per cent.
These men objected—of course they did
—they always do—but what was the
use? There was the law, there was the
man to carry it out, and there was the
property. The ratepayers could not

well perjure themselves by swearing !

that their assessment was too high, so
they complained against the act. But
they are paying their taxes just the
same, and will contihue to pay, for they
can well afford to do so. And they are
not about the large
amounts which in years gone by have
been cut from thier taxes through low
valuation. No one ever cxpected Mr.
Johnston to use horse sense and com-
mon honesty in preparing his list, and
naturally many people are deeply
grieved to find that ke has done so.

St. John needs a Leonard Johnston,
gome man who will take the assessment
act and carry its provisions into effect,
who will demand from those best able
to pay, the amounts which by law
they are required to pay, and who will

Dr. Dawy Thinks the Men Have Muscular
Degeneration—Different With

#®hy should not city and national ex-
penditures serve as a basis for prob-
lems in the arithmetic class? Let the
pupil discover from tenement statisties
the relation of deaths to air space, con-
gestion and sanitation. Set him to
figure out the ratio between the cost
of education per pupil in every state
and the assessed valuation of the state
and its_industrial output. Let him
make quiet deductions of the annual
loss to the nation from the destruction
of forests, as he is set to figure upon
forestry statistics. National and city
reports and every magazine and paper
will serva the teacher or pupil in gather-
ing data for problems the working out
of which may teach the need of good
citizenship and show the relation of
cause to effect more than any didactic
lesson. !

The power to read statistics intelligent-
1y is one that the quick reckoner and
clever mathematician often lacks. A
child who can figure correctly in billions
may not have the slightest apprehen-
sion of how large an area one hundred
acres is, or how long ago one thousand
years may be, or how much space a mil-
lion men would cccupy. Experience
shows that so little is the latter under-
stood, the idea is cammonly prevalent
that the world may become over-
populated, and this argument is some-
times adduced as an excuse for war!
—whereas a little calculation proves
that all the population of the globe
could be put into Texas and allow half
an acre for each family. Let the area
of the schoolyard, of the town, the cost
of school bulding, the towns and states
population, the death and birthra tatio
and so forth be familiar to the pupil
and made the basis of his calculations.
Then when he reads that the United
States in spending on its navy $8,000,000
a month, that 15,000 lives were saved in
New York by the lowering of the death
rate due to Colonel Waring's cleaning
of the streets, these statements are not

In this case Sir Char-
les Ross had not only to erect and equip
the Quebec factory at a cost of up-
wards of & million dolars but was ob-
3iged to train Canadian mechanics in the
new and complicated industry of gun
making, a process which involved much
time and money. The government hold
therefore that he was fairly entitled to
the same treatment as regards ad-
vances on  progress estimates
as that meted out to railways and
other contractors doing work for the
crown. The figures show that the
company has received nothing more
than it was entitled to. They had been
paid under the contract $1,041,048.
Against that the department has re-
ceived twenty-seven thousand rifles in
store and probably about three thou-
sand more since the last return was
made, making in round numbers, thirty
thousand rifles at $25 each, or seven
hundred and fifty thousand dollars in
all. If this amount is deducted from
what has been paid, there is left $291,-
043, which represents the total ad-
vances made on twenty-one thousand
rifles in process of being manufactured
and not delivered. This amount of ad-
vances represents thirteen dollars and
twenty-three cents per rifle, as against
eighteen dollars and seventy-five cents
of an advance which the company was
enticed to enter the contract.

Ottawa river paper manufacturers
say there is danger of a paper famine
this year.

THE DEATHLESS

OF GENERAL

The centenary of Giuseppe Garibaldi
has recently been celebrated with won-
derful enthusiasm throughout the civi-
lized world. It was kept, remarks an
eloquent writer in an English contem-
porary, everywhere throughout united
Italy, where every town, fiom Rome re-
won' to each immemorial little city on
its hill, has its statue to this modern,
and its street or piazza devoted to his
name. Wherever his race is found in
the New World, north and south, which
trained and sheltered him, the day has
been remembered and softened by ma-
terialism as our age has become,
checked as it is by political disillu-
sionments, cold to great dreams, a little
weary with its own wisdom, and fa-
tizued by the very achievements which
have made it, we are not yet so dead-
ened that no pulse will leap when the
inspirations of the Risorgimento are
recalled.

RECOLLECTIONS HEROIC.

