Now it must be remembered that the
numerical strength of the denomination
in this province was then much smaller
than at present, ranging from 4,806
church members in 1850 to 7,828 in
1860. The average annual contributions

The
decade from 1870 to 1880, the last of the
New Brunswick Home Mission Society,
soarcely affords fair ground for compari-
son, as these were years of constant
sgitation by Convention men fu break
up our board. They succeeded in draw-
ing several in New Brunswick to their
way of thinking, among whom, perhaps,
was Mr. Goodspeed. On account of the
winding up of the New Brunswick Board,
the year 1879, cited by Mr. Oreed, re-
ports & small contribution, and is most
certainly an exceptional year. In 1871
I notioe the contributions amounted to
£1,545, but the latter years of this de-
oade were also serfonaly affected by the
84 Jobn fire of 1877,

Let us now look st the period under
the Maritime Board. According to the
Year Books, in 1881 we contributed only
1,128 In 1882, $1,015; in 1883, #1008,
ote., to 1802, when our gifts amounted to

June, My. Ooboon says that from 1880 to
1800 contributions from New Bronewick
averaged §1,398 snnually. Daring this
period the church membembip hae
ranged from 12000 to 15719, The
avarage yoarly contributions during the
same Ume would be about $0.50 per
one hundred mombers, or less than hall
of the aversge in the period above refor
red t0. If we were giving to hoshe
missiona now as then the denomination
fn New Brunswick ought to ralse about
$8,000, instend of §1,200 or $1,800 anow-
ally,

These facts may well oause us to
pause and ssk oumelves whether we
bave not made s mistake. What has
brought about the decline !

KINGS CO. CONVENTION, APRIL 27,
“While I am pleased and more than
willing to have a little talk with you,
I do not know just how 1o interest you,
at least I do not quite know in what
way I can help you most. As societies
I doubt not you will be interested and
perhaps helped in hearing something
concerning the poor Telugus for whom
you haye so long been working, giving
time, money and strength, and prayers,
that they may be brought to know the
love of the Lord Jesus Christ. Yon may
hear from me some items that you al-
ready know, as so much has been writ-
ten and said on this subject,  Be this as
it may, I will now merely answer some
of the questions that_have been put to
me since our return to the home land.
“Of what color are the natives of
India? All sbades, from a light brown
to & deep jot, but their featares are
not unlike our own. In regard to the
dress of the women the remarkable
thing is that there is not & stitch of
sewing (except in the little jacket some-
times worn), nor a pin, heok, button,
or string required to keep it in place,
yet it is very becoming and comfort-
able. Both mren and women wear
jewelry. The women wear a great deal
—those who can affurd to do so—on the
fingers and toes, wrists and arms. Nose
and ear rings are used, and chains
around the neck and head. Gold and
silverbelts are also worn by some. These

during the .last twenty years he has
spent a large part of the-time outside
the province, and was only for about
five years connected with our denomi-
national paper, his claim must appear
doubtful.

NOTES ON EUROPEAN TRAVEL.

Of all the places I visited in Euarope,
none surpsssed Rome in point of inter-
est. In the days of her power she had
& population of two or three millions,
yet thirty years ago only 800,000, But
since the withdrawal of the French
troops, the loss of the Pope’s temporal
power and the entrance of Victor Em-
anuel into this old capital—but now
new capital of United Italy—growth and
prosperity have come. I saw large
stone and marble buildings going up in
all directions. From 1872 to 1886 about
80 miles of new streets were opened out;
an area of 1,158 acres was built upon,
and 8094 houses erected or enlarged.
The population has increased from 300,
000 to 500,000 in twenty years.

The city, as everybody knows, is situ-
ated on the Tiber, about a dozen miles
from its mouth, and near the centre of
the broad Campagna, which is an exten-
sive rolling (between the Sabine
M i 8.

and the Medi ea),
with shallow ravines and small steep
hills. Insummer the Tiber is shallow
and muddy, but in winter it overflows
its banks and small

The P temple

all the gods, as its name lmrllu-m
ed by Agripps, who began 1t 27 5.¢,, is
the best presecved of all the buildi

of ancient Rome. Its Corinthisn -
co, 110 feet long snd 44 feet deep, is sup-
foned by sixteen granite columns, 46
eet high and five feet in diameter, with

marble capitals and bases. Its immense
bronze doors, carved from top to bottom,
are neariy as high as the columns. The

building is circular and is 144 feet in
diameter. At the top of the dome,
which is 158 feet above the marble floor,
is & circular opening 28 feet across to
admit the light. In the year 608 A. »,,
it was ponsecrated as & Christian church.
The statues of the gods have all been re-
moved and their piaces filled by statues
of the “saints.”” in 1630 Pope Urban
VIIL plundered it of 225 tons of brovzs
for 8t.

put to death. I stood unpon the spot
where Cicero announced the execution
of the Oataline conspirators. .

His next step is the makiog of
model of & wateh 1o wood ; five or six
months are passed in this class, ten hours
each day, but part of the time-sbout
soven hours & week —~is given to the
study of drawing, the elements of phy
sics, mathematics, mechanical sclence,

the boys are required 0 attend all. In
the second class the studenta make the
inside cases for chronometers, watohes,
and repeaters. The cage, or inner case,
and some of the wheels aré made of a
metal whick fs s mixture of copper and
sine, while some of the wheels mﬂrmn
are made of steel. In this grade the
student s required to make twelve
lever-escapement cases, one cylinder
escapement case, one case for a
watch that atrikes the hour, half and
quarter hour, There are twenty-one
small pleces to be made by hand for the
inside case of every ordinary watch, and
thirty pleces for & repeater. The
mechanism for winding the watch is
made in the third class. In the fourth
class the different parts of the chrono-
graph are leamed. In addition, the
pupil makes the different pieces for

calendar watches that denote the days
and months, yesr, and change of moon.
In the fifth class eight months’ work is
required, snd is devoted to making the
wheels and screws which move and regu-
Iste the hands of thetime-piece. In this
grade also the pupil makes the
micrometer, for measuring the Ieast
possible thickness of wheels and screws.
Mathematics perform luFeptrt in
the making of - the watchy If the pupif
is given the positions on the inner case
of the watch, he must determine the ex-
act diameter of the wheels and screws:
In the sixth class the pupils are
taught to make the lever and cylinder
esoapements, and, as there are ten pieces
in each lever-escapement, and three
rubies, which the pupils polish and
shape with rough stone, the work must
be most exact and delicate. It may
startle you to know that the wheels of &
lever pass nine thousand times over the
ruby in an hour. In this grade the
fupﬂ must remain thirteen months.

By
this means the tea leaves are prevented
from sinking to the bottom, and there is
no danger of tannin being extracted.
