-~z3cLondon, Oct. 9.—The British Press Bureau gives out the 

following communication from Sir John French, who reports 
under date of 7.20 this evening:

“Since my communication of October 4 the enemy has 
constantly shelled our new trenches south of La Bassee Can­
al, and has made repeated bombing attacks on the southern 
portion of the Hohenzollern redoubt, which is held by us. These 
attacks were all repulsed.

“In sprte of the enemy’s artillery fire we have pushed our 
trenches steadily forward northeast of Loos, between HHI No.
70 and Hulluch, and gained ground varying from 500 to 
1,000 yards in depth.

“Yesterday afternoon the enemy heavily bombarded 
the whole area we had recently won from him, and followed 
this by an attack in successive waves of infantry on the 
whole front from south of Loos to the Hohenzoltem redoubt. 
This attack was repulsed everywhere, with heavy loss to 
the enemy. We gained possession, by a counter-attack, of 
a German trench 500 yards west of St. EHe. Great numbers 
of the enemy’s dead are lying in front of our lines. Our los­
ses were comparatively slight.”

FRENCH WIN TRENCH IN BRILLIANT ASSAULT.
Paris, Oct. 10.—Further progress to the northeast of 

Tahure, in the Champagne district, and the capture of a Ger­
man trench to the southeast, is recorded in the official state­
ment issued by the war office tonight. The text follows:

“For some time to come the Inva­

ders, It Is expected, will hav<e to fight 
only the rear guards whose duty It Is 
to delay their progress, for the Ser­
bians will doubtless do as they have 
done on previous occasions—fall back 
until they reach positions in which 
they will have the best opportunity 
of holding their ground. In fact, mil­
itary writers here do not expect a 
pitched battle on this front for ten 
days or a fortnight, by which time the 
allies forces landed at Saloniki should 
have joined hands with the Serbians.

“The Bulgarians, so far as is known 
have not yet made any incursion in­
to Serbian territory, and it is believed 
that they will hold their hands until 
they know how matters go with the 
Austro-Germans. Some Balkan au­
thorities, indeed, still bellevq that the 
Bulgarians will not interfere with the 
movement northward of the Anglo- 
French expedition, for to do so would 
immediately bring shells of the war­
ships into their ports on the Black 
and Aegedn seas, probably followed 
by the landing of the Russian troops 
at Varna and Burgas and of other 
allied troops at Dedeaghatch.

“Greece and Roumanie remain in­
terested, although the former has 
given assurance of her benevolent 
neutrality towards the allies. Repre­
sentatives of the Entente have fur­
nished the Greek government with in­
formation concerning the agreement 
between Bulgaria and Germany, which 
it is asserted, gives the Bulgare a free 
hand to deal not only with Serbia, but 
with Greece as well, should the Cen­
tral Powers win.

“The fighting on the various fronts 
brought about little or no changje in 
the situation today. The Germans, 
after two days heavy fighting, in which 
according to the British and French 
accounts, they suffered a severe re­
verse, have abandoned, for the mo­
ment, the attempt to recapture terri­
tory won from them by the British 
south of La Bassee. They do claim, 
however, to have retaken from the 
French some trenches east of Souches 
and at Tahure, in Champagne.

BULGARIA HAS NO QUARREL 
WITH ENGLAND, MINISTER 

TO GREA T BRITAIN SA YS

Pay for Your Own Drink, in 
London or Become Liable to 
a Fine of $500.

London, Oct. 11.—The new anti- 
treating regulation in connection with 
the use and sale of alcoholic drinks 
goes into effect in London and the 
surrounding district today.

It Is the most radical and far-reach­
ing effort for the curtailment of drink­
ing y fit tried, for it effects nearly one 
million persons, and violations of the 
regulation are punishable by a fine of 
$600 and six months in prison. The 
authorities have given notice that 
these penalties will be Inflicted with­
out mercy on offender^. The law will 
curtail the distribution of alcoholic 
liquors by fifty per cent., and unless 
it is effective will b|e followed by an 
order curtailing the hours of sale.

