Brindisl, Italy, Tuesday, April 27, via Paris, April 28—The French
eruiser Leon Gambetta, torpedoed by an Austrian submarine In the
Strait of Otranto, has been run ashore.

Fears are now entertained that she may float away on the next

high tide.

The above statement was sent out from Italy yesterday and the
French official statement of today stating definitely that the vessel
had gone to the bottom, with the loss of an enormous number of her

crew, is subsequent to the Brindisi despatch.

that the vessel ultimately went down after drifting out from shore.

The French Report

Paris, April 28—A communication
from the Ministry of Marine reciting
the torpedoing of the French cruiser
Leon Gambetta was given out this
afternoon. It is as follows:

“The armored cruiser Leon Gambet-
%a, crulsing at the entrance of the
Otranto Canal, was torpedoed the
night of April 26-27 and went to the
bottom in ten minutes.

“All the officers on board perished
at their posts. One hundred and thir-
ty-six membérs of the crew, includ-
ing eleven under officers were rescued

via PRris, April 28—(Delayed in trans-
mission)—The French cruiser Leon
Gambetta, which was torpedoed in the
Straits of Otranto, was the victim of
the Austrian submarine U-6.

The first report of the destruction
of this cruiser came from the men on
duty at the semaphore station of San-
ta Maria Leuca. These men at once
gave the alarm, and vessels were sent
out to the aid of the Leon Gambetta
from Brindisi, Taranto, Otranto and
Barl. The men at the station also
went out in their own boat, and were
the first to reach the scene.

It hag not yet been ascertained
whether the attack on the French
crujser occurred within the territo-
rial waters of Italy.

The Austrian submarine U-6 is the
same craft whose officers a few days
ago boarded the Italian steamer Jo-
landa.

The Survivors' Story.

“The Leon Gambetta parted com-
pany with the French cruiser Jules
Ferry last night to cross the Strait|ed
of Otranto, with & viewto
with other ¥rench ships in an attempt
to block the Austrian fleet, if it should
seek to leave the Adriatic. This was
not an unusual manoeuvre, as the
Leon Gambetta for months had been
going up and down the coast from
Cape Sant Marie Lueca to Brindisi,
Bari or across to Corfu and Vallona,
The sea was perfectly calm and the
moon shone brightly. Although the
Leon Gambetta showed no lights and
adopted the other customary precau-
tions, there was no suspicion of dan-
ger.
“At midnight the warship was about
twenty miles from Cape Santa Maria
Leuca. The lookout could see distinct-
ly the lights on the Italian coast. At
sea nothing appeared on the horizon,

“Suddenly there was a fearful ex-
plosion, which shook the cruiser fore
and aft.’ Officers and men remained
calm and, the survivors say, their first
thought was not for thelr own safety,
but rather to detect and attack their

ilant. They d the sea for
a periscope, but in vain,

“As the cruiser was listing rapidly,
the commander gave orders that sig-
nals for help be sent and that the
boats be lowered., It proved to be
most difficult to lower the boats, ow-
ing to the position of the ship in the
water. Some of the men leaped over-
board in the bare hope of saving them-
selves, Others were washed off the
deck. The commander, although urged
to abandon his ship, refused to do so.

The Austrian sub: ne U5 is a
vessel of 273 tons displacement and of
a capacity of 500 horsepower when on
the surface of the water. Her speed
is eleven and a half knots above the
surface and ten knots submerged. Her
maximum cruising radius on the sur-
face is one thousand knots. Her nor-
mal complement is 16 men.

The U5 was completed in 1910 and
is of the Holland type.

Bring 26 Survivors,

Brindisi, April 28, via Paris, April
29.—Two Italian torpedo boat destroy-
ers which went to the aid of the Leon
Gambetta have arrived here bringing
26 additional survivors of the disaster,
wko were found unconscious on a raft
made from boards picked up from the
wreckage. They had been in the wa-
ter for twenty hours. One of the sur
vivors was clasping in his arms an al-
most dying comrade. When the sailor

was regaining consciousness he insist-
od that the man he had rescued be
taken care of before he himself was
given treatment.

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First Phase of Ypres
Battle Ends, Allies Are

Regaining Lost Ground

Only at One Place Have Germans Been Able.
to Hold Ground They Won—Germans
Drawing All Available Men from Belgium
—Heavy Fighting in Carpathians.

London, April 28—“Our operations
in conjunction with the French have
definitely stopped the German attack.”

