The greatest political “demonstration ev-
er known in the history of Fairville was
accorded to Hon. William Pugsley, who
delivered an address' in the ‘Orange Hall
last evening. Cheering c¢rowds lined  the
streets to welcome the minister as, es-
corted by the City Cornet band and:a
torchlight procession, he - passed through
the village. The hall was filled long be-
fore 8 o'ciock and Dr.” Pugsley’s arrival
was eageriy awaited. No sooner had he
made his appearance az tne_ door than
the audience sprang to iheir feet and,
waving their hats, shouted themselves
hoarse in a spontaneous greeting.

After exposing the
tactics of the opposition in Jugglmg w:th
the dates in the now famous “solemn dec-
laration” of G. S. Mayes, the minister
read. the letter from, Hon. C. J. Osman
which appears elsewhere in this issue. Mr.
Osman’s account of the interview with the
dredging contractor in King street was lis-
tened to in breathless. silence and at the

close cheer after cheer for *‘Pugsley” rent
the air.
But Dr. Pugsley had' not finished. He

went on to deal with the alleged “hold-up”

which figured so prominently m the letter
in Mayes’ second ‘‘declaration.” . And Mr.
Pugsley .read his reply, sent to Mayes
two days later, in which the xmpxopneu
of the contraetor’s proposils was pointed-
ly referred to. The eontempt of the wnt.er
for the man.he wds addressing was expres-
sed clearly.

Dr. Pugsley went on to hand]e Dr.
Daniel and his sneers at Courtenay Bay
in a masterly manner and expoxed the
Standard’s misrepresentations of the finan-
ces of the C(entral Railway. He was
cheered to the echo at the close.

Hon. H. A. McKeown, M. P. 'P., and
James Lowell, M. P. P., also delivered
excellent speeches on campaign issues. A
prominent feature in Fairville last night
was a huge electrie sign at Cushing’s Mill
with the legend ““A Vote for Puguley and
Pender is a Vote for St.’ John.”

James: Lowell in
Stirring Speech,

James Lowell was the first speaker. He
letel\‘.d a most enthusiastic reception.
He' dealt briefly with the record of the
Hazen - government since  coming into
power. He instanced the highway act
which it had been confidently prophesied
would be productive of so much good in
rural commuuities, and which, "instead of

being an improvement on the old act, had |
been proven infinitely worée. The rate of |
wages to be paid for work on the roads!
was fixed under it. A laboring man in
the summer could receive no more than
$1 for a day of eight hours. This rate
was cut in half for the winter. And yet,
Mr. Lowell said, these men got into power
largely on the pretence of being friends
of the working man,

McAvity's declaration
is corroborated by John E. Moore and ¥. W. Holt, C.E.: The ‘statements of
Meesrs. McAvity; Moore and Holt, which are printed here, will be welcomed by all
lovers of® honesty, decency, and fair-play. They show at once to what depths Mayes
and His b'at":ketd“ and political associates have descended. The declarations are as

follows;— -+ .

1, Geerge  McAvity, of the City of Saint John, in the City and County of Saint
John, Merchant, do solemnly declare-and say: :

That I have read over what purports to be a copy of the declaration made
by Gershon 8. Mayes, publiched in i(his morning’s press.

That in the summer of 1905, Mr. Mayes requested me to become interested with
him in the dredging business and I consented to do so. I made several trips to
Qttawa in connection with the obtaining of the contracts and spent a great deal of

time in connection therewith, both before and after the first contract was awarded
being in almest daily consultation with Mr. Mayes until some few months ago,
when his conduct became unbearable. His demands were so unreasonable and as
I thén thought and said to Mr. Baxtér so much in the nature of blackmail that
I declined to have any further business transactions with him. My business con-
nection with Mr. Mayes is now the subject of an action at law and will be fully
dealt with in the Courts.

That it is absolutely untrue that I have ever had. any conversation with Mr.
Mayes respecting any payment to the Hon. Mr. Pugsley as alleged in Mr. Mayes’
declaration and I never knew of any paymeht to Mr. Pugsley in connection ‘with
dredging matters and I verily believe that no such payment has ever been made.

That the contract given to Mr. Mayes and referred to in his said declaration
was awarded by the then minister, the Honorable Mr. Hyman to -Mr. Mayes, he
being the Jowest tenderer. e

That in the month of September last, I met Mr. J. B. M. Baxter, who acted
for Mr. Mayes in connection with the dredging contract and is Mr. Mayes’ close
personal friend and adviser at the entrance to the Law Library, Princess ‘street,

' in the City of Saint John, and at his request' I went in to a room off the said
Library and Mr. Baxter then and there proposed to me ‘that if the government
would buy Mr. Mayes’ dredge at a price which I thought was about $160,000, there
would be a' rebate for political purposes of $20,000. I replied to Mr. Baxter that
I’was through with Mr. Mayes and would have no further transaction.with him.

That early in the present month of October, Mr. F. W. Holt, civil engineer,
called. upon me at my office and -stated that he came with a view of effecting
a settlement of matters between Mr. Mayes and myself and that” Mr. Mayes
was making threats of what he would do to hurt the government if they did not
buy his dredge. While I had then firmly made up my mind to have no further
businéss tramsactions with Mr. Mayes, yet in -order to draw Mr."Mayes out and
have him committed to his demands and believing as I then did that Mr. Holt
was ‘acting at the instance of Mr. Mayes,I said that a person making demands of

that nature usually had a price and asked him to ascertain what Mr. Mayes’ de-
mands really were.

A day or two later, Mr. Holt again called upon me and stated that if the
Government would purchase the dredge at 153,400, Mr. Mayes would withdraw
all suits, return all checks and notes and photographs thereof, and give a letter to
take no further action; otherwise he would publish a statement of a damaging
nature to the Government and would take the platform himself. I then in-
formed Mr. Holt that I was through with Mr. Mayes, that I was prepared to fight
all syits, that there was nothing to conceal as it was a legitimate business transac-
tion on my part and Mr. Mayes would have to take his own course.

C. J. Osman came to me and told me
that Mr. Mayes had informed him that
he had given me a note for $2,000,- and
Mr. Osman was under the impression
that Mr. Mayes had told him it was given
while 1 was a minister.
