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DISTRICT AND GENERAL SANITATION ON THE FARM by an ordinary 40-watt electric lamp, 
and no expert electric wiring is ne- 
cestary. Just put a lamp socket 
near to the pump and insert an or­
dinary cord and plug. Such an outfit 
would only require a few drops of oil 
once or twice a month. A gasoline 
engine will only use about a quart 
of gasoline to pump about 750 to 800 
gallons of water, and where a large 
tank is installed and one pumping a 
day only is necessary, as high as 
1.000 gallons of water can be had by 
using a quart and about 2 ounces of 
engine oil. A hand pump of modern 
type if operated for about 30 minutes 
a day will deliver under pressure 
about 120 to 150 gallons. So even a 
hand pressure system would be a 
boon to many farm homes in com­
parison to the present hand pump 
which as a rule is several hundred 
feet from the house"

The department of agriculture real­
izes that something drastic must be 
donc to eliminate the hardships of 
the womenfolk on the farm and 
strongly advises that steps be taken 
to have city comforts installed on 
the farm. If anyone living on farms 
or in rural homes requires specific 
information on this subject it can be 
procured by writing to the Physics 
Department.

Agricultural Department Hae Demon­
stration Truck Visit Glencoe

Pupils of Prof. Howard Gordon Give.
Fine Program

4. Glencoe:
As the result of a great deal of re- 

search work conducted by the Agri­
cultural Department of Ontario in 
recent years, it has been proved con­
clusively that one of the main reas­
ons why help on a farm is scarce, 
why farmers’ sons and daughters 
leave the farms, why the average 
farmer plans to leave his farm in his 
declining years to live in towns and 
villages, is lack of city conveniences, 
lack of water on tap. lack of those 
comforts enjoyed by the average city 
dweller. Realizing these conditions, 
the department is conducting an ed­
ucational campaign throughout the 
province in the form of a truck which 
is fitted up with a modern bathroom 
and kitchen. This demonstration 
truck paid a visit to Glencoe test 
week, drawing many people from the 
surrounding country. There is a wall 
erected down the centre of the truck, 
on one side of which the following 
plumbing fixtures are fitted up with 
water at the taps complete: One 
water closet, one wash basin, one 
bathtub and one shower fixture.

These goods are all working and 
are so placed as will show those vis- 
iting the truck just what such plumb 
ing goods are like and would look 
like in one's bathroom.

Where hydro is 
available an electric automatic water 
pressure system, along with the rest 
of the sanitary equipment, can be 
installed for around $600, and if a 
gasoline engine operated water sup­
ply giving as high as 360 gallons of 
water per minute, is necessary, these 
whole city conveniences can be pro­
cured for around $750, and the cost 
of upkeep is so small that the item 
needs little consideration.

CRISES IN NEAR EAST 
HAS BEEN AVERTED

All Other Foreign Debt* Paid, 
Says Sir W. Joynson-Hicks

—Stringent Economy

A despatch from London says:—

Both Allies and Turks Make 
Concessions — Agreement 

Reached on All Points.
Lausanne, July 8.—An accord has 

been reached between the Turks and 
the Allies and peace will probably be 
signed within a week.

Thus the Near East conference, 
which has been in continuous session 
for more than three months past, has 
had a successful outcome. For a con- 
siderable period the settlement hung 
in the balance on the question of the 
Ottoman debt, concessions and the 
evacuation of Constantinople and 
other Turkish territory by foreign 
troops. Both sides were forced to 
give way in a measure at the end, 
and it was apparent at the first ses­
sion to-day that a termination of th» 
discussion was close at hand.

Ismet Pasha, leaving the conference 
about midnight, informed the corres­
pondents that an agreement had been 
reached on all points.

An official communique issued after 
the session declared that private 
meetings had succeeded in establish­
ing an accord in principle on the 
three questions in dispute—The Otto­
man debt, concessions and evacuation.

A despatch from London says:—A 

war secret involving the destruction of 
thirteen German submarines was re­
vealed on Friday by Vice-Admiral Sir 
Roger Keyes, when he was presented 
with the freedom of the borough. Sir 
Roger said that in October, 1917, a 
German submarine which had been 
blown up in Waterford Harbor was 
raised, when most valuable informa- 
tion was found on her. There were 
details as to how German submarines ■ 
got under or over the mine barrage 
across the Straits of Dover. The Ad-| 
miralty then established a long line of 
small craft, manned by 150 fishing 
crews. The result was that thirteen* 
German submarines were soon lying 
at the bottom of the Channel between 
Folkestone and Cape Griz Nez.

Memorial to Pioneers
As a feature of the big celebration 

to be held in Pictou County, Nova

Be 
sure not to mix the lime water and 
the sulphate of copper solution before 
diluting, and carefully note the quan­
tities. A stock solution of the copper 
sulphate and lime wash may be pre­
pared and kapt in separate covered

When­
ever royalties travel there are always 
people, often humble, peasants, who 
desire them to accept gifts.

In some cases these gifts are altru­
istic expressions of loyalty and good­
will. More often they are forms of 
self-flattery. The donor wants to be 
able to boast that one of the greatest 
to the land is indebted to him.

When King Edward was taking the 
waters at Marienbad he used to find 
over a hundred boxes of cigars, pairs 
of socks and gloves, neckties, boxes of 
sweets, and walking-sticks in his mail 
every week.

The "gifts" were mere dodges of 
crafty tradesmen who wanted to be 
able to boom their wares as worn or 
eaten or used or smoked by royalty. 
The King used to have all these things 
returned.

Hand as Paper-Weight.
The practice of British sovereigns 

has usually been not to accept any gift 
unless permission has previously been 
sought by a letter to the royal secre- 
lariat, and that permission has been 
bestowed only in rare instances, and 
then when the gift was of trifling in- 
trinsic worth.

Perhaps the oddest gift King Ed­
ward ever accepted was a lb. potato 
sent him by a Mr. Howlett, a fanner 
of Vermont, U.S.A. It was sent by 
registered post, addressed to "The 
King of England, the Houses of Par­
tiament, England.”
