AN OCEAN LINER
DAMAGED BY FIRE.

Steamer Forest Holme, of Holme Line,
Scorched at Montreal—Loss Amounts
to $200,000.

Montreal, May 5.—A destructive fire
started shortly before 5 o'clock Sat-
urday afternoon in the steamship For-
est Holme, of the Holme Line.
vessel arrived in port last Saturday
with 26,000 boxes of lemons, 5,000 boxes
of oranges and 5,400 bags of sulphur.

During his incarceration Pare
was a good, willing prisoner, and 4did
his work well. For a year or more he
was quite sickly, and confined more or
less to the hospital.

The friends of the deceased prisoner
nave been notified, and a reply has
been received that his remains will be
claimed by parties who will reach the
city on Monday.

Further Testimony Regarding Appli-
cation of the ““Water Cure’’ and the
Destruction of Villeges.

Washington, May 5. — L. E. Hallock,
of Boston, Mass., formerly a sergeant
and then @ private in Company I, 26th
Volunteer Infantry, testified on Satur-
day before the senate committee on the
Philippines, concerning the practice of
the ‘“water cure” in the Philippines.
Hallock told of the infliction of the
cure upon a dozen natives at the
town 6f Leon, Province of Panay. Iie
said they were captured and tortured
in order to secure information of the
murder of Pte. O’Herne, of Com-
pany I, who had been not only killed,
but roasted and otherwise tortured be-
fore death ensued. Capt. Glenn, in
charge of a scouting party, had first

The
twelve prisoners were kept for four
or five months and then they tried to
The effort was successful on
the part of some of them, but five or
six fleeir.g prisoners were shot and
killed.

Mr. Hallock stated that he had alsc
been present when a village of 3,000
or 4,000 had been burned, and that the
occupants of the houses had not had
time to carry out their furniture.

Senator Lodge brought cut the de-
tails of the murder of Pte. O'Ierne.
The witness said that in June, 1€09,
O’Herne, with two other membuers
of the company, was sent to lloilo
for mail, and on their return
on June 30, they were ambushed by
100 natives and O’'Herne's compan-
jons were captured. O'Herne made a
dash to get away, and after escaping
from the attacking party, fell in with
other natives, supposed to be friendly.
Instead of proving to be so, they had
devoted the entire next day to his
torture and death, beginning at Gay-
light by cutting him with bolcs and
then roasting him all day by a slow
fire, not finishing up until night. All
these details, the witness said, were
gathered from the confessions of the
men to whom they had given the
“cure.”

Answering other questions, he sald
that he had not known anyone to
die under the water cure. The pris-
oners were generally fed on rice and
coffee, with an occasional meal of
hard tack. He said they were all
“fat.’’ He also said “nat he under-
stood that the orders were to treat the
natives well.

The committee went into executlve
session, and Senator Lodge laid be-
fore it the cablegram from General
Chaffee, concerning Major Gardener,
which was afterward read in the sen-
ate. The committee decided not to 1e-
quest the appearance of Major Gar-
dener, pending the investigation in
the Philippines.

HOW CITY'S THOROUGHFARES
MIGHT BE MADE BEAUTIFUL

Some Valuabie Suggestions From
the London Herticultural
Society.

The directors of the London Horti-
cultural Society are maintaining a
keen interest in the improvement
and beautifying of the city’s streets
and parks. At a recent meeting of the

society they drew up a list of sugges-
tions, which, if acted upon, would aid
materially in adding to the natural
beauty of London’s thoroughfares and
parks. These suggestions are as fol-
lows:

PARKS AND PUBLIC GROUNDS.

1. All the parks and public grounds
belonging to the city, Including the
market square, streets and boulevards, |
as far as trees and turf are concerned,
should be combined into one system,
and be placed under one superintend-
ent, who should have the supervision
of the whole. An advisory committee
might be appointed to assist him when
necessary. This would provide for a
uniform control, an economy of main-
tenance, an intelligent planting out,
thinning and careful pruning of park
and street trees, which is so sadly lack-
ing at present; the beautifying of the
parks and other public grounds with
ornamental shrubs and flowers, and
some care of the boulevards to prevent
their being cut up and spoiled by fcot-
paths.

He
spoke of the time when we most feel
the strength of temptation. Abraham ,
and Christ were tempted when alone,
when it was easier to vield; and it
would be so with us, coming when we
have no friends nor sympathy to give
us courage. We should therefore al-
ways depend upon God, so that when
temptations come, we should have de-
veloped the strength to resist it. The
test, he said, would be hard, but the
great purpose of it should be remem-
bered. If we were to be strong victors
it would only be after a successful
struggle with temptation. If we
grasped the higher truths, Dr. McVicar
sald, our desires and God's commands
would be reconciled.
