City Auditor F. G. Jewell is nego-
tiating with the management of the
Pere Marquette Railroad, for the city's
porticn of rents on lands along the line
of the London and Port Stanley Rail-
way, which it is claimed, are due the
municipal corporation.

Under the terms of the company’s
lease of the city’s line, L.ondon was
to get $10,000 a year rental for the
twenty years, and 10 per cent. of the
gross receipts of the road for any
amount over $80,000. It is argued that
the rents from property in St. Thomas
and Port Stanley which were sublet by
the Pere Marquette are part of the
gross receipts and that London is en-
titled to her share.

The Pere Marquette has paid in vari-
ous sums to the city in connection with
the clause covering the ten per cent.
agreement on the receipts, but no re-
turn has been made on rents of lands
the moneys handed over to London
having been obtained from general
traffic profits.

It is the desire of the city auditor
to find out where these sums—and with
the extended term of years, and com-
pound interests on the amount they
would be very heavy—have gone to,
and to secure the city's share, which,
it is anticipated, will amount to many
thousand dollars.

ARE YOUR SHOES TOO BIG? |

Almost everyone wears a shoe that
is too close. The shoe itself may be
correct as to size and shape, but it
is not fastened tight at the point of
control, which is the instep. When
you set your foot upon the floor or
ravement in the act of walking, the
shoe adheres, and 1if it is looscly
fastened over the instep the foot will
push down into the toe of the shoe
At certain spots on the foot this
slipping causes frictlon, which in turn
causes corns and bunions. These spots
are the soles of the feet, tops, ends,
and inner sides of toes, the great
and little - toe joints, and the back
of the heel.

Study the shape of your foot. If it
is pointed wear & shoe with g taper-
ing toe; if round, wear a moderately
round toe. A long foot requires a
long vamp, a short foot a short
vamp. Be sure that shoes fit snugly

under the arch. This wil] support the

instep and prevent a strained or
fallen arch, besides assisting to hold
the foot back in the heel.

The Instep.

A good tight fit over the instep is
necessary. The best shoe to adjust is
a lace shoe, as buttons work loose.
If you do wear buttoned shoes, the
three lower buttons on each shoe
should be set back occasionally.
When a laced shoe is tried on, the
strings should be drawn tight. If the
sides of the shoe then meet, it is too
loose. They should gap, or make a
V-shape, even when laced tight, be-
cause if they do not as the leather
stretches the shoe Will become too
loose and let the foot slip down Into
the toe.

One of the greatest economies Is
to dress the feet well at all times.
Wear a lightweight tie for the house
but see that it fits tight at the in-
step, and that the heel 1is always
kept square and true.

PLAN FOR EXTENSIONS

Finance Committee of Council
To Deal With Proposed

_ Increase in Mileage.

After debating for more than two
hours in a special session cn Thursday
evening, the city council accepted a
proposal to have Sunday street cars
operated from 8 a.m. to 10:30 p.m. dur-
ing eight months of the year and un-
til 11 p.m. during the months of June,
July, August and September. The fares
will be seven tickets for 25 cents, with
drop fares of five cents and children’s
fares, two for five cents, transfers ap-
plying to all. This is, of course, sub-
ject to the ratepayers passing favor-
ably on the Sunday car bylaw in Jan-
uary.

Vice-President T. H. Smallman and
Manager C. B. King were present on
behalf of the ecompany, and will submit
the decision of the council to the board
of directors. It is generally anticipated
that it will be acceptable. The agree-
ment will be given one year’s trial, and
w}ll then come back to the city coun-
cil.

The company’s offer was to run from
§ a.m. to 10 p.m. with the fares quoted.

“Is that final?” asked Ald. Ed. Stein.

“We have .given serious considera-
tion to this matter,” replied Vice-Pres-
ident Smallman, who with Manager
King, was present at the council meet-
ing, “and we believe that if the Sun-
day cars pay running cxpenses, that
is about all they will do.”

Various members of the council
thought that the cars should be run
later than .10 o’clock, particulariy in
the summer, when the band concerts
would be on.

Asks For Percentage.

