He said he had talked with
the head oi his local wnion about the
festriction, and: complained that he
!;ad to lose much time to let men be-
aind him in work cateh up to him:
The leader had replied that the
same thing had been done to him,
and he had to put up with it. He
di¢ not Jhink it right.

- John Mitchell asked : “Isn’t this re-
striction [or the purpose of making
an even distribution of the cars ?”

“1 don’t know. Possibly it is.”

' “Il. you #yere given more- than an-
®other man, wouldn’t you injure him?"

FOR FOSTER'S MURDER,

Sketch of the Now Celebrated * Dimnle ”
Lawrence Case.

-}'o‘hn T. Lawrence, of Hempstead,

Foster wad a stalwart fellow, 22
Years old. He was married, but he
was noted among the young men
dont Good Ground for his popular-
€y ‘among women. Disbrow came
uf .a good family, but was estrang-
ed from them on account of a
warriage contracted five years
ago. He was known as rather wild,
Eat was popular with his set.

Disbrow had been attentive to
*Dimple” Zawrence for more than
# year. She seemed to lose inter-
ost in him somewhat after she met
Foster. Neverthol s, Disbrow con-
Rlnued to go out with her as often
as th? woild let him. On the night
of th» tragedy, Disbrow, Foster
and “Dimple” Lawrence ‘drove to
the Hamplon Pines Club and had
supper. Thon they drove to Tunnel's
bote!l, where Disbrow: stayed,
which is one mile across Tiana
Bay from the Occan View House,
where the Lasrrazess wars stayisg.

he had not seen for several years,
bn(_](‘ her good-bye ‘and said he was
going away for a long time.

Then 1 heard him come up again and
say. to Digbrow, ‘I can’t leave like
this.’ Disurow s voice said, ‘Can you
look me in the face and say that
Then -there were angry words and
sounds of somecone jumping on the
floor. There were mutterings and an-
gry wordi and I neard Disbrow say
louély, ‘By God, I'll settle this in the
morning.”

“Next, I heard Foster say, ‘Il I get
the boat will you go with us?’ Dis-
brow said ‘Yes.’ Foster said, ‘Will you
meet us at the wharf 2’ Disbrow said,
‘Yes."! Then: I heard the voice of Miss
Lawrecnrce out on the lawn say, ‘What
did Louis say ; wiil he come with us,
if we get the boat 2’”

Thus the s.ory was read. It was the
testimony of a relined young woman,
as they all knew, and it was the only
testimony they had heard which
scemed to connect Disbrow with the

The testimony was read by Magis-
trate Foster, before whom it had
been taken last summer.

Prosecution Rests.

Accused Man’s Confession.

William Walton, one of the prose-
cution’'s most important witnesses,
followed with his recital of Dis-
brow’s partial confession to him,
soon after Mr. Lawrence had left
the stand. He told how he met Dis-
brow about ten o’clock in the morn-
ing at Eldridge's Hotel, in Good
Ground, and how, after having a few
drinks, Djsbrow asked him to go with
him to Quogue. This was the morn-
ing alter Foster and “Dimple” had
disappeared.

“What did Disbrow say and how
did he net during the night 27

“Well,” said Walton, “about three
in, ithe morning he woke up and said,
‘Billy, I m heartbroken.’” Then he told
me Foster and 'the girl had been to-
gether the night before and they had
had trouble.”

“Where did he say they were ?”

At the Hamptoa Pines Club and
at Turnell’s. He sald Foster called
him down and told him he and the
girl were going away together and
avanted to say goodby to him. Fos-
ter land ‘the girl said they loved each
other and they 'were going away.”

“Anything else ?” asked Mr. Smith.

“Yes; Disbrow said after that he
and Foster had a fight down on the
beach and Foster grabbed him and
choked him and threw him down.”

“What did he ftell*you became of
Foster and Miss Lawrence ?”

Walton simply shook his head.

Attorney Miles, counsel for Louis
A. Disbrow, - charged with having
caused the death of Clarence Foster,
opened the case to-day for the de-
fence in an address lasting an hour.:
‘He said he would prove that the
marks on the body of Foster and
“Dimple” Lawrence were caused by
shells and a stake which had been
taken from Tiana Bay, where the
bodies were found. ¢

The first witness for the defence
was Eugene-H, Smith, who testified
to the linding of a stake in the bay.

