That if any mafter of a vefiel fhall lay at any wharf or q nay, or ground
in the harbour of Qlebc.c, with more than one pound of gun-powder
on board, he fhall incur a penalty of twenty pounds for every fuch
offence.

XIX. That if any mafter of a veflel throw overboard or caufe to be thrown

~overboard in the harbour of Quebec any ftone ballaft, he fhall incur a
penalty of five pounds for.every fuch offence. -

XX. Thatif any mafter of a veffel.or any perfon whatfoever, caufe any -
veflel to be graved in the Cul-de-Suc, or at any wharf or quay in Queb.c,
and there make or caufe fire to be made for heating pltCh tar, turpenting,
oil, or tallow, he fhall incur a penalty of ten pounds for every fucl
offence. /

XXI. That the mafter ‘of every thip or vefiel lying at anchor in the River
before Quekec in dark nights, thall fhew a lerht at the bowiprit-end,
under the penalty of ten fhillings.

XXII. Thatif any mafter of a veml fhall lay his veflel in the Cxz/-de- Sac,
otherwife than with her head to the Shore and ftern to the River, with

- an anchor laid down below the rcef of rocks, or throw Lallait of an j
kind overboard in the Cu/-de~Sac, hefhall incur a penalty of ten fhillings

. and be obliged to remove the fame.

XXIIL. And all the fines and forfeiturcs by this ordinancé impofed, may be
fued for and recovered before any two of his Majefty’s juﬁn‘cs of the
Peace, on the oath of one or more credible witnefies, one half to be
paid to the perfon who (hall fue for the fame, the other half to the
Receiver-general for his Majefty’s ufc and the {upport of the Government,
to be hy him accounted for to the Lords Comnnflioners of his Majefty’s
Trealury, and audited by the Auditor-general of the Plantations or his
Deputy. And it fhall be the duty of the Captain of the Port and Super-
intendant of Pilots to fce this ordinance carried into execution, under
the penalty of twenty fhillings for every wilful neglect, to bf= recoverad
and applied as aforeiaid.
