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OIL MEN MEET TO DISCUSS
THE SITUATION IN MEXICO

Representatives of Practi-
‘cally Every Petroleum
Interest will Attend

MEANS OF PROTECTION

Probable That Each Company - Will
Send Men Back to Work and De-
pend on Mother Country For
Safety—Thousands
Being Lost,

(By Leased Wire to The Journal of
Commerce.)

New York May 7.—Representatives
of practically every petroleum interest
in Mexico are in this city to attéend
the meeting called for to-night at the
Rocky Mountain Club, when the Mexi-
can situation as regards oil properties
will be discussed. From a canvas of
many delegates in the city it is def-
initely determined that the concensus
of opinion is that oil men be permitted
to return to work in-the filds under
such protection and guarantee as may
be obtained from federal and consti-
tutional factions in Mexico. It was
stated by J. ¥. Lucey, of the J. . Lucey
Company, who was largely instrumen-
tal in bringing about the international
meeting, that this guarantee has al-
ready been heard from Generals Huer-
to and Carranza.

Plant Was Looted.

A cable received yesterday
that all the buildings of the Jia. coas’
Company one of the Southern Pacific
companies at Panuco, had been de-
stroyed by fire and “looted.” This in-
cluded the pumping station. No es-
timate in dollars of the damage was
given. It is the opinion here that' the
rebels who are now in control of the
Panucos fields are responsible for the
loss.

It is not the desire of the assembled
oil-men to criticize the policy of the
United States in its dealings with the
oil-men of the Ta mpico and Panuco
fields.

Washington, D.C., May 7.—Detailed

figures of the foreign trade of the Un-
ited States, showing imports and ex-

ports for March and the nine months
ended with March, 1914, wepe publish-
ed to-day by the Department of Com-
merce. Total imports in the  month
were somewhat in cxcess of $182.700.060
and total exports in the same time
were practically $187 700,000, showing
a trade balance favoring the Vnited
States approximating $4,800,000. Im-
ports for the nine months' period end-
ed with March, 1914, exceeded $1,398,-
£00,000, and exports in (he same period
were over $1,883,200,000. making an ag-
gregate trade of more than $3,281,700,-
000, and showing a balance of trade in
favor of the United States or about
$484,700,000.
