Jesus. The decision of the Privy Council, and
the judgment of Dr. Lushington in the Ecclesi-
sstical Court, against certain of the authors of
the “ Essays and Reviews,” has been gratifying
to the lovers of the Bible, and has inspired the
miods of the devout members of the National
Church with a conviction that the maintenance
of sourid doctrine may to some extent be secur-
ed, and enforeed uvpon their clergy. It is iater-
esting to note that the me«tings for prayer have
in Beotland resulted in wide spread revivals;

The Papal party, whenever they
have had the opportunity, have sought to perse-
cute the humble orders of priests who manifest
any favour towards the new regime. One en-
couraging feature of thia struggle for liberty is
the spirit of inquiry which has appeared amongst
the priests, together with a desire for the Berip-
tures to be allowed to the laity.

In priest-ridden Spain, the persecution of

gontlnues unabated, and all the ef-
forts of the British government, and of the friends
of religious liberty have not availed to induce
the Spanish government to release the prisoners
or even to mitigate their punishment. In the
meantime, Matamoras and his companions bear
their -ﬁhqvith heroic fortitude and resig-
pation.

As a most pleasing contrast to Catholic Spain,
we turn to Swilserland. There was held (at
Basle) the first week in July, the Anniversaries
of the Religious societies,~amongst which are
numbered the Bible Society, the Jewish and
Foreign Missionary Society, Female Edycation
in India and Africa, Union of Swiss Ministers,
and the Basle Missionary Society at whose theo-
logical school they receive students from all parts
of Continenta! Europe. They have in addition
to these, six Armenians, and three Hindoos from
Malabar. The supply of missionary students
is said to be unlimited, from twelve to twenty
being chosen every year out of thrice that num-
ber of applicants. The Society has in Westera
Indie, 15 stations occupied by 48 Europeans;
they have also missions at Canara, Mahratts,
Malabar, and in China, which last has been this
year reinforcetl. The anniversary of the Evan-
gelical Society of Geneva, has been characterised
by unusual imterest, and reports tidings of
marked success. Christianity here has an able
advocate in the great Protestant historian, M.
Merle I)’Aubigne, who is Principal of the Theo-
logical Seminary.

In Germany, awidst many discouragements
arising from the prevalence of infidelity, and the
apathy of the Established Church, hope of a
better state of things is awakened. Dr. Rothe
(E'rof. Univ. of Heildeburg) has been prominent
in opposing the formality and deadness of the
Lutheran Churcly In Austria, where Popery is
dominant, s measire hes been introduced to the
Clmnbet\ to proture toleration to’glissenters,
which it is\belioved will be successful. If it is
still unrepedled, Austria is enslaved by that abo-
minable Contordat which Rome secured a few
years since, which not duly gives her control
over the national liberties of the people, but per-
mits her to intrude into the sanctuary of their
domestic relations. The general disvegard of
the Sabbath which prevails throughout this coun-
try is greatly depiored, and it is hoped that suc-
cesy may sttend the efforts of the societies which
bave been formed in different parts of Germany
(Protestant Germany especially, be it said !) for
“ the better observance of the Lord’s Day.”

In Holland, the pulsations of religious life are
slow and faint. In the Nortbern Kingdom of
Sweden and Denmark, on the contrary, a great
religious awakening has taken place. Social
meetings for prayer bave been held in several
places. whioh have been attended with numercus

A Great Want.

The great want of the Church is a revivel of
pure Cheistianity. Revivals of religion are God’s
favored instrumentality for the salvation of the
world. May the day be far distant when they
shall become unpopular among us! May the
day spéedily dawn when every Church in our
land shall enjoy one of these spiritual refresh-
ings from the presence of the Lord ! We
entertain for the ordinary means of grace the
profoundest respect; there can be no vitality
in the heart or in the Church without their con-
stant use, and wherever these are most faithfully
employed there will be found the finest, specimens
of symmetrical Christian character and the fullest
displays of God’s saving power. But the alarm-
ing fact meets us in every direction, and we can
not shuffle it out of ‘our sight, that the ordinary
eans of grace eve sadly nogiected. ~The houses
of worship are rarely filled except to listen to
some far-famed pulpit orator, the prayer meet-
ings are shamefully neglected, and class meet-
ings, the true exponents of the real spirituality
of the Chureh are becoming fearfully unpopular.
Through the neglect of these favored instrumen-
talities a spiritual apathy prevails, which will
entomb the members of the Church unless the
breath of Heaven fall upon the dry bones, and
quicken them into life and power. The remedy
for this sad state of affairs is found in a revival
of religion—the espeeial outpouring of the Holy
Spirit, when the dormant graces of the Churches
shall be quickened, backsliders reclaimed, and
sinners awakened and converted to God. Never
were we summoned to the great work of saving
souls by more -weighty considerations. The
Church should be in s blaze of excitement to
snatch souls as brands from the burning and push
the conquests of the Divine Redeemer. Many
will soon be beyond our reach; and if we have
any solicitude for their eternal welfare, and pur-
pose to do any thing to secure it, let us seice
upon the precent golden moment before all is
lost. We shall ourselves svon sleep the sleep
that knows no waking ; and if we intend to do
any thing more to fit our own soul for heaven, or
make any more exertions to rescue others from
their perilous condition, we must arouse our-
selves, and rush into the work. Not a moment
must be lost. Our tardiness has been fearfully
déstructive already. How many might have been
saved had we been true to our profession ! How
many may have been lost through our negiect !
Shall the number of such as have been wrecked
(Lrough our unfaithfulness be indreased.

