That bf the outlay referred to, the charge for inland freight from the great
lakës- to liontredZad Qaešeo has been reduced to nearly one half less than to
New York, but the Ocean freight from these respective ports 'to Liverpool is in
a still, greater proportion in favor of New Tork, and consequently the trade
continues to.seek that channel.

That consequently the' ain of the ý Canadian Go#ernment has been direèted'to
the best mode of reducing the Ocean freight to a par with that from 2Vew TYork,
and it lias been conclusively shown, by the evidence taken before a Committee
of the Legislative Asepmbly, that the large subsidies paid by the British Govern-
ment to the Cunard Line of Steainships have operated as a direct bounty to the
ports of New York and Boston, reducing freights to and from these cities, and
so far defeating the 9bjects· and interests of Caiada,, and drawing Provincial
trade largely into Ainerican channels.

Thaton the initiation of the Steam Mail Service toÀAmericatthere were, no doubt,
cogent reasons why the United States ports should be the ultimate destination
of the Brit:sh Steamships, and Canada never complained of lier interests being
overlooked in these original arrangements; but of late years it lias become n
fully manifest to the whole public of the Province, that the continued operation
of the large rsubsidy to vessels plying to iVew Yo k and Boston was exceedingly
dotrimental to Canada, and far over balanced the convenience of the Mail
Service; and so strong did the feeling become, that the Provincial Government
felt compelled to undertake a direct Mail Service with LUveî:pool from the St.
Lawrence, fortnightly in summler, and monthly to Portand (United States,) the
terminus of the Grand Trnk Railway, in winter.

That this lino of Steamers lias been in successful operationfor three years, and
lias proved so satisfactory, that the Canadian Government has contracted for a
weekly service during the entire year, at the heavy cost of '£55,000, currency
annually.

That the operation of the Canadian line lias conclusively sh'ewn that the St.
Lawrencë is the shortest and nost direct route to Canad«and the Wâotew satee,
and it was the confident expectation of Canada, that when, the periodl arrived fbr
considering, the continuance of the contract for the Mail Service, performed by
the Ounard line, communication would have been had with this' Colony on the
subject, especially as it had been shown by our acts that the existing arrange-

Humbly beg to bring under Your Royal consideration the services of the Pro-
vincial Corps, Flank Companies, and embodied Militia, which served during thQ
war of 1812.

Few instances are on record where the Militia of any Country sustained so ar-
duous and protracted a struggle against sucli superior numbers, as in Canada at
the period referred to.

Your Majesty will find their services faithfully set forth in the accompanying
Reports of Committees of the House of Assembly, in the years 1857 and 1858.

His Royal Highness the Prince Regent, in a despatch from Lord Bathier8t,
dated 13th January, 1815, justly attributed the immediate preservation and future
security of the Province to its inhabitants.

In 1821 the two branches of the Legislature of Upper Canada addressed His
Majesty to extend Iis Royal bounty to the Incorporated Militia who were em-
bodied in 1813; since which time the Offiéer of that Corps have received half-pay.

We therefore earnestly pray that Yonr -Majesty may be graciously pleased to
extend to the few remaining aged and meritorious Officers of the aforesaid Corps,
the same Royal bounty of half-pay as has been already bestow.ed upon the [ncor-
porated Militia of V'pper Canada.

The Joint Comnittee of both Houses, on the subject of the Printing of the
Legislature, beg leave Io made the following as their Fifth Report:

In entering upon the duty entrusted to them, Your Cominittee were strongly
impressed with the absolute necessity of endeavoring to reduce the expenditure
in this branch of the public service to the lowest scale compatible vith
efficiency. Thé cost of printing, advertising, binding and stationery, for the
Government, the Legislature, and the Publie Departments, has been increasing

year by year, by gradual and apparently unperceived degrees, until, for the year-
1858, it culminated, according to the best estimate your Committee can form, in
the enormous total of at least three hundred and fifty thousand dollars; a sum
alike out of all proportion to the public revenue, as well as to the actual exigen-
cies of the public service, notwithstanding the Standing Committee of the Legis-
lative Assembly last year reduced the expenditure under theirimmediate control
by no less a sum than sixty-eight thousand dollars.

Your Committee are of opinion that if the Government, at an early day, had
attached a Printing Office and Bindery to the Legislative Departments, many of
the evils and extravagances which have grown upon the country, and a very
large proportion of the money cost would have been saved. It would have
been much more economical had the Government even taken the Official Gazette
into their own charge, and contracted for printing the laws in the ordinary man-
ner. It is useless, however, to speculate upon what might have been the result
had a course been adopted different to that whicli has actually been pursued ;
and the Committee consequently felt it their duty to grapple with existing evils,
and to devise and recommend such checks against wasteful extravagance as
will furnish Your Honorable House witlh such guarantees as will assure economy
and efficiency for the future.

The Committee have therefore made strict inquiry into the subjecis referred
to them, and now submit the result of their investigations ;

They issued a circular directed to the varions printing establishments of the
Province, which, with answers to the questions therein proposed, are annexed to
this Report, and marked A.

They also subnitted a series of questions to the Queen's Printer, which, with
the answers thereto, are hereunto annexed, and marked B.

The Comnittee have had before them the Auditor General, and Mr. John
Lovell, of Montreal, printer, and examined these gentlemen as well upon special
items as upon the general printing of the Province, and the information thereby
obtained will also be found appended to this Report marked C (Mr. Langton),
and D (Mr. Lovell.)

Your Committee have also had under consideration the Patent constituting
Messrs. Derbishire & Desbarats the Queen's Printer. This document, a copy of
which is hereto annexed, marked (E), is dated September 29th, 1841, and makes
the gentlemen named " Our Printer and Law Printer, in and for Our Province of
Canada, and to print for us all Acts of the Provincial Parliament, and other
public Documents and Acts which are t have force and effect throughout the
whole of our said Province, or which may regard the ,me, and which of right
ought to be printed by our Law Printer in and for the sa ie."

Witli regard to this commission, Your Comrnittee are of opinion that it is revoc-
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able at the pleasure of the Crown, and that the power of revocation should be
exercised when the interest of the public obviously demands it. Unquestionably
such commission by no means justifies the holder in charging a higher price for
the work done under it thau would be charged by other printers of respectable
standing; although the holding of a very heavy stock of material, as the Queen's
Printer under existing circumstances is necessarily compelled to do, ought not
to be overlooked in considering prices.

The Official Gazette has engaged a considerable share of the aUention of Your
Committee. They find that in 1850, 1,600 copies were printed, 1,320 of which
were circulated at the public expense. In 1858 they find the number printed
increased to 2,500, and the number circulated at the public expense to 1,841-
the private circulation being in 1850 only 280 copies, while in 1858 it is 659,-a
certain portion of the latter, however, being circulated in exchange amongst the
newspapers of the Province. Of the 1,841 copies paid for by the Government,
Your Committee find that 464 were sent to officials in Upper Canada, and 1,877 to
various persons in Lower Canada. Your Committee find that, of the number last
named, 508 copies are sent to curés and ministers of religion, and 401 copies to
Justices of the Peace, the latter of which, in the opinion of Your Committee, might
be struck off without any detriment to the public service. Others also, both in
Upper and in Lower Canada, may be struck off the list without injury, and Your
Committee recommend thatin future,the distribution at the expense of the Govern-
ment be limuited to 1,011 copies, in accordance with the statement hereunto an-
nexed (marked F), and that the price per copy per annnm be reduced from 129.
6d. to tenshillings.

Your Committee also find that in 1850 the Queen's Printer agreed to place
fifteen columns of the Gazette at the disposal of the Government for official adver-
tisements, at the rate of £250 per annum. This agreement has been carried ont,
but for all advertisements above the fifteen columns, the Government has been
charged 4d. per line for the first insertion, and Id. per line for every subsequent
insertion. The number of colums occupied by Government advertisements over
and above the fifteen columns agreed for as above stated, was, in 1856, ten columns
in 1857, fourteen columns, and in 1858, fourteen columns. Now, taking the year
last named as a fair sample of the three years, Your Committee find that the total
amount charged to the Government for advertising in the Gazette during 1858 was
£1,644 13s. 4d., showing that while the cost to the public for the first fifteen
columns was only £250, the expense of the fourteen additional columas was
£1,394 13s. 4d., or very nearly six-fold. And this Your Committee must confese
their inability to understand, because, were the whole of the fourteen columns
new matter every week, and charged for at 4d. per line,-as there are but eighty-
seven lines in each colurnn, and fif;y-two weeks in a year,-the sum total would
only amount to £1,055 12s., the extra numbers issued being supposed to be com-
pensated for by repetitions.
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The Queen's Printers have expressed their willingness now to set apart:20
columns of the Gazette for official advertising for the £250 bitherto charged for
15 columns, by whicli, of course, a considerable saving would be effected, but
Your Committee caniot consent that the additional space required bythe Govern-
ment should be paid for at the rates hitherto charged, and would recommend in
case the Government deem il unadvisable to change existiig arrangements with
regard to the Official Gazette, i'hat the following rates be paid for the future,
namely, for all space over the 20 columns agreed for, 3 cents per line for the first
insertion, and I cent per Une for every subsequent insertion.

Your Committee have only further Io observe, with regard to the Gazette, that
the animal cost for subscriptions and advertising has steadily increased; the
amount, for 1856, having been £2,127 16s. 5d.; for 1857, £2,588 Ils. 4d. ; for
1858,.£2,813 Os. 8d.

The attention of Your Committee was next directed to the printing and publica-
tion of the Statutes, and according to the returns for the last three years, they
find that in 1856, 11,700 copies in English, and 5,400 copies in French, were
printed, at a cost of £5,786 1ls. 2d., including binding at Is. 10d.*per volume.

That in 1857 the same number was printed at a cost, including binding at 2s.
4d. per volume, of £7,938 18s. 8d.

That in 1858, 13,100 copies in English, and 5,400 copies in French were
printed at a cost, including binding at 2z 2d. per volume, 'of £7,334 15s. 2d.

Yonr Committee have made most minute enquiries into the distribution of this
large edition of the Statutes for 1858, and find by the returns that about 2,000
copies are still in the hands of the Queen's Printer. They also find the distribu-
lion to have beeni most lavish, and cite, by way of instance, that each member
of the Legislative Assembly is charged with having received 14, and each mem-
ber of the Legislative Council with 15 copies. Your Committee recommend that
in future, the edition to be printed at the public expense be limited to 12,973
dopies, and that these be distributed pursuant to a memorandum attached to this
Report, marked G.

Your Committee think il strange that the edition of the Statutes of 1858 should
have exceeded the editions of the Statutes of 1856 and 1857 by no less than 1,400
copies,inasmuch as the number undisposed of, exceeding 2,000 copies,shows that
no such increase was required, but the Queen's Printer states that it was duly
anthorized, and your Committee have no doubt that such was the fact.

Your Committee have had before them the account of the Queen's Printer,
showing the items constituting the sum of £7,384 15s. 2d, as passed by the
Auditor and paid by the Government for printing the Statutes of 1858,and regret
to say that .everal of these items appear to your Committee of a most extraordinaRy
and extravagant character.
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Tle price now paid for press work to' the contractor of the Legislative
Assembly ià is. 11id. per token of 250 impressions, and the highest trade price
in Upper'Canada for press work, during the last 20 years, even for small edi-
lions, has not exceeded 2s. 6d. per token, and in all casesýwhere conIracts exist-
ed, and the impressions were extensive, a large deduction from this rate was,
and is the custom of the Trade. But it seems that under an Order in Couneil,
passed 23rd March, 1843, confirmed by another order passed in August, 1850,
(both of which are hereunto annexed, marked H) which Orders have -been
acted upon from the date of the first mentioned up to the present time,the Qanen's
Printerwas authorized Io charge, and has been paid, for press work, at the raie
of 2s. 6d. per 100 impressions. Thus calculated, the press work of the Statutes
for 1858 was swollen to a total cost of £2,242 15s., while if the charge had been
2s. 6d. per token, the sarme press work would have cost no more than £912. 2s.6d,
and at the raies paid the contractor to the Legislative Assembly would have
been reduced to £710. Your Committee canno'timagine how it has happened
that sucli a reprehensible charge has been overlooked by successive Governments
and Parliamènts for so long a series of years.

Your Committee further notice in this account, that the charge for folding,
gathering, sewing and binding the Stalutes is 2s. 2id. per volume, and amounits
Io the sum of £2,042 14s. 2d. This charge is exceedingly high, about double
the rate paid by the Legislative Assembly for similar work. Were the binding
of the Statutes done by contract, the cost vould be at least one shilling per
volrime less than the amount paid to the Queen's Printer, consequently in this
item alone there would, last year, have been a saving to the Treasury of $3,680.

Yonr Committee notice in the same accôunt charges for re-cornposition, àrid
cuting out and replacing sections, amounting to upwards of £90, which, tO say
the least, are very singular as they would rather seem to have arisen fror a

printing office exigency than from any necessity connected with the publie service.
They also notice a charge of £50 "for preparation and translating of notes for

French version," a duty which, in the opinion of your -Committee, ought to havé
been discharged by some of the officers of Parliament.

