A SORDID  STORY OF
COUNTERFEFTING

Five- of - the - Lindsay - Prisoners
Pleaded Gullty

D e

Burke, the Head Centre of - the -Conspi-
racy Gonfesses and Implicates His
Dupes—Two Will Fight

LINDSAY, July 22.—In the Magis-
trate’s court room thjs afternocon five
men pleaded guilty:to-having counter-
feit money in their ‘pdssession. All five
wanted a speedy trial, and all” were
remanded till Friday for sentence. Two
others against whom the same offense
is charged will appear in the morning,
when, it is generally understood, they
will formally declare ‘that they are in-
nocent. For the first timeé since the
startling arrests were made a'few days
ago a statement of the facts of  this
peculiar case came to lizht.  Provin-
cial Detective Rogers was twice in the
witness stand, and he ‘told of .confes-
sions the prisoners had made to him.
The men who acknowledged having
handled bogus money were Archibald
Boyeau,  Richard Wynn, Chas. Burke,
John Bveleigh and Robt. Logie, while
the prisoners who are yet to appear
are C. Miller' and John Goslin.

The story as told!by the’ provincial
detective . shows “that . the. counterfeit
bills came from Burke. Some of the
others acknowledged that they went to
different places to pass these bills, but
they met with indifferent sucecess in
the majority of instances, The con-
fession of Burke has not been made
publie, because it is said it implicates
the two men who have yet to appear.
The, bills, "It Was claimed, were printed
with ‘an ordinary ' lettet press in “the
barn of -Robert Logie, who ' was led
into trouble because of indebtedness
on his farm. ‘

The statenient:of ‘Detective Rogers
wa$ as follows:  “Boyeau told him his
first. conneetion ‘with counterfeit money
was when Wynn told him' Charlie
Burke wished to see him.

KING LEOPOLD

Annexation of Congo- Free
State to Belgium

Whereby It Will o Longer be a
Personal Dependency of the King.

>

BRUSSELS, July 24—The- close of
King Leopold’s long struggle to stave
off the annexation of the Congo to Bel-
gium and to retain his personal sovere
eignty over this rich and extensive Af-
rican state, is foreshadowed in  the
agreement reached on-July 12, between
the Belgian and the Congo govern-
ments, elaborating the terms upon
which the Congo free state shall pass
into ‘the possession of Belgium,

This  transfer will mark an import-
ant epoch for the Congo, as heretofore

The time was in the early days of
New Brunswick ~when the Madras
schools were the principal centres of
education. 'They* were established by
a fund raised in'the old country and
were the outcome of efforts of an old
country school master named Lancas-
ter, who started a movement to educate
the poor. He attracted the attention
of tich men able and willing to assist
in the new educational movement, and
his classes and schools increased and
spréad from the old country to the col-
onies.,  George III. becaine interested
and one of the Tesults was the forma-
fion of the Britfsh 8¢hodl and Foreign
Society, which 'carried on the good
work Lancaster began. The founder
himself was inflated by the notice he
attracted and quarrelled with his well-
wishers. He came to Canada, was for
a time in Montreal, and later in New
York, where he was accidentally killed.

But the - Madras schools, 80 called,
were one result of his efforts to pro-
mote education and they were governed
in this province by Madras boards. - All
these were under one central authority.

1t is stated by a local historian
that the revenues of Navy Island, in
the harbor of St. John, ‘were granted
for¢ver by the British government to
the Madras boards.

Be that as it may, the board of edu-

cation of the Church of England Synod
now controls these funds and it is
thought the best way to place them in
active use is to purchase the Boys' Col-
lege at Rothesay and make it a perma-
nent Church of England preparatory
school.
" This has been made possible by the
fair manner the subject has been talked
of by both the high standing commit-
tee of the Church Synod and the pre-
sent owner.

The Synod does not meet until: Octo-
per and few of the laymer. care to talk
about the matter for publication.

# A working plan for a federal nien
'of the British Empire is the eentral
, feature of a book which is now at-
;xncting considerable  attention in
“areat Eritain—The Life of an Empire,
Wvritten by Mr. Walter Meakin, an
English student of Imperial condi-
tions who has travelled extensively in
qb\'ery British country ghd brings to
“his work a fund of factual information
which has Cconvinced him that.’ the
unification of the Empire upon a fed-
eral basis might prove in practice less
diffiicult than it is generally assumed
in theory.

