In a modified degree it might be 
possible in Brantford.

This morning addresses to the 
council committee were made by L. 
T. Maréchal, K. C., Montreal, on 
behalf of the Mail Publishing Com­
pany, and on behalf of the accused by 
Aime Geoffrion. K.C., and N. K. 
Laflamme, K.C., both of Montreal. 
The 1 two .committees began to-day 
the consideration of their reports to 
their respective Houses, which find­
ings are to be rushed along so that 
parliament can consider them an:l 
decide on adjournment, which has 
been delayed by the investigations.

Hon. Mr. Chapais mentioned at the 
opening of the upper house committee 
this morning that it had been decided 
by the lower house commiflce before 
it closed its inquiry last night that it 
would be unnecessary to call C. P. K. 
Carpenter, the Gaspe man introduced 
to J. O. Mousseau by Hon. Rodolphe 
Lemieux. Mr. Chapais said if there 
were no objections he would wire Mr. 
Carpenter that he need not come lo 
Quebec. This was accepted by the 
lawyers’ representing the different 
parties to the inquiry.

Mr. Maréchal, counsel for the Mail, 
then said he would like to have Mr. 
Mousseau’s testimony, as he had 
heard he was getting better.

Mr. Maréchal said that if the com­
mittee wasn’t satisfied with the proof 
of the charges against Messrs. Berard 
and Bergevin, then Mr. Mousseau’s 
evidence would be necessary.

Mr. Chapais said he could see no

reason for prolonging the inquiry.
Messrs. Me Nab and Nichols then 

made formal declarations that they 
.first heard of the charges -on January 
19, 1914, and published them in the. 
Montreal Mail, believing them to be 
true and the publication of them to be 
in the public interest.

SISOFSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH­
WEST LAND REGULATIONS 

A NY PERSON who Is the sole head of a 
family, or any male over 18 years old, 

may homestead a quarter section of avail­
able Dominion land In Manitoba, Saskat- 
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must 
appear In person at the Dominion Land 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District. 
Entry by proxy may be made at any 
agency on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of 
Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months' residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
line miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, solely ’owned and occu­
pied by him or by his father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader In 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon 
the homestead or. pre-emption six months 
in each of six years from date of home­
stead entry (including the time required 
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate 
50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted Ms 
homestead right, and cannot obtain a pre­
emption, may enter for a purchased home­
stead In certain districts, price $3.00 per

Mr. Walker Long, fortnerly Un­
ionist Chief Secretary for Ireland, 
on behalf of the Unionists threw 
down a challenge to Premier Asqjith 
to submit Home Rule to a vote of 'he 
country.

There 
were no leaders among the prisoners.

Another batch of militant suffra­
gettes were brought up at the West 
London police court on charges of 
assaulting the police during; the 
tempt to arrest Mrs. Emmeline Pank­
hurst last night. Some of the wo­
men were sent to prison for a week 
on their refusal to pay small fines 
inflicted by the magistrate while 
others were discharged or remanded 
pending inquiries.

A force of police ke,pt close watch 
all night on the house i,n Kensing­
ton where Mrs Pankhursit took up 
her residence on her arrival from 
Switzerland. Large quantities of pro­
visions had been laid in there during 
the past two days and th}s was be­
lieved to indicate that the militant 
leader was preparing for a long siege.

The marriage of a Canadian girl and 

a Russian is hedged by serious perils. 
Let those of our countrywomen who 
have accepted proposals of marriage 
from the subjects of the Czar 
her that a civil marriage is not valid 
in Russia. A religious ceremony is ab­
solutely essential, whether the.bride­
groom belongs to the Orthodox or 
any other church in Russia.

Before a Russian can get married 
he has to give the priest a certifi­
cate obtained from a recruiting office.

A recent Act of the English Parlia­
ment seeks to protect British subjects 
who want to marry foreigners, whe­
ther at home or abroad. If they are 
residing in the United Kingdom, and 
want to marry in a foreign country, 
they must give notice of the marriage 
to the superintendent registrar of 
riages, but if their domicile is in a for­
eign or overseas country, like Canada, 
notice must be given to the marriage 
officer for the time being under the 
Foreign Marriage Act, 1892.

Certificates from either of these of­
ficials must be secured, showing that 
there are no impediments to the 
riage. There are penalties if a certi­
ficate has been obtained under false 
pretences.

Cases have already occured of ill 
results fqom hastily or ignorantly con­
structed marriages in the Dominions. 
It is best in every instance to secure 
the very best legal advice before enter­
ing into marriage contracts with for­
eigners, if only for the protection of 
posterity.

