Rome, March 22,—via Paris—For
the first time since the world war
began, Pove Benedict in an address
to the private consistory, made no
reference to international affairs.
Cardinal Bourne, Archbishop of
Westminister, who left for France
immediately after the consistory
said:

“The Vatican continues its atti-
tude of absolute impartiality toward
all belligerents, but I must frankly
confess that I have see no sign of
lack of interest on the part of the
pope for the allies. He has always
displayed the = greatest desire to
lessen the horrors of war and ame-
liorate the conditiors of priccnors ac
well as to obtain favorable treat-
ment for Belgium.

‘“The pope conducted negotiations
for the ‘provisioning of Belgium, ob-
taining German guarantees not to
torpedo steamers taking supplies
there as England required. He ob-
tained the internment in Switzerland
of those who had been prisoners for
eighteen months and parents of at
least three children. He obtained
the exchange of prisoners of war be-
tween England, France and Turkey.
Latest reports caused the Vatican to
hope that its insistence against Bel-
gian deportations will be accepted
by Germany and all Belgians will re-
turn to their homes. The Vatican is
arranging to supply Syria and Le-
banon, where the population is dying
of starvation, with provisions con-
veyed in neutral steamers, mostly
Spanish.

“The pope has taken a great in-
terest in the flags of the allies,
which are being sent to the famous
shrine of the Sacred Heart at Paray
le Monial in France on Sunday. I,
myself, am taking the British flag.
We go to pray for our victory, bear-
ing the Holy Father’'s blessing and
his prayers for a speedy, Jjust and
stable peace, which is his constant
wish. The pontiff must remain im-
partial thus rendering it easier for
him if the circumstances arise to act
as mediator between the nations.

“The Russian revolution was
greeted with satisfaction at the
vatican as Catholicism was among
the greatest sufferers from lack of
liberty in the Muscovite empire. Car-
dinal Consalvi, the great papal secre-
tary of state in Napoleonic time, said
that no change was possible for the
Catholic church -in Russia as long as
the Czar was there.”

On his arrival here to-day in the cus-
tody of four members of the Duma,
Nicholas Romanoff, the deposed em-
peror, was turned over immediately
to the Tsarskoe Selo commander and
taken to the Alexandrovsky Palace,
where the former Empress Alexandra
already was interned. The special
train carrying the former ruler ar-
rived at 1.30 o’clock on the branch
line outside Alexandrovsky Park. On
leaving the train Nicholas entered an
automobile, accompanied by his ad-
jutant, Prince Dolgoroukoff, the on-
ly courtier of the first rank who ac-
companied him, and by the four Du-
ma commissioners. They were driven
to the palace.
Nicholas was met at the door in
the left wing of the palace, by Count
Benkendorff, who was his marshal of
the court, and is now under arrest.
The former ruler held himself erect,
looking calm and indifferent, al-
though he stepped from the automo-
bile with nervous haste. A battalion
of the first rifle guard regiment was
at the railroad depot. The command-
er at Tsarskoe Selo is Col. Kobuilin-
sky, formerly commander of the Pe-
trogradsky regiment, stationed in
peace -times at Warsaw. To him the
Danrd comnissibners announced;
‘““Our mission of handing over the
emperor is finished. We now go ‘o
Petrograd to announce this fact to
the Duma.”
The correspondent drove to the
old Tsarskoe Selo Palace, which is
entirely deserted and without guards
and then to the new palace, where
the former imperial family is in-
terned. The palace lies in a large
park which is surrounded by a plain
spiked fence, five feet high, coated
silver paint. From the corner nearest
the old palace the new palace is
partly visible through . the thick
wood, the chief facade, facing the
north, being entirely in view. The
first noticeable sign of the revolution
was that no imperial standard float-
ed from the roof. Within the park
over the broad expanse of snow, not
a single person was visible. Appar-
ently there were no guards within
the park, but outside the fence every
fifty yards along the roadway, were
double sentries from the Petrograd-
sky regiment, in long blue coats with
fixed bayonets.
An astonishing circumstance in
view of the attitude of Nicholas to-
ward the population of Tsarskoe Se-
lo, which lived entirely upon im-
perial favor, was the lack of publie
interest.

