THE STALK BORER .

For the past three years com-
plaints of an injurious insect
boring in yarious farm and gar-
den crops have reached the en-
tomological laboratory at the
Agricultural College. Speei-
mens of the insect were receiv-
ed infesting potatoes, corn,
rhubarb and, in one case, a sug-
ar beet. A serious attempt to
study the pest was made in the
summer of 1915 with the result
that the identity of the insect
was discovered and the manner
of its work determined. The
great increase in the number of
gardens planted this year has
resulted in a like increase in
the numbers of this insect found
gardeng. Consequently a short
account of our findings may be
of intérest.

Food Plants

. In England, from which coun-
try this pest was apparently in-
troduced, it is known as the
potato stalk borer; but is also
known to attack dock, horse
tails and other plants. It has
been found boring in corn
stalks in Ontario. In addition
to these we have, as alr
stated, found it attacking rhu-
barb and sugar beet. The rhu-
barb plantation at the College
was severely injured two years
in succession and reports of ser-
ious injury to potatoes in Yar-
mouth and vicinity have reach-
ed us during the past few seai-
ons. This season its depreda-
tions, particularly to potatoes
and cord, appear to be serious

Life History

The insect winters as an egg
attached to couch grass or other
weeds and hatches early in'June
The young caterpillar makes its
way to the plait it is to attack
and bores into it and continues
boring in the middle of the stem
until it reaches full size in
about six or eight weeks later.
‘The full grown caterpillar is
about one and one half inches
long, strongly segmented,
pinkish in color and with a
cinnamon brown-head. The
larvae enter the ground
and transform to pupae,

about three weeks, when the
moth emerges. The eggs are

~ |then uﬁ in the situations de-

scribed and thelife cycle is com-
plete, The moths keep emerg-
ing during the greater part of
August and on into September.

Control

+ It is obvious from the fore-
going that nothing can be done
to combat the insect after it has
found its way inside the stalk,
for there it is protected from
any poison that might be ap-
plied. Only preventative meas-
ures, can, therefore, be used.
Land that is to be planted to
garden crops should be plough-
ed in the fall'and well cultivat-
ed to destroy any eggs that may
have been deposited. Plants
that are attacked should be
gathéred and destroyed and
clean culture practiced through
August and September so as to
give the insect no chance to de-
posit its eggs.

Do not hesitate to send speci-
mens if insects to the Agricul-
tural College for determination,
These will be promptly attend-
ed to and if possible, a remedy
will be prescribed.

In some years the crop of pot-
atoes is such/ lessened by the
Late Blight disease and when!
rot. follows little of the cropl
may be left. It is, therefore,
very desirable to prevent this,
disease from spreading. This
is done by keeping the plants|
covered with Bordeaux mix‘ure
trom about the first week of
July, or before there is any sign
of the disease, until September.
Sometimes the first applicat-
icn of Bordeaux mixture is
made before the potato beetles
are all killed when the poison
for them may be mived with
the Bordeaux. While the dis-
eage is not very bad every year
it is well to be prepared. There
was an average increase per
year of 94 buchels of potatoes
from spraying with Bordeaux
-mixture in three years.

The formula for Bordeaux
mixture for potatoes is 6 pounds
opper sulphate or Lluestone,
pounds freshly sluked lime
to 40 gallons of waler. While
the bluesicne = 11 dissolve more
quicky in hot water; if it is not
convenient to get this, it may
be suspended over night in a
cotton bag in a wodden or ear-
then vessel contaniing four or
five gallons of water.

The
copper sulphate solution is now
put into a barrrel, if it has
not already been dissolved in
cne, and enough water added to
half fill the barrel; the slaked
lime should be diluted in anoth-
er barrel with enough water to
make half a barrel of the lime
mixture into the diluted copper

.suphate solution and stir thoir-

oughly, when it is ready for
use. The concentrated lime
mixture should not be mixed
with the concentrated copper
sulphate solution, as, if this is
done, an inferior mixture will
result. If the barrels are kept
covered so that there is no
evaporation, stock solution of
the concentrated materials may
be kept in separate barrels
throughout the season. It is
important to have the quantit-
ies of lime and copper sulphate

- as recommended, but, in order

to be sure that enough lime has
been used and there is no dang-
er of burning the foliage, let a
drop of ferrocyanide of potas-
sium solution (which can Le
obtained from a druggist) fall
into the mixture when ready.
If the latter turng reddish- bro
wn, add more lime mirture un-
til no change of colour takes
place.
