CANADIAN MINT

Earl Grey formally opens Cana-
dian Branch of the Royal
Mint at Ottawa

Ottawa, Jan. 3.—The Canadian
branch of the Royal mint was form-
ally opened yesterday afternoon by
Eart Grey. The governor general
turned the lever which stamped the
first coin. It was a- silver filty cent
piece and was presented-to Countess
Grey.

It is allejed that it will e
established by the Dominion govern-
ment.
