WHO BENEFITS FROM COAL 
STRIDES?

(From the Financial Post.)
The Maritime coal fields are facing 

the prospect of an immediate strike. A 
wage reduction is proposed. That a 
lowering of costs is necessary is evidenc­
ed by the report this week that United 
States.coal is entering the Maritime mar­
ket and selling in Prince Edward Island 
$2 less than the Nova Scotia mines 
lay it down. At the sme time the Ala- 
toerta mines are losing part of their Win­
nipeg market to the United States coal, 
the latter underselling Alberta mines by 
$3. The main reason the Alberta coal 
costs are so high -is that the companies 
must pay high wages and have not yet 
recovered from a disastrous strike which 
lasted the best part of 1924.

In the Alberta case last year, in the 
Maritime strike about a year ago when 
the troops were called in, and during 
the present Maritime negotiations, the 
spirit of give and take, consideration for 
the future of the industry or the country 
qt large, has been and is conspicuous by 
its absence. The refusal of the U.tyl.W 
leaders to meet the operating heads o 
allow others to mediate for them se-ma 1 
to indicate that they were more co - 
cemed with keeping the mines closed 
than with producing coal.

The coal industry in Canada has been 
retarded by strikes more than anything

The attention of the public it respect­
fully called to an Act to amend Chapter 
77 of the Revised Statutes ». 1923 of 
"The Load of Vehicles Act", passed the 
9th day Of April, 1924, A.D.

Be it enacted by the Gôvemor, Coun­

TOKIO

Two Thousnad Houses Were Destroy­
ed In the Great Conflagration

TOKIO, March 19—Ten thousand 
persons were homeless, three hundred 
injured, twenty missing and 2,000 houses 
were destroyed in the conflagration that 
swept over North Eastern Tokio last 
night, a police check of the situation re­
vealed. A barracks is being constructed 
to house the homeless and a subscrip- 
.tion list headed by the Emperor, is pro­
viding immediate relief funds.

Starting in a factory at Nappori 
Junction, the blaze burned its way like 
wildfire in a southwesterly direction, 
consuming wooden homes like so much 
timber. The conflagration was aided by 
a fierce gale that made fire fighting dif­
ficult.

Scenes incident to the major earth­
quake and fire at Tokio in 1924 were be­
ing repeated today when construction 
of a large barracks to house victims of 
the fire was begun.
