The most sacred in-
stitation in any land is an intelligent,
woral and free press, that sets up
for its. motto that written by Judge
Story—a press
—¢Unawed by influence and un-

bribed by gain.” :

We say we woiship a¢ thatshrine

—and we do so; and 1t shallbe our
constant aim to make & paper a
counterpart of the model we have
set up, caring less -for the' gains
than the name, and finding a better
reward in the praise of .pesterity
than in the gold of the hour.
" The duties snd the responsibilties
of the press are great and grave.
Questions often arise suddenly that
the public mind does not take the
trouble té consider, but the news.
paper editor must always be pre-
pared to show: some clue to the
mystery or.fo put some interpreta.
tion upon the most involved circum-
stances. ~ He must think more
bastily than other men, and reach
conclusions faster—then it his judg-
ment be faulty, the public, which in
the end is always right, will detect
his shortcomings.  The duty of
thinking for ene’s self is important
enough, and the man who is able to
do so is generaily above the cotnmon;
but how much more important is
the duty of him who thinks tor the
thousands and fashions their opin-
ions after bis own, Ifthe sun be
eclipsed the earth will be darkened ;
if be whose doctrines may become
the rule ot the state should spread-
abroaa insidions : teachings through
the press, many of the thoussnds
who Jook] upon him as a teacher
will satch the infection. |

The press is the first and greatest
born of a free people. Before the
tdays of the press superstition and
ignorance held sway over men’s
minds, tyranny lorded it over the
land and bad kings sent innocent
men to the block for a miserable
whim. But when the press once
began to breathe the spirit-of the
people through its columns, tyranny
faltered and autocrats and ev:I com-
binetions irembled before it. In
Russia to-day there is no free press,
but there iz a rule of knout and iron
—a galling tyranny that we free
people cannot conceive of.

In countries blessed with the
glorious boon of liberty, the press
is to-day the grestest power upon
the face of the earth, and thereis no
man, no matter how high his station
that doer not bend his knee berore
it. - With such a conception of the
press, and of the duties of those
who contrel the press, we give this
paper to our readers. And it we
have faithfully portrayed our ideal
newspaper, and the duties ot a
proper editor we have stolen a
warch on our readers and given
them our prospectus.

But thesé are only the general
principles upon which a newspaper

We sh:ll not ouly
approve fu ‘.. expendi vres in the
search fu. success. but we shell ack
a much larger apportioment Jor our
Maritime seas and rivers than they
nave received in the p-st, believing
that at the present they receive far
short o tl eif share.  Upon our fish-
eries here thon= nds of people are de-
pendent for su,poit, while in other
quarters. where the fisherics never ¢ n
be to the innabitants what ours are
Lo our people, Javish suirs ave expen-
ded with the most ridiculous re-u'ts.
There is a batch of useless officess in
the Fishery Department that ought to
be sent on*‘long holidays” and better
men be put in their places.

Upon this fishery question we
shall Le on tre side where
lie the iuterests of Miramishi
and the North,and we shall insist on
the laws relating to the protection of °
our fisheries being rigidly enfoced.

Ifto the farmer or the lumberman
what we conld say might ever be
n‘seful, let him depend upon our
ascistaace: and much within news-
paper scope can be said in the in-

tel‘t\ of both.
: nation’s ‘wealth
in  her natural agents, her

resources and her factories. The
two former this favored conntry has;

A VOYAGE TO CALCUTTA,

AND

What I.8aw Thase,

At the time Coover, the celahrated
American novelis®, was writing his plyaging
romances, Galeutta, indeed I might sar the
whole of Tndin, was terta ineognita o the
people of the provirces. But now, with e
ships of New Drunswick ploughing ever;
sea and carrying off the palm for rapidity
of sailing as the Marco Polo has done, Cal-
cutt: seems to have drawn nearer by many
many miles

But to the trip. = As in reaching that hot
land of date and tiger jangle, some seven-
teen thousand milesirom us, the ship
sails around the stormy Cape of Good Hope
a slight sketoh of the vovage and what I
saw there might have some interest for
your readers. My story shall not be ia
L usiad; having little of the Cam ofns n
me.

We left Boston ina fine American clipper
chip of about a thousand tons burden; there
were . but two first oabin passengers, a gen-
tleman from No-a Seotin and myself. The
second eabin passengers numbered twenty,
ard consisted mostly of mechanics, with a
spi nkling of better educated persons whose
means did not allow of their takimg first
c-'n passage. Having a fine hreeze we
00 1 lost sight of the [and., at which many a
poor exile took his last fond look.

The captain waz a gentleman and a thor-
ough sai'or, though rather a martinet, and
the officers capable men who understood
thoir duty and were prepared to do it. As
I had been mach on the sea and had no fear
of the landsman’s ter-or, * mal de mere,” I
felt that we were leaving under very happy
auspice °.

