Str. Jomn's, May 19th, 1879.
To the Editor ef the* Carbonear,tlerald’ :
DEar Bir,—It was with great pleasure
that I recently heard that you were

about commencing a cureer as Editor of

a newspaper at Carbonear; and in wish-
ing you every success, and the most
happy realizations, I congratulate Car-
bonear in particular upon this event—
one of the greatest in her history. In

you Carbouear will find a redressor of

wrongs—a vindicator of rights—a diffuss
er of knewledge, and equally as much a
real gentlemen and a true friend ; and I
would ask you as a christian friend
when bestowing benefit, politically, so-
clally and intellectually, not to forget
the great branch of civilization, Iu a
word, be a promoter of domestic econs
omy.

Agricultural.

TRANSPLANTING,

In transplanting, the main points to
be regarded are, care in taking up the
plants so as to avoid injury to the roots,
planting firmly so as to enable the
plant to take a sezure hold .of the soil,
reducing the top to prevent ev"pmatlon
and shading to prevent the hot sun
from withering ard blighting the
leaves. 'llan&plantmo should ‘be done
in the evening, or immediately before
or after a rain. .Give each plant a gill
of water, and shade with a shingle.’

WATERING. :
The best time to water plants is at

snorise, or in the evening, and always
use 1amwater.when it is to be Lad, If

e cathedral ehurch of

well water must be used, it should be
exposed to the sun a day or two, till
it rise to temperature ‘of the air, befoxe
it is applied. Water may be given to
the roots” at any time, but should
never be sprinkled over the veseel in
the hot sun, for it will make them blis-
ter . and beeome covered with brown
spots wherever it touches.
