[n = connection with this
questiont of reciprocity be-
tween Canada and the United
States, it should be rememb-
ered that it is forty-five years
since the old treaty was abro-
gated ; that ®onditions baye
altogether changed since then,
and that whatever benefit we
received in the way of en-
hanced prices for our farm
products was during the years
of the ciyil war in the States,
when the people there were
exercising the profession of
arms instead of producing the
necessaries life. These
war prices would prevail, re-
ciprocity or ne reciprocity.
During the existence of the
treaty, the United States
duties against us were much
higher than the Canadian
duties on products coming
Canada from our
neighbors. They had the ad
vantage of us, along, in
the treaty ; still they were not
content and were constantly
placing obstacles in the way
to prevent the smooth work-
ing of the agreement.

Holy Name Society belng of a upia
versal oharacter, a fgw fines concern-
iog its history will 1tblpl ot fail to
interest onr readers seys The Catkolic
Standard and Times.

The Holy Name Society is one of
the oldest confraternities of the
Chuarch. The Crusaders, baviog
lived many years among the Saracens
in Asia, brought back to Europe
many of the vices ptevaleat in that
distaat country. Among them were
cursiog, immodest language and
blasphemy against God, aad especial.
ly against His Adorable Son Jesus.
The Sovereign Pontiffs, always awake
to remedy the evils of the Ohurch by
opportune measures, were also pres
pared to encounter this menace. Ac-
cordingly Gregory X. after the Bcu-
menical Couancil held at Lyons in 1274
A. D. deemed it befitting to issue the
following decree :

““Recently, duriog the council held
at Lyons, we deemed it a useful com-
mendation to exhort the faithful to
eoter the bouse of God with bumility
and devotion and to conduct them-
selves while there in a becoming
manner, o as to merit the diviae fav.
or and at the same time to give edifi-
cation. We have also judged it pro
per to persuade the faithful to demon-
strate more reverence for that pame
sbove 1all names, the only name in
which we claim salvation—the name
of Jesus Christ, who has redeemed us
from the bondage of sin. Consequ-
ently, in view of obeying thal apostoe
lic precept, “in the name of Jesus,
let every koee be bent,” we wish that
At the pronouncing of that pame,
chiefly at the Holy Sacrifice, every
oae wculd bow his head in token
that ioteriorally he bends the knee of
his beart,”

The decree was addressed to the
general of the Dominican Order, at
the time Blessed Joho of Versailles,
aad exhorted him to enjoin upon the
members of his community the pro-
pagation of the devotion and reverence
due to the Holy Name. The Dom-
inicans gladly hearkened to the voice
of the Father of Christendom and to
the injunction of their superior.
Everywhere they preached the ven-
eration due to the Holy Name,
which alone, according to 8t,
our salvation is to be obtained. Rf-
fectual to this end were the erection
of altars dedicated to the Holy Name,

At the clase of their
sermons they exhibited tbis emblem
to the faithful and. asked them to
prostrate themselves to adore the
Redeemer of maskind. They re-
commeonded their bearers to bave the
monogram of Jesus placed over tbe
gates of their cities and above the
doors of their dwelliogs. Because
tbe manoer in which St. Berpadine
preached this devotion was new, he
was accused by his enemies and
brought before the tribunal of Pope
artin V. But St. John Capistran
delended his master 5o successfully
that the Pope not ooly permitted the
worship of the Holy Name, but also
assisted at a procession in which the
boly monogram eas carried. The
table used by St. Beroadioe is venera-
ted at Banta Marie in Ara Coeli at
Rome"” (Catholic Eacyclopedia vi. p.
4213,

o the following century the Do-
minican friar, Father Didacus, of
Victorin, established a confraternity
of the Holy Name of God, which was
to be a lefgue agninst cursing, bless
phemy, perjury and all profasity.
This was affiliated with the Coofrat-
eroity of the Holy Name of Jesus es-
tablished by Bishop Diasz, and was
approved by the Pope Pius IV oo
April 5, 1564 Io this decree the
Holy Father commanded all Pat
riarchs, Archbishops, Bishops and
other ordinaries to do all their
power to foster or advance the society.
Among tbe crowned monarchs of
Rurope most serviceable to Father
Didacus io the propagation of the
society were Bwmperor Charles V
(died 1556) and Kiog Philip 11
(died 1598). Thesetwo royal pere
sonages, hoping thereby to stay the
ravagiog progress of irreligion and
blaspbemy, used their utmost ioflueace
to have the society spread throughout
their vast domaios.  The Holy Name
Society, thus fostered by the highest
authorities of botb ecclesiastical aed
secular power, naturally spread far
and wide over the countries of Christ.
