ous tendeney. It is imphied in much that ie
written upon the present conlition of the
depreesed classes, that this condition is ow
ing to the claseen alove them,—to rich em-
plogers and grasping capitaliste. But i< thi
trye-? Let us lock at it. The civilized
world has been for a long time in a state of
comparative peace. Population has rapidly
increased. Laborers have multiplied, and
production bas ocutgrown demand., The
consequence has been a compcetition among
them for work. They have underbid one
another. Wages Lave fallen to the bare
life-supporting point.  \Whose fuult is this ?
Nobody's. that we can sce. It 18 no one's
fault dircctly and immediately. Remotely,
one may say, the condition of the suffering
classes is owing-to oppressive governments,
to unequal institutions, to the entail of es-
tates end immcnse accumulations in few
hands, to enormous nativnasl debts and con-
scquent heavy taxes. Dut all t'is was the
heritage of the past, the fixed order of soci-
ety, and it could not be changed in & mo-
ment, No doubt, freer institutivne, exten-
ded suffrage, and the substitution of fee and
frechold for'rent and lease, would bave gi-
ven a spring to the individual energies of the
people. And yet we do not see that free in-
stitutions and a chance for all, like our own,
will sltogether prevent the running Jown of
wages. Whose fault,then, isit? we repeat.
Is it the fault of the laborer? lle hias done
but what all men do when commodity is in
excese~~sould 1t for less. Is it the fault of
the employer, the capltalist? lle could nct
help it. . Ifa neighboring estate or manufas-
tory is employing workmen at a lcss price
than he, they undersel him, and he cannot
go on. - Generosity here is out of the ques-
tion in all ordinary cases : for it would soon
wake the employer a bankrupt, and then he
must stop at any rate, and his men would
have no wages. It is out of his power, we
repeat, to arrest the descent of wages.

ately responsible ;which presses heavily upon
all, employer and laborer together,~which
nte the most difficu't and confounding
pioblem that ever engaged the attention of
mankindg, and which modern society must
labor with all sobriety and earnestness to
sulve. Exasperation, etrife, bloodshed, wiii
uot help the case, but only make it worae.
Solutions are offered, plans are proposed,

* with much confidence ; and in this great dis-
tress of the case, we are¢ tempted to feel ue
il we could resist nothing that comes in the
name of help. We confers that we do not
very well understand some things' that the
projectors say, and that we cannot think
that other things are fcasible. \We do not
undcrstand, for instance, what is mcant by
¢ the right to labor,” or by “every wnan's
right to the soil,” or to “a protected home-
stead.” And we cannut see how men, gen-
erally, are to be persualed to leave their
separate and independent family state, and
1o €ome and live in immense hotels or board-
ing-houses, called “ communitics,” or “pha-
lansteries.” But if there be any practicable
or plansible device for help, that will do no
“great harmn, however visionary it seems, let
it be tried—by those who are willing to try
it ;letit, in lKe name of humanity, be tried.

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.

Tuesday, Janvary 23,
Twenty-fdur petitions were brought np
and laid on the tatile, and a number of peti-
tions referred. Mr. De Witt, from the stan-
ding .Committee on Contingencies, reported
as the opinivn of the committee that all let-
ters, correspondeace, and papers forwarded
by members, and chargeable against the
contingencies of the house, vught to be
paseed through the office thereof. Agreed
to by the house upon division.
A message was received from the Legis-
lative Courcil agreeing to the address on
the Navigation Lawe. On motion of the
tlon. Mr. tincks, the address to his Ex-
cellency from the council, to transmit to
her Majesty the joint address on the Navi-
eation l.aws was agreed to.
Mr. Jobin introduced a bill to amend the
Notarial Act. To be read a second time on
Monday next. Also to authorize to a cer-
tain extent, the attachment of the salaries
of public officers for debt. To be read a se-
cond time on Monday.
In answer to Mr. Chauveau, The Hon.
Inspector General stated, that till the gov-
ernment had closed the correspondence now
being carried on with the Imperial govern-
ment, it would be impoesible for govern-
ment to_propose-snything relative to-the
Quebec and ilalifax Railroad ; that it was
not poseible in the present state of the pro-
vincial finances, to grant money for docke
at Quebec, nor for a road between the city
of Quebegand Loke St. John.
In answer to the same gentleman, Mr.
Lafontaine stated (as we understand,) that
government proposed to introduce no new
bille for taking the census in Canada East;
nor to repeal the Act 9, cap. 58, by which
the cost of administering justice in Canada
West was charged on the consolidated rev-
enue ; nor for devoting the funds proceed-
ing from the Jesvits Estates, to purposes
other than those to which they are now ap-

