sided in France when Battenburz put in
his name on the matrimonial books, and
the matchmaker’s first attempt was to
bring about & marriage with Mile. Dim-
Bourt, whose marriage to Alfred Massur-
us, son of the Tarkish ambassador to
London, had just been declared void; as
the bride is 3 minor, and French law
gives the parent the “right to annul a
contract of constancy under such a con-
dition. Mlle. Dimoourt rejected Batten-
berg on account of his poverty, and he
was then offered to Miss Winnifretta
Singer, daughter of the sewing machine
willionaire, and now Princess of Lcey.
After being hawked over half of Europe,
Battenberg finally secured ocourt in-
fluence, and the backing of the Court of
Hesse-Darmstadt to promise success in
London. Thither he accordingly went,
and Princess Beatrice fell in love with
him at first sight. Since the couple
have been wedded the Russian match-
maker has persistently dunned Batten-
berg, and all that he could squeeze from
his spouse’s allowance has gone to the
woman o# & price for her silence. Re-
cently tiring of the continuous dunning,
Battenberg refused further to submit,
even in the face of threatened exposure.
Whereupon the woman wrote in the
most fulsome detail to Lord Chamber-
lain Latham, accompanying her state
ment with a mass of letters relating to
Battenberg’s wooinz, and showing him
in an unenviable light. Lord Latham
submitted the entire correspcndence to
the Queen, and Battenberg was sent
abroad with the least possible delay, As
he has been absent now two months it
may ‘mean an indefinite banishment.

.ation, or falsely charge me with desiring
40 oppress the Romaun Cathol'e mincrity,
or with seeking, by disgraceful methods,
40 catch the votes of the unthinking
populace, and influence religions passion
inst the Roman Catholic winority of
ntario ; for, mask it ss you may, that
is the charge which you insinuate, though
you do not appear opeuly to inake ?

I can appeal to a lifetime in Lhis com-
munity for the answer to the charge _cf
intolerance and bigotry which yuu in
sinuate agalnet me, and to the utterances
of nearly twenty years of public life as
my defgpce against your calumuious

charge. Tried by the same test, can you
ask a verdict of acquittal,s on a like
charge, from your fellow: tigens? I
trow not. They do not, they caunot,
forget the cruel, the wanton, sttack,
which you publicly made upon the de-
fenseless girls and young women of Oo-
tario ; and that, too, that you might
make a point. against the public school
system of this province. Nor can they
forget the language which you thought
fit to use towards your Protestant fel-
low-citizens when you were addressing s
body of Roman Catholic gentlemen con-
nected with an association which had ite
meeting not long ago in Kingston.
Then, too, by what right do you speak
of those who are counected with the
Equal Rights movement us ferocious
bigots ? Such language from a politi-
cian, in the heat of a political ‘harangue,
could hardly be palliated, but what is to
be said of its use by a high dignitary of
a great church, not spoken but written
in the seclusion of his study and wheu
. he was penning a charge of intolerance
and bigotry against a public man?
Think of such language as applied to
the recognized leader of the movement,
whose position in the church to which
he belongs is as high as that of your
grace ib your own, and whose every ut-
terance—while he spoke with clearness
against & prece of legislation wh'!ch a
vast majority of his foliow-citizens,
whatever ' view they may entertain of
the constitutional questivn involved,
join with him in condemning—was
characterized by that broad liberality,
generous toleration and true charity to-
wards all men, which should pervade
the utterances, not only of a Christian
minister, -ut of a Christian gentleman.
Then how do you justify your attempt
to make me ap oppressor of the Roman
Catholic minority, if not in act, at least
in intention? I had thought that you
concurred with me in deprecating the
advice given to the Roman Catholic mi-
nority by the writer of the article in the
Canadian Freewan, to which you referred
in your first letter, but as your last letter
seems to leave that matter in doubt, the
people of the province, whom you are
addressing, by means of your own choos-
ing are entitled to know whether you do
or do not approve it, and if no other
good results from my correspondence
with you, much good will be done to
have obtained a clear definition of your
view oh ‘that subject. But you say that
my proposition to meet such a cdmbina-
tion as 18 sugzested invol the oppres-
sion of the minority. Granting your
premises, I deny your conclusidh, and
am astonished that in the face of the
declaration which I made as to the prin-
ciples upon which I believed that the
goverpment of this proviace should be
conducted, you should make such a
charge.

THE BIG CONTROVERSEY.,

Mr Meredith's Last Letter ta Archbishop
% Cleary.
My Lord Archbishop.

I have the honor to acknowledge the
receipt of your letter of the 20th ultimo.
I do not think a discussion of the merits
or demerits of my letters, as containing
or not containing arguments relevant to
the subject of our correspondence, would
be of interest to the public, who must
themselves judge as to that from what is
said, rather than fvom opinions expressed
by either party to the ccntroversy, and
1 do not therefore follow you in that
discussion further than to suggest that
where an accusation is made against a
public man of intelezance and bigotry, it

* A8 not irrelevant to inquire what manner
of man his aceuser, is. My case on this
poiot is unanswered, except where you
gooutof your way to repeat your oppro-
brious epithets towards those who are
conngcted with, the Equal Rights move-
ment, and by the repetition of them
show your desire to fasten the charge of
ferocious bigotry upon the leader of the
movement.