Its recollections are heroic—except to
the valet who sees nothing in history
but his own image. That time was a
passionate and creative epoch; its big
things were done; the men who did
them lived. Prophets, plotters, Titans
in statesmanship, and in action Pala-
dins of Arthurian stamp in everything
but the armor, were figures of every
day, their works nations remade, and
their day is not four decades gone,
though a generation has arisen which
knows it not. Memory sweeps in
brilliant and stormy passages across
that page of history like the travelling
lights of a rifted sky over a gregt
landscape; and silent trumpets sound
again. It is as though the echoes of
the notes that shattered peace and
wakened liberty had never ceased.

SPIRIT OF THE CENTENARY.

That is the spirit of the centenary to
Italy, and we shall not understand it
unless we feel it as she does, and as
England felt in the sixties. Theophile
Gauthier’'s pink waistcoast was called
in jest the oriflamme of the Romantie
movement in literature; but Garibaldi’s
red shirt may be said, without rhetoric,
to have been the oriflamme of the same
movement in politics and war. His
personality remains as vivid as the
symbol, and it is unlikely to fade.
Other and greater men among his con-
temporaries in his own country were
almost worshipped when they had suc-
ceeded. Garibaldi alone was entirely
idolized. The reason is not far to seek;
it lies in the fact that this was the man
of the nineteenth century to whom the
word Hero in its simplest sense may be
best applied.

HIS COURAGE AND SUCCESS.

His legendary courage and success
appealed to the primal instinet that is
alive in every child, and only impcr-
fectly smothered in its clders. Mazzini
was the soul of the Italian struggle for
freedom; Cavour was its brain, and
without him the rest would have bcen
nought; Victor Emmanuvel was its
standard-bearer; but unless we say that
Garibaldi was its thunderbolt, we know
not how we shall deseribe him. Of
these the great prophet of mystical de-
mocracy who made his followers sec
visions and dream dreams, but threw
no light upon the question of method
which is always the vital business in
practical politics, is now too much dis-
paraged. The Re Galant’'uomo seated
the dynasty of Savoy upon the Quiri-
nal, enhanced the indomitable tradi-
tion of his house, and gave th? new
na‘ion the hereditary icadership wkich
has proveqd, in spite of Mazzini, to be
the best security of Ttalian freed»m and

power. But Cavour, above all, taught
Lis countrymen héw to think and work
and wait; Garibaldi, above all, taught
them how to dare; and dare again, and
never yield; and there is no fear for
the future of ayg;nauon which has

HAS GREAT CAREER.

To glance back
career of the soldier of liberty is
enough to mike a modern politician
rub his eyes and ask himself whether
romance of this extravagance can be
historically true.
was born on the 4th day of July, 1807,
at Nice. When the victor of Austerlitz
was master of Europe, and had re-
minded his race—countrymen of Cae-
sar, Hildebrand, Dante, Michel Angelo
—of the incalculable possibilities of
Italian personality, the time was sig-
nificant. The place was no less so, for
the Ligurian coast has always given
birth to a restless folk. The son of a
sailor, Garibaldi was a seaman in his
teens; a conspirator in his twenties,
meditating the seizure of warships and
arsenals; a fugitive under sentence of
death before he was thirty. Through-
out all Europe the Holy Alliance was
too strong to be shaken, and the hour
was not yet.

ACROSS THE ATLANTIC.

We find him across the Atlantic,
half-consciously preparing for the time
to come, half-unconsciously shaped by
opportunity and the development of
his own temperament for the tasks of
the future. He Dbecomes a fighter on
land and sea, amid South American
insurrections and ecivil wars—Admiral
and General in one. His victories at
the head of the Italian Legion in
Monte Video made his fame. There he
adopted the reda shirt already worn by
some of the irregular battalions on the
River Plate, there he learned what it
was to suffer wounds, imprisonment,
and torture, and to nourish enthusiasm
upon them; there he married his wife
Anita the faithful partner of his perils
and escapes.

OFFERED SWORD TO THE POPE.