The report of a few days ago that 
an order already had been drafted 
for a curtailment of hours was “pre- 
maturje," according to officials, and 
there will be no such curtailment un­
til the board of control has had time 
to observe the effects of antt-treating.

All cafes, hotels, clubs and liquor 
dealers ar^ compelled to exhibit prom­
inently In their places a copy of the 
anti-treating ordinance which says 
plainly that “each person must give 
his order and pay for his own drink." 
The only exception to the rul^e is that 
drinks ordered with a full meal may 
be paid for by a host.

“No shells whatever were produced In 
England by commercial organiza­
tions," he said, "until months after 
Canada had made delivery. Not one 
shell was produced In any commercial 
Institut!tion In the United States un- 
tlly long after Canada bad been pro­
ducing enormuos quantities. Canada’s 
shell committee has led the world In 
this line. The regular manufacturers 
of war material in the United States 
and Great Britain were also far behind 
the Canadian commercial Industries 
relatively in their deliveries also. 
However, the Canadian shell commit-

had been formed to meet a small or­
der of 200,000 shells which he had 
been inustructed to place in -the Unit 
ed States, but he felt that Canadian 
industrial establishmets then out of 
work were competent to do the work.

This, 
and Capt. That, both prominent mili­
tary men, in peace time, were staying 
nome, so way should he go? That :s 
no kind of an excuse. If we all looked 
for excuses, the boys in the trenches 
would wait for a long time before the 
help they need so much would arrive. 
They are getting the St. John papers, 
and know who all are enlisting.

That expedition 
cost the British government £20,000,- 
000. Isn't that a nation to belong to 
and owe allegiance to? A nation that 
will take all that trouble and expense 
for one man.

"When Germany finished with 
France in 1870, she was not the nation 
she Is today. Since then, she has 
nearly doubled In population, but more 
than {hat, she has sent millions of 
Germans to other countries. That Is 
her method of getting a grip on those 
countries. These Germans start fac­
tories and such, and other Germans 
work In these factories. Meanwhile, 
they get all the possible knowledge 
of the countries they live in, and soon 
know as much, or maybe more, about 
those countries than the people who 
belong there.

“This method of invading other 
countries Is what Germany calls 
‘peaceful penetration.’ Site has eight 
or ten million Germans in the United 
States alone, and all practically, in a 
block together. Germany says to her­
self: ‘Now, it la too bad to lose all 
these men. But Germany will not 
hold all of them, so we must find a 
place that will, and that will be all 
fitted up for them. Canada is lust 
that place. So we must find a way to 
get them into Canada, and then to get 
a great world empire.' Now, you all 
know that in a game of checkers, If 
you want to get into the king line, 
you must take eight or ten moves to 
get there. So Canada is Germany's 
first move towards getting that great 
world empire, and we must stop her 
from getting that far. It is a great 
mistake to tihink that we can keep out 
of this -war and let it settle itself.

••Some of you say that you see no 
need of keeping the men so long In 
Canada and In England, before they 
are sent to the front. But look at the 
way the thing is done. The soldier 
is taken from the mill or the factory 
and drilled for a few months and then,

A meeting in the Intérêts of the re­
cruiting campaign was held Saturday 
night In the rooms at the corner of 
Mill and Union streets. There was a 
fairly large attendance and several 
speakers showed why men should 
give their services to the Motherland 
at the present time.

Music was furlshed by Messrs. Bag- 
nell, Bond, Shaw and Jamieson. Ci­
gars, cigarettes, pipes, tobacco and ap­
ples were passed around from time to 
time, and a pleasant evening was 
spent by all present.

The chairman, A. H. Wetmore, 
opened the meeting with a brief 
speech, touching on the need of more 
men. Then, after some music, the 
chairman called on Dr. James Man­
ning, who has a son about to leave for 
the front, to address the assembly.