In these words, Field Marshal Sir
John French, commander-in-chief of
the British forces on the continent,
the ions of another
German attempt to break through the
Allied lines around Ypres and along
the Yser Canal, which brought about
one of the most sanguinary battles of
the war. This, however, only brings
to an end the first phase of the battle,
for the Allies have yet to win back
the ground which they lost in the
great German sweep. For this pur-
pose they are now delivering counter-
attacks against the German lines. On-
ly at one place, Steenstraate, have
the Germans managed to keep their
footing on the western bank of the
canal, while to the north of Ypres the
positions remain much as they were,
the Allies making no claims to an ad-
vance there, and the Germans report-
ing that all the British attacks have
been repulsed.

To hold these lines the Germans
have brought up further reinforce-
ments, and Belgium, behind them, has
been denuded of troops. The towns
and villages in Belgium are being
guarded by only a handful of sentries.

Fighting also continues in Cham-
pagne, where the Germans make
claim to the capture of a strong
French position, in the Argonne and
the Woevre, where the French say
they are progressing, and in the Vos-
ges, where both sides claim to be in
possession of HartmanmWeilerkopf.

It is probable that this mountain,
which commands the plains of Alsace,
has changed hands several times; this
w:oulxl account for the contradictory
reports,

In thé East

The Russians and Austro-Germans
are heavily engaged in the region of
Uzsok Pass, in the Carpathians, and
in the direction of Stry, where an at-
tempt is being made to strike at the
Russian communications. Berlin cor-
respondents give the Austrians credit
for the capture of a number of impor
tant heights near Uzsok Pass, and
also assert that they have driven the
Russians completely out of Bokowina.
But this is not backed up by the Aus-
trian official report, which says that
in Bukowina no important event has
occurred, and simply speaks of Rus-
sian attacks being repulsed in the
Carpathians, There has also been a
renewal of activity on the East Prus-
sian front, where the Germans repor
that minor successes for their troops
have taken place.

The sensational report that 8,000 of
the Allies’ troops have been driven to
the sea on the Gallipoli peninsula, and
that 12,000 were captured, also comes
from Berlin, but has no confirmation
from other sources. It is expected
that the operations against the Dar-
danelles will proceed slowly, as the
Turks are strongly entrenched, and
their wire entanglements and trenches
will have to be heavily shelled before
the troops can make any serious at-
tempt to advance.

The French have lost the cruiser
Leon Gambetta, which was torpedoed
by the Austrian submarine U-6, while
leaving the Adriatic Sea for Malta.
Only a small part of her crew were
saved, all the officers, including the
Admiral, being drowned.

The reports as to the intention of
Italy are as varied as they are numer-
ous, but the Italian embassy at Lon-
don has authorized the statement that
nothing is known there of any impend-
ign change in the Italian policy.
Nothing further has been heard of
the German fleet in the North Sea, and
it ig contended i official quarters here
that it never left the mine flelds off
Heligoland. Imn the Baltic, however,
German warships are busy, and have
stopped a number of Swedish stea-
mers carrying coal from English ports
to Sweden.

Operators' Representatives

Cleveland, April 28.—The negotiar

: tions looking to a settlement of the

strike in the Eastern Ohio coal fields,
which has kept 15,000 men idle for
more than a year, took a turn for the
worse shortly before the termination
this afternoon of the second day’s
conferences of operators and miners
called by Governor Willis.

Leaders of the operators asserted
flatly that unless the legislature recon-
sidered and jpassed the Gallagher bill
further negotiations with the men
were useless. The Gallagher bill, re-
cently defeated in the legislature, per- ;
mitted mine owners to make contracts
with miners, either on a screen or
mine-run basis.

The Green law, for which the Gallag-
her bill would act as a substitute,
makes mine-run contracts compulsory,
the miners contend.

On the other hand, if the Gallagher
bill is re-considered and passed, the
miners, according to William Green,”
national secretary of the union, will
withdraw from the conference, After
the meeting representatives of both
sides frankly admitted that negotia-
tions had come to a dead standstill.
Governor Willis at Columbus was
notified of the deadlock and word is
anxiously awaited from the capital.

The Hague, April 28, via London,
April 20—The Women's Peace Con-

Mrs. Pethick Lawrence, of England,
made four points insher address, first,
{that modern war affected non-combat-
soldiers in the
second, that as the mothers of
human race, women are the nat-

custodians of human life, and
should use their endeavors to prevent
men from destroying it; third, that
women will be called upon to repair
the awful ravages of the war, and,
fourth, that women occupy the unique
position of being able to  protest
against war without being called cow-
ards.