Ald. Stein believed that the street
railway company had been getting
something for nothing from the city
for long enough, and, seconded by Ald.
G. E. Rose, he moved that the com-
pany, after the first year of operation
and when the average Sunday re-
ceipts had reached $600, that the city
be given 15 per cent. of the gross re-
ceipts, and that workingmen’'s tickets
be good all day Sunday.

“You may put this resolution if you
wish,” commented Mr. Smallman, “but
we have made you an offer that is
final.”

Mr. Smallman, in response to a
question from Ald. J. P. Moore, said the
company was prepared to give the
Sunday cars a fair trial. If they were
profitable, it was prepared to operate
them until the expiration of its fran-
chise, but if they proveed a losing
venture, the company wished to feel
free to abandon the operation. Mr.
Smallman added that no railway in
Canada was giving a fare equal to the
workingmen’s rates in London. Here
nine workingmen’s tickets were given
for a quarter as against eight in To-
ronto, in spite of Toronto’s much larger
population.

Profit of $210.

Ald. E. H. Johnston thought that the
city was entitled to something from the
operation of the Sunday cars, and sub-
mitted figures to show that the com-
pany’s average daily earnings were
$924. Mr. Smallman had stated that
in other cities the Sunday receipts
averaged about 65 per cent. of the
daily receipts, which would make the
average Sunday receipts in London,
$600. With the lower cost of power
on Sundays and fewer men, Ald. John-
ston estPmated, on the company's own
figures, that there would be a profit
of $210 per day. He thought the alder-
men would not be doing their duty if
they did not make some fair agree-
ment with the company. If such an
agreement was’ not made he believed
that the bylaw would be lost.

Mr. Smallman, in reply, said his
day cars, but was willing to do so if
the council so wished, though he did
not believe there would be any money
in the proposition. The company, he
said, had not averaged a 6 per cent.
dividend since it had commenced oper-
ations here.

Springbank Annexation.

The possibility of annexing Spring-
bank or getting legislation to allow
the running of Sunday cars to that
point, were discussed, and some, in-
cluding Ald. J. G. Richter, thought
that the company should be given two
vears in which to thoroughly try out
the scheme.

Manager King intimated that the
company did not intend to strictly ad-
here to the closing hour of 10 o’clock.
If the business justified running later,
it was prepared to do so.

Washington, Dec. 12.—A report is-
sued from the United States Bureau of
Fisheries shows that already this
season it has taken 450,000,000 white-
fish eggs in Lake Erie. This is 13,000
quarts of the tiny finners, and by far
the largest ever made,

plant at Put-in-Bay on Lake Erie was
built to take care only of 100,000,000
eggs, the bureau by farming the eggs
out among the various state hatcheries
and among its own plants elsewhere, is
taking care of this year's enormous
cateh.

“He also agrees to give an immedi-
ate raise of pay to men and women
whose wages in London are $8.75 a
week or less, or $7.50 or less in the
provinces.

“In practice this will mean that a
certain number of men and women
will get increases of pay ranging from
two cents to fifty cents a week.

“The concession is subject to so
many restrictions that only about 25
per cent. of the staff will be affected,
and this proportion is almost wholly
composed of postmen.

“At our interview last week Mr.

Mr. Rowell Discusses Imperial
System and Canadian Status
at Niagara.

URGCES CONSIDERATION

Various Solutions of Forming
Closer Union of Britain
and Coloni:s,

[Soecial to The Advertiser.]

Niagara Falls, Dec. 12.—“He who
would force the pace may wreck the
plan he has in view.” This sentence
expresses the central idea in Mr.
Rowell’'s speech on imperial relations
given on Thursday night to the Nia-
gara Falls Canadian Club. Mr. Rowell
made a plea .against undue haste in
trying to settle the final form of any
Umperial system or of Canada’s status.

“Why should we endeavor to set-
tle now,” he asked, “what will best
meet the needs of the next genera-
tion. The British constitution is a
very different instrument today from
what it would have been had it re-
ceived its final form even a genera-
tion ago. I am sure we have con-
fidence that the next generation will
know btetter its own needs than we
do. They will know the conditions.
Who is bold enough to say we can
form any fair estimate of them? Any
conclusion we reach 1ow must neces-
sarily be largely determined by our
present knowledge and influence,
mainly by considerations of defence.