Although Mr. Miles presented wit-
nesses to show that there was no
cut on Foster’s forehead, yet he in-
troduced one witness 'te explain it
if the jury should believe it were
there. Harold Squires, an express-
man, testified that on the day bhe-
fore Foster's death, he talked with
Foster at the railroad station. He
said that Foster insulted him and
that he struck Foster a blow. on the
head, just above the right eye. The
blow knocked him against the ticket
office and bumped his head.

Dr. 'W. R. Scovel, the Disbrow: fam-
ily physician, declared that in April
he wag called by Disbrow to attend
to' a fractured shouider and that he
set the break. He was called again
Mag 7th, he said, and found that Dis-
brow had injured the shoulder again
while it was growing together, and
that he had a.broken, rib. Disbrow
wak very weak and run down at
that time. His arm was then in such
accondition as to be practically use-
less for three months. Dr. George
H. Donahue, after hearing a des-
cription of the fracture of the shoul-
der, said that the youmg man would
not regain the full strength of that
arm for from four to six months.
This evidence was introduced to
show that Disbrow was physically
unable to overcome Foster without
the use of a weapon.

- Many Wanstead Claims.

STRANGE FACTS BROUGHT OUT

A Montreal despatch says: One
of the most remarkable incidents
in connection with the recent dis-
astrous accident on the Grand

unk Railway at Wanstead is

e unprecedented manner in which

eufistances have presented them-
selyes that tended to cut g down
the \amount the railway wouRl have
to pay out in damages. Ever since
the day of the actident the offi-
cials of the claims départment of
the railway haveé been busy set-
tling claims with the injured, and
with the [lamilies of the dead. Al-
though settlement has not as yet
been imade in any of the .more
scrious cases, the amount paid out
to the injured has already amount-
ed, according to the statement
made by an official of the claims
depariment, to over $60,000.

The most . remarkable circum-
stances in connection with the set-
tlement for damages is that ac-
cording to Canadian law in the
case of death only relatives of the
firet degree in the ascendant or
descendant order can claim dam-
ages. On this account, in the cases
of the only two couples who met
death together, Mr. and Mrs. W.
Stewart, and Dr. and Mrs. Penwar-
den, no claim whatever will have
to be -paid. After inquiring dili-
gently, the officials of the com-
pany have found that neither had
any family, and that in both cases
the parents had died. Had either
couple had any children, the tlam-
ages would have been very heavy.

Of: the injured still confimed to
the hospital at London, the most
serious case, as far at least as
possible damages are concerned, is
that of W. Quinn, of Oakville, who
.was on his way to Chicago. Quinn,
who is a marriad man, had his
hands badly burned, and it is very
doubtful whether he will ever be
able to provide for his family. The
officials of the company state
that, with the exception of two
cases, they were able to make an
amicable settlement at once, In

COVERNOR SHOT EDITOR.

Result of~PoIitical Quarrel in
South Carolina.

DELIBRATE CASE 'OF MURDER

Columbig, 8. C., despatch; N, G.
Gonzales, editor of the State, and
widely: known throughout the souti#,
is at the Columbia Hospital in a eri-
tical condition, as a result of a pis-

tol wound inflicted by James H. Till-
man, Lieutenant-Governor of South
Carolina. The shooting took place
-on Main street, the location being
the most frequented stand corner in
Columbia. ;

It was a few moments before 2
o’clock when the cry was passed
along the streets that “Jim Tillman
had shot N. G. Gonzales.” At once a
rush set in towards the capitol. The
offices of the State are in the same
block as the scene of the shooting,
and it took ouly a few; moments for
a throng to assomble in front of
the building. Policeman Boland, im-
mediately after the shooting, ar-
rested Lieutenant-Governor Till-
man- and took him to police head-
quarters, where he was relieved of
two pistols, tha one ‘with which he
shot Editor Gonzales and a sccond
large revolver. From the police sta-
tion he was taken to tie county jail,
where he is to-night in full protec-
tion of the officers.

No fight or nvords oceurred be-
tween the men preceding the assault,
and only attributed eause for the
shooting is that during the recent
primary election Editor Gonzales op-
posed Lieutenant-Governor ‘Tillman
in his race Tor Governor and vig-
oroeusly assailed him editorially.