How can we be prepared for such a glorious
work but by the baptism from sbove? Let us
pray and lsbor for s vevival as if it depended
solely upon us. Let ministers and efficial mem-
bers and lay brethren co-operate in securing it.
Let each one of us bring in our tithes into the
storebouse sind prove God, and see if he will not
pour us out & blessing, so that there shall not be
room to receive it. It is time to seek the Lord
till he come and rain & rain of rightevusness upen
us. Mighty prayer, combined with appropriate
personal effort, will briug the blessing. Let

bow down upon our knees before God in deep
humiliation of soul, and give ourselves no rest
till the baptism of the Holy Ghost be poured
upon us, and the times of refreshing descend upon
the churches and the land.—Western Ad.

Christian Discipline.

-The work of the Christian church is twofold
in its application of principles, in its mission of
doing good. It is-to be not only the light of the
world, but the “ salt of the earth.” Its lightis
not to be obscured by false measures, nor its sav-
ing influence perverted bY corrupt administra-
tion. It is not only to possess the vital power
to enlighten the understanding and influence men
to join its holy communion ; but it m
the conservative power to preserve its members
in fellowship and love, one with another. No
doubt, bug that the professed church of the living
God, bas in many instances, very far departed
from its true dignity, in obscuring its light and
corrupting its administration. Indeed the world
has furnished a better example to imitate in its
institutions than is to be found sometimes adop-
ted by the chursh. The Saviour when on earth,
said 1t to our shame, “ the children of this world
are in their gensration wiser than the children of
light” Look at the anxiety which is manifested
by those who desire to secure persons to join
their order. They put forth their best endeav-
ours to induce as many as possible to unite, And
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and then they throw arcond him such an influ-
ence and look afier hif well-being in such 8 man-
ner as enables him to feel that be is a brother
indeed. And if perchance, he is overtaken in a
fault, by the force of circumstaneces or a strong
temptation to indulge in his former habits, for-
bidden by the order, no pains are spared to re-
store and preserve, inviclate in the future the ez~
ring brother ; and that they may do this the more
successfully, they keep the fault a secret within
themselves ; they do not spread it abroad to em-
barrass, but hold open their arms to receive the
returning prodigal.

The church indeed may manifest equal solici-
tude to induce sinners in times of revivals to
join its communion ; but in how many instances
hae it failed to preserve inviclate ‘the ‘sscved
watch-fire on its altar, or let an erring brother or
sister fall into a fault, without spesking to re-
store, or even if an effort is made, it is done in
an unchristian manner, and after the fault has
been made public by the gossipers of the church.
And hence there is need of a Christian discip-
line. By this1 mean a discipline that be
living and active among the members, for
another. A constant and burning watch care for
the good of souls. Not only to persuade men
into the pale of the church, but especially to
watch, to protect, to encourage .and preserve
them in its holy communion. Such a discipline
is needed above every thing else. For it is a
small matter comparatively to get converts to
join the church, to what it is to nurse, and fos-
ter, and comfort, and build up in the faith of the
gospel, and save the lambs of the flock. No
doubt, but that thousands once within the pale
of the church will sink down to hell, who might
have made useful members, and been saved in
heaven, if proper discipline had been exercised by
those whom the spostle calls spiritual. * Breth-
ren, if a man be Overtaken in a fault, ye that are
spiritual, restore such a one in the spirit of meek-
ness ; considering thyself, lest thou also be tempt-
ed.” Ye which are spiritusl, ye who are strong
and lively members, and ‘are not in the fault, re-
store the erring one who is overtaken in the
fault. Those who restore are to do it in the
spirit of meekness, considering-.themselves, lest
they also be tempted. This demands meekness,
and the exercise of such Christian graces as are
fearfully deficient among thousands of professors
of religion. It requires humility and meekness
of spirit to go to those who have offended and
entreat them to “sin no more.” And then to
extend to them the arms of love, and say, Come
brother or sister, go with us, and we will do thee
good. We should always ber what St.|
James says, * Brethren, if any of you err, from
the truth, and one convert him, let bhim kihow
that he which converteth the sinner from the er-
ror of his way, shall save a soul from death, and
shall hide a multitude of sins.” Instead of go-
ing after the wanderer with tearsand entreaties,
and Jetting him know that there is a deep inter-
est felt for-his restoration, one will often shun
him here and another there. One will say,
There is no use to try to do him good; snother
will say, He would be of no benefit, even if he
were restored. Another will say, I could not
feliowship . him, he has trespassed so often.
“ Away with him [” “ away with him !” Thus a
perfect clamor is raised, and if the offender bad
one pious notion to confess his fault and seek re-
conciliation, it would be xepressed. Thus the
end of discipline has been frustrated in many
cases, and thousands have gone out of the church,
oot only stigmatized, but to stigmatize the
church, as oppressors and unchristian.