And your Committee are further of the opinion that ihe prices paidtothe Queen's

Printer for getsing out the Statutes are too high, and that 85 cents per 1,000 ems

for composition, more particularly as the matter is already composed, and 40 cents
per tokén for press work of 8 pages, and 25 cents per volume for binding would

be sufficiently remunerative, and gladly accepted by any tradesman.

Comiiected vith the publication of the Statutes, is the cost of their digtribution.

It appear frin arrangements made urider the law thét the Queen's Printer dis-

tribiltes tse $tatutes, he has to mail and register them, and keep a correctbétvféi
showing whpe théy have been sent to,'and in what manner the whole editioifis
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disposed of. In addition to the disbursements made for boxes, packing, &c., a
charge is made for salary to a clerk, of $500 a year, in compensation for services
required to be performed. In the opinion of your Committee, one or two of the
yearly employés of Parliainent could devote a month or two to this matter, and
thus this salary would be saved, as it ought to be.

Upon a full consideration of the whole subject of the Printing, Advertising,
Binding and Stationery required by the Government, the Legislature, and the
several Public Departments, your Committee are of opinion that the enormous
outlay for these services'can, without difficulty, be very largely reduced by plac-
ing the whole under one system of management, constantly controlled and rega-
lated by a competent head, with the aid of regular contracts in all cases where
the contract system is practicable.

Your Committee, in order to effect an object which both Government and Par-
liament cannot fail to regard as most desirable, feel it their duty to rnake the
following recommendations:

1. That at the commencement of each session of Parliament, a Joint Coin-
mittee of both Houses shall be constituted, to which shall be referred al] matters
connected with the Printing, Advertising, Binding and Stationery required for the
public service, with a permanent clerk.

2. That such Committee shall be in the stead of the Standing Commitlees
now appointed by both Houses, and possess the same powers.

3. That all agreements for the above services shall be made and carried out
by the said Joint Committee, and that all accouits for such services shall, before
payment thereof, be audited by such Committee when Parliament is in session,
and during the recess under such regulations as the said Committee may
establish.

4. That all work done and supplies furnished under the several heads nramed,
shall be upon the requsition of the Clerk of the Committee, agreeable to contracts
entered into by the Committee, or, in the absence of such contracts, according to
such regulations as the Committee may establish.

. 5. That alt contracts and regulations made by the said Committee shall, be-
fore taking effect, be reported to and sanctioned by your Honorable House.

The Honorable Mr. de Blaquière from the Select Cormittee to whom were re-
ferred the Reports on the Provincial Penitentiary for the year 1858, presented
their Report.

Ordered, That it be received, and
The same was then read by the Clerk, as follows:

The Select Committee to whom were referred the Reports on the Provincial
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Penitentiary, for the year 1858, beg leave to 'stati_ tliat ftiy have 'attentively gone
through the same, and altliough not prepar-d tò'enter at Ieigth into a detailed

examination of documents'relating' t6 ali Institution of sûch great imporiance,
your Committee deem it necessary tô makesuch observations respecting them, as
would seem to require immediate attention.

Your Committée have noticed witih much satisfactiou the general dondition of

the Institution, the zeal and efficiency of itsX séveral officers, and the valuable
suggestions dispersed throughout their Reportsiand to which your Committee
would brìéfly advert.

And first, as to that of the Inspector, Dr. Nelson, who has entered at great
length into subjects identical with the proper governrment of Penitentiaries;
anongst which is conspicuously shown 'the ilecesity for female convicts being
confined rioinly in a separate building fromthe male priséners, but in a dis-
tinct localify removed from them. There 'cànlé no donbt as te the soundness of

i hes views ; but whilst admitting their 'importance for Various considerations,
your Committee do nôt concur in the reommëndation of the Inspector, as to pla:c-
inlg any of the femalé convicts in any othex Irstitution not directly subject tb Peni-

tentiary discipline and .controal. Maiy of thelfemhle convicts, no doubt, stand

convicted of serious crimes and offences, but which the Returns do notenurer-
ate ; and aithoigh their còndûôt since being plaeçd in the Penitentiary, under vèry

strict discipline, and watchful bare and sUïpervisioi, has re-ulted in greatly im-

proved outvard behaviour; and, Plyrliapsl, ià many Icases, iiternal'reformation,
still it wouldseein necessary to the ends of justice, and future sécurity for society,
11iat eacl and every one of these conviets tàrn fr'om eperience thaï the fulfilMent

of b1er sentence is a nécessary penalty fói' crime's dòimitted., and intended to

prove jhat ihey can rioï b "repeatedi î m uiity; and it is e l te coni iaer

that every religióus and +noraltrairing, sustàined by increasiing indstrfoù their

own þarts,"inamply afforded theteini ry itself. The labor of -êefli coh-
victs 'also, is of a nature,às shewVùbï 'th'éReturns, not'only to make this b rarch
nearly self-supporting, but is, with the samne vicw, igly necessary, anVbenefi-
cial in work to be eeëuted byhein forthe nalecnyict .

It is well known that a',vat deal ôfïhe ready-nade clpthing sold 'in hops is
made by females Çýyeu a a cursory glanice, the advantagé thus offeíedfoi their

work, for #he ise of th eienwtiar vangrus ways, are most apparent, and the
importance of-no depriying tl Intitutiqnof i s benef t s conc esive.

Another irmportant gubjecttin thé lnàpectors Report, as well as invthat of the

Warden, is the rènderiig the maie convicis labor more profitable, andthereby
diminishing the annual cost of the Institution. This is a subjeet;at present u der

the consideration of the Executiveand cannot be ipose m a a tory
manner without close, persona, and rgi geammaion byompetent perèsns.t
is net necessary te enter uponi UrtIer,9xçpt to observe that the reco men a-
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tions contained in each of these Reports, as to the additional buildings and sheds,
where certain descriptions of work are carried on, should be at once completed,
as well as the walls for the better security of the prison.

WARDEN'S REPORT.
This Report exhibits, in a very satisfactory light, the present efficient condition

of the Institution in all its branches, accompanied by statistical tables giving a
perspicuous statement of all its various details.

The general results of a government of such an Institution, conducted with firm-
ness and steady perseverance, aided by increased experience, as exhibited in this
Report, and particularly remarkable as compared with its former condition; (pun-
ishment not being exercised as a means for control, and only resorted to in cases
of extrenity, and considering the number of convicts, their several crimes, and, it
is o be presumed, the hardened characters of many, the punishments do not seem
great,) clearly indicate that the Penitentiary, under its present judicious manage-
ment, is highly deserving of public confidence. Still, your Committee would
call attention to one description of punishment, which they consider ought not to
be permitted, namely, the " water showers." It must be evident that this is a
very severe, and highly dreaded means ôf coercion, and considering the ordinary
nature of the restraint and close confinement in cells of convicts for a considerable
portion of the twenty-four hours ; independent of extra committals in dark cells for
offences whilst in prison, and which appear to have been 382 in the year 1858.
A predisposing cause for nervous affection would be extremely liable to occur in
many ofsuch-persons. Water showers upon such as these might be highly in-
jurious and even fatal. Your Committee have made inquiry as to the manner and
extent of this punishient, which they find is more dreaded by convicts than the
" cats," and as it is inflicted ad libitum from one to'several showers, (the returns fnot
showing how much was cach time inflicted) and of a nature entirely repugnant
to humanity, Your Committee hope it will be given up. Your Committee are
informed that it lias been discontinued at Auburn in consequence of a death aris-
ing from it ; and in point of severity, if not of torture is not far removed from a
species of punishment of the same description which preceded it.

The Warden shews the necessity for completing the security of the Penitentiary
and the credtion of ce-tain buildings for the better employment of wdrkmen whose
labour is hired by contractors, as also the formation of Taiks.for an èfficient supply
of water in case of fire. Placed as this Prison is on the very brink of the Laké
Ontario, it would seem well to ascertain if this latter object, which it müst be ad-,'
mitted is very essential, might not be attained at far less cost by either steam or
horse power in a building to be attached on the side of thewharf.

The additional sheds for workmen are evidently mnuch warited for use iti bat
weather, and it may be presumed that there are a sufficiënt nuiber of compèté'.t
workmen, masons, brick-layers, and carpenteïrs in the Peffitentiary who cud2d
very beneficially employed at such Work.
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The judicious-conduct ofthe Wardenhas been very conspicuous inthe:arrange
ments, made consequent upon the necessity for lessening the numbers employed
in conitract work on furniture, ançd which if not thus effecged must have resulted
in much greater loss tothe funds ofthe Penitentiary, and takidng nto account the
general depression of trade throughout the Provine, and v -ry particuarly tat
now mentioned, it does not seem desirable.again to exte d this description of work,
but rather seek for the convicts' other labour.

The Warden's returns enumerate 484 labourers in the Penitentiary, land "the
Surgeon's report states that many convicts of an age and constitufion which
unfit ihém for severe work, might very profitably be einployed in raising prodiice
in the adjoining grounds of Rockwood. To these may be added selected convicts
from those coifined for short periods ; and seleétions from those whose sentences
may soon expire, and such persons it may be supposed, generally well conducted,
couldbe better guarded whilst so employedthanothers. If'such.wprk was com-
menced in moderation, by a lirnited number,,with sufficient guard, great advan-
tages would be gained in produce for the conyiets generally, the health of
those employed would be benefitted, and by successive careful changes, this work
might be made not only an auxiliary to health, but a stimulus to, and reward for
good conduet.

Objection may be made to the use of these grounds from theirnot beigsuffi-
ciently secured; but unquestionably, by the aid of internal plabour within the
Penitentiary itself, the, means for securing such ground as is necessary to be en-
closed for Horticultural purposes, in preparing.,edar pickets of sufficiei length,
might be at once comrenced, and speedily completed. The grounds might be
dividedinto two or more portions, ,the first being that lot forming: he garden
ground of Rockwood, to be succeeded and enlarged by adding the ,adjoining
meadow ground on the Western. side of the entrance, and extending to thi
esidenceof Mrs. Robert Cartwright.

THE SURGEON'S REPORT

Is deserving of particular attentionf not only from the clear and comprehensive
viewit affôrds ofthe care and skil1which presides over this Branch of the hIstitù-
tion, but also from the vèry important subjects embraced in it, 'demanding close
inquiry and thôrougiin,estigation. It appears therefrom that -n ôpideráic dis-
order comm"n k dna 'land scurvy," had bfoken ouitin thekstitutidndlthe
middle of the montfhf MÈrch,1858, and near tielosi l f tthe itériseasôh'four
deaths occurréd iù'peNòndifus affected, arnd of the 2 rernainiirg cases ithe'eon-
valeseence líf Àhoe whio recoered was in gereral véý tedions, ôecompatxîedwffh
alarmi-drandevsrsndstrirspoms, of whch amîle ai re Nolbrded;
andso rapidly did;tlie epidemic spread during a short periôd , thlaitth as every
reasont fear i wouldhave becrné much mrfe ïeni 'hî è pt d.
There werealso several cases besides those treated if osËiï, af ïtnldé frfÎ ;
ahdia durionstfactis:elicitdrithrespect to:this epideÏiichattaisiglelale
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was affected, probably attributable to a difference as to food, and pl ce of con
finenent.

Your Committee do not recapitulate the succi' -descriptionof the feaiiWsf
this disease so fully set forth in the Surgeon's repot, rtreferring to i r ôi'thé sáiñe
but rather revert to the opinion expressed by Dr'. Sarnpson as to its' iinci'pa,
causes. He points out as remarkable that it broke out at a period, irnmediately
succeeding that in which the convicts'had been for some months necessariy -shût
up in their cells for at least 14 lours out of the 24, in consequence of the siortess
of the working day, at a time when it was impossible to afford temporary venila,
tior by opening the windows, as in- the mild season, -and admitting fresh air. from
the outside, the consequence of which was the confinement of noxious exhàlation
emanating from various animal sources, very sensible to persons .entering t he
domitories in the rnorning beforo the prisoners were let out.

Dr. Sampson ably points out the indispensable necessity for ventilation; iil a
view to salubrity, and his remarks theredn are highly instructive; althôugh t he
ineans for effecting it, he very properly states, is a subjectnot within his provined
but an archite.ctural question.

Your Committee cannot but observe that this strong recommendation as tq ,the
necessity for removal of a great defect in the cells of the Penitentiary requires
immediate investigation and removal as far as is possible. Dr. Sainpson'altudes in
pointed terms to what occurred in the Milbank Penitentiary, when it was necès-
sary to remove 850 convicts to the hulks in order to purify th6 buildings,, às à strik-
ing illustration of the extent to which sucíhcepidemics may prevail.' He ýmentioriir
also another cause as greatly tending to engendor this disease, naniely,, the seas
city of vegetable food for the conviets at the time, the 'genral inféridrity as itó
quality of what could ba obtained, its want of nutritive qualities, particularly the
potatoes, which were unsound and* ùnwholesome ; the' scarcity of vegetables of
the more succulent description. and difficulty in procuring'them, the 'convicts being
thus necessarily restricted to animal and farinaceons food. No doubt this diffi-
culty could not at the time be obviated, but Dr. Sampson very properly points out
that its recurrence may be prevented by raisittg frorn the labour of:the convets,
as pointed out in your Committee's observations on the Warden's report, an abund-
ant supply of vegetables of cvery description from. the adjacentgroundssof Rck
wood, and it appears that this suggestion lad been before made by Dr ýa4npn
without any attention having been paid to it. There iss.no doubt but that thii epi-
demic once established, becomes, if unchecked, a fearfui cause of speedy mortality,
of which Dr. Sampson gives striking historical details ; anc ho attf'ins Mucb
good effect in arresting the scourge to have ansen in this instance rom the acci
dental discovery by Dr. Dickson, one of the Inspectors, of a q6anttyp'f cbmp rçs-
cd vegetable food in the Commissariat Stores at ingsto, whih as ô hn
made available in the prison.