In the beginning he recognizes the
< force of colonlul feeling in-favor of
. complete local autonomy and admits
s the necessity of assuring each factor
«in the advocated unificatien that its
.:8elf-government and specific interests
gvwould not be sacrificed. But this
shecessity does not clash with Imperial
atfederation, The control the colonies
- .pow exercise over their own local af-
" afairs, and about which they are very
# Jealous, would hardly be touched by
¢ Imperial federation, inasmuch as most

Of “mixed farming,” which has
been the salvation of old Ontario, and
a guarantee against a year's failure,
the farmers on the westérn wheat lands
know practically nothing. When the
grain crop is not full, everything falls
short, And even when the crop is good,
jand prices high, all is not serene, for
the railways are so far insdequate to
carry thé grain to market, and there is
loss in storage charges more or less ex-
orbitant, as the elevators are many or
few, or under fair or ruthless manage-
ment.

“The end of all such considerations
is,” he says, “stay in Ontario, it the
conditions are fairly satisfactory to the
individual. If there is léss surplus bulk
to \carry it stands to be all the more
valuablé, and the nearness to market
js'a prime factor in success, as well as
in speedy and comfortable dealings.”

This advice is applicable with equal
force to the Maritime Provinces, No-
where in Canada are there better op-
portunities for intelligent and ener-
getic farming than right here in this
province, Along the St. John valley,
for instance, there is abundance of land
as fertile as’any in this Dominion, and
the cost of operating it is nowhere
nearly so heavy as it is in the West.
True, transportation arrangements are
not always the best; but that is soon
to be remedied and the greater part of
the West suffers still more in this re-
spect. Labor here is scarce and high;
but we are not yet driven to advertise
two ‘thousand miles away for men. As
for climate and theé creatureé comforts
and the general joy of living, there is
no comparison.

This ~ year especially should New
Brunswickers think geriously  before
yielding to the call of the west, as
Voiced by interested real estate men
and transportation agencies. The crop
outlook on the prairies this year is bad,
‘In many places there is not half a crop;
in other places everything depends on
the weather holding favorable until the
danger of injury from frost is removed
—in other words, the late season must
continue late in order ‘to save things.
In consequence of the unecertainty of
the c¢rops, money is more than tight,
payments are being deferred, and the
bottom has largely gone out of the
real estate boom in the cities and
towns. Even. if the outcome is as bad
as the most pessimistic paint it, the
progress of the country will not be seri-
ously retarded.  The natural wealth
s there, beyond a doubt, and in the long
run a year or so of slower developmert
will work for good and allow the rail-
roads to catch up with the traffic. But
the chances are’that those who g0
West this year will suffer more or les8
from the temporary reaction. The
short harvests will not need'all the
help the excursions will take, and the
market - for in-door work s already
glutted. True there will be lots of work
‘on railroad construction; but the man
who travels a long distance these days
to get & job with a piek and shovel does
.mot display very good sense,

any other, employment is jusf as
steady, pay is just as good, considering
the cost of living, and the general con-
| ditions of living sre far better right
here at home than out West.

If & man has the money and the time
to spare, a trip West this summer or
fall will surely do him good. But if

NEW YORK, July| 23.—Another of
the series of reviews on ownership of
public utilities based upon investiga~-
tions under the direction of the Na-
tional Civic Federation was made pub-
lic yesterday. ‘The subject treated in
this report is the operation of British
street railways by municipalities and
by privately owned corporations re-
spectively. The reviews are the result
of technical reports compued‘?by expert
engineers who, with the reviewers,
spent several months in British cities.
The reviews are by 'Wm. J. Clark, gen-

erdl manager of the foreign depart-
ment of the General Electrie Company,
and Prof. Frank Parsons of Boston.
Mr. Clark declares that the Ameri-
can traction systems wunder private
ownership are far more progressive
than those of England, Scotland and
Ireland, = that they gtwe far better
suburban service, that cars are less
crowded and that lines are being €X-
tended with far greater: rapidity. This
he attributes to the absence of restric-
tions in the United States as com-
,pared with Great Britain, where, he
says, private traection enterprises get
franchises only on almost prohibitive
terms. The difference of rate of fare
in the two countries, Mr. Clark says,
is more than offset by the greater
number of free transfers given by the
Ameri¢can system, The private com-
panies in the United Kingdom give a
superior service as eompared with the
municipality eperated limes, ‘While
the Briton paid an average of 2.26
cents, against an average of 3.76 cents
in the United States, faellities for tra-
vel were from 12 to 15 per cent. of
those enjoyed by the American passen-
ger. In 1902 there were two British
cities of more than 100,000 population,
seven with populations of from 50,000
to 100,000, and thirty-nine with from
25,000 . to = 50,000 inhabitants without
street railways, but in the United
States there was no city of more than
25,000 people witheut traction service.
The American street railways pay
practically double the rate for salaries
and wages that are paid in the United
Kingdom. In the State of New York
a decrease of wages to the British
standard would reduce the operating
expenses of local transportation lines
about $14,000,000 ‘annually, an amount
equivalent to about 38 per leent of
their gross receipts. : ;