If the foreigner is a German, and 

the marriage takes place under Brit­
ish laws, it is valid in Germany,"so 
far as the form is consented," to quote 
a German consular document on the 
subject.

LORD VENTRY DEAD

ly cut off from the outside between 
the hours of 8 p.m. pnd 8 a.m., is of­
ten a very serious inconvenience 
and handicap. I would suggest that 
this matter be vigorously pursued 
during the coming year, with the 
hope that something may yet come 
of our efforts.

I am pleased to be able to record 
in this report the fact that during the 
past year, our long discussed post 
office question has been settled, and 
we may hope to see before many 
months the completion of the fine 
new building being erected by the 
government on Dalhousie street. This 
will be a splendid addition to the 
city's public buildings, and will pro­
vide greatly improved accommoda­
tion and facilities for the handling of 
mail and customs business.

City Improvement
Questions other than those per­

taining purely to trade come periodi­
cally before this board for consider­
ation. Important among these may 
be mentioned that of city improve­
ment in all its branches. This is a 
subject which is coming to the front 
everywhere, and is being recogniz­
ed as one of prime importance 
any growing municipality, 
difficult problem to handle system­
atically and -with any success to the 
ordinary public organizations in a 
community. We. as citizens, are in­
debted to Mr. Frank Cockshutt for 
recognizing this fact and for his ef­
forts in organizing during the past 
year the “The Improvement Assoc­
iation,” made up of representatives 
from all public bodies. The Board 
of Trade was requested to nominate 
delegates and appointed 
members to serve on this board.

Already a first class start has been 
made, and we look for permanent 
benefits from the work done and in­
formation that will be collected. In 
engaging Mr. Dunnington-Grubb to 
direct the work and carry out the 
ideas of the committee Mr. Cockshutt 
has established a .guarantee of per­
manency of results.

The question of the City of .Brant­
ford and County of Brantuniting with 
other municipalities in a plan to es­
tablish a farm to which a certain 
class of law breakers might be sent 
for discipline instead of to the county 

‘jail came before the public during the 
latter part of the year and was 
brought to the attention of the Board 
of Trade at a meeting in December.

After an extensive discussion it was 
decided that the Board should place 
on record its. approval of the -prin­
ciple involved, believing that deten­
tion permitting a life in the open air 
with healthful and useful employment 
is, both from a moral and economic 
standpoint, preferable to that in a 
common jail with idle life, and much 
more likely to accomplish the refor­
mation of law breakers. A resolution 
was passed urging the Councils of the 
city and County to continue negotia­
tions with other unicipalities in an 
earnest endeavor to arrive at a prac­
tical and satisfactory arrangement.

It is unfortunate that the County 
Council has decided to drop this mat­
ter. While we appreciate the difficul­
ties that are involved, still we believe 
that a definite conclusion could only 
be arrived at after a question of this 
nature had been thoroughly investi­
gated and not upon casual opinion.

While this has not been shelved, it 
is to be hoped that something may 
yet be done toward such an improve­
ment of conditions.

Industrial Development.
As briefly mentioned in the first 

part of this report, Brantford was 
fortunate in securing last year several 
new industries through the direct ef­
forts of the “Greater Brantford 
Board,” an organization effected by 
the Board of Trade two years ago.

We did not look for any very ma­
terial results the first year, as it al­
ways takes considerable time ho get 
an association of this kind into ef­
fective working shape and to lay ihc 
foundations for a successful campaign.

I am sure we must all feel, however, 
that the work now accomplished 
fully repays the confidence placed in 
this( scheme by those responsible for 
the move. The members of this 
“Greater Brantford Board” have prov 
en that continued, connected and un 
selfish effort along the lines they are 
pursuing is bound to reap results of 
special advantage to the city, and 
they deserve the greatest credit for 
the success which is attending their 
work.

We must not forget that their time 
and attention are given entirely gra­
tis, and -no doubt often at consider­
able personal Sacrifice, although t 
fully believe that this very fact, as 
much as any one other, must ma­
terially help in their work, for any 
intelligent manufacturer will consider 
it an excellent advertisement for our 
city, to be approached by a 'board of 
its busy and successful business men 
who think enough of the place they 
live and work in to get out and boost 
it as they have to do; and with this 
impression created it no doubt be­
comes comparatively easy to con­
vince him that it would be a pretty 
fair sort of a community with which 
to cast in his lot.

Practically all the industries so far 
secured give promise of being emin­
ently successful, and I am sure all 
those who aid financially in the sup­
port of this association are being well 
repaid through the general benefits 
that the city is reaping.