Reports from the front show that
the Germans are offering most stren-
uous resistance and enduring heavy
losses in their efforts to hold the
main points on the Lille, Loan Line,
Their energies are particularly -di-
rected at defending ‘the approaches to
Cambrai on their right flank and
stopping the dangerous French ad-
vance to the left, north of Scissons
in the direction of Anizy. Here the
French threaten to outflank the
German main positions at St. Gob-
ain.

Field Marshal von Hindenburg is
also exeriing his greatest strength
to prevent the allies closing in on
St. Quentin and La Fere, but so far
without success. There is every in-
dication of the most severe fighting
in the immediate future.

The last batch of repatriated
French from the Somme region who
have arrived here, agree that the
Germans have established a defen-
sive line running through Cambrai,
St. Quentin, La Fere and Loan. One
of the refugees said:

“For several months past the Ger-
mans have been concentrating in the
neighborhood of this line, particular-
ly between St. Quentin, Cambrai and
Guise. All civilians deported from
northern France and Belgium wers
forced to carry out military works
feverishly constructed. They were
compelled to labor under terrible
threats. The Geérmans constructed a
complete new system of railroads
and dug deep shell proof shel‘ers.

Localities south of the linc were
gsystematically evacuated and the
greater number of the inhabitants of
the towns and villages were.  re-
patriated, only men and women cap-
able of working, being held.

REATED LIKE MEN

Fund of $500,000 Being
Raised for Their Benefit

Richard H. Rees, delegate of the
Royal Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Animals of Great Britain,
who is originating a campaign on
this side to raise $500,000 for the
relief of the sick and wounded
horses in the British army, has been
invited by Right Rev. Jas. F. Swee-
ney, lord bishop of Toronto, to ad-
dress the annual meeting of the
| Toronto Humane Society some time
| in January. A similar invitation has
| come from J. R. Innes of the Mon-
treal society, accompanied by a con-
tribution of $50 raised by an enter-
tainment given by Montreal tele-
phone girls. Mr. Rees has accepted
both invitations, and is planning to
visit other Canadian cities as well,
to enlist support for the work,
which includes the erection, just
commenced, of a veterinary hospital
to cost $60,000, for the animals of
the Canadian army.

Saving the Stock.

With the Duke of Portland as
chairman and the king and queen
and many British notables as pat-
rons the Royal society has saved lit-
erally tens of thousands of sick and
wounded cavalry mounts, artillery
horses and transport mules, which
otherwise would have been lost. It
is the only volunutary organization
that is permitted by the British war
office to co-operate with the army
veterinary corps at the front. Queen
Alexandra and King George ., and
Queen Mary were among the first
subscribers t6 the fund, which is ex-
pended under the supervision of the
war office, for the erection at the
front of veterinary hospitals with
“wards’’ and ‘“beds” for the treat-
ment of thousands of horses.

For the first time in warfare ani-
mals virtually receive the same care
as that given to sick and wounded
men. Motor and horse-drawn ambu-
lances are used in the conveyance of
wounded animals, operations are
performed under anaesthetics, and
the latest and most scientific meth-
ods of treatment and nursing are
employed. Every effort is made to
prevent needless suffering, there
having been numerous cases in
which humane workers, as well as
troopers, have been ‘‘potted”
cause they exposed themselves
der fire to end the misery of animals
that had been injured.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

The sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a quar
ter-section of available Dominion land in
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the district. Entry by proxy may be
made at any Dominton Lands Agen~y (but
not Sub-Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions
A habitable house is required except where
residence 18 performed in the vicinity.

Live stock may be substituted for cultd
vation under certain conditions

In ecertain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each
of three years after earning homestead
patent, also 50 acres extra cultivation.
Pre-emption patent may be obtained as
goon as homestead tent on certain con-
ditions.

A seftler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead in cretain districts. Price $3.00 per

SITUATION A BLEMISH

On Brit,ishMStatesmanship,
Says Bonar Law

London, March 23.—In the course
of a debate in the House of Commons
last night on a resolution offered by
Sir James Henry Dalziel, Liberal,
urging the government to make an-
other attempt to settle the Irish dif-
ficulty, Andrew Bonar Law, chancel-
lor of the exchequer, announced that

| the government already had decided

to make such an attempt. The Dalziel
motion accordingly was voted down.

The Nationalists considering that
they had already stated their posi-
tion, did not participate in the de-
bate which manifested a strong de-
sire for a settlement on the part of
all the Unionist and Liberal speak-
ers, with one exception. The excep-
tion was Lord Hugh Cecil, who de-
clined to believe that war time was
favorable to such an attempt.