In about a week from the time of leaving
| we entered the Gulf Stream. This was-no-
i ticeavle from the change in the appearande
of the water and the differance in the ton-
pe yure. Here we experienced our first
storm. What a seene of gtandenr the sea
presented as its mighty billows were lashed
into foam and reared their towsring Crests
astern of us, looking down upon us in their
magnificent strength as if they felt indix-
nx>. at our daring to venlure upon their
domain! Never will I forget the Zcene as
I c.ne on deck the next morning, The
groaning of the spar , the hoarse orcders of
the officer in ¢harge, and the rushing of the
waters as wave after wave of fearlul'height,
looking as if about to éngnlf us, raised first
the stern of our noble ship until she »-
peared t) be plunging into the tumbling
mass, se.rching for a rest at,the bo*iom,
and again as- thd -se> rolled further under
her lift.ng her bow upon its angry top until
tl e jib boom pointed far,up into the murky
¢ky. It was hard work keeping ones feet,
for not only the rolling but the plunging of

Yout tl eir duty as composedly as a merch-
41t wou'd walk to his office. .Forsome time
after this there was very little change, the
ship passing St. Helena without our getting
a dight ofit ; but' on rounding the e of
Good Hope, we fell in with great numbers
of Albatross and nge Pigeons, the latter
remarkably pretty,.little! birds resembling
our tame pigeon in every respect excepting
the feet, which were webbed. They flew
and cireled around the ship in such close
proximity that numbers. were shot with our
revolvers, The Albatross ‘We caught by
putting a piece of meat upon a hook which
with a float attached to it, we fastened to a
line and let it trail astern. The hirds flew
at it in great numbers and fought to gain
the coveted morsel until one made himself
the possessor, and was hauled on: board.
The third mate stuffed several of these birds
which were of immense size. Passing up
by Madagascar and Bourbon we sigated. the
latter, and not long afterwards enterad the
Bay of Bengal, where we encountered a
Cyclone. A g

These fearfal hurricanes come on during
the change of the monsoons which =epresent
the trade winds in the Atlantic, and often
produce direful consequenee, sending im-
mense tidal waves up the mouths of the
Ganges inundating, and destroying villages
and causing great loss of life. The one
which we were unfortunate enough to meet
theew the: ship. uponther ‘beam ends and
carried away our whole suit of sails, but
dealt still more hardly with two ships near
us, dismasting both. They eventualy rigged
jury masts and we afterwards saw them
both in Caleutta. Not-many days after the
eyclone, we took a pilot on board who was
q]l'\te a swell. wore a gold band around his
hat and gold buttons upon his inaval cut
coat. He came on bourd with an assistant,
two leadsmen, and a servant. The pilot
are stationed in brig rigged vessels whigh
lie outside Sangor Island ' each carryinga
certain number of pilots who remain out for
a fixed time and then return to Calcutta
to be replaced * ' by: others. ' ‘They
are paid salary by Government and
the pilotage fees which they receive go into
the Government cofferz. Our particalar pilot
seemed determined to fake life as easy as
possible. A table was brouzht out for him
under the awning on the quarier deck, on
which his servant placed frait and wine.
Seating himself near this and smoking his
« pubble babble,” he gave instrustions to
his assistant, who informed me that he was
born in Caleuntta, but that his parents were
English. The assistant then took charge of
the ship, going to his principal for instruc-
tions when required. The leadsmen were
placed one on each side of the ship with
lead lines which.they kept continually going,
calling out the gounding in Hindpstapeq ina
most dismal and melancholy voice. fhe
first land made was Sangor Island, a long
aud very low lying coast, hardly visible ae
we passed it. We were now fairly into the
Hoogley, one of the mouths of the Ganges,
and up which, a hundred miles froms its
Lwouth, 2s the city of Calcutta. Taking a
tu_ near here we steamed slowly up the
river, still keeping the. lead going on efch
gide of us, as the chamnel in this river is

ontinually shifting.

As we sscended the river the scedery pre-
sented was both new and picturesque, being
entirely tropical, Diamond Harbor, a large
widening in the river, presenting a particu-
[larly beautiful appearance. -The gentle-
men’s places of residence on each side of the
river, embowered in tropical growth and
entirely eastern in their appearance, were
charming; each had an embowered walk
leading to the river and ending in a flight
of steps off which lay a gaudily painted boat
manned by natives in their Eastern costume
ready at a moment’s notice to take any mem-
ber of the family upon the river.. Overthe
“stern of each boat was a brilliantly colored
awning to protect the passengers from the
rays of the tropical sun. But our tug boat
would not wait for us to admire the scenery;
0 on we steamed and ere long were snugly
moored in front ef Calqutta, one of the
greatest ports in the werld. I shall not
give the size and population for thfa geogra-
phy has done that so often that it is getting
stale.

There being no wharves, I hailed a dingy
wallah or boatman to take me ashere and
while he was coning off [ amused myself
watching the crowded bank of the river, or
rather streets running at the heads of the
Ghants or landivg pluces, These are gen-
erally white stone steps leading down into
the water, so that boats can come close to
the 1 and passengersland dryshod.