plied.

The first to repeal
sl act for Canada West, and se-
cond to provide a general law for the erec-
tion of Municipalities in Canada West.—
The first to be read a second time on that
night (Tuesday) fortnight, the second on
that day week.

On motion 6f Mr. Richarde, the bill to
simplify the transfer of real Mty was
read a first time ; second reading’ Feb-
ruary,

In answer to Mr. Scott, Mr. Hincke, sta-
ted, that government would not introduce
any bill to change the currency laws, nor to
establish a bank of issue. There was a bill
under consideration relative to the iseue of
debentures.

Mr. Baldwin brought down the papers or-
dered the other day, relative to the dismis-
sal of Dr. Park, also a number of papers
containing correspondence with the Impe-
rial government relative to the tariff; rail-
waye, &c., ordered to be printed.

The examination of witnesses in Mr.
Vansittart's case, then was proceeded with,
Mr. Notman moved a postponement of the
further consideration of this question until
the next day, in order that members might
have an opportunity of earefully considering
the evidence from first to last. He might
probably produce further testimony to-mor-
row, to which Mr. Vansittart desired an
opportunity of replying.

Col. Prince suggested that Mr. Vaasit-
tart shonld be heard at once in compliance
with his request to be allowed to address
the hmwo\&No objection having been madle,

Mr. Vangittart aroae to address the house.
Col. Prince recommended the filing of all
the documents which had been produced by
Mr. Vansittart as part of their case.

Cecessors, yet we question, much, if the iniquity
will be entirely prevented. It is obvious that
the difficulty of carrying or working out any
principle, whether in legislation or whatever
other department of human affairs, is just pro-
portioned to the relation which that principle
bears to the unbending principles ef Truth and
Justice, or, in other words, to ite proximity to
the laws of nature. In most countries of the ci-
vilized word the Elective franchise, or rather the
law-msking privilege is & sad snomaly to the
principles of commoa eense and justice, and
hence its results form the gr. atest civil infliction
which society endures. Passing over the abso-
lute trampling despotisms of the Russian Auto-
crat and the Dey of Algiers, we may glance at

Peerage as on? of the extreme extravagancies of |
rebellion egainst nature: the punishment of |
which may be seen in the results of the Laws of |
Eatail and Primogeniture, the illegit'mate con-
nexion of Church and State, the voluptuousness
of the Lords-spritual, and a host of other abomi-
nations. The property gualification in voters,
whether ia Britain or in Canada, is a miniature
representation of the same hereditary prin-
ciple enjoyed by the Peerage, and the evil or the
punish of itis fested in the serious dif-
ficulty and expense of preventing bribery and
epurious votes. WNow the nearer we approach
to the broad principle of common justice, the
fewer of these difficulties will occur, and the ea-
sier. will they be overcome. And certainly there
is no country which posseeses greater facilities
for establishing the Elective franchise upon a ba-
sia which would at once be popular, sale, simple,
and almost beyond the reach of corruption.