I did not overlook the statement you
quote from your letter of the 22ad ult.,
nor do I fail now to observe the dusin-
genuous way in which you for the
second time evade a direct answer to
the question whether you approve cr
disapprove of.the position taken in the
quotation I made from the article in
the Canadian Freeman. You must have
@ not very high estimate of the intelli-
gence of your fellow citizens when you
speak of the request that you should give
that answer as & ‘‘reiterated demand on
you to muzzle the press.” Surely 1t
were the part of a courageous if not a
candid man that you should give the
answer, but ycu dare not give it, be-
cause the only answer you could now give
would convict you of making a founda-
tionless charge against me. I say the only
answer you conld give, because I venture
tc think that even you dare not now en-
dorse the position that both the politi-

I do not hesitate to repeat that such a
combination,created and existing for such
a purpose as I have spoken of, could not
be tolerated in a free country, or to
avow that whenever it is attempted
party lines must be obliterated, if neces-
sary, to meet it, not by oppressive
measures, but a stern resistance against
aggression. =g

Equally foundationless (courtesy for-
bids my using a stronger adjective) is the
charge that I advocated ‘‘making war
upon the educational rights of the min-
ority of the Province of Ontario, guaran-
teed to them by the Constitation.”

Dear Siz,—I have the honor to
soknowledge receipt of your letter pub-
lished in Friday's issue of The Globe.
Whilst I experience no small share of
satisfaction at your prudent resolve to
lay down your arms, I do not forego my
right as complainant against yod in the
court of public opinion, to ‘‘sum up’’ the
case bufore I allow you to part from me.

My complaint was that you had pub-
licly attributed to me the authorship of
a sentence extracted by you from a King-
ston newspaper, which you were pleased
to interpret to your auditors as revealing
a ‘‘great danger to the State’’—‘‘vne of
the dangers of madern civilization’'—
‘‘one of the greatest evils we have to con-
tend with in Parliamentary Government’’
—and ‘‘against which both partier should
ery, ‘Unite, unite against a common
enemy.’ ” In your reply you asked me
to believe that you did not impute tha
authorship of the sentence to me, inas-
much as The Empire's report was *‘verb-
ally” incorrect in making you appear to
say:—*‘The words are used by a news-
psper, but to some extent, I apprehend,
by the gentlemsn who presides over the
Archiepiscopal Seeot Kingston.” I honor-
ably accepted your assurance,and on your
further explanatien that you had merely
hazarded a conjecture as to my respon-
sibility in the matter, I allowed y ur im-
putation to stand as *‘conjecture and no
more.” Accordingly 1 challenged you to
justify your public utterance of this
‘‘conjecture,” declaring it ‘“illogical, un-
just and illegal.” You made no defence
of any kind; and, in view of my counter-
statement and argument, you abandoned
your original charge altogether, never
referring to it in any of your subsequent
lotters, Thus you wirtually pleaded
guilty to an indefensible and unjustifi
able attack upon me before my fellow-
citizens throughout the Province. Par-
don me, sir, if I venture to say that ac-
cording to the laws of honor you are
bound to make nean adequate apolegy.

In your first letter to me (dated Dec.
19) yon claimed that I should hive cen-
sured the newspaper from which you had
extracted the sentence to which you were
pleased to attach a most odious meaning,
and 1n each of your subsequent rejoinders
you have insisted that I am bound “‘to
approve or disapprove” that sentence, as
interpreted by you. Your patron and
inspirer, the Torooto Mail, and all the
small anti-Catholic local sheets that taze
their cue each morning from its editor,
joined in full chorus with your demand.
You seem to have had a previous agree-
ment about it. Now, sir, an all-suffi-
cient rep'y to you would be,that it is not
the practice among gentlemen to answer
impertinent questions, more especially
when they have been captiously con-
trived. But I prefer to desl with you as
a lawyer. Having had the advantage of
thirty years’ study of law and ten years’
practice in the judicial apglication of its
principles and methods, I take exquisite
pleasure in probing your legal mind and
analysing its operations. Suppose you
were retained as Queen’s Cgunsel
in a case, the issue of which de-
pended on your establishing the responsi-
bility of one man tor a libel wriiten by
another, would you not think it all im-
portant (the question of conspiracy or
agency being excluded) to prove defi-

judges and learned lawyers in the
land, I respectfally submit that your
cause is lost; it is trebly beatev, ail
three essential conditions of pruof,
as above stated, being conspicuously
non-existent in your argument. For
I have put in evidence that (1) I have
no knowledge whether the naked sen-
tence withdrawn by you trom its
antecedent and subsequent coniext is
fairly chargeable with the oldious iater-
pretation you have thought it your in-
terest to put upon it 3 and you have not,
despite my reiterated cnillenge, offsred
even a simulacrum of proof, or alleged
any reason whatsbever in support of
your fanciful interpretation ; that (2) I
have not been privy to the writing “or
publishing of the sentence brought up
by you ; that I don’t know who wrote it;
and that, prior to your production of 1t
at your meeting in London three months
after date, I had not seen it or heard
anything about it. This statement re-
mains on the record undispated; (3) that
my Episcopal office does nut extend to
censorship of the press on political topics
or sny other, save those which bear
directly on faith and morals, and that
condemnation or approval of your pet
sentence does not appertain to my busi-
ness in any way whatever. Against
this, my ‘allegation as to the estent of
ny duty, you have not demurred even
by a whisper. Let me now ask you in
the hearing of your fellow-lawyers of
Untario, whether or not I am bound to
accept your interpretation of that isolat-
ed sentence and publicly to condemn it
in order to save myself from social re-
sponsibility and all your fancied guilti-
ress? Don’t part from me, if you
please, till you settle this question. The
public will await your answer with more
than ordinary curiosity.

1 might indeed have formulated a
more easy, snd, perhaps, more interest
ing case for your .legal decision. Sup-
pose the leader of Her Majesty’s loyal
Opposition in the Legislative Assembly
had 1dentified himself, his party and his
political programme with Mr Sol.