When Pius IX, seemed about to be-
come the apostle of Italian unity and
freedom, the most inveterate of priest-
haters wrote to offer his sword to the
Pope; and when the revolutions of 1848
began to threaten many thrones and
every tyranny in Europe, Garibaldi re-
crossed the sea and presented himself
in person in Sardinia. The Red Shirt
had appeared in Italian politics, and
within a few months the name of its
wearer became a household word
throughout the world. As the brilliant
defender of the Roman Republic he
did all that lay in the power of mortal
to hold French and Neajolitans in
check. The Republic fell, but in its
fall involved Napoleon III. in the end-
less entanglements which led to the
tremendous Nemesis of Sedan, by a
process as strange and remorseless as
the fatalism of Greek tragedy. Mr.
Trevelyan has lately teld, in terms that
make the blood run faster yet, the
story of Garibaldi's flight from sea to
sea.

FLED IROM CITY TO CITY.

Chased by the Austrians, he fled,
nesting and darting among the high
cities of Umbria, like a bird winging
from crag to erag. His way went over

it is hardly too much to say that no
other living man could have conquered. |

RED SHIRTS SET OUT.

In the teeth of every presumption,
the Red Shirts set out with a regiment
of irregulars to pull down & kingdom.
No passage in the narrative of this in-
credible achievement is so wonderful
as the list of dates. On the 5th of
May, 1860, The Thousand rallied from
Genoa. In a week they had landed at
Marsala, and were marching forward,
routing armies and taking towns. 1In
less than a month, while King Francis,
though still not at the worst of these
astounding experiences, was praying to
Providence and telegraphing to the
Fope, the Bourbon power in Sicily was
extinguished. The impetus of this daz-
zling success carried Garibaldi to the
mainland, and again cities fell before
him, and he went through Bourbon ar-
mies liko a plough-share through the
soil.

PORT ANCHOR W

Evidence of Mate Crossley in

Sal.

Considerable interest is being taken,
particularly by shipping people in the
inquiry now going on before Captain
James J. Lilley, acting wreck commis-
sioner of the Marine and Fisheries De-
partment, into the cause of the strand-
ing of the schooner Wandrian, at Little
River, Me., on the 27th of December
last. Hon. H. A. McKeown is repre-
senting the owners, the N. S. Lumber
Co., in the matter, while F. R. Taylor
{s appearing on behalf of the under-
writers, the vessel having been in-
sured.

Captain Card’s evidence yesterday
was to the effect that both the star-
board and port anchors became fouled
when an attempt was being made to
lower them, while the mate swore that
no attémpt was made to lower the port
anchor at all, which, if put down, he
said, would have undoubtedly saved
the vessel from going on the rocks.
This morning the second mate will
give evidence, and therg is much specu-
lation as to whether he will corrobor-
ate Captain Card or Mate Crossley,
whose stories are in sharp contrast.
The investigation began yesterday
morning.

Capt. E. A, Card, who was in charge
of the vessel at the time of the disaster,
was the first witness. Capt Card stat-
ed he sailed from Walton, N. 8., for
New York Dec. 1st, with a cargo of
laths and plank. The vessel sought
shelter at Digby and Beaver Harbor,
reaching the latter place Dec. 19 with
the wind S. BE. After leaving Beaver
Harbor the weather looked like a
storm, and on Dec. 24 the vessel was
put into Little River, Me. The wind
was about east, blowing strong, with
gpitting snow. Anchor was dropped
about 4 p. m. At seven o'clock it be-
gan to snow. The Wandrian remained
in Little River until the 27th, the cap-
tain not deeming it safe to go out. In
the meantime the weather, however,
was fine, but in the opinion of the cap-
{ain it looked like a storm. The cap-
tain was only ashore during the stay
there for about half an hour, while the
crew remained aboard the whole time.
A start was made from Little River at
9 a. m., with the lower and foresails
hoisted. There was & light breeze
blowing from the N. W., and every-
thing looked favorable for a clear run
out. About fifteen or twenty minutes
after getting under way, the wind baf-
fled and dropped to & calm. A stirong
current commenced to set down from
the western passage and caught the
vessel which was going out the east-
ern passage, as she was between the
island and the mainland. The tide
was carrying her towards the shore.
Capt. Card gave orders to drop the
starboard anchor, but the ring bolt of
the glut of the windlass broke, and the
anchor fouled. Five minutes after-
wards an attempt was was made to
put out the port anchor, but it caught
on the vessel’s rail.

chors clear, but bhefore this “was ac-
complished the vessel had drifted
ashore, touching ground on her star-
board side and keel. Capt. Card told
how he and crew put out a kedge and
tried to pull the schooner off with the
assistance of the engine on board. He
also explained the attempts made to
pull out the glut of the windlass by
means of a fishplate tackle. Capt.
Card was at the wheel when the ves=
sel went ashore, and while there was
no special lookout all hands were on
deck. The vessel was running about
three knots at the time, and she went
sideways on the rocks.