Dr. Manning.
Dr. Manning opened by telling how 

he had drilled with the militia siqce 
he was eighteen years did, and that 
his only regret now Is that he Is fifty 
years old and past the age limit. “I 
was glad,” he said, "when my boy said 
that he wanted to go. People often 
pass another man on the streets 
and wonder why he Isn’t at the front. 
But perhaps, for all they know, he 
has tried and been rejected. I k 
of one man, right here in the city, 
who has tried three times to go, and 
has been turned donw each time, and 
I dare say that nearly all of you know 
of similar cases. But that Is no ex­
cuse for others who are fit, staying at 
home. Too many men are boo well 
filled up with arguments why they 
should not go to the front, and they 
often use the argument that so and 
so does not go, so why should they? 
That so an<i so may be just the man 
who tried again and again, and can­
not pass the doctors, so that argu­
ment is not worth anything.

Then think of some reasons why 
you should go. First think of all the 
motherland has done for us. We have 
not had to build a navy, or keep a 
standing army. But did it ever strike 
you what is the reason of this? It is 
simply because Britain has done it 
for us, and every nation knows that 
if she were to attack us, she would 
have to settle with the whole British 
Empire, and In that we have our safe- 
ty. But the British men have borne 
the brunt of all this freedom which we 
enjoy at present, and of which we 
now reap the benefit, so why should 
we not lend them a hand in the time 
of need?

"Now is the time that Britain needs 
us. Look at the situation in the Bal­
kans now. It is a question If the 
settlement of the greatest question 
now concerned is not settled right 
there. We are not finding the back­
ing there that we would like.

"Can anyone say that Britain -does 
not need men now? If there Is, let 
him try to prove It, and he will have 
a little job ahead of him.

"Some years ago there was some 
trouble in Abyssinia. The king had 
taken a man, who was a British sub­
ject and had thrown him into a dun­
geon, without any cause, other than 
personal Jealousy. Nothing was heard 
about It for a few months, but then 
there was trouble. An expedition 
was fitted out by the British govern-

Thus it will be seen that even In 
the heat of a bitter political contest 
Sir Robert Borden drew attention to 
his two fold policy of immediate and 
effective aid as a temporary measure 
and the submitting of a permanent 
policy to the electors.

The Borden temporary policy was 
designed to meet just such a case as 
has arisen, and that the Liberals 
knew full well what he had in mind 
may be gathered from the remarks of 
Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King, who, at 
that time, was a member of the Laur­
ier cabinet.

♦ In the Carleton Presbyterian thurch 
last evening, Rev. Dr. Morison preach­
ed on the subject of Russia and the 
War or Unfurling the Oriflamme. In 
opening. Dr. Morlson said:

•One of the effects of this war, 
which has compelled the whole world 
to pause im its habitual life and 
thought is this, that everywhere peo­
ple are beginning to take an interest 
in men and things, which heretofore 
found no place In their mental hori­
zon. Before this war broke out, how 
many people were there in Canada 
who ever gave Russia and its people 
as much as a thought?

“Indeed, so far as that land was 
concerned, it might be said that even 
such thought as was bestowed by our 
Canadian people upon It and Its peo­
ple was chiefly centered around Its 
penal system, under which for years 
past thousands of people were exiled 
to Siberia as political prisoners, and 
in this connection 
all of our people felt from time to 
time waves of indignation welling up 
within their breasts as they r<ad of 
the sufferings of these wretched exiles 
as portrayed by various correspond­
ents and other writers. Scercdy ever, 
however, did these writers take the 
trouble to make it plain that if these 
poor afflicted people of Russia were 
cruelly treated by the government, the 
responsibility for the greater part of 
these unspeakable horrors of misrule 
was due not to Russian barbarism or 
to Russian cruelty, but rather to that 
evil spirit of German influence, which 
for years past has plotted the com­
plete and permanent political enslave­
ment and enfeeblememt of these mil­
lions of the ‘Little White Father.'