Mme. Rosika Schwimmer, president
of the Hungarian Women's Suffraze
Association portrayed women, and nat
men, as the protectors of the home.
During wars, she said, the men were
sent away and nobody, except *their
decorated superior officers, were per-
mitted to know their whereabouts.
Mrs., Sichwimmer appealed to the wo-
men to “thunder forth a demand” for
stopping the war, “in such a voice that
will drown the cannons roar.”

The future sessions of the congress
promise to disclose sharply divided
sentiments among the British and
German delegates. The German wo-
men, it is said, while favoring the
settlement of international disputes
by other means than war, will object
to incorporation in the resolutions of
the words “arbitration and concilla-
tion,” while the English women, who
have many supporters, favor these
principles.

If
evidence of this is wanting in the case
of the United States it is easily found
in the terms of the Bryan note. A note
similar in tone, addressed to England,
would at once be regarded as a na-
tional insult.

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Canada's Commitments and Duty.
(Toronto Warld.)

The people of Canada have now a vivid realization of the great war and
of our commitments in connection with it, and what our supreme duty is.

We are in the war, and we must keep in it until Britain and her domin-
ions, and her allies, break the power of autocratic Germany, We have one
contingent in the battlefields, we have another ready to sail, and a third
organizing. But we must go much farther. We must start forthwith to
raise a new levy of men of fifty thousand, even if it costs us fifty more
millions of dollars, and so declare in the most emphatic way that Canada is
in the struggle to a finish. If it is necessary to take the public mind in this
matter, perhaps the best and quickest way is to hold a general election
where the war and our further part in it may be submitted to the people
for their approval or disapproval.

Not only the question of the war, but the other questions that have,
notwithstanding the talk of a truce of parties, resulted as a matter of fact,
in a state of faction. The Borden government, we believe, has been hamper-
ed in its war policy, as it was in its dreadnought policy, by the partisan op-
position of the Liberal majority in the senate, and in its other measures,
in the House of Commons, by the attitude of the opposition, and it now
looks as if the only quick solution is an appeal to the electorate.

The Conservatives in the House and especially the government itself,
believe that they cannot efficiently carry on the war and the government
of the country in the face of this obstruction, and that the only thing that
is open to them is to ask for the judgment of the people within the next six
weeks. By that judgment, if they ask for it, they must abide, If the voters
think that others ought to be entrusted with the government and with the
conduct of the war, Conservatives must ablde by it and take the conse-
quences. But if they think there ought to be an appeal it is their rigkt to
make it, as it will be their duty to abide by it. In any case an election is
the only thing that can clear the afr. g

The talk of the impropriety of holding an election in these war times
loses all its force if the government say, as we believe they will say, with-
in a couple of days, that they can and will only assume the full responsi-
bility after the people have expressed their views on this unparalleled situ-
ation in the history of Canada.

Counsiderable Evidence
Heard Yesterday in Case
Against Hop Lee,

In the Police Court yesterday after-
noon the case against Hop Lee, who
is charged with being the proprietor
of a place on Mill street in which opi-
um was found, was resumed. Danfel
Mullin, K. C. was present for the de-
fendant, while H. O. McInerney con-
ducted the case for the prosecution.

M. V. Paddock continued his testi-
mony. Witness said that he, since the
last session of court, had tested scrap-
ings from the pipes found in Hop
Lee's place. In the first test he found
morphine, and in the second an acid.
The first time he scraped the bowl of
the pipes with a knife blade, while in
the second test he obtained other con-
tents of the bowl by the use of a knit-
ting needle. From the appearance it
looked as if the pellets had been melt-
ed and run into the pipe bowls, and
the scrapings looked like the pellets
found iw the can by Patrick Killen the
night of the raid. There is some re-
semblance betwen burned opium and
tobacco.

To Mr. McInerney witness sald that
both pipe bowls contained morphine
and an acid and he concluded that
they were both opium.

This closed the case for the preso
cution and Mr. Mullin submitted that
a case had not been made out. The
information laid was to the effect that
Hop Lee had opium in his possession,
while the law says that it must be
crude, powdered, and oplum prepared
for smoking and there was no evi-
dence such as the act calls for. The
only evidence given was that some
tracings were found of opium in the
pellets and pipes. There was no evi-
dence that Hop Lee had opium in his
possession, it must be found om him,
simply because he is the proprietor
of the premises in which there was
found opium does not convict, it might
have been left there by some other
person. He submitted that the crimi-
nal act means actual possession, and
there was no evidence to that effect.