Must Not Rush.

“My plea is against our being rushed
n reaching final conciusions on this
vital matter at the present time. In
view of our present satisfactory rela-
tions,” continued Mr. Powell, “and of
the steady and harmonious develop-
ment of these relations through the
instrumentality of the imperial con-
ference it is, I think, to be regretted
that the question has ‘been suddenly
thrust upon us, and we are apparently
compelled to consider it as a by-pro-
duct of the naval discussion clouded
by the partisan feelings thereby en-
gendered rather than as a question of
first national moment, which should
be considered by all Canadians solely
on #a8 own merits, and as free as
poseidble from all party feelings and
consideration,

“You must always bear in mind in
comsidering any question relating to
our imperial organization that it is not
a question simply between Canada and
Great Britain, but one which involves
the other self-governing Dominions,
Australia, New Zealand, South Africa.
Newfoundland, the great dependancy
of India and all the crown colonies.
No solution which does not have re-
gard to the views and needs of all
can ever be accepted or prove per-
manently satisfactory.

Various Solutions.

“YVarious solutions or alternatives
have been put before us both by those
who favor a poliey of centralization,
or at least a closer union between the
different parts of the empire, and by
those who oppose such a policy. Many
of those who submit proposals for our
consideration give psg fur options. 1.
Independence. 2. Stay as we are. 3. A
co-operative alliance btetween the free
nations of the empire, ag advocated by
Mr. Jebb. 4. A new central organiza-
tion or body to control the external
affairs of the empire. Some of our
friends would reduce these four op-
tions to the first and last. They tell us
that as Canada grows in population
and in national spirit the second will
be found impossible and the third im-
practicable, But are these our only
alternative? Is it necessary for us de-
liberately to make up our minds at
the present time to ehoose any one of
them? The peculiar geniusg of the Brit-
ish people for seif-government has
3hown itself in their capacity to mod-
ify and adapt their constitution from
time to time to meet the needs of the
hour.”

Greag Traditions.

Mr. Rowell pointed out im conclusion
that as Canadians and citizens of the
empire we were inheritors of the great
traditions and ideals for which the em-
pire stood, and that we were deter-
mined to maintain our citizenship
within the empire. Mr. Rowell ex-
pressed the opinion that in the Imper-
fal Conference we had a body equal
to the needs of the present, and one
which held out the greatest promise of
developing into an organization cap-
able of meeting also the needs of the
future.

Owing te the low
rate of speed the engineer was able
to bring the train to a stop before the
other passenger coaches were also
derailed.

Passenger Hurt.

MANY CONTRA CLAIMS

Tax Dispute Between London

Township and City Causes
Lively Debate.

After arguing a number of points
for over an hour at the county build-
irgs Thursday afterncon the joint
committee of the city and London
Township councils. appointed to settle
a number of vexed financial questions
arising out of the annexation of a
portion of London Township, failed to
reach any agreemeri, and the meeting
was adjourned until Friday, the 19th
fnst. At one stage of the proceedings
it looked as though a deadlock be-
tween the two committees was inevit-
able, and Mayor Graham moved that
the whole matter in dispute be settled
by arbitration. The committees could
not agree on this either, and finally
the whole matter was left practically
where it had begun, to be dealt with
at the adjourned meeting.

The questions in dispute
extremely complicated nature. The
crux of the situation lies in the re-
quest of Reeve J. H. Hodgins that a
sum of money, approximately $1,400,
be paid cver to the county by the city
in respect of an agreement made last
April whereby the city acknowledged
that it owed the township that amount
jon the Ealing school property, which
was taken over by the city. The
city declines to pay over this amount
until the township pays over an
amount of $1,265.39, which the city
claims is duvue it from rates collected
from the taxpayers for- the- support of
the Pottersburg and Knollwood Park
schools. This leaves a balance of
$134.81 due by the city to the town-
ship in respect of schools.

Taxes Never Expended.