Most of those who saw the affair,
said there was mothing said until
after the shot. One "i‘ Tillman’s es-
cort says ‘he thinks Tillman said:
“I received your message,” and then
{ired. He 18 not certain as to this,
but thinks such words were spoken.
Another says he did not hear any-
thing, and thinks he would have
heard any words had they been ut-
tered. .

Editor Gongzales himself gave an

First Canadian Appointed.

London, Jan. 17.—Major D. J. V.
Faton, Royal Canadian Field Artil-
lery of Kingston, Ont., at present on
Jeave here, has been nominated by
Eerl Roberts, Field Marshal, Com-
mandant-in-Chief for the Stafi Col-
lege. For this he had gualified some
time ago. He will now join the col-
lcge on the 22nd inst. Major Eaton
.s the first colonial officer to be
nominated to the Stafi College. Maj-
or i.aton was born in 1869 and was
educated at the R. M. C., Kingston,
He served in the South African cam~
paign 1899-1900.

Joh burg, South ‘Africa, Jan,
19.—Colonial Secretary Chamberlain,
at a banguet given him Saturday ev-,
ening, delivered. a speech in which he
gave for the first time the -details
which have been arranged. for the fi-
nancing of the new colonies.

He described the arrangement as “a
unique and unprecedented action on
the part of the Imperial Govern-
ment,”” and one which was satisfac-
tory _to the representative associa-
tions which met in Johannesburg
that day.

The proposal, he said, was first
that the Government undertakes to
‘submit to the Imperial Parliament a
bill  to guarantee a loan of $175,-
000,000 on the security of the assets
of the Transvaal and Orangia, which
were being unjted for this purpose.
The loan would be raised as soon as
the Imperial Parliament shall give
its consent, the money being devot-
ed to paying the existing debts of
the Transvaal, buying the eXisting
railroads, providing for the construo-
tion of new lines, allowing tHe neces-
sary expenditure for public works,
and also providing for the land set-
tlement. This part of the plan will
place Orangia and the Transvaal in
funds to carry out the development
of the country.

The second part of the agreement
provides that as soor as possbile af-
ter placing the first, another loan of
$150,000,000 shall be raised, to be
called up in annual instalments, of
$50,000,000. This second loan will
be treated as a war debt, and will be
secured on the assets of the Trans-
vaal.

A number of South African finan-
ciers had undertaken to subscribe the
first $50,000,000 without receiving
preferential security. Up to a few
hours previous to the banquet, he
had not received the authority of the
home Government to depl finally
. with the matter of war contribution,
and he declared that the reports
hitherto published, which purported
to give details of the financial ar-
rangement, were premature, unauth-
orized, and for the ‘most part incor-
rect.

Mr. Chamberlain said he hoped

py augury for the unification of the
two colonies.: He then referred to
the labor problem at the mines, and
suggested that the Imperial Govern-
ment should appoint a issi
to inquire into the matter in all its
details.

1f they attempt to obtain
drink during that period they are
liable to a fine, while the publican
supplying them is fined $50 for a
first offence, and $100 for a second
offence.

Curry sauce is made by simmering
over a slow fire one tablespoonful of
minced orion, one tablespdonful.‘of
minced raw ham, one tablespooniul of
minced parsley and a pinch of thyme.
Do not let the onion burn, but when
it is cooked soft stir in one dessert-
spoonful of browned flour, which has
been blended with one teaspoonful of
curry powder; mix well, then slowly
add a cup_ayd a halfl of scasoned
stock, stirring continually. Let
simmer ten to fifteen minutes, rub
‘through a fine strainer, return to
the fire, add one beaten egg yolk,
stir until it reaches the bolling point,
and scerve. If it has to be kept hot,
placo the vessel containing it In a
pan of boiling water, cover .closely
to keep it from evaporating, and a
crust from forming; draw back on
the stove. Return to the hot part
of the stove to bring it to the boil-
ing pcint again before using.—Chi-

Christ. There were also fragments
of the Pentatcuch in the Samaritan
language, a translation of Psalm

Ixxviil, in Arabia, but written in

Greek characters, dating from: the
eleventh- century. It is now report-
ed from Constantinople that the
manvscripts have been handed over
by the Turkish Foreign Mihistry to!
Baron rschall, the German Ambas-
sadoryby order of the Sultan, for a
.more thorough scrutiny in Berlin.—

Nicaragua's New Labor Law S
Ito Make Strikes lmpossible.