In-short the great end of discipline as many
seem to think, is to expel unworthy members,
and save the church from disgrace and purify it.
Tkis is the ultimate and grand object of all their
refined views of ecclesiastical government. And
all must bend to their notions, or the whole
church will be ruined. They forget that it is
the reformation and restoration of the-erring
ones, for which all heaven is interested, 1fin-
deed, all the members of the church are faultless,
exceqt the one who is overtaken in a fault, there
will be but little danger in reference to his re-
covery, for the whole influence will be directéd
to this end, aud long sleepless nights and days
of labor and prayer will be spent to restore.

Look at the anxiety of parents and friends to
recover a lost child ; and shall the church of the
living God be less careful, and anxious to restore
one of the little ones that believed in Christ, who
has lost his relation to the heavenly family, by
the indulgence of some sin? The church i the
exercise of her discipline in this respect, is to
show her superiority to all worldly institutions.
And may the Lord help us as members of the
church to do our entire duty in the restoration
of the erring one.—Central ddvocaie.

Loss of First Love.

We inquire what was the great and grievous
sin of the church of Ephesus that caused the
fearful denunciation sgainst it, threatening the
removal even of its “candlestick out of his
place,” unless they speedily repented? We
an wer, there was but one single charge brought
against the church, and that was, ** Nevertheless
I have somtewhat against thee, because thou hast
left thy first love.” Here we see that a great
many Christian excellencies may exist in & fear-
tully backslidden church, and yet these Christian
virtues and excellencies cannot avert the Divine
judgments from a church which has fallen from
its “first love.” The fact that the church of
Ephesus had fallen from, or left, their « first
love,” overbalanced all their good weorks and
Christian escellencies, and left them exposed to
the judgments of God, from which nothing but
speedy and genuine repentance could save them.

This leads to the inquiry, Whet is it that is
here called “thy first love 7" We answer that
it is that glowing, ardent, earnest love for Christ
and his cause that the young convert feels when
the love of God is first shed sbroad in his heart,
It is that love for Christ that characteriges the
young convert and impels him forward to labor
for the salvation of souls; that drives out the
soul in such strong desires,

“ That all the world might taste and see
The riches of his grace.”

This is the first love of the Christian, and it
was from this that the church of Ephesus had
fallen.

Neither do we
allude tp those blemishes often found on the
backs or seats of pews, in the shape of kaife-
cuts or pencil-marks, or to the filthy stains on
the pew floors in the shape of tobaceo juice, the

L—THE SLEEPY PEW.

Some pews in our churches appear to be occu-
pied for the same - purpose as you would engage
aroom ata hotel, that you might take a sleep
and enjoy s rest. Some people are searcely in
their pews until they fix forsleep, and go asleep.
Some plead constitutional infirmities, ete., but it
is strange these infirmities should overcome them
only on Sundsys. We seriously think if every
worshiper realiced the presence of God in his
temple, and the awful issues that may hang on
every service, they would be so filled with trem-
bling as to shut out all possibility of sleep. The
misfortune is, many good people enter upon the

mind and heart, waiting to be acted upon by the
influspces of the sanctuary, and thus, without
any effort or intention, fall asleep. Activity is
the true antidote to sleep. In place of coming
to church to be acted upon, people should come
to act themselves, to keep their thoughts busily
employed in self-examinstion, prayer, praise, and
meditation, and we feel confident there would be
0o temptation to sleep during service, and thus
blemish the pew.