Your Committee were desiious of ascertaining if this disease:had a o
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its appearaicethis year, arid if so, iti é ai nd #obable cause, and ad' ressed a
letter to the Wardeidlto that effeet, requdsting a' fùither r6port troin fhe Surgeon
on thenabjdet. The 'eply is'ieirunto annexed: Yôuromniitteé sere iv wth
satisfaction thit its retappearne" doesnot äeîn ooVhave bêeni atte d th te
same fornmidable features as' before.

Your onmiette pu:posely omit entering uppn me subject of ethe Lunati, Asy-
lum connected with this Institution, conceiving it to:M4e onedemanding:rigid nd
specigl inquiry as to the causes which may, bave:led to, this ,dreadful -målady+in
what appears so large 'a nuniber of criminals ,withina comparatively:short4 eriod,
demanding the serious consideration of prqperly, qualified. persons amnongst the In-
spectors of Prisons, whose appointment ought not to be longer delayed in the in-
terests of thé public service.

THE CHAPLAINS' REPORTS.

The religious,,moral and secular insîrdéfion of the ònviets form a iost impor-
tant branch of the Penitentiary system ; and although undertakn iÏnder every
disadvantage, arising as wefl fiin the hidèrnednatureóf a:ggravatedl and long
continued courses of, crime in a large' propor-ior0 f the arnle éoñvicts itbove a
certain age,,and the apparently almost -hopeless task of having 't deal wi -t
numerouscases of-profouid ignorance, and habitual dàeravity'in evey frr, stl
the patient, laborious,and self dénýing èffortsötldsiChistian Missiônries, Ma
it is to be hoped, under Divine guidance, produce eventual réfor-matin, 'a" tTi
salvation of many souls, whose cgndition, when çntrusted to their care, appeared
to precld'e the possibility of recovery. It isnot attenpted in a cursorydiew óf
the Rév. Mr'.Mu1kiri'Report to exhibit the comprehensivo, nature.of hiâ efforts in
the fulfilmt ifthe f 4ur' â s duties entrusted to him... They appear to have been
unceasin'g and direeted with sound jadgement and discretion., The Repôrtit.elf,
and the ample details connected therewith, nust be carefully looked intoto appre-
clate their.:extent and value.p

No doubt the saee zeal and close attention haas Jikewise ,been oshewnt by theý
iev. Ang Maedlnie1, the Roman Çatholie,Çhapiian, although hisTReport des
not enter into the same fu ofss of detail. Judging from,. Mr.- Mulkins½ ,tatenient
consideab!é progres seems to iave been made w,ith ,many of-thesconrictsáin
secular learning; atfif rjU4os a¡plication of Ahese acquirements iîr the fadiliê
ties afforded to convicts by a well selected choice of scriptural and seciliar:rend-
ing, cannot butprovea ap*eoful auxliërv iìi d4id of the R eerend- iplaîn s y
effbrts., Althoggàh impuld4éil beli brit tb föi àii iiaîeld asteffrî.

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It is a lamentable fact that many of those who, whilst under confinement and
strict discipline, gave great hopes of having made much progress towards refor-
mation, after their discharge again relapsed into former evil courses. The Records
of Judicial procecdings in Kingston and places adjacent, unfortunately bear un-
nistakable evidence to this; but may this not be attributed to the circumstance

that such persons leave the Penitentiary with a brand and plague spot as it were
affixedupon them ? How few would venture to engage or trust them whilst
others could be procured1 and re-enternig the world as outcasts from Soeiëty,
shunned by most, and dreaded also in many cases, especially as to those wh6 hhd
been.long imprisoned and for aggravated crimes, family ties in all probability
utterly extinguislied; can the actual result occasion surprise ?

A suggestion is heoe submitted with a view to lessen this evil, whilst encourag-
ing good behaviour in the prison, that of *setting apart from the earnings of each
convict. such a portion of the value of his work in accumulation, as may enable
him on discharge to commence an honest livelihood, at a distance, and with
reasonable prospect of success. Tiis inducement as auxiliary to the moral and
religious training of the convict whilst in prison, may thus become, under Divine
blessing a powerful means for aiding missionary efforts already in operation. The
attempt is the more desirable for generally speaking, criminals arô not wanting in
clear perception of what is likely to be very advantageous to ihem. The power of
entirely withliolding this recommendation may prove an important means of enforc-
ing good behaviour.

It may with some confidence be expected that. this close and 'watchlul super-
vision will at least be productive of immediate benefit to several of thosejuvenile
convicts, 23 Protestants, ancd 24 Roman 'Catholics under 20 yeàrs of age remove4
to the Reformatory Prison, leaving still in the Penitentiary 46 Protestant convi
and 42 Roman Catholics under twenty years of age.

It is very desirable that a strict and speedy re-examination of those alrcady sent
to this Reformatory should take place, for it is to be feared, that the imiximum
age lias been chosen at first too high, and that several of those a'proachig if it
having already attained to manhoodfrom 17 foi18 upwardi are hardenedcrimiï,
nails, unfit on every account for such an institution, and capable of prev eting its
objects, increasing crime, by corrupting othe-á whliose refôrmatioin might reasonab
be looked for, if not thus associated.

The Reformatory Prison at ile Aux Noix, it may be suggested, should be de:
voted to the Roman Catholic con victs, and that at Peñétanguishener in pper Ca
nada, to the Protestant ;, and it is not at all objectionable that thiè divisóñ ill
course at first make the number small in each locality, as this is viery desirah1
the early formation of such Institutions.

It may be further suggested that any given age is not perhaps the sfestnw
of selection from the Penitentiary, but rather a close and careful diserimina_ýiq
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character 'whilst there under confinernént,; and that herafter ore should'beicht
direct to the Rèformatories above 16 years of'agè imnirediately upon reivirig,
sentence.

The Rey. Mr. Mulkipp draws p rJiuLer attention to the necessity, of ful discr
tionary power being given to the 11 o> itigs.of the Penitentiary to ,isppnse with
giving up the bodies ot convicts for disseçtion, whose fjiends arcnot known, or at
too great a distance, to be ,pplied to. ge points.out çlearly and forcibly le paint
fiul effects which the dread of being thus trcaed ha41ad ;on many dying convicXe,
and that none of the good .objects sought to be attained for science by the present
act disposing of such cases need ýbe interfored-with, or defeated.by-its modificatioi1
Linde- the direction of the Board of Inspectors in the several ways poinrted out by
h imn.

'he Rev. Mr. Mulkins' Report presents various other very important and valua-
ble suggestions, which the length of these observalipns will not aduit of entering
upon, but which are deserving of most attentive consideration,, and adoption when
prIacticable.

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any recurrence of the disease called "Land Scurvy" whiclh prevailed:in the prisona.$
daring the spring of last year, has taken place about iho corresponding -period of
this year, and if so, to state my opinion of the causes which have led tothis re-
appearance ; I have to report that on the 8th of March, 1858, this disorder first
made its appearance, and did not entirely cease until the 6th of May of the same

yeair, after having produced 31 patients, among whon occurred four deaths ;

that in the present year the disease was first observed on the 9th of March, since
which fifteen cases have taken place, and are now in hospital, with the exception
of one, who died a few days after admission.

It is to be remarked that the disease. is in general milder in form thau on its
former outbrcak ; but it is as yet too early in the season to estimate the number
or character of the cases which may occur beforo its termination. I am led,
however, to hope that these may be few.

It will be observed by the Committee that in my last years sanitary report, 1
submitted ny opinion as to the causes of this nalady. ie firt, and that which
1 considered the most prominent, I supposed to be imperfect ventilation, not how-
ever venturing to propose any means of improvement, or to assert that suci were
possible ; the second, and one which appeared to be also efficient, was a deficiency
in the supply of vegetable food. The former of these alleged causes, 1 believe,
remains in its previous state, and the latter lias been partially renoved, by a sone-
what larger allowance of succulent food, of which a nuch more abuidant supply
would be required than cari be at present procured, Potatoes in a sound and
lealthv condition have been rarely procurable. The Committeo will doubtless
notice that in ny last annual report, I suggested to the Board of Inspectors, a
plan by which the prison miglt, within its own estate, yearly produce sufficient
esculent vegetable substances for its own use.

To THE QuEEN's MosT EXCELLENT MAJESTY.

MOST GRACIOUS SovEREIGN:

We, Your Majesty's most dutiful and loyal subjects, the
Commons of Canada, in Provincial Parliament asseinbled, hunibly approach
Your Majesty for the purpose of representing:

That the geographical position of Canada. and the want of communication in
winter, through British territory to the Ocean, combine to render this Province,
for more than five months of the year, dependent for her trade on the Ports
of the United States. That the construction of a line of railway through British
territory to a Colonial Port, accessible in winter from the Ocean, is an enterprise
beyond Provincial means, and that Your Majesty's Imperial Government, whe
fully admitting the importance of such communication in a national point of,
view, have, for the present, declined giving any pecuniary aid towards it.

That the City of Portland, in the State of M1aine, is now the winter terminus
of the great line of Canadian Railways, which extend'from the westerly boundary
of the Province to its eastern frontier.

That the Province of Canada, in order to develope its trade and resources-
to render remunerative the extensive Public Works already cozt cted, andl to
facilitate direct postal communications with ngland, has by an a alynt
of £55,000, subsidised a line of Steamers, which make weekly trips m mmer to
Quebec, and to Portland in winter.

That in this service Canada has to contend against subsidies granted by *Yur
Majesty's Imperial Government, of £200,000 to the Cunard line, 'which plhg
only to New York and Boston; and furtheri as is apprehended, against; another
subsidy to the Galway line, running to the same Ports. 1 i
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That these subsidies operate strongly against Cqnqa, and as a bonus in favor
of the cities of New York and Boston, and the ZTnie ,tates' Railjways leading
thither.

That Canadian Steamers and sailing vessels resrting to Portign(d, are
dependent for return cargoes to England on the egport of Timber, Deals and the
Agricultural produce of Canada, which are conveyed over the Canadian Rail-
ways to Portland; but that such productions though Canadian, and though
shipped in British vessels, are, by the fact of tfeir shipment from an American
Port, charged with the same high rate of dutyt sin Ènglish Port, as if they were
the produce of the United Sate8.

That this regulation operates not only. prejudicially to the Agricultural and
Commercial interests of Canada, and the ,Colonial Railways, but so injuriously
to the Canadian Line of Steamers, (which{ from receiving so small a subsidy, is
recessarily more dependent on its freighl returns than the nlies subsidised by
Your Majesty's Imperial Government4i. that grave doubts exist whether the
Canadian service can be continued agafnst a subsidy so disproportionate, and in
the face of such impediments to obtainiùg cargoes of Colonial produce.

Wherefore we humbly pray, that Y<qur Majesty will cause such a change to be
made either in the Law or in the Cus rihs'regulations, as will enable Colonial
Timber, Deals and Agricultural prodl{ of every description, shipped from
an American Port, .to be admitted intonglish Ports on the same terms and rate
of duty as if shipped direct from a Colonial Port.

The Counuiuec have directed their attention to tlie very defective condition
of the department of English Law in the Library. The books in this class are
few in number, and do not comprise the collections of Law and Equity Reports,
w'hich are of great importance in the investigation of questions of le4gislation
and the practice of Parliament. The Committee have accordingly prepared
lists of standard works in the various branches of Jurisprudence, including a
complete series of the Law Reporters to the present time, which they consider
should be procure(l for the Librarv during the ensuing recess. Thcy have
entered into communication with the Executive Government on tlhe subject, and*
have reason to believe that an additional appropriation will be reconimended to
Pirliament, to cover the cost of these pui'chases and to render the Library
thoroughly efficient in this important particular.

The Coninittee have liad under their consideration Petitions ieferred to tlin
by both Houses, soliciting the grant of a sum of money for the purpose of col-
lecting Documents relating to the early listory of Uper Canad, f'rom the time
of the capture of Fort Niagara in 1759, and since its first settlement by the
LTnited Empire Loyalists. This interesting period of our annals is at present
alnost a blank, and owing to the loss by fire of theonly copies known to exist of
the Journals of both Houses of the Upper Canada Parliament for several years,
between 1792 and 1820, great obscurity prevails regarding our public and political
history prior to 1821. The Committee cordially approve of the praiseworthy
endeavors of those who have thus awakened public attention.to the necessity of
seeking to recover the lost fragments of our historical annals, and they have had
great pleasure in setting apart the sum of one hundred pounds as a beginning in
this work. The task of collecting this information has, for the present, be'n en-
trusted to a gentleman of literary attainments, who will report progre s to the
Committee next Session, and enable them to judge of the expedience of continu-
ing the investigation at a future period. The Comnmittee are aware of:t'he*
difficulties attending enquiries of this kind, but from the zeal and intelligence
already displayed by the gentleman selected for this work, and his acquaintance
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with manyi of the old settlers in different parts of the Upper Province, they are
hopeful thMt by his efforts much may be rescued from oblivion that is interesting
and valuable.