Pow Americans realize the obstacles
which British private companfes mi¢ et
in attempting to obtain franchise
rights. The fact that the consent of the
jocal authorities is required is used by
the local authorities to force the com-
panies ' to make excessive payments,
and even when a franchise is obtained
it is for a Brief term, scarcely long
enough to warrant the heavy expendi-
tures required for modern electrie
railroad construction. Against this
the ' municipalities at comparatively
slight expense obtain their parliament-
ary rights to perpettial and monopol-
istic franchises. A city which de-
sires a franehise for itself, or a city
which opposes a private company, has
at its command a8 more powerful poli-
tical influence than any that exists in
the United States. The town clerks
possess great political power, especial-
ly in the election of members of par-
liament, so that, Mr, Clark says, when
a town clerk makes a request of a
member of the House of Commons the
usual result is not umlike what oceurs
in America when a political boss
makes 2 similar request of some pub-
lic official whose election he made pos-
sible.

Prof. Parsons, on the other side, says
that the principal reasons for the muni-
cipalization of British tramways have
Heen poor service by the privafe com-
panies, their il treatment of employes,
their refusal to assent to the adoption
of electric traction, extensions to..sub~
urban districts and other vital improve-
ments; the constant difficulty experi-
enced by the cities, amounting to prac-
tical impossibility of securing & reason-
able regard to the public interest or
even the fulfilment of actual contracts;
the growing belief on the part of the
public that the streets and all monop-
oly uses 6f them are public property
which should not be handed over to
private interests, and the desire that
the profits of the undertaking should
inure to the benefit of the public.

The British companies opposed exten-
sion, says Prof. Parsons, plastered
thelr cars with unsightly advertise-
ments and refused to reduce fares, say-
ing that they could not afford it. But
when the municipalities took the lines
electrie traction was adopted, the ser-
vice was extended, advertisements
were reduced to due subordina«
tion, fares were Jjowered . and
hours of labor were shortened;
an of whiech, {nstead of producing &
loss, as predicted, made comfortable
profits for the people.

The service is good, accordingto Brit-
ish standards, and in some cases exX-
cellent even accerding to American
standards. The speed of British cars is
low as compared with Ameriean, but
the speed limits are fixed by the Boards
of Trade.’ There is no all night service
exeept on the London County Council
public ownership system.

HAVANA, Cuba, July 23.—Upon what
ticklish terms the business of’ Cuban
pacification is occasionally conducted is
shown by the particulars which have
just Leen learned of a projected upris-
ing in Orienté, which - recently gave
Governor Magoon some anxious houns.

At the palage absolute ignorance is
professed of anything in the shape of
disturbance, but the interesting fact re-
mains that an uprising was projected
to take place on July 12, and would
doubtless have been started had it not
been for the vigilance of United States
army officers detailed on seeret service.
Nothing could better illustrate the irrit-
ability of some of the Cuban leaders
than the triviality of the incident whichi
started the movement in the direction
of the woods.

All the trouble arose from the efforts
of Captain Robert Alexander, Eleventh
United States infantry, quartermaster
of the - American garrison in Morro
Castle, to beautify the grounds about
the old fortress by setting out trees.
Unluckily he selected cocoanut palms
for the purpose, and, having obtained
from an acquaintance one hundred
young trees, had them properly plant=
ed.

While the ecaptain was congratulating
himself on his efforts to improve Cuban
property without cost—for all the work
of planting was done voluntarily by the
soldiers of the garrison—the rumon
went flying through the whole province
that the Americans were planting cocos
on the Morro, and, as it takes six years
for a coco to come. into hearing, it was
of course obvious that the Americans
intended to remain for at least that
period.

Patriots met in secret and decided to

S. Company, while bound
from San Francisco to'Portland, Ore-
gon, with 189 passengers and a w of
60, collided with and was ram by
the San Pedro, a 170 foot ‘Wwooden
steamer, southbound for this city..'The
sea was smooth. but the weather was
foggy. The San Pedro, looming out of
the mist, a few ship lengths away, bore
down on the Columbia at high speed de-
spite frantic efforts to cledr. with a
grinding crash the San Pedro sank: her
stem fully ten feet into the Columbia’s
port bow.. £, :

Nearly all of the Columbia’s passens
gers and many of her crew were asleep
in their cabins and bunks when - the
crash came. As the -San Pedro backed
away tHe sea poured in through the
ragged hole in the Columbia’s bow
above and below the water line, and-in
five minutes the Columbia sank to the
bottom, the deep waters of - Shelter
Cove covering “over the tops -of the!
Columbia’s masts.