At the time of organization, sub­
scriptions were secured as far as pos­
sible to cover three years, and at tne

Several important meetings of this 
Board have already been held; one 
meeting was devoted to educational 
lectures given by Mr. Richard Wat- 
rous, an expert from Washington, 
and Mr. Grobb. It would appear that 
the discussion by these gentlemen of

Owing 
to the slackness which has existed, the 
organization since formation has not 
been drawn upon to the extent that 
it no doubt will be later when things 
improve. This is a good cause and 
one which has been taken up exten­
sively elsewhere. Those . who have 
undertaken the work deserve credit, 
as there are a good many details to 
look after and care rpust be used i:l 
administration to prevent unnecessary 
loss.

Realty Company.” and is composed 
of public spirited citizens who have 
subscribed some $50,000 to provide a 
fund to erect a building for 
an industry seeking rented pre­
mises. As this is not a money 
making scheme and the returns in 
the way of interest are moderate, 
there is a limit to the number willing 
to back it. One building ,is being 
erected now by this organization for 
the Brantford Piano Case Company, 
which will about use up their re­
sources, and for future requirements 
we must devise other means of pro­
viding the necessary support if we 
are to continue to attract outside in­
terests. As we do not offer bonuses 
of any kind we must at least be able 
to supply attractive and reasonable 
sites, or premises for rental.

A number of conferences have been 
held during the year between mem­
bers of the City Council, the Greater 
Brantford Board, and the Board of 
Trade, with reference to this, and :t 
appears that the only solution, is for 
the City to seçk power to buy and 
hold land at cost for the benefit of 
new industries and to guarantee 
bonds of the Realty Company to pro­
bably 75 per cent, of the amount in­
vested in each building when it ’s 
completed. In this way this Company 
could repeatedly re-invest its ffioney 
and under this arrangement the sub­
scriptions "could probably be largely 
increased is the element of risk 
would be slight.

This is a question which will be­
come a more vital issue as time goes 
on. and no doubt the coming year 
will call for a definite solution.

In the effort that is being made to 
arrange for what is known as the 
Glebe Lands, being opened up for 
occupation, and the negotiations 
which are in progress for the dlyking 
and receiving info the city of the 
tract of land in West Brantford at 
present owned by Mr. John Hewitt, 
we see a possibility of some slight1 
temporary easing of the site situa­
tion. If, however, the Glebe lands 
fall into private hands, with no op­
tions on either these or the West 
Brantford property, the Greater 
Brantford Board will not be very 
materially assisted after all, as these 
lands will no doubt be held at spec­
ulative values.

I have devoted a good deal of space 
to reviewing from the point of view 
of the Board of Trade, affairs of our 
Publicity Board, but only because 
feel that it is one of the most im 
portant bodies in the city and its 
work the most vital.
. Canada has, after all, just com­
menced to grow, and is bound to 
further undergo great industrial de­
velopment. Factories will come from 
England as well as the United States 
and if this city is to get its full share 
we must be on the alert to have the 
way properly paved ahead, else we 
shall lose many an opportunity.

Not to make this report .unduly 
tedious, I will name only briefly two 
or three other subjects which have 
had, and should continue to have, the 
attention of the Board of Trade.

Bridges
First, that of additional bridges 

across the river which are badly 
needed to provide easy access to valu­
able districts on the west side. In 
accordance with a Resolution of the 
City Council of Ocober 27th last, a 
committee of three members was ap­
pointed at a meeting December 26th, 
to act jointly with a committee of 
the City Council, and Trade and La­
bor Council, County Council, Town­
ship Council, and Trade and Labor 
Council, in making investigations as 
to the requirements and means of 
financing the necessary scheme, and 
no doubt oup. representatives will re­
port progress before very long.

Good Roads
This subject has been up a number 

of times and no doubt will be again.
It is a live issue in the Province and 
a question of far more importance 
than many suppose.

It has been the impression witn 
many that this is a move largely pro­
moted by the motorist for his own 
benefit, but I think that idea is fast 
passing away and those that attempt 
any sincere study of the subject very 
soon bepome convinced that there 
are wonderful possibilities in a 
thorough system of good roads from 
the purely economic standpoint.

Sound 
conclusions resulting from a desire 
to secure advancement of the best 
interests of the public and apprecia­
tion of the needs of the situation, 
have a force that cannot be ignored.”

For a broad field of endeavor such 
as outlines above as being a fit!! 
measure of Board of Trade work, it 
is absolutely essential that a 
thorough permanent organization be 
effected.