Urge Immediate Steps

The Dalziel resolution urged the
Government to take immediate steps
to bring about a settlement of the
Irish question. Sir James argued that
Ireland was a weak spot in the great
task before the country, and said
he thought the government ought to
appoint a commission to endeavor to
reach a settlement of the home rule
controversy. Great Britain had en-
tered the war for a scrap of paper,
he added, but he was unable to for-
get the existence of an Irish scrap of
paper, which was endorsed by the
will of the British people.

It would be impossible for the gov-
ernment to persevere with its motion
to extend the life of the present par-
liament, Sir James continued, ‘f
there was a solid body of opinion in
the House of Commons against them,
and every day’s delay was recruiting
a supporter to the physical force
party in Ireland.

+A Trumped Up Charge.”

Ronald McNeill, Unionist member
for Kent, on behalf of Ulster county,
entered a strong protest against the
suggestion of John Dillon, one of the
Nationalist leaders, in the House on
Tuesday night, that there had been
negotiations between the Ulster lead-
ers and Baron Kuhlmann. He de-
clared this was a trumped up charge,
and that it would prove a great ob-
stacle to a settlement of the home
rule question. He further expressed
the belief that the statesmen of the
dominions “would refuse to touch
this Irish commission with a barge
pole.”

Sacrifices Must be Made

Mr. Bonar Law  welecomed the
time of the debate. He declared that
far from desiring a general election
on the Irish guestion, as had been
suggested, he would detest such an
idea. The present situation, how-
ever, was a blemish on British states-
manship, besides being a handicap in
carrying on the war. All parties
agreed that it was impossible to
impose a settlement on Ulster by
force. The Government, thec han-
cellor continued, was anxious for a
settlement, but sacrifices must be
made on all sides. He hoped Ulster
would prove less adamant, and if the
Nationalists would openly avow their
readiness to act with the same spirit
of the British parties, their task
would prove a much easier one.

To Make Attempt

«If we make another attempt and
fail,”’ said Mr. Bonar Law, ‘“‘the posi-
tion will be worse. But we have de-
cided in spite of the risk, that it is
worth while for us who are respon-
sible to make that attempt.”

Mr. Bonar Law’s annauncement
was received with loud cheering.

THE INTERNATIONAL SERIES.

Text of the Lesson, John xiv, 1-14—A
Quarterly Review—Golden Text, John
xiv, 6—Commentary Prepared by Rewv.
D. M. Stearns,

Lesson I—Jesus the life and light
of men, Johm i, 1-14. Golden Text,
John i, 4, “In Him was life, and the
life was the light of men.” The open-
ing words of the lesson are away be-
yond us, high as heaven—what can we
do? (Job xi, 8) But in verse 14 He
comes near to us, becomes one of us
and reveals unto us the Father, and,
seeing and knowing Him, we see and
know the Father (chapter xiv, 9).

LEsson II.—John the Baptist and Je-
sus, John i, 19-34. Golden Text, John
i, 29, “Behold the Lamb of God, that
taketh away the sin of the world.”
John was to Jesus at His first coming
what the real Elijah will be at His
second coming in glory, for the great
and dreadful day of the Lord is still
future, and Mal. iv, 5, stands, according
to Matt. xvii, 11.

LessoNy IIL—First disciples of the
John i, 35-51. Golden
Text, John i, 43, *“Jesus saith unto
Him, Follow Me.” John’s second tes-
timony turned men away from him to
Jesus, and that was his aim, as it
should be ours. Andrew and the un-
named other one, having spent the
day with Jesus, quickly brought their
brothers to the Messiah, whom they
had found, and Philip brought Na-
thanael, who confessed Christ as Son
of God and King of Israel

LessoN IV.—Reverence of Jesus for
His Father’s house, John ii, 13-22.
Golden Text, Matt. xxi, 13, “My house
shall be called a house of prayer.” By
no means omit the marriage and the
water changed to wine and the mar-
riage of the Lamb which will precede
the kingdom. Then shall follow Is-
rael’s great cleansing, according to’
Ez. xxxvi, 25.

LEessoN V.—Jesus the Saviour of the
world, John iii, 1-12. Golden Text,
John iil, 16, “God so loved the world
that He gave His only begotten Son.”
Even the most religious and moral
man cannot see or enter the kingdom
uniess he is born again by receiving
the Son of God, who loved him and
gave Himself for him. But there is
life for a look for all bitten ones, and
they shall share the bridegroom’s joy
in the morning (verse 29).