There is & very numerous, and, we presume,
a very respectable class of men 10 Canada, who
are eligible to serve as Jurors in their respective
counties. Their intelligence and integrity are
recognized in the fact that Jurors sre supposed to
be capable of comprehending the reasonin zs and
epecial pleadiage, and technicalities, and cross-
questionings, and legal quibblings of the **Learn-
ed Council,”—and in the supposition that they
are beyond the reach of bribery. We shall, at
lcast, take them as a fair average specimen of hu-
man beings; and certainly nobody will affirm
that a man who is properly qualified to discharge
the deeply importatant duties of a Juror, and to
sit in judgment on the life of his fellow-man, is
incompetent to vote for a member of Parliament.

QOurobject in proposing the petty jurors of
Canada, as the basis of the Elective Franchise,
is not merely to obtain an extension of the
sufferage. However desirable such an extension
may be, there are other considerations which
should go far in recommending our suggestion to
the att of the Legisl The first of |
these is the prevention of epurious deede and the l
facility with which the names of all the electors
in the county could be obtained. By referring
to the Assessment Roll, the Clerk of the Peace
can at once tell who is liable to serve as o petty
juror, and were such men eligible to vote for &
mcm.bcr of Parljament ; the law for regulating |
electione would be short and simple, and much ofl
the labor, and the difficulty, sad the corruption,
end the wrangling about oaths, and qualifiea-
tions attendant on a general election, would be
avoided. We hope to live long enough to see
anew Election Law thus simplified.

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EDUCATION.

We would soppose that the first thing which
would present itselfl (o the human being whea be
commences the study and cultivation of either
himself or other individuals of his own sp
would be the fact that the Creator Las given him
both a physical and & mental constitution, and in