The vessel, he said, was pulled off the
rocks by the U. S. revenue cutter Wood-«
bury.

Capt. Card was cross-examined by
Mr. Taylor with reference to the dam=
age the schooner received and the de-
tails of the disaster, Capt, Card stating
in reply to one guestion that the vessel
was only a cable’s length from the
shore.

At the afternoon session of the in«
quiry Capt. Card’s testimony was con=
cluded and Norman Crossley, the mate,
was examined. His evidence differed
very materially from that of the cap-
tain, and produced somewhat of a sen«
sation.

He said that after they had weighed
the starboard anchor and attempted to
come out through the passage the wind
did not die down, and the tide was
stronger than they thought, driving the
vessel on the rocks. He attempted to
Jower the starboard anchor at the cap<
tain’s orders, but it was fouled, and
he reported this to the captain, who
was at the wheel.

He then asked the captain If he would
let down the port anchor. The captain
told him to lower the spinnaker. He
did so, but before they had completed
their work the vessel was on the rocks.

No effort, he said, was made to let go
the port anchor. When he asked the
captain if he would do so he received
no reply.

“If the anchor had been lowered it
would have brought the vessel up and
saved her,” was the startling state-
ment made by the witness.

Cross examined by Hon. H. A. Mec-
Keown the witness admit-
ted that he had ~ attempt-
ed to lower the starboard anchor with-
out instructiens from the captain, but
gave no explanation of why he did not
attempt to lower the port anchor as
well. d

e maintained in contradiction to the
Captain’s testimony that no effort was
made to lower the port anchor, ani that
the Captain had given no instructions
to that effect. He said that no damage
was done to the port side of the ves-
gel by the grounding, as she went on
from the starboard side.

After the mate’s evidence had been
finished, adjournment was made until
ten o’clock this morning when the se-
cond mate will testify.

BOYS WERE FINED FOR

A Number of Board of Health Cases in
Police Gourt Today

Magistrate Ritchie had a busy morn=-
ing session in the police court today.

Four drunks were flned the usual
amounts. \

Harry Alexander, David O’Keefe and
Arthur Parks were charged with fight-
ing on Charlotte street last Saturday
night. Alexander and O'Keefe pleaded
not guilty, while Parks pleaded guilty.

John Watts was called as witness
and said that 10.16 o’clock Saturday
might he saw Parks and another in
Sperdakes, later on he saw Parks
make a move to get at Alexander,
O’Keefe tried to get Alexander away
and some big, burly fellow hit young
O’Keefe and knocked him down. P’arks
rushed at Alexander again and they
clinched and fell to the ground. That
was all there was to it.

Parks went on the stand and swore
that he had been down King street
frequently with a young lady and Al-
exander made a remark that he could
get something better to walk with than
that. Saturday night he asked Alex-
ander why he insulted him one night
on King street.

The magistrate said that if Parks
had had a big fist and had done/ some-
thing to Alexander’'s eyes when he
made that remark the penalty would
not have been collected. He would have
been manly to protect the woman.

Alexander took the stand and said
Parks assaulted him twice. O'Xeefe
was allowed to go.

The other two the magistrate said,
were liable to fines of $20, and if Parks
had first come to the court and report-
ed that Alexander had insulted him the
latter would have been sent for. No
person has a right to accost people
on the street and if persons go up and
speak to any woman they are liable
to be punished .

Alexander and Parks were fined $20
or two months in jail. An old man,
named Montague, charged Harry Alex-
ander with frequently driving against
his two wheeled street wagon. The old
man said that while he had been doing
scavenger work Alexander has annoyed
him about fifteen times and then gone
off laughing.

The magistrate said that Alexander
was liable to a fine of $20, and was not
allowed to go over the crossing faster
than at a walk.

The fine of $20 was allowed to stand
against his pending future good con-
[ duct.

Thomas Clark, of the West End, was

fined $2 for allowing his horses to run
at large on the public streets.
There were a number of board of health
cases before the court and James W.
Morrison, who has thirty-five proper-
ties was up on five different charges of
having unclean premises. He was fined
$40, which was allowed to stand provid-
ing he had the places cleaned before
next Tuesday.