Two Parties In Russia
“All students of Russian history 

know full well that from the time of 
Peter the Great (1689-1725) there have 
been two parties In Russia. One a 
pro-German party and the other pro- 
Russian. Peter the Great, to be sure, 
himself belonged to the pro-German 
party and he attempted to transform 
the semi-Oriental society of Russia, 
and to make Russia a Européen pow­
er. All this, mark you, was done 
without consulting the national char­
acter or the natural conditions of the 
country and resulted in that sharp 
conflict of opposing Interests which 
have never since been absent from 
Russian political councils and life.

“The other great Russian ruler was 
of course Catherine and this woman, 
although herself a German, yet suc­
ceeded to the throne by espousing the 
principles and platform of the pro- 
Russian party.

need be immolate themselves upon 
the altar of their country.

“Now, Indeed, Is the great hour of 
Russian destiny. This war has not 
only forever expelled from Russian 
political and commercial life the ter­
rible intrigue and withering blight of 
German manners and methods, but it 
has also broken1 the shackles of Medi- 
aevelism by which Russia bound to 
the past has in other days found Its 
way to the larger self-realization of 
national life almost entirely obstruct­
ed. A new day has dawned for Rus­
sia and the future of that marvellous 
nation of 180 millions is bright with 
signs of coming efficiency and world 
power. From this land there shall 
come forth a race of people quite the 
equal of the Germans In intellectual 
power and unlike them a race of peo­
ple who have not developed the lnte- 
lectual to the exclusion of the moral 
and the spiritual. These Russian peo­
ple are Intensely religious and in at­
taining to their national maturity 
there Is the promise of great things 
for the world.

"Meanwhile, let me remind you, 
that their preseat ruler, Nicholas the 
Second, is one of the noblest and best 
sovereigns that has ever sat upon a 
throne. Let It not be forgotten that 
It was he who proposed the Hague 
conferences, and more recently It was 
he who conquered vodka. His public 
offices as well as his private life have 
shown that all his instincts were bu­
rn nea, moderate and quietly wise. He 
Is well known as a man of progres­
sive ideas and high moral courage 
and the purpose which he has cherish­
ed for his nation shall most certainly 
be realized, and in their realization 
the well-being not only of Russia but 
also of the world is assuredly invol-

N/ew York, Oct 10.—A new world’s 
record in automobile speeding was at­
tained yesterday when Gil Anderson, 
at the new Sheepsbead Bay speedway 
driving at the average rate of 102.6 
miles an hour, ,won the 350 mile auto­
mobile race for the Astor Cup and 
$50,000 in prizes. His time was 3 
hours, 24 minutes and 42 seconds, 
making a world’s record by ten minu­
tes, 42 minutes, 38-100 seconds.

Terrific speed characterized the race 
throughout, but although the cheer­
ing throngs banked around the speed­
way amphitheatre saw driver after 
driver forced out of the race because 
of engine trouble, there was not one 
ontoward incident to mar the contest. 
Twenty of the speediest automobiles 
in the world had entered, but before 
the race was flneshed more than half 
the drivers, including many favorites 
had been forced out.

The weather was ideal, the crisp 
October air giving zest both to driv­
ers and spectators.

With the cup, Anderson's share in 
the cash prizes was $20,000. Both 
Anderson and Tom Rooney, who finish­
ed second, beat the former world's 
record. Rooney's prize was $10,000.

After Anderson the finishers were: 
Tom Rooney, second, 3.25:28, beat the 
former world's record of 3.35:25:38, 
average speed of 102.19 miles an

Ed. O'Donnall, third, 3.39:55, fifteen 
minutes and thirteen seconds behind 
Anderson; average speed 95.45 miles 
an hour.

O’Donnell’s push to the front fur­
nished one of the most exciting fea­
tures of the last fifty miles of the 
race. As far behind as fifth and 
seventh place in the first 300 miles he 
moved into third place during the last 
ten miles.

Bob Burnham was third at 346 miles 
or four miles from the finish, when 
engine trouble forced him to stop.