Mr. McInerney said there had been
evidence that opium was not only
found on the premises and being pre-
pared for smoking but was being
smoked. Hop Lee was in his house
at the time and men were seen smok-
ing there. There was not only a small
jar of opium found but also a small
can of opium and the latter would not
have been thrown into a stove unless
the police were coming to search.
The magistrate refused to dismiss
the case and the defence called Hum
Ging as the first witness. Hum is the
proprietor of a laundry omn Paradise
Row and another on Mill street, ad-
joining the store kept by Hop Lee. He
testified that on the night of March
13th he had a headache and went to
bed in Hop Lee's about six o'clock in
the evening. He was sleeping all
through the evering and did not awak-
en until he heard a shot from a re-
volver. He then attempted to get up
from the bunk but was not allowed
to do so by Policeman Jeffery who
pointed the revolver at him. Witness
said he had not been smoking and had
not been sitting at a table smoking
as had been stated by Jeffrey. After
Jeffrey pointed the revolver at him
Poliecman Jones entered the place
and then witness got a chance to put
on his clothes and made his escape
from the place by the back door.
Witness declared he did not run at
Jeffrey. The pipes seized in Hop
Lee's were produced and witness said
they were not used for smoking opium
but for smoking Chinese tobacco, and
that he had purchased the pipes in
China five years ago.

Mr. Mullin asked witness to fill one
of the pipes with Chinese tobacco
and give a demonstration of smoking
it. Mr. McInerney objected to the
pipe being used for such a purpose as
the pipes were part of the evidence
of the prosecution. The objection
was sustained. Witness, continuing,
said that the tobacco was imported
from Ganton, China, and the pipes ex-
hibited could not be used for smoking
opium.

To Mr. Mclnerney witness said he
only smoked opium on two occasions
and that was five years ago when he
visited his home in China, thew he
only tried it to see what it was like.
Witness said he first came to St. John
seventeen years ago.

The case was adjourned at five
o'clock and will be resumed at eleven
o'clock Friday morning.

%St. John Valley Railway legisla-
tiod %has not yet been brought down
but “will probably be considered at a
caucus which is called for tomorrow
morning. Most of the time at this
morning’s caucus was taken up with
considering proposed changes in the
game laws including the curtailment
of . the open hunting season. It was
finally decided to allow the law to
remain unchanged.

The House did not hold an even-
ing session, the Succession Duties Act
and other bills being agreed upon in
committee during the afternoon and
the business of the House well finish-
ed up.

Representatives of
these insurance companies when they
came up before the committee sought
to make it appear that it would be a
double tax, and they took the ground
that when a parent company pays its
tax, that ghould cover operations of a
subsidiary company also. The com-
mittee felt, however, that as long as
these subsidiary companies were out
after business and holding themselves
out as independent companies, they
should pay tax.

Mr. Lockhart said it was an at-
tempt to do business through several
companies while only one of them
wag paying a tax, and he thought it
only fair that these companies should
be called upon to ‘pay.

Hon. Mr. Wilson also agreed that
the city’'s request was fair and rea-
sonable,

Dr. Price said the situatiom with re-
gard to insurdnce companies at Mone-
ton required looking into several
ways, and matters had reached such a
stage that insurance companies doing
business in the city were threatening
to hold up the people if they were io-
terfered with. Some time ago the
city decided to put a small tax on in-
surance companies doing business
there, which would realize altogether
about $1,260. Immediately this was
announced the board of underwriters
thredtened to put up rates in Monc-
ton six per cent., which would mean
a total increase in premiums paid of
about $5,000 a year, and he thought it
was about time that these insurance
companies were dealt with in such a
manner as to let them know they could
not have their own way in everything.

The ondinary daily
routine of a soldier’s life would hardly
appeal to a civilian, who did mot re-
alize that in joining the army he was
consecrating himself to a high and
stern duty,

An Early Start.

For the soldier, reville sounds at 6
o’clock in the morning, and when one
T b that in battali like the
26th, or the 55th, or in any battalion
raised or being raised in Canada there
are business men, bank clerks and
others who are used to lying abed, a
lange part of the morning, it is evident
that many of those who dedicate their
lives to the service of their country
must find the first incident of the day's
work something of a hardship—at
least in the beginning. Officers and
men must turn out without delay, and
be ready at 6.15 for physical drill,
which lasts for half an hour or till 6.45.
Those who want to appreciate what
this means should try physical drill
for half an hour before breakfast.
After physical drill the men are re-
quired to put their quarters in order,
and at 7.30 they go to breakfast, Vari-
ous small fatigue duties have to be
performed by the soldiers after break-
fast. At nine o’clock the bugles call
the men to fall in for parade, and im-
mediately afterwards they start out on
a route march, more recently always
involving a great deal of field work.
At first the battalion often returned to
the armory for dinner and started out
again in the afternoon for another
march,

Lunch on the Field.