The Legislature of Nicaragua
passed 0a sune 30, 1901, a law tuat
caused generat cousternation among
ali clisses of sociovy. It was one ol
the most remm‘kuul.slulatn 10r-regu-
latiug and velining lavor in it rela-
tions wiih capitair ever propmulgated.

The popwar voice at once declared
that sucu an edict couid never “be-
enjorced. T'wo mouthe ago, however,
the Goverugment puc the law inwo er-
fect, ana, accoruing to the reports
from MNcaragua, everybody is becom-
ing reconci.ed .0 i, whu (e resuits
seem -to be thus far benelicial.

Tue law deiines a laborer as any
pervon, mile or female, over 16, wuo
has not u capitai of 500 pesos, which
is about $10V in our currency.

It then declares that every laborer
must have an employer. Anyone wlio
is found to be unumgloyed is-to be
arrested at owvce, imprisoned for

pub.ic works while awaiting an em-
ployer. ¢ .

When an employer hires a person to
work, the employee must buy a smzll
book from tue Goveri.ment in wh.ch
to register the nume, age, descripiion
and gceneral charactervistics of the
person an¢ conditions of the contract.
The emloyer must g.ve his employee
a receipt for this book, which the Jat-
ter cau produce as a proof of his good
standing whenever arrested vy the
po.ice on suspicion of being idle.

When the l.borer has completed his
contract with one employer and de-
sires to go to another he must give
his book of 1x2bor to hig next emp.oyer
ard take a rceeipt for it. i

Al the laborer wants money in ad-
varee his emp.oyer can give it to him
on y a8 a. loan without interest, to be
paid by retaining one-haif of the sal-
ary or wages untii the debt Is can-
celled. If a laborer leaves his employer
without paying his debt he wi.l be
imprisoned, fined, and obliged to re-
turn and work it out.

Any person employing laborers
without this book uf labor will be
{ined about $10.

It looke to editors of Nicaragua
newspapers, who have been studying
this law, as though str.kes caunot
thrive under it, for Ilaborers who
throw themoselives out of employment
by striking are likely to be at once
arreeted for being out of work.

The mnin purpose of the law, how-
ever, is to prevent employers from
2dvarcing wages to laborers on a
contract, which made the laborer a
slave until he settied his account, and
aleo to prevent idleness hy obliging
cveryore without capital to be em-
ployed.

Although beautiful arms are nat-
ure's gift, they may also be culti-
sated. According to artists and
sculptors, perfect arms are rarely

given to women, but, as one often’

sees arms that seem very lovely, it
may be concluded that inartistie
lines can be concealed by the drap-
ery at the shoulder, and that, even
if every curve does not comform to
beauty’s law, at least arms may be
made of satin smoothness and ala-
baster whiteness by careful atten-
tion to details.

Judging from famous statues the
arms should have a round and flow-
ing outline, with no sharpness at the
elbow. It should taper gently down
to a small wrist. In one statue the
proportions are s follows:

Il the arm is not sufficiently de-
veloped to reach the standard of
beauty, if it is a blanched and ten-
der pipestem, try dumb-bells or In-
dian clubs. Swing'the arms upraised,
a welgnt In each hand, around the
head, backward and forward.

Stretch each arm in turn at right
angles to.the body. While holding
one arm in this position move the
other one to the back, holding the
club or dumbbell across the should-
ers, then across the lower part of
the back.

These are excellent exercises for
moulding the %¥rms into form and
beauty.

Il real dumbbells are not avalil-
able, grasp an imaginary dumbbell
in each hand and extend the arms
horizontally at the side. Then move
them slowly forward until the closed
hands touch, keeping the hands
about on a level with the shoulders.

Retarn them, not only to position,
but as far back as possible without
lowering the hands and arms he-
neath the level of the shoulders. Al-
low the body to sway forward when
the arms go back, but do not duck
the head, nor allow: the body to bend
at-the walist.

Take a deep inhalation while the
arms are extended at the side, and
move the arms slowly forward and
back before exhaling. Use some force
while going through these move-
ments. Don’t act like a lily broken
at the stem.

Raise them high in front, stiff and
straight, and then let them fall. Re-
peat this exercise five or six times.

The soap should be well rubbed
into the skin with a loofah or bath
mitten. When the arm has been
rinsed in fresh water the well-soap-
ed loofah should be used until the
skin is slightly red and glowing. All
the soap should then be washed off
with perfectly clear water, and the
arm dried on a soft, dry towel.