Application has been made to the Committee by the Reverend Leon, Íro-
vancher, of St. Joachim, for assistance in the publication of a çbotanical work in-
tended to illustrate the Flora of Canada, of whih Mr. Provancher states lie has
collected ten thousand specimens. He proposes to publish ai elementary treatise
on Canadian Botany, and another volume containing numerous engravings of
choice specimens of the flowers indigenous tgCanada. To enable hini to issue
the latter volume at a reasonable cost, and io encourage this first attempt to
depict the floral products of our woods and fields, the Committee have agreed to
subscribe to three hundred copies, at the p 'ice of two dollars a copy, payable on
the delivery of the work.

The Committee have considered the Pêtition of itenry Taylor, referred to them
by the Legislative Assembly, for the pdrchase of copies of his Pamphlet on the
proposed union of the British North Ainerican Provinces, for the use of Mem-
bers, -but they are not prepared to recommend any appropriation for this purpose.

They have also considered a Petition from the Historical Society of fontreal,
for assistance to their funds to enable them to publish historical mémoirs and
transactiois. They are unable to comply with this Petition as it has not been
customary to grant aid to such Sociëties out of the funds at the disposal of the
Library Oommittee.

A Petition has been referred to the Oommittee by the Legislative Assenbly,
from J. ô.: Côté, a lerk in the Officèéof the Executive Council, soliciting com-
pensation for a work compiled by hiin from'Official Records, containing Lists of
the Proviridial Administrations, Members of the Legislature and Public Offices
i.n Canada, om 1841 to 1858.' Ê.e'Committee have examined this work, Which

appears to have been very carefl ly prepared, but they do not consider it âdvis-
able to appi-opriate money in aid of a publication which does not seéem calculâted
to be one of general interest.,

The Joint Committee of both louses, on the subject of Printing, to whom
were referred back their Third and Fourth Reports, with instructions to state the
calculations upon which their recommendations with regard to Tenders were
based, and with an additional instruction from the Hlouse of Assembly not to
accept any Tender for a period exceeding five years, beg leave to submit this as
their SEVFMH REPORT:

The Committee, in advertizing for Tenders, required competitors to state the
rates at which they would perform the work for the several periods of four, eight
and ten years, and in naming the longest period specified, they were influenced
by this consideration :-That for a long period parties would in all probability offer
terms more advantageous to the Province, because of the probability of two re-
inovals of the Seat of Government within the next four years, and because of the
necessity which, in the event of acceptance, many of them might be under the
necessity of increasing very extensively their stock of materials.

This anticipation was fully borne ont by the result, the four lowest tenders for
printing being considerably lower for ten than they were for four years.

The additional instruction from the louse of Assembly above adverted to em-
barrassed the Committee somewhat, because, while with one breath they were
directed to state the calculations upon which their recommendations were based
for the ten years, with another they were instructed not to accept any tender for
a period exceeding five years, and the offers of some of the parties tendering were
confined to ten years.

Underthese anomalous and contradictory directions, your Committee have con.
cluded to report what, in their judgment, would be the respective amounts of the
offers for printing for the several periods of four and ten years, of the four lowest
Tenders, assuming, as the basis of their calculations, that the work for the
next ten years will average two-thirds of the quantity performed in 1S58, the
different descriptions of work, however, bearing the saine proportion to easLh
other.

Upon this basis, in the Sessional Printing, there would he annually of cmposi-
tion for the two Houses 40,918 thousand ems of composition, 18,698 tokens ,qt
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press-work, and 4,967,472 sheets folded, or folded and stitched; in the journals
and appendixes there woulil ,be 21,778 thonsand ers com position, nud, 7,92
tokens of press-work.

This work, by the four lowest tenders for the ten years, would cost per annum,
as follows:

MAY T PLEASE YoUR EXCELLENCY:
We, Her Majesty's dutiful and loyal subjects, the Commons of Canada,

attend your Excellency with our Bill of Supply for the service of the present
year.

In reviewing the labors of the Session, we would point with satisfaction to
the progress made in the Consolidation of the Statute Law of the Province a
work, the magnitude and importance of which, as a measure of general interest
to the whole community, can scarcely be overrated.

Pursuant to your Excellency's recommendation, the re-adjustment of the
Tariff has received due deliberation, and we have matured an enactment upon
this subject calculated, we trust, to foster and encourage the trade of the St.
Lawrence and the Lakes, as well as to protect our native industry.

In the financial questions which have engaged our attention during the present
Session, we have ained at economizing the public expendture and relieving the
people of this Province from the pressure of birdens which a period of great
comniercial deprèssion had caused'to be' severely felt.

By the Seigniorial Amendment Act of 1859, we trust that adequate provision
has b'éèn made for'the final settlement of the just and equitable claims of the
censitaires, and that under the changé of tenure -effected thereby, Lower Canada
will rapidly increase in prosperity and improvement.

The amendments to the Municipal Loan Fund Act and the Law to provide for
the Registration of Voters, also contain important provisions, from which beneficial
results may be anticipated.

I 'have. now'to present to your Excellency a Bill appropriating the suns voted
for the service of the current year, to which I crave your Excellency's assent.

To the said Bill the Clerk of thia House' by Ris Excelleùcy'sý cornmand, did
thereupon say,

"Ris Excellency the Governor General thanks Her Majesty's dutiful and loyal
" subjects, accepts their benevolence and assents to this »ill in Rer Majesty's
nane." L
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Then His Excellency the Governor General was pleased to deliver the follow-
ing Speech:

Honorable Gentlemen of the Legisktive Council :
Gentlemen of te Legislative Assenbly:

I am glad to be able to fulfil the hope that I held ont of releasiug you some-
what earlier than usual from your parliamentary labours.

I may, however, congratulate you on having accomplished much usefil work
in the course of the present session.

The answer of Her Majesty's Secretary of State to my despatch, annoulncing
the final settlement of the question of our Seat of Government has been placed in
your hands. You will see that such answer expresses satisfaction on learning
your ultimate judgment on this loik agitated matter-consistent as sunh jüdg-
ment is with the honor and good faith of the Provincial Legislature.

You have made provision for carrying ont fairly the commutation ofthe feu-
dal rights in Lower Canada. You have too, placed some additional restraint on
the power of borrowing conferred by previous Acts on.the Municipalities, wlilst
you have taken steps for gradually enforcing the fulfilment of the local obliga-
tions already incurred.

In my opinion, nothing could be more injurious to the credit of the Province,
and the value of Municipal Government, than the prevalence of an impression
that obligations of this character could be impaired or evaded.

You have had before you the whole mass of correspondence on the matter of
the Hudson's Bay Territory, and you have expressed, by resolutions of your own,
your views on this subject.

Your Addresses relating to the Postal Subsidies, and to the duties on Canadian
produce shipped from foreign ports have been duly forwarded for the considera-
tion of Our Gracious Queen.

Gentlemen of Me 4egislative -Assembly:

You have amended the Tariff. Whilst I regret the necessity for increasing
some ot the duties on imports, I hope that the principle on which such duties are
imposed will be found to alleviate their pressure. It is satisfactory, at any rate,
to see that the income of the Province for the first quarter of the current year
shews signs of the revival of trade, and the increase of our resources.

I have every reason to believe that the arrangements sanctioned by you with
reference to the public debt will be advantageous.

I thank you for the supplies which you have granted for the Public Service.
They shall be expended with economy and with a strict regard to your wishes.
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Honorable Gentlemen, and Gentlemen:

The revision of the Statutes of UJpper and United Canada is now accomplished
and the result of their enactment and publication in a new forn will be to
simplify most materially the law of the whole country.

You have, as a Legislature, solemnly invited Her Majesty and any member of
the Royal Family to visit British North America. I believe that there is no
portion of Her Majesty's broad dominions in which such a visit would be'hailed
with the expression of a loyalty more affectionate and more genuine.

With an eariest prayer that Providence may bless us with an abundant har-
vest, and restore the prosperity of Canada, I now terminate the present Session.

Then Ris Honor the Speaker of this Rouse' said:

Honorable Gentlemen of t/w .Legislative Council, and
Gentlemen of the Legislative Assembj :

It is His Excellency the Governor General's will and pleasure that this Pro-
vincial Parliamenit be prorogued until Monday the thirteenth day of June, next
to be here held, and this Provincial Parliament is acòordingly prorogued until
Monday the thirteenth day of June next.

Verbaux de la Chambre des Pairs," from 1815 to 1848: in all nind hundred
volumes, which have been purchased for the small sum of one thousand francs.
Also a curious collection of Théses de Medecine, in 374 volumes, which was
bought upon the advice of several Members of the Legislature, at a similar cost.

Most of the standard works published in Europe and Aîrica during the past
year have been procured for the tibrary, and every effort has been mâde, con-
sistent with limited means and circuiscribed space, to maintaindhe characterQf
the Library and to increase its usefuhiess.

A Supplement to the Alphabetical Index of the Catalogue, including the
Books added since last Session, will shortly be printed for the use of Members.

Donations continue to be regularly received fromthesister Colonies and from
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the various States of the American Union, agreeably to the system of exchange
which has been so successfully established, and in pursuance of which books and
documents have been forwarded to the United Stateu Government, eleven of the
States' Legislatures, eight British Colonial Dependencies, and to the British
Museum, tending, your Librarian believes, to increase abroad a knowledge of
the history, progress and resources of this Province.

Appended to this Report will be found a List of the Donations received within
the past year, and of a few works received under the Copyright Act.

The number of Books in the Library at this date, is about forty-two thousand,
being an increase of three thousand over the estimate of last year.

Sm,-I have the honor to enclose a statement of the expenses incurred in the
various removals of the Seat of Government, in accordance with an Address of the
Honorable Legislative Council. I have given under each year slacé 1849 the
expenditure under each of the following heads:-Actual Expenses of removing
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persons and property, Allowances in consequence of removal, and Rents and Re-
pairs, &c., of Public Buildings for the use of Government, elsewhere than at the
existing Seat of Government, all of which appear distinctly to have been incurred
in consequence of the system of alternate Parliaments. But the fourth head, viz:
Rents and Repairs, &c., at the existing Seatf G&ïô nment, cannot be considered
as exclusively belonging to the cost of removal, as much of this, viz: ordinarfî-
repairs to Buildings, renewal of furnituqT, &c., and many contingent expenses
would have been incurred had there only been a single Seat of Government.
Under this head I have not included tlie expenses arising out of the two fires at
Quebec where they could be distinctly ascertained ; but there is little doubt that
a part of the large amount expended at Quebec. in 1854 was due to this cause'
rather than to the alternate system.

This return only includes such expenses as wer-e paid directly by the Govern-
ment, anything paid by the Clerk of cither brarich of the Legislature out of
contingencies not appearing in any documants to which I have access.

ARTICLES OF AGREEMENT made this Twelfth day of June, in the Year ofour Lord
one Thousand eight Huidred and Fifty-five, between 'The Toronto Me-
chanics' Institute" of the first part, and " The Commisioners of Public
Works" for the Province of Canada, acting on behalf of theGovernment of
Canada of the second part.

WHEREAS the Seat of Government is about being -moved from Qniebec to To-
ronto, and for the purpose of obtaining accommodation for different PublDepart-
ments, the Government require the use of the Building now in course of erection
by the Toronto Mechanics' Institute for such Department. And whereas the sid
parties of the first part are willing to comply therewith on certain terms and con-
dition hereinafter contained and set forth : Now this agreement witnesseth that
the parties hereto of the first part, for and in consideration of the premises and in
further consideration of the rents, covenants, and agreements, to be kept, perform-
ed, and observed by and on'behalf of the Government, have, and by these presents
do lease, let, and set over unto the parties hereto of the second part aforesaid : All
that certain building and erection4now in course of construction, situate on the cor-
ner of Church-street and Adelaide-street, in the said City of Toronto, known as
" The Mechanies' Institute," for and during, and so long as the said city of To-
ronto shall'renain and continue to be the Seat of Government should desire or
wish to occupy the sane for such period, such period to commence on the first day
of October next, provided aiso that such term shall not exceed the period of four
years from that date.
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To Have and to Hold the same for the purposes aforesaid, together with all the
ground and ithe premises or appurtenances 'whatsoever, which may-appertain or
in any way belong thereto for the term aforesaid ; and the said parties hereby
agree and covenant to, and with the parties of the second part, that they will give
upsquiet shd peaceable posséssin oftle ëd building to them, or to such person
as the Government may nominate to recive or take possession thereof, on orbe-
fore the first day of July next. in such ste- s it is at present, and that during the
continuance of this agreement the said Government may occupy the.same as above
intended for the purposes aforesaid 1ig" such way as they may think fit.