The story of that five minutes is yet
to be told and as it is told by some sur-
wvivors the facts of the tragedy can onlg'
be but guessed at.

Shortly after ‘the collision the steam-
ers Roanoke and George W. Elder and
the " steam-schooner Daisy Mitchell,
all south bound, came on the scene and
stood by. The Elder took the San
Pedro in tow and the latest report an-
pgounces their arrival in Eureka. The
stem of the San Pedro was smashed to
splinters, one of her masts was snap-
ped offi at the deck, she was settling
and had a heavy list when taken in
tow.

Captain Hensen remained on board.

The Daisy Mitchell offered -assistance
to the Elder, but this was declined. She
picked up a lifeboat and a raft of the
Columbia and brought them to this
city.

Near the scene of the wreck the
Roa.&oke picked up a life raft and found
underneath the dead body of a passen-
ger, supposed to be Edward Butler of
Portsmouth, N. H.

The officers, of the Merchants’. Ex-
change in this city and of the various
newspapers have been besieged  since
early morning by relatives and friends
of the Columbia’s passengers, but the
insistent and tearful requests for in-
formation of the ‘victims and the
rescued remained unsatisfied. Beyond
the reported facts that Butler® was
drowned and that Captain Hensen went
down with his ship no details of casual-
ties have been received.

Story of Eye-Witness

OAKLAND, Cal, July 22—P. C.
Walter, passenger on the steamship
Roanoke, which arrived today from
Portland, told in an interview of the
havoc and the scenes of distress which
averd witnessed after the collision of
the vessels. He said:

“The Roanoke was bound south and
at noon Sunday we reached the scene
of the collision which had occurred be-
tween the steamers San Pedro and
Columbia at the previous midnight.

“The surface gf the sea all around
the scene of the collision was strewn
with the wreckage.

“The Ateamship Geo. W. Elder and
two steam schooners were at the scene
of the wreck. The Eilder had a line
fastened to the San Pedro and her
officers and crew were endeavoring to
get a towline aboard the latter in or-
der to tow her to port.

“The San Pedro’s -after mast had
been broken off even with the smoke-
stack. She was badly listed and water-
logged and so low at the stern that the
sea swept the after-deck.

“While we drifted across the bows
of the Elder, several meémbers of the
crews of the San Pedro and Columbia
who had been rescued by the Elder,
requested us to report to their families
and friends that they were safe.

“We noticed the shipwrecked passen-
gers of the Columbia on the deck of
the Elder, clothed in tablecloths and
other temporary coverings and a large
bier on the upper- deck on which the
bodies recovered from the sea were
piled and covered with an American
flag.

“As the Roanoke could be of no ser-
vice she resumed her course southward.

“After we had | proceeded several
miles from the scene of the wreck we
sighted two life rafts and two bolts;
neither ‘had any living thing aboard.
One of tha life rafts was secured.

Kexander C. Brown Complains of Dam
on Tetageuche—St John Lawyers
Interested—Hilder Daw Witness.

s BATHURST, July 22.—In the equity
court here today the case of Alexander
C. Brown against the Bathurst Elec-
tric and Water Power Company, Ltd.,
was begun. This is an action to re-
cover damages for alleged injury done
the plaintilf by the stoppage of water
power in Tatagouche River on which
the plaintiff has two mills a carding
mill and a grist mill. The Bathurst
Electric Light Company, Ltd., the
plaintiff alleges built nearer the mill
than their act of incorporation allows
and their plans were not passed by
the lieutenant governor-in-council and
further before undertaking the said
work, the defendants did not file a
plan of their propoged work as pro-
vided by statute,

The plaintiff further conplains that
when the machinery of the defendants
is shut down and the. sluiceway closed,
which always is the case during the
day time the water of the run is
prevented from flowing on its usual
way and the plaintiff is thereby pre-
vented from using and operatiing his
mills for long spaces of time.

The plaintiff further complains that
the Tetagouche is a river frequented
by salmon. The plaintiff has a good
salmon pool just below the dam in
which is a fish-way to permit the sal-
mon to go up stream for sp‘awning
but there is no fish-way under  the
dam of the defendants.

The ddfendants deny that they
hold the watesr by their dam to the
injury of the plaintiff or that théy are
making an unreasonable use of the
stream.