LEessoN VI.—Jesus and the woman of
Samaria, John iv, 1-29. Golden Text,
I Tim. i, 15, “Christ Jesus came into
the world to save sinners.” A religious
moral man must be born again, and a
poor, immoral outcast may be born
again, for He came to seek and to
save the lost. The latter became 8,
better witness than the former and
brought many souls to Him. In such
service He delighted and invites us
to join Him, that we may rejoice to-
gether.

LEessoNy VII. — Jesus heals a noble-
man’s son, John xiv, 43-54. Golden
Text, Matt. viii, 13, “As thou hast be-
lieved so be it done unto thee.” At
Cana He had shadowed forth the glory
of His own marriage, and now from
Cana He sent life to a whole house-
hold. After the marriage what bless-
ing there will be to multitudes! May
the childlike faith of the nobleman be
ours, for he believed the word that
Jesus had spoken and went his way.

LessoN VIIL.—Jesus at the pool of
Bethesda, John v, 1-15. Golden Text,
John ix, 4, “It was Jesus who had
made him whole.” A truly helpless
pool for really helpless people, but
there is a fountain which is better than
all pools, and He gives life to all who
hear His word and believe on Him—
that is, receive Him. There is no book
like the Scriptures, and by Scripture
we learn of Him, but unless we come
to Him of whom they tell we cannot
obtain life (I John v, 12).

LessoN IX.—Jesus feeds the five
thousand, John vi, 1-21. Golden Text,
Matt. vi, 11, “Give us this day our
daily bread.” Feasis of the Lord had
become mere feasts of the Jews, and

the multitudes were perishing. Today

the public worship of God is largely
mere formalities, stones for bread, and
our Lord is still saying, “Give ye them
to eat.” He is ready to take what we
have that is real bread and increase
it as needed.

LEessoN X.—Jesus the bread of life,
John vi,’22-40. Golden Text, John vi,
35, “Jesus said unto them, I am the
bread of life” Living Bread from
heaven, and yet people despise it, even
as Israel loathed the manna in the wil-
derness and in their hearts turned
back to the food of Egypt. See these
men disputing and arguing instead of
eating. And so it is still, just as in
the invitation to the marriage feast
they all made light of it, each prefer-
ring his own way. One of the most
manifest delusions of the devil is the
way in which men despise the love and
grace of God.

LessoN XI.—Jesus saves from sin,
John viii, 12, 2837, 56-59. Golden
Text, John viii, 86, “If therefore the
Son shall make you free, ye shall be
free indeed.” He had no stones for
penitent sinners, and no one else has
any right to throw any, for He is the
only one without sin. He came not to
condemn, but to save. He is saying
to all thirsty ones, “Come unto Me #nd
He says just as plainly that
all who will not.come shall die in
their sins and, preferring the devil to
God, shall have to take the devils
portion.

It is evident that there is a short-
age of potatoes the world over.
In Great Britain it is announced that

One suggestion forwarded by
these crities is that an embargo
should be placed on tubers shipped
from Canada to the United States.

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GRAND RIVER
HAS BROKEN UP

Ice Went Down: This Morn-
ing and River is Open

A sight that would delight many
Brantfordites in the warm days of
summer, when that popular com-
modity, ice, is scarce, could be seen
this morning at ten minutes after
10, when the ice above the Lorne
bridge broke up and came down the
river." The break~ “o&éuried” “Some
distance higher up, and when the
ice commenced to move down a jam
was threatened for a few minutes
opposite the armories, where the
winter covering of the Grand re-
mained intact. However, as the
pressure grew greater the strain was
eased with a swish and the great
pack swept on and over the dam.
Huge logs, boards, tree trunks and
other miscellaneous articles floated
down, but the lack of fuel that has
prevailed in this district during the
winter had evidently caused many
residents along the river bank to
husband their wood more carefully,
and the debris that was carried
down contained little wood that
could be used as fuel.

The ice swung around Kerby Isl-
and and came down the channel be-
tween it and the mainland, leaving
the river proper at this place prac-
tically free and open. The entire
volume of heaving ice cakes had
gone down in half an hour and the
water was again running freely at
the end of that time. There is little
danger of a jam, as the river is clear
and open from Lorne bridge to a
considerable distance below Cains-
ville, and on account of the thaws
which have cleaned away the snow
no floods are anticipated.