quence of the ifseparabl ion be-
tween them, we would euppose the second fact
to be that each of these constitutions required
wourishment and cultivation. of thet description
best adapted {o ite own nattire, and least calcula-
ted to injure the health or destroy the natura! ae-
tion of the other. Tt ie admitted that the welfare
of the mental coustitution depends almost exclu-
sively upon the healthy action of the physical
system, but the converse .of this proposition is
not so satisfactorily established—in other words
the health- of the mind depends more upan the
condition of thie body than the condition of the
body does upon the health of the mind. You ecan
raise up a strong, healthy, durable body, indepen-
dently of mind, but you cannot raise up a healthy
durable mind, independently of the health of the
body. When we look abroad upon the various
tribes of living creatures which inhabit the earth,
we are astonished to find that the human family
of all others, is subject to by far the greatest a-
mount of sickness and suffering, of debility and
disease, and even of premature death. We ore
.aware that nnmerous causes may be assigoed for
this phenomenon, but we are persuaded that the
most productive cause is our ignorance and neg-
lect of the laws upon which health depends. To
all who are acquainted with the nature of the hu-
man being, or who understand anything of the
physiology of man, the fearful amount of human
suffering cannot appear wonderful—in fact, the
wonder will be that the amount is not much
greater than itactually is, when we consider the
conduct of the human family, and see how much
farther they have departed from the laws of their
nature than any other tiibe of animals. The laws
laws of nature are the laws of God. No law of
God can be violated with impunity; He has for
wise purposes endowed us with a variety of pow-
ers, both physical and mental, for the judicious
management wnd cultivation of which we are
just as responsible as we are for any spiritual pri-
vilege which we erjoy. . It has often been re-
marked that there is s ten lencr in man always
to fly to extremities, and perhaps the remark is
seldom more fully illustrated than on this same
question’ regarding the spiritual duties and tem-
poral amusemente of maokind. One portion
seem to think and maintain that every thing is
wrong which has not & direct bearing upon reli-
gion, and would therefore, wish us to walk the
whole journey of life wrapt up in eusterity and
muffled 1n gloom—while another party seem to
think that all thinking is useless—that there is
nothiog better for a man than that he should eat
and drink and ‘enjoy the good of all his labor,—
or in other words, that sensval indulgence and
the gratification of the animal appetites consti-
tute the chief good.
Now both parties are mstray, and act equally
in ignorance of, and in opposition to the laws of
their nnture, With reference to the first—if the
Creator had intended man as an exclusively reli-
gious being, he would have given him no other
feelings, faculties, or propensities than Hope,
Wonder, and V. ~but he has end d
him with powers of perception, which bring him
iato more i diate intimacy with the d
and beauties of external creation, and expand his
mind by the accumulation of actual knowledge.
He has endowed him with propensities, whose
legitimate gratification yields much enjoyment
and conduces to his earthly happiness. He has
given him_the powers of reason und reflection,
enabling him to perceive the relation between the
effect and the cavse which has produced it—to
calculate consequences ; and to make the most
suitable and
his knowledge—and above all, and superior t
all, He has given him moral and religious senti
ments calculated and intendéd to exercise a su-
preme command over all his other mental quali-
ties and desires. But it ought to be remembered
that every one of the desires and faculties is just
as much the workmanship of the Creator as any
one of the religious or moral sentiments, and is
iatended for use and for the production of happis
uees, and we may depend upon being held res-
ponsible for the use or abuse to which every one
of them may be subjected. And it has pleased
Godin his Iofinite wisdom and goodness not to
defer the punishment of these violations of the
laws of our nature, to s future day of reckoning,
lest we should forget or neglect them, and there-
by destroy or lose the happiness which he had
designed for us in the present state of existence.
He has established lawe in our very nature,
which render the punishment immediate. The
individual who pampers his appetitesa, who
perseveres in sensual indulgence, who lives the
life of an epicure, and neglects the cultivation of
his intellectual, mpral and religious qualities, is
in the first place punished positively by the curse
of satiety, and the numerous disagreeable and
loathing sensations which accompany excessive
indulgence of the animal appetites. He is in the
second place punished negatively, by the loss of
that purer enjoyment which springs from the ex-
ercise of the higher powers of man’s na ture as an
intellectual and & moral being , and he is deprived
of that animat ing, that cheering, that holy hope
which religion gives to lift the soul above the
cares and troubles of this world, and fix the
thoughts in heaven. The person who spends all
or most -of his time in study and in acquiring
knowledge from books, we might suppose would.
enjoy a remarkable measure of happinees ; and,
compared with the voluptuary, or the debauchee,
the supposition is correct. The happiness of the
dissolute prodigal is merely physical or sensual
—his misery is both phyesical and mental. The
felicity of the thinking man is intell I, and
the misery resulting from his studious pursuits is
only physical ; so that his happiness compared
with the happi of the list,in iorin
nearly the same degree that mind is superior to
matter, while the punishment of transgressing
the laws of his nature are inferior in nearly the
same ratio. But he does traneg:ess the laws of
his nature, and he doessuffer punishmeat in
corsequ b no gression of these
laws can pass with impanity. His Creator has
given him something more than an intellectual
constitation. He has given him an animal body
and animal appetites, which are just s much the
§ift of heaven and as necessary to be cared for

ed'a large share of the animal propensities and
the animal spirits, and the pecaliar mode of life
10 which they were subjected in youth, either
by the pride or piety of their parents or guardi-
ans, was, as it were, s convulsive sttempt to de-
stroy these propensities, which should rather
have been judiciously ragulated and exercised.—
In strong constitutions this attempt is unsuccess-
ful, and the porary like the pt
of the school-boy to dam back the running
stream, only impedes the natural current till its
accumulsted strength bursts through the puny
arttficial barrier with resistless fury. This view
of man’s nature will perhaps explain the sppa-
rent anomaly of so many learned men. So many
who have had the benefit of even a religious ex-
ample—yea, even Clergymen’s children distin-
guishing themsel debasing themselves and
bringing grief and grey hairs to their parents, by
the extra wildoess and immorality of their con-
duct. It is probable that human nature, even in