Latterly, when more attention has
been given to tactical manoeuvres, the
men have usually taken lunch -with
them, which is eaten in the field. Some-
times the battallon is out from 9
o'clock till five or six in the afternoon.
At present a march of twenty miles
with several hours at field work, does
not take any spirit out of the 26th
Battalion; after such an arduous day's
work they return to the city, whistling
and singing, sound of wind and in fine
spirits.

The men go to supper at 5.20, or as
soon thereafter as they return from a
march-out. After supper the majority
of the men are given libenty, but fre-
gquently there are lectures in the even-
ing which a certain proportion are re-
quired to attend.

Other Duties.

_ [This, however, does not include the
full sum of their duties. At least
twelve men are always on guard duty;
pickets are stationed around the ar-
mory, and the members of the guard
have to gerve as pickets two hours out
of every six. Men who have been on
guard duty during the night are often
required to parade with the battalion
next day, and take part in the daily
exercises,

To this routine, undoubtedly ardu-
ous, the men have adapted themselves
in a splendid spirit, accepting their
work as a necesary condition to fit-
ting themselves for the hardships and
perils they will have to face when cal-
led to the firing line.

Very few people have any idea of
the amount of work the men are cal-
led upon to perform when engaged in
field exercises; exercises which may
take place after the men have march-
d ten miles, and have still the pros-
pect of a ten miles march in return-
ing.

A copy of the orders issued to the
officers of the 26th for field manoeu-
vres may therefore be of interest. The
orders follow:

Men Have a Grievance.

In view of the immense amount of
work being done by the soldiers of
a battalion like the 26th, which is now
engaged in fairly advanced work
captious critisims of the men who are
fiting themselves for the defence of
the Empire comes with poor grace
from civilians, who do not have the
cpurage to sign their names to their
criticisms. Considerable feeling has
developed among the officers and men
of the 26th, because they believe some
unwarranted efforts have been made
to influence public opinion against
them. In the past there have been
cases of trouble between soldiers and
the police, and the soldiers declare
that civilians have been as much re-
sponsible for such troubles as any-
body and resent the fact that, gener-
ally, only soldiers have been arrest-
ed.

Yesterday a sergeant of the 26ta,
a married man, who fills a very re-
sponsible position, told a reporter of
The Standard that one night recently
when returning to the Armory a man
sprang out of a doorway and struck
at him without warning; a man he did
not know and certainly could not
have injured in anyway. In another
case a young man who held a godd
position in a local bank, and belongs
to a prominent family in St. John,
after seeing his girl home, wils walit-
ing on a corner for a street car. 7To
him, it is said, came a policeman, de-
manding, “what are you doing hera?”
The ex-bank clerk said he was walit-
ing for a car. The policeman order-
ed him to move along. The ex-bank
clerk expostulated, whereupon the
policeman roughly pushed him off tue
sidewalk and ordered him to move on.
Not looking for trouble the soldier
moved on to the next corner.

Such stories are being told about
the Armory, and it is probable Major
McKenzie had these in mind when he
made the statements he did in the
police court yesterday.

What Major MacKenzie Says.

When Major MacKenzie was asked
last evening for a statement of ihe
soldiers’ side of the question he said:
“I think when the public learn .the
real facts they will not agree with
some of the statements which have
been made about the behaviour of our
men. It is a curious thing, but prac-
tically all the soldiers who have been
in trouble with the police are or were
St. John citizens. It was at the re-
quest of the chief of police that we
put on a city picket; we have always
been willing to co-operate with the
civil authorities. The military au-
thorities are quite prepared to deliver
up any man against whom the police
bring a charge. Then this beating of
a soldier after they had him in a cell
is not a pretty thing. The police say
he is a desperate character; but all
we know about him is that he us
been a pretty decent soldier. Apart
from the fact that the trouble in this
lasy case seems to have been started
by a civilian, what was the good of
putting on a military picket, if the
picket was not allowed to take away
a man who was said to be smaking
trouble. If the police had any charze
he would have been sent before the
court next morning.”