And the -parties:hereto of the second pait, acting for and on behalf of the Gov-
ernment as-aforesaid, hereby cgvénant and agree with the said parties of the first
part, that.for and in consideration of such occupation, that the said parties shall
receive from the Government ithe sumn of'Three hundred and Seventy-six Pounds
currency, per annum, for rent for the use and occupation of the said building, unto
the same shall be given upato.therm, the said parties of the first -part,.as hereinafter
mnentioned, and payable quarterly from date of first day of-October aforesaid.

And it is also herebyagreed that the said parties hereto of the second part, or
the said Government nay have and take imnediate possession of the said build ng,
and complete finish and construct or division the same, in such manner they or
either of them or their Engineer or Officer in charge shall direct, appoint or deter-
mine, for occupatio of the different Public Departments, without regard to the ori-
ginal plans or designs for the completion of the same by the said parties of the
first part.

And it is her, y further agreed between the said parties, that in case the said
premises ar I shall be destroyed or damaged by fire during the said tern, the
said parties ,f the first part, shal expend all the insurance moneys or so much
therco f y e requisite in rebuilding the said premises or in repairing the da-
magèoccasioned by such fire, and if the said parties of the first part do not within
areasonable time, or upon notice given to them by or on behalf of the Govern-
ment, rebuild and repair the same as they may be required, then the Government
may rebuild and repair the same as they may think fit, and charge or set off the
amount.thereof-againstthe said parties of the first part, or against any such moneys,
charges, or liabilitiesfor which they may be liable orresponsible to the said par-
ies of the first part, in any way, and in case there should not be any or any suf-
ficient sum or liability to meet or balance the same, then the said parties hereto of
the first part, agree to pay and allow and discharge the saine to the said parties
of the second part, or such person as the Governmont may appoint or direct to
receive the sane.

And it is further agreed that the parties of the second part may erect and con-
struct iron shutters for and on all the windows on the North side of the said build-
ings, as a protection against fire, and that the parties of the first part shall and
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will, at the expiration of this agreement, pay, or allow to the Government, the
amount necessarily expended and laid out in such erection and construction, if the

Government desire to leave the same for the benefit of the said parties of the

first part.

And the said parties of the first part shal ánd -ill s6 soon as it may Êe possible,
well and sufficiently insure and keep insured the said building in some respectablà
English or Provincial Insurance Office-'or Offices, to the amount of at least six
thousand pounds, and that the premium payable for the same shall be paid by the
Government, and the amount of such premium shall and may be added to the rent
above stipulated and reserved, and in case the parties of the first part neglect to
effect such Insurance,the Government may insureghe said building to that amount
and that in case of any loss or damage by fire, the said Insurance money, or such
part as nay be necessary, shall be immediately applied to the reconstruction o
repair of the same, by either party receiving the said Insurance.

And that the Government may at any time during the.tern aforesaid put an end
to this Lease by giving the said parties of the first part, three -months notice' of
such desire, and altering, finishing, and completing the said building as aforesaid.
In witness whereof the pErties hereto of the first part have hereunto set their Cor-
porate Seal, and signed the same by their President, and the parties hereto of the
second part have herento set their Seal.

SIÉ,-The' Mi ter of Agricultùre has the honor to transmit herewith, his
Annual Reporto,#i-rder that the saie may be laid before Parliament.

In July a uust last it was thought desirable to endeavor to procure reliable
informatio .ith regard to the produce of the harvest just then housed. To efféct

this, ci, ars were issued by this Department to the Presidents of Agriòùlturâl
Societi in both Provinces, and to very many others, requesting information as to

th&supply of cereals, likely to be available for consumption or export. Up to the

lst October, 100 reports were received by this. Department, and the result given
to the public. Between that date and the lst December twenty-nine more were

received. Tiese latter were probably more correct, as the farmers- had threshed

much of tiiei- grain, and had stored their potatoes.

The result of the whole may be thus stated in a few lines.

These 129 Reports are the united opinions of about six hundred of th.e niost

intelligent farmers. Very many of the queries being answered' by the Municiþeil
Councils whilst-in Session.

They comprise nineteen from Lower anada from thirteeti Countiesi and o

hundred and tenfrom Upper Canada from thiriy-eight Côiünties Eight L .

and four U. Ù. returns report that n rnter whaeat or ved littie g0b'.
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Two of t iese are from the .Magdalen Islands, but these report good crops of

Spring wheat, one of them twenty bushels per acre, and thepther sixteen, and the

crops of other cereals also good.

The average of the thirty-nine Winter-wheat growing Counties is only 111
bushels. That of the forty-eight Spring wheat growing Counti4s 13àibushels

per acre.

Taking the usual average of Winter wheätat 18 bushels per acre, the deficiency
of this year's crop is about 36 per cent., and taking the average of Spring wheat

at 16 bushels per acre, the deficiency will be a1*5ut 16 per cent. The difference of

the acreable extent of the two kinds grown is' not easily ascertained; that of

Winter wheat' has been hitherto much the Iargest, but this year's experience will

diminish the extent of Winter wheat and extend thatof Spring wheat, particularly
of the species called Fife or Glasgow wheat, which nearly all the returns repre-
sent as entirely free from rust, and nearly so from the, Midge, especially when

sown in April, or after the 24th May-either very early Šr very late.

The Winter wheat called 3Mediterranean is stated by fo'rarties to be entirely

free from rust or midge, and this- is corroborated by several witers in the " Country

Gentleman" and other -New York Papers. The opinion as t, its quality in other

respects varies very materially. It is not by any means unive al recommended.

Had the Fife wheat been generally sown, the crops of Spring heat would have
been a full average.

When it is considered that Winter wheat on Summer-fa ikýs requires the
occupation of the land two years, and Spring wheat only one ye the farmer will

probably endeavor to adapt his system to the cultivation of Sprin heat, where
naked Summer-fallow eau be dispensed with. This year's exptrfe'b ce is very
inuch in favor of Spring 'wheat.

The breadth of Winter wheat sown is already very inuch diminished, hiVwhat
has been put in, has been sown early, and before the snow fell had a t
flourishing and luxuriant appearance

Three Counties of Lower Canada, Two 3'ountains, Argenteuil and Pontiac,
have reported the successful growth of Winter wheat, two of them having

reported 20 bushels to the acre, and the other, Argenteuil, 15. The Counties i

Upper Canada which have reported freedom from the midge, are Stormont,
Carleton, Grenville, Lanark, Russell, Renfrew, North Simcoe, Grey and Bruce,
and one return from Leeds.

The new Townships of Addington and of NortkIlastings, and 'of Peterborought
and Tictoria are also free. Stormont returnk 30 bushels per acre, Carleton, 28,
Russell 27, Renfrew 22, Simcoe 21. The insect does not appear to have reached
the cùllivated lands in the north, although it has reached the extrçme west.
having travelled regularly from th eat,
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It is to be hoped that it has left the eastern Townships of Upper Canada. It is
still to be found'in ery County alorg the Lake Shore, froin Brotenac to Essex,
Lambiton and luron.

The farmers to the north will probably- have it next season, and, they and all
o rh pvbty sowing very eárly and having their
land well drained and cultivated, so a ci ourage early maturity, in order that
the vegetable life nay have the star e animal life; or else, if need be, very
late, so that the wheat nay nct blos till the midge shall have assumed hIe
grub-state-say after the 24th The Secretary of the New York State
Agricultural Society has stated 4hat the loss by this insect alone in the State of
New York last year was fiften inillions of dollars.

To avoid rust, which has t.is year been almost as destructive as the Midge, the
Fife or Glasgow wheat should be sown. About 75 of the returns state that no
rust affected this species of wheat, and no returns state that it did.

With regard to the other crops-rye, barley, oats and peas, appear to be fuill
average crops, with v exceptions.

About twelve re-ort a partial failure of the oat crop from rust and grass-
hoppers, wlhich wei in some cases very ravenous and destructive, and a partial
failure of the rye d barley crops, whicl they assert the nidge has attacked as
well as the whe crop.

The cause of t is universally attributed to the want of proper drainage and
free circulatioi f air.

Three r as from &sex, four from .Micldlesex, two from Ket, two from
Frontena le from Xorthwunberland, one from Elgin, one fron Hfaldimand,
and o o Peterboro', report almost a total failure in the oat crop, attribuited

Syto rust, but in. three cases to grasshoppers. With these exceptions the
p is reported rather above an average, say 32 bushels per acre.

With regard to Potatoes, the returns are not very favorable as to quantity
though very mucl as to quality. Almost all report a deficient crop, fron
various causes. Thirty-two attribute the deficiency to droughit orwet weather at

the time of planting ; twenty-two to the rot; forty-six state distinctly that ihere

was no rot, and twenty-nine give no especial report. In parts of ]orthlunber-

land, Duriam, York, Leeds and Peterboro', the grasshopper has been very de-
structive to this crop.

The general average given in the returns is 125 bushels per acre. The, later

returns .were .much, more favorable as to the amount of produce than the early
returns, 0that taking the averageat 150 bushiels of 561bs.,,the deficiency ip! this

erop was not more than 16 per cent. in quantity, and the quality waa abovegn
average.
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In the new Townships, and near the Free Grant Roads, it is well worthy of
remark, that the rot has not affected the crop to any extent. It is an excellent
one both as to quantity and quality. The grain crops also 'Mthese localities bear
the same character for excellence,

The inferences that I would draw from these 12ýgturns are .

lst. That the whole wheat crop of Canada for 1858, including both Winter .
and Spring Wheat, is about 30 per centlbielow the general yearly average, allow-
ing for the good quality of both Winter and' Spring Wheat which have escaped
the midge and rust, the samples ot which are excellent.

2nd. That the crops of rye, barley and oats afe about a fair average, notwith-
stand the partial failnre of the last n'aned.

3rd. That thé pea crop is a little beyond the average, say 10 per cent.

4th. That the potatoe crop is nlot more than 16 per cent. deficient in quantity,
and as much better in quality.

5th. That the Indian Corn crop lias been much less 'ultivated than usual,
owing to the planting season having been extremely wetlnd that there will
therefore be a very small surplus of this grain beyond whatgwill be rcquired for
domestic purposes. Fifty-five have reported that there was 1 ttle or none grown
this season.

If these deductions are correct, the deficiency iii the wheatecrop is about the
saine as last year, viz., 30 per cent. ; but the potatoe crop is colipiderably better,
and this is a very important item in the year's supply of food'. The returns of
this crop which were received at this Department after the ciïq was stored,
were much better than those received previously; whilst the return"e the wheat
crop which were sent in after it had been threshed out, were very Wgph worse.
This will account for the difference between the Report issued by thisi epart-
ment when only 100 returns lad been received, and the present one givmixgire
result of the 129 returns, being all that were received in reply to about )0-
circulars. Calculating the average growth of wheat iii all Canada at what it
was in 1852, viz.: nine bushels for each individual, and taking the present popu-
lation at 2,500,000, the deficiency in the wheat crop, at 30 per cent, is 6,750,000
bushels, being rather more than the same number of dollars lost this year from the
destruction of the Wheat crop by midge and rust.

ROADS.

Mr. Gibson's report on the Colonization Roads in Western Canada is appended
hereto, also an extract from a report by Mr. .A. J. Russell, on the present state of
the Opeongo and Junction Roads ; their accounts and vouchers have been sub-
mitted to the Auditor of Public Accounts
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Summary of Roads under the superintendence of M1r. Gibson, and the ex-
penditure thereon.

THE MISSISSIPPI IROAD.

Of this road runmng along the valley of the river of that name and opening for
settlement a vast ktent of fertile land, twenty-four miles have been contracted
for, nineteen of W ich are nearly completed and the other five grubbed and
cleaned.

This road intesects the Frontenac and .adawaslka Road, and, when extended
seventeen m ifurtlier, will intersect the Addington Road, when it is expected
the trafic X1be very considerable. The cost will be four hundred dollars per

sie of superintendence; the total expenditure on this road during
1858, $$6,893 56.

DARLING AND LEVANT ROAD.

Fron the tenth mile post of the Mississippi Road it has been thought desirable
to survey a line through the Townships of Lavant and .Darling, in the County of
Lanark, of 17* miles, in order to connect it with the Village of Tatlock, in the
last named Township, whence there is a road to the City of Ottawa. This road
is to be commenced this ensuing Spring, and when completed will forni a very
important avenue of traffic between the Ottawa and the rear Townships of
Lanark, Benfrew and Addington, and in conjunction with the Mississippi road,
will open a vast extent of good land for settlement, and afford a good market to
tho settlers.

THE ADDINGTON ROAD.

'Mr. Lbenezer Perry, the ageint for this road, reportsethat *during a períod' of a
little over ten months, ending 31st December, 1858, there lias been an inerease
of 178 inhabitants on the road. The Settlers have cleared 309 acres of land, and

9 ý
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chopped 358. There are now cleared on the Gift Lots 598 acres, of which 36î
are sown in fall grain, principally wheat. 90* acres are seeded to timothy and
Clover. The remainder is ready for Spring cropping. 1861 are on hand chopped
and a large amount under-brush ready for Winter chopping.