BE CARED FOR

The Demountable Class Are
So in Name Only If Not
Cared For

The demountable rim is demount-
able in name only unless it is proper-
ly taken care of. If mud and dirt are
allowed to collect in between the rim
and the wheel they will cause rust,
which will grip the rim so tightly
that it may take hours to remeve it
instead of seconds. A few sugges-
tions along this line will be partic-
larly valuable at this time, as this
is the muddy season and matters
will gét worse until the spring rains

Do not wait until a puncture
obliges you to remove the'rim, but
seize the firts opportunity to remove
it and break up any adhesion which
has already formed. Of course if you
have a spare rim or two you will go
over those first. Clean off any rust
with sandpaper or emery cloth.
Kerosene will soften rust, but it will
also cause it. If you use it at all re-
move it carefully afterward, using
gasoline. When the rim is clean and:
dry it should be painted with spe-
cial rim paint, obtainable at any
automobile supply store. This is
unaffected by rust and will not
flake off. 1t will wear off, how-
ever, and so should be renewed in
places whenever the rim is removed.
Aluminum paint may be used if you
prefer the finish of aluminum. It is
nothing but powdered aluminum
held together with banana oil. It
protects the surface very effectually
and, being a powder, does not flake
off.
but is not thick enough to protect
the part where the tire touches the
rim or the rim rests on the wheel.
For this reason a mixture of graph-
ite and shellac is preferred. Mix
enough graphite with the shellac to
give it a good color, thinning it a
little with alcohol to make it flow
readily. Apply this carefully, let-
ting it dry and giving it two coats if
thought necessary. Give it plenty of
time to dry or it will stick and pull
away where anything else touches it.

Even when no demountable rim is
used the rim should have this treat-
ment so as to prevent the shoe from
sticking to it. While it may seem
irksome, the tires should be remov-
ed and the rims painted even before
a puncture calls for a change. The
welding process is going on all the
tie, each day adding something to
its holding power, so that some day
when you are required to change
tires in a hurry you will find the
tire so tightly fastened that you will
lose many times the short time re-
quired to remove the tire originally
and paint the rim.

Another point of immense import-
ance is to put grease on the bolts
and nuts. If the threads are filled
with grease.the water e¢annot work
in and rust the two together. Some
-péims have bolts going-through -the
felloe of the wheel. This hole should
be filled with grease to keep out the
water. Another place where grease
is of primary importance is in the
hub of a detachable wheel. After
removing it look carefully and you
will see where it is beveled to make
a tight fit on the axle. This should
have grease smeared over it every
time it is removed. To provide for
this fill the space between the ends
with grease and there will always be
some within reach.

If you should prefer. grease to
paint on the rings or other parts
which secure the quick detachable
tires it may be used, but it is-advisa-
ble to work a great deal of graphite
into it. This is especially advised if
the grease is to be used where the
tire can touch it. Have it mostly
graphite, with only enough grease to
hold it on.
followed you will have reason to be
thankful if ever you have to change
tires in a hurry.

Twenty Lost in Slnklng
of American Steamer

Healdton Was Torpedoed W
ton Aroused Over La

ithout Warning; Washing-
test Act of Piracy

Washington, March 22—American
Consul Mahn, at Amsterdam, cabled
the state department to-night that
the American steamer Healdton,
sunk by a submarine yesterday off
Terschelling, Holland, was torped-
oed without warning and that 20 of
the crew were drowned.

The consul’s despatch follows:

“Standard Oil ship Healdton, from
Philadelphia for Rotterdam, cargo
oil, torpedoed without warning 8:15
evening of 21st, 25 miles north of
Terschelling, Holland. Twenty of
crew drowned. One died of injuries.
Others taken to north of Holland.
Submarine seen after torpedoeing.
More details to follow.”

Survivors Landed

London, Mar. 23—Thirteen mem-
bers of the American steamer Heald-
ton’s crew have arrived at Ymuiden
Holland. They say the steamer was
sunk without warning in the ‘so-
called safe zone' and express the be-
lief that 19 men aboard the vesse
were drowned.

News Confirmed

London, March 22—The American
steamer Healdton has been torped-
oed, according to an Amsterdam des-
patch to the Central News. A boat
containing seven of the Healdton's
crew, had reached Terschelling
(North Sea), the despatch adds.

The sinking of the Americal
steamer Healdton is confirmed by 2
Reuter despatch from The Hague.