There have been manufactured, during the -sameperiod, 5,424.lbs-,of sugar;
228 gais. of molasses; 298 gals. of vinegar; 84,000 shingles; 121,000 fèet "of
boards; 20 brIs. of potash, and $15 worth of coôper stuiff. There have been
caught 50 bris. of fish, 76 deer, and $125 worth of furs. There have been grown
1,297 bushels of Winter wheat, 784 of Spriiigyheat, 1,895 of oats, 169 of corn,
72 of barley, 86 of peas, "98 of rye, 9 of beans, 1,330 of turnips, 6,307 of potatoes,
13½ tons of hay, 1 ton green' oats, and 100 tons :of wild hay.

The unprecedented wetness of the above period retarded the operations of the
Settlers; the lands could not be cleared in season for seed, and when sown it was
ill-done, and the yield consequently lessened. Indiaa corn and beans suffered
the most, and turnips were nearly a failure from fly and bad seed.

The Settlement was inaterially affected in growth b the destruetion of the
road through the rocky range, in the early part of June, by the heavy rains.
Since the repairs in October and November the Settlers have gone in freely.

The Settlement of the Crown Lands in Kalador and Bàîrie, is progressing
rapidly, not a day passes but sone person is seen travelling ,n the road on the
Crown Lands in Kalador, Barrie, Anglesea or Abinger, aécompanied by his
farnily and household goods. Droves of beef cattle, and loadå*f provender and
provisions, for the use of lumberien, are purchased in the To* ships bordering
on the Bay of Quinté, and find their way, by the Addington road to the lumber
shanties, far towards the radawaska River.

The products of the Settlement in 1858, notwithstanding the unprop'ous state
of the weather, trebled those of the previous year. The Settlers aà..now
planning the erection of Churches and additional School houses. An excellnit
feeling pervades the whole Settlernent.

THE BOBCAYGEON ROAD.

Mr. Richard Eughes, the superintendent of this road, reports as to its progress
during the past year. One hundred actual Settlers, whose united families
amounted to 529, have entered upon the Free Grant Lands, and 65 others have
taken lots but not yet entered upon thom. 409 acres have been cleared, and 112
dwellings erected. The number of miles of road completed is about 27.

In addition to these Settlers in the Free Grant Lands, about 600 have oc.upied
the Crown Land Lots, iii the Townships cf Galway, Sonerville, Lutherworth,
Snowdon, 3finden ànd Anson, and Mr. Hughes. adds that many others are pre-
paring to move in so soon as the four Townships now under survey are completed
and opened for sale.
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THE HASTINGS ROAD.

Of this Road Mr. X. P. Bayes, the resident- agent, gives a most favorable
report.

The number of Settlers'located during the year 1858 was 144:

There were als 267 tous of blie joint Hay cut and saved on the Beaver
Meadows, and 31 4cwt. of Potash made on the road.

Estimating th ,Wheat at $11%, Potatoes at 60 ets., Oats at 50 ets., Indian
Corn at 50 ets., rips at 30 ets., Potash at $6, and Hay at $10, the value of
the year's pr ce on the road is $21,808 25.

There w ealso made in the Townships 124 barrels of Potash at $324, and

the year ' rps,,exclusive of Potash, were about the same value as those of the

road ers,-so that we may safely estimate them at the same rate, $19,771 25,
sl! ing the total value of crops in Mr. Bayes' agency of $45,609 50.

It is impossible to give reliable statistics of the Settlers off the road, as they are
constantly moving, c'oming and going, and many squat on the land without

reporting themnselves to the agent. Mr.,Hayes, however, knowing the number

of lots occupied, and estimating the number in each family in the same ratio as

those on the road, sets down the population at 1,500 souls.

A Post Office was opened at Beaver Creek, Tudor, and Mr. ayea recommends

that the Post Office Department should, as soon as possible, extend the mail ser-

vice to the junction with the .Madawaska Branch Road.

The crops have, on the whole, been satisfactory, and it will be perceived by the
foregoing tables that they are not much, if any, short of the general average of
the Province. The Wheat suffered in some instances from rust, but there was no

appearance of Wheat midge, North of thé town line of Madoc, Potatoes were
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au excellent crop, both in quantity and quality. Oats and Turnips also did
very well.

The steady progress that has been made, during the past two years, in the
settlenent of the first thirty miles, and that portion of the road near the connec-
tion with the new .ladawasha Branch -Road, -asp muchgreater-ýfaißities to
persons now going in to settle on the rem'ning unoccupied lots than existed for
the early Settlers. Persons now going inu can procure many of the necessaries
fromn the older Settlers, and when the improvement of the road which was com-
menced last Fall, is completed, the large outlayin transport (so much complained
of at the outset) will be, to a great extent, unnecessary for the future.

Mr. Hayes concludes by stating that there has been almost a complete absence
of crime in the settlement, during the year 1858, the only convictions being two
or three for very trifling offences. The best possible feeling exists amongst the
Settlers of all origins and denominations.

OTTAWA AND OPEONGO ROAD.

Mr. T. P. French, the resident agent of this road, repo ts upon the settlement
on this road and the number of Free Grants taken up to the I1st Decenber, 1858,
in the following terms

"I have the honor to send lierewith a list of the Free Gragts taken up on the
Outawa and Opeongo Road up to the 31st December, 1858, giving the names of
the locatees and sucli other information as will, n my opiniÌm, enable you to
formn a correct estimate of the many advantages which have dc4rued to this por-
tion of the country from the opening of this road, and the adofion of the Free
Grant system upon it.

The list now sent will enable you to see at a glance the actual p)?,gress each
Settler has made, since he entered upon the occupation of his lot, and- Iallnow
proceed to make an analysis of it, with the view to bring prominently b' eo ou
the various features which it presents.

Of the 200 lots specified in the acconpanying list, it appears that
43 wero granted in......................

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Now the cause of this discrepancy is to be found in the faôt that many Settlers
who had improved upon their lots were induced to sell them to strangers côming
along to look for land, and who preferred paying, sometimes rather smartly for
a goo4 lot- ith some clearance et it, iater:than go to the trouble of looking out
one foïr ele r of the new settler's application was
substituted for that of the old, and lièénòiêèé difference between the list sent last
March and that now transmitted.

This sale by-Sèttlers looks somedhfíg like speculation, ýbut it is not s0. 1 am
perfectly satisfied that in every mtise in which a Free Grant bas been asked for
in this Agency, the applicant itended to comply with all the conditions of the
Crown, and was only inducedtto part with his lot by after circumstances which
could not have been foreseen

I bave made it a rulegliowever; to discountenance all such transactions, and
once a man resigns his gfant, I consider him disqualified fron ever receiving an-
other on this road.

This
I am certain is a low average, but yet it is a paying one Io the farmer, and it
clearly proves the productive capabilities of the soil through which the road
runs.

I would now nost respectfully refer you to the sales of Ci'cwn Lands in the
Townships and parts of Townships rendered accessible by the Opeongo Road.
In the ftrst nine Concessions of Grattan, 33 Lots were sold sino lie lst January,
1856, while in the Townships of Brudenell and Sebastopol, 170 ots have been
purchased by actual Settlers, within the last seventeen months.

I have also a perfect knowledge of the fact, that there are a eat many
Squatters in these Townships who have not yet paid instalments onth e Lots
occupied by thein, and also a number who have taken Up farms withoitthe
boiundaries of the surveyed lands. Some four years ago there were not Ëen
settlers in Sebastopol and Brucenell, while now I believe I am below the mari
in estimating the population of them at 1,000 souls, irrespective of those on the
Free Grants. Indeed the rapidity with which the wild lands in the vicinity of the
Opeongo road, are being settled upon, surprises me more than I can express, and
affords me the most conclusive evidence of the usefulness of the road, and the
shortsightedness of those who originally condemned the project of making it.

In the early part of last Spring, a few newly arrived immigrants (Englishmen)
purchased Crown Lands in the Township of Brudenell, which they now occupy,
and are seemingly well satisfied with their position and prospects. These men
have attracted a great many others of their countrymen, who are also settled
around them, and from what they tell me, I am sanguine of a large English
immigration here next Spring.
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For so much of the sleighing season as bas yet passed, the travel on this road
has been much greater this year than the last. I should say that for the past
thrce weeks some eighte.en or twenty. teams have daily passed my door.

The Branch Road from the 56th mile ,post to the Xadawskca River, bas been
the meai>f" bingiigal1 tlie .fdbawak« lumberers' teams along the route, and
it has also materially contributed towards settling the lands through which it
passes.

You will observe by the accoinpanying return that almost all the Free Grants
in the east end of the road, and-as far west as Brennan's Creek, are occupied,
while but a few beyond that stream are taken up. This is entirely owing to the
state of the road. Had it begn even partially made for some twenty miles fur-
ther, settlement would have teen extended far westward, and if it be but rendered
passable next summer, believe me, the large tract of ]and southwest of Lake
Opeongo will not long remain in its present uninhabited state, but will be quickly
peopled and cultivated, to the great advantage of the country.

CRYSTAL PALACE.

(Ou the occasion êf the visit of Mr. -A. R. Roche to England, last year, in con-
nection with the Yon. Mr. Draper's mission, he was requested by the Hon. Mr.
Vankioughnet, th n Minister of Agriculture, to insp~ect the Canadian Court in
the Crystal Pa de at Sydenham, and report thereon; and he was afterwards,
by an order in, Council, instructed to assume a more direct charge of the
collection.

It appealÇr om statements-by Sir Cusack Roney, and Sir T. Logan, that by
the or! L understanding between the Canadian Government and the Crystal
Palac authoritics, an expenditure of from £3,000 to £5,000 was contemplated for
ittng up and furnishing the Canadian Court, and of £500 sterling per annum for

inaintaining it in an efficient state. In addition to the articles removed from the
Paris Exhibition, a number of articles have been purchased in Canada and for-
warded to Sydenham, and the Court has been arranged with considerable taste
and judgment. Mr. Roche appears to think that much is still required; to
render the collection complete, and already many articles of a somewhat
perishable nature require to be renewed. The Court is 96 feet long by 48 feeý in
breadth ; is situated in the most attractive part of the building, and has been
much noticed.

For spaces of the same size in less favorable situations, the Crystai Palace
Company receive a rent of £500 sterling per annum: this, however is, given
to the Canadian Government free of charge.

The expense of fitting up and establishing the Court, including the purchase
and freight of goods, &c., is about £2,409, For its future management Mr.
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Roche, who has consulted the Paris authorities on the subject, has given nany
valuable suggestions, -which, althougli too lengthy to be ernbodied in this report,
may be briefly alluded to.

Mr. Roche recommends that, iustead of purchasing ftirther oods, manu-
facturers should be solicited to supply thenecesšary specimens at" eirown ost,
[the Government paying the freight to, Sydenham] and allowing of -their sale,
should purchasers be found, at the expiration of a tern to be agreed upon. Sir
WFm. Logan recomiends that the sample of all grains should be renewed every

year, " to show the improvement that is going on."

It appears that many articles in the maunfactreiii of which Canada is famous,
are entirely wanting-such as Stoves of all kiids ani cheap Furnitire; of Fur.
niture there are some costly specimeis in the collection, but tlie object should
rather be to show English purchaser3 what articles,'suitable for their market,
could be purchased at a cheaper rate than they.could be maufactured in England.
Iucluiries have been frequently made at the Sydenhiamn P1ace in regard to Cana.
(ian articles exhibited there, and the price at which they ëguld be obtained in
England. The exhibition of Fiurs is very poor, and there is no specimen of
Canadian Pottery.

To save expense, Mr. Roche suggests that the Court should bç placed under the
superintendence of Mr. T. W. Wrig1N, the ChiefSuperintendent of the Exhibition
Department, who being constantly on duty at the Palace, has ü dertaken to dis-
charge the duties for a salary of £50 sterling per annum. The ourt lias been
for some time under his charge. In addition to this it appears nè ssary that an
attendant, at a weekly salary, should be constantly in the Court, who duty it is
to keep it in order and protect the articles from being injured or tak away by
visitors. A person is now performing these duties at a salary of 23s. sti g per
week.

PATENT OFFICE.

There has been a slight decrease in the number of Patents issued by this Depart.
ment during the past year : the receipts for Patents and Assignments of Patents
being in 1858, $2105, and in 1857, $2406.

The Royal Patent Commissioner in London continue to forward the Specifica-
tions and Engravings of Patents issued in the United Kingdom. These 'valuable
works, with others furnished by the Department, are still in the ternporary cus-
tody of the Board of Arts and Manufactures for Upper Can&ada, and in theim-
selves, as stated in the last Report of the Committee, are " a standard library of
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reference for the Manufacturer, Artizan, and Inventor, and [are constantly
referred to as such." They consist of

There are also, in, possession of the Board, between 300 and 400 models of
Inventions, and deposited temporarily by this department.

BOARDS OF ARTS AND MANUFACTURES.

These Boards w4e established under 20th Vict., cap. 32, and have therefore
been'about one yeF in existence. By the 28th section they are obliged to trans-
mit minutes of t.ir proceedings to this Bureau, immediately after their annual
meetings, in the qst week of January-these were duly received.