The steamer Healdton of 4,480
tons, sailed from Chester, Pa., on
January 6 for Rotterdam, with 2.-

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THE GREAT

(By T. P. O’Connor)

I have seen many changes in my'
political life—many examples of the;
whirligig of Parliamentary careers;
men made in an hour in the House of
Commons; men unmade in an hour
~——but the scene on Friday was the
most remarkable of these mutations
of fortune I ever beheld. To see Mr.
Lloyd George deliver to the House,
as Prime Minister, one of the most
portentious speeches ever uttered in
that assembly, to see him do so with
universal acceptation, both personal-
ly and politically, and to see him
surrounded by the men who were
there on the Treasury Bench was in-
deed a spectacle that anybody would
have been denounced as a madman
for prophesying three short years
ago.

Opposite Mr. Lloyd George, it s
true, on the Front Opposition Bench,
were some old colleagues; but they|
were, if eritical, friendly in criti—]’
cism; but at each side of him were)
Mr. Balfour and Mr. Bonar Law, and
close behind them Sir Edward Car-
son. I noticed in particular the atti-!
tude of Mr. Balfour. That remark-
able man, with as splendid an intel-,
lectual outfit from nature as any
member of the House of Commons,
has among other qualities a generous
appreciation of the gifts of others:,
and he gave that appreciation to the
remarkable man who was speaking
as though they had been personal
and political associates all their
lives. It was indeed the wheel turn-,
ed full circle. ‘

As to the speech itself, I have
heard it described as the greatest Mr
Lloyd George ever delivered. This
is not true; it was not the kind of
speech that brings out, or was meant
to bring out the greatest qualities:
of Mr. Lloyd George’s oratory. He
ig at his best when going back in im-
agination to the hills and the seas
by the side of which he was bronght
up and living again in the twilight
of the Celtic’s mvsticism, he gives
rein to his imagination. and rushes
to some fliecht of poetic imagery that
exalts and thrills everybody who
1istens.

Need of Sacrifices

Friday was not the occasion for
any such oratory. Mr. Lloyd George
would have been guilty of lack of
taste and a sense of appropriateness
if he found in the grave conditions
with which he was appealing an op-
portunity for an oratorical display.
He had to make a grave statement
to a nation in peril, and he wisely
decided that the language in which |
such a statement would be made most
effectiver was language simple,

;of great peril, and he had to get from

CAL

straight, unmistakable, direct. He
had to convince a nation of the ne-
cessity of great sacrifices as well as

the House of Commons and from
the nation a prompt and ungrudging
response to the demands he made
upon them. The fact that when he sat
down it was doubtful if anybody
wanted to utter another single word,
that but for a bold though not very
influential critie, the sitting would
then and there have come to an end,
is prool of the suceess with which
Mr. Lloyd George had made his ap-
peal.

Taken then, by the true test of
a great political speech, Mr. Lloyd
George’s deliverance was one of the
most suecessful ever made by him or
any other speaker in the House of
Commons. This success was due to
the perfect simplicity and lucidity of
the language, and to the skill with
which every fact and
marshalled; until, in the end, the
orator reached that clear goal of all
good oratory—the persuasion in
every hearer that the conclusions of
the orator were so inevitable that
any doubt, much less criticism of
them, was impossible.

It is characteristic of a man who
is never the slave of words—- who
has a contempt indeed for words ex-
cept when they lead up to action—
that he should have built up his
speech on words that led to such im-
mediate action. He had set out to
perform miracles, and when he sat
down the miracle was accomplished;
the nation had been asked to do tre-
mendous things, and they all answer-
ed with one voice that these things
should be- done.

Though I dwell on the simplicity
and the directness of the language,
I should add that I liked the peror-
ation; for, though it was moving
and irresistible, yet it was so simple
and so self-restrained, in spite of the
thrill of voice and manner with
which it was delivered, that it
went straight to the heart of every
man. It was worthy of the dignity,
the self-restraint, the reserve and
the unconquerable tenacity of the
great race to which it was address-
ed, and of which it was so typical.