The Board fcJLower Canada, report that their labors, during the year, were
confined to thtuiperintendence of a course of Lectures, and an endeavor te estab-
lish classe n connection with the affiliated Mechanics' Institutes, and in the
printing a 'gratuitous circulation ofLectures on useful subjects. Their Secretary
being *iope, and hoping to procure information on various subjects, as to the
opeaation of similar institutions, the Board did not proceed with their contem-
.plated Museum and Library of reference, until able to avail themselves ofsuch
information, but offered moderate pecuniary aid to such Institutes as would estab-
lish classes for Book-keeping, Mechanical Drawing, Natural Philosophy, &c., &c.
They report that two of these have been successful in establishing such classes.
Owing to various reasons, but chiefly from a want of information as to the benefits
to be derived from affiliation, only seven Institutes became affiliated; but the
Board séemed to expect that when an Industriai Museum is comnienced, and an
opportunity offered of depositing specimens of handiwork for exhibition and sale,
the intelligent and enterprising operatives of Lower Canada wili take a greater
interest in the proceedings of the Board, and will not fail to avail -themselves of
the advantages which the Board of Arts will undoubtedly confer.

In order to aid them in their exertionsto bring this Act into successful operation,
the Board suggests that amendments are required ;a the Law, to render it more
effective,
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1st. That the Legislative grant to the Mechanics Institutes, should be paid over
to the Board, to be by them divided (after deducting a tenth for ihe use of the said
Board) amongst such Institutes and Associations as shall have complied with the
requirements of the Law, just as the grant to the Agricultural Societies is handed
over to, and under the control of the Board of 4griculture. .

2nd. That the title of " Sub-conmittee of the Board" is inconvenient, and should
be changed to the appellation of " The Council."

3rd. That the day of the Annual Meeting should be fixed for the third Tuesday
in January, instead of the first, as the affiliated Institutes have, in most cases, no
time to tlect their own delegates; and

4th. That the principal Officers of the Provincial Geological Survey, be made
ex-oilicio Members of the Board, in their respective Provinces.

The Board for Upper Canada, at its Annual Meeting, appointed a committee
to take into consideration the present Act of Incorporatio'n, and to report any alter-
ation or amendment in the Act, they night deem advisabfi. The sub-committec
accordingly reported

"That an increased interest had been manifested in the opelations of the Board
during the past year, cvidenced by the constautly increasing ntmber of visitors at
the Library and Model Roon, chiefly non-residents of Toroido

Tlat the Library, being a free Library of reference, in thdy departments of
knowledge more particularly relating to Art; and Manufactures, wifh their
kindred sciences, is calculated to be of great service to those c1àa es which it is
chiefly intended to benefit. 71

That the extensive and valuable publications of the Engish Pat t Office,
being in themselves a standard Library of reference for the manutactumr and
artizan, are constantly referred to as such.

That nineteen Institutes have affiliated witlh the Board, and it is hoped the
number will be largely increased as the operations of the Board become better
understood.

That the Board offered a first prize of $100, arid a second prize of $50, for
Essays on the present Manufactures of Canada, with suggestions for their exten-
sion and improvement.

That one Essay having considerable merit was sent in, and a prize of $50
awarded to it.

That the Board is of opinion that all tho Mechanies Institutes and Associations
should be placed under the charge of the Board of Arts and Manufactures of

lpper Canada, in the saine manner and to the same extent as the Board of
Agriculture has entire charge of the Agricultural interest.
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Considering that these Boards have been only one year in operation, -they have
made very tolerable progress i endeavoring to advance the Manufactures and
Works of Art of Canada, for which purpose the Boards were established, by 20
Vict., cap. 32.

Ha'ving received, from the o obi:he Provincial Secretary, the Returns of
Assessments of Upper Canada, under 16t Viet., cap. 183, it, was thought advis-
able. to ascertain the value of all thejsàessed property, -and to compare it with
that of former years, so as to mark thé progress in wealth, not only acknowledged
but obtained under the affidavit oflhe Assessors, of all the CountyMunicipalities.
With the exception of two theywere all furnished, and these being entered at the
average ratio of increase, the résults of the whole show that the total amount of
real and personal assessed progerty in Upper Canada, taken by sworn Assessors,
amount to $271,611,332. ~Computing the population of Uper Canada at
1.350,000 souls, this will gi've $201 19 ets., to each individual.

The estimated value of property not assessed, such as colts, young cattle, sheep,
hogs, implements of husbandry, household furniture, &c., nay be safely calcu-
lated at 33½ per cent.<on the assessed property, being one-third more: £268 25
ets., for each individ al in Upper Canada.

With the additio4 for unassessed property, the total wealth of Upper Canada,
on 1st January, 159, may be estimated at $362,148,412, being 50 per cent.
higher .than the co&"puted wealth of 1854.

Aloig with the accounts of expenditure made on Roads and Bridges in Canada
WJest, under my superintendence, duiing the year 1858, I would respectfully

subinit the following observations, in the order in which these works were noticed
in my Report of the 23rd Marci last.
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1. ROADS, &c., MADE FROM 1MPROVEMENT FUND AND COLONIZATION GRANTS.

1. ELora and Saugeen RIoad.

The grading of Craig's Hill, between the Townshipis of A rran, and Saugeen,
has now been completed, and the whole -road made as orignally intended.

I nay, however, again mention that a côiserable extent of drainage ought tò
be made on it, southwards of the DurkmRoad, to carry off the surface w iter in
the low grounds through which it passet * and the road would also be greatly
improved, and traffic facilitated, by grading 'two small hills at Serpeht Rivpr,
between Arran and Saugeen, and one a little to the North of the Village of
Paisley, which the settlers are very anxions to have done.

2.-Durhiamn Road.

The portion of this road in Osprey, which was unfinished at the date of iùy
last report, has now been completed, and a good road is afforded between
Nottawasaga and Lake Huron.

3.-Southampton and Godeiich -Road.

This road is in pretty iearly the same state in As4feld, 'aswhen last reported
on. The contractor for that portion lias been very troub sone; and has, in
varions ways, attempted to obtain payment while bis work remains incomplete.
Having failed in this, and assigned his interest, the party in rig t has undertaken
to finish the work agreeably to specification, as soon as the stîý of the ground
adinits of it being proceeded with.

There is great need of this being made a Summer Road, as àftorized under
the Order in Council, of 1ith January, 1856; and there is a very eneral and
anxions desire on the part of the settlers to have this donc as soon as tiprove-
ment fund will admit of it.

4.- Toolwich and fftron Road.

The Bridge over the Canestoga, between Peel and Wellesley, bas been com-
pleted, and the contract settled.

That at .Mapleton in WVallacc, and the portions of the road between Woolwichi
and Jowick, and between the Southampton and Goderich Road and Lake Euron,
have not been taken off the hands of the contractors, in consequence of the works
not being yet made, in terms of specification-a sum of money has been retained
from them sufficient to accomplish what remains to be done.

Since the date of my last Report, contracts have been entered into for making
that portion of the road between the West boundary of Wfallace, and the River
.. aitlaznd, where it crosses the line between Tzrnberry and Tawanosk, at the
Village of Zetland, and that portion, between the Southampton and GOderich
Road, and the East bondary of Als4field. These portions are to be completed
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by the lst November next, and considerable progress- has already been made.
The followiug Bridges have alsobeen contracted for, viz:-

1. Bridge over Eighteen Mile,.ivr, between Àshfted and Euraon.

2YBridge over the River .AÈtTdnJ at Zetland, between Turnberry and
Wawanowsk.;

3. Bridge over ditto, in Governmei Town Plot of Wingkamn, in Turnberry.

4. Bridge over ditto, at Bluevale, also in Turnberry.

5. Bridge over ditto at XMoris Bank, in ]orris.

6. Bridge over ditto, between Grey and Howick.

Thouigh none of these Bridges have yet been completed according to specifica-
tion, those at Zetland, Wingk«n and Bluevale admit ol being travelled over, and
the others are in progress. It is expected that ail of theni will, cre long be
finished.

From different p ''ts on the Bufalo and Lake Huron Railroad, there are three
Gravel Roads now eing constructed, which will cross the Woolwioh and Buron
Road at the lines bw een the following Townships, viz:-1. Bet ween .Asfield and
Wawanosh. 2. B tween Wawanosh and Morris; and 3. Between Morris and
Grey;·and there a fourth Gravel Road intended to be carried fron the Village
of Mitchell throu. Blna to the Woolwick and Huron Road. From this it will
be seen how im ,rtant it is that the Woolwick and Huron Road should be opened
throughout as .?r-y as funds are available for the purpose. • There are still about
nine miles be let on contract, between the Village of Zetland and the
North E coner of AYhfed, which portion lies between two of the Gravel
Ro

5.-Bridge over River Maitland at M'ancheter.

The wooden coping on this Bridge has now been completed, but, as regards
pointing of the mason work, it is in the same position as at the date of iny last
report. A difficulty having arisen with the contractors, the work remains in its
present state till it is settled.

The excavation and embankment for the approaches have nowbeen completed,
and with the Bridge, are used by the public.

6.-Road between Carrick and Howick on one eide, and Culrose and Turnberry,
on tMe other.

The portion of this road between Carrk and Culross has been completed, and
the contracts settled,
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Th'ie portion between ilowick and Ttrnberiy was lot in January, 1S58, and it

iiiy be reported as completed, though not taken off the contractor's hands.

A Bridge has also been built over the Norti branch of tIe River -luaitl1nd, of

a character very creditable to the contractor, Mr. Jaime8 Manna.

This now affords a continuous lino of road between the Lake JItron and

Bfalo Railroad, at Harpurhey, on the Huron Road, and the moith ot the River

Saugeen at Southlamnpton.

7.--Road between Ilollat.d and Gleneg.

The portion of this road leading round the lake which intersects the direct line

between the Townships, was let after the date of ny last report, and should have

been conpleted by this time. A little work remains to be done on it,-but the

road admits of travel, ad there is now a continuous Road fron the Elora and

Saugeen Road, to the Toronto and Sydenlam oai, passiii between Eldel8ie,
,Sullivan and Joand on tle one side, Mal Irant, MinfinJ and (lenelg on the

other, excepting at the hill formally reporied Z311, iwenW r7.r1Ie and Brant.

8.-Br'ides oer t/m Saee Alketou atl l<llaun.

These Bridges have now been completed in terns of contrect.

-Rioadfron the South-west cornerf L) P'oton to te Elora 26nd1 Sa ugeen Road.

A considerable extent of ditclung Las been made sivce the date of iny last

report, on the low grounds between 4rthur- and Egremont ; and the Road lias
been thereby iclih improved. A little still romains to be don. The works on

the road through Normanby and _fIinto have now been brought very neaiy to
comtpletion. It has been cleared throughoutr-cross-wayed in li-y places, and
several hills have been eut down, and easier grades afforded.

A good road is now mado fromu the Elora and &tugeen Road 1 6'thgç West
boundary of Proton.

10.-Road ~South of Proton~ and 3elanetlon.

This road was contracted for ini my last, to be conpleted by the lst January,
1860. It is now well advanced on the South of Proton-ive miles froin its
Western boundary having been opened for travel, and the rest of the rond along
the Township will be opened next Summer. A considerable extent of cross-way-
ing, ditching and clearing, has been made on the road South of Melancton, and
it is expected that this portion will also be completed within the time allowed
by the contract.

11.-Road in Kinloss.
The works on this road are very nearly cormpleted, and the public travel over

it. A Gravel Road leads from its Southern terminus, at the Woolwich and
Huron Road to Godrich, and' its Northern terminus is in the Di2am IRoad.
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Il -ROADs, &c., MADE FROM COLONIZATION GRANTS.

i.-Collingwood and Meaford Road.

Diiring last summer, a fire originated somewhere about this road, and coin-
municated with the cross-way, burnt wp and injured a considerable extent of it,
and the Bridge built over Ilian River. The portions so destroyed and in-
jured, have been replaced or repaired, and the Bridge has been re-built. There
bas been a considerable extent-of ditching made, and very little of the work
let, no0w remains to be done. Thie road bas been thereby muclinproved, and can
now be travelled in the low places which previously were impassable.

2.--Hasti2g8 Roacl.

This road sustained great damage during the heavy rains which fell in that
section during last spring, particularly on the high grounds where the road is
formed on side hills. ýThe water running down the slopes of the eut, filled the
sinall drains on the upper side of the road, and over-flowing it, gullied ont the
ioad-way, washing a ïay the carth fron the rock and stone on it, and thereby ren-
dering the road, in nhiany places, altogether impassable. It in consequence became
necessary to repaiiand improve the road, and a contract having been given out,
the work has been so far proceeded with, and will he resumed as soon as the
state of the grouned admils of this being done.

3. Addington Road.

Danage ,s also sustained by this road during the heavy rains of last spring,
of the sam character as that inflicted on the ]astings Road. And it has since
been r àfred and improved by day labor, under the superintendence of Mr. A.
B. ry at a cost of ·£500.

The road is now iii an efficient state, aud, it is believed, better calculated to
resist similar visitations.

4.-Frontenac and Madawt8kac Road.

The operations on this road were not urged for ward during last year, but some
progress was made. It may now be reported as opened for a distance of 29 miles
northward fron its commencement at lot 11, concession 2, of Incenrnoke,
over whicli distance it lias beèn lvelled, -rôsg-wayed and bridged. The ctss-
waying on it extends to about 1100 rods, and the brilging to about 119 rods.