And now, again, I return to the
whirligig which the speech, the sur-
roundings and the consequences of
the speech revealed. What can be a
more remarkable phenomenon in
public life—and especially in Eng-
lish public life—than to see a revo-
lution proposed, and yet to find that
revolution accepted as if it were the
most commonplace transaction in
the world? Mr. Lloyd George’s
speech made not one, but several
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‘R

[propositions; found these proposi-
(tions not only acecepted, but nost
even questioned, secarcely even com-
mented upon, which a few years ago
v«{ould have -turned the country up-
side down, and made him personally
the target for fierce personal at-
tack.

nevolution -in  the Countryside

I take as the most remarkable of
these propositions, the minimum
wage of twenty-five shillings per
week for the agricultural laborer—
who would have thought such a pro-
posal possible before the war? In
pre-war times, as we know, the scan-
dalously low wage of our agricultur-
al laborers was one of the most dif-
ficult problems of our time; one of
the most devastating in its conse-
quences on the life not merely of
the agricultural laborer himself but
on the whole life of the countryside
and the whole life of the nation.

Many people began to see after the
first pensions scheme, and when the
nation boldly took up the duty—for
Fhe first time in it history—of look-
ing after its soldier., who had fought
for the liberties of (e country—
many people began to see that the
English countryside, with such
abominable wages, would never be
the same again. When women whose
husbands were at the front began to
receive from the state a larger week-
ly sum than they used to receive
when their husbamis were at home,
and first had an opportunity of giving
adequate food to themselves nndl
th(_air childrén, it was palable that
neither these women nor their hus-
bands, if they returned, . could go
back again to the old wages and to
the old conditions. But most of us
who even cherished that hope, did
not anticipate that on a single after-
noon, in the course of a few minutes
t!]e revolution of the whole country-
side would be not only proposéd
but accepted as having passed be-
vond the region of controversy, as
the united will of a united parlia-
ment and a united nation. Truly, war
is the great teacher. ;

I intend to make no comment on
the other and almost as staptling
pr'ogosals in the speech of the Prime
Mlmlster. They' involve considerable
sacrifices on the part of the nation:
but really, as the Prime Ministel,'
himself- said, any nation that is not
willing to make such sacrifices was
not fit to go into this war.

When I think of what our Allies
have had to suffer; butcheries, the
devastation of large tracts of terri-
tory—wholesale death by privation
of so many women and children—
the deportations, the insults, the out-
rages; when I think of these things,
I cannot regard with any sympathy
the people of our own country— if
such there be, I don’t believe there
are any—who regard it as a serious
sacrifice that they should earn less
money, eat less meat, or drink less
beer.

We wanted a lesson badly in this
country, anyhow, against the luxur-
iant growth of ostentatious and sin-
ful self-indulgence which belonged to
the two decades immediately before
thg war. We were eating too much,
drinking too much, spending too
much for the good-health and the
2ood repute of the nation. It is a
blessing amid all the curses of this
hideous war, that we have

tion.and have been roused from the
pestilent dream of “let us eat and let
us drink, for to-morrow we die.”

A POLITICXL QUARREL

Believed to be Reason for

Montreal, March 23—A thick vol-
ume saved the life of Dr. Adrien
Plouffe, professor at Laval Univer-
sity, when he was attacked last
night on St. Mark street by a would-
be assassin.

As he was stabbed the professor
heard his assailant say:
“Will you cease writing, Judas?”
Professor Plouffe struggled with
his assailant and tried to get a Te-
volver he (the professor) carried.
He was wounded again in the fore-
head. He then lost consciousness
and when he came to he found his
gun in the snow nearby the scene of
the struggle. Apparently his assail-
ant had grown alarmed when he had
found that the professor was armed
and had made off.
Professor Plouffe stated that he
recently wrote several - letters to
French papers criticizing a book in
lwhich nationalism in polities was
advocated.

SIFELY 0 PORT

Captured Total of 27 Vessels
During Cruise in
Atlantic

Berlin, March 22,—The following
official announcement was made to-
day: X
“The German auxiliary cruiser
Moewe has returned into a home
port of the navy from a second
cruise in the Atlantic Ocean, where
she stayed for several months under
command of Burgrave and Count
von Dorhna Schledien.

“The ship captured 22 steamers
and five sailing vessels with a gross
tonnage of 123,100. They included
21 hostile /steamers, of which eight
were armed and five in the service
of the British admiralty, as well as
four hostile sailing ships.

“Among the vessels captured by
the Moewe, were the Voltaire, an
English steamer of over 8,000 tons
gross, in ballast, carrying a 12 centi-
metre gun; the Norwegian steamer
Halljeorg of 2,587 tons gross and
the Mount Temple.”