5.--Bobcaygeon Rodd.

This road ihä~now been completed to f li stü ôtboit 9%b 'it es' rirth-
wanrds froin ibbàygqeon, over w'hich distante aflHbJdhid Moehshæie
built, inclnding an important bridge àt Bûrnt Rivàr, and thô ioad1 lSa beeb
levelled throughont.
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6.-Nlma Road.

This road bas now been completed; and the Gravel Road fromn Mitchell lias
been made on it to the ninth concession of 'the township.

7.-Road between Elma and .Mornington.' "

At the date of last Report, work had been performed on the road to the
amount of the grant of £500 made therefor ; but as there are certain parts of that
wrork which the contractor did not make, and has not yet miade conform to the
specificatioi, a certain amount has been retained to meet the expense of getting
this done.

S.-Peterson Line of Road.

This road was adopted in lieu of " Bell's line," referred to in last report.

It commences at Deni8on's, on the 3ladawaska River, connecting at tliat
point with the Braich Opeongo Road, and runs westerly to the south-west angle
of the Township of Wicklow, where it intersects the Ha8ting8 Road. The dis-
tance between these points is nearly 21 miles, over which a good road bas beei
made, and the streams crossing it have all been substantially bridged. A bridge
over the Madawaska, where this road joins the Branch Opgngo Road, is veiy
iucli required.

9.-Southampton and Goderich Road.

The grant of £50 for the repair of this road, referred to in n last report, lias
now been expended, and the road considerably improved.

10.-Mukoka Road.

Tfhis road lias now been laid ont between Washago Mills and the Fails o us-
koka, at the point where it meets Lake Couchiching a substantial wharf has Been
built. And from thence the road bas been completed for a distance of about
seven miles; which lias been levelled, crosswayed and bridged, and it has been
under-brushed for about seven miles further. The whole length of the road is
about 21 miles. Over the River Severn a large and substantial bridge bas been
erected, and it is expected that the road to the Falls will be completed during the
present season.

11.-Bobcaygeon and Emily Road.

A substantial bridge has been built over the south branch of the Bobcaygeon
River, where it crosses the road, and an extensive swamp lias been traversed by
a high crossway of solid logs constructed through it. A good approach lias been
thus made to the Bobcaygem Road. The total cost was $2,800, and a grant of
one-half thereof was made from the Colonization moneys.
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12.-Addington and Renfrcw Boad.

This road, commencing at the bridge over the .Madawaska on the Addington,
Road, in the Township of Lyndocgk, -uns in a north-easterly direction through
Grúi:and Bro~gham, and meets ,the Opeongo Road at &ampson's, in the
Township of Grattan, a distance'f about 221 miles. The works on it were coin-
menced late last Fall, and only about 2

} miles have yet been conpleted.

13.-BalantRi>er Bridge.

This bridge is to be built over the Rapids, il the Basam River between
Balsam and Cameron Lakes on'the Bowman liine of Road. The contract, for it
was given out in October last, and the bridge is to be completed by 1st Ocfober
next.

The remarks above made embrace all the works on which it seerns necessary
to offer any observations.

In conchding this Report, I nay briefly observe that the low rate of wages,
noted in my Report in, Iarch last, still continues, and enabled me to let out thle
contracts entered into last year, at mnch less than I would have during the pre-
ceding years.

EXTRACT FROM MR. RUSSELL'S REPORT ON THE OPEONGO ÀND MADAWASKA
JUNCTION ROADS.

In reply to yours of the 31st uilt., desiring me to uake a bijef report of the
work done on the Opeongo and Madawaska Junction Roads durihg the past year,
I have to state that the work of the past season, under my superitgndence, was
confined to the completing of the contracts of 1856 and 1857, on theOpeongo Road,
where sums had been withheld on account of the work having been imperfectly
perforied, and the naking of the Junction Road froin the 53rd milé, of the
Opeongo Road to the Bridge-site on the River .Madawask&----twelve andibee-
quarter miles in length, heing ail the portion of the Jiunction Road under mly
charge.

This piece of road was let in the Fall of 1857, upon tenders called for by pub-
lic advertisement, the rates of the tender accepted-being the lowest-were i s.
Gd. a rod for causewaying, 17s. 6d. to 25s. a rod for bridging according to the
height, and £90 a mile for all other road-work, separately measured, including the
grubbing and foriming of the road rwith side-hill eutting and ditching where
iecessary.

Computing, for the proportions of wvor'k at thiese differeit rates estinated as
n1ecessary, the total cost of this piece of this road woufld be £l,506 10s., or
$6,026-being at an average of $473 03 (£118 5s. Id.) per mile. This calcula-
tion is based on an estimate of 88 rois of bridging, 792 rods of causewaying, ani
10- miles, separately ieasnred, of other road-work, including in it about 2î miles
of side-hill cutting, and about 30 rods of excavation in reducing steep banks.
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The work of this season completes a line of good carriage road fron Farrall'-s
Landing on the Ottawa to the River 3fadawaeka, at the Bridge site on the
J inction Road, a distance of 60* miles, connecting there with the portion of flie
Junction Road opened- by Mr. Bird, from the Eastings Road, forming together
a little over one-half of the great interior line from the Ottawa to the Falls of the
River Muskoka of Lake ffuron. Taken together with the Nastings Road, they
form a circuit of interior communication from the Upper Settlemnents on the
Ottawa to those on Lake Ontario, while the Opeongo and Junction Roads on the
One hand, and the Zfcasting8 Road on the other, give access from the Ottawa and
Lake Ontario respectively, into the commencement of the great interior hard-
wood tract of about f6ur millions of acres, generally suitable for settlement,
wlich extends to Lake Nippising.

Thus the chief object of these roads is effected. The barrier of less favorable
country is broken through, -and the stream of settlement can now flow freelv in
the great interior tract favorable for it.

Of the 601 miles of road from the Ottawa to the bridge site on the .Mada-
wa8ka, 581 miles bave béeni made under ny superintendence during the years
1856, 1857 and 1858.

The total average cost per mile, including the expenditure to be made next
summer, may be stated at £124 a mile, embracing all charges in any way con-
nected with the Road.

I have been so particular, as the mere rule for the work performed alone does
not present a faithful view of the cost of a Road to the publie.

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I would here explain that the Opeongo and JAntion Roads have been
inade in a more perfect manner, and are of mucl more value to the public,
as tiey admit of inuch heavier loads being taken by teams in all weather, and of
more rapid travelling than other colonization r6ads that have been made at the
same or rather greater cost. This will be. únderstood when it is borne in mind
that instead of merely clearing off the lumber and close cutting the stumps on the 4
track, with ditching and causewaying where needed, as is commonly donc, the
0peonçgo and Jmntion Roads have been made on the principle of making a sound
and through road bed, by grnbbing out entirely the stumps and stones in the track
to the width of nine feet in the centre, clearing off twenty-four feet in width, and
forning the roadway sixteen feet wide, by half-crowning or thorough levelling in
very dry ground and full crowning it to the heiglit of eighteen inches in moist
ground with continuous water tables and culverts where necessary, and cause-
ways sixteen feet in width, covered with earth over nine feet of the centre in
swampy grouid.

This description of road, even it made impcrfectly by the inexperienced, is by
far the inost advantageous to be made with limited means in a riew and rough
country.

The 3Magdalen islands forin a group in the gulf of BSaint ,LaeVrene, and their
position is very important to Canada. These Islands were discovered, by, the'
first navigators who visited the River St. Lawrozce, being irt thé track followed
by vessels sailing towards the Atlantic or coming from it to, ascend the
St. Lawrence. They afford an excellent Harborof Refuge. The group is com-
posed of about ten Islands, the chief of which are Isle Auber or A1erst Iand,
to which Gharlevoix gave the naine of ' .Alezay," Grindstone 1elan d, Albrigkt
Island, or Isle du Havre aux -Maisons, Grosse Isle, Isle Royale, 1sle d'Entrèe,
Brion Island, and the Bird Rocks. . , , 1

This group of Islands comprises an extent of about 78,000 acres, including s4nd
bars and ridges according to the Report of Josep Bouchette, Esquire, Depity
Surveyor General. .;

One third of this extent is susceptible of cultivation, the other two thirs are
a barren surface.

The population is employed chiefly in flshing, it consisted in 18 4, of 1,738
persons, in 1851 of 2,202, and in 1859, it may be estimated at 400.

The commercial importance of these Islands is proved by the official retirns of
their imports and exports; and their progress is equal to, if not gieater thau,
that of any other part of the Province.

With regard to their military and maritime importance, it is sufficient to state

that in 1858, 252 vessels of various Nations entered the ports of these Islands.

The Magdalen Islands are distant about 125 miles from Percé, and 170 miles
from the North Shore of the .River Saint Lawrence ; the nearest land, that is to
say, the Island of Prince Edward is 52 miles from them; the distance between
the Island of Cape Breton, and the fagdalen Island is 60 miles. The distance
from Quebec to the 3fagdalen 1slands is 540 miles, and the French Islands of
St. Pierre and 3fiquelon are 225 miles further to the East.

After haviig given a short description of these Islands, it is necessary to con-
sider the nature of the grievances of which their inhabitants complain. On sev-
eral occasions they have laid -their complaints before the Legislative Assembly
of Lozer Canada and that of the United Province, and particularly in 1867.
What is chiefly complained of is that the tenure of land there is wholly un-
certain, that for a century past differences have existed as to the possession and

property of the soil, and that the absence of title in the settled inhabitants who
cnltivate their fields and haveerected dwellings, has given rise to dissensions
among them, and has frequently afforded strangers the opportun ity of dispossess-
ing the lawful possessors, and a pretext for so doing.

On the 19th of January, 1663, the Campagnie de la Nouvelle France, gave and
granted the 3agdalen Jsland, St. Jon's Island, the Bird Rocks and Brion
Island, to François Doublet of Eenfleur, Ship Captain. See the ".Memories des
& Commissaires du Roi et de ceux de la Majesté Britannque," published in
1755, vol. 2, p. 521.

On the lst of February 1664, X. Doublet granted one fourth of the said Islands
to François Gon de Quirné and Claude de Landemare, his partners, for the pur-
pose of tradiug and fishing there, which they did. See the same work, vol. 2,
p. !24.

it seems also that in 1719, the King of France made a grant of these Islands
to Monsieur Lecomte de St. Pierre, according to the statement of COarlevoix the
historian, quoted by Mr. Bouchette. A number of Acadians and Canadians
established themselves on these Islands, under the French Government, and at the*
timne of the cession of Canada to England in 1763, there where many families
there whose descendants still inhabit these Islands.

In 1798, Mr. Isaac Cofin obtained a grant of the said Islands frôm the Gover-
nor of Lower Canada'; but the inhabitants, possessors of the soil previously to- the'
date of these Letters Patent, have contested Mr. Cofin's rights. Hence -have
arisen lawsuits which have nôt had the effect of dcèiding the critest ; ýaùd ifof
the one hand, the inhabitants of the Magdalen Ittnds havé had to ýffeè :e
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tion ; on the other hand Mr. Cofin has not been able to obtain from them more
than a very trifling income.

In 1853, a Committee of the Lgsl Assebly made inquiry into the mat-
ters complained of by these Islanders ; their report is very instructive.

In order that an end may be put to these complaints, and to a state of affairs so
injurions tothe commerce and industry of these Islands, and that they may be
preserved to the Province, your Committee suggest that an address be presented
to His Excellency the Governor General, praying him to be pleased to order that
steps be taken to put an end to tlie-disputes between the inhabitants of these
Islands, and John, Townsend Coffin, Esquire, residing at Bath in Englatnd,
nephew andlegatee of the late Iaac Cojn, to whom these Islands were granted,
to regulate the, tenure of the lands, by granting each lot to the person inpossession
of it at a moderate price,;, and that for this purpose measures betakenif necessary,
to test the validity of Mr. Cofin's rights, in virtue of his titles, to the said )lagda-
len lglands.

The Company of New Fance, at a meeting with the Company of isco n,
and with its consent, to all' present and to comé, greeting. Being désirous of
assisting all those who have it in their power to labor for the colonization"of the
Country, on the requisition made to us by Monsieur Doublei, Ship Captain, for
the Islands cailed de «la iadeleine, Saint Jean, aux Oiseaux, and de Brion, in
the Gulf of St. Lawrence, in order to plant a colony there, and to send thither
the necessary ships, and to carry on all kinds of fishing in the neighborhood,
and on the shoals of the said Islands, and, to clear and cultivate the said lands.
Upon which havingdeliberated the said Company, in pursuance of the power
given to it by Hils Majesty,-did give, grant and concede to the said Monsieur
Dou&blet the said Islands called de laKadeleine, St. Jean, aux Oiseauz and de
Brion, in full property on condition of vassalage to the said Compahy of Kisoon,
and of payment to it of fifty livres each ,year in full of all dues, whidh shall be
paid duringthe first:three years, without, however, the said Monsieur Doulet
being authorized to trade in skins or peltry within the limits ofi the said places
or elsewhere.\ In testimony of which we have caused:the seal of our Company
to be affixede.-;
